Canada at the World’s Falir.

The Forestry and Fisheries of that
Country to Have Large Re-
presentation.

(By Louis Larive.)

St. Luois, Mo.—“Canada will take
part in the Lonisana Purchase Exposi‘
tion as a Nation.” Such was the
answer given by Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
of Canada, from his seat in the House
of Commons, to an inquiry made to
the government by one of the Cana-
dian members of Parliament.

The great “‘silver tongued’” man of
Canada meant what he said. The
news just received from Ottawa, the
seat of the Canadian government, is
to the effect that extensive prepara-
tions are being made to show to the
world the immense resources possessed
by the neighbors to ths north.

Canada has grewn and psospered
wonderfully during the last decade.
Its trade has increased to enormous
proportions. Its crops have been such
as to merit for Canada abroad the
title of “grainary of the world.” Its
mines and ore ficlds, particularly those
of Nova Scotia and Cape Breton, have
been developed in such a way as to
set dreaming the most pessimistic, and
it is now generally conceded that the
finest jewel of Great Britain’s crown
can more than supply its home market
for minerals, while it exports annual-
ly millions’ worth of grain, fish, lum-
ber and timber.

Of the industries based upon natural
resources the fisheries rank sccond in
Canada. This country has over 5600
miles of sea coast, in addition to in-
land seas, innumerable lakes, and a
great number of rivers. The exports
of the fishéry products in 1897 amount-
ed to $22,383,546.  The home consump-
tion is estimated at a value of $15,-
000,000, giving a total yield from the
fisheries of nearly £38,000,000 arnually,
exclusive of the catch by foreign fish-
ermen. The sca, inshore and inland
fisheries of Canada, furnish cod, mack-
erel, haddock, haltbut, herring, hake,
salmon, shad, striped bass,
smelt, lake trout, musealonge, white
fish, sturgeon, pike perch, black bass,
brook trout, pike, eels, and gold eye,
besides oysters, lobsters, seals, whales
and walrus. The richest whaling re-
gions in the world are said to exist in
the Hudson Bay and Arctic regions of
Canada.

The Pacific coast fisheries furnish
halibut, black cod, oulachan, anchovy,
herring, smelt, and many of
salmon and trout. The .salmon of
British Columbia are worth over $5,-
000,000 annually, and the total yield of
the fisheries of that province exceeds
$6,000,000.

extractive industries of Canada, and
the forest wealth is very great. It is
stated that 123 species of trees grow
in that country, 94 occuring east of
the Rocky Mountains, and 29 on the
Pacific coast. The forest belt extends
a distance of about 4,000 miles east
and west, with a breadth of some 700
miles. The trees consist principally of
the following species: black and white
spruce, banksian pine, white pine, red
pine, larch, balsam fir, balsam poplar,
aspeni, canoe birch, bird cherry, white
cedar. Black ash ard mountain ash
occur sparingly in the southern part of
this belt.

British Columbia is thought to pos-
sess the greatest compact reserve of
timber in the world. The wocded area
is estimated at 285,000 square miles
and includes many kinds of timber.
The Dohglas spruce is the show tree of
British Columbia, and indeed, of Can-
ada. :

The forests of Canada contain pine,
spruce, hemlock, oak, elm, maple,
beech, birch, butrernut, hickory, bass
wood, etc. Nearly thirty-eight per
cent of its whole area is forested.

In 1899 the capital invested in the
pulp mills .of Canada alone was about
$15,000,000. The capacity of the mills
was over 1200 tons per day. -The
value of the forest products exported
in 1901 was nearly $33,000,000, and
their total pustt have been at least
three times that amount.

It will readily be scen that indeed
Canada has something to show, and
she intends to spring a universal sur-
prise mext year. Mr. William Hutchi-
son, Canadian Exposition Commission-
er, is just back in Ottawa from Japan,
where he represented his country at
the Osaka Exposition. Mr. Hutchison’s
siderable future benefit to Canada, and
trip to Japan is certain to be of con-
already trial shipments of wheéat and
flour have been made to the Far East
country just visited by him.

The Canadian Commissioner is now
actively engaged in making prepara-
tions for the World’s Fair at St. Louis,
On his way home from Vancouver to
Ottawa he made preliminary arrange-
ments for a thoroughly representative
exhibit of the timper, fisheries and min-
ing industries of Canada. British
Columbia will furnish the forest mon-
ster and an effort will be made to ob-
tain tho largest and longest piecce of
Douglas fir ever shown.

The salmon canning industry of the

. of fish from the Maritime provinces will
be well represented at the Exposition
in St. Louis. Canada is second to
none in her natural resources and her
showing of next year will well prove
it.

Toronto Swept by Great Fire.

Business Centre of the City Destroyed
—Groatest Calamity in the History
of the City—Luss Fifteen Mililon.

