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SMELT TME ORES IN CANADA.
‘The following article under the above heading ap-
pears in the Toronto World:

“The great bulk of the orc of the mines in the Koot-
enaycountrv whether'gold or silver, is shipped across
the boundary line into the United States for the pur-
posc of smelting. 1t is true there is one large smelter
near Rossland and a promise of others being built;
but as long as the present system is allowed to con-
tinue just so long will the smelting of Canadian ores
be carried on largely in the United Sta.cs, to the
sreat prolit of Americans and to the certain loss of
Canadians. The News-Advertiser, a paper published
in \"ancouver, brings up this question. It points out
that the output of the silver nunes in the Slocan  dis-
trict 1s hnding its way to the Amernican smelter at
Lacoma, and calls upon the people of Vaucourer to
tuhe suine steps to preventit.  In view of the fact
that the output of the Slocan mines is certain to de-
vefop i aseny short tune o civnsus proporlivns,
our western contemporary asks the citizens of
Vancouger to take the matter up seriously, and 10
crect a smelter in that city. This, we take it, is a wise
ior ¢ ua the part of the people of Vancouver.  Rut
something more has to be done, and that something
by the Dominion government, Parliament at its next
session ought to passa law putting a heavy export
duty on all ore going out of the country for smelting
purposcs and even matte—which is the product of the
smelters  going out of the country for the final proc-
ess of refincment, The World, furthermore, would
sitpport any government which would bonus or sub-
sidize, if pnvate capital does not seck its way togiving
it, smnelters for handling the British Columbia ores.
\lining may be profitable to the individuals whe
reap the profits of valuable mines, but mining is much
more profitable to the people of the country when all
the work 1n connection therewithis distributed among
them and not given to the nuners, smeclters and re-
siners of forcign countries. Now 1sthe ume for the
rovernment at Ottawa to show whether it is equal to
the occasion and ready to do whatever is necessary
to make British Columbia and Ontario and the other
provinces a source of wealth and work to the people
of our own country and not a source of wealth and
work to our rivals who live in the country to the south
of us.”

‘The World has been anu 1s « good nend o muuay
and 1o West Kootenay. Itis sad to see such an ar-
ticle published in such & paper  Itis certain that if
the World were better acquainted with the existing
conditions it would not have published such an artlcle
and it is to be hoped that it will reconsider its position.
In one pasticular not only s arguments butts facts
are wrong. The Dominion government has given a
bonus to smelters established in Canada, a very bene-
ticial bonus.

The United States by placing a duty on lead ores
and also by insisting on sampling works at ports of
entry has also encouraged smelting in Canada. But
this action, prcciscly similar in cffect to an export
duty, has injured mining here more than it has assisted
smelting. Miniag employs ten men where smelting
cmploys one, and wages in mining are higher. Can
we afford to tax mining to foster smelting? Further
than that, the success of the miningindustry depends,
not on where the ore is smelted, but on how much of
the ore is mined. But it may be argued that an ex-
port duty on ore would not be a tax on mining. It
would, and a most miquitous tax. Successful smelt-
ing is a very difficult problem, depending on many
different conditions. Some low grade ores can be
treated more profitably where they are mined. In
this case smelters come fast ecnough where they are
needed. Other low grade ores acquire commercial
value from their use in smelting other ores. These
must be shipped. For instance, the wet ores ot the
Stocan arc cagerly sought after to smelt the dry ores
found in many sections of the United States. Canada
ships thosc ores at a premium.  What is the result?
The Slocan has stood the depression and has revived
quxckcr than any purely silver-lead producing coun-
try in the world. Mining is active there, wages are
ligh and people are prosperous. Should all this be
killed to keep 2 hundred men employed running a
smelter? Surely not, The World goes further and
further astray when it talks about refining. Howlong
is it since the United States became a metal refining
country? How much crude bullion and’ mattc does
the United States still export?

