SeED COOKIES.—One cup of butter,
three cups of sugar, two eggs, one cup of
cream, eight cups of flour, two and a half
teaspoonsful of bakirg powder, one teaspoon-
ful of carraway seed ; roll out, cut and sift
with sugar, bake in a quick oven.

GRAHAM CAKE.—One cup of brown su-
gar, one cup of sour cream, two eggs (one
will do), two cups of Graham flour, one
teaspoonful of soda, a little salt and cinna-
mon if liked. If the cream is not very
sour, use less soda, Do not stir too stiff.

Rice CoNEs.—Boil one teacupful of rice,
with one teaspoonful of salt till tender.
Mould in small cups and when cold, take out
and carefully arrange on a platter, scoop out
a hole iff each one and fill, some with crab-
.aPple, sqme with blackberry jelly. Pour

round. Sauce.

BREAD CAKES FOR BREAKFAST.—To a
plateful of stale pieces of bread, soaked over
night in a little warm water, beat up two
epgs and two tablespoonsful of cornmeal,
adding the soaked bread last. Just before
baking, as griddle cakes, add one-half tea-
spoonful of soda, dissolve in as much milk as

will make a stiff batter of the mix ure. Salt
to taste,

APPLE JAM THAT WILL Keep FORY
YEARS.—Weigh equal quantities of brown
sugar and good sour apples ; pare, core, and
chop them fine ; make a good clear syrup of
the sugar. Add the apples, the juice and
grated rind of three lemons, and a few
pieces of white ginger. Boil it till the apple
looks clear and yellow ; this resembles for-
eign sweetmeats., - On no account omit the
ginger,

QUINCE PUDDING,—Cook the quinces in
a little wa\ter uqﬁl oft ; sweeten them, add-
i e ginmamdd and ginger. To one
pint of*crefgh! add MMe yolks of four eggs;
stir in the qujnces and bake in puff paste.
This pudding may be made from quince mar-
malade by adding the spices, cream and
eggs ; no sugar will probably be required, as
to preserve the marmalade of this fruit it has
to be made quite sweet,

POLISH FOR BRIGHT STOVES.—Mix one
teaspoonful of turpentine with one teaspoon-
ful of sweet oil, and sufficient emery-powder
to make the mixture of the thickness of
cream; put it with a soft flannel or rubber
on the article to be cleaned, and polish off
quickly with another soft duster ; then polish
with a little dry emery-powder and a clean
leather. If there are rust-spots on the steel,
rub with emery-powder, and then take a
smooth pebble and rub backwards and for-
wards until the rust has disappeared.

IR LAYER CAKE.—Beat to a cream
one-Half cup- of butter and two cups of pul-
verized sugar, add one-half cup of sweet
milk, two and a half cups of flour, sifted
with two and a half teaspoonsful of baking
powder, the whites of eight eggs ; bake in
layers, and put together with thin icing ;
boil a half teacupful of water and three tea-
cupsful of sugar till thick, pour this slowly
over the well-beaten whites of three eggs,
and beat all together till cool, and beat be-
fore putting on each layer ; sprinkle each
layer thickly with grated cocoanut.

ArpPLE SAUCE.—Make a syrup by pour-
ing 2 pint of boiling water on'a small cup of
sugar ; bring it to a boil. Pare and cut into
eights mellow, sour apples and drop i_,o the
syrup as fast as they are cut. Cover™iclose
and cook five minutes, or until tender; turn
out, taking care not to break one of the

Butitis a little too
much to ask of Christian women to abandon the faith
and the examples of the thousands of philanthropists
whom God made, and follow the magmary one
which she has made.

THE death was recently announced of Dr. Robert
Young, of Edinburgh, the well-known Biblical and
Oriental scholar. He died a short time ago 1n hus
sixty-sixth year. He suffered from an aggravated
form of heart disease, and had latterly been in a very
weak condition. Dr. Young was best kaown by hus
most admirable and well arranged book, the * Analyti-
cal Concordance to the Bible,” a work of high utility ;
and in the field of Biblical translation and research
he was an untiring worker, as is attested by the long
array of volumes which he published. He was con-
versant with more than a dozen languages,

DR. CHRISTLIEB states that the Protestant
Churches raise five times as much money for mission-
ary purposes as the Roman Church. The income of
the Association for the Propagation of the Fauth, es-
tablished at Lyons in 1822, amounted last year to
6,462,276 francs, 4,000,000 of which came from France
alone. As France was the backbone of the Crusades
so she seems to be the stoutest champion of the
Roman Catholic mission cause of to-day. No other
country gave as much as 500,000 francs in 1887, The
order after France was Germany, Belgium, ltaly,
Alsace and Lorraine, and North America. Ireland
contributed 163,305 francs.

THE question whether the spint and principles of
our government and people are, says the /nserior, ade-
quate to penctrate and permeate the native and m-
coming vast masses of ignorance, is the questio.: of a
rising or falling nation. We have means adequate
to the education of all. The printing press was never
so potent as now. But the sensationalism and im-
morality of the daily press are not helpful mn this
work. They afford the means of mental dissipation.
And yet it is not easy to get even some Christian
families to take for themselves, and aid in sustaiming
for the common welfare, those papers which devote
themselves tothe intellectual and moral enhightenment
of the people.

THE leading paper of Western Ontano, the Lon-
don Advertiser, has been in existence now for a
quarter of a century, and it has celebrated the fact
by issuing a mammoth 1llust ated memonal number.
The London of 1388 is vastly different from the same
city of 1863, when not a few were alive who could tell
you all aboui * The Forks” and its pnimitive hostel-
ry. From the start the Advertiser carned a reputa-
tion for enterprise and consistency, and, unler its
present and prospective management, there s every
guarantee that its reputation will bz cnhanced. It
has ever been the unflinching advocate of moral and
social reform, and under the judicious and expenenced
editorial supervision of Mr. C, D. Barr, a representa-
tive Canadian journalist, there is good reason for the
belief that the London Advertiser will be more than
ever a power for good in Western Qatanio,

WE learn, says the New York Independent, the fol-
lowing important facts from the Churchman.: The
Methadists do not possess the Histonic Episcopate,
nor, except for controversial purposes, have they ever
appeared to claim it. Nor has there been among
Congregationalists or Presbyterians any recogmtion
and usc of the Historic Episcopate. Then Presby-
terians and Congregationahists are greatly in error.,
They imagine they have one Historic Episcopate
even if it be not the H.storic Episcopate which the
Churchntan is tatking sbout. 1f the Bishops at the
Generat Convention twu years ago and the Lambeth
Council Bishops the othar day, meant to make the
Historic Episcopate, as possessed now by themselves
the conditton of Church Uaton, and meant to deny
that other bodizs have it, then negotiations might as
well cease.

