Wo turn to greot tho Mastor, we kueel
humbly and submissively before the
Throus of Christ, we gaze catvestly and
lovingly upon the tiny golden door
bekind which is hidden tho delight of
our hearts, the Ligat of the World, tho
King of the uuiverse, Our Lozd Jesus
Christ, There enthroned the truo Master
of the maneion, to Whom we como to
pay our homage, to Whom all hearts
aro known, and from Whom nothing is
hidden, Who searches the innermost
recosses of the mind and detects overy
motive however deeply we may think it
is buried.

member that other weoplo bave a good
deal to bear with frora ourselves—and
they will sink out of sight before the
pro-eminent fact that overy church is
the Lord's, and every altar the Throne
of Jesus Christ,

‘We should zcarcely tell God outright
that we did not liko & certain church
because somethivg connected with it
did not suit vs, and yet wo practically
do tell him so indirectly, when we for-
sake our own church to attend another
some distance away because the latter
is more to our taste.

T4 does not seem very nice, I know,
and we don't like to thiak that we are
guilty of treating tho Divine Majesty
with disrespect, and yet that is the only
word for it, Wehave practically no right
‘whatever to choose the church we shall
attend; we ought as a matter of dut
to go to the one of the parish in whic
we reside. We may, of course, oc.
casionally attend another church but we
ought not to do so to thoentire exclusion
of our own parish church, There is
another thing that people should re.
mem when they go away for thuir
holidays, and that is to choore a f}ﬂm
where they can bave the benefit of
Mass, at least on Sundays, diany of
the summer resorts have no Catholic
Church at all, or it is so far distant asto

; make it practically impossible to go
with any regularity. Wa need religion
just anmuch in the summer as in'the
winler, perhaps more 80, becauso we
areapt to drift intv a careless, idle, easy
way of living withont rauch thought of
the needs of the soul, when the long hot
days of summer come upon us, and we
spend them on cool, shady lawns,
beneath the thick foliage of the over-
arching trees, or on the beach, with
the cool sound of the waves wasbing the
pebbles. That is t> say somwe -of
ug; the great majority unfortunately
have to stay in the stuffy, sweltering
town and toil in stores acd factories
and offices. Even then wo have a great
deal to be thavkful for. We bave beanti.
ful parks and gardens wherein we can
roam in the svenivg after the day’s work
is over, and enjoy the soft and Zefresh-
ing zes. Lven & walk tbrough the
{rec-lined streets is altoat like & glimpse
of the country. Butthoso of us whoure
{fortunateenoughtogo awaytothecouniry
ean usuzlly spend the whiofe day in the
open air, and having nothing to rouble
aﬁout sre apt to drift into an aimless
-dreamy kind ot life, in which the needs
of thesoul areforgotten. Dodily apathy
is_too often followed bi apathy of the
mind and heatt, and it s very difficult
to get.out of habits thus formed, they
insensibly clivg to us whea we return to
the busy life of the oity, and we have
then to spend the greater part of our
tire in trying to get rid of them, It is
betier not to allow them to form at all.

portion of the omrriage ifself being
visiblo at all.

1 wish I counld show you piotures of
some of the carviages thus decorated ;
one very beautiful one was in the
shape of a bird of Paradise, the head
