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EDITORIAL NOTES.

There is cold comfort for our Nova Scotian heads of famili s in D. Vie-
tor Meunier’s recent sugges'ions on the servant question, This eminont
natusalist thinks tince indifleront domestic servants are becuming more
provalent, that anthropoed apes might bo ciptured and given a thorough
course of training in houscho d works. M. Meunior clums to have trained
several of tho an:mals succossfully, and cites many incidents in which they
have been found skilful and aptservito s It occurs to us, howoever, that
if the same pationt training wore givea to our raw country girls there will
be no need for us to resort to 1ntroducing grimacing quadrupeds among our
startled families.

The Indians and ba f breeds on both sides of the boundary line seem
to have breathed 1n from some unknown source a desire to gt ahead cf
those much-suffering individua's who constitute the travelling public.
Rolin huntors are frequently induced by them to purchase very modern
antiquities  In an Indian stere near Bismarck a regular stock of relics is
kopt on hand—Nevajo blankets (from Massachusetts) Indian pipes (from
Connecicut) tom-toms (made of Government cheese-boxes covered with
sheep-skin) and most profitabte of alt the historic bows and arrows which
have ligured in Indian uprisisgs. The Apaches, who long ago discarded spears,
are now supplying the trade with them, while the purchasers aro given
their choice, 80 to speak, of any interesting logend which they cate to con-
nect with their now possession.

Wo are glad to note that henceforward the after-dinner toast of ¢ The
Colonies ” 1s to be given at all publicbanquets in England. This recogoi-
tion shou’d long ago have been given them by tho feastful Britons. But
we wondor what definite vision wil ariso befure tho speakers eye whon ke
calls the toast—wiil tho 1cy mountains and the coral sirand appesar simul-
tsneously bofors his 1mner vision, tho whooping Indian or the devoted
missionary, tho crafty Hindoo cr the bushman of Australia. Al the types
aro reprosented in the Colobies, and too often tho ordinary Briton thinks
of tbe colonial dependencirs asa vast combination of dissimi.ar peoples.
What is wanted 18 a carofut recognition of each co ony by the proper officials.
Maps indicating climate, soil, products, prices and popu.ation should be
placed in all schools, railway s:ations and pub.c buudings. Emigratien
being thus intolhgent!y promoted, fewer mistakes wou.d be made by settlers,
and when such a state ot affaars exists the toast of * The Colonies ™ wili be
drunk with a propor understanding.

A littlo mattor has como up between Austrahia and Great Britain which
is of particular interest to Canadians. Tho Austialians complain that the
Fronch Islands in tho Now Hebndes, which arc used as penal settloments,

aro hurlful to the whole group of islands. Moro than that theso Fronch
outcasts aro vory carelossly looked after, as they often escape and make
thoir homes in Australia. The grievance is so great that the Australiaus
suggest that if Great Britain will purchase the islands thoy will agreo to the
confederation of the Australian colonies. Doubtles in Australia theroave
special roasuns for keoping out & modern goueration of criminals, but in
Canada, too, wo fool not a littlo annoyance from the noarness of the Fronch
possessions of St. Pierro and Miquelon, to ssy nothing of the debatable
Fronch coast of Newfoundland, and if Great Britain is to buy Frenchland
why should sho not inciude this troublesome tersitory in her purchase. It
is by no means improbable that Newfoundland would enter amicably into
confederation if the island and coast difficulties could be puaceably solved.
Tho policy of Irance regarding tho sales is not as yet known. It isthe
fashion of the French Congress at present tw boast of her possessions in
foreign lands. Tho offering of imoney as purchasing powor would probably
be construed as an insult from the * nation of shop-keepers.” But an ex-
change of land for land might bo satisfactory to all parties concerned Onr
chief interest in the event isfor the wolfars of Canada and for Newfound-

lond, and we would welcome a policy which would lead to the adoption of
4L~ tio that binds,”

