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Prorestants have wusually ciaimed the
right of discussing freely and fairly all
matters on which diflerences of opinion
may arisc, and such subjects as may be
reasonably supposed to come within the
scope of such a publication as the ®res-
hyterian, can scarcely with jusiice be ex-
cepted from this rule. . Theoretically this
right of free discussion is admitted, and in
an article in a former volume we pointed
clearly enough, we believe, the limits with-
in which such discussions should be con-
fincd, and the amount of responsibility
resting with the cditor, in reterence to
communications of a controversial charac-
ter.  The fact that the Preshyterian is the
only Journal specially connected with our
Church, gives so much the stronger reason
why its different members and adherents

should be allowed liberty, within such |

bounds as will naturally suggest them-
selves to men of sense, to set torth their
vicws on topics conncctcd with the govern-
ment or cven, it may be, the modes
of worship of the Charch. One good
cffect of this liberty we pointed out to be
the dispelling of prejudice and crror, and
in many cases the retutation by the very
publication of the letters themselves of
the fallacies, never so clearly scen as when
put down in black and white and in such
form as the writers could have an oppor-
tunity of sccing to what conclusion their
arguments would lcgitimartcly lead.  Of
such subjects arc the private administra-
tion of the Lord's Supper; the adoption
of sct forms of prayers; the use of instru-
mental music in public worship; the
keeping of holidays in addition to the
Lord’s Day, besides others of more or less
importance. We nced scarcely repeat that
while giving insertion to letters or com-
munications discussing subjects of this
kind there can not be taken for granted
any cditorial responsibility, that is, any be-

lief that the views of correspondents are
such as are approved of and recommended
for adoption.  All, it is clear, cannot re-
ccive cditorial sanction, both sides having
liberty of discussion, and should ounly such
articles be inserted as are in unison with
the views of the editor, there would be
very scrious and just cause for complaint
that the Church ‘paper had become the
mere mouth picce of a particular section
who stifled all urterances displeasing to
them, however wide spread might be the
fecling which prompted those who sought
to make public their opinions and desires
for a change or their wish to prevent
change in any particular respect. Even
were there two or three journals repre-
senting different partics within our Church
we would still consider it our duty to deal
justly by f*orrc\pondcnts who might desire
to combat the opinions which in  that case
we might be supposed to support. How
much stronger, then, does this reason be-
come when there is but onc medium of
communication between the members of
all shades of opinion, in whose pages cach
ought to be sure of obtaining admission
and of having his views and opinions fairly
presented to his brethren in his own words
without garbling or misrcpresentation.
We had thought this was so fully ex-
plained on previous occasions that there
would have been no necessity to recur to
this subject.  'We might, as is the practice
in somc journals, have a preface to cach
letter or communication inscrted, giving
warning that we arc not responsible for
the opinions cxpressed by our correspon-
dents.  But among a class of rcaders so
intelligent as those which we believe we
have the happiness te possess, we have
alwavs considered such a notice to be a
ncedless precaution. We regret exceed-
ingly to have had occasion to refer to this
subject, more on account of the rcason
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that has led us again to do so, than because
of the subject itself, which is of so im-
portant a character that an occasional
reference to it may prove extremely useful.
We are pained that one of our subscribers
has withdrawn his name from our list be-
cause we have ventured to insert letters
supporting what he designates ritualistic
practices without expressing editorially the
horror whick we entertain for them.
What these ritualistic practices are we
arc left inignoraace. We have lately had a
most interesting discussion between two of
our correspondents on the question as to
whether on days generally observed as holi-
days by the mass of the population around
us, our own pcople should have an oppor-
tunity or not of attending scrvice in our
own churches.  The advocate of rthe
aflirmative and negative have pleaded their
respective sides with great ability, and we
arc sure that the great majority cf our
readers must have perused the letters with
much satisfaction, and received some infor-
mation also. Other subjects have been
taken up in these pages which have been
warmly and keenly discussed in the parent
Church, whose leading men have not
thought it beneath them to take part in the
controversics that have arisen, and have
not thought that by so doing they were
cither dishonouring themselves or their
Church. We ask our late subscriber how
crror is to be dispelled, or truth cstab-
lished except by the free interchange of
opinions? We have no desire, nor do we
belicve any correspondent would ask us,
to insert flippant or grave attacks upon
the fundamental principles, of our religious
belicf, but surely there is such arange of
thought as to allow of differences and
doubts being discussed not only without
prejudice, but to the grear bencfit of the
doubters.  We have too strong and well
grounded a faith in the sccurity of the
Rock on which our hopes are fixed, too
well-scttled a conviction of the Scriptural
character of our form of Church govern-
ment to be afraid of any attacks which
may be made. It is the careful avoidance
of the difficultics and doubts which often
arisc among our younger members, which
Jeaves them helpless to  resist plausible
argumcents whose fallacy they arc unpre-
pared to detect. It is trom the half in-
structed, who attend Church and take
their religion without enquiry and with-
out intelligent knowledge, that the greate.
part of those who leave us is drawn. Itis

such as those who are entrapped by the
assumption of Apostolical succession, not
knowing that, granted such a claim could
be cstablished, it is ours in the fullest
measure. Having had no doubts explained
because to doubt is forbidden; if our
subscriber’s practice be carried out, they
are furnished with no weapons to over-
come them when presented to them as
they go into the world ; and so they lecave
the Church of their fathers, and join others
with greater pretentions; but, to say the
least of it, not more Scriptural in their
character.

We trust our subscriber will reflect
seriously on the meaning of his letter.
We complain that the Romish church
stifles discussion.  Does he seck to identify
himself in that respect with a persecuting
body, whose garments are stained with the
blood of our martyred fathers, slaughtered
for the defence of the very freedom our
subscriber seeks to extinguish ? Carried to
its legitimate conclusion, the very spirit
that dictated the stopping of the Presky-
tetian because it contained something not
cxactly in accordance with his views,
would lcad to another massacre of St
Bartholemew. It may secem extravagant
to say so, but the spirit is the same, the
power onlv is wanting.

But whilst we desire to give every
liberty to correspondents in  discussing
questions, we must repeat what we have
before said, that we cannot admit personal
attacks whether these come signed or
anonymously. And this we think it proper
to do, the more cspecially at present, as
several such communications have for
some time past been in our hands. All
communications suitablc for admission to
these columns we shall be glad to receive.

GENERAL SUSTENTATION FUXND.

A western minister writes to say that
he is determined to be in advance of the
inevitable « printed circular,” and hastens to
informs us that his contribution for the
Sustentation Fund for the present half vear
1s “ now rcady.” Thisis the best possible
way of putting a stop to the circu ar nui-
sance~—if it is a nuisance : and whether it
is or not, there is nothing like coming up
to time. The congregation of Three
Rivers has also announced that its quota
of S50 for the half ycar is readv. Several
congregations who fc!l short of the sums
apportioned to them last half vear, have
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forwarded the balance due. If only a2/ who
are in arrears would do likewisc, it would
be very encouraging to the Board. It would
be well that those who intend doing so
should see to it at once, as the accounts to
be submiited to the Synud must be closed
next month. It should also be borne in
mind that the Synod enjuins Preshyteries to
transmit the amounts apportioned them to
the Chairman of the Board, on or bcfore
the 15th April. A greatdeal depends upon
the action taken by Presbyteries in this
matter. If the Sustentation Fund is sup-
ported con amore by the Presbytery, its suc-
cess 1s certain, otherwise, it 1s aimost cer-
tain to prove a failure. It is the greatest
work ever undertaken by the Church, and
worth its best cfforts. It cannot be car-
ried out by any one agent. There ought
to be an agent in cach Presbytery, charged
with the special oversight of this thing,
and that agent should be the most cner-
getic minister in the Presbytery, or clder,
for why should not our laymen consecrate
a little of their time and talent to business
of this kind? We are quite sure nothing
will ever pay them better—if that is what
they most desire.

IN MEMORIAM,

With deep regret we record the death of
the late John Wright, Esq., Elder of the
Chureh of Scot!and in Brockville. Deceased
was born in Fochabers, Morayshire, Scot-
land, Yeptember 13th, 1807, and emigrated
to this country in August, 1832, He
occupied several positions of high trust,
and on one occasion received a very valu-
able gift in token of his fidelity. Hewus
ordained an elder in 1861, and died in the
64th year of his age, much respected in
the community in which he moved.

At the funeral Mr. Gillivray, the pastor
spoke as follows :—“Might I ot here be
pardoned were 1 to make, as I shall not,
more than a momentary reference to the
principles of his lif, whose mortal remains
we are now about to carry, in solemn
procession, to the city of the dead. In
him as a citizen and husband and father
and friend, there were manifested many
loveable qualitis of heart and life without
cavy, without ostentation. Unambitious of
ornament or honour, his character presents
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simplicity. Whether abroad amongst his
fellow citizens, or at the head of ! s family
at home, whether engaged in the hscharge
of public, or of private duty, whetiier sitting
in the session, or in the sacred seat of the
sanctuary every Lord's day, he was always
the same; his praiseworthy punctuality
ever followed him in matters sacred as
well as sccular; seldom if ever was he
absent from the service of God’s house,
setting in this a noble exawple to the con-
gregation of which he was made an over-
seer, as well as to the family and friends
whom he hasleft to mourn his loss. Yet what
L am saying is not that, while in the body,
he had attained or was already perfect ; not
that he was free from those infirmities,
sins and besetting sins, which weigh down
our common humanity, but that through
the grace which was made sufficient for him
he was enabled to overcome and make these
revolve around the power of an inner life
whose central and controlling principles
were humbleness, pureheartedness, love and
faith, simple but strong, in the blood of
his Redeemer. With these living undying
principles may we not well hope that to
him death and the after judgment were but
the gates of entrance into those many man-
sions of the Father’s house, in which there
are fulne s of joy and pleasuresfor evermore.
It is only such hope as this, well grounded,
and not riches or any worldly greatness,
that can in the erisis of final scparation
bring auy true calm and comfort to be-
reaved and breaking hearts.

