C 1 THE GIANT GOLIATIH.

Goliath was evidently a manof very large proportions, being nine
feet six inches in height. Ile was the military champion of a
st myg nation, enjoyed a position of preat privileges, and occupied
a very prominent place in the public eyve. Al this influence and
eminence, all this power and prestige appears to have gathered
about him on account of his Lodily bignessand hissturdy strength,
1t is quite possible that ro special notice was teken of him till his
physical buils, and his feats of strength made him conspicuous.  As
a habe, and as a boy he may have been more than of usual size,
but is was when he was full grown that he stoud out from ordin-
ary men as a veritable Hercules.  Then the nation’s attention was
drawn towards him, till admiration ripened into herv-worship, and
he was exalted to be the idol of the Philistine’s army, anl the
dread of all vheir enemies,

“here was a time, when as compared to his present -size, the
modern CGoliath, the liquor traitic, was a baby  And though
always very hard to manage, even by the Mothes-land, yet he did
not draw towards himself 1n his early days very serious attention.
In fact this baby Goliath hadso many nurses among the vrich
and great, and even the religions, who fed and fendled him, that
the kind of attention given him, instead of heing serions, waz a

sort of comypetition, as to who should muke him grow fastest and
" fattest. In hoyhood he exhibited some evidence of being a little
spoiled, in outbursts of temper, and wore than usually imperdnent
“-andover-bearing, for one ot his age. "The old folks could not help

e sought to interweave hisinterests with almost gyery bugiuess
in the warld. e juvested the enormous surplus ‘of his'income ip
such a varivty of concerns, as to eagily throw over the, merchants
and workmen a fear of his commanding presence, and a careful re-
ward for his vast monetary power. It was seen by all that this
modern Goliath was developing a great giant's power, and strode
through the lands with almost irresistible force. He founded
banking houses, built ships to carry his'products abroad, lnid great
railroads to carry his wares from city to town and village; in fact
there was scarcely & department of commerce that did not fecl di-
rectly or indirectly the ever-widening infleence of this great per-
sonage. . :

“held their prime corner lots, till this Philistine cume along, for
they had come to learn through hig active friends that he paid
. big priccs for such prominent sites, so these so thought-to-be-wide-
awale dealers were captured in the meshes of this modern plotter.
Thas Goliath worked his way, and son hisend in instilling into
the mind of both merchants and mechanics, through the custom
‘his business insured them, that he was an absolute necessity to
‘thigir bread and butter. .

produce. ~ At ‘his Samiptuous banquets, he was always careful
to secure the gres'enca of a Cibinet Minister, and even the Premier
was occasionally his guest. Tn the sessions he never took any
partin the discussions ot such probleme asthe education of the
f'é(jple, or the general uplifting of the degraded and opp.essed.
But whenever the least effort was made by thosz few members

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By slow and cautions methods he persuaded the Premiers nf the
power and importance of his presence in the land, and secured from
Gvery one enactments to legalize his buginess, ar.d secure to it moun-
opolies that were never grantéd to any other enterprise. Ouo
great point on which he expended his enerry, was to prove to thei
that, es the national revenue from his traflic was so great,
and the national debt greater still, that the income from him
was absolutely necessary to pay the interest ot ihe huge national
burden. For instance he demonstrated to Engliud's Premiers,
that as the national debt was four thousand millions of dollars,
needing at three and a halt per cent, ono hundred and forty millions

For
some of them have posed before their constituents as favouring
temperance legistation ; have stumped the country with this thin
little plank in their platform, and when the time has spproached
when the manhood and intelligence of the votersshould ke placed
on record, these pseudo-temperance “politiciaus, have fetched in
this cursed old Goliath, he has flooded the country with his damn-
ing fire-water, and got the people to vote under the blinding
influence of his power, and thea thess politicians bad the tace to
walk into the legislators assembly as the * Honourabls member
for so and so." asswuing that they are the free and unbiased
choices of manly, intelligent, and half christianiz:d people. In-
stead of which, they have grossly perjured their consciences,
rétained secret alliances-with Goliath, winked at the violation of
the law of the counity, stooped to insuit the manhood of their
fellow citizens, and bought and bribed their way into the piace
of ambition.

Not conient with securing all this perversion of right and truth
at the polls, this mighty monster engages some of the best legal
talent obtainable, to watch with unflagging interest the political
movements at the centres of legislation, These shrewd and un-
godly lawyers, received very large salaries for these services, and
very taithfully do they serve him who engages-them. Goliath
turnishes them with great means, to lavish on those members
whom they can successfully Jobby into a consent to those bills that
will the wore eflectually enable Goliath to carry on his traffic un-
checked and unhampered. These are the great brewer's watch-
dogs, who with keen eyes note the rlsc and fall of the politieal
t,!xem‘mmeter, and at once give their rich naster a warning
signal.

“Another way this Philistine has of influencing politics in his
favour, is to help his Iriends who consent to his husiness, to found
newspapers, which he persuades the govermments to snbsidize,
The papers being under the joint control of himeelf and his bvibed
political friends do not, and dare not, attack the liquor traflicat head-
quarters. They portray the bad results of drinking, (for Goliath
knows that it pays to denounce extremo use of liquor,)but at the
sime time theso papers throw a respectability arvound his trade,
that'is the gicat stronghold of the traflic; for .they, gladly *fll oug
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their columns with brewer's and distiller’s advertisements.
These newspapers great and small will huat after every incident
of a startling nature, even at a great cost to make their columns
frll of news, spicy and otherwise, Murders, suicides, drunken
brawls among the poor, but not among the rich, forgeries, lar-
cony's and vers prominent space is given to a ministerinl scandal.
But on the in:quity of the goverament being & party to this soul-
cursing monster ; on the connection betweeu the leaders of politics
and this Goliath ; on the fact that this mighty one has done more
to turn this earth into a hell than all other evils combined;
thev rarely utter a word, mnuch less write a full and clear denun-
ciation of this fiend.

Of late years there have been hundreds of clear, scientific de-
liverances from tie most eminent physicians of the age, declaring
in favor of total disconnection with this modern Goliath. Con-
scious that such opiuions were against his influence, ho set to
work in his own secret way to bribe a number of medical men to
formulate a deliverance in their associnted capacity, in which they
stated that total abstainers do not live as long as those who drink
Goliath's products.

“ ResoLven, That in view of the alarming prevalence and il
effects of intemperance, with which noune are so familiar as
members of the medical profession, and which have called forth
from eminent English praetitioners, the voice of warning to the
people of (Great Britain concerning the use of aleoholic beverages
we, the undersigned members of the medieal profession of the
United States, unite in the declaration that we believe alcohol
should De classed with other rowrrrurn pRucs; that when
prescribed it should be done WITIX CONSCIENTIOUS CAUTION, and
a sense of GREAT RESPONSIBILITY.”
