The Power of the Condensed Advertisement
And a Special Offer

One of the remarkable developments in the ficld of
advertising that the last few years has witnessed, is the
increased usc which is being made of the condensed ad-
vertisement. To look at an ordinary daily issue of such
mediums as the Montreal Star or the Toronto Telegram
or the Winnipeg Free Press, with their solid pages of
condensed advertising, fills one with amazement. Column
after column of situations vacant, of lelp wanted, of
properties for sale, of articles lost and articles found.
rccord a history of the day’s doings that interests not
only those immediately concerned, but even the great
outside public as well.

The sceret of the success of this form of advertising
scems to lic in the combination of two factors—one, the
cheapness of the method, and the other, the extent of the
publicity. The usual charge of two cents a word for a
first insertion places within the reach of the man of small
means the use of this form of publicity. By writing his
ads. in compact form and omitting all superflious word=,
he is usually able to convey his meaning in a satisfac-
tory manner and at a remarkably small cost. le knows
that his ad. will be placed under the proper heading and
that it. will be read by thosc interested in what he has
to say, just as much almost as if it were displaved in
a full page. And after all, that is preciscly what he
wauts,

On the other hand, the extent of the publicity assures
him that his advertisament will fall into the hands of
approximately cvery one who is likely to want or be able
to supply what it refers to. The man who advectises
for help in any one of the mediums referred to can be
reasonably sure that practically everybody secking 2
position such as he offers will read the ad., for he knows
that the paper is the common meeting ground of the two
complementary forces that make up the supply and the
demand of the day.

But there is a specinlization in the rvealm of
condensed advertising, just as there is in the realm of
weneral advertising. A newspaper circulating in a single
locality cannot be expected to serve the ends of an ud-
vertiser who wishes to reach a certain class of people.
scattered here and there over the whole country. Differ-
ent media suited to different nceds have sprung up—
notably the trade press, which provide immediate access
from the wholesale scller to the retail buyer at a mini-
wmum of cost.

In the same way a specialization is springing up in
the department of condenscd advertising. Retailers are
heginning to understand that there are advantages for
them in using condensed advertising space in the par-

ticular trade newspaper that caters to them. The fact
that their trade paper circulates among others of their
own class means that possibilities for the exchange of
surplus stock, the scenring of extra help, the disposal of
unsalable goods, ete., are always at hand.

In the case of The Bookseller and Stationer, more
almost than in that of any other tradesman, the con
densed ad. should prove useful. For instance, a book is
wanted that is out of print. Some other bookseller hun-
dieds of miles away may chance to have a copy. The
question s how to reach him. The best solution to
this problem is to try a condensed ad, in a4 medinm that
reaches all bookscllers.

Or, again, suppose you have on vour shelves a number
of books that have been proved unsalable and that are
werely dust-eolfectors, deteriorating every day. Possiblv
there is some other dealer who could take these off your
hands and dispose of them, but he doesn't know about
them. How is he to be informed  Again the answer
is, through a condensed advertisement,

You require help in your store. What bhetter means
than an advertisement in a specialized medjum, read by
people interested in your particular line of business, to
bring this help to you? Indeed. there arise a hundred
and one different ways in which condensed advertising
will prove your friend and helper. Yt has proved cflica-
cious in the past and its development will make it more
and more powerful in the future.

The publishers of Bookseller and  Stationer are
anxious to develop the condensed advertising department
of this paper. At present the department is small and
limited in scope and in consequence it is not referred to,
except in a tew odd cases. But. were it extended and did
readers get into the habit of looking aver it resularly, it
would become of undoubted value.

A Traveler’s Spare Time

Some  Advice

Calvin . Wilson, writing in The Sample Case, says
that the commercial traveler's leisure diflers from  that
of men located at home  He who lives in one place has
the eventngs in s house or in his office ; he has hours
he can count on. The traveling man's unoccupicd sca-
sons are wm small change, waiting for trains, or on rail-
toal rudes ot buggy trips across country or in his hotel
toon.

