WARM COVERING FOR BRICK
FLOORS.

An agreeable covennyg for brick floors
has lately been introduced in Germany
and is described in  consular reports
for August last by J. C. Monaghan,
United States consul at Chemnitz, Ger-
many. This material is the Knoch cork-
stone flooring and is somewhat of the
nature of linolenm. It is highly com-

mended for us insulating propeities. It
is made of §round cork, ground tan-bark,
ground peanut shells, or other suitable
material of that class, and is mixed with
paper waste, alum, ot other fire resisting
matenals, and molled into bricks. These
bricks are dried in kilns before use, and
the product is damp and sound proof and,
to a large extent, fire proof. The bricks
may char, but will not blaze.

Knoch also inakes an elastic material,
which, it is claimed, is absolutely fire,
water and acid proof, and will not crack
wher used for flooring, walls, etc. It is
made by dissolving chloride of magnesium
in water at 27° Beaume. One pound of
salt is then thoroughly dissolved in about
one quart of cold water. To this is added
66 1bs. of burnt powdered magnesium and
4.4 1bs. of finely ground leather waste, and
the compound is mixed by hand in a tub.
Ot this mixture 13 lbs. is mixed with g
qts. of the chloride of magnesium solution,
and the resultant wmass is thoroughly
kneaded by hand or in a machine until a
uniform pulpy mass is obtained.

This mass is then spread over the sur-
face to be covered and kept from running
by wooden or sheet iron forms. It is
smootned by a tool and a beautful sur-
face is formed. The addition of more of
the meal, or 6.6 1bs. instead of 4.4 lbs.,
makes it a still better non-conductor. To
further insulate, and to provide an elastic
floor, a layer of dry cork meal is placed
between two layers of the above mixture,
This covering can be used over stone,

brick, o1 old floors, and can be walked
upon 12 hours after laying. It is said to
have a surface as hard as stone, but it 1s
elastic as wood. Any pattern may be im-
pressed upon it by forms, and the material
may be produced in sheets ready for ship-
ment to any point.

The cost is small, 220 1bs, of the mix-
ture costing $1.66. Fkor surface work a
square yard, 3¢ in, thick, costs 738 cents;
56 in, thick, costs g9} cents, and 13§ in.
thick, costs $2 per sq. yd.

PILE DRIVING THROUGH STONE.

In a paper recently read before the
American Society of Civil Engineers,
Prof. W. H. Burr described some expeii-
mental pile-driving through new stone-
filled crib work. Nineteen piles were
driven. The crib was 35 feet deep, and
the piles, from 52 feet to Go feet long,
were shod with chilled cast iron points,
held on by straps spiked tothe pile. The
hammer used in the driving weighed
3,500 lbs.,, and the greatest number of
blows was 350. There was neo difficulty
whatever in driving the piles, and there
were no failures. In the discussion fol-
lowing the reading of the paper, several
other gentlemen gave particulars of pile-
driving through loose rock. The shoe
used in the work of the New York de-
partment is conical, the angle of the cone
being about 6o degrees. The base of the
cone is flat, and it is secured to the cone
by a pin, cast as part of the shoe and let
into the end of the pile. This type of
shoe is said 10 have proved very satisfac-
tory in practice.

SHERBROOKE WATERWORKS ARBI-
TRATION.

A decision bas been given in the arbi-
tration case between the city of Sher-
brooke, Que., and the Gas & Water Com-
pany. The arbitrators in the case were
Messrs. E. H. Keating, C.E., Toronto ;
Wm. Kennedy, hydraulic engineer, Mont-
real ; and D. D. McConnell, C.E., Mont-
real. The Gas & Water Company were
represented by Messrs. H. D. Lawrence,
C. W. Cate and A, 5. Hurd, Q.C,, and the
city by their attorney, Mr. H. B. Brown,
Q.C., and Messrs. J. A. U. Beaudry, C.E,,
of Montreal, and C. Bailairze, of Quebec.
The witnesses examined included Dr.
Wyatt Johnston, bacteriologist, Montreal;
Robert Arkiey, millwright; D. G. Loomis,
contractor ; S. W. Jenckes, manager for
the Jenckes Machine Company ; Dr. F.
J. Austin, medical health officer ; Dr. \W.
A. Farwell; E. F. \Waterhouse, secretary-
treasurer of the company; A. Sangster,
superintendent, and A, G. Sangster, fore-
man of the company; R. Davidson, chief
of the fire department and officer of the
bealth department; W. S. Dresser, insur-
ance agent, and J. S. Mitchell, hardware
merchant, all of Sherbrooke. The award
places the value of the system at $1135,
907.47, less the unexpired portion of their
contract with the city, $21,807.69, making
the net value £935,069.78. This award
seems to be sausfactory to the citizens
generally, and to the majority of the
council, although the council had offered
the company only $735,000 for their plant.

