The expansion in the circulation of

Canadian banks during- the pa8t tiree
months, amouiting to upwards of six and
a hiai'llins shiows thiat domestic trade
is in a far more active state than for many
years past. It is trie that an expansion
in the currency la usiual at this. period of
the year, as farmers usually market their
crop at this seasoni, but it must'be rememn-
bered that not only have prices for stapla
cereals ruled lower than usual, but also
that farmers as a consequence have not

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otTered their grain as freely as has been_
the case in former years, and have in
many cases held their products in bopes of
higher prices. The harvest, toc, has been
only an average one, and in no seuse a
large onle, while the expansion in circula-
tion is the largest ever recorded, so that it
is clear that this encouraging increase
iuust be ascribed to the gradual improve-
ment in general trade, and not to the mere
fact of the barvest being marketed and
paid for.

At the opening of the current month
nearly S800,000 more of bank circulation
was outstanding than a year ago, the tota
amount, over and aoove the Dominion cir-
culation, which embraces all bills of less
denomination than five dollars, being $35,-
322,000 against $34,576,000 at the corres-
pouding period of 1885, and $33,998,070 in
18S4, and, consequently, when it is con-
sidered that at the present moment no
large public vorks, railways or other
sources of exceptional outlay are l pro-
gress, these figures assume additional sig-
nificance. Deposits fron merchants show
a gain of nearly seven millions during the
year, government deposits are nearly two
and a half millions higher, while no better
proof of the strength of the banking posi-
tion can be given than the large amounît of
the available reserves.

in loans and discounts a similarly pros-
perous condition is observed, but the large
amount of these commercial obligations
would not be altogether an unequivocal
proof of the increased prosperity of trade
were it not coupled with the fact.that the
muoney market is easy in feeling, and that
there exists a tendancy to shade even the
present low rates of interest. Remittances
too, althougli still a subject of complaint,
owing to the reluctance of farners te mar-
ket their grain ut existing low prices, and
the conseqùent lack of available funds
among country storekeepers, are far better
than was the case a year ago, while there
is a growing tendency among storekeepers
te purchase for cash, and thus secure the
advantage of a casi disoont. All these
are signs of the times, and show that in
spite of existing low prices for cereals, and
a merely average harvest, the march te
wards more prosperous days has neve
been clecked or even delayed.

Tie only fault to be
found with thec report is the lateness of its
appearance ; tlic last ioitlih of 1880 is upon
us before the report is in the iands of the
business world and coiisequîently ils state-
ients have the imusty flavor of historical

facis instead of tli interest attaching to
more modern stat.istics,

PRINTERS' P1UCES AND PRISON
LABOR.

A gentleman wlio has lad imucli dealing
witl printers and stationers for the last
twetyiil years, and is coisequently in. a
position to kn11ow wliereof he speaks, re-
contly remnarked that lie was at a loss to
uiderstand how printers could pay for
tIeir. pipeor, iiik, etc., and leave a mar-
gin for profit after anuy allowance for labor.
The prices at whicli printing is doue have
fallen to a very low ebb indeed, and tle
tendeccy is still downîward; and it is not
dificuilt to see wliere it is going to end.
Where a printer supplies Vhe printed article
at the prico of tle blank paper, and is not
iu a position to avail hilimself of cash dis-
couts, it is evident, as a conîtempnlorary eh-
serves, that somte one muist eventually pay
tlie bill. Even "living upon the Iowest
fare and sleepiiig unider the press at iighit,"
as a facetious editor and printer puis IL, is
not proof against disaster in suchL a case.
And yet t iVis nl coinmon thing for com-
mercial houses to seuil across the border
for thoir supplies. A prom1inuent liouse on

. James street recently sent to a city
stationeory house for a price for a round
qitilitfity of' printed cieap White enivelopes,
and was told they could be (oile for $2 cir

$ i50 per thousand. The figure oflered li
New York was $1.60; but the dity of 30
per cent. brouglt It up to $2.0S. A new
houIse in the trado, licaring of the inatter,
saw a1 point, and offered to supply the
goods at a sliglit cut off the Amnerican
price, and took tle order. The envelopes
wvere bouglt at a large discount for cash,
whici left tlien about 50 por cenît. for
printinug. On1e of the largest liouses in (lie
trade lias just put in new and improved
envelope machines, and there is couse-
quontly 8011 0 prospect. of eivelopes boing

sold even lower than ever. Tie figures at
whichi note and letter-papelr are furnislhed
-that is, the cheaper qualities-are little
less stLrtliiig llian the prices of the en-
velopes.

