HOME REUNION NOTES.

—

Tur BisLE.

Mr. Spurgeon is reported to have said at
tho moeting of the British and Foreign Bible

Scoiety:—

¢ Thero is nobody here that loves thadivisions
of Christendom. Wo would ull end them if we
could. How to do it I cannot toll. Uity I
love, but atlempts at unity always create fresh
divisions, All the echomes I have ever seen
have beer but partly sucoessfnol. Wben we
shall all come to the Word of God, and each
man chall eay, “There, I retraot everylhing I
bave said if it is not in accordance with that
Book; I will come down to the strict Word
of Christ and walk in the spirit of it to th> ut:
most of my ability,”—then shall we all come
together.’

How heartily do wa all echo this desire, and
yot how far aro we from the attainment of
it! TFor just as the great Sscrameni of Love,
whioh should be the means of binding together,
all Christisns in one Body, has becomo one
of the groatest causcs of division, so the Bible,
which we all accept as the ultimate appoal—
tho final law—is at present made the csuse and
jostification of every division,

It is clesr, therefore, that something is want:
ing, some suthority to tell us the true inter-
protation of the Word of God ; for as soon as
privale intorpretation is allowed to eome in,
the floodgates of division are opened for all
timo, and the good iuflaence in a common belief
in Holy Soripture as tho Word of God is im-
meodiately noutralised.

Oao of the errors into which the Reformers
foll was to claim for ithomselves the exclusive
right of an appeal to Holy Scripture, as if all
Chbristians had not from tho very first nccepted
that appesl. We must nover forgot that when
our Lord dwolt on oarth, the Holy Soriptures
wore the Otd Testament Scriptures, and to Him
and to His Apostles they were ¢ the Word of
God.! OQur Lord, by quotations from them,
silences Salan himsolf, and tho Sadducoes and
iho Pbarisees, and His discourses are full of
references to the Old Testament Scriptures,
From this, iwo important inferences are to be
drawn :—(1) That whatever the limits of what
is called the ‘ higher criticiem’ should be, they
canpot assail what Ho has attested in regard to
the Ol Testament; (2) that the Scriptares,
thus authoritatively accepted and interpreted,
go completely siienced the gainsayers that they
never attempled to bring any privalo inter-
protation of their own against tais testimony.

Further, this appeal to the Word of Gad was
continued by tho Apostles and other writers of
the Now Testament; the Now Testameont, not
only in the Gozpel narratives but in the Epis-
1los, is full of referonces and quotations fiom
the Old. This refcrence to Holy Suripture as
the final sppesl was slways ncknowledged by
the great defendors of the fuith, Asthe Arch-
bishop of York puts it in his great speech at the
moeling above alluded to:—

¢ When Athanssius is vindicating against

Arius the Divine character of onr Lord, it is
notable that he does not appeal to the traditions
‘or the like; he appeals, texi by text; to the
blessed Word of God. When Thomas Aquinas,
in the days of the great new literature then
reviving, has to grapple with the mighty task
of putting in its proper place that new liters-
ture, he again appeals constantly to the final
law and word—the Divine Book. He as olearly
acknowledges Holy Writ as the authority as
any one of us present in this hall could do.’

And so to the present day the Roman
Catbolic controversialist will appeal against
the Protestant to the Holy Soriptures, which,
especially in the toaching about the Holy
Bucharist, in its literal interpretation would
apparently vindicate the Catholio rather than
the Protestant teaching on the Sacraments.

Again, the Reformers, from their z2al to
utilize printing for the dissemiration of trans-
lations of the Bible in the vmlgar torgue,
ignored the fact that such had been the
Church’s mode of proceeding from the begin
ning : there wore from the first the translations
of the Old Testament into the Greek language
~—overruled, I think, by God Himself as one ot
the meacs for the conversion of the heathen.
Then there were Syriac and Greek versivns of
the Now Tostawant, and Jerome's translation
of tho whole Bible into Latin, called the Val.
gate becaunse writlen in the then volgar tongue.
And there was no mission to the heathsz in
older timoa in which some MSS. of the Gospel
did not form an importunt pact of their equip-
ment.

The Roman Churoh is blamed for not having
at the Reformation pat iteelf at the head of the
movement for the dissemination of the Scrip-
tures in the vulgar tongue; to have done so
would have been in strict accordance with
Catholio traditions, but it was a critical Lime,.
The corruptions of the Church had to be dealt
with ; the Reformers weore vory naturally im-
patient ; the putting forth of a perfestly fair
and true traaslation at such & period of bitter
controversy was almost an impoesibility, and
yet great ovils most and did arise from the
rapid dissemination of suy version not dunly
authorised, beoanse it comld nct be carcfully
considered.

There is therefore nothing in history against
the Bible being the rallying-point of all, because
it has been accepied by all, or as the Arch.
bishop put it, ‘ The Bible is our authority . . .
tho suthority of every one who in the name of
God preaches Christ's Gospol day after day.

The great crux is, Who is to interprotit?
Christ interproted it so that nove could gainsay
or resist it, Tho Apostles interpreted it, and as
the whole undivided Church has accepted their
teaching as canonical, none oan gainsay or
resict it, And in the same way we bolieve
that Christ has given power to His Church
at all time to interpret it even as Ho and His
Apostles did. We all accept this interpretation
8o far as the Apostles’ and Nicone Creeds
go, whioh have pot only been passed by sue-
occseive (10 umenical Counoils, but have received
tho genoral assent of Christendom from all
times,

Many are esgerly asking for suoh authorita.
tive teaching in reference to the ¢ highor oriti-
oism’ of the Bible, telling us how much we are
to receive, how much of it we are to rejoot.
And & chance of fresh divisions on the Bible
question is appsrent, for much danger io the
weaker members is caused by our professed
frionds on either side of this conroversy. The
Bible is the Word of God, and as far as the Oid
Testament is voncerned it has been attested to
bo such by our blessed Iord Himself, This
surely must be a warning against the advanced
oriticism ‘ spproaching’ too near the barning
bueh,” a8 the Rev. J McNuill cantioned in his
speech at the B.ble Society mecting, Bat there
are dangors slso from other friecds, who would
teach that every word of our originsl and every

word of the translation is actually infallible and

inspired, and therefore that oriticism can do us
no good. .
=But the Archbishop wisely says:—

¢It would be rash for anybodyin my pnsition
not to speak gratefully of all that has been done
by enlightened oriticism of tho New Testament,
But it does not necessarily weaken our faith in
Seriptare: quite the contrary. It gives us a
reason now for what we have all along believed,
that in receiving the history of Christ, His
Desth and Resurrection, and all He has told us
of the power of that Death and Resurreotion,
we feel that we are on stronger ground ; that
the historical facts are as good, and better than
any other historical faot; and that we may
open our Bible with & believing eye and mind,
and love it, and trust it, and live upon it.’

And the two modes of oriticiam are well
described :—

"tThe fact of the mafter is that we, from our
point of view, begin from the centre and go
outwards, while [adverse] oriticism begius
from the periphery and works inwards, with
the hope sometimes of destroying the centre
iteelf, which is the supernetaral,’

I gather from all this that the authoritative
interpretation of Soripture must not be so given
as to shut up 8 reverent criticism of our version
of the Bible, or in snch a way as to ohoeck
individual interpretation of God's Word for the
comfort of individual souls. All in this par-
ticular that we have to ask in the name of
Unity is that suoh individaal interpretations
may not be forced on others as if they had
received the consensus of Christendom.

