This, dear
brellirenis no light or easy task ; but it
ia a duty to:which bth ails- Opatriotism
and our Christidnity call us; it is a duty
wi-hich aur ill-wishsere (if W-e have nuy),
h opo tiat w sallhfail ta prform i;friend-
ly.arud unfriendly eyesare watcling ovesr
us as wa a-ar bidden teo sail out of our
ancient port, and isbark on Our uncer-
tain and porhapa stormy voyage. A
hold, and yet a cautions band la needed.

In regard tO the dangers which beset
Our Colonial Church, two claim our
espolal attention. One aishe want of
learning in our clergy, the othér is the
want of due support fro aur lajty.
Permit me to say a few words on eeH of
theso topics,. When we consider what
great pains is taken, and how long time
la spent by the young, in endeavouring
to snaster the languages of heathon
Authors, andàto acquaint themselves with
the principles of mathematical science,
of which vesy few make any practical
use in after life, it is net astonishing
chat sa litle labour is bestowed in ac-
luiring or retaining the knawledgo of
the two languages in whiich il pleased
God that the records of Jewish and
Apastolic history sbould be writteni
Andthat those who would think it an
inttoerable in jury, to be debarred the
reîding cf their daily newspapera,(often
lilled with idle stories of exaggerated
rumora), or .their favourite reviews,
sbould ftel Do repuignance ta:neglocting
to draw on it, or from the fontains of
salvation in the noble vords which in-
4pired prophets . sang, and inspired
Apostlos testified!l Have not the works
of primitive fathers and the records or
Church history an undoubted clain to
be heard, and will they fnot bo eard
when our sermons and our laboar.as-e
aliko forgotteni IL is undoubtedly true
that we possess one of the ablest and
most faithful translations of God's Holy
Word in any language, which, though
not absolutely perfect, may, in most
cases; ho sumcient for thé unlearned.
But the clergy aspire to more than this.
They profess net anly to learn but to
teach. 1f no elassical student is content
with translations, but seeks invariably
to master tIxo lelicacies of language,by
Patient st9wy1thooriginal; if no lawyer
gots up an important case without rofer-
ence ta old deeds, precedents and me-
marials of the past; if no engineer fails
to acquaint iiinsolf with the geological
structure of the country through sshich
his lino isust run; if no shipbuilderi
faits to acquaint himself with the pr-e-
tical principles of his art; thon iwe who
profs s to navigate the vessel in whici
the Lord hathl bid us embark, cannot
safoly neglect the priiciples ofspiritual
navigation. Sceptica cannot be answered
by second-hand quotations. Denier of
the genuinonas and authenticity of the
Pentateuch, cannot be refuted by those
Who do net study its contents; and
hardy assetors of the abeulute obedience
of the whole Churah of Christ to the fiat
of one single Bisihop, can only be meti
by those, Who have aearched the primi-
tive records for thamselves, and havei
learned how little this claim isupported1
by the early history een of the Roman
Church itself. No such claim wnas ever
made in early times. The great theolo-.
giana of primitive daya, with very fan-
exceptions, cama fron Gaul, from Africa,;
fronAllxandria, from Constantinople,
but net from Rome. Nona of the four
great Counels originated with Rome,
was held at Rome,or was presided over by
a Roman Bishop, and the greatnesa cf
Roman influence a-ose fron the wealth1
and importance of Rome as a city, ratheri
thau from the saperiority of its ecclesia-c
tical claims, and the Nicene confession
b;ears the undoubted stamp of EaternI
thought, and of Easterin theological train-i
ing, and so long as-our Chkirch insists
on the knowledg' of the scriptu-es as
bat interpreted by rhercords of
pimitive antiquity, and qualifies obedi-
ence toauthority.by thé provio, thatitq
b.imghtfui and canonial o slongmust
itba the duty of auriBishopsand clergyj
to encourage by allpossible measie, thei
prose -tion cf such atudiq, and to ast st ivIth al thémig4to heir- infuece

