Russx& PLOT TO 3LURDiER JEWS.-LON-
DoN, June 7.-A telegran froi Odessa con-
tains information of a mnost alaiming conspiracy
in that City, but whieic lias fbrtunssately beoin
discovered in tline to avert the most dreadtiful
consequences whicii ust otherwise have
followed. Fromîs time to timise the Riuissiai
population have evinced their liatred of the
Jows residing in the city, and tiis feeling ihas
lately prevailed to such n extent as to enLIder
the lives of tie Jewish population precaricus.
