Lospoy, May 31.—Mr. Sexton, addressing
his constitnents, said the land movement
wrung a land aot from a relactant and ignor-
ant legislature, He doubted whether the re-
1stions of England and the United Btates were
go friendly that it was advisable for the for-
mer to try and embitter them still farther.

Lonpoy, June 1.—The House of Commons
this evaning went into Coramittee on the Re-
pression Bill.

Mr. O'Donnsll’s amendment, that comm/z-
sious for trial without jury be issued by the
Lord Lieutensnt and COanief Secretary con-
jointly, on sworn information to be com-
municated to Parliament, was rejected by 28 to
162.

Lnuenick, May 31.—The Poor Law G aar.
diaca have granted relief to 282 of Lord Clon-
curry’s ovicted tenamts. A letter from the
Government was read at the Guardians’ meat-
ing authorizing the erection of huts to shelter
tha evicted peopls.

Egan has cabled to the American Land
Lezgue Executive as follows:—The rumors
of a division sre inventions of the enemy.
Parnell, Dillon, Davitt and myseli are in
thorough accerd. Our American friends can
rely on it that there will be no surrender on
our sida.

KiLkesny, June 2.—Dbir. Brennan, Secretary
of the Land Lesgue, has been relensed from
prison and has started for Dablin.

Loxpox, June 2.—In the House of Com-
mons, Sir William Hercourt said the treason
felony clause of the Repression bill would
only apply to offences committed after the
passago of the act.

Mz. Parnell eaid Sir Wm. Harcourt's states
ment was sstisfactory so far as it went, but’

political offences ought to e entirely excla-
ded from the bill.

After warm discusgion, Mr. Davey’s amend-
ment excluding caees of treason or tresson
felopy trom thoge to bo tried by special com-
mizsion courts was rejected by 70 to 227.

Alr. Healy moved in amendment that the
treason claueo do not apply to persons com-
mitted for treasonm in consequence of words
appenring in an Irlsh newspsper or words
gpoken at a public meeting in Ireland:

73 Mr. Cowea wished to see the bill res tricted
fo the punishment of crime, not opinion.

The amendment was rejected by C1 to
26

Mr. Parnell moved to amend the bill by

excepting murder from trial by special com-
mission courts. Rejected, 123 to 22. '

Mr. O'Connor moved in amendment that
any of the crimes enumerated in the first
clatse of the bill, viz, tressop, murder, at-
tempt to kill, aggravated violence, areon, aud
attack on u dwelling, be trled in the first in-
stauce by a jury, and in the event of the law
failing, by a special commission ¢ourt, Re-
jected, 124 to 22.

The Ulster Daily Eraminer says that the
landlords in the North are pushing hard for
the rent due, and especlally the arrears.
They kave for some weeks had their bailliffs
and agents exceedingly busy. It repeats ita
ardvice to the tenants to stand firm It says:
—Agents, scb-agents, clerks, and bailiiffs
are deoily calling on the tenantry in this
neighborhood, and cspecially in Detry, and
using all manner of threats to compel pay-
ment. We are not at all surprised that theze
gentlemen should act io this way. Any
other course would bo at variance with the
cugtom which is to them a sscond nature.
Their rents they want, and their rents —their
fall rents—they must have, no matter that
their tenants cannot lay past  sixpence afler
their own immediate wanis ate supplied. We
should expect at the present time, when the
tenure of lapded proprietors in Iraland is
little better than onz on suffrance, that they
sbould show as conclliatory and as accommo-
dating s dieposition ng possible. Generosity
conld not be expected, but motives ot
prudence and cattion might be expected from
men who have had 8o lepgthered a training
in the school of celfishness. Weo hope, (con-
tinues the ZLzaminer), that no tenants will
yiald to landlord threats at the present tims.”

LoxpoN, June 3.—Mr, Brennan, Secrctary
ofthe Land League, after his releage yesterdny,
addressed a largy aszemblage in Kilkenny.
He suid his real jiilors were Gladstone,
Brigit, Chamberlain, and the whole crowd of
pseudo~humantariavs abd renegade-Republi-
cans who composed the British Cabinet.

'Two such indigestible morsels
appenred this woek in the Worli and the
Times. The former faye, in an article headed
u«The Revolation,” that ¢ Scciety 1is
firmly persuaded - that the net result of
events between Kaster and Whitsuntide
In and out of Parilement has brought us
perceptibly nearer to whet ig fashionably
called tthe revolution. A cousidernble gec~
tion ot society Is just now suilering from real
panic, The scare crested by the Plbeeaix
Park sssnsaination has not yet pmssed, It
Lag been revived by the tuspicion of assue-
sing in Ergland ; a dread, the like of which
had not witkin the memory of man buen ex~
perienced befors, has fallen upon the polite
world, Cabinet Ministers and subordinsie
members of tho Goveroment are attendcd by
egcorts of police ; dynamito js suspected to
lurk in every sack and bagket.” 'The articla
then goes on to speak of the land qnestlon
in Ireland and Enginnd, the great 1ncreass
of idle men in London, its explaoa-
tion being that theca i no market for super-
flaous lavor in the azricultura! districte, while
in the towns thie supply 18 deplorably exces-
sive, #Thbe Eoglish lower orders are law-
abiding, lord-loving, end almost as ayco-
phantic 88 the small shopkesping class.
Thess qualities constitute the sheet anchor of
our eoclal salvation end political stability.
But suppose the lower orders once derived
from Ireland or elsewhare a notion of thetr
real power, acd torn—nae ircdden worms—to
show how ugly they con be.” The ITimes
has an cditorial on Ireland, stafiog tbat lre-
latd remains, and must rémain, the firet and
lart thought of Parllament in this pressing
crisis.

THE CONSTANTINOPLE CONFERENCE

THE SOUDAN DISTURBANCE

ARABI BEY DEFIANT !

Beruwy, June 3,.~~The conference ol the
Powers on the Egyptlan question will prob-
ably assemble on Tuesday.

Caro, June 3.—It is reported.that All
Sadek, Minister of Finance, has become in-
sane owing to fear of violence from his col-
lengues. Disturblsg rumors {rom Sondon
are not confirmed.

CoxnsTanTINOPLE, June 3.—The Sultan has
informed the French Ambassador that the
Porte is able to romove the difficulties in
Egypt without a comference. The Sultan
said he expected his commissioners to bo
uboyed. Ho felt confident of being able 1o
restore Egypt to ite normal state.

CoNsTANTINGPLE, June 4.~ The Porte has
futormaed tho Powers that Dervish Pacha and
Lehib Bey would start for Egypt to-day with
full powers, The Sultan sald even shonld
the commissioners encounter obstacles, he
felt confi-lert ot being able to surmount any
diflicuity, Therefere ho connot share thoe
views ¢f the Powers o8 to the necesaity of o
conferenco.

Cairo, June 4.-—Arabi Pacha se¥8 ho cnres
fittlo for Englaud’s promises or threats. He
will repel Eoropean aggression with his
whole strength .

ALUNANDRIA, Junw 4 .—Henvy guos ara gow
going ioto the earthworks nround tho harbor.

CoxsTanTiNorLe, Juna 3.—Besides Dervish
Peachn, Commissionur, and Lehib Loy, Asslst-
ant (lowmissionyr, Ahmed Essed Eflendi,
Second Assistaxt Commissioner, and Vilwmy
Bey, attiche to the Cowmiesion, have sailed
for Cairo. All the forelgn ambassadors were
summoned by the Forte lust evening and in-
formed of the dispatch of the Commlission
with the object of endeavoring to cflect a re-
concilintion betwacn tke Khedive and Arabl,
and restore ordsr. "Tho British Minlster tele-
graphed Earl Granville that in view of the
Saltan’s actlon in sending s commission, a
postponement of the conference was desirable.

