Anuest ror Monper,~Two mes, on=-of whom was
recently in Amerien. and brought hack by Govern-
meat, have been lodged in goal on the charge of
kaving murdered Alderman Sheehy, two years ngo,
in the county of Clure. This gentleman, it will he
recollected, was in the habit of gleeping in & cottage
by himsell, and one moroing it was found burned
dowu, sud the body of the Alderman in such a con-
ditivn ag proved that he bhed been gbot, and he in-
cendiarism committed by his murderers. Other vir-
eumstances also sustained thiz conclusion.  The
murder, at the time, clicited considerable horror from
its nature, and the high character of its victim. A
correspondent of the Freeman says:- “ Upcn the in-
formation of & strolliug pedier in the county of Cork,
who sware that ke glept in the hause of Pat Minogue,
of Ayte, or the night of the above inurder, and that he
heacd the plans for perpetrating it concocted hatweon
Mizogue and his brother Martin, they were srrested
about three o'clock am., on the 24th ult., and lodged
in bridewell. Kemmis was broaght to Tulla under
the escort of & policeman, and updecwent a long

* examination before Mr. O'Hara He identiliedt the
two Minogues out of ten men placed alongside of
them. The prisoners were further remnaded, though
IXemmis's gtatement is not much to bo relied on. 1t
is bzlieved that the name of Kemmis is agsumed, and
that he is himself an old nflander. It may be in the
recollection of your readers that thé Minogues were
strungly suspected of having been concerned in this
horribie murder—in fact, une of ithem was gent for
trisl at tae nssizes of thia town, hut dizcharged for
want of evideoce.”

A Romaxcs or Tug Prenacs. - A letter from a
gentlemnn named Hitcheock, given in the pew vo-
Iume of Sir Rernard Burke’s ¢ Viciszitudes of Fami-
lies,’ discloses 8 curious ‘romance of the peerage.
Mr. Hitchcock says : - The last Viscount Kingsland
wag born in same obscure part of Dublio, nnd ! eda-
eated' iz the vicinity of Castle Market, where it waa
gaid he made Lis ¢ first appenvance jn pablic' in the
onerous part of a bagket boy, his success in which
churacter led to bis prumotion, in the course of time,
to the more elevaied position of npder-waiter at a
tavern in Dawson-strest. It subsequently appedred
that, although in o lowly a sphere, he entertained a
dreamy notion, derived from family tradition, that,
as he bore the uame of the Kingsland family, be
might, by sowe turn of the wheel of fortuane, become
cutitled to ita honors and estates. The Lord Kinga-
land of that time wes a lunatie, residing in an asy-
lnm in Trance, and was under the gnardianship of
his relative, Lord Trimleston. A false rumor of that
lord's death reached Matthew Barnewell while he was
officiating &t the tavern in Dawson-strect, and acting
upon the treditionnry notion of beirship, under the
advice of his theu companions and friends, Matthew
mustercd a strong force of the employees of the ta-
verus nnd the market which had been the school of
hig early trainmng, and with that formidable array,
proceeded forthwith to Turvey, the fawmily mansion,
of which be took instaut possession. There he ecut
down timber, lighted boofires, and for some short
time indulged in the esercise of rudo hospitality to
the companions who had cecorted him and the rub-
ble which he coliected in the neighborhood. Hisre-
joicings were, howerer, but short-lived. T.ord Trim-
leston, the guardian of the lunatic peer, applied to
the Court of Chancery, aud peor Matthew wus com-
witted 1o Newgale under an atiachment for con-
tempt., While it the prison he was advized 10 apply
to my father fur bislegnl advice and assiatance,
through whieb he was after some time set at liberty.
At that period he was quite unable to trace bis pedi-
gree, and being utterly iiliterate—unable even to
write his own name—he could give but little sgsis-
lance to his legal adviger in tesviog the justice of
the claim whicb, in the midst of his almost Cim-
merian darkness, he still insisted upon to the right
of succession to the Kingsland peerace. My father,
however, being & man of snuguine temperament, as
well a3 superior talents, saw that there was some-
thing in the claim, 4ad he took up the claim with
such ardour that he soon discovered a clne, which
led him step by step through the difficulties which
Iny in the way of tracing a pedigree nmidat so much
ignorance, uatil st length there was but one missing
link in the chain ; -and this was, after much resesrch
supplied by the evidence of ono Luciada Ambridge,
s woman upwards of a hundred yesrs old. In the
meastime the lunatic peer retually died; and when
Matthew's -pedigree wra completed, and the proofs
forthcoming, the claim was brought before the House
of Lords, and afier due investigation admitted.” But
though be was admitted to the honors of his ances-
tors, he could not recover their egtntes ; snd be was
o penniless Viscount Kingsland and Baron of Tur-
vey until ho received a poor. peer’s pensicn of £500
per apoum.