Fire broke out at midnight Tuesday
last in the heart of Toronto’s whole-
sale business district, in the premises
of Currie & Co., neckwear manufactur-
ers, 50 and 60 Wellington St. West,
spreading to the east and south with
fearful rapidity, devastating section
after section of the business portion of
the city. The Toronto Globe of Wed-
nesday morning says:

““The fire of last night was the great~
est calamity of the kind that has ever
happened to this city.

“The area swept at the time of go-
ing to press was not large, but it was
closely covered by business houses,
factories, wholesale warechouses, ma-
chinery emporiums, publishing houses
and other lines of commerce and indus-
try. It was the neucleus of the most
intensely business part'of the city be-
tween Wellington Street and this place
and between Yonge Street and Union
Station.

“It is difficult to form anything like
an accurate estimate almost of the
pecuniary loss in buildings and their
contents, but it must approximate ten
millions at this writing, with the fire
contipuing its ravages.

‘““While it is a matter of gratitude
that no lives have been lost and that
few householders have been deprived of
their homes, the blow will fall severely
on the artisan class whose occupations
have been completely destroyed.

““The impressive moral of the occur-
rence is the inadequary of Toronto’s
system of protection of fire. Water
pressure was too low and the auxili-
ary engine power was insufficient.
Many of the buildings were high, and
the fire was in paths quite beyond the
reach of water streams.

“The awful peril which has been
hanging over the city for years has
been made barely apparent. The
stricken community must take immed-
iate steps to provide adequate safe-
guards. &

“A pleasing feature of this time of
trouble is the readiness with which
outside places respond to the request
for help. Hamilton, Buffalo, London
and suburban towns in the immediatey,
vicinity gave their assistance, and it
was very useful in later stages of the
conflagration, and their promptitude
will always be remembered with grati-
tude.”

Toronto, April 20.—Last night’s
great fire, .the first ever experienced by
Toronto, is still burning fiercely, but
within the area of the destroyed pro-
perty, which covers about 14 acres,
and included some 14 street blocks of
the finest business houses in the city.
The total number of business firms
burned out is 123, and 5,000 men, wo-
men, girle and boys are out of em-
ployment, many of whom did not know
of the fire till they came down town
to work this morning.

There is much discussion as to the
methods made to check the fire. Mr,
Hocken, one of the principals of the
Minerva Mig. Co., round whose build-
ing one of the chief fights raged, main-
tains that the firemen did not pursue
the wisest taetics. He said: “‘What
they should have done was to have

blown up with dynaemite two or three =

buildings between this and Bay street..
If they had dome that when the fire
had reached the stage it had at ome
o’clock this morning, there would not
have been half the damage there is.””

As a matter of fact an efiort was
made to use a remedy. The regular
force here was asked to send a corps
of engineers irom the barracks with
dynamite for the purpose, but they
replied that they had no dynamite.
The firemen were much handicapped by
deficient fire fighting apparatus and
lack of water pressure.

The fire, which it is now supposed,
was caused by defective electric wiring
in the Currie tie factory. got a good
start owing to the fact that the city
authorities, although requested to do
8o, had neglected to place a fire alarm
near the factory where the fire origi-
nated.

When the flremen arrived they found
the water pressure weak. Even with
steam fire engines water could not be
thrown to the roofs of five story builds
ings. The wind freely distributed
burning brands on the roofs of the ad-
joining buildings, and the various
buildings could be seen taking fire
while the firemen were helpless. Sev-
eral months ego the president of _the
local fire insurance company advised
the city to lay a large water main
through the business district of the
city, as a fire preventive. Had this
been done probabag“ the fire would
have made less headway.

J. A. McCuaig, secretary of the Tor-
onto board of fire underwriters, said
that nmo meeting of the underwriters
had yet been held. He did not care te
‘hazard a guess at the probable ]‘oss..
The companies will meet to deal indi-
vidually with and adjust each loss.

the condition” of the streets ofBridge-
town. Such a course appeals to us
somewhat like attempting to paint the
lily. The condition of the streets is
certainly no secret, and if there is any-
one who has traversed thém 'in ‘the
past month and has failed to be im-
pressed with that condition there must
be something wrong with his percep-
tive faculties that places him quite be-
yond the sphere of our inflnence. The
question of street improvement, h({w-
ever, should be a burning one with
everyone interested in the welfare of
this town. That an improvement
worthy the name can be effected by

" methods employed in the past is out
of the question. That is simply a
matter of piling up a lot of soft soil
and sand to create clouds of dust in
the summep and mud and mire in
spring and fall. Considering the na-
4ure ‘of the subsoil which forms the
foundation for our streets, such work
must ever prove fruitless of permanent
good. The cry in our province to-
day is for the construction of pérma-
nent roads- It is the ambition of
many prominent public-spirited men to
soe all the main highways of the pro-
vince rebuilt on this principle. What
‘is as yet an ambition with regard to
our country roads should become in
the near future an accomplished fact
in the condition of the principal streets
of this town. One crossing on Queen
street has in the past month furnished
on a small scale an example of the
now. generally approved method of
road construction. The crossings, be
it emembered, were the lowest places
in the strects and consequently pools
of water. Public or private enterprise
on the part of some individual caused
him to cover this particular crossing
with about a foot deep of ‘“‘clinkers”
or coal ashes. As a consequence it
Became at once a dry and pleasant
footway, where all around, even the
sidewalks, was mud and water.