Of course, evervonn hopes to sce Canada some day
with a mint ae b Conace of herown and a large home
marhet fur refined copper and lead. Butin the mean
ame Canada has no market for gold and silver, and
a lmited market for copper and lead. Tberefore,
having suade she st eapurt those articles. Now,
this appears to be logic.  If we can manufacture gold
and silver, icad ana copper, more cheaply than the
outsider, then there is no advantage in an export duty,
It we can not {and at present we certainly could net),
then, being obliged to sell at the same rate, the in-
creased cost of production must come out of the ore.
That is to say, mines near the minimum of pay would
be closed down and the opening up of low grade mines
would be checked. The principle of protectlon, good
or bad, is bound up within the limits of the home
market. The idea of protect:ing a product which must
be eaported tofind a market s ridi- ulous.  The article
«oncludes with the well-worn reference, “Is our rivalry
of that unsp.akable type which would go so far as to
injure oursclves in order to prevent a benefit to our
rivals?” If both benefit mutuglly should we not be
glad rather than sorry?

AS A GOLD PRODUCER.

The importance of Russia as a gold producer has
never been fully appreciated, partly because of the
remoteness of the chief gold fields,and partly because
the output is carefully kept at home, and very little of
it enters into the world’s gencral stock. Very. few
people realize that, taking the production of 1895 as a
basis, the Russian mines furnish about one-sixth of
the total nutput of the yellow metal, and that the pro-
bability is that this proportion will increase rather
than diminish. So far as the Sibenan gold fields,
which furmish the greater part ot the productiny, are
concerned, it may be said that the work already done
is cntirely superficial. Only the placers have been
worked and those generally in a rather primitive
way, whiie explorations have been in the main
limited to the haphazard work of the pros-
pectors. A few Russian engineers have from time
10 time uncertaken some more scientific work, but
this has been limited to a few districts. Deep mining
is almost unknown and the search for gold‘bearing
veins has hardly been begun anywhere outside of the
Oural region. I tsecems probable that 2 few years
will see an important change. Already foreign cap-
ital is becoming interested, and preparations are being
made for the exploitation on a large scale and with
modern appliances of the rich placers of Trans-Baikal
and the upper valley of the Armour. The work al-
ready done in those districts gives assurance of
success in the future.

RUSSIA

WORK ON THE CALIFORNIA.

Until Saturday, when surface water filled the Cali-
fornia shafts there were 18 men at work on the proper-
ty. Pumping machinery has been ordered and will
probably be in place within a weck, when work on the
shafts will be resumed. The No. 2. shaft is being
sunk on a very promising bit of capping ncar the
southwestern corner of the location.  Itis now down
55 feet, the bottom being in fairly mineralized rock,
which is considerably broken up. Itis likely that a
drift will be run to the north, as the shaft is evidently
50 fcet or so from the ore. The working tunncl, now
110 feet on anorth and south lead, is followtng a seam
of quartz diorite showing a good deal of miancral, The
tunnel will be driven some 150 fect to tap the vein
which is traceable on the surface -at the top of the
hill, and on which good ore was recently found. The

site for a compressor planthas been gradedbut it has
not yet been decided whcthcr the com J):my will have
its own plant or obtain power for its drills from the
Black Bear compressor.

A few vearsago British
Columbians were in the condition, so far as industry
is concerned, of Tennyson's Lotus-Eaters. The gov-
ernment borrowed money and sold land annually to
keep the Province running and provide funds to dolc
out in alms (called in the Estimates Public Works) to
different distnicts. A nice pretence was always kept
up that those works should be remunecrative, but
nobody thought much about that. One annual dis-
play of encrgy 1 the couatry was called forth by the
parliamentary estimates  The favared individual
who drew 100 « month as a government official was
an object of envv, and the man who endeavored to
make an independent hiving was looked upon with a
mild disquict and the date of his abandoninyg she Prov-
ince freely discussed.

Ix pushing forward the industnal renovation we

are apt to forget that British Columbia needs also a
~olitical renovation. The late-comers into British
Lolumbia have literally no idea of the sort of institu-
tion the British Columbia government is. Thereisa
prcmu.r, there is a lieutenant-governor-in-council,
there is a lands and works department,and that is all:
by the way, there is a legislative assembly, but that is
a minor detail. Permeating the whole 1s a sublune
Iaziness, a mental and moral incffictency unsurpassed,
cxcept possibly in Turkey. Tt is not necessary to be
abusive. It is improbable that the members of the
goverament would sit unmoved and sce Armenian
babes impaled on Turkish spears. But they sit un-
moved while the land of the people 1s ruthlessly taken
from them, while towns are growing up without gron-
ernment, while ndustry s forging ahead without
encouragement.