THE following is translated from a recent 1ssue of
Le Mond', published in Montreal . We extract froma
speech lately deliverad by M. Le Jeune, minister of
justice in Belgium, the following figures which show
what frightful progress alcoholism has made n the
kingdom of Leopold II. Belgium counted 50,000
saloons in 1850; in 1886 there were 140,000, one
saloon for every forty-three inhabitants. In some
localities they had even one saloon for every twenty-
four tnhabitants, which makes one saloon for every
five or six adults. The consumption of brandy is six
times greater in 1885 than it was in 1851, In 188s,
the consumption of alcohol was, in round numbers,
700,000 hectolitres, which would give nearly twelve
litres to cach inhabitant, and which represents a sum
of about 120,000,000 francs per annum, twenty francs
for each person, 109 francs for each family.

THE Government agents 1n British Columbia, says
the Chrestian Lreader, ave bringing disceedit upon the
Emprre of Queen Victoria by their abominable at-
tempts to discredit the work of the Methodist and
other devoted nusstonaries among the Indians on the
coast. Some of thetr charges against the Methodists
are peculiarly disgraceful ; and at a recent meeting of
the Mission Board in Winnipeg it was decided that

the honour of the Church demanded an immediate !

investigation. Three experienced members have
beer despatched to the field ; and we have no doubt
it will be made apparent that the charges against the
missionaries are vile slander, The record of the civit
power m Bnitish Columbia in connection with Metla-
katlah 1s the reverse of creditable ; the Preséylerian
Witness of H lifax probably does not exaggerate
when it declares that the exodus of the converted
and civilized Indians from Metlakatlah is “a disaster
and a disgrace.”

THE Sunday School Times properly classes the
practice of carping at the preacher among methods of
devil-serving, says a contemporary : We trust that
practice is not as common among church-goers, as it
said to be by outside gossips. Count up the churches
of whose cangregation life you may have some know-
ledge, and see if it is not true that in most of them the
people gencrally praise their preacher at every oppor-
tunity. Those who carp are very few compared with
those who comphment. But compliments are not
enough. A pastor has a right to something more
than the praises of his people. He has a distinct
claim on them for help in the doing of his parish
work. A parishioner whose heart has been stirred
within him by the preaching of the Word, should go
to the preacher with an appreciative and practical
question—* Can [ do anything this week to furthet
your plans for Christian service, in the direction in-
dicated in this sermon? Or, can you, out of your
richer cxperience, suggesta way m whwch I may
utihze the fresh impulse to devotion and self-denial,

swhich your utterance of God's message bhas in.-
‘planted in my breast?” A heart full of willingness
to do something would bring more joy to the preacher
than a mouth {ull of personal praise.

RECENT judinal promotions were thus announced
in the Empire . The vacancy on the Supreme Court
bench caused by the death of Mr. Justice Henry, has

been filled by the appointment of the Hon Christopher
S. Patterson, of Torento, one of the Justices of Ap-
peal for Ontario. Mr. Justice Patterson, has been
one of Ontanio’s Justices of Appeal since June, 1874,
having been appointed to the position by the Mace
kenzie Admnistration. His career asa judge has been
such as to carn for him the warmest encomiums from
the Ontario Bar, and it will be generally vecognized
that his promotion is well deserved. The vacancy
thus created in the Court of Appeal has been filled
by the appointment of Mr. JTames Maclennan, Q.C., of
Toronto. Asoneof the leading membersof the Ontario
Bar, and associated in business partnership ior many
years with Hon. Oliver Maowat, the experience Hon,
Mr. Maclennan has gamned adnurably qualifies him
for his new position. By these appointments the
Government have again excmplified the principle
that in the filling of judicial vacanues less regard 18
had to poltical proclivities than to the securing of
competent men for judges. Though the judicial
bench should be as free from sectarianism as from
politics, the cause of justice will in nu wise be im-
paired by the fact that both judges are good, sound
Presbyterians.

AT the autumnal meetings of the Scottish Church
Synods, the question of Sabbath observance received
much attention. Mr. Blair, of Cambuslang, sub-
mitted to the Church of Scotland Synod of Glasgow
and Ayr the report of the Committee on Sabbath
Observance, which deplored the growing tendency to
relax the sacredness of the day. The strictness with
which it was wont to be regarded in Scotland is a
thing of the past. The laxity is seen 1n more work
being done 1n some public works than the legitimate
demaads of trade require and also in the readiness
with which farmers employ the day in harvesting.
The committee are persuaded that one very poweiful
tause of non-churchgoing is the amount of labour de-
manded in some quarters on Sabbath and theinclina-
tion with many to make it a day of frivolous
amusement. In the Free Church Synod of the same
district, Mr. Gillespie, of Airdrie, submitted the re-
port on Sabbath Observance. Deprecating harvest-
B.s vpevation  on Sunday, it pointed out that the
uncertainty of the weather was not an exceptional
but a universal fact, in the light of which all husban-
dry had ever been carried on. The committee de-
plored a tendency of visitors at summer resorts to
neglect the services of the Church, and also the prac-
tice of persons of high social standing devoting the
Lord's Day to pleasure, in which the middie classes
were only too ready to imitate them.

RECENT Australian papers give a very full report
of a very interesting and instructive lecture delivered
by Rev. Principal Grant, of Kingston, at a public
meeting held in Melbourne, Australia. Sir James
Bain presided, and on the platform were a number of
distinguished gentlemen. Dr. Grant took for his sub-
ject “ Canada, Australia, ard Britain.” He com-
batted the idea that Imperial Federation was a mere
fad. Entering into quite a lengthened description of
Canada and Canadians, he said that in this half of the
North American continent, while calling ourselves
Canadians, we always remembered that we were
Britons also. Touching on the subject of the union of
the Mother Country and the Colonies, Principal
Grant contended that the present union should not
only be maintained but made closer. The links that
now bind the Colonies to the Mother Land were:
The appointment of governors by the Imperial Parlia-
ment ; the night of veto of the legislature, and the
right of appeal to the Imperial Privy Council, as ths
highei court of law. The Colonies were represented
by the whole consular staff of the Empire, and in tinie
of war they had a claim to be defended by the whole
force of the army and navy. He did not consider it
adwisable to concoct a scheme just at present. The
conference of Colonial and Imperial delegates held
last year in London, was one step in that direction,
We must not be impetuous,or wreck the ship in the
hope that we might save some of the pieces. The
Australian press speaks of the cffort in terms of high

Junsprudence
is not an exact science. Theology 1s not an exact
science. There is no ro.m for difference of opinion
about the fact that things which are equal to the same
thing are equal to one another, but therc 1s ample
room for difference of opinion as to whether many a
prisoner is guilty or not guilty, It s clear beyond all
question that the whole 1s greater than its part, but 1t
is not so clear that there 1s a distinct form of Church
governinent taught in the New Testament. Dr. Mc
Laren and Brother Dewart differ widely on the five
points, although they have an infaliible text book
before them. Is 1t at all wonderful that two
med:cal doctors should differ about a diseased organ
they cannot sce, or that two judyes should differ adout
a case on which they have no authornty at allto guide
them.