The Presidential election shortly to be bogun in the United States is not
the only national contest of the month Tho general I:alian olections are sot
fora dato a few days later, and a hot struggle is likely to ensue betwesn the
Government ¢f the present Promier, Giolitti, and the ex-Premier Crispi.
The chiof difficuity in the administration of auy modern Italian Goverment
has boou the disposition of the State Revenues, which have beon inadequate
to meet the demands made upon them. The oxpense of maintaining
large army and navy has cnpplod all effucts to develop the natural ressure g
of tho country. The roads, raulways and telegraphs aro all maintained at the
expense of tax-payers. Crispi, if clected, promises to cheapen the mothod
of Governmoeut by removing somo hundreds of inofficient and unnecessiry
Government employees, and to make a stand sgainst the common practico
of diverting public money into private chaunels. Crispi is without doubt
the popular candidato with tho less well-to-do portion of the peop'e,andas
the franchise isa liberal one, giving votes to o'l citizans who are over twenty-
one years uf age, who are able to read and write, who pay taxes to the amount
of £3.75 per year, ho will doubtless poll a large vote, while on the ather
hand tho present Premier has a fino opportunity of using boodle in the
campaign. The elections are not who'ly d cided by the majority vots, as
cach deputy needs not only to be elocted in his owa district, but must also
be able to claim ono-fourth of the whole enrolled vote. Second district
olcctions are very usual, and naturally they result as a ru'e in the support
of the members of tho saccessful party in tho national contest. In fact
the 13th of November promises to be as exciting a day in the classic country
as tho 8th of November will be to the people of the United States.

The sad illness and death of Mrs. Horrison at the present politica! junc-
turo has caused much heart-folt sympathy for the Republican c¢indida‘e for
the Presidoncy of tho United States. Mrs. Harrison has been an able
help-mate to her husband, togetier they bave struggled in obscurity, with
empty purees, and her husband attributes not a little of his success to her
everready interest in his affairs. The President and his wife have been a
typical American couple. At the time of their marriage they could not
afford a home of their own, and the young wife was installed with his
family at the Harrison homestead uantil the youthful husband had become
a full-fledged lawyor. After the first child was born the young couple
flitted into & homeo of their own—a tiny three-roomed cottage with alean-to
kiichen. The humble home was & happy one—tho husband and wife boing
w1 ling to accopt privation for the sake of being together. The President
shared in the daily labors, cutting the wood, or filling the water pails before
office hours, and it was not until 18G0 that prosperity dawned upon the
dovoted pair. Then Mr Harrison wes appointed roporter of the Supreme
Court, and, with the comfortablo salary attached, it was no longer necessary
to keop up a perpotual warfare with the wo f at the door. With her great
patural tact Mrs. Harrison was as much ot home in tho stately White House
as io her first cottsge. Her swoetness of mind and disposition endeared
her to all who comd in couliet with her. Her bigh moral charactor won
the approval of those who differed with her husband on political grouuds,
The crov. ned heads of Eutope, the Popo and others high in worldly rank,
have sunt messages of sympatby to tho stricken husband. Claveland, too,
has sent a manly word of condolence, and pcople of all classes in the nation
aro united in thoir praises of the dead woman. And yet we cannot but
turn from tho grave with an appreciativo thought for the will powor of the
man and woman who carved their wsy so patiently and steadi'y to the
bighest pesition which the Amorican Ropublic affords.
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Some speculators In Bombsy mean to crect a novel Oriental booth at
the World’s Fair, where exhibitions of suttee, oremation, jugglery, nautch,
and wrestling, will be given, where elephants may be mounted by meauns of
step-ladders and led through the fair grounds. Even a plain untitled Nova
Scotlan would be privileged to ride “in howdah with mahout,” and for
refreshment at the end of his journey be surved a genuine cup of Ceylon tea
at ten cents a cup,

There {8 perhaps no more remarkably named town in the world than
the little settlement of Oklahoma, W. 8., which proudly bears the title of
Tipperusiaem, % appears that the Mayor of the town desired to christen it
with the scriptural name of Jerusalem, while the Sheriff beiog an ardent
Irishman would hear of nothing but Tipperary. After a mild civil war had
been Indulged in a compromise was effected and tho euphonious cognomen
ot Tipperusalem was agreed upon. The name is indeed rich in historic
assoclations of a widely differing charactor.

The Emperor of Germany bas shown himself to look askance at inter-
natlonal union ss typified by the marriages of his nobles with the daughters
of wealthy Americans, The craze was a popular one, both with the non-
titled but by no meavs penniless maidens and the aristocratic but impover-
ished noblemen. 1If a prohibition is put on this form of reciprocity, the
Republican titles of Mrs. Colonel ——, Mrs, Judge ——, will be more in
demand, while the flaxen-headed frauleins of the father-land will doubtless
be accorded the privilege of assuming the ancestral titles, jewels and
mortgages.