It is only when in the possession of such
knowledze that the mourning widow can
out of the depths of a consciousness and
confidence deeper even than her sorrew,
say ¢ Return unto thy rest O my soul, for
the Lord hath dealt beuantifully with
thee.” Some satisfaction there is in the
sympathy of friends and scenes such as
this vast concourse presents, but not in
these, away from these does the sorrow-

ing spirit find any satisfying rest, like
the wearied hLeart-stricken dove that

could find no rest for the sole of its foot
away from the ark, so the suul in the
trying emergency of final severance from
a loved one, seeks to take refuge and rest
in God, in the ark which he for safety from
the overwheling flood has built up for it
out of such thougzhts and truthsas this: “As
in Adam all die, so in Christ are all made
alive again.”  And here comes in the well
grounded hope, and the gratitude for
victory felt in the case of a Christian’s

a good specimen of Christian candour and . death, “Thanks be unto God who givetk us
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the victory, through our Lord Jesus
Christ.”

THE LATE GEO. )cKAY, Esq.

George McKay, Esq., 10th Line, Syden-
ham, who lately closed his mortal career,
was born in Caithness, parish of Roy, Seot.
land, in the year 1800, and consequently
was in bis 71st year when he died. There
he was engaged in agricaltural pursuits
till about thlrty years ago, when he emi-
grated to this country. "There he enjoyed
the ministrations of the Rev. John Cook,
and the counsel and companionship of such
men of God as Joseph McKay, W. Calder,
and James McDonald—the father of the
great McDonald of the north—men that
made the place sacred by tl.e saintliness of
their lives and the fervour of their picty —
Growing up in such an clement it is vot
wonderful that he carly felt the power of re-
ligious truth, and the ““ stirrings of a gift di-
vine,” and that when he came to this neigh-
bourhood, about thirty years ago, he was
chosen an elder to ministers in holy things.,
He was the very man for such an office,
for though not gifted with a great atter-
ance, he was "lftcd in no small degree with
the rwisdom which c meth from abore.
awhich s pure and peaceable, gentle, and
easy to be entreated, full of good works,
without hypocrisy and partiality.

His remains were followed to the grav
on the 17th of February, by a very larg

concourse of friends; and on Sabbath the
Rev. Mr. Morrison of Knox’s Churceh
preached his funeral sermon from Heb. viii.
16, at the close of which he paid the fol-
lowing tribute to departed worth. In
speaking of the joy of the prophet, the joy
of arich and ripe christianity, he remarked :
1 do not think our departed friend ecver
rose to those sacred heights of joy revealed
in the text. On the contrary, he seems all
his lifetime to have been subject to bond-
age, haunted with something like fear as
to his eternal salvation. At least his con-
versation and statements bearing upon the
subject. were always of the most modest
and moderate description. e secems to
have moved along from year to year upon
the lower levels of a Christian life; not des-
titute indeed of comfort, bnt for the most
part his mind was overshadowed, his fuith
was obscured, and his prayer in substance
was: O send forth thy light and trath !”
His faith certainly was a precious faith,
working by love, for no cne could be more
cuiltless or inoffensive.  Therewas no such
thing as harsh judging, or sectarian bitrer-
ness in his nature, but a charity that was
beautiful and a pxety that was generons
and unaffected.  But pwetmtcd by =a
sense of his own unworthiness and dwell-
ing much upon the sterner attributes of
Deity, his feeling'was not unlike that of the
Patriarch : ¢ How dreadful is this pluce, it
is the house of God !”  And vet there were
few men lived so near to God or breathed
a spirit more heavenly than George Me-
Kay, the Elder. Early impressed with
diviue trath he gave himseif to the Lord in
a covenant of life, and the vows then as-
sumed and the grace then tasted, he never
forgot, but delighted to dwell upon th-t
time of love and those communion seasons
in which in his own language he heard the
wonderful words of God, and when he |
could truly say concerning Christ: « Ifr
took: me wto Ilis banqueting house, and
Iles banner over mewcas love. I sat under
Iis shadow. And as he grew in years
and drew nearer the eternal world, it would
scem as if a deeper solemnity gathered
over his spirit, and his mind often turwed,
even in the busy hours of day, to the great
Saviour. His chmich, his Bible, and the
old Gaelic psalms lay near to his hcnrt be-
cause bringing him unear to his God; ‘and
when laid down upon the bed of death,
when passing through the dark v.nllcy,
when memory was w.mdermw and lover
and friend were removed into d rkuess, he
might still be heard as if engaged in those
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old family devotions which he loved so
well and observed so regularly. The
melody of prayer and praise seemed to be
the very clement in which he delighted.
His eonversation was much of heaven,
from whence he looked for the Saviour,
and though his faith never rose to the
triumphant state spoken of in the text, it
never fell so low as to leave him without
that peace which passeth all understand-
ing. Hence his life was sweet and pure,
running on from year io year like a quict

stream till it fell 1nto the infinite and un- |

seen—zrowing in volume, in depth of feel-
ing, in breadth of view till the eye which
could no longer discern Msau from Jacob
is now able to see the King in His beauty
and the land which is afur off, and reiice;
and the faith that had scarcely a note of
triwnph in all ies earthly song, beeause of
his felt unworthinese, has learned to sing
as he never did here, « Worthy is the
Lamb !

That aged man with whom we were all
- so familiar, bageath whese plain exterior
beat one of the kindest and truest hearts,
will be missed in the neighbourhood where
he spent so many years and won for him-
self such a good name.

He will b2 missed in the congrezition
where he was so rerulir a worshipper,
and whose interests were so dear to him,
and he will be missed by me; tor he was a
true elder, caring for souls as those that
must give an account. I will miss him and
you will miss him, and there are hearts that
will miss him still more than we, but into
that private cirele I do not venture, further
than to give this cheering word which is
still as true as when it was spoken long
years ago to a sorrowing circle :——* Let
not your hewrt be troubled, ye believe in
God, believe also in me.  Tu my Father’s
house are many mansions. I go to pre-
pare a place for you; andif Igo toprepare
a place for you, I will come again and
receive you to myself, that where I am,
there ye may be also.”

At the close of the evening service, the
Kirk session met and placed upon their
minutes the following record: ¢ In view
of the death of Geo. McKny, Esq., one of
the elders of the church, the Kirk session,
while bowing with resignation to the
Divine Will, desire to place upon record
their decp sense of the loss which they
have sustained, und their high esteem of
his character and attainments. By his
removal the congregation has lost a useful

member, the neighbourhood a worthy man,
and his family an affectionate and honoured
head.  While bearing testimony to his
worth, his brethren in the Kirk session
de<irc at the same time to express their
sympathy with the bereaved family, and
to commend them to the IHusband of the
widow and the Father of the fatherless.”

SPECIAL SERVICES IN ST. ANDREW'S

CHURCH.

At noon special services were held in
St. Andrew's church, for the purpose
of asking the Divine blessing upon the
union of the Princess Louisa with the
Mareuis of Lorn. The Rev. Dr. Jeukins
conducted the service. The church was
comfortably filled by a highly respectable
congrezation, including  represeutatives
from pearly all the leading Scoteh families,
who also comprise a large proportion of
our citizens of note and influence.

The service was opened by the singing
of the paraphrase commencing

O G d of Bethel! by whose hand
Tuy people still are fed,
after which the Rev. R. Campbeil) of the
St. Gabriel street chureh, read a portion
of the Scriptures, followed by the Rev.
W. M. Black, of St. Mark’s chureh, lead-
ing in prayer. The congregation there-
after joined in singing the hymn :
Lord, while for all markind we pray,
Of every clime and coast,

0O hear us for our native land,
The land we love the most.

THE ADDRESS.
Rev. Gavin Lang, pastor of St. Andrew's
chureh, at the conclusion of the hymn,

addressed the assemblage as follows
De:r Brethren,—A few words will suf-

fice, and very few are required, to explain
| Why we are thus assembled. For several
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rensons, it seemed right and desirable that
as Christians we should meet in this way
and ask the blessing of Almighty God
upon the union which is being to-day con-
summated between one of the daughters
of our beloved sovercign and one of the
soas of our beloved Iatherland. As loyal
subjects, we could not render a greater
service to the illustrious bride and bride-
groom. Better than all marriage gifts,
however costly, or public rejoicings how-
ever exuberant, arc the prayers breathed by
devout worshippers for grace and peace
from God the Father, God the Son, and
God the Holy Ghost.