Yet he has many unemployed minutes, which, in
week, wmake hours, as dimes and guarters make dollars.
What can he do with these that they may count for
something . s success ? lle can do many things, ac-
cording to his temperament, health, stage of culture and
circumstances. No detailed 1ules will suit everyone, but
general suggestions may prove helplul and cach can pick
and choege wccording to his situation. 1f one does not
have a surplus of energy, if he has to save up his vital
forces an order to concentrate them when in action, it
behooves bim to scize the idle moments for rest, to sit
sull in the depot, to doze on the cars, to retire carly to
Ins hotel room. Yet even many of the less well-equip-
ped en phystcadly mnght be benefitted by change of men-
tal occupation, accotding 10 the present behief that what
we often need s not so much repose as the exercise of
another set of facultices.

Doubtless, travehng wmen, as well as many  others,
lose much by often failing to have i their pe s uete-
hooks for  adeas,  suggestions,  plans, Oltver Wendell
Holmes said . “No man cver yvet caught the reins of a
thought save as 1t galloped by him.'” It is an invaluable
practice to have at hand blank hook aud pencil, and to
get anto the halnt of sciang the reins of thought as they
gallop by Many of  these, parhaps most of  them,
may prove worthless or unpracticable, but in any  case
you have the ideas wntten down for examination and
sctutiny at lepsure “The man with the notchook will
soun dnd he ts having more beigght ideas than came  to
hun fuoumerly, Then he preserves the Lacts that come to
him by the exe or ear for winspection ; hie 18 not trusting
to memory which mav Ll to bring back accurately what
he wants when he wants at. The notebook habit causes
Im to put has Wdeas wto somewhat better shape than of
he Jeaves them unformulated and floating i s mind.
The notebook helps hun 1o leagd the value of his own
thoughts. 1t gives lam o recotd also of s own ponder-
1gs apd experiences that may have mn the future a larger
vilue than he now pereeves. If he saves Ins thoughts
thus, teedids is observations, while natuy for ttaans
ol shutl m s hotel room and studies these jotUungs, he
will probably tind soine diamonds among the pebbles, e
way have jotted  down in two mnutes the idea that
proves the germ of a larger future. In times when no
new ddeas come, the moments may be well spent in look-
g mier the notes already made. Such a coutse  soon
cotes o fave an nterext of its own and is a pleasant
weeupation It takes anav the {echag of wasting time
and e spinat of ampatience at delays.,

Theie as anothier Bine of mental cflort, for which odd
moments mav be utihizee, the tesult of which may be of
spectal value to traveling men who are able to {ollow it.
Thin o the Ieatning of a new language. No onc needs
10 be mure than teminded that in such 2 countlry  as
outs With 1ts mixed population the hnowledge of other
Linquazes than English §s of every-day valuc. This is
tue parttculatlv of tiaveling men, many of whom  are

carticd by their business into communitics where a lane
guage other than I2nglish is commonly spoken.

Spaie minutes tell wonderfully in the acquiring of a
new language. The mind comes to it as a change and so
with fresh interest. ‘The little learned in a fragmentary
way gets in time to Le fixed in the memory. Nearly
amy one can get a speaking acquaintance with German,
French or Spanish, if he sets hitasell about it in the right
way. A beginning can be made by the use of such little
books as are to be gotten i almost any book store. These
appear under such titles as “How to Speak German With-
out a Teacher.” Any librarian or book dealer can give
the information. Sonicthing at least may be acquired in
this manner, and such a book may be carricd ahout and
conned anywhere at odd times. A few weeks of this
study will bring a man along to a point where he will
sce what further help he needs. If he can be in one place
long cnough to get the assistance of a teacher, so much
the better. Presently he will be reading German or
French books on his journeys and talking in thesc lan-
guages on his travels to any who understand them In
due time through use of sparce time, he will be cquip-
ped for a wider ficdd of employment. The ambitious tra-
veling man who has gotten a working knowledge of one
foreign language will not be likely to stop there. It is a
general experience that the learning of other languages
becomes much easier after the first one.

Reading with a purpose, for some definite end, is, of
course, a universally desirable use ol spare time. This
may or may not be apparcntly of inmediately available
import, yet may further us greatly. President Roosevelt
has stated that he is fond of reading in his Jeisure hours
the history of the dismembermnent: of the empire of Alex-
ander the Great. This scems  a rather remotle subject
from American politics ; and yvet the completed record of
the causes and changes that disintegrated one of the
greatest empires of  ancient  times afford a picture in
which to study the perils of modern socicty.

Cecil Rhodes, the great cmpire builder of | South
Arica, was a constant reader of Gibhon's **Decline and
Fall of the Roman Empire,” and doubtless thereby had
hiscnind enlarged to understand the scojer of the prob-
lems of the British Empire.