COST OF STONE ROADWAYS.

In a valuable pamphiet published by
the Good Roads Committce of the Cana.
dian Wheelmen's Association, Mr. Archi-
bald Campbell, C.E., says :

The cost of a broken stone roadway
caunot ke stated, as is commonly sup-
posed, at a definite amount for a lineal
foot, square yard, or mile. An estimate,
to be of valuc, must be made enurely in
view of the circumsiances of each case.
The grading and carthwork needed may

be very little, or may be very great. A
TeNqrd foundation may be nccessary, al-
though rarely used except in the case of a
wet sub-soil, ot the highest class of work.
Little under-drainage may be required ;
or an elaborate system may be necessiy.
Outlets for under-drains and surface drains
may or may not be easily obtained. The
surface metal used miy be found in the
immediate vicinity, requiring httle treat-
ment, or it may be necessary to bring
stone a considerable distance by rail or
boat. Curbing may not be considered
desirable. The management may be effi-
cient, or it may be inexperienced and
wasteful. To obtain the cost of gravel
and broken stone roads from this or that
municipality is apt to be very misleading.
Cleveland, Ohio, has broken stone roads
costing $3.65 a square yard; bLut tnese
roads have Telford foundation ten inches
in depth, and are surfaced with trap rock
brought from the north shore of Lake Su-
perior. Beverley street, Toronto, an ex-
pensive form of broken stone pavement,
cost about $1.00 asquare yard. Under
favotable circumstances, a light but good
form of dniveway has been built for 25
ceats a square yard ; for an ardinary lot
of sixty-six feet frontage, with money at
4 J4 per cent,, this would amount to $2.78
vearly for ten years, under the frontage
tax system.

SELF-CLEANSING SEWER PIPE.

A new form of sewer pipe manufactured
in England is described by The Surveyor
as having been tested, as to1ts self-cleans.
ing capacity, by the Northern Architec-
tural Association and the Newcastle and
Gateshead Water Company. The 2-gal-
lon flush of water for water-closets is well
known to be inadequate, and the new pipe
(Plummer's patent} was tested in com-
petition with an ordinary circular 6-in.
pipe.

The experiments were made for the two
forms of pipe drain, which were lud under
exactly similar conditions as 10 gradient,
and similar matter was passed into each
drain, which was charged 20 times.
After the 14th round the ordinary G6-in.
pipe was completely blocked up, while
Plummer’s patent pipe cleared tself
throughout all the expeniments.

This clearing of the pipe with a comt-
paratively small guantuty of water 1s due
to the fact that the flush is concentrated
n the narrow channel at the bottom of
the pipe. We should think that this

shape s worthy of the attention of our
sewer pipe manulacturers.

Drainage referee Hodgins has given
judgment in the case of Cosfield South vs,
Gosfield North. North Gosfield council
entered into a scheme for the improve-
ment of some drains in the township and
Gosfield South was charged with a portion
of the cost. The latter appealed against
the plans and assessment, and the judge
allowed the appeal with costs, setting aside
the report and assessment.

A portable asphalt plant designed
to be avalable for transportation
Ly railway and capable of operation on
contracts in smaller communities, where
the amount of wotk to be done is too
small to warrant the erection of a special
plant, has been brought out by an in-
ventor of Pittsburg, Pa. The plant is
stated to contain all the machinery that a
paving contractor requires, save the steam
roller and the street tools. There are no
sheds or buildings to crect, yet all parts
are protected from rain and sun. The
plant is carried on two specially construct-
ed cars which are separated in operation
to allow of the erection of a central tower
between them on tubing standaids.
Three plants bave been built, each of a
reported capacity of over 1,500 square
yards a day.

House connections with sewers are
referred to in a recent report by Mr.
Charles R. Cutter, Deputy Supenntend-
ent of the sewer division of the street
department of Boston, Mass. He com-
plains that vhile the city aimsto buld
tight séwers that will keep out ground
water and thus reduce to a minimum the
volume of sewage to be pumped, the
average house connection is put in as
cheaply as it is possible to make a con-
duit leading from the house to the sewer.
The work is done by a drain layer over
whom the city engineers have no control,
except in the joining of the sewer and
drain. Where everyone is anxious to
have the connection made at a minimum
cost, there are apt to be many leaky
joints, and in consequence Mr, Cutter

recommends having the connections laid
up to the house by the city’s men, charg-
ing the owner for the work. He also
urges giving lus division the right to
compel siables, facturies and other places
liable to discharge detrimental material
into the sewers, to put in catch-basins or
settling tanks to remove this material
from the sewage.