Llabor-savig nimaciiiiery, with econoni-
cal bands and casl, olable thoir possessors
to compete aîdvantageuSly with Ainerican
prices, except lerali(ps in specialties. But
it is lillicult to accouit for the low rate, 50
cents per t1o1sand, at which ILa company
was recently canvassed for their supply of
coupon tickets, sonie of themn containing 110
less than ten coupons. The comîparatively
smiall quantity of these tickets usel, ron-
ders it problematical how labor' and(1 the in-
torest on the necessary outfit, with wear
and tear, cuuld be recouptlcd at sucli a
price. 'Tlie rato charged for these by
Canadian piiniters ranges froim 00 cents to
$1 per thlousand, tle latter figure yielding
mierely a fair profit. ut printiiig oflices
have dotibtless their " lading lines." as
well as dry goods houses. Tihe duîty on
the Boston priiter's price brings the cost
u1p to 05 cents.

l'isoN LAmBOl ANI) 0THEiR CoMPToN.
Printers in this Province, especially in

Montreal, are liandicapped by the ei-
ploymient of reforiiiatory or prison work, in
oflices established for the purpose, but
there is sine relison to expect that the
next session of the Legislature will wit-
ness tlie elimination of this uinfair comn-
petition with honest labor. There is no
place onî the continent wliere skilled
printers-compositors, pressinen and book-
binders-are paid so poorly as in Montreail
and Quebec, and it is cliefly owing to the
existence of this crying cvil in ouir iiidst.
There is no more intelligent class of work-
mn in the country tian the printers and
biiiders, and it would be a graceflul act on
the part of the powers that be-or are to
ie-to free thei froin such degrading

comupetition. There are other and more
appropriate occupations to which the in-
inates of reformnatory prisons could be put-
and the eideavors of the Governiieiint to
Open up now tracts of land to colonization
and seutlement alford a suitable solution
of tle dilliculty. Tihe youing prisoneis
wvonhl grow up stronger and botter men,
.servo a doubly usefil purpose, and learni
lin occupation where competition is a bone-
lit instead of an evil. There are iuindreds
of thousands of acres and large fertile areas
in this Province, nucli nearer to markets
than districts whiclh, w'ithiin a few years,
have been made to yield the finest wheat
and cattle in hie world, all waiting but the
labor of man, intelligently directed, to reni-
der thîei of great, value to the country-
certainly of more advantage thnli is de-
rived froin the petty jobs of printing and
biiding, whicli takle so mucli bread froml
the inoutlis of-tle familes of the honîest
and hîrd-working journe'inan printer
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who is lot only cômpelled to witness the
evil, but indirectly to contribute as a tax-
payer, towards its maintenance. These in-
stitutions, it is well-known, are favored
with entire inniumty froi taxation.

The city of Kigton suffered long from
a somewhat similar state of things, but the
citizenls at lengtlh asserted their rights and
obtained tlem-and they had no two
llouses of 1alriament, as we have, to legis-
late for themn. If the representatives of
the People possess the proper spirit of
patriotismn, if they vish to nake tlhe Prov-
ince o Quebec keep pace wiitl lie pregress
and growth of the sister Province of Ontario,
if they would make friends and supporters
of a large and intelligent class of citizens,
aid t'of te lundreds Of families wlo derive
thieir support freoin thme printiug cfIices and
bindories et our larg r cities, it' they would
keep) eun yeuung mn frein clliiirati]g. te
the Unitod States tlreuh ie rvant to
emiloyment or adequate wages at home-
if they vould acconplish ail tlis-let theîn
relieve tle country from the unwise, Ie
unfair coupetition Of prison labor, and tli
work is half done. No governuinent Can
afford to neglect the printer. Probably
hIalf the newspapers on thle continent of
America were founded by mon vho at
some period Of thoir lives served at
tlhe "case," in what is by comnon co1-
sent regarded as the "Poor boys' colleg "e."

THE LOCK-OUT IN H1AVANA.

Recent advices froin Havana show that
the couflict betweoen the great eigar •kiug

factories Of that city and their operat.ives
still continues with unabated rancur. and
that in consequence the cigar market con-
tinues in a very feverislh and unsettled state.
This conflict and the strikes and lock-outs
arising froi it have continued vitlh inte--
missions of coiparativoly short dura'iOn
silce last July a , in spiteo ot the vigorous
action oft'i thmo ammfaturer-s, theo disagree-
ment shows but little prospect of beilg
definitely settled until One Of the twe con-
flicting interests is exhausted.