And to those who ask for the authoritative
teaching of the Church, I would point out that
they ask what cannot be immediately obtained.
We bave it as regards the essential dootrines of
the Faith as embodied in the Creeds,  If fresh
and further definitions are demanded, they oan-
not come until either & Counoil of the undivided
Church can be summoncd together, or until
such a consensus of opinion oan be won from
all divided Christendom as will with one voice
give the teaching desired.

It is a question of ‘in your patience possess
yo your souls.’ The Church is not & human in-
stitation, and oan afford to wait. If we conld
only sgree not to enforce with authority what
the Chuorch has not defined a3 of faith, we
should have made one step towards making
our common acoeptance of Holy Seripture a
bond of Unity.

And to control those who are afraid of the
advanced oriticiem, I conclude with & beantiful
passage from the Arohbishop’s speech : —

It is no use blinking the matter—Will you

have a religion in which the supernatural is ro-
cognized, or s religion withont. the super-
patural ? Richard Reuter, the great German
soholar, eays: ‘I do not see how there can be
a revelation without the supernatural, for what
is revelation? 1t ia the voice of the super-
austural. A religion which thould be a Divine
revelation, and yet so conceal its divinity a3 to
have neither prophecy nor miracle, would be:.
religion almost impossible to conceive.’  The
supernatural, then, must always be, And when
wa turn to Christ Himself, the Centre and Core
of our Religion, it is not oriticism that must
givo us the evidence that we wantabont Him—
it i3 Christ Himself Who must give it. As
surely as whon He walked on the shores of
Galilee ; as surely as when Ho spoke to men,
and by His speech convinoed thom and made
them love Him, so surely will he convince us
who walk abomt in this busy nineteenth cen-
tury, and lesd us, and win us, and govern our
consciences, if we give onrselves to Him. .
Exporiences have come down to us from afar,

not on the strength of the historical argnment

that they were indeed what they were supposed

to be, but by the inward force by which they

first showed us Christ and then led us captives.

never & love like this Love; never such & Life

was seen on earth before, Never did the dream.

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of post, never did the instinct of hera-worship
jmagine such & Being with such wisdom on
His lips, such love in His heart, such a char-
aoter~g0 balanced and complete, with claims
so outspoken aud 80 lofty joined to so profound
homility, and so great & kindness towards the
gainesyer.'

Would that all who so earnestly applanded
these words would sink minor differences, and
sllow their common acceptance of the Word of
God to be a true source of unity, and thug
falfil Mr, Spurgeon's seoret hope.—Ear! Nelson
in Church Bells.

WORDS OF WISDOM.

The Venorable Archdeacon Molville Scott,
in his late charge delivered to the clergy of
Lichfield, Wolverhampton and Stafford, Eng,,
gpoke words well worthy of general considera-
tion, We quote his concluding remavks :

“T1t only remsins for me, in conclasion, to
enumerate what appear to me to bs some main

lines of general duty and wisdom for us at the
present time,

1, Lot us realise our Divine our Catholic
position, We claim to be historioally one with
the Church of the earliest days ; ons with that
Chureh in order, in worship, and, above all, in
truth, We are ‘not of men, neither through
man, but through Jesus Christ.” The State did
not create us, nor do we depend npon the State.
‘We were created as a Church by God Himself,
and upon God Himself do we depend. Wo aro
not the feeble ivy olinging round the oak-iree
of the State, though we hononr the Christian
State of England with all our sounls. But we
bhsve an existence ard a being of cur own,
which the State did not give and which the
State could under no circumstances take awsy.
And Jet us reslise, I say, this our Divine posi-
tion as & part of the Catholic Church of God.

2, In this our position let us be very humble
and very Christ like. ‘God resisteth the proud,
bat giveth grace unto the humb'e.’ *The Lord
lifteth up the meek.’ Lot the power which v e
geek for our Church be Christ like power—the
power to be holy, the power to be loving, the
power to be useful. Letus be kird and humble,
though firm, in every direotion. ILst us seek
the power of lowly, loving, spiritual reality.
Lst our Church be not a proud, human thing,
but an unbosstful, gentle, tolerant, considerate,
patient, Divine thing. Let us live to do Christ's
work, {0 be the training-place of human sonls
for Paradire and for Heaven, to undo the work
of sin and of the devil, to roll back the fearful
curse which thete have brought upon mankind,
and to biing in the full flocd oi that blessing
which Cbrist has purchased for mankird in a
very ocesn,

3. Let us be filled with that fullness of the
epirit of life which in our Divine position be.
comes us,” If wo are indeed & part of Christ’s
true Church, let us be filled with the spirit of
Christ; I eaid so last year, I will eay 8o next
year (if I am erared), and I gay it now. Let
prayer for the Hely Spirit in His inoreaced
power be one of our very highest objects, Our
Church can never fail then, Both God and
man will love and konor it. God Himeself will
defend it, and will (verrule any ard every
cbapge which comes to it for its real benefiy
apd strergthening snd purifying. Let the
Church in all cur parishes be a citadel of prayer
and intercession, and erpecially for the fuller
presence and indwelling of God's Spirit. Let
us got our people together for this employ in
.every way wo can. Let intercessiun rervices
.and intercession meetings abournd, and they will
not abourd in vain. Thus wo shall gain new
power of the true kind ; thus shall we see good
old fashioned pie'y inoreasing; and thus will
our Church become like heaven in the lump.

4. Let us become ever more full of that eff.c-
tive and spiritual work which our position s8 &

part of God's true Church so demands of us,
Let cur missionary character be never forgotten

for one moment ; our home missionary du'y
and our foreign missionary duty also. Let us
be more and more mindful of foreign mission—
ary duty, for upon that Christ's presence with.
us &t home is largely oconditional. Let us put
our very heart into foreign missionary work,
which never since the Apostles’ days was so
interesting as now. Very admirable is the
example, which is being set us by one very
energetic deanery in this archideaconry—the
deanery of Rugeley. Lsast year, and again this
year, they have a missionary week which
touches every parigh in the deansry, this year
without one exception, The object is not to
obtain money at the time, but to excite s piritual
and intelligent intorest by diffasing s.lid mis.
sionary ioformation. And the work of this
missionary effort is almost entirely done by the
united action of men within the deanery. 1tis
an excellent example of zeal and unity com-
bined. And while we remomber foreign mis-
siong, let us by no means forget our aggressive
home missionary work. How very imperfectly
bave we toucked the masses of our popalation
yet | QOur pastoral work groatly needs special
evangelising effort to quicken ils carnestness,
and to dxaw freeh souls beneath its inflaence.