They :eertainly furnish us with an
examplo6wiich;sas clergymen, we should
do el to follow. But while i there-
tors acknowledge auch intance of zeal,
1 fear we cannot, as yet, take it for grant-
ed that this applies a the wole bcd.
of Our member. The.general proportion
of gifts te incames uand still more to
what men lavish on themselvea, falks
short of what is due te the Church And
to God. Thera is far too little of regular
systematic contribution on the prinoiple
enforcedl in the Old Testament, and mn-
joined in the newn. We see princely
palaces andsmall subscription; lavish
expenditre and starving missions, pro-
mises fa support unfulfilled, tho amull
salaries of theeclorgy at times lbft par-
tially unpaid, and wist the strength of
the Ch-urch is frittered away in an im-
mense and increasing number of petty
schemes, a wide opening for Missionary
work in ur own territory is -either
wholly neglocted, or coldly supported.
It behoves overy Christian te resist and
discourage, as far as bis on personal
influence and example can preveut the
habit of universal extravagance. Wyarn-
ings, providential warniugs ws-e n-ny
rightly call thom, are continually girven
us, that reckles expenditure tompts te
sraud, and that frands leads to ruin; but
such warnings often pass by unlseded,
sud both in the Statu and in the Church,
meri are everywrhero increasing their ex-
penditure and inronesing their deficits
on tse preposterous notion that eue must
keep paco with the times; in plain words,
that nlon your inconme is £500 a yenr,
you ought ta live on the sanie scale of
expenditure as your nearest neighbour
who las twice that sus. The sanr
warning applies to the erection cf
Churches; it being really as inconsistent
Iwith Christian principle t oerect impos-
ing edifices, wihich ar utterly beyond
our means to pay, as it is te build prince-
ly bouses wsith borrowed money, which
there is no reoasonable expectation of -ro-
turning.

WO havo no doubt a work of consir-,
able difficulty before us, the establish-
nientofself-sustaininig'parishes in districts
wvlhere th moibers aof the Church of
England ar fe, and the members of
othe communities ar many. This diffi-
culty may b surmounted by two meth-
ods. First, by educating our poople
generally in the duty of systematic gifts
iccording to thoir means. And secondly,
by small endowineut?, raised by the peo
ple themselves, assisted by their richer
neigshbors, which will enable thein to
secure the regular services of a pastor,
and te nsnintain him in decency and con-
fort, without the feeling of insecurity,
and tie constant danger of debt. One
other important matter I cannot ivsholly
pass by, as it effecta both public morality,
and our whole standing as a Church. 1
allude ta the proposai wich will ps-bah-
by be renewed, ta legalize thu marriage of
a inan iith bis deceaaed -vife's sister, sand
of a woman with ber doeased hulsband's
brother. I shmll net take up your time
vith a dissertation on this subject. But
believing it tao ab o the Most vitalin-
portance that we simuld stand well at the
autsat of Our course, murally nd spirit
11ly, in Obedience to the:law of Go,,
sd the undoubted testimony of tise
Chu-h of-tGon for many ages, I -erava
your indulgence for a faw moments more.
First, I niake a broad distinction between
the power of thé Legislature toenact
whatever laws they plase, morally right

We shall all, 1 trust,
pray that thé samo.spirit of brotherly love
and forboarance which charncterized the
last session may bu shown on the present
occasion. But whonsoever we mcet, let
the awful words of au inspired apostie
raver b absent from aur minds, that the
"fire" of God's searching judgement shall
try every man's vork of what sort it is.
Every ork ofa very man, whether he
sat in the public assembly of the Church,
or took counsel only with his:own will
in the recesses if his chamber. No man
amongst us can devalve on, the collective
body the responsibility whici God has
imposed on himself alOne. No man,
therefore, should forget, that if lie build
the 'waood, hay and stubble" of faithless
counsels and unworthy actions .on the
greiat foundlation of God'i Church, the
last fire will both try i nsud consume it:
the scherne which he deemednostf suc-
cessful ahall p-eish in the sigiht of all
men, enven as the leaves and the trees of
the forest are eaught up in the blazing
whirlwind, and their place le found nu
more.

sore is more apt tO come onarthi aria.Iu
every case the attack runs its coirse for
one year. No treatinent, noinîilîcnl,
nor medicine, it is said, Las lhetligbti,
effectl upon it. Once the sore appearin
the sufferer knors what to expect, and
may as well resign himself te his fate.
The Arabs say that every one iho ges te
Bagdad must get the "date mark"; or, if
ho does not get it while in the city, lie
will b. followed by itl-have it sooner or
later he muet. Dr. Thom, of the Ameri-
can Mission, states that ho Las exanmined
the ulcer microscopically and found it te
be composed of a fungoid groith; ibut
nothing that he lad ever tried had proved
remedial.-Scientific Ae rican.