I\ is romored the Porte has dispatched a
circular to the Powsrs ondeavoring to show
the conference to be inopportune.

It is stated tbat the Sultan’s confidential
sgent in Kgypt has succeeded in establlshing
un understanding between the militaiy party
and the Sultan, so that in the event of the
lsnéing of Tprkish trcops, they and the

Egyptian troops wlill fraternize. H

ALEXANDRIA, June 5.,—The orders for the
coessation of work in the fortifications arrived
too lats. The fertifications had been com-
pleted.

Eyyptian soldiers have been observed drill-
ing with heavy guns on the shores of tho
hartor. They measured the exact distance
of the English ships from 1be land.

Caigo, Juane 5,—Arabl Pachs hss beenact-
ing, usder direction of the Afghan Mussolmsn,
as a friend of Dervisch Pacha, Itis probable
that Dervisch, a8 & Turkish commissloner,
while outwardly supporting the Khedlve, wiil
secretly support Arabl in hia resistance.

GREAT FIRE AT POINT EVIS.

DESTRUCTION OF THE RAILWAY DEPOT AND IMMI-
GRATION SHEDS—GEBIOUS INJURY TO THE
WHARVE3—NARROW ESCAPE QOF VICTORIA
ROTEL—EBTIMATED L0ss $400,000,

QreReEc, June 2.—O0ne of the most destroc-
tive firer which has occurred in this distiict
for a long time destroyed the station and
sh:ds of the Grand Trunk Railway and the
Domninioo, Quebec and Ontario Immigration
fheds and offices at South Quebec,.on ihe
Levia elde of the river, to-night. The fire
was first discovered at 10 minutes to 6 o'clack,
whon smoke was seen issulog from the plank-
lug of the wharf upon which the buildings
were erected, between the {reight and
Customs offices and the office of the
train despatcher. An ipeffectual attempt
was made to drown out the fire with
backeta of water, but, in less time then it
tukes to tell it, flamwes broke out after the
smoke, and in a fow minutes the eurround-
irg buildings, which were ¢ wood, were il
overtaken by the devouring element, An
alarm was at once given for the firamon, and
the Levis brigade turnmed quickly out with
the two stesm fire eugines, The tide being
almost at ite helght, thers was plenty of water.
The rapidity, however, with which the fames
rpreed rendered unavailing the efforts of the
flreizen, and in the words of s bystaunder
the fire tushed through tbo wooden sheds
almost 83 guickly .as ¢ man could wall.
Tha station is situated on the odge of the
St. Lawrence and on wharves bullt out in
the stream, one of the wharves being that
alongside of which the Allan mail sleamera
are moored on their arrival In port from the
other side of the Atlantic. ‘The property
burned consists chlefly of four rows of wooden
buildings ereoted parallel with each olher and
with the river, The length of these build-
ings is from 175 to 200 feet each, and they
are all about 80 feet broad and from one to

.three storeys high, Being bullf of wood they

are probably net worth more than $10,000 to
$20,000 each. The two nearer the river
wore the property of the Grand Trunk, Rafl-.
.way, the others belonged to'the Government.
The first wns cooupled by the offices ot the
train despatcher and U. 8, Ocnsul, by the
ticket office and the first and second-olass

waltlog rooms, Behind this was a block
divided a8 baggage room, froight sbed and of-
fices, custom office and the oftice of Mr. White,
8tation mnster ; a doudble track passed betwoen
this building and tho next, which sorved as a
waltiag room for Immigrants, and also for a
dining room and kitchen. At the extremity
of the bulldings were the offices of the Que-
bec and of the Ontario immigration agents,
kept here by Mr. Desbarats and Mr. Persse,
agents for these two provinces. The fourth
building, which was over 200 feet long, was
used a8 an open Immigrant shed. The office
of Mr, Stafford, Dominion immigratlon agent,
was at one ond, and the ticket offices to ex~
change European cotipohp and that of the
general agent of the G. T, R.R. were af
the other end, Within 'less than an
hour all these buildings were levelled
to the ground, and the fire was burning into
the wharves upon which they were erected.
8ix Intercolonial Mallway cars and two
Grand Truok Roilway box cars were alao
burned. One of these was fall of freight,
value unknown, and there were also five or
§1x carloads of frelght destroyed in the sheds.
The tickots and cash in the ticket office were
eaved, ns aleo the freight books. Nothing
can be ascertalned as to insurance on Grand
Truuk Rallway property, which {8 arranged
in Montreal. Mr, White, the station master,
and all the railway officials worked heroically
during the fire in saving movable property.
Loss vaiiously estimated at from $100,000¢ to
$400,000, nceording to valuo of freight burr--
+d and coat of repafring wharf. Mr. Benoit's
hotel, n two-storsy building adjolning the
statiou wus gutted. Loss $3,000, insnrance
emall, A quantily of firewood and square
timber owped by the Grand Trunk Railway
was also destroyed. The fire burned with
great ferocity snd the Victoria Hotel and
ndjacont buildings narrowly escaped des-
tructlon, befny badly damaged by smoke and
water,

HOW THE NOMINATIONS FOR THE DOMINION (0M-
MONS ARE TO BE CONDUCTED.

The pluce fixed for tho nomination of cau-
didates shall be at the Court House, Clty or
Town Hall, or other public or private build-
izg in the most contral or most convenient
place fcr the great body of the eleclors of
each eloctoral district.

Tho tlne appoiated for the nomination of
capdidates shall be from the hour ot 12
(ooon) nutil two {u the afternoon of the day
fixed for that purpoge.

Any twenty-five electors may vominate a
candidate, or a8 many candidates as may
be requlred to be elected for tho eloctoral
districe for which the electipn i8 held, by
producing to the returning oflicor at the
timg and place indicated in the proclamn-
ot 'n handwriting in the form of Ache-
duale ¥, under tkelr hands, giving the nnmes,
residence and additlon or descriptlon of each
person proposed, in such mapuer o8 wuflicl-
ently to identlly such csandidate; cach can-
didate shall be nominated LY 4 separate
nomination paper, but the same olectors or
any of them, may subscrive as many nomina-
tion papers a3 thers ure memouers to he
olected ,

Buch nomination paper may alao be filed
with the retarning oflicer at any other place
and at any time between the date of procla-
mation and the dato of nomination with the
same effect a8 if produced aut the time and
place fixed for the nomination ; and at the
close of the time for nominating the candi-
dates the returning cfticer shall deliver to
every candldate or agent of a candidate nap-
plying for the esme a duly certified liat of the
names of the several candidates who ghall
have been nominated, Andany vote given
at the election for nny other candidate than
those so nominated skail be null und vold.

The Gerarckia containe
s complete list of the dignitaries, botk high
and small, of the Cburch throughout the
world. . i

This book was publighed first at the begln-
ning of the Jast century, under the pontificate
of Clement XI. The publication ia commonly
known ond spoken of In Rome, not by its
proper title, but a8 [t Cracas, & name derived
{from the tact that it had iis origin In a news-.
paper printed as early 88 1716 by one Gio-
vanni Francesco Chracas.

The present number gives a 1!
Popes, ending as followa:

Joachim Pecci, born in Carpineto, March 2,
1810, elected Feb. 20, 1878, and crowned
March, 3, 18 now In his 73d year and the fifth
year of his pontificate.