For our part we have no faith whatever ia the
Whiga ; and we shall place no reliance at all jn their
promises regarding ony question of importance in
counection “with Ireland.

suspects, that this pariy i3 now in difliculties, and
that, for the suke of retujuing oflice, it will bid for
De. Cullea's support.  But let the Archbishop of
Dublin be aware of Lhe Whigz., It is unot the first
time thoy cheated the prople of this conntry. In
the latter days of O’ Conuell ther deceived lim, and
sent him broken-bearied to the grave. They made
promises they did not mesu to perform ; and when
they accomplished their ends, they abandoned the
man who gave them the support of hiz influenee.—
Dr. Cullen should be cantious, nnld take care not to
confide too much in the Whigs, fur we suspect they
sre more inclined to prolong their wnure of office
than 1o vield any benefits to freland or the Irish.—

5. The information possessed by tlie complriner in
regard to the subject of inguiry before she Justice hav-
ing been obtaived by him re & confession from s peni.

Tus Bmxextigap SenTeNces,~—The incertitude of
criminal sentences is certainly cne of the greatest
evils known to the law. Given a perfect knowledge
of all the circumatances of & case, and we defy Lhe
oldest follower of the courts to offer an approximate
guess 8s to what the punishment may be. In the
case of Bardel! vs. Pickwick, Mr., Perker expresses
privately a hope that the jury have had a good
breakfast that morning; and in responge to a curious
question of bis client, declares that if they had not
been so comforted the probabllity was they wonld be
in a bsd humor and find siraight away a verdict for
the plaintiff. Judges, notwithstaoding the wig aod
the ermine, are made after all of prety much the
same 8ioff as jurymen, and their bumours and their
ill-humours, their prejudices nnd their passions, often
make the ruling that is atiributed to their calm
judgment. Baron Bramwell appears to us no more
composed of gteel than any of his brethren of the
bench - perbapsg if anythiag the balance in that re-
spect would be against him. His sentences are cer-
tainly not measured by ruie and compass. Whether
or not bis Lordship had made & herriy meal on the
morning he passed sentence rpun Lennon, or whe-
ther his mind was acted npon through other channels
than his digestion, we scarcely think he succeeded
in giving an air of perfect equity to the penaity be
inflicted. Leanon was convicted of baring been en-
gueed in the recent riot Rt Birkenbead, rod in the
fight which took place with the police he struck one
of them a blow with a piece cf iron over the head.—
Nouw 1bis is conduct which we do not seek in the
emallest degree to excuse. It was wrong in Lennon
to hsve inixed himself up in & riot. ITaving dooe so,
it wes very bad on bis part to strike the constable a
severe blow. The mingliog in the riot was like get-
ting drauk, Indefensible in itself, it led to indefensi-
ble conzennences Bat vet all men know that drunk-
enness, bad ng it is, must practicaily be taken nsa
sort of upology for crime, nnd that, though n man
may oot be acquitted for acts committed under the
influence of the drink-fiend, yet in fact it is usually
taken &S a 12agon for qun.ificatlon of puonishment.—
Tt is just so with a riot. A man with heated blood,
intoxicated with the fury of fight, does deeds that at
another time ke would ghudder at. Hsd Lennon in
the malice of cold Dlood struck the policeman
Kearney over the eye, there can be no doub: that he