Now, we do not mean to advocate
that all the streets be given & coating
of coal ashes. We believe a cheaper
article can be found to serve the same
purpose. We have referred to this par-
ticular crossing because its improve-
ment must have attracted the atten-
tion of the least observing and be-
cause it contains in itself the elements
that must be applied to-the construc-
tion or repair of our streets before

-~ such repairs can hecome lasting. The
elements are a solid foundation with a
porous covering to take the wear and
absorb the water. What will be used
as materials to form such foandation
or such covering is & question for
those to decide on whom the carrying
out of this improvement may devolve.
Information on these subjects is now
easily available for those who seek it,
and such information must be used in
conreciion with a knowledge of the
sources of supply within reach of the
town. That these improvements will
come in time there is not a shadow of
of doubt, just how soon they will come
is a matter for the citizens themselves
{o decide. It is an easy matter for
them to grumble about the condition
of the streets, perhaps to criticise the
manner in which the money at present
devoted the streets is spent, but it
novertheless lies with them to demand
a radical change in the line of street
repair and to back it up with a vote
for the nccessary funds to carry it out.

The question they need to debate at
the present time is: “is it better for
the town to spread a small expenditure
over all the streets to be ground to
dust and mixed with the clay subsoil
without making amy apparent improve-
ment during the wet season, or to be-
gin at some particular point and each
year to build a section of a perma-
nent nature until the principal streets
have been covered?” Even this will en-
tail an additional expenditure, for it
cannot be overlooked that a certain
amount of wear and tear or unexpect-
ed damage, such as that caused by the

* flood of this spring, must be attended
to, and in many cases such nccessary
repairs exhaust about all the amount
set apart for this service. This fact,
however, should not prevent the re-
quired improvement. It is an estab
lished fact that we cannot get some-
thing for nothing. Street improve-
ment is badly needed, but it will cost
something to attain it. Once attained,

however, the present outlay will suffice

to cover incidental repairs with some-
thing leit to extend the improvement.
That these reforms can be effected by

harping oritigisms or- periodical ‘grum--

blings at the state of the streets in
* the spring and early winter is scarce-
ly possible. A progressive towh coun-
¢il, backed not only by the desire on
the part of the citizens to see and en-
joy this luxury, but a willingness also
to voie the means wherewith it may
be provided are the chief essentials in
providing Bridgetown with main thor-
oughfares that will be a credit to her
in the eyes of strangers and a’' con-
stant pleasure to her citizens.

1903—04.

Millertown on Red Indian Lake Great-
est Lumbering Town in Newifound-
land and Capital of the Newfound-
land Timber Estates, Limited,

(Written for the Weekly Monitor.)

_Chief and foremost amongst the many
'u_mber properties of the Newfoundland
Timber Estates, Ltd., in the colony, is
Millertown. The town was called after

Reliable Seed Corn Difficult to Obtair.

Department of Agrlculmre,
(Commissioner's Branch,
Ottawa, April 14.

As a fodder crop the corn plant is an
important one. For ensilage purposes
a proper combination of stalk, leaves
and ears is desired. Varieties that are
suitable for ensilage are not, as a rule,
the most profitable to grow for husk-
ing on the same farm or in the imme-
diate locality. The largest yields of
fodder are obtained from the later
ripening varieties, and for ensilage the
best returns are obtained from sorts
that will just reach the glazed stage
of ripeness before the time for early
frost. Varieties that give the largest
yield of good ensilage in Eastern On-
tario, (uebec and the Maritime Prov-
inces are among the best varieties for
husking in South-Western Ontario, and
the best varieties for ensilage in the
latter district are grown for husking
in the great corn belt. It is not to
be recommended, the, that farmers
along the northern corn belt grow
their own sead for ensilage corn. In
gecuring their supplies of seed they
become accustomed to depend entirely
on their seedsmen. A great deal,
therefore, dependls on the care
cised by seed merchants
their supplies of seed corn.