A GOVERNMENT of such a peculiar description
wust be the scat and center of innumerable political
plagues, scandals and corruptions. Ard it is. The
land office is a plaguc. the agent general's office in
London is a scandal, and the whole business 1s @

corruption. Touse no stronger language, the shime
of moral inefficicncy is over it all.

Now, this statec of affairs has not passed without
remonstrance and incflectual protest. Thosc chicfly
disaffected were a God-feanng, fanning community
in the Fraser valley and a Devil-fcarless mining com-
munity in southwest Kootenay. And in passing, what
an intimate sympathy there is between the God-fear-
ing and the Devil-fearless! A historical instance is
the regulaity with which Charles Bradiaugh was re-

lurm.d to the English l’arhamcnt by the pious Non-
conformsts of Northampton But to return to British
Columbia, no sooner were opposition or independent
members elected here and there on different issues
and without coheston, than thev either fell under the
nfluence of the political niasma and became lotus-
caters like the rest, or else remained harsh strident
voices shricking incffectually.
»

Tue industrial renovation started in West Koote-
nay. It was inaugurated by an inrush of our Aweri-
can cousins, ‘They said, “\Why do you agitate against
the government? It is an admirable government, It
gives you anc us everything we ask for, and only de-
sires to be left alone,” which was very good reasoning
from their point of view But surely we need a gov-
ernment which will be fairly representative of the
brains and enterprise of the country, and which in
these formative stages of a great country will have
an impress for good upon provincial institutions.

\VE need a political renovation, and a political reno-
vation we must have. An attempt is being made to
organize a new party in British Columbia, to intro-
duce representative in place of bureaucratic govern-
ment. There is good timber among the old represen-
tatives; there are energetic and fierv spirits amongst
the new elements in the Province. HKut you cannot,
with safety, put new wine, nor spirits either, into old
bottles, thercfore there must be 2 sweeping changsin
the bureaucratic receptacle at Victoria.

Now, in this part of the country the question is one
which affects chiefly the newer Canadian efSment?
Arc they going to occupy the same position as ou .
cousins across the line and say, “We archere to make
what we can. Itisa good government, an excellent
government, an admirable government. It can be
approached and humored. It only asks to be left
alone.” Or will they stand shoulder to shoulder with
the progressive citizens of the Province and makea
fight for an honest, fair representative and responsi-
ble government, such as will make citizenship of the
Provinee something at least not a cause for shame.
For it is a shame to be a citizen of a Province gov-
erned as British Columbia is governed now, and share
the blood of a race whose long history has been the
cvolution of representative and responsible govern-
ment,

The Deer Park has now a showing that double dis-
counts the Le Roi at the same stage of devclopment:
A sample of some of the last ore taken out, differing
in appearance slightly from the highest grade ore
hitherto found was brought to town by O. Jeldness
and assayed.

GOLDFIELDS QF WESTERN ONTAKIO,
——
The following is the «anclusion of Prof, C deman’s
repart on tne Godtields of Western Ontario;

" Many locations have beenttaken up in the Kvee. -

watin schists cast of Shoal lake, and also alonyg Litle
Turtle river and lake, north of Bad Vermilion lake,
These deposits are mainly bedded veins or fabl-
bands, and have been very little developed, though
rich specimens of free gold come from them, and a
plucky company of Norwegians have pounded out a
few hundred dollars’ worth of gold with hand stawmps
from a vein on the Little Turtle,

“On Rainy lake itself gold has been found at a num.
ber of pomits, but the anlyv mines worked are two in
Minnesota,  Of these only the Little America mine
on a small island near Rumy Lake City has produced
much gold. From it several thousand dollars worth
have Heen obtiuned, and after many vicissitudes it is
now said to be worked at a protit.  Minnesota, how-
ever, contains only i narrow fringe of the gold-bearing
Huronian rocks whi-h cover so wide a surface to the
north and northeast in Canada.