It would save a good deal of trouble in this world
if everybndy would admit that there s ample room
for difference of opinion on most questions, Life
would be much sweeter 1f people who hold strony
opmions would admit that there 1s even a remote
possibility that ant who ditfer from them mnay not be
fools or knaves. The nuitenium will be near when
the man who has but one idea admits that there 1s
one chance 1in a hundred milirons tt.at he may be mis-
taken.

Free Trade ©s Protection 1s the great questiun on
this continent just now, and may be the teading 1ssue
for years to come. The man with room for only one
1dea 1n his upper story cannot understand what atl the
discusston 1s about. It he 1s an out and out kree
Trader, he believes that not one vaid argument can
be attered n favour of trotecuion, or even in tavour
of a Revenue [antl. 1t heis on the side of Protec-
tion and has had his own * infant industry ° protected
by a forty per cent. tartf for the last hity years,
he 1s absolutely certain that protecuion for ffty-year-
old intants 1s the right thung.

Act man for revenue only 1s not heard from to any ex-
tent at the present time, The revenue has stopped
and he stands from under, There is no room for two
deas about the evil effects of the liquor traflic. There
is room, huwever, for several ideas in regard to the
best method of dealing with the evil. It will be found
in the end that the best cemperance man is the Chris-
tan utizen who s not speually wedded to any one
methad—whose love to Cud and tus fellow men is so
great that he s willing to wotk by any and ali
methods to bring about this much needed reform.
Uac wdea in regard to the magnitude of the evil is ali
nght, but no good man who really desires the wellare
of his fellowmen will tic himself up to one method of
externunating the evil,

There was a discussion in Toronto the other day
about deacons and managers, 1f the history of Presby-
teniamisny in Canada proves anything, it proves that
this question has two sides. Some prosperous con-
gregauons have deacons and some equally prosperous
have not.  Some have bo'h deacons and managers.

COUNSELS TO YOUNG MEN.

(Concluded.)

How often have | been told by young men, who wish
to follow the night path, that, as to temptation, theur
position 1s perfecily umque. No one s assimled as
they are or has such a despe-ate battle to fight. But
the frequency of the complawnt 1s 1ts own contradic-
tion.

The fact is, nearly every earnest man who 1s
strugghng heavenward thinks his own case peculiar
and exceptional. Now, that this 1dea 15 depressing,
no one can doubt. A sense of isolation 1n our spirit-
ual conflict makes the ordeal more acute. Solo g
as we can feel that others are tried jast as we are,
and are batthag with the same fierce temptations, and
are thercfore an full sympathy «with us, we keep up
hope. Inere can be no sympathy, in the Inerat sense
of the word, where there 1s not a community of ex-
perience.  Now the apostles, knowing this, assure
us that there 1s a brotheraood 10 temprauoca. St
Peter suggests this thuught as an encouragement to us
in our fight with he devil . © whom resist steadfast in
the fanth, knowiny that the same afiflictrons are
accomplished 1nyour brethren that are in the world.”
And 5t. Paul says the same thiag 1n our text, that
there 1s no temptation come to us but such as 1s com-
mon to man. * Common to man.”

Metropolis of dissipation
a2 d debauchery. Vestibule of hell. Londun and
Pausin one. Shune of Veaus and Bacch.s, and
cvery {aise god. It was no ecasy matter to be a Chnis-
tian there. o wonder the young coaverts thought
they had a moral siruggle that was elsewhere un-
known, It was a bold thing for Faul to say to

them right out, “ You haven't a single temptation to
battle with, but such as is common to man. It will
be no excuse for you in the day of judjzment that you
lived in Corimth,” [saythesametoyou, Human na-
ture is much the same everywhere. The devil is just
as busy in many a Highland hamlet as he is in
London. We talk a deal of nonsense about the
innocence of village life. [ have fectured on “The
Perils of the Great City ” in one and annther quiet
little town in Scatland ; and gentlemen have come to
me at the close, and said, * \We are just every bit as
bad here, up to our measure.” The sad fact is, these
Arcadiau pictures we sketch of rural life are pure
fancy. In truth, the country is not a whit better than
the town,

Young man ! don't think it is any excuse for your
indulgence in vice that you are lorated in this city,
where your principles are put to so severe a test.
And never imagine that your case is exceptional, or
that you arc framed differently from other men.
Thousands have passed through the same ordeal, have
fought the same battle as you.

11. The next thing that the text tells you is, that
temptations are proportioned to your strength. Per
haps you say, “ It is little to my comfort to be as.
sured that others have the same conflict as myself,
so long as I find these temptations as irresistible,”
But the Apostle replics . “'They are not irresistible.
God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted
above that ye are able.” He stakes it, then, on the
faithfulness of God, that your temptations will never
exceed your strength,

Man has a certain ability to resist all the tempta.
tions which God permits to assail him ; if he yields,
he is answerable for it.

God suffers you to be teinpted, up to a measure.
When we are tempted to sin it is not because God
tempts us.  St. James says, “ God tempts no man ,
but He permits it.” And, as there is a certain extent
to which we are able to resist temptation, so there
is a point beyond which we are not able to resist
There is a limit to our power. God knows that limit
and engages that we shall not be tempted beyond it,
Were we tempied beyond that limit our fall would be
unavoidable, and we might question our responsibil
ity. But, as we are tempted only withmn that limit, it
we fail, we are manifestly ourselves to blame. Ve &
have strength, either natural or gracious, to resis all §
the temptations that meet us ; and God promises us
that no temptation shall come which we shall not be
able, if sc resolved, to master.