The famous Pall Mall Qasetts has again changed hands. Mr. Yates
Thompson, the proprietor, has tired of his expensive toy and has sold it at
a faney figure to an Austrian Hebrew, Loenfeld by nsme, who is well
knowa as a stock speculator and es the proprietor of a famoue temperance
drink. Mr. Stead, of the Review of Reviews, has been most anxious to
obtain this powerful paper, but the fancy price at which it sold kept out all
those who were not likewise gifted with fancy purses. The future policy of
the Gazefls is unknown as yet. Now that it is In the bands of an illiterate
man it may even become a mere vehicle for sdvertisements,

Mr. Biddulph, one of the most recent explorers in Asis, has discoveced
an immense salt district in Persia, seventy miles south of Teheran, The
great salt valley extended for eight miles between the neighboriog hills, It
glistened in the sun like glass. On closer inspection it was found to be
surrounded by a kind of salt bag, from which arose the solid surface of the
salt rock, Camels, horses and mules travelled over the incrustation by the
common route. The salt was found to be of the purest variety, but the
specimens which the explorers endeavored to take away with thom speedily
lost both thelr pure color and their solldarity owing to the action of the
atmosphere,

The Germon residents in Africa who have been siding with the Dahom-
eyans in their recent revolt sgainst French autbority, bave decidedly bad
the worst of it, Although they supplied tho Dahomeyans with srms and
ammunition and sent experts to assist in the fortification of the native towns,
the uprising was promptly put down. The natives of Dahomey are a
degraded and fickle-minded people whe hate both German and French
authority, The only motive which the German settlers can bhave bad in
assisting them was the hope of thwarting the extension of French trade in
Africa, the selfish fct protective policy of France being the imposition of
heavy duties on all goods but her own which are imported into the colonies.

A very warm discussion has been goiog on in British Army circles over
the appointment of a Commander-ln-Chief for India. Lord Roberis is
soon to be recalled, and the coveted position is already being vigorously
canvassed for. Among the aspirants are the Dake of Connavght, who will,
however, be pacified if awarded the Covernorship of Malta, General Sir
George Greaves, who is a popular Bombay commander, and Sir Evelyn
Wood, a gentleman highly esteemed in the war-world of Britain. The
appoiotment of either Greaves or Wood will be a populer one, there being
not a littlo well-earned prejudice against the custom of giving responsible
and exalted positions to scions of the Royal family, whose abilities do not,
as a rule, compare with those of practical military men,

The school boys of Montreal seem to be very like those of our own
city. When the marble, the base ball, or the foot ball fever begins, there
is no remedy but to let the disease take its course, and in truth the disease
in itself is only the natural outcome of the high spirits which should
characterise boyhood. Daring the recent foot ball fever the window glass
of the Montreal schoolhouses suffered so severely, that a proposal was made
to adopt the Chinese system of making each family responsibie for the
misdeeds of any member, by levving a2 damage fund tax on each pupil
attending school. Luckily some astute member of the school board
bethought bhim of his own boyish proclivities, and saw the fallacy of the
proposition. He pointed out that trait of boy-nature which demands a
quid pro quu, adding that the boys, instead of bosoming more careful at
their play, would feel a certain responeibility about getting back their money's
worth in damages to school property. Happily his reasoning catried the
* J, and the {ndividual glass-breaker will still be held responsible for
damages to school property, A little practical knowledge of boy-nature is
very necessary to schoo) commissioners.

The Government of New Zealard is tsking a most paternal ibtercat in
developing the ir *ustries of the country. Tho exportation of frozen meat
has been found a most profitable business, and by aid of special legislation
it is hoped that commercial enterprise will be encouraged, Agents are to
be appointed to inspect and grade all produce leaving the coleny, and it is
also proposed to place an expert inspector in London to report on the con-
dition of the produce at the end of the journey, and to give exporters the
benefit of his advice a3 to methods of packing and ventilating, The result
of the Government interest would uvdoubtedly be n firm market for such
thoroughly warranted merchandiso, If our Canadinn apples had the same
inspection given them it would be bighly advaniageous to both the apple-
growers and to the consumers