I am sure that each of us is ready, heart
and soul, to join at the footstool of the
heavenly throne in offering such prayers in
pehalf of those rround whose nuptials the
best wishes of all well-disposed persons in
every part of the British Dominions have
been for months past, and are at this
moment, gathering. Very many among
us, who are here present, must feel a more
than ordinary interest in the event which
has brought us together. Those of us
who are Scottish Churchmen have good
reason to be interested. partly because the
Queen herself, who belongs equally to Loth
State Churches, and the Royal children
have ever evinced a warm and marked
love for the Church of Scotland, and partly
because the Marquis of Lorn is, as are
also the Ducal House of Argyle, faithful
and consistent in adherence and attachment
to our Church. But all of us who are
Scotchwen, whether Churchmen or not,
must feel a keen interest in this marriage,
chiefly because our distinguished country-
man 18, in every respeet, worthy of the
new dignity to which by his matrimonial
alliance he 1is now advanced. Almost
princely by birth, still more princely in
virtue and character, it is most fitting, as
it 1s to us most gratifyioe, that he should
wed a Princess of the Blood Royal and
become connected with a court, than which
there is no purer in (‘hristendom. Her
Majesty, besides doing honour to him, has
at the same time secured comfort for her-
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self and the good of her child by sanction-
ing the marriage which has probably ecre
this taken place, and is creating « wide-
spread a happiness among her people. Qur
desire for her is that, in this bond, she
may find a solace and satisfaction which
shall soothe the bitterness of her deep-
seated grief, and, in some measure, help to
fill the blank caused by his death, whose
loss all classes of the kingdom with her
mourned in heaviness of spirit. For our
widowed Qucen, in this day of wuniversal
rejoicing, we implore all needed support
and blessing. Tor the Princess and her
tusband we implore along life, unity, godli-
ness and usefulness. For the Royal
Faniily in general, and for that member
of it in particular, the memory of whose
recent most pleasing residence in this eity
can never be effuced, we implore God's
gracious favour and help. For the Holy
Catholic Church everywhere, all who hold
to the one faith in Christ, we lmplore
increased enlargement, illumination, purity
apd zcal. For the whole Empire with
special mention of our own Dominion we
implore a continuance and growth of pros-
perity and stability. And all this, by the
mouth of His servant who is now to lead
us in our more special devotions, we do
according to the word of God, who hath
comiuaiided us to pray for ali ranks and
conditions of men, and unto whom be
gloiy in the Church by Christ Jesus
throughout all ages, world without end—
Amen.

Rev. J. Jenkins, D.D.; of St. Paul's
church, then led in special prayer, invoking
the Divine blessing on the marriage, and
beseeching that Her Majesty the Queen
and all the members of the Royal Family
might be long spared to the British
Throne.

The National Anthem was then sung,
and the benediction having been pro-
nounced by the Rev. C. A. Doudiet, of
St. Jobn'’s church, the assemblage dis-
persed, seemingly much impressed with the
services.

Correspondence.

At Vassar College, Poughkeepsie, on
the 1st ultimo peacefully passed away from
earth the spirit of one who, without ever
stepping aside from the path of feminine
unobtrusiveness, has exercised as powerful
influence for good in her day and genera-

tion, as perhaps any of her contemporaries,
Miss H. W. Lyman, late Principal of
Vassar College, and formerly the head of
an admirable and useful private schooi
Montreal.

Miss Lyman was American by birth,
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but began teaching in Montreal at an
carly age, when, as she afterwards said,
“ The teacher was not sc much older than
the pupils.” Perhaps the highest testi-
mony to the success she enjoyed lies in the
fuct of the many Canadian girls who sue-
cessfully enjoyed the benefit of her teach-
ing. Very few ever left her without having
had their characters moulded in no small
degree by the powerful influence of a
teacher who at once won their highest
esteem and their warmest affection. Her
clear, powerful mind, her strong grasp of
thoughts and relations, her own thorough
calture and rich and varied information,
as well as her animation and enjoyment in
imparting it, and above all her earcest
spirit and character, peculiarly fitted her
for being a successful teacher; the more
50, as she aimed not only at communicat-
ing knowledge, but also, and chiefly, at
exciting the desire for it, and stimulating
to vigorous action, the powers and fuculties
which ordinary superficial female educa-
tion too often leaves dormant. Bu? most
especially her desires and efforts were
dirccted to the yet higher aim of in-
spiring her family with the sacred fire
which alone can purify the mind and heart
and save the latter from self-centred aims,
of imbuing them with the love of their
Saviour, and the desire to “ do all things
in the name of the Lord Jesus,” which
made her own life the noble one it was.”
And in so far as human efforts depend-
ing on Divine aid could avail to bring about
awork which it is of God alone to fulfil,
she was cminently successful. Many, not
aione of ber pupils, but of others who came
into casual contact with her, owed to her
the spiritual impulse which was the turn-
ing point of their lives, as well as many a
wise and loving word of counsel and
encouragement in the Christian warfare.
Often was she consulted in spiritual
perplesity, often called to answer the
momentous question, “ What must I doto
be saved ?”” and never did she allow either
press of business, or physical weakness to
interfere with any labour of love affecting
the destiny of an tmwmortal soul. “ For all
my spiritual hope and comfort I am io-
debted to her.”—“ How much spiritual
itfe and growth I have derived from her
counsels,” were the expressions of some,
and the feelings of many more when it was
known that the tide of life was fast ebbing
away. Nor wasit only by her personal inter-

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as were her duties during all her life, she
sometimes found time to influence a wider
circle through the press, and it is much to
be regretted that circumstances did not
allow her leisure to avail herself of her
eminent gift of writing to a still greater
cxtenl. A memoir of an early lost mis-
sionary brother—* The Martyr of Su-
matra "—is her largest single work she has
kept, though many secattcred fragments
from her pen, generally anonymous, have
been widely diffused, the extent of whose
usefulness may never be known on earth.

The long continued and intense mental
strain to which her energetic spirit subjected
her less vigorous physical frame had worn
out a constitution, never very robust, and
even before she left Montreal, to the great
regret of many who valued her, her
health had shown symptoms of giving
way. Hardly a school-term closed without
bringing on the rc-actionary prostrution
against which her foree of will had success-
fully struggled till the time for rest had
come. After her establishment at Vassar
her physicul weukness became so great
that she repeatedly desired to resign her
office, feeling that she was physically inca-
pacitated for doing justice to the onerous
duties of the post. But the love and
esteem which had there centered round her
interfered to oppose this desire, and the
authorities of the College fecling that the
moral weight of her presence and influence
was a benefit not easily to be replaced, sue-
ceceded in inducing her to remain—to die
“in harness.”

But the time came at last when it was
God's will that she should have resi—the
rest she could not take on earth—the ¢ rest
that remaineth for the people of God.”
After a time of lingering weakness and

| suffering, hallowed by her perfect peace-
i fulness and resignation to God’s will—

while longing to depart—she passed peace-
fully away to the ‘¢ Father's House,” tc
which during her earthly pilgrimage her
longing eyes had been ever directed.

Many will deeply mourn her loss, as
that of a mother in Israel: but while her
physical presence has vanished from earth
and her freed spirit has pas. 1to a higher
sphere of blessedness, and perhaps of wuse-

i fulness, the influence of her powerful

mind, her carnest, active spirit, her true
womanly graces, her « heart of love,” will

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Though Miss Lyman was not connected
externally with our own Chureh, no
apology will be needed for paying this
tribute to one whose remeval is a loss to the
Church of Christ; whose catholicity of
spirit and warm Christian sympathies were
never chilled or fettered by the spirit of
sectarianism; whose influence vever was
in the slightest degree used to tinge the
minds of those over whom she exerted it
with any denominational preference of her
own. All she desired was that they should
be living, working Christians ; the special
development of their Christian life she
left with their Heavesly Father. Were
all Christians animated by the same spirit,
sectarian divisions would soon cease to
retain any separating power!

The influence of her teaching has been
not unfelt in some of our own Manses, as
some at least of our readers will be ready
to testify, and has thus conferred some
benefit at least on our branch of the Church.
And those of our readers who owe to Miss
Lyman much of the intellectual and spiri-
tual influence which has directed their
lives, much of the highest and purest
aspiration which has elevated their charac-
ters, will welcome in its pages some slight
recognition of the usefulness and worth of
one of whom mauny will be inclined to say
in earnest truth—

“Her memory long will live alone
In all our hearts —as mournful light
That broods above the fallen sun
And dwells in heaven half the night!”