The mtellectual lorizon of the traveling man, whose
actual business of selhng goods may scem quite discon:
neeted from general knowledge, will unquestionably e
widened by the readimg of history, for example. The
wudet and stronger his nund, provided he does not sink
mto a book .worm, the hetter he can do business. lle
will have a clearer and saner judgment. When reading is
connected with daily activity there is little peril of its
making men impractical. e might take up an elaborate
histoty of husiness from its beginning to its present de
elopments. Still betler, i hie aims at culture, would it
be to plan a course of reading such as would cover all
the most important subjects, history, cthics, political
cconomy, finance and so on. .\t the end of a few years,
by use of spare time alone, he would have furnished him:
sef with all the general facts that any man in any occu-
pation may have gained He should be discreet in has
newspaper and magazine reading.

If onc has a particulat bent, he should follow it if
1 along lines that promise development The man  of
invenlive turn may, ip his odd moments, note and work
out some needed invention. The man of mechanical mind
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certainly might find pleasure and profit by searching the
world as he goes about for the things that are needed ot
that can be improved. Another man has a turn for
mathematics ; if he has, he possesses a gift that, wouk-
ed constantly and to its utmost, may at any time bring
forth fruit to his great advantage.

There are still other men who are travelers who have
in them, perhaps m an undeveloped state, the gift of writ-
ing for the press. ‘The leisure of such may bhe well em-
iloyed by writing of their interesting or wnusual exjeri-
ences for the newspapers or magazines, or preparing ma-
terial for a bhook, a story, a novel, or a volume on busi-
ness or on their particular kind of work. Many writers
would think they had a gold mine if they were in pos-
session of {he impressions and cxperiences of such com-
mercial travelers as have long made their rounds over a
great scope of country.

He is wise who, at such
times, has in his grip a book that will rekindle his soul
and show him the great truthsethat remain amd are the
sume both when we are glad and busy and when we are
listless and solitary.

A Plea for Collective Advertising at Christmas
By Arthur Conrad

The fact that hooks are coming more and more into
favor each year for gift purposes should prompt book-
sellers to make the most of their opportunitics in tins
dircction. The slogan, *‘Books for Christinas,’ should
sound forth foud and strong on every hand, so that the
great public may, consciously or unconsciously, be led to
the conclusion that books are a suitable and correct
Christmas gift. Persistent and consistent reiteration of
this fact will make an impression and will undoubtedly
lead to increased sales of the booksellers® wares.

To attract the attention of the public. no better or
more satisfactory means can be found than the newspaper
advertisement. Other methods may have their good
points, but none possess the universality and general
utility of the former. There is the widest publicity at
the smallest cost and the newspaper’s influence is te-day
paramount in the home.

So few booksellers, however, make use of newspaper
publicity that the public scarcely hears of ** Books for
Christmas.”” What wonder, then, that “Silverware for
Christmas,” *“Jewelrs for Christmas,” or “China  {or
Christmas’ usurp the place that hooks may well take ?
Examine any ncwspaper during the weeks preceding
Christmas and scores of advertisements of everything but
books will be found in its columns.

Bookscllers will have te wake up and bestic them
selves. If individual advertising s pussible, so much the
better. But what is advocated here is collective adver
tising, cither in place of or over and beyond individual
advertising. The combined publicity of ali the hooksellers
of a iocality centred on **Books for Christmas™ will mean
a lot. It will cost the ndinvidual dealer very little and
1t will create a wide publicity. Here and there it will
frequently serve to suggest ideas to bewildered Christ
mas shoppers, and the bhookstore will become a more
popular centre for people in scarch of holiday gilts

The form that this eollective advertising 1s te take
may well be left open for discussion. No hard or fast
rules can be set down, as what may produce sunccessful
results in one locality and through one medium, may be
unsuccessful clsmwwhere. But  the central idea must be
“Books for Chrstmas, and the advertisers should ene
deaver to make this idea as alluring as possible

In some instances it has been found that the simple
expression *“Why not books for Christmas °° set in a
border and run in different parts of a paper, pro-
duced good results. For instance, suppose a twelve-inch
space were purchased from the local publisher and twelve
of these little ads. prepared. These might be placed in
twelve different positions, therchby guarantecing that the
reader’'s attention will be caught by the cexpression
several times.