Whether the systein of trades unions
bas penetrated into Cuba or not is uncer-
tain but the leaders Of tlie cigar niakers
cvidently thoroughly understand the tac-
tics usually enployed by such 01nization-
for the furthorance of their endo, as tiey
have eumployed the usual method of Order-
ing strikes in two factories at a time oIly,
thus secuTing the support of the striking
operatives from the contributions of those
still working. ln order to meet this skill-
fuI mnethod Of attack and to prevent the
bands of one or two factories strikin«"
separately, the maanufact.turers have ft ed
a protective comnbimation by wilclm hey e
bind themselves under heavy penalties to
Order a general lock-out so soon as a strike
is PreCIRiMed in any eue factory. ý la filet d

ve are informned that a lock-out is ordored
if even a demand for an increase of wages
is umade, but this may be charitably sup-
posed to be an exageration. By' these
severe mensures they hope 'to crush out
the strike but owing to the insular josition
and peculiar surroundings of Cuba it is
alm0st imlpossible to obtain labor te take
the place of the strikers and consequently
il is asso ted that the ianufacturers will
be comupelled in the long run o ialhe
soie concessions in the matter of wages'

Vlich will have the efflect of increasing
the price of their products. At present
every factory is closed and there is no
imnmediate prospect of their being re-
opened,

Uder these circumastances thle manrket
is naturally disturbed and a tendency le-

~mrshiglier priea is apharenmt hl aIl1
lnes, in faet in somlle brands an advance
lias alroady beenl paid. ,)rIluf.,ctul.ers
have lrge orders o11 band which under
flie present circumstances are difficult to
fioaltlîugh they have taken advantage of
every intermission in the strike to mianu-
facture as largely as possible. Stocks
consequently though pretty full are now
raPidlY da ding and there is no doubt
bitn tbat, unîess somne agreenient be soon
arnived at, considerable difliculty will
slertly b felt in obtainiug certain favor-
ite Unes. The Havana cigar trade is not
ike some othors; there is no invisible
supply to come upon the market, as ile
inaunfacturers do not carry large stocks
b at lte principally te fill orders, and
consequently a subdued current of unesi-
ness is apparent aiong thmose bouses wlho
mnalie tlic iiperting ert'Ihese goods their
specialty.

Owing to the abse1nce of full and reliable
data it is impossible to give any just
account of ths grievances which may be
sipposed to exist on eithier side, but it
seems Ovident that both contesting parties
have flung thelinselves ito the conilict
Vitl' ail tle fervor and iimpetuesity of

their southera nature and that conse-
quently the fight lhas assumed a more
rancorous and bitter aspect than 1s usual
amoing flic business comimunities of more
northera cities. Whethier 'violence will
result when the strain becomes more
soriously felt is as yet uncertamu, but the
liery exciteable nature of the Cuban popu-
lation is Well known and therefore unless
Somle agreement of a conciliatory nature
bd arived nt, il is eobable tiat serious
listurbances wvilt tenîd tei still further coin-
plicate iatters.

tlem to dancing men. SquarO cuflf are
Most called for, and all new lines are made
for links, solitaires >emng no longer fash-
ionable. In ladies' collars thle saine stylesprevail, but in order to avoid a înascuîiîl
appearance mnany lines are bOautifullly
eibroidered withî the Bonnaz stitch in red
or bilue, or adorned witl snmall flowers and
sprigs in bine and tinsel.

1n flannel shirts a great revival in the
denand for gaily emnhroidered sirts is
noticeable, the outcomne doubtless of the
increasing trade of the fan North west, andse far as ean be judged the emnbroidered
flannel shirt seemus fully able to hold its
own against its powerful competitor, theknitted top-shirt. in tlese last, emîbroid-
ery is absolu tely necessary, and now that
machine embroidery is done in this city at
$1 per dozen, holders of plain shirts would
do whelI thave tioir stocks put in sale-
able shape. In plain fiannels pleated
shirts appear to sell best, the newest linos

nving thîe bosom pleated horizontally in
hieldl frm and crossed by a plain band.
Vertical pleats have aIso taken wvell andcorded Unes are fairly called for. There is
a narked improveinent in the make and

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tively neglected. In all styles, whether
ladies or gentlemen, the sam tendency
towards briglter colors is distinctly visi-
le, and so far as coloring goes the present

season will ble a guy and brilliant one. In
patt.erns, litripes, wIlether vertical or hori-
zontal, are alimrost universal, and are the
leading style,spots and Iolka dots are next
in the race for 1opular favor, while mono-
chrome fines iare conparatively neglected.
liIn make-up, kinots are decidedly preferred.
The pullfd styles ruling hist year arc en-
tirely neglected, and althoiglh plate ties
enjoy a certain degree of popularity, it 1
principally in dark colors or black for the
older class of custoners. In fasllionable
styles, Le kinotted simpe in brighlt striped
silks in decidedly the necekti of the day.