And last of all I would say (5), Lot us be
ever aiming at a higher degree of that spirit of
unily which is one of the greatest marks and
evidences of a Churoch which is truly Divine.
In our own diccese we erjoy a most happy de-
gree of union ard peacefulness, and a growing
dogree of there, An atmosphere of gonerous
breadth and kindliness exists among us to &
great extent, and sounds of contention are won-
derfully silent. Bat a yet higher spirit of unity
might even among us be attained, and when we
iook through our whole Church with an chaer.
vant eye, or without one, we aaunot fail to de-
teot very dangerous divergences from that unity
of spirit which shonld mark & true spd living
branch of Christ's Church, Espeoially during
the past year hes 1this been too evident in the
pages of our newspsaper literature and elsowhere,
Ard the one great standard and rallying-place
for the highor unity whioh we seek must be, I
sm sure, firm and deep and enthusiastic loyalty
10 our grand Apglican position, which is Cuth-
olie, Protestant, and Evangelical, all in one,
Some quarter of a century ago I wrote these
words in my Prayer book: ‘ Thank God for
what is in this book ; and thank God for what
is mot in it." And I can say those words to-day
with all my heart. I love our Chureh’s utler.
ances, aod our Church’s silences too. I love
our Church’s courage and outspokenness, snd I
love our Church'’s most Soriptural earefulness
and caution; and I love that sufe, and sound,
and primitive, and Seripiural Anglican position
which the whole Prayer book, taken together,
does so eufficiently define, Here then, 1 think,
lies our hopefu) rallying place for ever higher
unity, viz., in enthusiastic and heartfelt loyalty
to our position in our English Church as re
formed, With this true Anglican loyalty in
ourselves, and with confidence in the existence
of the same in our brethren, I am sure that our
spirit of unity must grow, in spite of even a
large diversity of wmsthetio taste, and in spite of
alarge diversity of ritual observance. And so,
by God's mercy, may it be, even more and more
continnally. And then, as we grow on still
in love to the great traths and aims of Christ's
Groapel, a8 we grow on still in the possession of
Christ's spirit within us, a8 we grow on still in
porsonal intimacy, courtesy, friendship and
intercourse, and as we grow on still in mutual
considerateness, avoiding all needless causes of
pain and trial of spirit to our brethren, we shall
be learning more aod more the truth of the
Paalmist's words 1 * Behold how good and how
pleaeant a thing it is, brethren, to dwell together
in unity,’ And we shall find what in degree
we have already found, that ¢ the greatest thing

in the world ' is neither a high 1itual nor & low

ritual, bat that prinoiple and practice of Chris-
tian Jove which an inspired Apostle tells us is
greater even than Christian faith or Ohristian
hope.—Church Bells.

at King's Collego, was admitted to the Diacon-
ate. The candidates were presented by the
Rov. Canon Partridge, D.D., one of the Exam-
ining Chaplains, Tho sermon was preached
by the Ven. S. Weston-Jones, Arohdeacon of
P. E. Island, who delivered a woll weighed and
orthcdox discourse on the duiies and responsi-
bilities of the ministry, and a defence of tho
succession in the Chuorch of England.

DIOCESE OF FREDERICTON.

Furpinioron.—The anncal meefing of the
Womens' Aid Assooiation of the Diocese of
Frederioton took place in the Charch hall at

Frederioton, June 4'h, the President, Mrs.
Medley, in the chair, The proceadings were
opened by the Co-adjator Bishop Kingdon with
prayer. The minutes were read by ibe Secre-
tary, Mrs. Alfred Street, Aanusal reports were
then presented from thirtesn parishes : two in
Frederioton, thres in Woodstock, one in Barton,
Hampton, Hillsboro, Ludlow, Lower Ludlow,
Dosktown and the Girls’ Branch in S8t. John.
As Miss Murray, the Seoretary of St, Paul's
Branoh in St. John, was present, she was called
upon to read her own report, after which she
mude s short address pleading warmly for
union with the Woman's Auxilisry of the Dom-
eatio and Foreign Missionsry Society of the
Church of Bngland in Canada, She spoke ot
the formation of the Auxihary three years ago,
of the work accomplished by it, and of the last
Triennial meeting, at both which meetings she
was present,and said she stood before them as tho
had stood before St, Paul's Society two years
years ago pleading for the union of Parochial
srid Diovesan women's work in 8t. Panl's parish.
That union bad taken place; it bad not wjured
parochial work, They had been enabled to
give $200 to Mission work in the Diocese w hile
responding to & cull for §$1,000 for urgent par-
ochial peeds. Might not similar resalts follow
the union ot tho Diocesan Women's Aid with
the Women's Auxilisry, ¢ We ure rot divided.
All ono body we.” Wo are part of the Church
of Hogland in Cunada: cur own broad Canada,
washed by the Aulantic and Pacific oceaus.
The union might not be accomplished quickly.
In the United States they had waited ten years

for the Diocese of Chicago to join, their Women's
Auxiliary. Modifications might be needed on
the part of both. societies, but she trusted the
time would come when Canadian churchwomén
of Vancoaver would join those of Fredericton
and St, John, in interest, prayer and work for
the triple cause of Home, Domestic and Foreign
Missions, B shop Kiogdon thanked Miss Mar-
ray for coming up from 8t. John, and for her
address, He said that if modifications eoald be
made and the triple canse of Missions taken up
he would not objeot to union with the Women’s -
Auxiliary of Canada, but that as matters stood
now he must oppose it desidedly ; he knew the
needs of the Diocese, it was poorer than Algoma,
All our efforts wera needed for Home Misaions,

Canon Neales made an interestiog address on
the progress of Chureh work at Woodstock.

Two grants were then given from the Fred-
erioton Branoh: $50 to the Church at Barton,
in Canon Noales’ parish, and 825 to Rev. F,
Alexander for the Church at Maryland. The
officers of last year were re elected, and the
meeting closed with the doxology and the
Episoco pal benediction.

DIOCESE OF QUEBECG,

QueB2o —A very imypressive service, con-
duoted in Freach, was held on Sunday, the 1st
of June, in Trinity Cbhurch, Quebec. Twelve
oandidates (French COanadisvs) were admitted
into the Church, by the Lord Bishop of the
Diocese, by the Apostolio rite of laying on of
hands, This service was the first of the kind
which has ever been held in the ancient capi-
tal. There were present many Roman Catholics
who had never entered sny Protestant Church
before, and who were most favorably impressed,
as they witnessed the laying on of hands on the
heads of the candidates, apd hea'd these solemn
words repeated by the chief Pastor, ‘ Defend O
Lord this thy servant, &2.’'

French work, in cosneotion with our Churoh,
hae been but lately inaugarated in thie oity,
and already, the prospeots seem most encoarag-
ing. The pastor, the Rev. Li V. Lariviere, has
already sacceeded in gathering a goodly con-
gregation aroand him, wio are eager to hear
the Word of God, and who are also devout
admirers of our beautifal Liturgy, French
work is no lobger an utopian idea. It is an
undeniable fact, that many & Roman Catholio,
in this Province, bears with the greatest reluoct-
anoe the yoke which is laid upon him by his
own Charch, The ory of need has boen heard,
and this ory shonld be hesded at once, espeoi-
ally, by those who have iruly at hesrt both the
temporal snd spiritual welfare of our Province,
and of this Dominion. If seeing is believing,
we fear not to appeal to this test, Last fall
all the French Protestant ednoational instiia-
tions of this Province were overorowded with
pupils, Many in vain songht admiesion. The
Roman Catholica are more judicions than we
are in this respect. Rome never forgeis this
wige saying : ‘Wive us the children and the
fatare is ours.’ Isitn>tthen high fime that
the Protestants in this Province should waka
up, and bo inspirel with a little Jasuiticsl zesl,
enthusiaem and taot? Isit not high time that
greater efforts should bs made to bring to the
nght of the glorious Gospel of Christ, and into
the fold of oor Church, which is truly Catholic
and Apostolio, those who are groping in the
dark ? _ '

Qacebec i8 & very important centre. In the
city of Quebec is moalded, 80 to speak, the
destiny of this Province. The oity ot Qiebec
is the headquarters of Romsanism. And hers,
in this most importsnt centre, French work
should be earnesuy and vigorously carried on.