The 8acred College is now composed of G5
Oardinals. They are consequently five va-.
cancies, of which only four remain to be filled,
gince the name of one new Qardinal is re-
served in pectore—that i to say, has been de-
termined upe= but not yet published.

The oldest mew’er of the Sacred College 18
Cardinal Doonet, Archbishop of Bordeaux ;
he s 87. The youngest is Cardinal Zigliari,
only 49, a learned Dominican suppoeed to be
the greatest Thomist living. The nationali-
tles of the Sacred College are as follcws :—

linguist Haynald. Ten Cardinals have heen
selected out of religions communitier, fifty-
five frora the seoular clergy. The aggregate
age of the members of the Hacred College is
3,390 years, which pives an aversge of alittie
over 52 years.

Ofthe G5 QCardinals, 6 are of the order of
‘Bishops, 46 of the order of Priests, and 13 of
the order of Deacops, Only one Cardinal is
now living who wab created as far back as
Gregory XVL., Cardinal Schwarzenberg,
Archbishop of Prague, He [z fourteen years
younger than fonnet, but has been a Oardinal
ten years longer. There ars. 43 Oardinale of
Plo Nono's creation, and 21 created by the
present Pope. 8ince Leo XIIL., was crowned,
20 Cardinals bave dled, avecaging five yearly.

It geems only yesterday since Archbishop
McClogskey was made a Cardinal; yet be
stands already in the first quarter of the col-
lege in regard to age of creation. -

Of the nine patriarchial sees of the Catho-
lic-Ohurch, that of Oonstantinopls {8 vacant,
while the others are filled. The Latin rite
has all over the world 149 archiepiscopal
gees, and the Oriental rite bas 27. There are
568 Bishopa of tho Latin rita; 47 of the Orl-
ental,

E§Figures corrected to April 1st of the pre-
sont . year show that throughout the wcrld
the Catbolic Cburch has a bierarchy com-
- posed of 1,289 prelates baving jorisdiction.
In this number are not included the Vicar-
Generals of the dioceses nor the honorary
Monsignors. During bis pontificate, Leo
XIIL has erccted 5 archisplacopnl seer, 15
spiscopal seer, T apostolic vicarates snd 3
apostolic prefectures. The ordinary denomi-
nation of some sees in partibus infidelium hasg
been dropped this year. For example, Arch.

The Witness and others of our Canadlan con~
temporaries never tire of telling their readers
that in Catholic countries the priests do their
best to prevent the education of the masses
while, on the other hand, in Protustant States
education is encouraged in every possible
way. Now, the returns before us, though
they were compiled by Prctestants, do not at
sll bear out the assertions of our amiable
contemporaries. ‘The American Repub-
lic is certalnly ahead of all creation
in matters of education; but then
that i3 as a matter of conrse, for it has
the grentest rivers, the longest mountain
rTanges, the longest rallroads, and the most
lntelllgent people on the snrface of the earth,
made-up, a8 it has been, from the cream of
.Euarope’s peoples. Germany comes next

with 7,200,000, snd - 80,600 - schools,
the Gevernment expenditure not stated.
Gormany is pretty mixed a8 re-

gords - religious hellef, bat the majority
are Protestants. After Germany comes
France, o Catholic nation, having 5,000,000
pupils and. a Grovernment expenditure of
$22,000,000, The psrcentage of puplls is
slightly " below (Germany in proportion to
populution. Ireland, with a population of
five millions and a half, sends 1,032,000
pupils to her schoole, or one out of every
five of her population, a higher percentage
than any other country in the world, not ex-
cepting tho United States, and this without
compulsory education, and notwithstunding
that the priests keep the psople in such gross
ignorance, to quote from the Toronto
Telegram and the venerable and Revd. Mr
Bray, pastor of Zlon Church, el celera, et cetera
et cetera, Another point in favor of Ireland
in one respect, and agalnst it in another, 15,
that the Government expenditure is compar-
atively small, being about two dollars per
capite per annum, from which an impartial
person might deduce it is the British Govern-
ment and not the priests who are against
education in that conntry. Bat we are going
a little ton fast, Ootario has a lurger
percentage still, but then Ontario iz only a
Province in Canada, and tho retaoras do not
give us an aggregate of the Dominion attend-
ance. England and Wales s below Ger-
many and France in the matter of education,
the number of pupils being 3,896,000 and the
expenditure $13,749,000, or about $3.60 per
capita. Hussla is the lowest on the whole
list, for, while its population is about 80,000,
000, it expends only §9,000,000, and sends
but 1,213,000, the allowance per capitz being
very large in proportion. Scotland, educated
Scotland, which is dinned in our ears ad
nauseam, of which Canada is the most im-
portant colony, has 534,000 pupils and an
apnual experditure of $1,736,000-~that is to
say, the Government (Imperial of course)
allows over three dollars psr capila, whily
the percentaga of puplls ia far below
Ireland in proportion to population. Brazl],
o Oatholic country with a population of
about 12,000,000, sends, it appears, 1,880,000
ohildren to school, though the annusl ex-
penditure 13 set down at $11,600,000, or at
the rate of slx dollars per head. Sweden,
one of the most excluelvely Protestant coun-
tries in Europe, with a population of 5,000,000,
bas 598,000 pupile, and spends|$2,600,000 on
education; while Belgium, a Catholic coun:
try with about the same population, has 688,-
000 at schos) and spends $2,467,000. Spain,
it must bo admitted, bas a atlll smaller per
centage ‘than Sweden in proportion, the
figures being 1,410,000 puplls, but the differ-
ence Is not much. After a careful perusel of
the above figures, we must only couclude
‘that nelther race, nor rellglon; nor climate has
much to do with school attendance; but if
‘there 18 a superlority, it rests with Catholic
countries, which, in the aggregate, look after
education more carefnlly than Protestant.

Mr. Barry, who appeared for the prosecu-
tion, sald he had no objection to a short de-
1ay belng accorded the defence for the pre-.

to ask for a delay when called upon to plead.

Mr, Donsrry said this was not a public
prosecution, and it was a case where the ac-
cused had aright to file a specisl plea of
justification, wbich was difforent {from &
slmple plea of guilty or not gullty.

'GENERAL OHARETTE.

BARON OHARETTR, THE FAMOUSB TEENOH GINI’RAL
ABOUT TO VISIT MONTHEAL.

The Papal - Zouaves residing in Oanada are
about to receive a visit tfrom thelir old
commander, the 'distinguigshed - Baron de
Charette. The General ia a grandson of
the famous General Charette, who was shot
during the regime of the last Bepublic. On
the restoration of the Monarchy the family
wero enobled. Baron de Charette com.
‘manded the famous regiment of Papal
Zouaves at the battle of Castle Fidardo, at
the time of the first invaslon of the rapal
State by the Pledemontese. He foughtunder
General La Moriciere, and in a hand-to-hand
fight with a high officer he was serlously
wounded, but nevertheless conquered his op-
ponent. He algo behaved with great bravery
at the battle of Mintana in 1867, and at the
head of the Zouaves he stormed Vigna-
8antuccl, one of the strongholds of the forces
of Gaubeldl, and carried if on three consecu~
tive charges, having two horses killed under
him, as well as being wounded himself. He
also commanded at the famous retreat at
Viterbo, when the Papal Btates were in-
vaded by the Piedemontese for the last
time. After the siege of Rome, he and al}
the French Papel Zouaves were reratriated
to France, and immediately offered their ser-
vices to Gambetta during the Franco-Pras-
sfan war, Their services were accepted, and
their firat exploit was to protect the retreat
of the French army from Orleans. The
Baron also fought at- Patay, and et the head
of 500 ex-Papal Zouaves he stormed the
plateau and village of Loigny, which wag
occupied by a strong force of Prussians.
‘8ix gtandord-bearers were comsecutively
killed, besldes nearly all the officers, among
them being Baron de Troussures. Baron
de Charette bad hiz knee broken, urd was
taken prisoner by the Pruseians. Out of the
500 oply 300 remalned nlive. He afierwards
escaped from prison, and was made general of
a division and s commander of the Legion of
Homor. A cablegram has been received from
Chevalier Drolet, an ex-officer of the Zouaves,
stating that the Goneral has sailed for

Canada, and already preparations are bsing
mode to give him an enthusiastic reception.