deliberately calculate; ‘the'efect “of ‘what he did.—
The case was ons therefore in which allowance
similar to that made .to a;drunken man should have
entered the mind of the judge. Bven the preliminary
of crime, the riot, was not without irs palliation,
though certainly without any justification. [t was
called an aoti-Garibaldian riot—it was in truth ao
anti-Orange demonstration. The original promoters
of it were those who sought to izflame the pussious
of their fellow-countrymen. Nor wera the police alto-
gotner blamsless in the matter, a3 Ay oue 2ouversant
with the deeds of the Liverpool coastabulary wiil
very easily uwuderstand Al these circumsiances
combined to show that Leunon’s crime shonld bo re-
garded in the most lenient aspect possible. Vet all
the circumstnnces geem only to hare induced Baron
Brumwell to lay on the lush the law catrusts him
with all the more heavily.

Sir,— A desire 13 expressed by you m the last
nunber of the Trur Wirsess to be furmshed
with the full facts of the melanchaly case of the
Aylwirds, husband and wife, who were executed
at Belleville on the 8th December— with the
view of rescuing the adminisiration of justice n
Canada from the oblequy, or rather suspicion,
which the late exeeutious in Upper Canada have
Believing 10 the purity of
your molives, aml at  the same time being sin-
cerely desirvus of placing all the circumstances
relative to the untoward and unbappy event be-
lore the public in their true light, T now assume
the task ; leaving the public to judge how far the
Administration 18 respousible for the. death of
the unbeppy victuas whose earthly fate by the
laws ol Uits country was jdaced an their bapds.
In order then that a tair aad impartial record
should be made, I propose 1o give it in the torm
of a wurrative, descriptive ot the scene of the
alleged murder—of the accused, their trial, the
tlfurts made fo obtain the Executive clemency,
and their execution.  Although Lhe space de-
manded 10 your journal for that purpose may ex-
ceed the ordinary limits of a newspaper com-
munication, the mmportance of the subject de-
mands that the fullest publieity should be given
tof, and every circuinstance eonnecled with the
feacful tragedy. To commence then with the

SCENE OF THR ALLEGED DMURDER,

Some few years ago, the Government being
desirous of settling the country in the rear of the
County of 1lastuings, caused 10 be surveyed a
sumber of Townships in that lecality, and offered
a free grant of filty acres of land (o each person
wio chase to embrace the opportunity of locat-
ing himsell, and making a permanent home in that
heretofore unclaimed wilderness ; and in order
to afford every [acility for reaching the futwe
settlement; a road was made from the front or
vultivated portion of the County to these lands
at the expense of Lhe public. The Aylwards
were amongst the first 10 accept the conditions
offered ; and in 1860, busband and wife, relying
ou the prommises of the Government, with stout
bearts avd a cheerful hope in the fulure, com-
menced to clear the forest in the neighborbood
of this new road, and erected a comlortable log-
bouse as a home [or themseives and their infant
children. The same year a Scotchman, named
Munro, with his tamily, followed 1n the wake of
the Aylwards, and settled on the adjoining lot to
them. The closest intimacy sprang up between
the Aylwards and therr new neighbors. Bemg
the first setilers, and tar removed, svie sixty
miles, Iromn any other habilation, they constantly
exclianged those acts of courtesy and friendship
50 necessary in their lonely situation.  The first
years’ crop, as it 13 nlways on new land, was an
abundant one, aud everyihing foretold a presper-
aus aud bappy {uture for tbe new sctilers. The
following winter all parties worked with a will
and ne energy (o extend their clearance, and 1
the spring the Aylwards had a large fallow pre-
pared, which they sawed with wheat ; but alas !
Just as the fresh blades appeared over ground,
conmmenced the difficolly which resulted in death,
and brousht rumn and destruction,and blasted the
hopes for ever of so bright and promising a
future.  Munro had a number of fowls which
were allracted o Aylward’s field of new sown
wheat, snd commenced destroying the grain
planted afier many days of toil and bard work by
him. Ile told Munro of 1he depredations being
commilted by his lowls, and expressed his lears
that wnless they were housed up, the destruction
of bis whole crop would be the cesult.  Munro
premused to secure the fowls, at which Aylward
expressed his satizfaction § but the next morning
upon Aylward visning the field, to his borror he
found 1hat Muwro had neglected to yerforin his
promise, and that a fresh * patch” during the
night had heen destroyed. Ajlward agam remon-
strated with Munso in strong language, and
threatencd 1o shoot the fuwls unless they were
taken care of by iim.  Uanfor tunately Muaro, in-
stend of expressing regret at the depredations com-
mitled on bis neighbor’s property, refnsed, and un-
feelingly told bim that Le wmght wateh his field
of wheat, and at the same time dared Ajlward
to-shoot his fowls, Upon thisa coldness valur-
ally sprang up Letween them, and Ayiward to
bis surprise. found that Munro was ewilly dispese.]