Owing to the male and female organs
of reproduction being borne on differ-
ent parts of the same plant, it is diffi-
cult to keep varieties pure. The pollen

“ is borne on the tassel and must come
in contact with the silk before seed
formation can take place. The pollen
is carried chiefly- by the wind. Even
when planted two or three hundred
yards apart. two distinct varieties be-
come cross-fertilized, and in conse-
quence, esrablished types become brok-
en down. The characters of a variety
of corn cannot be preserved unless a
system of continued selection of seed
be followed and the crop for seed be
grown at least a quarter of a mile
distant from any other type or var-
iety.

Variety names have become very
much confused and are not a safe
guide unless the sead be obtained from

a skilled grower of seed corn. Cross-
bred seed corns sold under the names
of favorably known standard varieties
have been the cause of much disap-
pointment and loss in crop. There
are, in many cascs, exceedingly wide
differentes between two strains of seed
which bear the same variety names.
Under existing conditions Canadian
corn growers cannot do better than
endeavor to get seed of the best known
standard varieties from sources that
have been proved to be the most re-
Lable.

The Seed Growers’ Association, re-
cently organized by Prof. Robertson,
has a wide field for useful work in en-
couraging the production of high class
pure bred seed corn. There is no line
of work that the growers of pedigreed
seed may take up that likely to
prove more remunerative than the
growing of seed corn of varieties that
are suitable for ensilage purposes in
the northern dairy districts. Although
there are seventy-five farmers in On-
tario who are giving special attention
to growing high-class seed grain as
members of the association, only nine
of them are growing seed corn. It is
hoped that others may be induced to
take up the work. According to the
rules of the association, seed corn
growers are required to grow but one
variety on the same farm and keep it
pure by following a system of selection
similar to the plan adopted by the Il-
linois Seed Corn Breeders’ Assocaition.
Arrangements are being made by Prof.
Robertson for issuing an annual asso-
ciation catalogue “for the purpose of
advertising pedigreed seed produced by
members. Herein is provided an op-
portunity for seed growers to build up
a reputation as producers of high-class
peigreed seed of corn and other cer-
eals. Because of the increasing de-
mand and limited supply of reliable
sced @rn the production of pure bred
seed of this important cereal ofiers
special inducements.

Cold Storage at Creameries.

The Dominion Department of Agri-
culturg calls the attention of creamery
owners to the following facts:

1. A large proportion of butter for
export is not cooled to a sufficiently
low temperature before leaving the
creamery. Investigations by this de-
partment during the last two years
have shown that the temperature of
butter on its arrival at the railway
stations varied between 40 and 60 de-
grees F.

2. It is very important that butter
Le cooled to the centre of the box at
a temperature below 38 degrees F. as”
soon as possible after being manufac-
tured. Every moment that butter is
left at a high temperaturc lessens sits
kesping qualities. Butter left at a high
temperature for some time is subject
to a rapid detedoration on its.arrival
in Great Britain. The refrigerating
compartments of steamers are not. in-
tended to cool warm butter, and such
butter does not get sufficicntly chilled
before arriving in England.

3. In order to lower the tempera-
ture of the butter below 38 degrees it
is not sufficient to lower the tempera-

ture of the refrigerator one or two
days before the shipping of butter.
Butter boxes should be exposed to a
temperature below 38 degrees for  at
least. five or six days.

4. The way to find out the tempera-
ture of the butter is by putting a re-
liable thermometer into a box of but-
ter. The butter maker should not be
guided entirely by the temperature
maintained in the cold storage room.

5. Two hours of exposure to the
heat of the sun will lessen consider-
ably the keeping qualities of butter.
Butter should be protected from the
heat of the sun during transport from
the creamery to the railway station.
The butter maker should find out the
hour at which the refrigerator ear is
to pass, so that butter may not have
to stand a long time on the station
platform or in a warm shed.

6. A well built ¢old storage room
may. be kept. at a temperature below
38 degrees F with a mixture of salt
and ice. Creamery owners who wish

Serions Defect Found.
St. John’s, Nfid-, April
text of the Anglo-French colonial
treaty has not yet been published here.
A serious defect has been found in it
which the colonial government is try-
iny to have corrected.

The sccond clause of the French
shore - arrangement obliges French and
British to terminate their
operations by Oct. 20 each year. This
clause, if enforced, make the
cendition of Newfoundland fishermen
worse than before, because they would
be prevented from
months of the year. FEspecially would
it debar their prosecution of the winter
herring fishery at Bay of Islands and
Boone bay, to which United States
and Canadian vessels resort for her-
ring cargoes.

It would also cause trouble between
Great Britain and the United States,
inasmuch as the fishermen of the latter
country were granted fishing rights
there by the treaty of 1818.

In the legislature tonight the matter
was vigorously debated and it was de-
clared that should the clause stand
the condition of the fishermen would
be worse than in the past. It was al-
¢o declared that the legislature should
never give its approval.

Tha rejection of the treaty is certain
unless this matter shall be made clear.