“North of Rainy lake and south of the Canadian
Pacific Railway, at Wabigoon, 1s a very promising
region on the shores of Lake Manitou, and smaller
bodies of water near by. Ore deposits of varying
kinds, and of all degiees of richness, occur here, and
brilliant specimens are found, but nothing that can be
diguified with the name of mining bas yet been at-
tempted. A wwo-stamp Tremaine mill has been at
work for a time under the management of Mr. E, I3,
Haycock, of Ottawa, who reports an average of about
$25 per ton from small amounts of rock obtained from
a number of vans on Lake Manitoy, in the aggre-
gate about eighteen tons. Difficulty of access from
the want of @ swminer wagon road, by which to bring
in the supplics and machinery, has retarded develop-
ment in this distrct.

“Gold has been found at various points north of the

railway, ¢. .. on Minnictakie and Sturgcon lakes; but -

the locations are yet only in the prospecting stage.

“A canoc journey westward over seldom visited
waters took us from Manitou lake to Regina bay, a
part of Whitefish bay, the long southeasterly projec-
tion of the octupus-armed Lake of the Woods, The
Regina mining camp, with its_trim hu'ldings, comes
as a pleasant surprise to the canoeman, who for five
days has sten no human being outsice his own party.
The Regima {Canada) Gold Mine Company (Limited),
of London, England, is operating this mine. Licutant-
General H. C. Wilkinson being managing  director.
At the time of our visit a shaft had been sunk 160
feet, and 500 feet of drifting had been donc on the
main vein, besides the sinking of small shafts for the
testing of one or two ather ore deposits. The vein on
which most worx had been done begins in a mass of
protogine granite near the shore, and runs into a
weathered diabase (trap) toward the south, Thereis
a rich shoot of ore running down through the granite
into thé diabase. Thegoldis fine and difficult to save
by the present concentrators, The mill is of ten
stamps, and the nhumber of men employed about fifty.

*Many locations have been 1aken up near the Re-
ginaand farther northward an Yellow Girl, and other
hays, but none have héen worked seriously. Nearer
Rat Portagce, however, especially along the contact of
Laurentian and Huronian, running northwest from
Andrew bay to Black Sturgeon lake, a number of
shafts have been'sunk, generally to a depth of fifty
feet, and at sévéral points abandoned or active mining
plants may be seen. At the time of our visit only
two mines were proflucing gold, the Golden Gate,
whose ore was being crushed at the mill of the ad-
joining Gold Hill mine, and the Triumph, which was
having its ore tested with a twe-zstamp Tremaine mill,

“There are a number of other promising propertics,
including some wide fahlbands, north of the Canadian

Pacific Railway, such as the ‘Scramble mine, and two .

or three others said.to have been found by the aid of
a divining rtod, imported from Sweden. However
found, these sutphidé bearing bands'of schist readily
vicld gold in‘the pan, and-probably séme of them will
turn out valuable mines.

“The most justly famous mine in our whole western
gold ficld is -undoubtedly the Sultana, on anisland
seven miles southeast of Rat Portage, owned by Mr.
John F. Caldwell of Winnipeg. After years of hard
struggle against adverse circumstances, this plucky

and energetic mine owner 1< reaping a solid reward
in the shape of a great body of ynh quartzin places
forty feet wide, and already followed more than 300
fectin depth. Nearly t:oer lect of drifting has been
done and therc is ore enough n sight fo keep the
well-equipped ten-stamp mill, or one double its size,
running for years, The ore badies appear to be lenti-
culas, thie lower crres of immense size, and are enclosed
in the sheared and schistose edge of an area of coarse
porphyritic granitold gneiss, mapped by the geologi-
cal survey as Laurentian, but adjoining green Huron-
ian rocks ‘The ore is somewhat quarzitic looking
coutains 1 or 2 per cent. of iron pyriter, and is free
milling, to the extent of 75 or Soper cent. A recently
finished chlorinaiion plant extracts the gold carned
by the sulphides very satisfactorily. Gold mining at
the Sultana has been reduced to a thoroughly busi-
ness like basis, the mill running with scarcely a bhalt
and the weekly brick being turned out with perfect
regularity, 1€ this splendid mine had been in the
hands of a stock company wmwuch would have been
heard of its dividend-paying powers; but its owner i
too modest to boast of its success.