Observe, however, there is such a thing as put ¥
ting ourselves in the way of temptation , and in such '{
a case God does not engage to extricate us. 1 feas 8
we ofien tempt Satan to tempt us. The spark may be
his, but the tinder is ours. ;

Sometunes a man sets bounds to himself in a course
thatss evil. He resolves he shall go so far into », §
and then stop , but that man has no right to clam B
the divine help. If you allow yourself to take the B
first step into evil, you have no night to ask God w E
hold you back from the second. Every temptauon §
yielded to icaves you weakes , every tempiation over- &
come leaves you stronger than ever befure. Thest B
15a legend among the Scath Sea Islanders that when E;

Here your s fety is not n resistance, but i flight,
The Bible injunction in such cases is not confront,
nor withstand, nor fight, but “flee.!"” When the
Apostle speaks of “many youthful and hurtful lusts
which drown men in destructivn and perditon,’ he
adds, “ But thou, O man of Gud, flee these things.’
Agaw, *flee youthful lusts,”

But, if you are to flee, this implies that there wilt be
“a wav to escape”; and God guarantees that this
there shall always be.  To you it may not be easy to
see how it can be ; but, as St. Peter says, “the Lord
knoweth how to deliver the godly out of temptations.”
The thought has often accasioned much distress to
an earnest sou..  If such and such a temptation were
thrown in my way, [ could not stand. How then can
I be a Christian when this is possible? But God
does not promise to give you in the meanume grace
and strength for all possible and conceivable circum-
stances of trial in which you may be placed. He
engages that his grace will be “suffitient for you."
If an extraordinary temptation should come, extraor-
dinary grace will be supplied, and a way of escape
will be opened.

Some young nsen tell me they are at times troubled
with the most awfu! blasphemous thoughts, It seeins
as if the devil were injecting every imaginable form
of iniquity into their minds. There is not an idea too
hideous or horrible but it takes possession of them.

These temprations of the mind they find even
harder to withstand than those of the budy. It is
verily as though your inmost soul were being turned
into “a cage of every unclean bird*”

How can yor be a child of God, and yet have such
wicked imaginings ?

I suppose these are what the € -ripture calls 22 da
thea tou Satana, “ihe depths of Satan.”

My brother, if these thoughts were your own pro-

duction, your heart would be delighted with uts own
issue. They are the device of the enemy of sauls.

Satan does not use such weapons except aganst
those whom he is in fear of losing. Do aut be over-
much disquieted. Give him no yuacter.  Resist the
dewil, and in time he will flee from you.

Then some of you are perplexed about certain
actions which you try to believe are not wrong, but
which you never commit without sharp tw.nges of
conscience. * What's the harn.?” you say , and yet
the iuward monitor will not be still.  Take care lest
you drug your conscience with pleas which will not
stand in the day of judgment. The principle which
the Apostle lays down, that he had doubted, is con.
demned in the act /* for whatsoever is not of faith is
sin”) is of general application. Abstain from every-
thing you do not kaow to be lawful and right,

Be sure you do not underrate the power of Satan ,
or in your own strength you are no match for him. Be
sure you do not overrate his power , for he is no match
for the Spirit of God.

Some of yau are in the thick of the conflict just now.
You are at the very point in life when temptations are
most fierce and numerous In a little while it will be
different; you will not be so beset and troubled.

But it will be either the calm of defeat —your enemy
having the mastery over you—or the calm of victory—
your faot upnn his neck for ever. Which shall it be ?

A SABBATH IN BELGIUM

The following paper which appeared in the Umted
Prestytersan Magazine, 1s from the pen of the Rev. J.
C. Baxter, D.D,, Kirkcaldy, formerly of Sianley
Street Church, Montreal.

On my way, last summer, to Nessonvaux, near
Lieje, where the Belgian Svnod met, | visited several
of the congregations. M. Kennedy Anet, the denom-
inauvonal secretary, had asked that this Church in-
spection should begin at Gohyssart-jumet, the centre
of lus own pastorate. The arrangement was gladly
accepted, and after a most cordial welcome 1n the
manse from members of hus fanuly, Sabbath, the 25th
of Juiy, found me prepared tor work, ** [hat Sab-
bath was an high day * wich surrounding Romanists.
They were then to keep their fesuval of Mary Magda.
lene , and whatever honour to her memory Papists
elsewnere pay, those about Jumet hink the annivérsary
with more than common ¢.sr. Locai legend explains
why the yearly return has special sigmiticance 1n therr
eyes. Ages ago, so rumour runs, the place was fever-
smutten.  Medical skilt fuled to cure or check the
nieree disease.  Sufferers having = spent their all on
wmany physivans, were nothing bettered, but rather
grew worse,” The neighbourhood, black n aspects
of colieries or wron-foundries, became doubly grim-
med with the blackness of despair. Parish priests
resorted to an untried remedy. An image of the
Madeleine was brought from behind the altar of the
sanctuary, Fixed on a platform, 1t was borne over
streets and ficids of the afilicied area—it haply ns
very shadow failling on the wounded might stay the
plague. Suddenly the statue showed strange move-
ments—leaping, whithing, giving varnied tokens of
pecubar joy. These were taken for heaven's response
to the prayers of the patron-samnt. Tradiion says
that malady ieft the district, and the tame of their re-
puted deliverer 1s celebrated by descendants of res-
cued ancestors as often as the feast season returns.

Such a season dawned with my first morning 1n the
Province of Hamnault. At sunnise sounds were heard
frym afar-off, groups converging toward a rallyng
spot within the village square. Ga.ered there, some
on horseback, more afoot, all decked after holday
style, the processiva paraded 4 chosen circuit with
cvery evidence that diversion, not devotion, swayed
the throng , and soon as the hoars of united march
had gone, scattered bands spent the evening in danc-
ing ordninking revels, winding up their sacred occasion
amidst carnival that drove all real rest from body
and soul.

Quite a contrast to these noisy, giddy votaries were
the groups of quiet, solemnn worshippers who inus-
tered under the modest roof of the FProtestant
“Temple,” The latter were not deterred from ser-
vie by fascinations or foulenies which the former
could offer. A sturdy resolve to auend where pnn-
ciple led them a purpuse to witness fuor Chnst in
view of seornful foes as well as to share feitowship
with Chnst in the face of trusted friends — these
matives seemed to guide faithful fieyuenters of their
sunple, yet valued Bethel, and the fact thus marked
may wake inguiry amony ourselves whether it should
not, Like a pictare, win the lambs of the fuck to theuir
wonted fold, or like a pailern, shape the steps of
maturer disciples to habitual reverence for their
recognized Zwn's stated ordinances. Sunday schoot
started at half past nine. Teachers and pupils were
punctual. An air of earnest liveliness pervaded the
classes. Singing,reading, questioning,answernng, went
much as at home -and novel to my ear as the diction
was, I knew enough of the language to feel that the sub-
ject-lessons were sabject to the truth in Jesus, More
than one case of good results attracted notice. There,
at the end of a form, sat a lad older than most of s
fellow scholars. The story of his attendance is worth
repeating. His youngest brother was pressed by a
playmate to come. The boy consented. Ere lony,
with a heart touched by Bible truth, he begged rela-
tives to join him. They yiclded to the request. At
intervals they were seen in the church, till ultimately
the household renounced Catholicism ; and none of the
circle stands firmer in Gospel paths than the senior
son, who owes his changed profession 10 a mere mite

e

of a missionary. Finc comment on the prophetic
text s * A little child shal: lead them.”