The dapgets attendant on the “castawaya® at sea are becoming every
day less in number. The ocean is no longer trackless, vessels ssiling
between America ond Iodia for instance are constantly followlng each
other over the watery route, The castaways, if they can but keep to the
track of their vessel, will be sure to be picked up within a few houts.
Countless vessels and steamers are following the beaten track, and the
sdventures of Robinson Crusoe would be almost impossible in the prezent
state of ocean-navigation, We trust that within a few years the awfal
spectacle of the sailor

¢ Afloat in an opon boat,
Upon an open sca,”
half-crazed with the torturing thirst and the blindiog glare of the sun upon
the waters may be almost an impossibility.

Many of our Canadian genuises ate brimful of inveative power, but not
beiog in a position to know where theit scrvices are really veeded, their
skill is too often wastod. There are numberiess machines and con-
veniences that are as yet but half invented, The bicycle, for instance, can
be much improved upon jo the present clumsy method of connecting the
crapk shsft and drive wheel. The auciont par for propelling hite aod pleas
sure boatashould be supers2ded by some more modern form of power—some
sort of screw-propeller perhaps. A great field for inventors les in waking
convenieaces for use in domeslic life—adjustable, packable furniture being
in great demand for flats and apsrtment houses. Food products presented
in new forms and under ncw names take remarkably well, and all sorts of
pocket conveniences, * notions,” or toys, have been found to be of the
greatest advantage to the wide-awake inventor.

Now that red-cheeked apples are to be found in every homo, a few
words as to their medicinal properties may not be out of place. There is
more phosphorus in apples than in any other fruit or vegetable, and phos-
phorus, ss is well known, is a grand nerve food. The acid juices of apples
are of great benefitin quickeniong the action of sluggish livers, aad so cleans-
ing the system from matter which, if retained, might cause headache,
jaundice, skin eruptions, and several allied troubles. The apple, when
baked or stewed, acts quickly on the digestive organs, and custom aud the
laws of health both sanction the use of apple sauce with roast pork, roast
goose, and otner dainties potoriously trying to weak digestions. The gods
of old held the apple in high repute, though they were probably indifferent
to its effect on humen beings, and we who are blessed with the ruddy fruit,
cheap, choice and plenty, remembering its medicinal value, should cast
a very lenient eye on the apple bill of tae fruit merchaat,

Much is said and written now-a-days of the superiority of the woman of
the later part over the woman of the esrly part of the nineteenth century.
Perhaps a hittle reflection on the varied cares of our grand dames will
explain why it was Impossible that their braing should be as highly deve-
loped asthey are in the case of the women ofour owo day. Every energy and
resource must have been taxed to the utmost in the days whea household
labor of all kinds devolved on the housekeeper, Spinning, weaviog aud
knitting, cooking, nursing, butter and cbeese-msking, sewiog and mending
—no cooking or other household convenience invented, soda even being
unattainable except after a troublesome process—and withal & plentiful
number of olive branches about the family table to be trained in the ways
of thrift and righteousness. Let us be thankful indeed that the day of such
heavy labor has passed away, but let us do justice to our sturdy predeces-
sors, who were unable to take their place in the intellectual world because
every power of their being had need to be concentrated on the necessity of
“ keeping the pot boiling.”

A form of superannuation insurance for railroad employees has been
suggested by Theodore Voorkees, of the New York Central.  Some attempts
have been made to provide for disabled workmen, and to give asasistance, in
case of the employee's death, to his widow and orphane, but for the most part
any help thus given has been the gift of the fellow-employees, and its value
was dependent upon the state of their own pockets. Mr. Voorkees believes
that British precedent should bs followed, and that the insurance agaiost
saperannuation, iojury Jr death, which is provided for the employees on
most of the British lines, should be sdopted in America, Each man entering
the earvice should pay a small sum weckly towards a fund to be used for
his futare benefit.  This positive form of inaurance is attractive to the o1di-
pary workman, who s2¢s in it not only a provision for himself and family in
case of accident, but also a solid protection between himself and the nceds
of his old age. The fuad, if kept in the hands of the Company, would
bind the interests of employers and employed firmly together, and the fact
of its existence would do much to put down incipient strikes.