These graves, of but |
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credit to itself, as Mr. Kirkpatrick has
been highly esteemed for over half' a century
in that locality as a man of strictest in-
tegrity and kindliness of disposition, while
to those who know him more intimately it
will be felt to be opportune to one of his
Christian character. The letter before
being read had better have the following
obituary notice of the departed members
of his family prefixed in order that the
propricty of issuing such a document may
be seen in the light of the great losses
sustained by the early death of such
promising members ot his houschold. We
shall not more particularly allude to two of
the graves, which are thosc of infant grand-
children. The adult ones were as follows:
(1) Joseph (a son) aged 38, who for many
years resided in New York where he was
largely interested in Penusylvanian coal
mines. [le died universally regretted by
all who knew him, and in the enjoyment of
Christian faith and hope. At his request Lis
remains were interred in the family burial
place in Hamilton. (2) Walter Gordon,
(son of Joseph) who died in Hamilton at
the carly age of 18 years exhibiting great
puticnee and resignation to the divine will,
IIe had been engaged in the study of law
for some time, but cheerfully looked for-
ward to the more glorious prospects of a
better world. (3) D. McKinnon, (a son-in
law) barrister, &ec., of Hamilton, aged 29,
greatly regretted as was manifested by the
extraordinary funeral cortege which con-
veyed his body to the grave, consisting of
nearly all the members of the Bar, of the
City Couucil and Board of Scheol Trustees,
both of whom attended officiully ; all the
city and county ofticials, besides an immense
concourse of citizens of all ranks and
classes, while groups of poor men, women
and children, stoud uncovered ut the strect
corners weeping, thus paying all the tribute
in their power to the memory of their
young beuefuctor. (4) O. H. McKay, a son-
in-luw, Barrister, &c., and Deputy Master
in Chancery at Lindsay, Out., aged 32.
This escellent young man died at Owen
Sound, while on a trip on the upper lakes
in quest of health. He was attended
during his last days by the Rev. D.
Morrisun of that place, who was greatly
pleased with his yourg friend’s calm patience
and resignation throughout the trying
scene. lis remains were piously conveyed
by his young widow to the family place of’
burial at [lamilton. Ile was a youth of
great promise and highly esteemed aund be-
loved by all. (3) Hamiet (daughter) wife
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of 0. J. McKay, who soon followed her
husband crushed and heart-broken by the
great loss she had sustained, but extraor-
dinarily blessed with dying grace.as to which
the Rev. Mr. Burnet, the pastor of the
family, cin speak more fully, as he was
aasiduous in his visits te this house of
affliction, for which a fecling of gratitude
will long be ent rtained by the {riends and
relations. (6) June Hamilton, wifeot K. W.
Kerr, E~y.. Treasurer of the city of Hamil-
ton and mother of J. Kirkpatrick Kerr,
Exq., of the cminent law firm of Buake,
Kerr and Bethune. This dauzhter being
a mewber of the Church of England, along
with her busband, was pastorally cared for
by the Rev. Mr. Geddes, of Christ Chureh
in that city, who assiduously attended her
during her long illness, and now feels her
loss as that of a sister. Having her lamp
trimmed and burning, she was ready when
the bridezroom came. Her remains were
interred aceording to the rites of the
Church of KEngland in consecrated ground
by her venerable pastor, assisted by an old
personal friend of the deceased, the Rev.
George Bull of Barton. Having retained
the use of her faculties to the last, she
continued unswerving in her faith and hop:
in her Saviour, being fully persuaded that
he would convey her throush the dark
valley to the other side, where loved ones
gone before, she believed, would be uwaiting
her arrival.

The death by pulmonary disease of so
many and such promising and useful
members of a fumily withw the space of a
few months is a rare occurrence, and hence
the action of the Kirk Session scems not
to be out of place. The following is a copy
of the letter referred to.

Lo response
to the unanimous desive of the elders and
myself, I beg leave to assure you of our
cordial sympathy with you under Gud's
afflictive hand. Of late you and yours have
been no strangers to lis righteous chas-
tisements, and L need not direct you, there-
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fore, to the alone source of sympathy, the
Mister Himself.  He has so often proved
t) you His gracious purpose in your many
trials, that I have m:rely to recal to your
meaory the blessed tiuth that whow He
loves tle chastens, and scourges every son
and lauzhter whom He receiveth and that
He afflicts to make us the partakers of His
holiness, may He comfort and sustain you
with His own presence.

After a few wore chastisements we shall
all go whence we shall not return.  OQur
humble pray ris that when His wise pur-
poses in Providence are served with us we
all may be admicted to abide with Hiw.

Trusting that the God of all grace will
have you and yours under His Alnizhty
keeptng, and that you and we all may be
duly exercised by the atictive dispensa-
tivus of this present life.

Yet few men have had such influence on

the age in which we live as he had. What
ke did, he di? it quictiyv. unostentatiously,

His death, hike his life, was peaceful and | almost scerety, yet what he did will last
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throuch eternity. No minister of the
Church in Kdinburgh was so thorouzhly
the student’s friend as Dr. Glover. No one
was fitter to guide, exhort, and counsel;
none fitter to sympathise; no face which
was more welcotae or which diffused more
happiness in the student’s dwellinz than
his. His great and accurate scholarship;
his decp knowiedge of human nature; his
wise and varied sympathy; his tender lovin ¢
nature ; and his almost buyish heart gave
him access to all.  As a winister, he was
beloved by all classes of Christians,  As
winister of Greenside a suceessor will not
be found to hin. So attractive were his
pulpit ministrations, and general work as a
pastor, that for thirty years every sitting in
Greenside has beeu let, and his communion
roll cont .ined upwards of 1,200 names.

Dr. Glover was a uative of Leith. He
was educated at the Hizh School of Leith,
and afterwards at the High School, Edin-
burgh, of which he held the eminent posi-
tivn of dux during the rectorship of the
venerable and venerated Pulauns. His
University curcer was a brilliant one.  He
was first in almost all his classes; and was
a pet pupil of Sir John Leslic. He was one
of the first to griduate Master of Arts.
After completing his theol wical studies, he
acted as assistant for three years to Dr.
Cawipbell, of the Old Totbyotls, whence he
was ordained suecessor to Dr. Welsh, in t.e
parish of Crossmichael, in 1828.  After
pine years of most successful pastoral work
there, he was culled in 1837 to lédinburzh
by the newly formed congrezation of Greei.-
side, which for syne years worshipped in
the High School and Galton Conveninz
Rooms until Greenside Church was bailt.
He recewved the degree of D.D. in 1849
from the University of Edinburgh. He
died at the age of 69. He is dead, but his
works remain — works  imperishable as
human souls. A sincere, devoted, hard-
working, eloquent, and successful pastor ;
a kind and affectionate friend ; an honest,
uprizht, geni J-hearted man; his like will
seldom be scen again.  Many on the Great
Day shall rise up and call him blessed.

He was buriced amid muny proofs of
affeclion.  As the Jonx cortege passed down
Leith Wa k to Hosebank cemetery;, shop-
ke_opcrs closed  their shops, and  groups
of weeping mern and woaen lined the
path, while the muffled church bell rung
out its duleful peal 10 the weeping skies.
Edinbursh has not scen such a crowd of
mourners since the lute Professor Simn-
son’s funeral. )
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TreE LiFe AND Tives o HeENRY Lorp
Brouvaian. Written by hiwself. Vol. L.

This book [of which as_yet we haveonly
the first of three volumes] comes with a
double surprise —there was no suspicion
that any bovk had beew written; and, even
though there had been any suspicion of
that, nobedy could have expeeted such a
buok. Lord Brougham was born and lived
a man of strife; hic had very strog feel-
ings on personal as well as general subjeets;
he had the power and habit of expre-sing
himself with strensth and vehemence on
all sorts of subjects under all circumstaness.
It was, therefore, to be expectel that, if he
sat down to record his experiences. and
nceessarily in some dexree his feclinzs, he
would be found fshting miny of his
battles o'er awain, magnifying his victories
and  extenuating  his  dofeats—heping
praise on his fricuds and denupciations on
his foes.  But it is not o, ut ieast, in this
vo.uute, which comes down to 1811,
Brougham begin to write his biography
very late in life, wh n his passious had
speat their force and Cld wounds had closed,
aud he may also have thouzht it unfuir to
renew assaults on those who had Jong ago
goue beyond the reach of praise or blame.
Certuin it is, that with the exception of
resuscitated  letters written at  exciting
times, the Autobiozraphy is wellow and
mild almost to a fanlt.  But it is decply
luteresting, as indeed the self-written his-
tory of a m:n of such powers and such a
carcer could not fuil to be.  That it will
be interesting and jncreasingly valuible to
the end can scarcely be doubted ; that it is
exceedingiy interesting even at the very
beginning is certain—the boy Brougham
was father of the man.

Lord Brougham give s brother, the
present Peer, the fouuwing very emphatic
dircet:ons as to the binzraphy :

« Before the  Autobigzeapuy can be pub-
lished. you must see that it is arranged
chronologically.