Or the advertisement may be a little larger and more
pretentious, in which case good position in the paper will
be uccessary. Or the advertising may take the form of
readers, praising up books, emphasizing their worth and
their cheapuess and skilfully hinting at their uscfulness
for Christmas gifts. All these methods have been tried
with success in different places.

Booksellers  must  get together. The sooner petty
jealousies and suspicions are obliterated, the better, and
here is an opportanity to show the value of combination.
The advertising can be wmpersonal, in which ease no
camplaints that one boohseller 18 profiting at the expense
of another, are possible. I any dealer is unpressed, after
reading this article. by the commaon sense notions which
it mms to anstil, let him speal to his neighbor about it
and ask him i he has read the article. Attention having
been directed to at, the desice to follow out some of the
sugeestions contained in o, may follow, toe the general
advantage «of the hookselling trade.

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Some Thoughts on Giving Premiums
Is It Advisable ?

Giang away premiums i ovder to induce the publie
to spend more money, and to spend 1t at a particular
place, has came to be looked upon with considerable
suspicion by many retailers. Possibly this suspicion has
been cansed by the at one time widespread presalence of
the universal trading stamp idea. The universal trading
stamp as a means of giving premiums, quite naturally
Kills itself. If it is not altogether dead yet, it only exists
in a senile state in a few communities.

The trouble with the trading stamp idea was that it
universalized a plan which, for genuine suceess, must de-
pend upon individual and somewhat spas nodie applica-
tion. Suppose, for instance, there are a hundred mer-
chants in a certain commumty. A trading stamp artist
comes along with a plan to sell trading stamps to cach
merchant, and to furnish a certain line of gift goods to
the customers of the mevchants upon presentation  of
varying numbers of stamps. Eighty of the hundred mer
chants fall in with the plan. For awhile the cighty mer
chants do a little more business, at the cxpense of the
twenty who refused to adopt the plan. Bat, before lonzg,
the eizhty  merchants  begin to realize that they are
losing muney. This is quite natural. beeause the public,
getting Liading  stamps almost everswhere, come to
look upon them as a nceessary part of every purchase
they make. Instead of, as at ficst, looking upon them as
a special gift to induce them to trade at a particular
store, they realize that they can trade anywhere in the
town and still get stamps.

When the buying public reaches this stage of opinion,
the plan becomes a rank failure and a source of dead loss
to every merchant concerned in it. It wmeans that the
cost of the trading stamps must be deducted from the
profit of every article sold with a trading stamp thrown
in, without the least corresponding increase in the vol-
ume of sales. The universal giving away of a premium,
uniform in the case of the majority of a community's
merchants, defeats itself beeause of its very uniformity.

But although the trading stamp plan is so obviously
a failure, the plan of occasionally giving away a premium
of some real value, is a very sure way of inereasing the
sales of individual merchants. Premium  giving s
acquiesced in cven by merchants who loudly deery it
The cash discount which a retailer gets by paying his
jobber's or manufacturer’s account within the specified
time, is, in essence, a premium given by the whalesaler
to the retailer. Tt is an obvious fact, that if a retailer
who keeps a fairly good cash balance at his bank, had
fo chaose whether he would buy from a whoelealer who
gave a discount for cash, or from one who did not, he
would choose the former. So that every retailer  who
has ever taken advantage of a eash discount allowed by
a wholesaler, is vittually a believer in the svstem of
preminm giving, whether he ad nits it or not,

In the faney goods trade, there is a good opportunity
to work the preminm methaod. In the first place there s
no widely advertised standard retail priee aflixed to the
majority of articles coming under this head. Eaeh mer-
chant makes his own price, avcordimr to what the goods
cost i, This beang the case, a Taney goods merchant
wha thinks of offermg s customers a premium aduce
ment has an opportumt) to fix s prices so that he
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mahes a0 reasunable profit un every atticle sold. Unless
he dues this, s premsam plan widl net ban o loss in
stead of a gain.