DUTY OF EMPLOYES.

,Th1e old adage that 'lie master's eye
makls the horse thrivo " is capable of
wide application. Nore especially does
i t apply to Lthe circimmstances of miiiniu fac-
turers iployinig imiii uchi labor. Nnich of' the
trouble arising hotween niaster and work-
manl is cauised by te too general neglect
of tlieir duty by <'ployes wien, asm is

often unavoidably tlie case, the o o if the
employer is absent. There is little use in
argiuing tat tiche em1ploye wloc will lot
perform faitlifuil service except iinder the
oye Of the iaister is not fift for th1e position,
for it is t to feared that, t.he neglect is too
general for individual treatmnt. A nid
this is .lh cse not oiily whcre work is
dono1) "by lie piece," but als wheln iwages
are paid by the (ay3' or week, 'T'hie case of
Sharp) & Nackinnon, reforreil to it soine
lonîgtLI last weekz, il ipropos: MuINl ich cf t ie
Lrouble of the un fortuna te firmn was due to
the want of econmyî3' in preiaring the
materials; the waste was excessive, and
pieces and scraps of leather wliich are
carefully itilized by the best houses in the
trade vore allowed to acciumlulate to an
extLraorinary degree. A foremnan or w'ork-
muan regardful of ils employer's interest
would not have allowed such aî condition of
things ; lie wvould rather be tlie morc care-
fui wher his employer was One not fully
acquainted wit.h the details of the mnanui-
facture;as is frequenitly the case. These
pieopfle are now« proliably out of employ-
ment, und doubtless do not for a moment
consider thtîîî they contributecd li any de-
grec to the oownfall of their employer.

Th prosperity of aIl establishinients de-
pends more or lcss ipon tlie faithfLu per-
formnance of their duties by those cu-
ployed t.horoin, and if follows tlit the
abilit.y to pay wages and givo permanent
emu plen'iu ut, is mno less depuenudent uipon
faithful servico. There is no dispuîting tlie
fiact thit the interest of ant employer in the
wolfare of lis hands is generally more con-
sideorate and kind tliiin tlint, wiliich he gets

in return. There are few manufacturers
or employers of fabor hoi will hesitate to
grant leave of absence or holidays to their
workpeople, or avail tlimselves of the
cheapest labor or service in the market to
the disadvantage of an old enployee; but
should the manufacturer i ]is turn be so
situated as to require some extra help on
occasion, lie will fini] it diflicult, if not lim-

possible, to obtain it without e dra pay,
wtilever the circuistances may bc. There
is too little "give and take " in the mat-
ter. The general willingness of eniployers
to batter the position of their hands, is met
chiefly by the obstacle-want of faitlful
and diligent work. Many unreasoning
ones among the latter, especially among
femnale workers, wien emnployed on time,
will endeavor as a rule to lengthen out
thîeir w'ork througi faar that too great
diligence would deprive them of regular
eiployinent. Iln writing thus, we (o not
ignore the existence here and there of
faithful, diligent worknen, but it is almost
invariably fouiîl aimong those wliose modes
of education have enabled them to give in-
telligent consideration to the subject. It
is largely to the want of genuine effort on
the part of workpeople that are due the
prevailing low rates of wages, the endeavor
to emlploy labor.savinîg machinery and the
ntilizing of yoinger and less expensive
substitutes where this is possible.

Let emuployes in our factories and other
establishments but recognize the fact that
thoir intercsts le inseparably bond up
witL tliose of tlieir eiiiployer, that lis ability
to pay higler wages daîepis upon the fidol-
ity and diligence wvitli which they perform
their diLes in the workrîoom, that the less
waste-the botter the work and the more
of it done-the mwore profitable will the
business prove to be and there wih he less
failures in business, less want in the family
of the workinan, less likelihood of any ad-
vance in the price of necessities, and less
prospect of irregular emuployment. The
manufacturer who is favored with such
fidelity and aconomy in his workpeople is
given ne little aIvaitage over his con-
potitors in trade, and he would not h a
true business main if those who assisted
him to obtain such advantages did not
also reap sone benefit therefrom by shar-
ing in the increased profits of the business.