A MissioNARY JousNEY.—On Satardsy morn-
ing, May 31st,, a minister and the writer of this
acoonnt, started on a miegsionary journey in the
Diocese of Montreal, Leaving the Mission
about 10 a.m., & drive of six miles brought us
to our first stopping place, & largo village,
where we dined with the Ruaral Dean and ted
our horse. Then we started again; 24 miles
had to-be gone over before we siopped sgain.
The day wus very warm, and thick clouds of
rand and dust acoompanied us, much to onr dis-
comfort. The secenery was magnificent, high
mountaing, great woods with -biackened pine
stumps, riging among the delicate tints of Lrees
coming into leaf; and now and then, lovely
lakes reflecting the blue sky 2nd woods around.
We were tired from the hot sun &pd clouds of
dust, and as evening came on we were glad to
reach our destinauun, & large house on the
edge of a lovely lake, which was dotted with
islande. Here we met with a warm welcome,
as the writer was wellknown, and every honor
done to us. At an esrly hour on Trinity San-
day morning we sturted for the church, where
my friend was o officiste. We had & loog
delay there, as the country people set their
olooks by the sun, and were forty minutes be-
hind time, making it late before service was

- finished, a8 Holy Communion was celebrated.
‘We had dinner at a farm house abont thres
miles away, and then drove eight milesto a
gchool honse, where we found the people wait—
ing for us, Here two buptisms were performed
and Holy Communion celebrated. We had tea
in & house near the school house, and in the
evening drove a couple of miles, and siayed the
night with a-good old church womsan, Here
we were ‘almost devoured by mosquitos,

Next morning betors we left a child was
brought to be bapuz:d. Then we siarted for
the veritable back woods. Oanr way lay over
rough roads and through thick bnsh. Weroon
came to & small house, and tfound an Eoglish

woman, With two children to be baptizad, She P

was very glad to see & minister, 88 no 010 visita
“in that wild place. -After the buptiem we
went on our way again. The road now is a
mere cow track; very rough, through gloomy
woods, good hiding places for bears, Oa the
top of & steep rock we find & house, and call,
but fid only childrer at home, e give thom
some papers, and are off agsin, A few miles

farther on we stop at another house, bat fiading
only little children, give them some papers and
move on. Soon there is no track for a buggy;
80 we tie the horse in the bush and go oo foot
to a small house . almort hidden in the bush,
Here we wore gladly received by the man and
his wifa. Thero were nine small children, haif
naked, but healthy and bappy looking. They
gave us gome dinner, and then the man asked,
% Qan you christen, Mr.” My friend replied in
the +fi ‘mative, and the man said he wanted
two ohildren baptized, one was four years old,
the other ¢leven months, Aoccordingly thoy
were baptizid and the service explained to the
parents. There ia no school for any of these
families to attend. and no church near enough
to be reached. My friend is the only minister
who visits these people, though they are not in
bis mission ; this is no man’s land. The people
sre-very anxions to have a service that they
counld attend, but the way is not yet clear {o
gee how it can be dono, At all these places
there are large families, most of them baptized
by my friend, but baving no way of hearing
the Gospel or attending day school or Sanday
school. Again we start, followed by eagor en-
treaties to visit soon. Several miles bring us
to another house, whero we are gladly received
The Biblo is read and prayer offered up. One
boy here is 0ld enough for Coufirmation, Here
we were given a bag of osts for our horse, At
the next house we visit three children were
bapiizad last year, and the mother wishes to
be confirmed this year. After this visit wo
come 10 more open country, snd five miles
brings us to one of the churches where my
friend (fficintes, Near by wo have tea with a
parishioner, aud & five milo drive brings us to
the spot we siarted from on Saturday, well
tired with our 70 mile jyurney, but greatly
pleased with the resnits from it. We earnestly
hope and pray that a way may be made to at-
tend to the epiritusl wants of the pluces just
desoribed ; that these children wmade mombers
of Christ Church on earth may not drift away,
and be lost for want of a missionary to ace afier
them, for it is as necessary here as in the dark
places of Afrioa. M. H M.

Tn the time of EKlijah it was a small nomber
who did not bow the kneo to Basl, and in the
history f the Cbristian Churoh it was a small
bard of faithful martyrs who laid down their
lives for their distivotive prinoiples—the caunue
of Christ, He closed by expressing his appre-
oiation ¢f tho valuable work of Professcr Wil-
liams, and tho great assistance which he had
received from him during the past three years,
and predioted for the College a bappy futare.

SYNOD QF THE DIOCESE OF QUEBEC

The Triennial Meeting of the Symod of
Quebec was opened in the Cathedral City on
Wednoesday, the 14th June instant, It was
preceded by Matins and Holy Communion
without sermon in the Cathedrsl at 10 s.m.,
immediately after which took place the very
interesting coremony of laying the corner
stone of the new Cathedral Church Hall. This
is an important evont in the history of the
Cathedral parish, which has long needed, and
sufforcd ss a8 Parish from the lack of, such a
building. It has hitherto used for its Sunday
school apd for Parish gathorings the National
School House; but this besidos other incon
vonionces, was at some distance from the
Church, snd was not their'own. After much
deliboration, it was resolved to build the new
Churoch Hall on & corner of the Reotory ground,
the Doan, with some natural reluctance and
donbt as to the direction in whioh his duty Iay,
finally deciding to sacrifice his own comfort
and that of his sncoessors in the Rectory by
giving up & largo slice of the Rectory garden
for the Charch Hall: and here I may be per-
mitied to say, en parenthese, how thoroughly
Dean Norman hes won the confidence and love
of his Parish, and how warmly his unceasing
lsbors for the good of his important charge are
appreciated. Tue Church Hall is separated
from the Rectory by & very few yards only and
by a very fow more from the Cathedral. 1t will
be of inoa culable bencfit to the life of the Par-
ish, Beyond this it is projected to be & Church
Homo for the Diocese in general. The Bishop
is to have an (flisc in it ex gfficio without cost;
and the Synod it is expected wili hold all its
future gessions in the spacious and handsome

Hall which will be tho ohief feature of tha build-

ing. The ceromony of laying the corner stone
was overything that could be wished. The
stone was laid by Mrs. Rassall (wife of Dr,
Rassell), President of the Cathedral Ladies’
Guild to whioch the project owes s0 much. The
veligious service was conducted by the Bishop;
and Dean Norman made oue of those entirely
happy snd appropriate addresses which he
never fails to do on such ocaeansions,