Among the members of the Regiment of
Papal Zouaves who ceme to Canada we
might mention some wno are doubtless
well known to many of our readers: Mr,
A. Larocque, of Dorchester street, Montreal,
who was severely wounded at the battle of
Mintans, and was made s Chevalier of Pius
IX.,; Lieutenant ‘'Faillefer, formerly of
Montreal, but now of Manitobs, who was
made a Chevalicr of Pius IX. for services
rendered nt the siege of Rome; Chevalier
Drolet, of the Legion of Horor, who repre-
sented the Canadian Government at the

Paris Exposition io 1878; Reverend
Mr. Siuve, of Otitaws, who Wa6
wounded at the siege of Rome; Mr.

Prendorgast, of Montreal, who diatinguished
bimself at tho siego of Rome, and was made
a Chevalier of Bt, Sylvester; Father Gar-
crau, Messrg, Varln, Jas. McEenzie and
Napolcon Renaud, also of Montreal. The
Rev. Mr. Morean, curete of 8t. Gregoire, was
also chaplain to the French Canadian sol-
diers during their campaign. Mr, H, G.
Murray, well-known in Quebec newspaper
circles, was a member of the Regiment ; he
leit Quebuc n few years ago to join the Car-
lst army in Spain, where he met his death at
tbe battle of Manrese., There were also
about 300 Eoglishmen in the Regiment, two
of woom, Messrs. l'owell and Robertson,
are now members of the British House of
Commons.

Abbe Lacroix, Messrs Larocque and Renaud,
ex-Papzal Zouaver, who formed the deputstion
appointed to be present at the arrival of their
old General, Baron Charette, in New York,
have returned from that city. ThLey state
that all honor was paid to the famous French
goldier, and that his roception in the Ameri-
can metropolis was highly pleasing. General
Charette was deeply touched by the honor
aud attention pald to him during the few
hours he 1emained in New York.
He was accompanied by his wifo and two
davghters, and made no delay in starting for
Baltimore, where his mother-in-law, Mrs.
Polk, 18 dangerously ill. This lady is the
wife of a Methodist Bishop, of Charlestows,
who was converted to the Catholfc faith. The
General promlises to be in Montreal on the
10th of this month, and the Reception Com.
mittes here are busy making preparationsfor
his racéption. On his arrival at the Bonaven-
ture Station he will be met bya large depu-
tation of prominent citizens. The dav fol-
lowing a publio dinner will be tender to the
‘distinguished officer, and in the afternoon,
the Canadian Zouaves will megsemble to do
‘bonor to bim whom they once obeyed. The

to lessen his power, ou account of the letter
from Kilmainham to Captain O’Shea. Almost
sll our papers here have a stone to throw at
him, and- the Irish are warned to
keep vlear of a mon who could
write such a docament. But fortnnately the
Jrish people here can ges through this
veiled bypocrisy. Parnell’s letter does honor
to his manliness and patriotism, aad should
be put up in svery Irish meetivg place as an
evidence of the respect in which the author
isheld, The Echo is an exception to nearly
all our other daily papers, inasmuch as it
takes very kigh ground on the Irish question.
It bas recently been going after Mr, Forster
with a persistency of which I am sure that
irate statesman does not &t all reiish, Spegk-
ing of the death of Lord Frederick Cavendisb,
the Echo makes the following compsrison
between thut nobleman and Mr. Forster :—

«Though Lord Frederick Cavendish was
frequently bronght into contact with Irish
representatives in ihe House of Commons on
the estimates appertaining to Irelund, and
though hard words were frequently epoken,
uhe was the only Minister” safd Mr.
Dilloc a day or two ago, who never
gave ud an uncivil answer.” I1n this
matter he stands out 1 etriking and
memorable contrast to Mr, Forster, who has
given many uacivil answers in raspisg and
irritatipg tones. In fect, the pictureeque
historfan will unot fsil to make the gaunt
grim, and grisly fizure ot Mr Forster uct as
# good backgroued to the more coaciliatory,
aud, in fact, mora moble character of Lord
Frederick Cavendish.” |

The Freiheit, the organ of the German
Socialists in London, 1s again in trouble on
account of the froedom with which it wrote of
the Pheenix Park tragedy. Herr Most, its
editor, is now serving a term of imprison-
ment for the way in which he commented on
the ngsagsination of the Czar, and now the sub-
editor is under arrest for the iollowing passage

thought to get rid of, has shown that he stiil
iives, and will do his work.”

In London the German Socialistic element
is rather strong, and no doubt Bismarck is
very anxlous it should be kept at bay.

Those friends of Ireland, the emergency
men, ars not behind in expressing their de-
testation ot the crlme, yet there are to-day
numbers of journalists and others in this
very city of London, who entertain some
thoughts ot the whole thing being an emer-
gency concoction.

What to do" with thé Salvation Army is
one of the great and solemn questions now
under -oonsideration by our legislators and
law makers, and what is more, if the public
peace is o be maintained the Salvationists
must be in gome way immaediately deslt with.
The Sociery, althoogh professing peace and
good will to men, is both in theory and action
strongly combative. Its literature and bills
are worded In military fashion and different
placea are called strongholde of satau, held
by the forces of the devil. When the Army
18 about to invade & town an announcement
bill will set forth that an attack in force
under the command of Colonel so-and-g0, 18
to be made at a certaln time upon the devil’s
quarters in the town of ———, and that the
sfege will be continued until the works are
captured, and all satan’s people taken prison-
ers of war or slain in their sin. When the
attack begins . neighborhood is overran by
an ignorant rabble of men and woman, nearly
all of whom are sergeants, captains, colonels
or something else, Then there is a blowing
of trumpets, a beating of drums and a shout-
ing ot hymns, and anyone who may say a
word In opposition I8 immediately called a
soldier of bell. This calling of names is not
always pleasing, and as a consequence the
Army I8 frequently engaged fin battle, and
for protection has to ask the ald of the civil
powers. At present to meet this new form
of fanaticism the law is rather vague, but to
preserve the public peace the law must be
made definite. Tae Army has now in Eng-
land over two thonsand ofticers at saleries of
from 278 to £4 per week. Of all European
countries England I3 from time to time most
subject to outbreaks ot religious fanaticism,
and this Salvation Army phenomenon I8 the
Iatest manifestation of the dicease. What
curious train of thought religious history will
bring up in one's mind. Every religion per.
sgcuting those who did not follow its doctrina
yet oll 8o anxious to send people to a place of
eternal happiness in a world to come, and
to-day this really wonderful development of
religious entbusiasm called the BSalvation
Armv isanimated by s spirit of combative-
ness just as much as sny of the rystems: which
went before it.