A DESCRIPTION OF THE AYLWARDE.

The husband and wife were Insh Catholics,
‘both young and much attached to each other.—
The man was twenly-six years of age, of me-
dium size, but strong and robust; of a very -
telligent caste of features, more than usu'f\lly $0
fora person in lus rank of life, and like the
generality of lis countrymen, wayward and im-
pulsive, capable of displaying strong Irlendshlp,‘but
easily estranged by unkindness or acts of sefish-
ness. Mrs. Aylward bad a very youthful ap-
pearance, and did not look to be more than
eighteen or nineteen years of age, although some
iwo or three years older. She was consilered
to possess wore lhan the ordinary share of
beanty, and was of a light and elastic figure.—
Any person who visited their house could not
but be struck with the neatness and c!ea‘nhness
with which everything about it was kept in, and
wlieh gave an air of comfort and cheerfulness
(o their huinble home. At the tune of her death
she was the mother of three small eluldren, girls,
the youngest an ipfunt at the breast all are very
promising children, whom any lady in the
land might be proud ta own. ‘Those who kuew
ber we!l sny that she was passionately fond ol
her husband 5 and it is more than [ikely !fml her
strong affection for hitn precipitated tie aw(ul

THE TRIAL.

The Chuel Justice of the Common Dleas, the
Hon. William [1. Draper, C. B., presided.—
The case was tried at the fast Tull Assizes for
the County of Hautings held at ine Town of
Bellevilie. The Sohestor Generaly the Lou.

{ Adam Wilson, appeared for the Crown, assisted

by Mr. Jolin O*Hare, County Crown Attoruey.
The privoners were defended by Mr. James
O'Reilly as Counsel, Mr. Jolin Finn actiag as
their Attorney.  The Solicitor General in his
opening address to the Jury, detaled fo them
the facts of the case which were substantially as
follows s —

“In the lavter part of May, 1862, ibe deceased,
Muoro, in compnany with bisson, @ lad nbout
twenty vears of age, came Lo the prisopers’ house,
aad accused the male pisoner of hasing stolen oue
of his hens. The latterdenied 1he charge, which
was reiterated by Munron a very offensive manner;
he was greatly exciled, and declared thnt be wouid
not leave the premises until he bad got his hen. Ayl
ward told him he had wot got his ben, but that be
might bave ehot one in the wheat field near bis bonse
that moraing, and perhaps he (Musro) might hcd it
there ; and at the same time told him that be did not
waet to have any sltercation with bim, bat begged
him to go awny snd leave him in peace. Muoro re-
fused to go, and stated *he would remain as long as
he pleased.'”