“Perhaps the most interesting mining development
of the year is to be found on a western Shoal lake,
thirty-five miles from Rat Portage and about ten miles
eastof the boundary of Manitoba. The Mikado mine.
found by an Indian a year ago, hag been purchas d
for 325,000 Ly a Londen company under the chair-
manship of Colonel W. T: Engledue, and has been
worked sufficiently to showthat the ore is very rich,
though not enough sinking has been done to show the
extent of the deposit. ‘The quartz contains a variety
of sulphides. including a suiphide of bismuth new to
the Lake of the Woods region, and a considerable
part of the gotd is carried Jby these refractory miner-
als, But probably two-thirds of the gold contents are
free milling, the gold occurring as thin platwes rather
than nuggets. The ore treated is the richest found in
large quantities in Ontario,sand the ore now on the

dump, after only a few months’ work by a smail force,
contains values sufficient to pay for the minc¢ and a

simple equipment. .

“Several other finds of very rich ore huve beea
made in the vicinity of the Mikado, and next summer
will probably see the development of an important
mining camp in that-district.

“At a number of other points on the Lake of the
Woods and its bays promising finds of goid have
been made, e. g, at Camp Bay, to the southeast, but
nonc of them have heen worked sufiiciently to make
sure of their value,

“Looking at our gold mining region as a whole, one
is struck by the wide extent over which gold has been
found, the variety of deposits that occur, the case with
which they may be reached, the free milling character
of most of the ores, all points in its favor as compared
with most gold regions.

“No part of the region is more than forty miles from
a railway or steamboat, and most of the mines are
within a few miles of the rails.or of navigable waters,
In winter a road sufficient to take in heavy machinery
may be made without diffieplty to any point in the
region, and the Ontario government has shown itself
liberal in granting assistance to such roads,

“All parts are readily reached by canoes n sutener.,
Plenty of water of good quality is found evervu ere,
and wood for fuel, building or mine t:.mbering 7 most
everywhere. The regionisnotan inaccessibl <'esert,
nor covered with malarious swamps, nor cut off from
civilization by precipitous mountains. Supplies of all
sorts are cheap; cfficient labor can be obtained on
casy terms, the labor of whitc men. not of negrocs or
Indians. and life and property are as safc as any-
where on the globe.

“The laws relating to mining and mining locatiens
are simple, and generally admitted to be fair and
favorable to the prospector and minc owner. All
locations are bounded by eastand west and north and
south lines, reducing boundary disputes and the cus-
tomary litigation of mimng countries to a minimum.

“In conclusion, the impressions formed during the
summer’s work may be summed up in the statement
that the prospeets are betier than ever before. One
mine has already proved to be s splendidly paying
property, and several others are apparently on the
point of becoming so. The number of properties on
which promising finds of gold have been made has
greatly increased, and the areaof known gold bearing

Many of the
properties located will no doubt prove of hittle value,
as 15 the case in every mining region of the world,
others will not turn out to be extensive cnough to
justify an ndependent mill, though they muas be
worked at a profit when within reach of a custums
mill; but 1t mayv be looked on as certan that a con-
siderable nuwber of the locations taken up will
cventually prove to be paying munes.

“For the year ending October 21. 18y3, the gold pro-
duct of Ontario munes was returned as §32.060, for
1894 as £32,776, and for 1895 as 830,281, Returns re-
ceived from owners of six nunes for the penod com-
mencing November 1.

ON MINING STOCKS.

A long article in the Canadian Mining Review, pur-
porting to be an answer to the question, “Whatisa
share certificate of an incorporated joint stock com-
panv?’ calls for very serious comment, Itis wntten
in a digmfied style, and betrays as 1ts author a man
who seldom regards himself in the nurror without
thinking what a 1erv clever person heis.  And doubt-
less he is, but no amount of superficial abahty can
make up for ignorance oi the facts and nusapprehen-
sion of the wndustnal conditions about] which he is
wnting. He begins with a hypothetical case as fol-
follows:

“Here 15 a stock certificate issued by the Big For-
tunc Joint Stock Mining Company, somewhere in the
Bntish Columbia mountamns, purporting that the
company possesses onc mullion of dollars n 100,000
shares of S1o each, that the Honorable Mr. So and So
1s president. and certain other honorable directors,
with an esquire for secretary.  The document is sent
out beantifully engraved and with an attractive vig
nette of the h -ly suner with pick and shovel, the

mountain uplift in the back ground. “This certificate
fcr 100 shares has been sold for $io, or 10 cents a
share.  The possessor 15 assured by the kindly broker
that us fortune 15 made, and that in the near future
his 310 will return him a thousand fold on his invest-
ment. '