Again: in front of his pupils stood a teacher.
Every feature of the man bore an impress of devout
decision. 1 inquired concerning him. ‘The replies
assured me of his consistency and courage. By trade
heis a glass blower. For five days of the week,
toiting througt cowrnon time, he works over hours on
the fust, that the Sabbath may be free for spiritual
labnur  This liberty was bravely bought, because
when ordered by a wmammon loving master to do
otherwise, he sa’d, 1 am your servant, sir, industrie
nusly ennugh during the week, but on the Lord's Day
I belong to God alone.””  ‘This is the stuff out of which
strong Sabbhath school agents are wrought. Would
that all were clothed in Iike garb, and that, seated at
the Savinur's feet, we were ready to receive from His
lips the law of a new life, alike gladsome to ourselves
and useful everywhere as opportunity occurs.

The foren .n that fullowed was oucupied with the
Lord’s supper The mode observed difters shightly
from the forin pract.sel by Scuttish Presbytenans,
Instead nf communicants jotting sactameniai symbols
in their pews, they advance in tuws of abuut twenty
tn take them from the presiding minister , and as
bread or wine is handed by him he conveys some
word of comitort suited to each disuiple.  The “ action”
sermon, as we .all it, was given by me. The
ohstacle of prea.tiny «n a fureign tungue was levelled
through the kind skill of a competent terpreter. He
translated the discourse part by part ; and if the light
that shone vn the faces of the audience could reflect
what inner cmotions were, or if the sense of joy that
thrilled my own frame could warrant any hope of
benefit, then despite divergent dialect, all ot us had
oneness of mind within the hallowed guest-chamber,
Confusion of speech did not break communion of
sou!  The mutual bond was the common faith, and
no verbal barrier could impair the privilege of actual
brotherhood.  Another item struck me at the close ;
the number of intimations fur work through the
week.,  Almost every might had its proper allotment,
Cottage meetings here, evangelistic operations there,
tract distnibution everywhere. No ruom for idlers
was left.  More than camp followers they meant to
be—for having vowed atresh to wage a noble warfare,
these soldiers of the Cross would sally forth with
quickened boldness.

Shortly afterwards a small detachment of us set out
for Courcelles, a station also «n charge of the Jumet
ministry.  Oa the road we skirted the givund where
alleped rioters had sharp coutlict with ruyar regi-
ments duning recent trade truubies. Regaruing the
auns or claims of the su called insurgent inub, [ am
neither able nor disposed to venture an upinion.  One
fact, however, ments mention. Not a single Protes-
tant was slain or seized among the law-breakers ; and
even secular rulers are forced to admut the peaceful
habits of the evangelical adherents. Let an instance
be rited in proofofthis statement, for which a reliable
informant vouches. When the labour turmoil! was
widest, and crafty spite h.nted that the sect of the
Reformed was secretly disloyal, pikets of police
patrolled suspected yuaiters by night. On such an
errand some offiers appruached a lunely hut whence
the subdued svund of vuices issued. Halung s
men at convenient d stance, the captain crept noise-
lessly to the duur, and Lingered tll tho accents of the
comipany were hushed. He had been lovking on a
famdy at worship. Having listened to the music of
their psalms cr the tenor of their prayers, he courte-
ously saluted the father of the hume with the declara-
tion, * Were all fulhs like you there mught be no need
for our rounds of vigilance. The commune should
sleep tranquilly.”

Fassing svinary, sancunied abodes like that—pacing
narrow paths which span busy canals or cut harvest
acres or flank dusty pit-mouths—we reached Cour-
celles after an hour’s walk. The chapel—a better
one than the Juwet structure—was huted ; and the
congregation awaited with obvious zest what a for-
eiguer had to tell. Having told them how Brtish
Churches fare and how organizauons are dicected, I
was asked by the audsence if they might put questions
to me. There could be no objection to the proposed
catechising. Liberty was granted on condition that
inquinigs taled with my oussion,  Question first -
came stunmngly . * What view do you take of Mr.
Gladstone's Home Rule Buli for Ireland 2” Question
second echoed hike a similar surpnse ; * Why 1s it
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that Protestants of Belfast engage in faction fights 2"
Of courte my reply suggested that politics did not
fall withi., the linnits of my credentials te Belgium,
which were of a sort above the range of partisanship.
They saw the prudence of the reserve, and further ex.
mination ran in a groove more ecclesiastical. I
respect the thirst for knowledge of all kinds that
marked the friends who took speech in hand either
on their own account or as the spokesmen for reticent
associates ; and the anxiety to be taught on vital
topics of the times, whether social or spiritual, which
oozed out of young intellects in the assembly during
question hour, may predict a healthy future for the
Belgian Church,

Though it was evening and the day far spent, one
more visit remained ere Sabbath journeys ended.
Charleroi, the capital ot the Province, the theatre of
modern as well as of ancient military combats, is also
a sphere where battles are being fought against the
allied armies of error and evil by the few yet bold
forces nf Evangelism. That was our next stage, and
a rapid ride of six miles from Courcelles took us to
the field. When we arrived there nothing in harmony
with our Sabbatic ideas was apparent. Buying and
selling in the shops were brisk, Ldunging and sport.
ing on the strects were at their height, Frivolous
crowds clustered and clamoured on the principal
boulevard over a game of ball, as if success for a
trivial prize should stir the energies of reasonable
mortals. Never more than then did I mourn the bad
cffects of loose rotions about the fourth command-
ment ; and whatever faults do blot obedience to the
divine precept, let us be thankful for every restraint
which yet guards our land from the hurt of a closer
approach to Continental customs. Hasting from
such sights of merchandise or merriment we sought
the Protestant Church of the town. Its architecture
is beautifu! More attractive it is because of the
moral influence radiating thence, like a light shining
in a dark place. _ it is a testimony in stone to the
gradual progress of the pure Gospel—a monument
graven with ineffaceable inscription to record God's
covenant promise, that patient preaching of the word
shall not go unrewarded. M. Poinsot has, for above
forty years, held aloft the banner of the truth there.
French by birth, Protestant by conviction, Christian
by experience, he has plodded against immense hu-
man odds. Popery in its keenest type, scepticism in
its coldest shape, worldly sloth in its dullest form—all
have been encountered. Often, doubtless, the lonely
champion for the faith may have felt faint-hearted.
But grace nerved him. He wearied not in well-
doing. He has won a position of cradit in the
esteem of the general populace, while among mem-
bers of his own Church—many of whom are converts
from Pomanism and fugitives from Infidelity—he
continues to secure veneration and affection for his
work’s sake, The service on the evening of our
arrival at his Church was a reunion de guestion, or
Bible-reading. The lecture-hall was packed. After
devational exercises the president invited queries
from persons present. Some had a difficulty about
the record of creation in Genesis, others wished
a solution of knotty points from the narrative of
miracles in Matthew. These were successively dealt
with by M. Poinsot, whose extempore exposition
proved him apt to teach, while at the same time his
manner of address was better than mere controversy.
Thus 2 couple of hours passed pleasantly. Inquirers
were cdified. Listeners were profited. The day be-
gun so well was concluded with satisfaction that our
walk and work had not been in vain; and if through
clouds the missionary labourers of Belgium still
struggle ere the noontide of triumph arise on the
whole land, let us lend what aid we can to brethren
who cry for our help, that they may persistently and
confidently await the meridian of their hopes.