One of the most thoroughly interesting of domestic papers which comes
to our notico is entitled the ** Honsekespor’. It is published semi-monthly
and the subscription price is bat one dollar per year. Useful hints in re
making homo attractive, reliablo recoipts for dining room and kitchen use, a
fashion department, home talks, a pago for the young, with valuable literary
snd poelic contributioss make up o most desirable mogazine for the home.

A new work recently publiched by Messts. Porter & Coatos of Philadel-
phis, is entitled * Alasksna,” Ttis work on * Alaska Legends” is the first
one of its style yet published which denls exclusively with tbe legends,
othnology, customs and scenery of Alaska. Although the rbythm is in
conformity with that of ¢ Hiawatba" and * The Kalovala,” this book clsima
distinction in that each chapter is complete in itself, no one depending upon
another for either subject or conclusion. Tho descriptions of sconery are
taken from the author's note book, which was his constant companion while
travelling in 1he Tosritory, therefore iheir reality is sssured. Tho writer,
Professor Busbrod V. James, is a physician and has given not a little study
to the peculisr customs and strrnge mauners cf the ** Shamons” or ¢ Medi-
cine Mob,” as well as of the people in genersl who inhabit Alsska. The
legends sro well written aud ars decidedly interesting, aud being rolated
with close adherence to tho native legends give a weird insight into the
character of the people. Tbe book is very neatly bound and is tastefully
illusirated.

COMMERCIAL,

Tho woathor with which wo have boen favored during tho past week has
been of just tho kind to permit farmers {o well advanco tho work that ba®
often to bo delayed till spring. This is a very sstisfactory and bepeful
footure, Yot promoniticns of winter in tho stape cf colder b ghts and moro
chilly winde with occesional rains aro not wanting.

Remittances continue to be good, and sep.rts from the country aro guite
encouraging in all lines of trade.

The Mun.tary Times, Toronlo, which is undoubtedly the leading trade
Juuroal of Canads, Las issned a epecial fall edition which is boforous ard ies
a vory creditablo issue. The Zimes containe fall tradonews fr.m every part
uf tho Dominion, and its editorial comme.is on current business matters of
in‘erest displsy thought snd skill.

Rhodes Journal of Banking hes the following, which we commend to our
bank managers :—* The value of publicity in banking operations has
nowbere been more forcibly illustrated than in the caso of the London joint
stock banke, About twelvo months sge, acting on tho suggestion of Mr.
Goschon, the Chancollor of the Exchequer, tho banks montioned begar to
make monthly statements of their condition, The suggestion was made soon
aftor the Baring failure, and was intonded as o moans of counteracting tho
dangerously small resorves that were then kept by the banks. The effect of
this publicity, because of the desire to stand well before the public, has been
a gradual increaso ir. the amount of tho stock reserves held. In Juce, 1890,
the lowest reserve held by any one of tho banks was 6 2 per ceni. ond the
Lighest 15.4 per cent., the averago was 10.3 per cent. of liabilities 1o the
public. In June, 1892, there was no ono of the banks that held less than
10 4 per cent., tto highest reservo held being 15 5, and the average 12.1 per
cent. of liabilities. Now, there is no law requiring these banks to koep any
porcentago of reservo whatover, Their msnagers aro left to their best
Judgment as experienced bankoers. The point to be especielly marked is,
that the Jaw of publio opinion evoked by the regularly publiahed reports of
the condition of the banks, acts as for~ib'y ss a regularly cnactod act of
parliament could do. Moreover, it leaves the bank mansgers more free to
use their resources in accordance wi'h the !aws of domand and supply, snd
at the same time to fix the minimum reserve necessary to be kept to secure
safety by a kind of common sgreement. Publicity of banking operations
has long been the rule in this country, and many fo.tures of the business
now vogulated by arbitrary laws, csn be beneficially loft to the law cf public
opinion enforced by published reports.”