“TIf (writing from memory) T have made
mistakes in dates, of in proper names, let
such be corrected ; bat the narrative 1s to
be printed as J hace written it

“§ alone am anxwerable for all its state-
ments, faults and omissions. 1 will have
no Editor cmployed to alter or rewrite
what | desire shatl be publisbed as exclu-
sively wy owa,

“« BrovgyaM, November, 1867."
Thosc iostructions bave besa so very
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literally obeyed that the work has not even
the preface or vther document reqaired to
tell us, among other things, at what date
Lord Brougham began to write his aute-
biography. Frow an expression in the
autobiography itself; however, we learn that
be began some time after 1850, and, from
another expression, it would appear that he
did not commence it till about his ninetieth
year (1867.)  From private sources, how-
ever, we derive reasons to infer that he
began it about 1567. At so great an age.
and after such lapse of time, as he himself
regretfully says his memory had let slip
some of at least the carlier seenes and
events of his life.  But “he ruus it o'er
even from his boyish duys,” begiuning with
some interesting notes left by bis mother,
who, he mentions, was “little given to
Jaudation ur exaggeration.”  Mrs, Broug-
haws wrote :—

“ His yeurs of infancy and youth passed
without my contempluing that he would
il so high u piace umong wen as he now
does, or { should have kept memorandums
that would have preserved in wy memory
many  cireumstsnces  that  wouald
thrown Jigzht upon his ewrly life, and
shown how soon his great mental powers
showed themsclves. From a very tender
age be excelled ol his cotemporaries,
Nothing to him was a lsbour, no task
prescribed that was wot performed losse
before the time expeeted.  His grand-
mother a very clever woman, was an
enthusiastic admiver of all intellectual

acquircments, and used to comypare him to |

the udmir.ble Chreizhton, from his exeel
ling in everything he undertonk.  From
mere wiuey be shawed wwarked attention

to everything he soor; and this before he |

could speak.  Afterwards, to everything
be heard, and he had a wewmary the most
retegtive.  He spoke  distinetly. several
words, when ke was cizht months and two
weehs old 5 and this uptitude to learn con-
tinued progressive. When barely  seven
Fears old, he was sent 1o the Hizh >chool
i Bdinburgh, his father preferring that
schoot to fton ar Westmiuster.  He went
to schaol hefore the 19th Septewber 1733,
having been bain on that duy in the year

1778, at No. 21 north sideof St. Andrew's

Square.  He went through wf) the classes
with credit, and came away dux of the fifth
or reetor’s chiss, taught at that time by D,
Adam.”

Biongham's father was to heve married
a Miss Whelpdale, whodied the day before
the latended wedding—and Brougham's

have !
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t remarks on his eseipe from having had
| that lady a3 his mother ave rather remark-
able:—

“if Mary Whelpdale had been my mother,
she would no doubt have matertally enriched
the Saxon bloud [ derived from my father ;
but I should have rewrined in a state of
respectable me lverity which seems to have
characterized my wany ancestors, none of
whom, so far us L have been able to dis-
cover, were ever remerkable for anything.
Many, no dount, were fizhters, but even
tn that career of doubtfol usetulaess, were
rather pradeat than daring, , . Nor
do I find we improved in intellect, cven
after an infusion of very pure Normun
blsod. which came into our veins from Har-
oid, Lord of Vaux, in Normandy.

“1 think, then, T am fairly entitled to
argue that, T at least, owe ssuch to the Cul-
tic blood which wy mother brought from
the clins of Struan aud Kinloch- Moidart.”

Of his school-days, he says—
“ I was seat when very young to a day-
~school in George Street, Kidinburgh, kept
by a Me. Stalke, a sort of infant school. 1n
which girls as weil as boys were the pupils.
Before I went there wy father had tunzht
me to read; but my grandmother from day
to day worked with me at my lesons, so
that wheu 1 was only sevea vears old I had
outgrown Mr. Stalker's Academy. and was
sent to Luke Fraser’s eluss w the Hish
School. Al the time { was theve my grand.
mother was my daily help and instiuciress ;
under her caretul tuinon I not only won
»and kept a good place in my class, but, with
i & perseverance that almost aounted to ob-
i stinacy. I ou one occion made Fraser
i confess he bad been wrong and 1 right, in
{ some disputed bit of Latinity for wineh Le
had the gay before puuished me. My vie-
rory gained me inmense eredit with ail my
school fellows, and 1 was calied ¢ the bay
that had licked the master.” >

This incident was mentioned in Lord
Cockburn’s - Memorials.” and was strenu-
ou-ly denied at that time by the Ziar -
gozine which was understos } (it world now
appear crroneously) to speak umder the dir-
i ection of Lovd Brougham.  Brougham's
recalleetions of his teachers and companions
at school and coliege, us set forth in this
volume, are very inferesting and pleasant,
and especially are free from all gall, but
parts of tham have already been published,
and in a letter from Cannes two or three
years ago, Brougham at ence admitted that
he could not be troubled re writing them,
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and yet insisted that they should be repub-
lished.

In 1799. Brougham, along with some
young wen of better fortune. including the
afterwards Lord Stewart de Rothsay, went
off on a pleasure voyage to Ieclind, but
most of thewr never oot furcther than the
Hebrides, putly from the lony loteering in
(G lasraw. to the manners and custons of the
natives of which city at that era he applied
the hizhly offensive phrase of ¢t golden bra-
tility.”” Aecompuied by some of the party
that had tetended to vistt Teeland, Brough-
am zot across to Uopenhagen and made what
was then a venturesome tour in Denmark,
Sweden, and Holland.  OF this journey he
kept a full diavy, wiich i~ bere pablisued.
Of course, many both of its facts and disser-
tations are now obsvlete ; but the diary is stull
worth reading as iHlustrative of Brougham's
physical energy, his ** =eorn of delights,” his
keen observation, aud his vigorous expres
ston. Here s an incident which, with the
note appended sixty-three years afterwards,
will prove aceeptuble to the lovers of the
ghostly :——

“ Pired with the cold of yesterday, 1 was
glad to take advantage of a hot bath be-
fore I turned in. Aund here a most re-
markab.e thing happened to me —so remark-
able that I wmust tell the story from the
beginning. Atfter T left the Hizh School, 1
went with G ——, my most intimate friend,
to atttend the classes in the University.
There was vo divinity class, but we fre-
quently in our walk~ discussed and specu-
lated wpon many grave subjects——among
others, on the bnmortality of the soul, and
on a future state.  This question, and the
possibility, I will not say of ghosts walking,
but of the dead appearing to the living,
were subjeets of much speculation ; and we
actually committed the folly of drawing up
an agrecment writeen with our bloed, to
the cffect, that whichever of us died first
should appear ty the other, and thus solve
any doubts we had entert-ined of the « Life
after death.”  After we had finished our
classes at the College, G went to [ndia,
having got an appointment there in the
civil service.  He seldom wrote to me, and
after the lapse of a few years T had almost
forgotten him; moreover, his family baving
little connectinn with Edinburgh, I seldow
saw or heard anything of them, or of him
thrangh them, so that al} the old schoolbny
intimacy had died out, and 1 had nearly
forgotten hisexistence. 1 had taken, as [
have said. 2 warm bath; and while lyiag
in it and enjoying the comfort of the heat,
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after the late freezing T had undergone, I
turned my head round, looking towards the
chair on which I had depnsited wy clothes,
as [ was about to et up out of the bath.
On the chair sat G ———, looking cilmly at
e, How I ot out of the bath T kuow
not, but on recovering my senses I found
myselt sprawling on the floor. The appa-
rition, or whatever it was, that hd taoken
the liken-ss of G had disippeared.
This visioa produced such a shock that 1
had no tnclintion to talk about it, or to
speak .bout it even to Stewart; but the
umpression it made upon me was too vivid
to be easily fursotien ; and so strongly was
I .ffected by it, that I have here written
duwa the whale iistory with the date, 19th
December, and all the parcicalurs, us they
are now fresh belore me.  No doubt I had
fabien asleep; and that the appearance pre-
sented so distinetly to my eyus was a dream,
I cannot for a moment doubt; yet for
years I had had no communiction with
& , nor had there been anything to re-
csl him to my recollection; nething had
taken place daring our Bwedish travels
cither conneccted with G or with In-
dia, or with anything relating to him, or to
any member of his family. T revollected
aarickly enougl our old discussion, and the
bagan we had made. [ could not gis-
charge from my mind the impression that
G wust have died, and that his ap-
pearance to me was to be received bv me
as proof of -1 future state; yet all the
while 1 felt convinced that the whole wasa
dream; and =o painfully vivid, and so un.
fading was the impression, that T could not
bring myseif to talk of it, or to make the
slightest allusion to it. I finished dressing,
and as we had agreed to make an eariy
start, I was ready by six o'clock, the hour
of our early breakfast.

[* Brougham, October 16th, 1862—I
have just been copying out from my jour-
nal the account of this strange dream:
Certissima maortis imagn!  And now to
finish the story, begun sbave sixty years
stace. Soon after my return to Hdin-
burgh, there arrived a letter from India,
announcing G 's death! and stating
that he had died on the 18th of December!
Stagular coincidence! yet when one re-
flects on the vast number of dreaws. which
night after night puss through our braias,
the number of ecoincidences between the
vision and the event arc perhups fewer and
less remarkable than a fair ecaleulation of
chances would warraat us to expeet.  Nor
is it surprising, considering the variety of
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thoughts in our sleep, and that they all
bear some analogy to the affairs of life, that
a dream should sometimes coincide with a
countemporaneous or even with a future
event.  This is not much more wonderful
than that a person, whom we had no reason
to expeet, should appear to us at the very
moment we had been thinking or speaking
of him. So common is this, that it hastor
ages grown into the proverb, ¢ Speak of the
devil.”

PROGRESS OF TI'E WALDENSIAN
CHURCH IN ITALY.

The Ancient Evangelical Church of
Italy still continues quietly, prudently,
and successfully to carry on the work of
preaching the glad tidings of salvation.
We print the following extracts from Dr,
Stewart’s letter from Leghorn in ‘A
Voice from Italy.