Some skepties mught here say that that wounld be
practcally swindhing the customer by makme lam - be
heve he was getting something for notlung  when he was
actually paying for the premuum by an anereased price
of the purchased article. Not by any means. The pubhe
is not such a gull that 1t can long be deceived by any
sueh a seheme. That was one of the blows which killed
the trading stamp. But it is absolotely neeessary for a
merchant to make a profit in any case. And when he is
givine something anway he must mahe duubly sure that
lus caleulation of cost is absolat-lv cotredt, for what he
is giving away s a fraction of s protit And before
giving away a fraction of his profit he must of necessity
assure himsell that he i< really makimg a proiit,

Here 1s a premuwm plan now  being conducted by a
country  town statwoner. This dealet issues, upon re-
quest, cards whieh will be punched with the value of all
sovemt post cards bought by the customer. When this
value aggregates 32, the customer s entitled to a post
card album worth 25 cents. Fur 83 the album 1~ worth
o) cents ; for 3, a To-cent album, and for 35 a 31 al
bum.

Now, this dealer is the only man capable of judwing
what he s making i the way of profit when he gives
away a dollar article for five dollars’ worth of trade in
other articles, hecause he only knows the cost of the
articles lor which he has received $3, and of the article
which he has given away, stated to be worth $1. Prob-
ably he has made a certain cut in his profit, which he
is more than making up by increased sales of post eards,
induced by the offer of the premivm. But bhe must be
sure of his cost calenlation, to begin with,

It is undoubtedy o fact that the premium is a great
trade builder. It is alo undoubtedly 2 faet that Too
much of a good thing's good for uothing.” In giving
premiums it would be wise to limit the time during
which custa wers could take advantage of them, and to
give a really gemmne article when vou gmve anvthng. 1f
a customer gets o preminm and tinds it not as repre
sented, he wall be highly offended, even off he did get the
article for nothing ; even the elemental human desue to
get something for nothimge may not wdinee lim (o take
advantage of any  future premiom offers by the store
which has deeeived him.

CLAIMS FOR SHORTAGE.

When an order is filled in a manufactory or wholesale
house the goods are checked over very carefully 1o see
that nothing s mssing. The ensemble often includes a
wide vanety of materials and articles, and occastonal
errors are, perbaps, excusable. tHlowever, we have been
told of instances where retailérs claimed shortage, and
while thev waxed indignant at the request of the whole-
saler that another scarch be made, the goods  teposed
suugly in the bottom of packing cases that  had  heen
thrown mnto their cellars  Not long ago a traveler for
one of the prominint wholesale houses (dry goods) was
wformed by a custdémer that a holt of a certain material
which he ordered had not been teceived. Because at first
mention of the matter another boll was not senmt along,
without question, the retailer induced himself to believe
that the house doubted hts word, and he was, in conse-
quence, pretty hot under the collar. He saw the goods
unpacked limself and knew positively just what was there
and what was not. The traveler suggested that they
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both go and take a look at the case in which the missing
holt was supposed to have come. The merchant ridiculed
the idea, and it was not until the neat day that he agreed
to go into the cellar, and then only beeause the traveler
said he might dike to purchase some paching cases for
his firm. To ge! at once lo the point, the goods were
found, for they had never been taken out of the case.

Instances of this kind may be rather unusual, but that
they do occur at all is suflicient warrant for our calling
attention to them.  As goods are removed the paper with
which packing cases ate lined falls in, and a little care-
lessness is Hable to result i some article being  over-
looked, with a consequent elaim for shortage.

It was within half a century fiom the invention of
printing that book plates were introduced as identifving
marks to indieate the ownership of the volume, Germany,
the fatherland of printing from movable type and of woaod
cutting for making impres<ions in ink on paper, is like-
wise the home land of the book plate.  The carliest
dated wood cut  of accepted authenticity is the well
known **St. Christopher of 1423, which was discovered
in the Carthusian monastery of Buxheim in Suahia. Tt
was to insure the right oftownership in a book that the
owner had it marked with the coat-of-arms of the family
or some other heraldic device. Libraries were kept in-
tact and passed from gen ration to generation. bearing
the emblem of the family. The first book plate in France
is dated 1574 1 in Sweden, 1575, Switzerland, 1607, and
Ttaly, 1623. The earliest English hook plate is found in
a folio volume once the property of Cardinal Wolsey and
afterward bhelonging to his royal master. The earliest
mention of the book plate in English literature is bv
Pepys, July 16, 1688. The first known hook plate in
America belonged to Governor Dudley, Paul Revere, the
patriot, was one of the first American engravers of 'hook
plates and a designer of great ability.—Journal of
American History.