AT HOME AND ABROAD.

Since our article last week, a dopfession
hias set in in the price of silver, from which
IL is probable that the-belief tliat the ma-
jority Of the Royal commission were in
fav'or of bi-muetallismu lias undergone some
change. Silver which was 47 1-10d at Iast
writing, is now 46id, and la in a weak con-
dition. That this decline lias not been the
result of shipnents froin Amnerica, is
proved by the falct that the moveient on
this side lins beau nusually smnall, Only a

trifling difference appearing between the
exports and imports, so tlat the causes of
the past rise and the present decline must
clearly b looked for in London.

In the States, the money market is re-
ported in a stringent condition. Banks,
indeed, for somfe time past, have not been
liberal lenders on call, .for although they
are certainly in a better condition so fer as
reserve fnids are concerned, the demands
upon them for time loans and discounts
have absoi bed all the money they are will-
ing to put out. The statement for last
week exhibited a loss of $1,062,250 in sur-
plus reserve, an item which now stands at
under nine million dollars, against over
twenty-six millions at this period last
year. The interior movement is, however,
against the banking centres, more currency
boing required there tban is returned, and
consequently increased stringency is like-
ly, especially so far as stock loans are con-
cernied, though good mercantile borrowers,
with acceptable collateral, will not find
much difliculty in securing their require-
ments at reasonable rates.

In the local money market no specific
change is apparent. A full supply of funds
is oflèred with only a moderate demand
existing, and consequently a quiet and
easy condition of affairs is apparent. Call
loans have ruIled t 4½ per cent., and con-
niercial paper at 6 to 7 per cent. Il Lon-
(hon the street rate is cabled higher at
3 per cent., with the bank rate at 4 per
cent. The local stock market bas been ir-
regular, but no large decline or rise can be
reported, and -values are much the samle
as last week. City Passenger still retains
ils abnormal iheighît on the strengthl of a
rumored largely increased dividend next
year, but even if these reports be correct,
and ia twelve per cent. dividend be paid, it
is diflicul, to see why it should rule at 10
points higler than Baiik of Montreal,
which pays thirteen.

Mercantile reports from the States record
slightly less activity in the movement of
general merchandise, except in Chicago,
where thero bas been an increased volume
of sales. The Eastern centres have suffer-
ed most from restricted trading and the
decline in the number of mail orders re-
coived, and the absence of country pur-
chasers has been very noticeable. Prices,
however, are wvell sustained, particularly
in heavy weiglt woollens, but prints show
a slight fall owving to inereansed stocks. The
iron industry shows gratifying activity,
and steel rail manufacturers have been
able to advaince the price $1 per ton.

Latest reports of the tobacco crop indi-
cte that the crop of Western leaf will ag-
gregate 235,000 liogsheads, against 250,000
hogsheads in 1885; that there bas been a
decline in the year of about 30 per cent. in
the brigit Virginia and North Carolina
leaf, and of -about_ 16,000,000 pounda, or
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nearly 1 per cent., in the seed leaf crop,
mainly througli te falling off iii Wiscon-
sin, againsft the output of last year.

Nilmine, Bodman & Co., of Chicago,
whose reports on the wheat situation are
usually reliable, state that: "The situation
generally shows saime improvement, but
the quotations for the week patst sliov that
the most rampant bull muet admit the
emptiness of the phantoni ha lias beeu pur-
suiig. Meantime, outside inflnences have
not materially chang-d. We are still
wearily treading in the saine old half
bushel of uncertainty and duubt as to whîen
the better prices will reach us. Were it
not for the comforting old adage that 'it is
always darkest just before fle dawn,' we
might consider that there is ample time ta
take a good nap before the cargo of' better
prices' l sighted. -Still, operators in whose
judgment wve have confidence, have siifted
fromn the beur side of the deal, and tell us
that when ive once get out o this rat it
will be in the direction of botter values
that conditions as a whole are not as they
wvere last year, and that while we cannot
look for any old time 5c-at-a-jump business
yet purchases at the present tinie should
not be regarded as hazardous. We hope
tlat they are riglht, but we muet admit ta
a lack of enthusiasn as yet."

Still, the latest cables exhibit reniewed
and additional strength, and the whole
tour of the advices is stronger. Wheat has
advanced 3d ta 6d per quarter; cargoes, off
coast, are strong and on passage dearer,
and the country markets are all stiffer in
prices.