This most auspicions ceremony over, the
mombers of the Synod wonud their way to the
old National School Hall, whore the Synod was
organizad, and immediately adjourned till 2:30
p.m., to allow the soratincers time to reprt
apon the validity of the Lay delegates’ certifi-
cates. The Synod resumod at half past two
punctnally, and & quornm being present, the
officers were olected, and the Bishop's address
followed immediately, Bishop William’s ad-
dresses are well known, (like everything that
oroceeds from him), for their practical good
songe and folicity of expression. He referrad
ficst to the losses sufferad by the Diocese in the
olergy removed by death and by emigration,
and to the various charges in other respeots in
the olerical staff. live deacons and throe
priests bad been ordained ; 961 persons con-
firmed, and six churches conseorated. Hespeot-
ing Lay help, the Bishopsaid, ¢ A Brotherhoad
of Lay Readers solacted from the students in
Divinity has beon formed and placed nandor the
guidance and control of the Rev. F. J. B, All.
natt, D D, Professor of Pastoral Theology iu
Bishop's College. And I would remind the
clergy, who may be in need of such assistance
as Liay readera can give, that all applications
for the servioces of one of the Brotherhool must
be mado to Professor Allnat, And in regard
to tho e Liay readers who are not members of
this Brotherhood, it would be convenient if
they were enrolled as members of the ‘Lay
Helpor's Assooiation.” Ihave given from time
to time licenses for Liay readors at the request
of some of the clergy. These liconses all expire
with the death, or removal of the incumbent
at whose instance they were -issued. But I
have no record of those no 4 actually in force.
The enrollment of Liay readers in the Assoocia.
tion of Lxy Holpers would remedy this defoct.
And before I passfrom thesubject I mus$ thank
those gontlemen who have, ofton ai{ great per-
sonal inconvenience, come to our assistance,
have come rather to the help of the Lord in
the diffionlty under which the Church in this
Diocese, where the population is 8o scattered,
aud where the olergy are 80 few, necossarily
inbours. Their services have been most valua.
ble, and I wish they could bs utilized to a still
greator extent. The"Bishop next referred in
grateful terms to the very important advance
made utder Provincial Synod legislation in the
matter of Divinity degrees. He &lso spoka
hopefully of the movement for the consolidation
of the entire Church in British North America
ander one organization and ono General Synod.
Reference was alio made to the late Lambath
Conferenco and its happy results, and in this
connection & letter was read from the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury proposing the gift of a
pulpit from the entire Anglisan Commanion as
a memorisl of that great Council, A deeply
interesting letter was also read by his Liordship
from the Bishop of Jerusalem, in which that
prelate furnished details of his work and ap.
pealed for aid, stating that his dowmestic Chap-
lain, the Rev, Mr. Dowling, who had spent 26
years in the Dioceze of Frederioton would visit
Canada in the summer of 1891 in theinterest of
Church work in Bible Liands, The Bishop thea
briefly alladed to the impnrtanc of some of the
motions on the Order paper, and concluded by
invoking God’s blessing upon the Synod, and
the Gnidance of the Holy Spirit in its delibera-
tions, '

The officers of the Bynod were then all ro-
clected sod the Synod proceeded to business.

It will, I think, make the work done by the
Synod more intelligible if I arrange it under
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various heads, First will come naturally the
aotusl legislation, Two important Canons were
enaoted, The firat provides a simple process
for the dividing of purishes, firat where all par.
ties are agreed, and next when there is opposi-
tion to the division, The couri for the fina)
decisidn of the matter is composed of two cler.
gymsn and two laymen, one of each appojnted
by tbe Bishop and the other by the party op.
potiag the deci iin, with the Avchdeacon, Raral
Dean, or Canon of the distrist as chairman, and
thejr findiag it approved by the Bishop i3 faal.
The second Canon provides for the compalsory
re!irement of a clergyman who may fail through
“age, or iufirmity, or pegligence, to perform his
datjss, In oases where u properly aathenti
cated complaiot is made to the Bishop, he may
refer it to a commissijon ; and if the commis-
gion reports that the clergyman ought to retire,
snd theic finding i4 corfirmed by the Bishop,
the living becomes ipss facto vacant,

Though not in {he form of a Canon, I may
mention here the adoption of Report of a Com-
mittee appointed to draw up a‘constilutim for
a Diocessn Lay Helpers' Assocjiiim, The ex-
cellent constitution of the St. Francis District
L.H.A. was ndopted mutatis muiandis, and &
commitee of three laymen was named to put
the Associatijn jato workiog order. The object
i1 to Liad s}l laymen in the Diocese engaged ja
religious work of any kind under the sanotion
of the clergy, into one body whish may meot
from time to time for conference and apiiitual
communijon, There is & growing focling that
the work of the Church cannot be done unleas
the Jeily take their full share in it; and the
laity, and clergy too, of our diocese, I rejoice
to eay, are waking up to a senee of their daiy
in this matier. We have a noble body of work-
ing laymen of whom any diocess might well
be pr.ud, and their number is steadily growing.

THE GOSPEL ACCORDING TO ST. LUKE.

A PAPER READ BY BEV, L, N. TUYKES, M.A.,
ABSISTANT MINISTER OF ST.

9. The basis of his Gospel, as I have already
gaid, was that oral Gospel that had assumed a
.definite and almost fical shape in the hands of
the earliest Evangolists and Apostles, That
oral Gospel was cast in the mould just at the time
when all that Jesus had said and done was
fresh in their memories; when, ia the fervour
of their zeal and love, they published abroad
His deeds and words to all who weuld hear
them ; snd when they were firding out, by
aclual experience, how the greatest rosults
-‘oould be obtained and how the greatest vic-
tories could be won., Iuto the composition of
that Goepel entered juet such words and deeds
88 were moet characteristio of the Mastor ; as
were most expressive of the truth; and as were
best adapted to the work of conversion and
edification, All the rest, however valuable in
iteelf, doated loosely in the minds of the
origiral disoiples to fall into oblivion when
they dieappesred. This oral Gespel was, no
doubt, the instrument used by Bt. Paul in his
Apostleship of the Gentiles. Bub be, in his
tarn, had to do & work of selection and adep-
tation gimilar to that done by the otber
Apostles, Hence the pecslier slamp of his
Gospel, a8 addresced to the Gentiles, was the
aniversality of the Church, the freedom of the
Goepel, the fulness of the power of Christ to
sav2 and to eanctify, and repentance and faith
a8 the instruments of justification, Aud theee
peouliar features stamp the Gospel according
to St, Loke, - For that Gospel was simply the

Gospel to the Gentiles, or the Gospel of St.
Paol committed to writing by 8t Lake.
Henco it is too, that wo fiad in 8% Linke n»}

only the peoulisr featnres which I hava just
mentioned but also much that was eliminated
from, or that never was admitted into, tho
othor @ospels; auch as the incomparuble
parables of the Paarisec and Pablican. the
Rich Man and Liszarns and the Prodigal Son.

10 The mention of these three parables
gives vs a glimpse of the debt of gratitude wo
owe to 8t. Luke.  As an author he was pains.
talung, acourate and thorough. He sifted
every efatement aud consulted every available
suthority. He was thns led, as we muat RUp-
pose, into the confilence of the Virgin Mary.
She, 83 we read, had tressured up and pondered
many things in her heart, The awful seoret of
the miraculous birth and certain inoidents
of the Saviour's infaney sould only be known
to her. The resalt was perhaps, humauly
sposking, tho happiest vein in all literary as
well as sl sacred composition. Fur it give us
the first two chapters of St. Linke, whiuh con-
tsin the most exquisito beautifal pages in the
Bible, as the B.ble containa the most ox-
quisitoly beautifal pages in the world. The
Magnificat, the Gloria in Exoolsis, the Bano-
dictus, and the Nuno Dimittis are gennine ont-
burats of inepired propheoy, ss wall as of
literery genius ; and desorve « foremost plage
among most fuecinating and sublime produs
tions of the human pen. Only the fines’ of the
Pualms, even in the Bible, deservo to he com-
pared to them; while their epiritual teaching
is of 80 high azd original an order that alone it
would have sufficad {o effsct & complete revo.
lotion irn the religious hiatory of the world.
St. Luke had, in a high degree, the tastes and
the gills of u great suthor, A learned wriler
has said of the incident of Mary and Martha,
“no pen ever dropped ton more oharming
lines”; of the cpisode of the diseiples on the
way to Emmaus, “one of the finest narrativee
in any language”; of the whole book, * the
most beautifal book extant. The plensure the
author must have had in writing it will never
be sufficiently underatood” ; of tho story of the
passion “there is & divine ar{ in it"”; and of the
delicious episodes of the Manger, tho Shop-
herds, the Angel announcing to tho humbie
giad tidings of greatl joy, and heaven coming
down to earth to ging the song of peace on
earth among men of good will, “ there never
was invented & sweetor lullaby to sooihe the
gorrows of our poor humanity.”