While on religious matters, I moy say that
§t. Paul's Cathedral, London, 18 to bave thg
largest swung bell in the world. St. Paul's
is the greatest Church bullt for the Protestant
faith, indeed, in England, the only cathedral
founded for. that communion. It was built
to eucceed the old St, Paul's destroyed by the
great fire in 1666, and it is the largest Church
on the Giobe built in the lifetimes of the
srckitect, the contractor, the Bishops aud the
King. 7The first stone was laid in 1675 by the
architect, Sir Christopher Wren, aud the
editize wus finished thirty-five yesrs after, in
1710. 1n the Church there are a largo num-
ber of monuments to men who in their day
mnde English history,the principal morumeni
being that of Wellington, whoso remains rest
in tho crypt, but whose mural monument is
in 4 side chapel close to the west entrance to
the Church. As a work of art, it ig,no doubt,
coitly, and very beuutlful, but for chasteness
of desizn and soleman grandeur, it will not
bear comparison with the tomb of Napoleon
under the doms of the Church of the Invalides
in Parla. The old bell of 8t. Panl’s {s about
oleven tons Cauadien weight of two thousand
pounds to the touv, while “Great Paul,” as the
bell 1s called, will weigh over eighteen tons,
and in striking will swing a half circle from
side to side. “Big Ben,” the bell of the clock
in the tower of the Houre of Commoner, weigha
about sixteen tous, but it is immovable, and
made to sound by being struck by a hammer
worked by stesm. At the Italinn Charch,
Hatton Garden, London, thers is a bell
welghing over thirteen tons, but as the
Chnrch is yet unfinished, the bell is only jast
suspended over the ground, and to make it
cound the clapper is Bwung to and fro by four
men,

Throughout this city, meetings of Irishmen
are held to protest againet Gladstone’s new
coercion law, and as the Irish vote in Lon-
don is the balance of power, the Government
is sorely puzzled over the whole affair. They
are anxious to conclliate all parties, but this
they cannot posslbly do, because in Ireland
there is neither ideutity of interest, or com-
mon feeling between the great mass of peo-
ple and the landiords and 1nling claga,
The people are natlonal, and aspiring to
make Ireland a natfoo, while the landlord
class are sordidly selfish and in their own in.
terest world keep the country.tied to the
chariot wheels ot England—n kind of Tom
Tiddler's gronnd—for a crowd of officials
whose duty I8 tosupprees every aepiration
for freedom. An extract from the Daily
Chronicls of this morning, describes to a cer.
tain extent the Irish situmation in Lomndon.
Not because oi the slightest fear for personal
safety of Ministers, but as an evidence
of the knowledge they possess of linglish
rule in Ireland being objactiouable to the
Irish people, who undoubiedly should be the
best judges of the form of government to
sult them. If we were Iandians or megroes,
it would not bo so diflicuit to siience or ex-
terminate us, but as we are freedom loving
Calts, full of intelligence, vigour, and enthu-
siasm, it i3 not so easy t¢ put us under, At-
tempts are also made to tern the clergy Into
moral policemen, but the day for that: kind
of tbing nas gone by, We love the clergy as
roligions teachers, but as political leaders. or
Government wira-pullets we have, whether
foc good or bad, learned to bulieve tbat tney
are very much out of their place.

Irish-Amerlcans are the dread of the aris-
tocescy of Eogland ncd Iveland, for they not
only netively conspire to break up landlord-
fsm iu Ireland, but they are also rapidly in-
spiring the democracy of England.

A week or two ngo your own Mr, Costigan
was runodly rated in the London papers for
daring to bring into the Canadlan Parliament
a motion in favor of Irish self-governmeut,
but the following tolegram to the Ecko has

Husband, wifs, and children—the
latter all very young—bad pagsed the night
in the open air. The mother and child were
dining off potatoes, their table being a rickety
old chair set in the open yerd. At another
houre, in the open yard also, were mother
and children feeding upon Indian meal and
stirabout without milk—tuand not enongh of
that,’ said the poor women.”

THE MOMTREAL COLLEGE.

The Laying of a Corner Stone of a New
Chapel—A Short Sketch of the Progress
of the Institution — Ympressive Cere-
monies Presided Over by Mge. Fabre—A
Day of Rejoleing In the College.

———

The Montreal Collegs is ons of the oldest
educational institutions in America, and has
enjoyed tor tho last hinlf century a continental
reputation, Its history is but a record of
progress, both us regards the material side aof
the eatablisbment acd its educatioaal resnlts,
until to-day it stonds the tinest and largest
institution of its kind, not only in Canada,
but throughoui the continent. Its be-
ginning dates back as far a3 17067,
when its first shelter was taken under
the roof of the small presbytery rituated
at Longue Polnte. 8ix years later the Col.
lege was removed to the Castle of the Seig~
neur de Vaudreuil, on Jacques Cartier Square
in this city. The work of education here
went on for exactly thirty years, from 1773 to
1803, when a great catastropine befell the In-
stitntion. A conflagration had started in its
vicloity, and the old castle crumbled noath
the heat of the flames. ‘The reverend gentle-
men of the Society of St. Sulpice, who had so
ably directed the establishment, only exerted
themeelves the mora at its disappearsace, and
in 1804 gave orders for the ercction. of
a large building, which haog been so long
kpown as the ©Old Collegs,” and
which afierwards became the centre of the
city in the heart of Griffintown. It wasonce
more opened in 1806, and for 50 years Las
given to Capede and the Ualted States their
shining lights in the ranks of the Xplacopacy
and of tbe clergy, their political celebrities
in the legisiative halls, the leading men in
the Jegnl and medical professions.

In 1854 the foundations of the Grand
Sewinary, situated at the foot of the Moun-
taip, were laid. Six years later, when the
affair of Trent occasioned the transfer of nu-
merous Eoglich troops to our shores, the So-
ciety of St. Sulpllce ceded their old college to
the authorities for the use of the soldiers, and
the students were removed to the Seminary
on Sherbrooke strest. ‘This large building,
However, goon began to grow too small, and
in 1867 the foundation of the prosent
grandiose Luildings were laid, so that to-day
the students of theology, philosophy nnd the
gciences, and of classics, have each their own
geparate departments in the building.

Again has this immense pile grown too
small for the accommodation of the students,
who number over five hundred, 'The classic
students could find no room in the grand
chapel to participate in the religious cere-
monies and services. Hence the necessity of
creating n new extension and of building
a chapel for their special use npd benefit.
The laying of the corner-stove of this sacred
edifice took place to-day, and was atiended
with unusual ceremony. His Lordship Mgr.
Fabre presided in full pontifical robes, and
was assisted by the director of the College,
Rev. Father Deguise, and the director of the
Seminary, Rev. Father Lavigne.

After the colebration of Mass by His Lord-
ship, a procession was formed by the ecclesi-
astics, headed by a sab-deacon in his robes
of office carrying the symbol ot the craucifix-
fon, and proceeded to the site chosen for the
erection of the chapel. A temporary floor
had been latd over the foundations, evergroens
wore profusely distributed, and the Papal flag
floated in the breeze from the top ot the der-
rick in company with the Dominion flag,
which reminded one of the two great princi-
ples inculcated in the hearts and minds of
the stundents—duty to religion and to coun-
try. A little aside from the inspiring scene
were the numerous workmen with uncovered
heads silently admiring the work of reli:ion
in blessing their labor. '[he ‘Veni Creator
was entoned by the Blshop and the grand
refrain was caught up by the 500 voices, a
magnificent effect belng produced by the har-
mony and ensemble of the singing ; the ochnes
wasting their atrength and swestness on the
mountain side.

His Lordship now proceeded to bless the
corner stone, and placed therein & number of
documents containing the names of the pro-
fessora, students and ot others connected with
the inetitution or ceremony. Colns, variouns
monies, religlous medsls and other souvenirs
of the day were also placed there.