A fes angry worids then pussed between them,
when Munro suggested that the hens might be in
the wheat field then, and that Aylward might go
and shoot them, but oot to take them away. Al
this syhward, who was all tlus time standing on
the threshold of his owa door, retired inside and
procured his gun; and the three — Aylward,
Munro and the son of the latter—started towards
the wheat feld. YWhen a short distance from the
house, the boy, the only wituess present, swore
that Aylward turped round and faced Munro,
with the gun presented towards hm. Muaro
seized the gun, and a fierce struggle ensued for
the mastership.  Muaro, beiuyg a {arger and much
stronger man than Aylward, forced him back
towards the bouse, whes in the struggle a pistol
fell from the person of Aylward, which Munro
called upou his sen to secure; while eking up
the pistol, be states that he saw Aylward ap-
proach bim with tse gun in fus hand ; he bad just
time 1o fall nu hiy knees at Aylward’s feet, when
Aylward, placing the gun close to hiim, fired and
lodged the contenls, slugs, m his back. The
boy suys that he ar once gotup and looked
around, and suw Mrs, Aylward standing where
he last saw his father engaged with Aylward.
Ile ran home as soon as he could, and in a short
time his fatber appeared covered with blood and
bleeding profusely from a deep wound or gash in
his head, and ore in his right arm. Ilis father
lost a great quantity of blood, and where he lay
a deep pond of blood gathered. Munro lingered
for about twelve or thirteen days, when he died.
An [adian IHerb Doctor, on the fourth ar Afih
day, was senl for, who spplied some sort of herb
Lo the wounds, but without avail. No precau-
tion was taken to stop the bleeding, and of vourse
the man died of exhaustion and loss of blood.—
It was evideat that il proper precautions had
been tzken in time, the man might bave recover-
ed. No regular physician being vearer than
sevenly-five miles, none was procured, and the
poor man had to sulmit to the unskilful treat-
ment of a quack?! So Jar there was no evidence
Lo impheate either of the Aylwards with having
indicted the wounds, as the boy only saw Mrs.
Aylward standing where Munro was lust seen g
but the boy did not see lis lather at the time.
The defect in ts part o the evidence was sup-
phed by the declurations of the Agiwards 10
other marties in the neighborhood.  Mrs. Ayl-
ward, upon the day of the latal ceeurrence,

Lstated, as was also proved at the wnd, in the

presence of her husband, that she saw her hus-

they were engaged she seized a seyihe 1hat was
in the bouse, and ran to her husbaod’s assistauce,
and struck Muuro on the tead with the scythe
and on the arm, at the same thne intending, as
was alleged, 10 cut off s head 5 aud would have
done soonly the blow wmissed—and suiting the
action to the word, shie took lold of the seythe and
skowed how sle intended to do it.  In the pre-
sence of parhies, when she heard that Munro
was suffering much agony from his wounds, she
prayed # that God would increase his pain,” and
regretted that sbe did not “ kil old baldy Menro”
at once, as she imended to do. 1%t was further
given in ¢vidence that about a week previous to
this, the Aylwards sharpened the scythe at a
neighbor’s bouse, and wheu asked what they wanl-
ed with the seythe in May, there being no bay or
grass to cul, the witnesses stated that they gave
some equivocal answer.

T or the defence, owing te there being no per-
son present but the lad Muuro, his father, and
the Aylwards when the occurrence’ took place,
no evidence could be given except the dying de-
claration of Muoro, who, when asked 10 lave
the parties arrested, sad, * No, ITdow's warnt
them arrested; I am as guilty as they are.”
Munro, at another time, save an account of the
affair lamself, but as the Crown was nnable to
prove that he believed lLimsell thew iwa dying
state und beyond the hope of recovery, the state-
ment was not received. :