The last sentence contains the exaggceration of the
special pleader and 15 sufficient in itself to vitiate the
whole argument.  THE Review has probably been
the mecans of selling more stock than any broker in
Canada. It has always told its readers straight that
in buying a 10 cent treasury stock they were buying
into a possible mine, 1if 1t became a mine they would
win, if it did not, they wou'd lose.

Our editorial Cato then proceeds to quote what has
been said about the possibility of assessing those
stocks, and then speake of this as an infirmity of
title. There is a much worse infirmity of logic in the
matter. And besides, a man, evenif he be an cditor,
who hides away under “it1s smd,” and *1tis reported,”
1sacoward. Tik Review hasinvesugated this mat-
ter closely. Itis satisfied that in law, common sense
and fact, those stocks are non-assessable as they pur-
port to be. Then the debt incurnng capacity of a
board of directors is imited by the by-laws in nine
cascs ont of ten, and in the last instance by the value
of the property. A sharcholder might lose his to
cents. He knows he may lose that anyway, unless
the prospect makes a mune.  Of course he buys
cagerly in T'rail Creek, because Trail Creek prospects
have a knack of making mines.

‘The worthy man goes on.

“Let us invoke the names of common sensc and
common honesty to attend our censideration of this
matter. for verily brokers, company promolers and
legistators arcgpractically mad on the subject. We
have arrived at that level of public opinion that there
15 nothing that can be said against the dealer in lotiery-
ticket gambling that may not be said with ten-fold
force against the seller of a mining share certificote
which contains withinitself no guarantee of title, no
approximately truc declaration of wvalpe. In fact,a
comparison of the lottery ticket with the share certi-
ficate immenscly enhances the moral dignity ¢ the
former.”

The devil, we are told, can quote Scripture when it
suits him, i.nd an editor may doubtless invoke com-
mon sense and common honesty in a paragraph which
contamns neither. In a lottery the prize comes out of
the money subscribed, and that is ganbling. In
mining, the prizes come out of the ground, and that is
enterprize.

This ingenious writer nex  classifies investors in
mining stocks. He admits that those who are honest
and shrewd make money, while the dishonest and
foolish lose. This is a perfectly satisfactory condition
ot affairs.

He then goes on to recommmend that mining com-
panies should keep books and have them audited.
Does lie think that mining men are painted savages
who count their wealth by tallies or beads? Heis
particular as to the dimensions of a mine, cvidently
thinking that gold occurs like potatoes and that min-
ing is a question of acreage. He concludes:

“\Why not cut loose from the present absurd and
immoral systems of incorporation of mining com-
panics followed in the different provinces? \Why give
charters under which may be issued prospectuses
that arc lies and ccertificotes of stock that arc not
documents of any other title than one of nominal
shareholdership?

“As the law now stands, behind any share ceruifi-
cate, and by means of it, may be perpetrated the
most disgraccful swindling that tricksters and rogues
can devise.”

It is a worthy close to tiic whole article. But for
the journal in which it appears it would deserve no
comment. But it may be pointed out that under “the
present absurd and immoral system” the pioncers of
Kootenay have developed, and are developing, precis
ous zold and silver mines; that they have built rail-
ways and cities and smelters; that they have laid the

fonndation of a noble industry, that they have in-
jected into the sluggish veins of Canada a stream of
cnterprise which will stimulate and revivify the-whole
country. They have raised a noble industrial monu-
ment to theinselves and have brought rich gifts to
their country, In enterprise, in culturc and in busi-
ness morality they yield no palm to anyone. And
anyone to see their justification has only to look
around him and understandingly appreciate the signs
of the time through the whole Dominion.