The Sabbath journey now detailed reminds me of
what I'owe to M. Merle d'Aubigné—a son of the his-
torian whose name is a houschold word throughout
reformed Christendom. He was the first to greet me
when I reached the railway platform of Roux. He
was my director in every travel, my interpreter in
every address during the day described, as well as my
friend in many needs while the Synod held Session
at Nessonvaux., He has elected to leave his native
Switzerland for service in the Belgian ministry ; and
theenthusiasmwith which he has undertaken the office
of assistant pastor in Jumet bespeaks not only a large
degree of self-sacrifice, but also a bright career for
the Evangelical Society that cun recruit its ranks

with cultured, ardent volunteers like M. Merle from
Geneva, coupled with tus college companions, Appa
from Paris, and M. Chatelanat from Lausanne.

MINISTERIAL LIFE INSURANCE.

MR. EpITOR,—It is well known that the fund for
the support of aged and infirm ministers is not and
never has been in a satisfactory state, and that the
Courts of the Church have been endeavouring with
little or no success, to better its condition, so that it
may [ulfil,in something like becoming measure, the de-
sign for which it was instituted. A writer ina Scotch
Presbyterian magnine suggests a method of provid-
ing for aged and infirm ministers that desetyes the
earnest consideration of our Church courts,

The suggestion is that the life of every minister be
insured at ordination for a suitable sum, the annual
payment for which to be equally divided between the
ordained minister and the congregation ; the present
fund to be supplementary, as small congregations
would not be able to insure for a sum sufficient for
the comfortable support of their pastors when over-
taken with age or infirmity, In casc of translation
from one Church to another, the Church entered on
would assume the duty of the Church left.

Were it made obligatory that the life of every min-
ister be thus insured at ordination, no anxiety would
be felt as to the support of God’s servants when un-
able to work, whether from age or other cause.

Something must be done to secure a more adequate
support of Zion's workmen whea discase or years lay
them aside ; and this insurauce scheme has strong
claims on the consideration of the Church. And why
should not the Church insure the lives of her ser-
vants? \Would there be aught either wrong or incon-

tions? A. K.

GOSPEL WORK.

We were just about to begin an evangelistic ser-
vice, when one of our helpers, as he was called, came
into the vestry and said, ** [ say, I have brought seven
fellows out of a public house.”

“How did you get them?” [ inquired.

“Oh 1 I went into the public after them.”

* And how did you get them, then?”

“\Why,” he said, 1 asked them to come along
with me to the service. They laughed at first, and
then one of them, that big Ben, you know, said,
‘We'll come, miaster, if you'll treat us to a half
a pint cach’ ‘*All right,) I replied. So I or-
dered them a couple of quarts of beer, and, when
they had been served, they came along as quietly as
possible.”

Peeping out at the vestry door, he said, * Look,
there they are, all sitting as proper as their betters.”

The means our helper had vsed to bring these men
in seemed questionable ; but there they were, and now
the next thing was to pray for and expect a blessing
upon them.

In the course of my address, I spoke of the various
hindrances there were to the Gospel ; and among
others I mentioned drink, and the love of it, as one of
the greatest. 1 went on tcsay that the poor drunkard
was a loser every way. He received very little en-
joyment ; he soon los: his right senses, lost his
money, and injured his wife and children.

I continued, “ Once I heard it said that the very
mice in the drunkard’s house could find nothing. The
poor little things went about with tears in their eyes
looking for crumbs in the cupboard, and all in
vain i ¥

The seven men were sober enough to give attention
to the sermon, embellished as it was with the tale of
the drunkard's mice. After the sermon they all
knelt down at the time of prayer, and when others
rose up to go, they rose to depart also, thinking, I
have no doubt, that they had done enough for their
half-pint.

Our young helper asked them to stay a little
longer.

“No.” said Big Ben, * we have had enough. I'm
a-going. That’s a fine man, though, to see tears in
the mouse’s eyes. § wonder how he did that 17

“ Stay a httle,” said our friend, *and we will go
and ask him.”

No, they would not be persuaded to do that ; but
about an hour afterwards, who should come back to
the cburch but Ben,

He said, “I've been in bed, but I can't get any
sleep. I want to know how the man that preached
got to know about me ! Ideclare I never set eyes on
him in all my life till to-night. The chaps all say he
meant me in his sermon. How did he know about
me ? that's what [ want to know.”

“ Come along,” said our helper, * and wo will ask
him about it.”
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So saying, my friend led Big Ben up to me.

“Do you know me at all? * sard Ben, looking me
straight in the face.

“ Why do you want to know ?” [ inquired.

#iCause you told ’em about me in your sermon,
All the mates said that you meant me,  I've been a-
bed and couldn’t sleep for a-thinkin' hox you knew
about me, and who told you.”

Perceiving that God had been speaking to this
man 1 said, * God knows all about you, and He told
me to say those words. You had better give up to
Him. Come, let us kneel down.”

The man did so, and began speaking in prayer as
if mechanically, utterinyz words aftee me. It was not
long, however, before he put in some ejaculations for
himself. 1t was surprising to witness, though I have
seen it aften, how the use of the tongue or voice stirs
the heart. Now it was as though the man could
not stop praying and pleading for mercy for his
soul,

As the prayer waxed warmer and warmer his con-
victions decpened, and he acknowledged what a sinner
he was. This thought only added greater carnest.
ness to his prayers, After pleading in this way for
more than half an hour, he stopped, as if in despair.