An ordinance passed sviue little time since by the City Coanc.!, has a
further reach han we think was intended. Iaving been reforred to the
Governor in Council and baving remsined there for the period of thirty
days without being veloed, it has gone in'o operation and has the fores of
law. Wae refor to the ordinanco requtring a!l hawkers, pedlars, ard others
who retail producs, e'c., in this city, and who do not pay rstes snd taxes to
the city, to take out licenses and to pay $25 per year for doing 8>. We
sgree with this regulation so far as it affects parties who go about the streets
with teams peddling produce, meat, etc., from door to door, to the ivjury of
the r:golar retailers who bave to pay rents, rates ard taxes Dat it is
ictended to enforce it also against vessels lsden with produce, eol, ete.,
that come from the outports and from P. E. Island. This works sn icjustice
to the poor man who Las always been accoustomed to lay in his win'er'’s
stock of coal, potatoes, turnips, cabbsges, sourkraut and what net at the
wharves direct from tho vessels. We tkink this ordinsnce coull wisely be
amended,

feed snd bran are very quiet wik only a small and lsoguid consumptive
demand. In Chicago wheat and corn have romained pracuicaiiy uncbanged
£0 far as official quotations go, but as immense quantitics are steadiiy coming
“1meght” and tho Europoan markets sre not encouraging thero is no
strength in cereals in the West, The English markot is reported to be
lower then over, owing to the arge qaanlitics of cunsigred £our guing cvor

had been introduced, sll tending to save oxpense ia handling the oroanl:,
the consequont increass of profits. Not a dollar was buing mis-spont in §
costly buildings or exponsive machinery, but, utilizing the material on hax}
with some necessary additions, the mine was boeing rapidly put iiz conditioz g
for decp and continuous miniog on an extensive scale.

As tho taitings pass tho screens from tho baltories they aro recoived upon
a plato with the outer edgo tuined up. This roverses tho flow to the back
of the plate, where through a narrow opening they drop upon threo or four
narrow plates arrangoed stop-like, and then flow over largo plates to a trough
which conducts them to the Australian percussion tables. Vory little froo gold
cscapes beyond tho drip-plates, and tho systom is most sausfuctory, Mr.
‘Woodhouse has paid much attention te cuncuntrativn and with fairly astonish-
ipg results, Two Australian percussion tables, built at an oxpenee of only
815 cach, treat tho tailings, and have -aved on anaverage per ton of tailings

treated 13 ozs. quicksilver, 7 dwta. guld ama’gam snd 60U lbs. concontrates
worth $40 per ton, enough to pay part st least of the expenses of mimng and §
milling tho ore. These aro simple fucts and provethat in the past su 1mmense |
amount of gold has boen lost in thoe systetn of milisug herotufure 10 vogue |
in this Province. Some tons of tailings, refuse that had been treated threo
times ovor, havo been treated by Mr. Woodhouse on these percussion tables
snd have paid woell for the trouble.
A Wiswoll Mill for grinding tho tailings is being put up in a shed
attached to tho mill, and M=. Woodhouso states he has no hesitation in
declaring that he will prove its capability of successfully doing its work.
Taking o pan of tailings he deftly washed the material soon, showing a
quantity of concentrates, and then demonstrated his mothod of saving the
quicksilver by washing a handful of tailings on a sbovelshaped suvered
plate upon which several globules of uicksilver remained.
A wicor improvemeont i8 & preparation fur application to the cams of
tho battery, which makes them smooth as glass, and does away with the
danger of oil or grease.
Wo spent an interesting hour in tho mill, and then strolled overto the
main or No. 5 shaft, passing on tho way a large steol boiler that has just
been sst up.  This boiler and the new machinery has been sneored at as
gecond hand, while in fact it was purchased from the Gould Concentrating
Compiny and wuas quite new. It is refreshing, howover, to hear an
English Company accused of parsimony, as in the past Eaglish Companies
bero have all beoa ruined by extravagant outlay on surface plant.
At the pit head wo met manager Boyd busily superintending the
construction of tho threo compartm-ut shaft, and descend the laddor way,
adwiring the substactial character of tho work as far as the ladders,
had been placed. Two of the compartments are for heisting ore,
sod the third is for the pumping gear and the ladders. The founda
tion for the pump has been buit up from the bed rock and is
capped with Scotch granite. The material was all on hand snd the work
has been done at the lowest possible cost.
The framework of the hoisting apparatus is most substantial, and is all
completed but not housed in. Wo asconded to the level of the high dump
“}on asine with the top of the tressel, and noted that there was sp:ce for
dumping an immense amount of refuso rock beforo tho tressel had been
filled in solid.
A parrow slaireay with a railing on one side and a sheer fall on the
other led to the top of the framing, and from here a fine view was obtained
over the whole mining camp and way beyond.
When the tressel work is completed there will be a saving of 25 cents