“ T'wo new stations have been occupied—
viz., Rowe, shortly after the entry of the
Ttalian troops, and Bareellona, in Siedy,
not far from Messina—making now in all
30 stations. Kour young men have been
ordained to the ministiy, and have deili-
cated themselves to [taliun misston-work ;
and in-tead of 22 ministers at the begin-
ning of the y ar, there are now 27 in the
ficld.  As some of these, while licentiutes,
were dotnz the work of evangelists, the
number of the latter at this day is 12,
instead of 15. The number ot school-
masters has inecreased from 23 to 26,
while the number of schoolmistresses
remains the same; viz., 34

“ By the returns made to last Synod
there were attached to the various mission
stations 1,910 communicants, 1,517 day
scho’ars, and 969 childien attending the
various Sabbath-schools. M. Prochet,
from Genoa, was the first Italian evange-
list who set foot in Rome, and he preached
in a room in one of the hotels the Sunday
after his arrival.  Considerable difficulty
was afterwards experienced in getting a
suitable plice, as the Director of Police
informed M. Prochet that he might not
preach in public, bat might freely preach
to those who catue to visit him in his own
house; while the landlady of the house in
which he lived gave him summary warning
to depart the moment <h discovered that a
heretical conventicle had met in her house.
Other lodgings were found, and the service
has not been interrupted. M. Weitzecker,
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who has been stationed at Turin for some
time, has aceepted a call from the Walden-
sian eonuregation in Pisy, who have pledged
themselves to raise the zreater pauit of his
stipend, thus relieving the Kvangelisation
Commission and setting a good example to
the other mission churches.

THE NOVELTIES OF ROME,

“There is a very startling catalogue of
religious novelties, in Rowme or about to
come to Rome this winter. Every Church
and sect under the sun will be represented
there soon if things go on as they have
begun. In past years there have been two
Scoteh Presbyteritan Churches, and 1 sup-
pose they will both be open this winter
again.  But this year there are also two
Euglish Episcopal Churches.  For years
past the knglish Church outside the Poria
del Popolo has been served by a series of
chaplains, devoted to Ritualism of so high
a type that the true Protestant Episcopa-
lians were cowpelled to go elsewhere to
worship. Dr. Gason has therefore con-
ferred a very deep oblization on his country-
men in having o:iginated another English
Chureh, in which all who desire it may
have sound Scriptural and Protestant
teaching, so much nceeded in the face of the
various efforts which Rowmirh ecelesiustics
make anuuaally to pervert the unwary, and,
spuritually speaking, the desperately igno-
rant.  Lhere is, be~ides, an Aweriéin
Chureh, the service in which I bilieve, at
present, is Kpiscopal. But besides these
there are also to be two Baptist ministers,
one Knglish, the other american; but
whether both for English-speaking wor=hip-
pers or for Italians, I have not learned.
Then the Rev. Mr. Piggott, Wesleyan,
has removed his school from Padua, where
it was flourishing, to establish it at Rouwe,
and, [ presume, intends to form a congre-
gation from umong the Rowans. The
Waldenses have already been mentioned
as first on the field ; in addition there are
two evanzclists belonging to the Ifree
Italian Churches, and Gavazzi has also
declared bis intention of going to ** preach
from the top of the stairs of the Capitol | 7
The Romans will no doubt be greatly puz-
zled by such diversity of sects, after being
so long accustowed to the surfuced smooth-
ness of the Popish Church. It is to be
Loped that the various labourers may be
able to work together in harmony, and then
there will be no harm doue. 110w much
there is to be doue in that city to clear
away vice, to awaken couscicuce, and to
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restore outward moral decency, it is impos-
sible to deseribe.

“ The list of novelties is not quite
exhausted yet, for Mr. Bruce has already
opened 2 Depit for the sale of Bibles and
Testaments on behalf of the British and
Yoreign Bible Sucicty in the Corso, or
prineipal strect of the city; and the Rev.
Mr. Will, the zcalous secretary of our
Italian Rdwxous Tract Society, after a
long search, lldSJUbt succeeded in taking a
shop for the sale of our Italiaa tracts,
buoks, &e., in a much-frequented strect
near the Capitol.  Mr. Will, as soun as it
was evident that the Italian troops were
bound for Rome, employed tvo colporteurs
for the exclusive sale of our religious books
in lome and the ex-Papal Stdtcb, and
both their sales and those of the Scottish
Bible Society's colpurteurs (whoare kindly
permitted to sell our tracts and books)
Liave been execllent.  Iwould again recom-
mend most strongly to Christian friends at
Lome to help our Ltulian Traet Socicty by
larger dovnations than have hitherto been
bustowed, for the double purpose of trans-
lating and privting suitable works at our
Canadian press, and of supporting many
wore colporteurs fur the sale of tracts and
religious bouks, for these prepare the way
for the sale of the Holy Scriptures. Next
to schools, I consider the work of the
Bible Socictics and of the Traet Suciety ,
out of sight the most important means for
seiziug hold of the population of Ttaly in
our actual circumstances. Far be it from
we to undervalue the preacning of the

Word of God;

Pentecost. there is not to human ap-
pearance, much hope of the present genc-
ration pressing forward spontancously to
hiear the Gospel preachied, whereas tructs
reach them in their homes, awaken their
curiosity, or, better, touch their hearts;
the Bible is bought and studied, and then
vue and another are found seching out the
mission to learn the wuy of God wure pur-
feetly.

THE UNTRIED WAY.

“ For_ye have not passed this way heretofore.’’—
Joshua il 4.

The children of Tsracl, having completed |
their wanderings in the wilderness, had |
reached the banks of the river Jordan.
Here they rested three days, to receive in-
structions from their leader, Joshua, and |
to make preparations for the conquest of the
promised land of Cunaan. The chief com-
mand was that when they saw the ark of .
covenant borne by priests and Levites they |
were to go after it.  Yet there was to be a
space between the ark and the murching
host, that they might see and know the way
they were to go. It is as if Joshua said to
them, “ Ye have not passed this way here-
tofore.  Other journeys, other trials, other
dangers may be before you. But the same
God who has led you hitherto is with you
still.”

So it is with those who are journeying
through life, and who come to any place of |
which it may be said, “ Ye have not passed .
this way heretofore.” This is true of every
opening year, the futuze of which is dark
and unknown. This path of life often runs ;
for a time in a way unmarked by unusual |
events, There are the same daily duties I
to be done; the sawe people met with ; the |
home circle, it may be, unbroken, and the !
lapse of time is scarcely perceived. The '\

|

beginning of a new year may remind us
that things are not to continue as they have
been. We may be placed in conditions and
circumstances, or have to underge lubours
and trials, altogether new. But the same
God who has guided us and supported us
heretofore will be with us still. “Yes,” you
say, 1t was indecd sometimes rugged and
dreary and footsore, but it was ever a right
way. Surely goodness and merey have fol-
lowed me all the days of my life.” And is
it not a natural and a right thing to argue
from the past to the future? May you not
say, ought you not to say, ¢ Since the same
love and wisdom which have led me hither-
to are pledged to guide me still, I will trust,

and not be afraid. Enough that God has

promised to be my God for ever and eve:?
and my guide even unto death; although
the way along which He should lead me be
different from any I have travarsed beforve,
I cannout doubt for a moment that it will
still be a right way.”

The ark and the pillar of cloud repre-
sented to ancient Israel nutonly God's prov-
idential care, but His great sulvation; and
the services of which they were the centre
represented Him as passing by iniquity and
bestowing on the furgiven the richest bless-
ings of Ilis love. In the epistle to the
Hcebrews we have the Divine explanation
of the ark and the mercy seat and the priest-
hood and the sacrifices, and all the points
of ancient ritual. All these pointed to
Jesus Christ, the true Leader and Saviour
of the people of God, of whom the Israclites
were typical. The Christiun can always
say, “*Go where T may, Ishall take that with
me which is the true joy of my life. No
change can rob me of the sweet conscious-
ness of parden, or take away the peace of
God, or separate me from the love of Christ-”
He may further say, ¢ The circumstances
in which I may be hereafter placed will
very likely involve me in special need of
God’s grace: 1 do not doubt that it will be
vouchsafed. For fresh duties there will be
granted all peedful streng:h; if I am to
encounter new tempt.tions I shall be endued
with fresh rusolves; as fresh difficultivs arise,
there will be granted me, in answer to my
prayer, wisdom from above ; and the Lord
will send me no sorrows for which He will
not provide abundant consolation.”

“Ye have not passed this way hereto-
fore;” but it leads to your heavenly inherit-
ance. Across the river, where Joshua and
the people were encamped, was the land
which God had promised to their fathers,
and the hope vi” which had sustained them
in all their wanderings. Every path along
which the Lord leads his people terminates
in the kingdom: “ And he led them forth
by a righc way, that He might bring them
to a city of habitation.” Dues he bless us
with prosperity and gladness ? It is to lead
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us to anticipate an unspeakably richer hap-
piness in heaven. Does he send us sorrow ?
“Qur light affliction, which is but for a
momeunt, worketh for us a far more exceed-
ing and eternal weight of glory.” As good
old Richard Baxter says:—

* Christ leads me through no darher rooms
Than He went through before ;
He that into God’s kingdom comes,
Must enter by His door.
My knowledge of that life is small,
The eye of faith is dir. |
But "tis enough that Christ knows all,
And I shall be with Him.”