Not one-tenth of the or-
dets on land -can be filled, owing to the shortage of
stock.

“One -t which-ddes a laige busimess in this-particu-
lar vatiety of pads is said to e something like twenty-
e cars slort on stock, and inquity among-other -many-
facturers shows that they are wiable to il orders.,

“*This condition has -caused a voncerfwd tmovement on
the parts of factores manufacturing thisclass of pad-to
-discontinue-making them, and-uiless the situation-changes
in the near futyre this grade -of pad will become a thing
of the-past.

“*News paper -has heéen growing more-ditficult to obtain
Jor the past few yeatrs, but this seasoh has been worse
than any which has preéceded it. The nmnujg;tg;c of
news pads has reached kuge proportions, as is indicated
by the figures quoted ahove. They have bccn -common-=in
the dines -of all manufacturers who produce liberal qQuan-
tities-of school goods and they have leen important fac-
tars in tiese lines. A good-deal-of specalation -exists as
regards the outcome of the present unsatisfactory con-
ditions.

Cameras can be purchased from
one dollar upward and even the cheapest kinds are said
to produce good results in nearly every case.

Stationers might well advance the claims of a eam
cra, when they are discussing purchases with custom-
ers. M it is possible, carry a stock of the lower
priced instruments or, if that is not possible, provide an
casy means for ordering the different makes promptly.
At any rate, have illustrated cataloguez at hand so that
all possible information can be supplied.

Each purchaser of a camera means another purchaser
of photo supplies, and here lies an additional reason for
pushing their sale. The supply business 18 undoubtedly
profitable and the more people that own eamcras the
greater will be the demand  for  films, developers. and
supplics of all kinds.

—

CAMERAS AND EKODAKS.

The name “*Kodak' belongs only to the brand of fold-
ing cameras manufactured by the Eastman Kodak Co,,
of Rachester, N.Y., of which the Canadian Kodak Co.,
of Canada, is a branch. These firms are fully proteeted
by law in the use of that name. which really has no par-
ticular significance beyond the fact that it deseribes the
goods of the two firms only.

There are many kinlds of [olding cameras on the
market, which in appearance might easily be mistaken
for kodaks. These goods are claimed by the manufae-
turers thercof to be as desirable for the amateur as are
the kodaks. The only trouble with such folding cameras
seems to be lack of advertisimg. Although that is the
only trouble, it is a most serious one. No matter what
good points a eamera may kave, they might as well not
exist at all, so far as the public is concerned, if they
are unadvertised.

The kodak -rople were fully aw e of the advantages
of newspaper =nd magazine advertising.  With their un
deniably catchy and attractive trade name, they spread
knowledge of themselses far  and  wide. Gradually,
through the apathy of their camera-making civals, the
word ““kodak” hecame to the general public almost
synonymous with “pocket camera.”™ People exist, indeed,
who appear to think that no other pocket camera than
the kodak can be obtained. This is, of course, a most
crroncous conclusion for the public to rome to. As a
proof, however, of the eflicacy of advertising, it would
he hard to cqual, and impossible to beat.

If anything should act as an alarm cluck to wake up
the apathetic dealers and manufacturers of the other
lines of pocket cameras, it is this popular public illusian
regarding the kadak.

A monopoly in phote supplies may be created unless
the makers of other cameras wake up to the fact that
advertising has been the making of the Kadak people.
One ean hatdly blame the kadak people for ereating a
monopoly if they can. < anlvy human nature

The Canadian Kodak Company does not arbitrarily
say to the dealer: **'Thou shalt handle no other photo
gootls than owrs.” 1t merely says: 1 you handle our
goods only, you get a better discount than if you handle
other people’s supplies as  well. It scems perfeetly
naturatl for the Kodak people to take this stand.  And
from the dealer’'s standpoint it seoms equally reason-
able to aceept the proposition to handle kodak woods
alone. T'here is, nevertheless, an clement of danger to
the trade in helping to confine the photo supply business
to one monopolistic source of supplyv. Wil off all the
other supply makers, and you get in line for a severe
jolt from the favored concern when it has the trade
[airly in its hands,

Monopoly has  a tendeney  to slifle invention, and
should be discouraged on that ground, il on no other.
Cessation of invention would produce a stagnation of in
terest in the amateur photographic world, which would
soon kill the business of the small dealer.