TEA GOWNS.
Now that fashion his decreed that the

loose and confortable tea gown may be
worn at informal dinners and on other
occasions when costume w«as formerly re-
quired, their popularity lias received a
remarkable impetus, and this year it
seoms as if they would be more worn tlian
in any previous season. This dress lias
only recently become popular in Canada,
but judging fron the display of teagowns in
the establishments of the leading drues-
making tirns it is evident that the de-
mand for them is expected to be a large
one. The sample gowns from Paris are
now on view and are certainly pretty and
beconing enough ta justify their stoadily
increasing popularity.

There seems ta beno limit ta the briglit-
ness of color or ricliness of fabric that can
be used for this purpose. One Parisian
sample is of pink-red plush, vith a jacket
basque baving largo buttons at the side
and to mark the waist, the back being long-
waisted with heavy gathere. The whole
of the front is a drapery of the new
Aquitaine-point lace cauglit her and there
with loops and bows of ribbon and arranged
over a silk of lighter tone. Another sample
wasof dark green satin having the edge
of the pointed bodice outlined with cord.
The front was pink but showed liandsome
galloons of green beads while puffings (of
pink appeaxrd round the" edges of tho

basque. Another of petunia plush had a
front of lighît peacli silk covered with black n
lace curving in tiny plaits fromin the waist. t
One very stylish and expensive gown was t
of a gold and white, Venetian patternedI
brocade and had a heavy Wattean plait s0 
aranged tht it couid be droppei ta the waist
if desired and there added ta the diapery,
the bodice being complete w«ithout it. The
fullness of the front drapery was naniagel
sa as to leave the costly material uncut,
the bodice and skirt being in one.

Sa mnuicli for the more expensive ines.
In les costly gons a light blue cashmere
attracted considerable attention. It was
triimeid plainly with a collar of black
velvet and mi tred straps to keep the full-
ness in place, back and front. The sleeves
had a deep puff ta the elbow, the rest
being covered with velvet. One slightly
more expensive was made in figured nunu's
veiling, in porcelain blue on cream, and
was very pretty and becoming. The gown
opened in front over a sot porcelain silk ;
ut the back, a Watteau plait extended
fromt the ruff, forming ailso the revers in
front, and the fllness at the Naist was
gathered beneath an antique metal chain.
Some of tiese tea gowns now closely re-
semble an ordinary costume and possibly
the tendency will be in that direction.
For instance a gown in golden brown terry
ottoman could hardly be distinguisled
fron a demi-costume and fitted the figure
as closely as any ordinary dress. In this
eise the front breadth was of velvet.

Leading houses are now showing beauti-
ful lines of richly colored velvets, and the
most elegant toilets shown are made wholly
of plain rich velvet in wine, deep blue,
olive, bronze, myrtle, bisliop's purple, rose-
wood or nutbrown shades. Striped velvets
are also shown largely but thiese will not
recommend themselves ta the econonical
buyer, as, though tley are certainly more
novel and effective, tley show wear far
sooner than the plain inaterial. For mil-
linery purposes, velvets and velveteeis
spotted w«ith silk in contrasting slades
have taken remarkably wvell and many
pieces of plain velvet have been spotted in
this city ta supply the demand. Velvet,
will b much used all round both for entire
costumes, basques, and foric the fancy cor-
sages and vests whici bid fair ta be so
popular this seasmn.

Among very expensive fabries shown for
the wealthy trade. are pale amber satins
brocaded with scarlet pomnegranate blos-
soms and pale green folirge. Another
costly satin is of the new Russian red
embossed with mignonettes in delicate
shades of olive, pale brown and yellow, and
heavy 'white watered silk fabrics sliowiig-
stripes of velvet or satin and brocaded with
trailing sprays of gold roses and buls are
also show«n for expensive dresses of cere-
mony.

A long course of breeding
for this purpose has causcl the Anerican hog
ta grow fat mainly and ta neglect the growth
of bristles. The European- hog on the con-
trary, or more particularly the Gernan and
Ruissinu hog, is not confined in a pen and fed
for 'fatness, but Cither roas round througlh
the streets of the villages, seeking .what ho
can devour, or in large droves througli ic
fields and forests, feeding on uts and roots
under the cure of swincherds. The Gerian
Polish, and ustîmsian log lias tihus plenty of ex
ercise and is thin and muscular. These hogs
arc aimost entirely without fat, and are not
killel wien young as iere.