11. I have eaid nothing of the goneral con-
tents of this Gospel. The subject hus been
troated on previoss occasions. I have only
touched upon some of its spacial foatures,
Theso will suggost a suitable peroration. What
we owa 1o the Bible, 88 the Word of God, passes
sl compeiation. The Bible hus been all in all
to the Church as & whole. Ii has been chart
and rudder, ballast and eail to that magnificont
ghip, that has boen toseed on every ooean and
buffeted by every siorm, since the day it was
launched by cloven tongues of fire at Pentecost,
and whose conrse has been strewn with divinest
blessings to mankind, “while 1o individuala it
has been guise aud teacher and friend, Ex-
perience bas amply jastified its claim to be the
power of God unto salvalion, the instrument of
sanclification and the herald of eternsl lile,
8o, in like manner, as Sanday school teschers
we oannot be sufficiently thankfal for the out
ward form in whiech ils traths are olothed, for
the vcesel that ocontains this divine treasuro,
1t is, par excellence, the hook of childhood, An
eminent freethinker in England declared that
we conld not teach our children common moral-
ity without the Bible. It is tho Shepherd and
the Angels and the litile child of St. Liuke that
invest Christmas with more than half its charm
asnd mske it the feast of little children, I&is
these rame things scattered like gems through
the Bible that give the Snnday school more

than half its interest and its prwer—not out
woak and awkwavd attempts at toaching. And
thanks ba to God the Bible never losos ity
charm., Evon when moun huve lost the faith of
their ohildhood thoy atill tars with ohillish
delight to the old book that formsl axd fod
that faith, snd they wouald give worlds aevar to
havo loat it, The stamp of G)} my brsesunin
the poetic and artistio form3 of the Bible us
well u8 in its inspiration, And thay havo milo
it the B ble, i.o., the baok —iha brok of every
ago and condition; the book of ovory laud and

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THE PRAYER BOOK,

——

(Brom the Living Church )

Churchmen hardly realize what & priceless
treasure they possess in the Buok of Common
Prayer, Kvon as & missionary sgonoy there is
nothing like it. A strong reason for deprecating
the growing use of “ leaflat sorvices"” is founded
upon this fact. Tho difficulty of making use
of the Prayer Book in its complete form, even
among those who are entirely nnfamiliar with
it, is greatly ovor-estimated, Thoere who with
the volume in their hands begin to perceive ihe
beautly of the public services, aro ecasily im
pelled to search farthor into its treasures. Dr.
James Lloyd Breck and the other pioneer mis
gionaries of the Churoh in the North-west were
keenly alive to the value of thie nse of our great
devotional manusl, and to teach a new congre.
gation tbe right uss of it, was felt to be & most
- important part of their work. Again, it may

almost be said, that where the Prayer Book iy
- there is the Church, The isolated Jayman may,
if he will, by the use of it keep alive the fire of
devolion and the sense of umion with the
Churoh at Jarge, by reading it with his family,
st least on Sunday at the usnal hour of public
worship; or, if he be slone, in the retirement
of his closet. He bas po call to join himselt
with sn alien worship, merely because ho ia far
removed from the Church of his affections, still
less 10 allow his children to grow up in separa-
tion from the Church. Here is a true fieid for
the exercige of tho ** priesthood of the laity.”
The father is the priest of his household, and,
nnder the oiroumstances which we have sup-
posed, 8 heavier responsibility rests upon him

than is the case with those who live within the
sonnd of church bells,

The religious dislect in which the Praye

Mysteries or in the daily cffices of prayer; and
still more we have, wrought into many a prayer
and rubrie and confession of faith, the precions
deetrines of the Gospel, as the great Councils
of ancient times expressed them snd many
martyrs died for them. There they stand, un-
touched by the hand of tim» or the destractive
thought of modern days; snd there we beliove
they are destined to stand long after the cop-
flicts of the nineteenth century are forgotten.
Revision now ended, we trust for many a day,
has nassed by these things untouched, and has,
on the whole, only strengthened and empha-
sized the permanent features of tho worship of
the Church.,

The inestimsable value of such 8 treasure in
our own language, would of itself almost justify

tho-Bnglish Reformation, even if there had not
been other considerations of vast importance
involved in that movement. No one 1eature of
the Reformation was so effective in mesting
the requirements of the new age of printing
and the spread of general intolligence, as the
tranelation and simplification of the services
This js better appreciated by others than by
ourselves.

mug yield to prayers read ‘n the vernacular in
the full hearing of the congregation, to confes-

sions of sin recited in common by the people,
to ejaculations and songs of praise given and
sung in the full voice of the sesemblage.” We
csin forgive the distortions of truth on the part
of this writer, charitably setting them down to
the account of * invincible ignorance,” in con-
sideration of the important though unwilling
testimony which he bears to the power of the
Prayer Book, ‘

Early in the last century, “a good man in
Guilford,” says Dr. Beardsley, in his history of
the Chureh in Counneoticnt,—** blessed bs his
wmemory ! had a Prayer Book, which he put
into the hands of the youthful Johnson, before
‘he left his native town, and he read snd re read
it until his rhind was charged with its contents
and be-bogan to feel as the celebrated Goeorge
Herbert of old felt and said, when he lay on
the bed of Jdeath, ¢there are no prayers like
those of my mother, the Churoh of Eugland,’”
This Johngon was a Paritan minister of that
day, whose first ministerial work lay in New
Haven, and it was in no small measure through
the inflaence of that one Prayer Bosk that both
he and seven of the faculty of Yale College an-
pounced to the trustees in Sept, 1722, their
doubts of the validity of Presbyterian ordina.
tion, and wera compelled to resign- their posi.
tions, This was the beginning of the Episcopal
Chureh in Connectiout, and the foundation also
of that strength of conviction and tenacity to
Church principles which has always charac.
terized her, Many instances might be cited of
the eame kind, though on a smaller seale, to
which the Roman Church can prodnce no par-
allel. A New York secular paper, for instance,
has recently printed the history of 2 Prayer
Book, which, piocked up on abattle fisld daring
the civil war, brought about the conversion of
its finder who oarried it with him during the
rest of his army life, and after the war was
over, oarrying it with him to his home in the
far West, ** read it through many times.” The
result is not only & faithfal Churchman, bat the
foundation of a parish in the place of his resi-
dence. In view of such histories, let Church.
men realize better the valne of the inheritance
they have in this book, and cherish it with
jealous affection against all attacksfrom within
or without. It is in fact the true bulwark of
faith and worship, and the only form in all the
world in which the ancient devotious of the
Christian Church are open to be read and un-
derstood of all men,

What does Jesus require of His followers?
“Ifany msn come tome, and bate not his
father and mother, and wife, and children, and
brethren and sisters, yes, and his own life aleo,
he cannot be my disciple, And whosoever doth
not bear his cross and come after me, cannot
be my disciple” (St. Luke xiv., 26, 27). * Be.
cause ye are not of the world but I have chosen
you out of the world, therefore the world hateth
you” (8t Jobn zv,, 19),