After tha hymns and psalms in connection
with the ritus! bad been gome through, the
Bishop blessed tho foundations and called
upon the Most High to sanctify the work being
erected in His honor.

At the conclusion of the ceremonies, His
Lordship took a eeat on the ralsed dais and
addreseed a few worda to the Collego students.
Hoe explained the nature and the ren.

sons of the coremonial of which tbey.

had jost been witnesses. Their profassors
had not ouly to deal ount instruction to their
minds, but their youthful hearts had to b»
cared for; they owed a duty not only tq their
fellow creatures and country but also to their
God, and hence the reason of erecting a suit-
able place of worship where they could
perform thelr religious duties with attention
and plety.

The assemblage then dispersed. Among
the numerous clergy present we remarked the
Rev. Fatbers Bayle, Dowd, Rousselot, Sen-
tenne, Giband, Feron, Roussip, Maillet,
Beaudet, Euaard, Grattan, Charpentier; also
Mesars. Bourgeault & Leprohon, the archi-
tects, .Messrs.. D, Perrault & Son, the con-
tractore, Dr, Dagenais and wthers. )

COEBCIVE LEGISLATION FOR
IRELAND.

To the Editor of THE PosrT :

DEear 81r,—At the present time the state of
Iroland is the all-absorbiog tople, not only in
Great Britain, but amongst English-speakiog
people the world over. . What is going tc bs
the result of the present state of affairs?
What can the Goverament do to put an end,
finally and forever, to the present unhappy
state of the country ? are questions dally
asked on all sldes. Mauny remedies have been
suggested : the abolition of trial by jury, sus-
pension of the Habeas Corpus Act, martial
law, and even “FREE QUARTER"” have been sug-
gested by many ; whilst a liberal reform of
the land laws, peasant proprietary and local
gelf-government have met with favor from
pot a few wiseand judicious statesmen, Three
years ago tho veteran statesman, Mr. John
Bright, addressing his constituents on the
state of Ireland, made use of the remarkable
phrase, ¢ FORCE 18 X0 REMEDY,” time has proved
the truth of the atatement, if indeed looking
back at the world’s history any proof were
wanting. The palpable and ignominious
failure of the Coercion, bill of last year,
release of the enspects and rotiremont of
Mr. Forster from toe Government of Ireland
and couaclls of the Empire, combined with
the cxpreessd intentions of bMr. Gladstone to
introduce extensiva and liberal measures ot
relorm, raised high bopes in lreland and
amongst those who favored reform and op-
posed coerclon, but alug these hopes were
destined to be speadly sbattered by the foul
and brutal murder of Lord Cavendish, the
representativa of the Government, and Mr.
Burke, the Under Secretary, The world was
seized with borrer and detestation of the
crime and dismay for the faoture of Ireland,
by none was it more sincerely regretted and
reverely condemned than by the representa—
tivea of the Irish people at home and abroad.
From end to end of Great Britain a cry went
up for the epeedy and condign punishment of
the murderers. The Government at once
took the matter up, but unfortunately in a
manner which is likely to punish the many
for the sins of the few, viz: by introducing a
coercion bill which hns been justly pro-
nounced ss an embodiment of the severest
clauses of all the ceercion bills introduced
daring the last half century, and when we
cousidor that since 1830 no less than 48
coercion bills havo been passtd for [reland,
the render may form some impression of the
rtringency of the repression bill now before
Patrliament. It is true that almost simul-
tanecusly with the presgent bill, the Govern-
ment introduced a bill for the abolition of
srrears of tho smaller class of tepant farmers
and T hope that this may somewbhat soften
the bittor feellngs which tho repression bill
is cortain to create, but looking back at the
history of Ireland and the wutter fallure of
cnercion in former times, the wonder {s that
a Government professedly Liberal would
again have recourse to n measure 50 rotten
and degrading.

Nenrly 300 years have wow passed since
Carew, the cruel and blood-thirsty Lord
Deputy of Qaeen Klizabeth, stated in his
deepatch to the Court ot England, ¢ TuaT
IRELAND wA8 Now PACIFIED.” We have left,
he continued, ¢ Neither corn, nor horn, nor
kome unburned.” It ia not my intention, nor
do I think any good coula now be gained by
fiwelling on the disgusting barbarities of this
Lord Doputy, suflice it to say that a distin-
guished modern historian has stated ¢ that
more lives were racrificed at this perlod in
Ireland, than perished in the three Krench
revolutions by the crimes of the Jacobing,
tne Reds and the Communists.

The oppressive measures ia thy reign of
tbat stuttering fool, King James I, the mase-
acres of Cromwell and the penai laws of
Queen Anne, are matters with which the
readers of Irish history are acquainted. That
all these actr utterly failed to accomplish the
euds for which they were intended, and
sorved only to widen the breach between the
magses ot the Irish people aud the Govern-
ment of Eogland, are facts admitted by almost
ail bistorians and statesmen of the present
time.

The end of the last century found the
British Government stiil pursuing a policy
of coerciun towards Ireland, martisl law and
frae quarters were carrled out to their fullest
and most terrible extent by the infamous
Lord Carthampton ; the’pucple were goaded on
to that rebellion in '08, which caused the
shedding of oceans of blood and decimated
the manhkood of the country. After the ro-
bellion, the clemency of Lord Cornwallis
brought the country to a state of comparative
quiet, whilst the wars of Napolesu ralsed the
prices of prodnce and brought prosperity to
the farming classes, but in 1824 we again find
ooercion in full force and trial by jary sus-
zended.  Let us glance at the results of the
suspension of triat by jury in 1824, which the
Government i8 now agsin introducing in
1882. By areturn fuarnished to the House
of Commons for 1824, wa find that 1,708 ar.
rests were made. Of these, 271 were convict-
¢d, thus puuishing by arrest and imprison-
ment, pending trial, 1437 innocent persons,
in order to bring home conviction to 271!
and leaving the proportion of convictions to
arreets 1587 per cent.; whilst in 1880,
under trial by jury, the proportion,
as farnished by officlal statlstics, was 50 53
per cent. 'The supporters of the present re-
pression Bill, and those who say it 8 impos-
pible to get a jury to coavict in Ireland,
would do well to study these figures. One of
the moat disastrous results of coercion is that
it has always had the effect of driving the
peasantry and some others into eecret so.
cieties, # The Peep ¢’ Day Boys,” * The Babes
in the Wood.”:“Tho Raparees,”  'The Thrash-
ers,” and «Ribbon Men” of former times, ag
well us the « Mconlighters” of the pressnt
dny all sprung up under its inflasuces nnd to
its baneiul effacts may also be traced noost of
the blackest crimes which have darkeunwd tho
pages of Irish history.