Mr. O'Reilly addressed the jury on the part ot
the defence, aud urged with all s ability, the
lact, that the only evidence of 4 positive charac-
ter was that of the boy, whose testimony should
be received with great caution ; as he from his
own statement aceompanied bis father (o Ayl-
word’s house for an unjustifiable purpose, to ac-
cuse Aylward of thefr, aud refused te go away
,when told by Aylward 1o {eave in peace”—
tliat there was strong suspicicu in lus wind, that
both father and son came to Aylward’s house for
the purpose of bullying and abusing tna; that
they were 1wo agamst one, aod relymg on lueir
strength, attempted to assault Aylwael, e
vrged the fact of Axlwards bemg on s own
land, in fact in lus own house at thatime they
care there to assauit and abuse lumy o very
suspicions eircumstance was the fact ol Muneo
asking Aylward to leave ins bouse and go down
to the fied just then ; 1hat the place where the
vnbappy afluir took place was stitl on Aylward’s
own ground. Again he did uot believe the bay,
when he stated that Aylward turned round and
presented the gun ut Munro and witlun Lis reack.
Why it Aylward desired ‘1o shoet him, he could
bave rewained beyond bis reach, and ascenw-
plished his purpose without going close up 1o
him, when, of eourse, Musro being the stronger
man of the two, mded by his son, could disarm
biy at once. The bog’s story is, that ie went
to juck up the pistol that bad fallen from Ayl-
ward, wher he was shot.  Now where was that
pistod 7 or was there any evidence 1o show s
existence, other than the testimony of the boy?
To kim it appeared more than likely (and the
belief was wuch sireugthened by the fact of
Aylward baving been induced to feave the honse
by Nuore) ihat when Aylward and the two
Munre’s were walking down towards the field,
they attempted to disarm Aylward; and in
the struggle Mrs. Aylward seeing her husband
engaged 1 a Jeadly sirife with the two Muuro's
seized the first weapon that presented jtself 10
ber,and flew to his assistance : believing her hus-
band’s Iife in danger, as it undoubtediy would be
it the Muuro’s succeeded in takiog the guu away
from himy, she was Justified i inflicting the blows
she did altbough death ensued. Then as to the de-
clarations of Mrs. Aylward afierwards, be had not
given much effect to them, for the reasan that
owing (o the terrible contest m which she had
been engaged, her nervous systemn must have re-
cewved a sesere shoek, wnd thereby acted inju-
riously on her mnind, and whatever she said alter
the occurreuce mosi be received with great
caution by the yury. Her declarations appeared
to biw more like the babbhng of n crazed person,
than those of a sane woman. Tt should slso be
recollected that the womau was of a frail and
delicate frame 5 and the important fact should not
be lost sight of, that she was then sursing her
infant child, and the sight of her busbaud’s dan-
ger, when w u deftcate state of health would make
her affection for ber hushand still more intense,
induce sn upsettled state of the brain
and wervous sysien, asud while 10 that state
allow her tongue a fierceness of expression,
whieh in ber calm  and lucid moments 1y
0 loreign 1o her pature. Then as 1o the
man, there was no vvidence agamst him, it is not
pretended that be struck the fatal blow ; and the
only evidence o fix the crime charged against
him was the expression alleged to e used by
him in telling his wife to * use the seythe when
required.”  Bot all these declaretions the learn-
ed Coulsel contended, ought to be received with
great cautian, for experience hos taught men en-
gaged in cruninal trials, that declarations of this
character are not 1¢ be rehied on.  The ¢ back-
bone™ of the case, be ithen contended, was the
boy Munre’s (estimony, amd as this was subject
to mntch and prave dJoubt, it could not be relied
on, isore particufarly as Munro himselt in bis
Jyiug declaralion stuted (hut he did not want
thera arrested, * that be himself was as much 1o
blame as they were.”  After thus reviewing the
evidence, he then reterred to the natore of his
wounds and gave 1t as lus opinion, that if proper
medical testunany could have been obfawed,
Muuro would yet be alive ; and that although the
primary cause of death may have been the blows
alleged to be nflicted by Mrs. Aylward, he be-
heved that Munco’s death was ewing to the un-
skilful treatment by the ** Quack Daoctor. Mr.
O’Reilly 1uen closed Lis address in a powerful
appeal 1o the jury lo acquit the prisoners. Ayl-
ward was goilty of uo olfence, aud could not be
found guilty of murder; and Mrs. Aylward did
no more than any other excitable wowman would
have done under the premises.

The Solicitor General then in a speech of
some two lours duratinn, pressed hard for & +or-
dict of “ Murder” against both the prisoners !

‘The learned Judge charged the Jury aguinst
the prisoners, and endeasored 1o combat Mr.
O’Reilly’s theory of the priseners’ innocence.

The Jury after an absence of three bours,
came 1nto Court with a verdict of guelty agnnst
both prisancrs—but coupled it %ith a strong re-
comnenda ton to mercy. . C