The American dynamite of today is not an acci-
dent, but s the result of a leng hine of careful experi-
ments, conducted by eminent chemists, and demon-
strated by practical tests.  These tests, aided by great
advances in the art of manufacturing, have demon-
strated that the products can be handled with greater
impunity than many other things common to trans-
portation by common carriers. They have also dem-
onstrated that the safety of the compound is depend-
ent upon purity of materials used and care in mixing.
Duting the past few years competition among various
powder companies has becu so keen and bitter that
gradually but steadily the cost of dynanute to the con-
sumer has been reduced. It is 2 dangerous contest,
and a rivalry in which, sooner or later, if continued,
safety will be sacrificed. To be more explicit upon
this point—skilted labor commands a certain price,
likewise chemically pure mitro-glycenne, the two being
the most expensive partsin. the compound of dyna-
mite; combined the product is a safe mixture, Uaq-
skilled labor and impure nitro-glycerine can be had
for less moncy, but the product of this combination is
a mixture subject to decomposition. 1)ecomposition
in.such * compound is practically explosion. Decom-
position may not sct in forsome time, and the great
danger of the competition in the manufacture and
sale of dynainite, is that of forcing some of the com-
‘petitors to use impure or cheaper materials and labor,
in order to meet a lower price, and take chances upon
decomposition not commencing before the stock thus
manufactured is disposed of. This danger point may
not as yet have been reached. The older powder
companies have much invested and a rcputation to
maintain; the newer companies have much invested
and a rcputation to make. From the standpoint of
safety, however, the bottom pnce is very little below
the market price of today.

Powder should be stored in a dry, cool and well-
venq Jated magazine buiit for that purpose. A brick
or stone magazine is preferable to a frame, both on
account of being affected less by sudden changes in
temperature and freed from any danger of bullets

frame, or stud.ing, should be covered inside and out
with boards and so set that the air can circulate all
around, and the inner boards be but little affected by
the heat of the hot sun.

Caps should not be stored with powder.

Regarding the age of powder—when powder has
had proper care in manutacture and storage, decom-
position will not set in. If there is no decomposition
there is no chemical change, and under these circum-
stances powder ten yearsold, or older, is just as good
and safe to handle as powder ten days old.

One of the main sources of accident is from thawing
powder, and the only safe plan is the use of heat from
hot water.  The powder should be placed in a water-
tight vessel and the vessel sct in hot water, or a regu-
lar powder-warmer shou!d be made. These vessels
can be abtained from any of the mechanical firms or
from the powder companies at nominal cost. Do not
place powder under or on & stove or in the oven. Do
not lay on boiler wall or on back plate of a boiler.
Do not heat around a blacksmith forge, or over a
burning candle. Do not lay on hot sand, or, in shon,
do not thaw powder with dry heat. Do not consider
these precautions unnecessary, or reason that because
you have done so many times there is no danger. An
explosion is usually fatal, and nummberless escapes in
no manner reduce the explosive force.

Powder {reczes at from 40 degrees to 44 degrees
Farenheit, explodes, when confined, at from 320 de-
grees to 36odegrees Farenheit. From a quick appli-
cation of dry heat powder is liable to explode at 120
degrees Forenheit. A stick of powder heated to 120
degrees Tarenheit can be held in the hand with little
inconvenience, and this degreeof heat is soon reached
when placed under or above a stove,

‘That froz- n dynamite is liable to explode from heat
quickly applied has been demonstratod many times,
and to ignorance, non-ippreciation or carclessness of
this fact'most accidents are due.  1f you have heated

‘powder above a stove for years without harm, consider

yoursclf fortunate and stop it.  If the warning of those
who make the powder has no efiect, let the accidents
constantly occurring from this cause convince you.
If you cannot procurec a powder-warmer, take a five.
pound lard bucket, ill it with- powder, and setit in

warm water. If you have no warm water, put some
sharp rocks in the bottom of a larger vessel to keep
smaller vessel off the bottom, surround the inner ves-
sel with water and sct two lighted “snuffs” about an
inch long under the big can, throw an ore sack over
the whole, and in a short time the powder is in good
condgition for use and no risk hasbeen incurred. With
slow heat thus applied, dynamite may be heated to
temperature of boiling water with safety. Do not use
frozen powder to load a hole. It i< unfit for use. If
it explodes at all it will do poor work. If it does not
seemingly burn or explode, it may be smouldering or
decomposing, and the dropping in of a spoon, a drill’
or the stroke of a pick or hammer, may be sufficient
to explode what is left.