“ s there no mercy for me?” he said ; *1 know 1
am a proper bad un. O God, have mercy on me, a
smner. [ will give up drink, bad words, everything,
Oh, do have mercy on me.”

It was evident he was trying to buy his forgiveness
with his sacrifices, in the same way that mariners
throw overboard their lading tv save the ship ; but
that is not the way of God’s salvation.

I said, ** God can save you, and He is willing to do
s0, but only for Christ’s sake. You owed a debt, and
Christ has paid it. Come and acknowledge God’s
love in sending His Son, and thank Him for it.
¢ Take salvation, take it now, and happy be"

This was like a new idea to him,

“I've been sinning a lot of years,” he said, *“and
will the Almighty pardon me right off like that all at
once?”

“Yes,” [ replied, ** He will do so for the sake of the
finished work of Christ. God is able to forgive the
vilest sinner through the death of €hrist upon the
cross. Letus praise Him,; say, *Glory be to God,
Jesus Christ died for me.’ None but sinners can use
these words. Christ did not die for angels, therefore,
angels cannot sing this song, only sinners; and you
are a great sinner; *Glory be to God, Jesus Christ
Christ died for me.'”

It was a long time before I could get him to utter
these words : but, when once he began to do it, it
was astonishing to see the light breaking into his soul,
He was perhaps less conscious of the change which
was coming over him than we who were observing
him.

We united together in singing a verse and chorus
of praisc, and then sent the man on his way rejoicing.

The next day he came back, bringing some of his
mates with him. He was most intent, and earnest in
his endeavour to show them the way of salvation, and
appeared greatly surprised that they could not sce it,

“It’s all so plain,” he said.

His labour of love, however, was not without suc-
cess among his companions ; and, besides thus, I re-
joice to add that Big Ben's conversion was the means
of bringing to Jesus the “helper® who first bought
Ben with the half-pint.

The political workzers have a style of campaign which
they call a sull hunt. That mzaas no big meeungs, no
Liass bands, no torch light processivns, no noise; but a
quict, cager, persistent, thorough, heuse to house and man
to man canvass. They find out the exact voting strength of
cach precincy, by personal vistiauun of homes and luuging
houses, and then they learn exactly wh-re each vuter stands
politically. If any voter is not hopelessty tooted to the
¢pot he happens to occupy, the workers jabour with him 10
induce him to change hi. ground, to come over to their
side, 1f pusstble.  This surt of a campaign is always found
to be eff:ctive.  \Why not -iveit a trial in the charch's con-
test apainst the world, wherein we liope to bring souls
apzn to conviction over to the Lord’s side 2

Some ministers do give it a trial and find it very
effective, Thereis no better way of dealing with men.
Pursue the sull hunt during the week, and if the per-
sons hunted are in church on Sabbath, give them
something that will make 1t an object for them to
come again.

ONLY a cold. This phrase is constantly heard on
the lips of people who mught kaow that a severe
cold 1s one of the troubles that should be carefully
watched and skilfully treated. Valuable lives are
lost every winter because people neglect an iliness
which they descnbe as “a mere cold.” The man
who dreads typhoid and gees miles around to avaid
smallpox, often exposes himself when suffering from
a severe cold without a moment’s hesitation. And
yet the statistics might show that a much larger num.
ber of valuable lives are lost from diseases brought
on by colds than from smallpox. In Parliament, at
the Bar, at public meetings of all kinds, and quite
often in the pulpit, you bear men speaking when the
hoarse sounds emitted by their congested vocal or.
gans show quite clearly that they ought to be in bed.
When duty makes it necessary to take risks they
ought to be bravely, cheerfully taken, but the call of
duty which makes a manrisk life or even health,
should be very distinct. No winter passes without
the loss of some good men who undertook woik in-
volving exposure when they were suffering from what
they and their friends called 2 mere cold.

THERE are some voters that even the still hunt
plan fails to bring to the polle. Some come and vote
against the side for which the still hunter is working.
There are some men in every community that the
most skilful kind of still hunt cannot bring to church,
What can be done with these men? La* themi alone?
Never. Let cvery kind of legitimate effoct be made
to bring them within the sound of the Gospel. Do
the politicians give up if a voter does not promise to
cume to the polls and vote on their side the first time
heis asked? Not they. They try him again and
again, ply him with cvery kind of argument, and
appeal to every side of his nature in order to bring
tim to the polls. 1f one man cannot bring him they
try another and another, and never cease trying until
the poll closes. Heaven forbid that we shoula advise
any Chirishian worker to imitate all theanethods of the
pohitical canvasser.  His persistency, however, is well
worthy of imitation. So is hiszeal. His skl is often
admurable.  The most difficult thing for many who
do not attend the housc of God s to fegen. 1€ they
came onc or two Sabbaths, there nught be no further
trouble ; but,as many a minister knows, thereis much
dificully in getting them to begin.  ‘The still bunt is
often the bLest way to get them started ; good preach-
g will gencrally keep them in church when the start
is made,

If the President simply did his duty in asking for the
recall of Lord Sackwille, he did more than his duty
in giving the Britich Minister his passports before he
got an answer from the Briush Government.  If tak.
ing any notice of the matter at all was a duty, then
some exceedingly small duties occasionally devolve
upon Presidents of great Republics.  Does anybody
suppose that the British Government would dismiss
Mz, Phelps for telling an American-English elector
how he thought he should vote? \We do not believe
the British Government would notice any such
smail matter. Thenewspapers might give the offend-
ing Minister a bit of their mind, and the *stump ”
orators would no doubt show lhim some attention,
but the Government, as such, would never notice his
offence.

THE correct descriptive phrase to apply to the
United States at the present time is to say that the
* people are in the throes of a Presidential election.”
If our readers were over there they would find that
the “throes” are mamly confined to newspaper
offices and commitice rooms. The people, of course,
take an terest in the contest but not one in a thous.
and of them 1s n “throes? The writer of this
paragraph was i a great American city on polling
day some years ago when an unusually close Presiden-
tial contest was goingon.  From reading the morning
papers one would imagine the city was in “throes” ;
when you went out into the street you found the people
quielly attending to their business as usual, There
was a little fiurry around the polling-booths and a
great crowd around the headquarters of both parties
in the cvening and that was about all in the way of
excitement. For two or three days the result was un-
certain. People on the other side of the globe read-
ing the press despatches would have imagined that
the American Republic was a political volcano. A
man walking the streets of an orderly American ity
would not know that there was anything going on
except business. Whether they try to do so or not,
daily newspapers convey a grossly exaggerated idea
of the amount of political excitement that exists in any
civilized country during clection contests. The great
body of the people are never in “throes™ over an
ordinary election. In these days of newspaper enter-
prise, sensible people should always remember that
many things look much biggerin print than anywhere
else, .