Though we enter then on 2 new and un-
tried path or stage of the journey of life, it
is not without encouragements to onr faith
and hope. But we have also duties before
us in this time of pause and of preparation.
First of all, we should make quite surethat
we are beneath the guidance of God. No
doubt God’s providential care extends over
all; but they only, who arc reconciled o
Him through Jesus can expeet from Him
that loving guidauce which keeps the soul
from all the perils of life, and which issues
in heaven. The wanderings of the sinner
must end at the cross: and there, forgiven
and glad in the blesscd consciousness of
God’s adopting love, he must say, ¢ From
this time, my Fcher, thou shalt be my
guide—the guide of my youth, of my prime,
of my age, my guide ¢even unto death. Thy
will shall be my law; thy word shall be a
lamp unto my feet and a light unto my
path; and I commit myself to thy disposal,
to do with me and forme as seems the best.”
Have you never yet done this? Do it now.

We must yield to no distracting over-
anxiety respecting the future. We do not
know it, and so we are sometimes apt to fill
it with dark presages of evil. This is
especially the case in those times when the
body is enfeebled by sickress, and as life
advances. ““ Sufficient unto the day is the
evil thereof”” John Newton once said
quaintly and wisely, “ Sometimes I com-
pare the troubles which I have to undergo

a1

in the course of the veur to » great bundle
of fagoots, fur too large for me to lift. But
God does not require us to carry the whole
at once ; Ile mercifully unties the bundle,
and gives us first one stick which we areto
carry to-day, and then another, which we
are to carry to-morrow. Thus we might
casily manage if we would only take the
burden appointed for us cach day, but we
choose to increase our troubles by carrying
yesterday’s stick over aguin, and adding
to-morrow’s burden to our luad before we
are required to bear it.” ¢ Take, therefore,
no thought ” — no anxious, distressing
thought—for the mor. w; for the mor-
row shall take theught for the things of it-
sclf.”  That is, He in whose hand is to-
morrow s well as to-day will not forsake
us if we really trust Him. ILat us trust,
then, and not be afraid.

We must be observaut of every indication
of the Divine will. The children of Israel
were to put a space between themselvesand
the ark, so that they might see it, and that,
seeing, they might fellow in its track, No
pillar of cloud gocs before us to guide our
way ; but we have what is better—the word
of God, expounding the great principles of
all duty, and, what is more, promising us
wisdom from heaven, that we may apply
its principles to the various exigencies of
life. lLet us take no st p without consult-
ingit. Let us ask from jt what we ought
to do, and seck God's help to doit. He
has promised His Holy Spiritto them that
ask in faith. Qur decision, on some parti-
cular matter may involve greatly our own
happiness and that of others, let it be regu-
lated entirely by the will of God: Should
trial befall us, let us ask counsel and help
of God that we av bearit well.  Like the
psalmist, let us ever say, ¢ Thy word is a
licht to my feet, and a lamp to my path,”
and with him we shall also be able to say,
“ Thou shalt guide me with thy counsel,
and afterward receive me to glory.”

Helos of onr Churel

InpucTiox AT Sr. Marx's, MoNTREAL.—A
short time ago we had the pleasure of annoanc-
ing that the mission station of our Cburch in
Griffintown had assumed the status and respon-
sibilities ¢f a regularly organized congregation.
Seldom bas the prcgress of a mission Church
been in every regard so satisfactury. Already
bas this new congregation attained strength
and vigour not yet reached by many that have
been long established, and wesay not tos muach

when we ascribe the success, under the blessiog |

of Divine Providence, to the self denying,
zealous and cfficient labours of the Rev, geutle-
maun who bhas had charge of the mission from
its inceptivn, Mr. Williara M. Blick. Ifitis an
hooourable and Lighly important work to
maintain ia & state of efficiency a Christian
congregalion, m.ch more o0 isit to be the
founder of a Church and congregation, to be
the means of establishing on carth another
centre of religious light and truth, from which
shall by prociaiaed the unsearchatle riches of
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Christ to perishing sinners. And surely it is
an honour of which few families can boast, that
in the same city, father and son shoull each
bave their names handed down to posterity as
the founders of a new church. Forty years
£:0 St. Pau¥s congregation in this city was
fimnded by the Rev. Dr. Black, and the Church
then erected for its use was built entirely
through Dr. Black's energy, and chiefly by
money advanced by himself for this purpose.
We have seen it grow up steadily until it has
attained its present high position, second to no
other. And now that St. Mark's bas been
founded by his son, we can only wish it a
career as prospercus and useful. The induc-
tion of Mr. Black to this Church was therefore
invested with a very special interest. .The
services took place on the svening of the Tth
of March.

The Rev. Gavin Lang, of St .

Andrew’s Church, presided on the occasion, and -
preached an appropriate discourse from Luke -

xiii, 6-9. After sermon the usual questions
put to ministers at their induction having been
asked, and satisfactorily answered, the offici-
aling minister gave the intrant the right hand
of fel’owship and, in the name of the Lord Jesus
Christ, the ouly head of the Church, inducted
Mr. Black to the pastoral charge of the congre-
gation, thereby investing him withail the rights
and privileges thereto pertaining.  Mr. Lang
addressed the young minister in suitable and
feeling terms. The Rev. Mr. Doudiet addressed
the congregation. There was a large attend-
ance of the congregation who manifested a deep
interest in the proceedings, and availed them-
selves of the opportunity of extending a hearty
welcome to the man of their choice in the
usual way.

Sr. Pact's Cuorer, MosTrREAL —The annual
social meeting of this congregation was held on
the evening of the 9th ultimo, in the spacious
basement rooms of the Church, which were
beautifully deccrated for the occasion with

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wreatbs of evergreens, flowers, and bsuners.
The congregation was numervusly represented,
and the proceedings were interesting,  In the
earlier part of the evening refreshments were
dispensed from a table occupying one side of
the hall, while, on the other side, were dis-
played for sale a varicty of fancy needlework,
wrought by the ladies of the Dorcas Society,
for the benefit of the Sabbath School. At eizht
o'clock the chair was taken by the Rev. Dr.
Jenkins, who, though suffering from indispo-
vition, expressed bhiwself in his usual happy,
practical, and effective manner. Ile gave a
brief resumé of the affairs of the congregation,
mahing touching allusions to the inevitable
chang:s that had taken place during the past
year. Some had left the city for other parts
of the Dominion ; some bad left these shores;
others had crossed the bourne whence no
traveller returns.  The congregation, however,
was now numerically as strong as at sny pre-
vious pertod of its history ; its communion roll
was larger than ever before.  1he finances
were in a satisfactory condition. As a congre-
gaticrn they had dona much; the erection of
St. Paul's Church was in itself a great achieve-
ment, but much remained to he done ere they
were thoroughly equipped for the work of the
Church.  The wufinished tower mast be com-
jleted; a manse is required; and certainly,
noi least urgent, is the want felt of an as-
sistant to share the arduous aund increasing
The present tiine was
considere ] opportune to mention these things;
the city was rapidly spreading; the members of
this congregation—many of them, at lcast—
had been largely prospered in business; money
was “easy ;" and not a few had expressed a
desire that these things should be attended to
without further delay, intimating, at the same
time, their willingness to contribute pecuniarily.
The chairman jorited any of the members of
the conzregation present who felt disposed to
pass an opinion upon these topics, to do so,
and there being no response, the Rer,
Gavin Lang, was called upon to address the
meeting. e expressed his great pleasure in
finding himself in this beauntiful Cathedral, and
in having it in his power to thank Dr. Jenking,
in presence of his own cungregation, for his
exceeding kinduess to the sister congregation

without a minister.  Alluding to what bhad
fallen from (ue chiirman, he gave him credit
for great plainness of speech, and thonght he

. . > . LYY had learnt a les:or that might be of use
has & direct interest in the Fund. and isin ¢ h N = to

him in dealing with his own people about such
things.  He quite concurred in all that Dr.
Jenkins had said, and sincerely hoped that
cach of these proposals, so easily within the
power of St. Paul's cungregation to accom-
plish, would be speedily and satisfactorily car-
ried out.  The Rev. William M. Black, of St.
Mark’s Chureh, followed, and made a stirring
appeal for immediate action in reference to an
assistant for Dr Jenkins, and gave some valu-
able hints as to the best method of obtaining
the sercices of a licentiate of the Ghurch of
Scotland.  Being bimself a son of St. Paul's,
Mr. Black rejoiced in its continued prosperity,
but in one point St. Mark's had already sur-
passed St. Paul’'s—that was in the number of
children baptized during the past year. Dr.
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Jenkins mentioned that he had twenty-three
gervices baptismal, but he (Mr. Black) had ad-
ministered the ordinance to douodle that number
last year. After a vote of thanks to the choir,
who, by a judicious selection of anthemsg, which
were most effectively rendered, added very much
to the interest of the meeting, the proceedings
were brought to a close.

St. Axprew’s Cnorcn, Gavrv.—The annual
veport of this congregation is before us, from
which we observe that the expenditure for 1870
was S1729:73. The stipend paid to the minister
is set down at only $600, but the managers
have determined to increase it at once to $S00.
In this they do well, but they would do better
to make it $1000; there would be little danger
of the minister becoming purse-proud at that.
The managers express great pleasure in being
able to congratulate the congregation, as a
whole, unon what they have done, while they
hope and pray “ that the same cordiality and
brotherly feeling throughout the congregation
aund between minister and people may continue
to rule asg it has done hitherto.” YWhat we have
ventured to whisper in the ears of the managers
of this large and flourishing congregation
might be proclaimed aloud in the hearing of
every congregation that is as able as they to
pay their minister—shail we say band-
somely ?7—at least, generously. We cannot
divest ourselves of the iden that the ministry
ag a class, i3 underpaid. Of all the learned
professions precedewnce in status is freely con-

ceeded to ¢ the Church;” in the scale of
cmolument it ranks the lowest. Ought it to
be so?