How does St, Paul speak of Christians ? “Ye
are dead, and your life is hid with Cbrist in
God"” (Col. iii, 3); “I am orncified with
Christ” (Gal. ii,, 20); ¥ No man that warreth
entangleth himself with the affairs of this life"
(1L Tim. ii, 4); “Denying ungodliness, and
worldly lnsts,we should live soberly, righteously
and godly, in this present world” (Titus ii.,
12), St, Peter also: * Ye are a chosen genera-
tion, a royal priesthood, & peouliar people” (L
St. Peter ii,, 9).. : :
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with which the New Testament is filled, how
does association on equal terms with worldly
and ungodly people appear ? - When we mingle
with them in theaire, opera or hall, are we not
walking in the counsel of the ungodly, and sit-
ting in the seat of the scornful ? Does not the
.Christian thereby lose his identity as & follower
of Him who was despised and rejeoted of men ?
Is he rocognised as.a pilgrim and a stranger
dead unto sin, consecrated to & warfare against
the prince of thia world ? And can he be truly
.paid to be bearing his oross * when ail men
speak well of him"” as *broad,” *tolerant,”
eto., beoause he never obirudes his religions
views upon men and, while mixing freely with
.the world, never testifies that the works there-
of are evil ? .

I have litile sympathy with those who main-
tain that it is & Christian's duty to go where
the world goes in order to save the world.
There would be some force in this plea, did
Christans follow their Lord’s exsmple in this
respeot, and while sitting among the Pharisees
fearlessly denounce their sins and point them
to the Truth; or, while eating with publicans
and sinvers, tell of the loving Father who is
ever waiting to welcome home His prodigal
son. But they must be ready to aoccept the
consequences. The society of the present day
would olose its doors against such fanatios, ard
while it wounld perhaps 1mpose its persecutions
in & more refined and modern mauner than in
the time of the early martyrs, the persecution
would be none the less real and unrelenting,

Moreover, ag we are commanded,  Come out
from among them, and be ye separate,” what
protection have they against the wiles of the
world, the flesh and the devil, whomingle with
the world on cqual terms, withont the banner
of the oross over them, its armour upon them ?
How many there are who have entered the
enemy's citadel to save those who are held
captive, and are in the end themselves made
oaptives!

And how much better to form one of the at-
tacking army outside, wielding hearty blows
for the Lord, than to be within, seeking to win
over a deserter here and there at the risk of our
own salvation | :

The experience of Lot is & case in point.
Choosing the pleasantest and ricbest country,
he pitched bis tent towards Sodom, whose in
habitants * were wicked and sinners before the
Lord, exceedingly.” He is next fonnd in Sodom
perhaps expecting to convert ifs inhabitants to
the true religion, Overtaken by the misfor.
tune by which Sodom was oaptured by its ene-
mies and carried away captive by them, he does
not heed the warning, but, after his rescue by
Abrahem, is found sitting in the gate of Sodom
a8 one of its prominent citizons. From this
doomed ocity he iz most unwillingly dragged
away, with the loss of his wife, his sons, and all
his property, with a blemished reputation—and

no gonverts ! :
" A remark of the Rey. Mr, Aitken, the cele-
brated mission preacher, in spesking on this
subjeot of the Christian’s position in regard to
worldly smusements, is worth considering.
“ Can we imagine the Lord Jesus attendingone
of these gatherings? Can we even imagine
Him vigiting & house in order to * pass &
pleasant evening 7" ‘

All this is very * narrow.” Yes, and *“nar-
row is the way that leadeth unto life,” snd
surely they who arestriving to enter the sirait
gate, to walk the narrow way, need to be
* narrow” in the best sense in their own con-
duct., It is not a Christian's part to judge

others, but he should deal with himself very |y

strictly ; keep down, by God's grace, the * car—
nal mind ;" control “the lusi of the eye, the
lust of the flesh and the pride of lire,” and give
the world no occasion to doubt his position as
a good eoldier of Jesus Christ.

What might not the Brotkerhood of St. An-
drew accomplish for God and for souls, were
each member thug willing to deny himself, and

With these words in our minds, and others

tal;:e up his oross in this consecrated warfare !
With what power would they be endned ! They
would be no longer seen in worldly gathering
except 88 there openly doing their Father's
business, Their words would be burning words,
piercing to the souls of men, becanse inspired
by the Holy Qhost. Their faces would be like
Stephen's, shining with the light of God.
Everywhere men would recognize them as hav-
ing been with Jesus, And their light would
shine among men, and souls through them
would be born into the kingdom, and God's
name would be glorified.

Is this impossible? Brothers, lot us pray for
it fervently, unceasingly to Him with whom
all things are possible—ZF.

We take the following from an addrees of
the Rev. Dr, McKim, rector of the Church of
the Epiphany, Washington, D. C. They are
app.icable to all Christians everywhere.

* In looking forward to the duties devolving
upon us sll, the words of the Master sound
with & solemn impressiveness in our ears:
¢ Work while it iscalled to day ; the night comelh
when no man can work.” We think of the Church

as the Ark of God in which wo find rofage; ss
the Home in which we find sholter and sood
and rest; but thisis only oneside of the ides
of the functions and office of 1he Church. She
is appointed —and every one of her congrega
tions is appointed—to do the work of Gd in

the world, to seek and to eave tholost, to
strengthen the weak, to reclaim tho wanderer,
to publish Christ's Gospal, and to live His Gos

pel among men; and that mermt that the
Church. is to embody in her life the life and

example of Christ, whose miuistry was a min

istry of self sacrificing love and labor for the
bodies and souls of men. Into this work and
ministry every disciple of Christ is baptized.
It follows that every member of this parish of
Epiphany is oalled to do his part in the great
and holy and solemn work which Curist com

mitted to His Church, He is not in tbe
Church merely that He may be inctruoted and
oomforted and edified; he must also take his
part of the work of God among men, To bo 8
member of the Churoh of Christ, and to do no
work for Chriet, is to dishonor aund repudiate
one's abligations as His disoiple. Let us recall
the words of the Evening Prayer for family
worship in our American Prayer Book: ‘ Bo
gracious unto Thy Ohurch, and grant that
every member of the same, in his vocation and
ministry, may serve Thee faithfully. It be-
hooves us to note carefally the fast that each
one of us has & ¢ vocation and ministry’ in the
Church of God, for the faithful exercise of
which we are respongible, We should realize
that sll life is holy, and all its activities should
form part of the sphere in which this our min-
istry is to be exercised., The Christian spirit
in one important sense breaks down the barrier
between tho sacred and the secular, not, how-
ever, to render the sacred secular, but on the
contrary, to make the secular sacred—to ex-
tend the lines of the consecrated ground till
they embrace all our energies and all our ocon-
pations, This should be the fervent parpose of
each Christian man, to do a4/l his work, and fo
take all his enjoyments, a8 a servant and a child
of Gad, in His fear and under His control, ‘8s
unto the Lord and not unto men,’ in the spirit
of the apostolic injanotion, ¢ Whether therefore
o eat or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do sll to
the glory of God. In our buying and selling,
in our shops and cfices, in our business and
our pleasure, above sll in our homes and by our
firesides, we must be doing the work of God by
living the Gospel, by fncarnating the spirit of
our noly religion. No amount of preaching,
or Sunday school teaching, or distriet visiting,
| or Dorcas Sooiety work, or church attondance,

‘can take the place of this, But booauae this is
the firat, aye, the chiefest thing. it does mnof
follow that it is the only thing which & Chris-
tian man’s ‘vooation and ministry’ inolndes,
Surely we should each one ask, ‘Have I no
work to do for God in conueotion with the ap-
pointed agencies and activities of the Church
of God, its oharitable, its educational, and its
wissionary organizitions?’ Lot no mau say,
¢T have not oapamty or talent for suoh work,’
Let him remember that the fwicked aud
slothful servaut’ was he who had but one falent
and who was condemned benause he buried tha
one talent in the earth.”—Parisk Visitor, N, ¥

THEODORE TALBOT.