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Mr. Weiear—It appesrs to me that the
rezoiutions introduced by the bon..member
for Victoria, are couched in such loyal, libe.
ral and appropriate terms, ag to:merit the
favorable consideration of every member of
this House. That a state ot things exist in
Ireland discreditable to the Empire, and dis-
creditable to the civiiization of the nine-
teenth century, must be admitted by every
one. If this evil i to Lecoma chronic, if thia
deadly canker is to eat up and destroy the
Irieh body politic, then ‘'we must mourn the
destruction of a gallant and generous pecple,
connected with us by the closest tie of con-
sanguinity, and whose history is bound up
with many of the brightest and some
of the darkest portions of that of
the Empire, I think that, under the
circamstances, the Canadian Parliament might
with propriety suggest that a great political
problam which has received a favorable solu-
tion in Canada, might, by the application- of
some methods, produce the same resmita in
Ireland ; that & concession of &' system of
gelf-government similsr to our own, and an
amelioration of the landed.system, might
make Her Msjesty's subjects in . lreland as
happy, contented, prosperour and:loyal, as are
Her Majofty’s subjects in Canada. It may be
gaid that we have nothing to do with thia
matler, and that this Parliament has no right
to discuss the condition of things which exist
in another part of the Empire. We mightbe
told that it i8 wlfre vires, and that theinferior
cannot advise or dictate to the superior
Tegisiature; but I would submit thaf
what touches the honor and well-being of
one part of the Empire touches the honor of
all, Atany zate, wa are free men,in a free
Parlisment, and from time immemorial every
British subject has had the right to lay his
potitions and remonstrances at the foot of
the Throne. Only the other day when Her
Majesty’s life was attacked by a vile aseassin,
it was thought right and proper that the Can-

adian Parliament should glve expression to
the feelings of loyalty and devotion which
animated the whele Oanadian people. If
this wos fitting in o case affecting Her
Majasty's llfe, it cannot, surely, be improper
in » case aflecting Her Masjesty’s honor,
for HBer Masajesty's honor is iotimately
concerned with whatever effects the well-
beirg and good government of every portion
of Her Dominions. Wehave a great destiny
before us, - It has fallen to our lot to build
ap snd malntain & great Dominion for Her
Mpjesty in the northern part of this con-
tinent. We are bound to hold againstall
odds this outpost of the Empire. 1t 18, there-
fore, of the greatest importance te¢ us that
avery ship that crosees the Atlantic should
ba freighted with gallant and geuerous de-
fenders, and not with deadly and dangerous
foes, 1tis of the greatest importance to us
that tho men who come to aid us in this
great work should horor and revere
British institutions, ond not be imbued
with feelings of hatred and horror of the
English nsme, Contrast the condition of
things which exists in Ireland with what ex-
ists in Capada to-day. Every one must have
read with feelings of pain the reporta of the
progress of Her Majesty’s Hecretary Mr.
Rorster through Ireland. In his .visit that
gentleman was protected by an army of sol-
.diers and policemen. It was regarded as a
most daring act that Her Majesty’s represen-
tative was able to pass through that portion
of her Dominlons with safety. These reporta
remind us of Russian and not English life.
One can fancy such things occurring under the
away of the Czar, but not under the rule of the
noblest monarch and the motet loving woman
toat ever the sun shope upon. In Canada
Her Msjesty's representative ia protected only
by his owa nobility of nature,and by the love,
loyalty and respect of the entire body of the
Cansadian people. It will be a bappy day for
Ireland and the Empire when her people are
a8 happy and contented &8s tke people of
Osnada. The history of Ireland is a sad one.
All historlans and statesmen agree as to this.
M:. Goldwin 8mith tells ms: “thnt during
.ome perlod of the reign of Queen Elizabeth
the eagles took wing and flew to the
‘Spanith main while the vultures swooped
.down on unhappy Ireland. And from
that day to this they have mnever
left her. With sharp beaks and cruel claws
they have tugged at the hesrt-stzlngae of these
unhappy people.” All clasges, Protestant
and Catholic, have become the victims of
these birds of prey. The race of Valentine
McClutchey, the vulture tribe, fattened and
still fatten on this upholy feast. it has
‘een one Yong eaturnalia of the landlord, the
middleman, the informer, the process-server,
and the Sherlff. Ircland,like a caged esgle,
has beaten its wings againstithe bara in a valn
atiempt to e2cape from the talons of its tor-
mentors, The best and the proudest of her
gong were forced to seek In forelgn lands
that prosperity and  position denfed
jn  thelr own. We sare told that a
like fate befel the Jewish people, and that
on 8 dark might Jerusalem agonized
and dled, The great city was lost to the
Jewich people, but they took the world In ex-
change. The Irlsh land waslost to the Irlsh
people, but practically they took the world in
exchange, By dint of dauntlees valor and
putient perseverance, they gucceeded in ob-
taining that position in foreign lands which
was denjed them in their own. Only in Ire-
1and were Iriehmen outlaws from human rea-
son sud justice. In the face of what Lord
Benconefield calls this great misgovernment,
it will be well 1o consider whafghas been sug-
gested ne a remedy for these evila. The
main object of every Goveinment is the great-
est good for the. greatest mumber, and in
almost every country In Europe this has been
observed, except in England and lreland.
The rule has been to give the land
to the many ingtead of to the few, The most
practical suggestion for the rellef of the Irlsh
has been resolved into three propositions:
iet. A locai system of eelf-goverrment
almilar to that which exists in Canada. 2nd,
A rearrapgement of tho Janded eystem, go
that the land may be divided among the Irish
people, the landlords to be paid in full for
their property, and the Isand resold to the
Irish people. 3rd. In sections which are
over-populnted, emigtation is the remedy
proposed. Sorne years ago, 1. was introduced
by the hon. the Minister of Agrionlture to an
English gentlemen of the name of Tuke, who
$had given much attention to this subject. He
I belfeve, been Commlissioner for Mr.
Gladstone for the sele of the glebe lands be-
longing to the Disestablished Church. He
informed me that the lands had been gold in
wnsll patcels to the peasantry. I understood

I recol-
lect o vieit 1 made to o newly-settled town-
ship, . Our meeting . was in the opea air, in
the very heart of the forest. T was much
struck' by the appearamce of Lhe seltlers ag
they came to the ylace of mesting; some
were suffering with tever and privation, and
were.most unhappy. They looked as if they
had escaped from some beleaguered city,
where. plague, pestllence, snd famine hsad
done their deadly work. Thoy -were imbued
with anawiul batred of the English name,
and every man had his tale of wrong, oppres-
sion, misrule and outrage to tell. A few
years after I revisited this scene; it was
transformed as if by magic. The dauntless
valor, the patient perseverance of the exiles
had done thelr work. The forest had been
1eplaced by broad fields covered with waving
graln. The tall pines had given place to
pleasant farm houses. The pallid looks and
wasted forms had been replaced by the hues
ot health and the strength of manhood.
Stalwart eons and blooming daughters gather-
ed about the hearthstone, and sltogether they
were as contented and happy a population as
ever the sun shone on, If to-day Her Ma-
jesty's throne was attacked, among the firat to
1ally round tue English fiag would be the
gallant exiles and their descendants. We have
been told that the Irish are malconteat, and
will never be satisfied, we bave bsen told
that thev are unable to govern themsslves,
and we are pointed to the outrages so fre-
quently occurring that disgrace & noble
cause, and a gallant snd generouer people.
It is admitted by every right-thinking man
that thess outrages ghould be sternly sup-
pressed. Nocouuntry is worth living in where
1ife and property are not protected. Itis a
proof of what Lord Beaconifield caliz the
great misgovernment, that Jife and property
aro not protected in Ireland. It islikewises
proof that there i3 something radically
wrong when u Government is unable to per-
form its natursl and legitimute functions.
I think that Lord BMacaulay has con.
pidered & similar state of things in
terms which sro singularly applicable to the
Ireland of to-day. He refers in the outrages
thet occurred during the great ¥nglish rebel-
lion :—