ASBESTOS.

In itself asbestos is a physical paradox, a miner-
alogical vegetable, both fibrous and crystalline, elastic
yet brittle, a floating stone, but as capable of being
carded, spun and woven as flax, cotton or silk. It is
apparently a connecting link between the vegetable
and the mineral kingdom, possessing some of the
characterigtics of both. In appearance it is light,
buoyant and feathery as thistledown; yet, in its crude
state, it is dense and heavy as the solid rock-in which
itisfound. Apparently as perishable as grass, it is
vet older than any order of animal or vegetable life
on carth. The dissolving influences of time scem to
have no cffect upon it. The action of unnumbered
centuries, by which the hardest rocks known to geolo-
gists are worn away, has left no perceptible imprint
on the asbestos found imbedded in them. While
much of its bulk is of the roughest and most gritty
materials known, it is really as smooth to the touch
as soap or oil.  Scemingly as combustible as tow, the
ficrcest heat cannot consume it, and no known com-
bination of acids will destructively affect the appear-
ance and strength of its fibre, even after days of ex-
posure to its action. It is, in fact, practically inde-

structible.  Its incombustible nature renders it a
complete %rotcctan from flames; but beyond this
most valuable quality, its industrial value is

§reatly
augmented by its non-conduction of heat and elec-
tricity, as wellas by its important property of practi-
cal insolubility in acids.

*“T'o answer that and to do the camp justice needs
a preliminary explanation.

Conse-
quently the camp s virtually only two vears old,
Unul within the last four months we have had no
raiiroad transportation and, consequently, had to
work at a great disadvaatage, especially when vou
take into consideration that these veins lie in a sye-
nite formation, which isone of the hardest country
rocks known, and to make any great headway to ad-
vantage should be worked by machine dnlls, or, n
other words, air drills.  This necessitated machuery,
winch we had to have transported to get into the
camp at a very great expense over misereble wagon
roads. This will give you some idea why we have
notat present more shipping mines.  ‘The shippers
are as follows: Le Roi, War Eagle, hhon Mask, Josie,
Cliff, Kuotenay and Columbiy, Evening Star, Crown
Point, O. K., and Mayflower.

“Dn you think that Rossland will make a lasting
camp so far s the mines are concerned, and event-
ually a town of considerable size o

“Yes ' I remember the town of Butte when 1t was
the are of Rossland, and its pronuse at thal ime was
not as good as the present prospects for Rossland.
‘That was over 20 years ago. Butte today works
10,03 miners and has a population of over 43,000
people, and is onc of the greatest mining camps
known to the world. 1 would predict, from what |
know of the mines of ‘Trail Creek, that the town of
Rossland will nival its sister, Butte, 1in population and
wealth inside of the next 10 years, tor the reason
that the Trail Creek nuning distnict covers a very
much larger area and hasa great many rie*e prom-
ising mines and prospects within its boundaries than
there are in the Butte mining district.

Tama great béliever in consolidat-
g contiguous properties, so as to make a property of
a size that can be worked to the best advantage.

\When you have a large property you can work itata
minimum risk, especially in locations like Red moun-
tain, where the deposits are numerous. Operated as
those mines on the mountain now are, the cost is

great. Look at the item of expense for transporta-
tion The narrow gauge furnishes facilitics for bul a

few of the ngygest nunes in transporting ore down the
mountain, and then at the highest expense. Now. if
some one¢ company owned tne base and top of the
mountain the road could be built with lower gradients,
operated by the company itself, and the expense
greatly reduced.  The cost of operating the mine it-
sclf would be reduced Instead of working fsom the
top of the mountain down, as they are ablized to do
now, with a single ownership they could tunnel to
great advantage and at a nunimut cost extract the
ore.”

Thisis all vary fine and large.  Butif Trail Creck
had had to depend on attracting capital in lnrge lots
*here would have been no Le Roinor War Eagle, nor
Josie nor Cliff nor Deer Park today. The large cap-
italist is 2 most desirable man in A mining district but
he is hard to attract and generally wants too much
the best of it to be an easy man to deal with. A big
aggre yation of small capitalists is- very much miore

werful, witness the present development of the
rail Creck district.