GOVERNMENT BY HUMBUG.

WHEN people are moved by a great impulse they will
say and do things that they would not dream of in
their sober moments, It is wonderful to what lengths
they will go under the stimulus of a great excitement.
Among all [ree peoples there are at certaun times
accesses of intensity of {ecling on polnical ques.
tions. Few of the constitutionatly governed peoples
of the present time can afford to throw stones at each
other. They are all of them living in glass houses.
Here in Canada we can hardly understand how it is
that the Irish question should create such a depth of
anunosity among the British electorate, nor the
passinnateness which constitutional revision stirs up
awmong the French. For the present, the Canadian
political pulse beats with its normal regulanty. There
i1s no burming question that stirs men’s bhlood and
makes their speech voluble and acrid.  Concerning
questions on which they iffer they can talk reason-
ably, and if not, at all events, with comparatively good
temper. If a general election was in progress, it
would, no doubt, be different. Then each would be
strenuously secking to advance the interests of the
party with which he was identified. Atsuch a scason
Canadians, hike all free and independent people, are
Just as hable as others to dothings that border on the
ruhiculous, \

The presidential campasgn just terminated among
our neighbouss, affurds a glimpse of =everal absurg.
ties into which ordinanly sen-ible people may fail
when political feehing runs high. As it 18 easier to se
a neighbour’s faults, than itis to discern one’s own,
some of the lessons such a struggic 18 capable of
teaching are made morc obvious when the contest 15
one in which we have no immediate 1nterest,

The confliit between the Republican and Demo.
cratic partics sn the United States, shows plasnly that
1t has not been fought on a field of unsuliiad honour.
Both the candidates for the hichest office n the
Republic are vouched for by their respective faends
as men of great personai integrity, but that has nat
prevented the degencracy which party exigencies, i
allowed to dominate, are sure to produce. Direct,
manly and frank appeals to the reason and intellig-
ence of the electorate have not been so numerous and
prominent asthey ought to have been. The most
conspicuous thing has been the trickery by which one
party has soughy to outmanacuvre its rival,

The plain and honest endeavour made to settle the
Fisheries dispute was regarded by all the parties con.
cerned as reasonably satisfactory.  Britain consented,
the Cuaadian Parliament expressed its willingness to
ratify the Treaty submitted, and the United States
Executive and Congress were prepared to do the
same. The Senate, with 2 Republican majority, saw
a fine chance to make political capital by apoealing
to anti DBritish prejudices, and thought it would be 4
smirt move to cause the rejection of the Treaty, The
most lenient onlooker can hardly be brought to con-
sider this as statesmanship; the mildest critic can
only be induced to classify it as partizan strategy, To
conciliate the same turbulent element in the United
States who are not quite so influential as they are
noisy, the President, urged by his party, responds by a
threat of retaliation against Canada, his message
asking for investment with the necessary powers
having obviously been prepared in anticipation of the
Senate’s action.

The next election sensation was the letter written
by the British Minister at Washington. How silly
the whole affair will look after the excitement has
subsided! \What a fuss has been made about a mere
nothing, of which all sensible people will feel heartily
ashamed. Ostensibly a naturalized American of
British nrtionality asks Lord Sackville for advice as
to how he should cast lis vote. The British Minister,
thinking no evil and meaning none, 1n the simphcity
of his heart, 1n a somewhat guarded manner under
the seal of rrivacy, gives hisanswer. It was thought-
less of hum, and he nught have known better than to
fall into the snare that was set for him.  The parues
who planned the device were delighted. The fact
that, even 1n their own showing, the British Minister's
letter was confidential was not in their estimation
worthy of a moment’s consideration.

The members
at the two stations number over 1,000, and further
additinns to thts number are likely soon to be made.
On the further side of the Toba Lake a colporteur
and several vo'untary evangehlists have done good
work, In the district of Sulindring, for instance, the
Church at Pantgar-na-pitu has become quite an im-
portant one.

THE METROPOLIS OF ICELAND,

Reykjavik, poor little metropolis of 2,000 inhabitants,
has, nevertheless, its sights and sounds, Its houses, with
but few exceptions of wood, consist usually of a singlestory,
but in isolated instances rise to the dignity of two.
Through the town runs a wide and tolerably straight street,
on which live several of the dignitaries of the island, the
Bishup, the Governor, the Chiel Justicg, and other mem-
bers of the Government. Upon one side, surrounded by
wooden palings, is the public square, in the centze of which
stands a bronze statue of Thorwaldsen, presented by the
Danish Government to the native country of the sculptor.
At the farther end is the little cathedral, which cuntains a
marble font by the artist himself. Around the different
sides of the square are grouped the new patliament house,
the post office, and a school for girls, which draws uts pupils
from all parts of the country. One of the most imposing
buildings of the capital is the jail, and two of the most awe-
inspiring of her citizens are the policemen, who in turn
patzol the streets in {elt helmets and uniform. It was not
discovered, however, that they ever arrested anybody, be-
cause nobody ever so far forgot himsell as to warrant arrest,
The jail consequently is always empty, a fact that can be but
impetfectly understood when onc secs its manifest supenority
to all othet dwellings, One of the policemen exercises, in
addition to his function of guardian of the public weal,
that of librarian of the Icelandic Literary Society, which
was established as long ago as 1816, and has published
many works. He isalso an author, and has written at least
one valuable book.

The streets of Reykjavik are unpaved, but at certain
corners, wide apart, stand lamp-posiz, whereon burn kero-
sene lamps to light the belated citizen to his door.
One of the most charactenstic of streets sights is the long
lines of pontes that almost continually come and go, bring-
ing loads of dried fish, and carrying back the necessaries of
life ; and almost all of life's necessary demands in Iceland
must be supplied from without. Even the wood with which
the houses ate framed comes from Norway, and must be
taken into the interior on the backs of horses. A frequent
sight is a procession of ponies, each with a board on cither
side, fastened at one end tothe pack-saddle, while the other
end is left to trail and bump along the uneven road. On
fleasant mornings another kind of prucession is often seen.

t is composed of women and girls, each with a wooden tub,
and all guing to the warm sptiaps to do the houschold wash-
ing. The water can be had at all temperatures, from boil-
ing hot, where it bubbles up out of the earth, to tepid, far-
ther down the little stream formed from the overflow.

Nor was this without reason ; for
this quict old man was none other than [ohn Dryden, the
greatest poct whom England had produced for a whole