St. Axprew's Cutrenr, ToroNTo.—This con-
gregation was the first to introduce the
schednle system, and still adheres to that plan
of collecting monex for the Schemes of the
Church.  Daring the year 1870, the amount
contributed to the schemes appears from a
printed statement to have been $283.84, to
which, however, should be added $80, con-
tributed to the Temporalities’ Fund for the
first half of the year; the amount given
to the General Sustentaticn Fund for the
last half year being $100; the Widows' Fund
received S50 1 the Presbytery’s Home Mission,
$4¢; and the Foreign Mission, §20. We are
glad to learn that this congregation is in a
prosperous condition; the pews are nearly all
rented, and the ovdinary Sabbath collections
are fully four times as much as they used to be.

Crrryore.—On the 3rd ultimo a large number
of dr. McDonald's flock, including some from
the congregations of Purple Hill, Avening,
and East Kirk, made their appearance at the
minister's house, and, after a friendly invasion,
proceeded with much good humour to make
known the object of their visit.  Richard
Madill, Esq., elder of Fast Kirk, on behalf of
tbe rest, presented an addresa to Mr. McDonald,
couched in the kindliest terms, expressive of
their happiness at mecting him under circum-
stances gratifying alike to pastor and people;
cengratulating him on the prosperous state of
1bat branch of his charge, which they ascribed
in & great measure to his indefatigable exer-
tions, alluding to the liquidation of the debt
on the Purple Biill Church, and the establish-
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ment of a flourishing congregation at Avering;
and closing by asking his acceptance of a
purse of muney, and a few of the necessaries ct
life, as a token of their esteem.  The ladie-,
through Mrs. Alexander Madill, presented an
address to Mis. McDonald, a:-king her ac-
ceptance of a handsome tea set, and expressive
of their cordial good wishes for herself and her
husband, and reterring also to the pleasure it
gave them to see the perfect harmony that has
always existed between pastor and congrega-
tion; and praying that solong as the Almighy
in Iig wise providence may b nleased o spare
him in this corner of Lis viut:.ard, his effurts
for their spiritual welfare may be abundantly
blessed and sanctified. Not the least interest-
ing part of the proccedings was the presenting
of & neat chair to Mr. McDonald’s litile son,
who, althongh only two months’ old, was
formally installed in the chair, to the no smali
amusement of the party. Mr. Mc¢Donald having
made a suitable reply to the addresses presented
to himself and to Mrs. McDonald, the party
proceeded to partake of a sumptuouns tea, pro-
vided by the ladies, and separated at a latc
hour, afier spending a very pleasant evening
together at their minister’s residence.

TososroxTio.—IxprcTion.—O0n the 16th of
February the Presbytery of Toronto met
in the Tossorontio Church, at Rosemont. for
the purpose of inducting the Rev. Smith
Hutcleson, late assistant to the Rev. Mr
Jeffery, Parish of Riccarton, Kilmarnock, Ayr-
shire, Scotland, 1o the united ccngregations
of Mulmur and Tossorontio, Afier the usnal
preliminaries the Rev. Duncan Macdorald, of
Nottawasags, preached a very able and excel-
lent sermon from Psalm lxxxiv. 4 —¢ Blessed
are they that dwell in thy house; they will be
still praising thee.” The Rev. Mr. MacKay, of
Orangeville, addiessed Mr. Hutcheson in a very
affectionate manner as to the responsibility he
was undertaking; and the Rev. Mr. Mcliee, of
Bradford, addressed the congregation as to
their duties to their new minister, and in a
very able discourse congratulated them on
their obtaining such an able minister as Mr.
Hutcheson amoungst them. Mr. AMcDonald
brought the service to a close by singing the
last four verses of the 122nd Psalm.

Mr. Lewis, and the Rev. Mr. Colquhoun, and a
few friends, retired to Mr. Hutclhieson’s bouse,
and pariook of a substantial dinuner.  After
wishing Mr. Hutckeson and his lady much
happiness in their new splere of duty and
labour, they left for their respective homes.

PresextaTioN a7 GRORGINA.— On theevening
of Feb. 11th the ladies of ihe congregation of
Georgina invited their pastor, the Rev. D. P.
Niven, to the church at Sutton, and presented
him with a handsome cutter barness and
buffalo robe, accompanied with an address ex-
pressive of thdr high appreciation of his
Iabours amongst them, to which a suitable re-
ply was given.

Duxper 33D S7. ANicET.—On Wednesdsy,
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14th ult, Mrs. Hugh Cameron waited on the
Rev. D. Ross, after prayer meeting, and in the
name of the young people of the congregation
presented him with a h-ndsome pulpit gown,
and an affectionate address, to which Mr, Ross
made an cloquent and touching reply.

MaTiLpa, Inpterion.—The Rev. George Por-
teous, of Wolfe Island, was inducted to the con-
gregation . Matilda, Presbytery of Glengary,
ou the 1st ..f March. Mr. Burnett preached and
presided; Mi. Mullan addressed the minister,
and Mr. McKay addressed the people, on their
respective duties. Tbhis is a very harmonious
cettlement. The congregation, though vacant
for over Lwo years, are manifesting a good
spirit, and giving ‘ndications of life and ac-
tivity. The Presbytery engage to pay $100 to
assist them duri~ ; the current year. A good
house with five acres of excellent land basbeen
purchased fur 8 manse and glebe. The congre-
gation bave already raised nearly the required
sum, which they are to pay during the year.

Hawsessury, St. Pavy’s Cuaoren.—This new
Chaurch, which was opened by Principal Snod-
grass, on the 29th of January last, deserves a
brief notice in the Presbyterian.

Although small, iv i3 a model of its kind.
The style is the Lancet or the early Gothic,
which, by tke way, is very suitable for village
and country churches, on account of the sim-
plicity of its details and the ease with which
its mouldings and lines in their most simple
forms can be worked and laid out. The size
within the walls, which are of brick, is 58 feet
by 27 feet, with a recess for the pulpit of 6 feet
by 13 feet. The pews, which are of oak with
butternut panels, are placed in three single
rows, with two aisles, and will seat two hun-
dred comfortably.

The pulpit is set on a raised platform, and is
open at the sides, presenting in front three parts
of an octagon, with Gotbic panels beautifully
carved. The windows are also in the Lancet
style with diaper glass, set in lead. The front
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window, which is much admired, has three
divisions, and fills a space of 15 feet by 5 feet.
The spire rises about 90 feet, and is surmounted
by a cross, the transverse portion of which is,
for the sake of variety, & representation of a
fish. The entrance is through the tower, the
inner door of which faces the door of & small
but convenient vestry on the opposite side.
The contract price of the building was $2750,but
the extras bave swelled this amount to about
$3,000. Although the congregation is small,
numbering only about fifty families, this sum is
nearly all subscribed, and what is better, most-
ly paid in. The managers take this opportunity
of thanking some kind friends in Montreal, and
several of the members of other Clhurches in
this neighbourhood, for their liberal contribu-
tions, which were all the more welcome that
they were mostly unsolicited.

It need scarcely be added that the opening
services were singularly appropriate and im-
pressive.

St. Asprew's Cuucy CriFroN.— Presentation,
—We are bappy to learn that the ladies of thig
congregation recently oresented their minister,
Rev. G. Bell, with a new pulvit gown and a
purse containing $100 in gold, with a note ex-
pressing their united prayers that he might be
long spared to go in and out among them—their
“loving and much loved pastor.”

Buzaar.—The Ladies’ Society of the congre-
gation are preparing to bhold a bazaar or sale
of work about the end of May, to raise funds
for repairs on the Church, which are much
needed, but which the congregation has been
unable bitherto to undertake. There are doubt-
less many ladies in other places who will glad-
ly help this weak but earnest congregation in
their efforts. We are informed that children’s
clothing, -or other articles of needle work, will
be available and will be gratefully received.

QUEEN'S COLLEGE.
To the Editor of the Presbyterian.

Sir,—In behalf of the Synod’s Gene-
ral Committece on the Xndowment of
Queen’s College, I beg to remind sub-
seribers, who have still payments to make,
that in the case of a great majority of these
payments they become due on the first of
April next,

For the success of the scheme it is of the
utmost importance that the month of April
should not pass without thesc payments
being made.  The object of the scheme is
the creation of an annual revenue of £6,000,
the whole of which is required to meet the
deficieney caused by the suspension of the
Commercial Bank and the discontinuance
of the Legislative Grant. The interest
obtained from subseriptions to the fuud is

the only means available for supplying this
revenue, so that it must be apparent to all
concerned that to defer payments of their
subscriptions is to raise a serious obstacle
to the completion of the project.

A great deal more than a mere expression
of gratitude is duz to subscribers, and
especially Liocal Treasurers, for the prompt-
ness with which the sums forming the
amount of §72,000, reported by the College
Treasurer, have been received.