The Spectator, in a recent issue, gives &
brief sketoh of a noble character and a bonefi-
cent oareer,” that is well worth reproduction,
It is called forth by the printing, for private
circulstion, of & memoir of Theodore Talbot, &
layman-of the Church of England, who lived a
singualarly noble and devoted life. Ho was born
in 1839, the son of Mr, Christopher Talbot, &

man of rare mathematical and soientifio attain-
ments, who, 8t the time of his death last Janu-
ary, was the *father” of the House of Com-
mons. After an honorable university oareer,
ho threw himself with great enmergy into the
Volanteer Movement, bocoming successively
Captain, Major, and Lieutenant-Colonel of his
county corps. He was an admirable shot, a
striot dirciplinarian, and & thorough master of
drill. He took a farm of hisfather's and worked
on commercial prinoiples. His zeslous tom-
persment found a vent in hunting, Ho persis-
tently deolined Parliamentary honors, fecling
his sphere of usefulness to be elsewhere, That
sphere was found to lie in & very unoxpeoted
quarter,

“ From his early dass Thoeodore Talbot had
been of a devout and thoughtful temperament.
Be had a high conception of his duty towards
God, keen sympathy with the sufferings of his
fel'ow-men, and an abiding sense of responsi-
bility for the gifts of life, health, activity,
wealth, position and social influence.” In the
London Mission of 189 he made acquainlance
with cne of the ourates of St, Alban's, Holborn,
who became his most intimate friend,
“ Through this friendship he was drawn to St.
Alban’s Church, and in its parochial work be
found his true vocation and developed the most
charaoteristic and most beautiful parts of his
noble nature. From this period he practioaily
disappesred from socioty when he was in Lion-
don; his time was spent in the slams of Hol.
born instead of the drawing rooms of Belgravia
and Mayfair, He joined one of the St, Alban’s

arochial guilds, of which the objsot was to
Ering young workingmen and lads together in
s real brotherhood, He stood god-father for
the street arabs at their baptism ; he carried the
dead to burial; he fed the hungry, reasoned
with the sceptioal, and taught the ignorant in
the Sunday schools.”

On his fatber's estate he promoted the restora-
tion of churches and the improvoment of wor-
ship, and co-operated in the work of the earnest
minded olergy. * All this exaberance of out~
ward ‘effort was only the expression of an
inward spirituality as keen and intense as ever
apimated & human life. He bad in a singular
degree the gift of childlike faith in the Unseen,
in the Fatherhood of God and the mysteries of
the - Mediatorial Xingdom, ‘I only live for
God's glory,’ he said ; and it was no idle vannt.
His progress in the spiritual life was steady
and manifest. He gradually learned to control
the impatience of a naturally quiock temper, to
submit to rebuke, and to humble himself before
those whom he had wronged.”

“Thus alike in his inward charaoter and in
his outward life, he ehowed the reality of a
living faith. He bore constant and enthusiastio
witness to what he belioved to bo the trath; he
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-oared passionately and labored ceaselessly for
‘the gpiritual and mnaterial welfars of his brother
men; and, while utterly free from all {aint of
¢ worldliness and uniformity with worldliness,’
he looked forward with serious anticipation to
-the great work which seomed to be in store for
him when the process of Nature ehonld mske
bim master of his vast inheritance in South
Wales.” TUpon this work, however, he was not

to enter. While hunting he received an injury |

to his spine from which he never recovered.
# After three months’ intense snd ino easing
suffering, borre with exemplary patience, and
constantly cheered by the rites of the Churech,
be died on June 18,1876.” * All felt,” says hia
biographer, * that faith blessed him 1o the end,”

HOW TO WORK THE JUVEN.
ILE BRANCHOF THE
0.E.T.8..

(From a Tract by Miss 8. U. Gard
ner, Sccretary of Juvenile Unicn
0.E.T.8.,Eng.)

Bands of Hope or Juverile

Branches of the Parochial Tempo-
rance Societies are becoming 8o
universal, that it is almost the ex~
ception now, and not the rule, to
find a well-worked parich where
such an organization is not flourieh
ing. Under these circumastances,
it may be of universal interest to
consider the best practical method
of conducting the mectings, and of
carrying on the work ; and it may
asgist those, who have not yet com~
menced, but intend doing 8o, if we
begin with the guestion, How to
start a Béhd of Hopo?

How to Slart,—In breaking up
frech ground where it is possible t
anite all forces in the attack, the
best plan for muking tho inavgural
meoting known is to have it an-
nounced in the Duy school, Son
day echools, and at ithe Mothers'
Meeting, on which occssions the
cards, badges, and ribbons ehould
be ehown, and the quarterly or
annual treat promised. The at-
traction of a bright badge or a
colored ribbon must not be de-
spiced. When wo deal with child-
ren we must remomber ihat we
have to offer them what does seem
in ohildish eyes to afford a counter
attraction to the daily beer, the oo-
casional aweet wines, or even to the
sugar at the boitum of father's tod-
dy. Our firet effort must be to get
the children 1o come to us, and to
86600i8t6 plensant ideas with re-
gularity and praotical Abatinence,
and then when we have got them,
our object must bo to teach them
the theory of Temperance, and to
influonce their reusons in the right
direotion,

The Meetings.—The first meoting
noed not differ much from those
following, Thoy shonld be held in
88 largo 4 room as can be obtained,
on the ground floor if possible, and
the hour of meeting should be fized
which enables the children to have
time to get their ica after school
hours, and yot be in their homes
sgain about seven o'clock.

Both Stxes—The mectings must
bo held weckly, and shonld include
both sexes, to securothe attendance
of brothers and sisters whose moth
era would notsend thom spart, and
to make the meeting more lively
than can bo when the boys' meeting
is hold soparate from the girls’
The boys should be seated on one
side of the room and the girls on
tho other, 'ihe girls, in all cases,
should be dismissed & few minutos
sooner than the boye,

Regquirements,—Tho rcquiremonts
fcr the work of a Band of Hope aro
not many, A Superutendent's befl
of the samo kind as uced in the
week day sohool. Seng bocks, which
should be covered, snd suflivient in
number that each child can be pro-
vided with one to itsolf. Cards of
Membership and Payment Cards,
on which the subsoription, usually
& penny & month, is entered ; enve-

lopes. in which these should be kept,
with the child’s nsme and number
on the roll written ontside.
punch, or olip, to mark the pay-
ments on the cards. The advan—
tage of a punch over sny other
method is that its impression can-
not bo imitated, and also that the
childron enjoy having the little
round holes made on their cards,
In one Band of Hope the subscrip-
tions wore more than doubled by
the use of a panch instead of & pen-
oil. A book in which all the mem-
bors' names and addresses are
entered witn their subscriptions,
and an attendance bock. Two small
books, in which their numbers on
the roll are marked down by the
door-keepers as the children enter.
These should be comparcd by the
lady aoting secrotary with the re-
gister, which is marked from these
during the address, so that any
wrong namber given can be noted
and rectified at once. It saves
trouble in this way if all the boys
are given evon and the giils odd
numbers,