# Wo are not careful to answer in this mat-
ter. Thess charges, were they infinitely
more important, would not alter our opinion
of an event which makes us to differ from the
gerfs who crouch beneath despotic sceptres.
Many evils are, no doubt, produced by civil
wer, they are the price of liberty. Is the
acquisition worth the sacrifice; it is the
nature of the devil of tyraony to tear snd
rend the body which it leaves, Arve
tho miseries of ocontipued possession
less terrible than tho stroggles of the
tremendous exertion, If it were possible
that a people brought up naderan intolerant
snd arbitrary system could subvert that
system without acts of cruelty, half the ob-
jactions o despotic pewer would beremoved;
we should in that case be compelled to ac-
knowledge that it produced no pernicious
effects. We deplore the outrages which nc-
company revolution, but the moie violent the
outrages, the more we feel that a revolution
was necessary ; the violence of those outrages
will be proportioned to the ferocity and
ignorance of the people, and the ferocity and
ignorance of the people will ba proportioned

to the oppression and degradatiox
under which they have been accus-
tomed to llve. The  Government

had prohibited free discussion and had dove
its best tokeep the people unscquainted with
thelr dutles and their rights, The retribu-
tlon wes only nataral, [f the ralers suffered
from popular ignorance it was hecause they
had taken away the key of knowledge, if they
were aseatled with a blind fury it was becavse
they had exacted an ¢qually blind submlis~-
slon ; there 1a only ome cure for the evils
which acquired treedom produces, and that
care I freedom. When a prisoner firet leaves
his cell he cannot bear the light of day. The
remedy 18 not to remand him to his dungeon
but to accustom him to the rays of the sun,
The blaze of liberty may at first denale and
bewilder the nations accustomed to the
house of bondage, let thém gaze on and they
will be goon able to bear it. In a few yeare
men learn to reason, the extremo violence of
opinion subsides, hostile theories correct each
other, the scattered elements of truth cease
to contend and begin to conlesce, at length a
syatem of juatice and order Is educed out of
chaos. Many politiclans of our time are in
the habit of sstting it down as a sell-evident
proposition, that no people ought to be free
till they are fit to use their freedom. The
maxim is worthy of the 100l in the old story
who would not go into the water until he had
leatned to awim. If nations are to wait for
Uberty until they grow wise and good in
dlavery they may well wait for ever.”

I think thers are unmistakable signs that
the dark night for Ireland ia passed and that
the hour ot deliverancy {8 at hand. It ap-
pears to ms that English statesmen and
people are at last atoused to the necessities of
the situation. Lord Benconsfield snid that
while they bad not listened to sarthquake
and iightning, the still small voice would
reach the conecience of England. I think
that before long the English Parliament and
the English people will concede those rights
which they claim for themselves. It may be
sald that this is & question which will orsate
dissensions among our people. Ido not be-
lleve that this is the cass. Protestants and
Catholics nlike ars interested in the solution
of this great problom. 1 am assured that
Irishmen and their descendants all over the
world would Jike to ses the sametights given
to lreland which are enjoyed by other por-
tions of Her Majesty’s dominions. Mr,
Forster, at the close of a long snd eloquent
speach which he delivered in Ireland, con.
oluded by making use of the form of words
appended to all revolutlonary documents,
namely, ¢ Qod Save Ireland,” and I am cer-
tain that every generous heartthroughout the
world will earnsstly and devontiy repeat that
prayer. We trust that the prostrate form so
long bowed in the dust may at lastatand erect
in all the dignity of freedom ; thal4he Ppeople
of Ireland may be ashappy and progperous in

THE SUTTON FLATS TRAGEDY.

SwerTsBURG, May 31.~—The trial of Wil-
Itam Richards for the murder of Joseph Jack-
son was continued here yesterday afternoon,
ot one o'clock. Present: A. G. H. Boright,
E. A, Dyer and C, H. Boright.

Bepjamin Ibbotson, of the ity of Montreal,
Immigration Agent for the Province of Que-
bec, testified that the prisoner, in compsny
with Jackson and others, came to his office
shout the 12th or 13th of July last, and
ghortly afterwarde the deceased went into the
survice of George Mackay on the Upper La-
chine Road. The prisoner remained about
the city for a few days, and he (witness) afier-
wards gave him a railway pags to Abercorn.

William Richards, the prisoner, was then
examined and related in detail his acquaint-
ance with Jackson, whom he met for the first
time on the 88, ¢ Montreal " on the passage
trom Liverpool to Quebec. He also gave a
fall account of incidents attending the arrival
of himself and the deceased in Montreal, their
journey to Abercorn, and went on to relate
the clrcumestances connected with his (the
prisoner’s) engagement with a farmer at that
place, but which he refused to accept, a8 the
farmer was only In a position to employ one
of them, The prisoner them went on to
gay :—

1« We shall not then engage with you, I sup-
poge;” I then asked him if there was any
nearer way of gettlng hack to the depot
without going back by the way we came by
the road, and he sald there was; ®youcan
g9 across that lot,” pointing to the direction
}i0 meant, « and through the woods;" I said,
# Thank you, sir’ and left him, and as I
turned away from bim I said to my com-
rede,  There I8 & nearer way, acrogs this lot
and through the woods;” my comrade sald,
#« Well, we will go that way,” and we went,
and after we had crossed the road into the lot,
we were about half way across the lot, and
1sald to my comrade, ¥ Well, Joe, what shall
wedo? You have no monoy, and I have
spent all mine but 25 cents ;” he sald, I don’t
know, WIill ; all I hava ia ten dollars ;’ eo I
looked at him in amaze, and sald, ¢ What do
you 8ay, you G == d—— scamp ! You have
bsen telling me all slong that you had
no money ;" he eald, ¢ What did yom
call me? a G—— d——scamp?

bad hls umbrella in his hand ; ke striick me

UAN EGYPT FIGHT?

The Egyptian army, asat prosent organized,
coneiste of nine regiments of infantry, two
regiments of artiHery, three regiments of
coestguard, three regiments of cavairy and
four rogiments of gencarmerie. Every
Egyptian, between the ages of nineteen and
forty, and regardless of religion or race, is
liable to military service. 'The term of ser.
vice in the active army is three years for the
infantry and four years for the cavalry acd
artillery, After leaving the active army,
the soldlers retiro to their villages, and
for a period of six years are inscribed in
the first reserve; after the expiration of the
8ix years they nre inscribed in the second
reaerve, which can only bs called oat in case
of invasion. This organization was intro-
duced in 1872, so that the troops of the
second regerve are just beginning. to be
insoribed. The infantry regiments are com-
posed of three battalions of eight companies
each. In time:of peace.only two and some-
times four of these eight companies are pre-
sent with the colors. Tha cavelry regiments
have six aquadrons each. . "The artillery
regiments are sach composed of six batteries
of four guns each in time of peace and 8 guna
in time of war. Two of thke six batteries
are mounted and four are foot batteries. The
infantry are armed with Remington rifles, of
which there are.about one hundred and fifty
thousand in Egypt. The cavalry are armed
with Babres, revolvers and Remington car-
bines. The field artillery are supplied with
rifies, b-eechloading Krupp guss, of which
there are about cne hundred in the maga-
zines. The garrlson and seacoast artillery
are provided with heavy Krupp and with
Wahrendroffi guns of elght ioch and tenm
inch callbre. The vpowder millse and

cattridge factory at Tourah, mnear Oairo,
render Egypt practically independent
of a forelgn supply of ammunition.

The quartermaster’s department and the com-
issariat are in a sad state of chaos, and are
the weak points In the organization. A
firman of the Sultan, Ilmits the number of
teoops to 18,000, At the present moment
there are, perhaps, 12,000 or 13,000 men with
the colors, but the regimental cadres of com-
missioned and non.-commissioned cfficers are
50 maintained that in five weeks the effactive
strength of the army could be increased to
45,000 men by calling in the first reserve.
In case of invaslon the Bedaween contin-
gents, who furnish thelr own arms and
horses, and the second reserve would enable
Egypt to place in the field 120,000 fighting
men,
