Shortly afterwards [nspector
Skelly, of the Kilmainkam police district, while on
his rounds, beard of the occurrenzs, and proceeded
to the hospital. Ia reply to nis inoguiries, the
wonnded man stated that his name was Wm. Dunne,
that be was Lwenty-three years of age, and & painter
by trade; but he would not give any further infors
mation ubout himeelf or any one else. Inspector
Skelly felt it bis duty to place the two men who ace
companied him under arrest, Their names are Joseph
Grabam, paicter, working at inchicore ; and William
Webber, printer, of ¥, Basin-lane. They were
charged at Newmarket station.

The progress
of the disease, which up to that tiwe had beea con-
stan'ly maizniained, wue immediately arrested by the
meaguvres asdopted, and the return which we publish-
cd on Suturdsy last shows anly one-sixth of the num-
ber of casec reported geven weeks b.fore. In the
week ending with the 1Tth of Febroary upwards of
18,000 cases were found to have occurred. In the
week ending with the Tih April the namberg returo-
ed were but 3,361, and though some addition mugt be
made for-cases not reported in time for poblication,
the corrected figures are only 4,008 Upon the
whole, 1kerefore, we may fairly suppose that a total
of 3 500 or 3,700 oases, in place of 18300, now re-
presents the proportivas 1o which the Piague has
been reduced by soven weeks of decisive actian.—

‘The Medical ofiicers tasist @pon the necessity
of cleaahiness, and recomiiend various improve-
menls in the way of scavengermg and removing
filth from the streets. Taey msist also upon
thorough drainage: but bere alas, they can only
powmt out the evil, and can suggest no remedy
"applicable 1n tune. -
The truth is that the whole system of drainage
is radically defective, and until it be thoroughly
reformed, Montreal can pever be any thing buta
most foul smelling and unhealthy city. The
drains are in great part, composed of wood : they
are not trapped, so that ihe stench from them
‘passes up and infects our streels and houses ' and
most beastly of all, instead of being sp coastructed
as to carry off the filth {ar below the City, they
have been ingentously contrived so es to deposit
it in'the river abreast of -the' Custom House, so
‘that our noble river tself 15 poisoned, and ren-
dered‘n‘sou'rnevof‘pbllution and pestileoce. -The

. The Report recommends also that a stop be
“put to tlié sale of secord haad clothes in‘the mar-
kets ; that the stalls in the Jatter be purified ; that
the abominable practice ol selliog for tood for
humau . beings, the flesh of calves only a day old
be put a stop to that public slaughter houses be
established ; that the Police Stations be cleaned
apd ventifated ; that all manvfactures injurious to
bealth be prohibited, or rendered innocuous in
_crowded localities. These, and many other wise
recammendations do our Health Officers make ;
but there is one thing which they have not touch-
ed upon, though it 18 one of the most abominable
“puisances in town—we mean the piggeries, with
" the stench of which some districts are infested
and rendered almost upinhabitable. It is true
that the unclean beast fulfils to a certain extent
the functions of the scavenger ; that it devours
greedily the.carrion, the ardure, the garbage, ge-
‘ nerally, with which maoy of the thoroughfares
“are choked ; and so in one sense it renders the
- same services to the public that do rats, that do
'the turkey buzzards, and Adjutant birds in other
parts of the world. But then these vermin and
obscene fowls are not pleasaut companions ; and
even their services as scavengers would be dearly
paid, were we compelled to put up with their pre-
sence near our dwellings, and to inhale their fetid
odors. 1f uncleanness be favorable to the pso-
pagation of Cholera, of Typhus, and of Leprosy,
wndeed of all other foathsome diseases, then most
assuredly should we as much as posuble avoid that
animal which 1s the unclean beast par excellence ;
which is, as it were, the inearnation of all un-
cleanness, and the immediate cause of much
disease in the physical order, as it s the appro-
priate type or lisely image of all mortal sin, or
disease in the spiritual order,

We are at issue also with our Medical autho-
rities—theugh il may seem most presumptucus og
our part—oa the question of the advantages of
the use of alcobolic beverages during seasons of
.epidemic. Given by order of, and under the eye
of an experienced physician, they may 1n certain
cases be necessary : but certaly as a general
rule, he who abstains from them altogether wil

- have the best chaace both of retaming his health
and of recovermg it if attacked. There are
-many who are only too glad ot anp excuse, or the
semblance of an excuse to fall, or relapse wto
- drinking babits : and though certaily we are ol
so fanatical as to condemn the use of wine and
‘brandy by those who do not abuse them, we
thiok that the best advice to give to those who,
either from taste or prizciple, abstain in ordinary
seasons therefromn, 1s to conlinue their abstinence
during the Cholera season. Cleanliness, tem-
perance, chastity, and above alla conscience void
.of offence towards God and man, are. the best of
prophylactics ; and far betore O Rye, Bourbon,
.or otbers of these vile poisons which, should
Cholera visit us, will be forsted upon a credulous
and easily tempted multitude, as a preservative
agaiost disease.  Most sad would 1t e from every
point of view, should an outbreak of Cholera, be
accompamed by a revival of the drinking habits
to which the exhortations of our Clergy,and the
exercises of the late Jubilee, liave given an almost
fatal blow.

For the rest, the dietary recommendations of
our Health Officers recommend themselves to the
reason of every man. Bad food, bad whether 1a
respect of quality or quantity,is a most powerful
ally of Cholera. All excess should be avoided :
unripe or decaying fruits and vegetables should
be eschewed: though 1a warm weather, perhaps
there is no food so healthy as fruit and vegetable$
when they are perfectly ripe and frésh. Hot
bread, or bread fresh from the baker’s ovea is
much deprecated in the Report before us, which
recommends also that the bakers be not allowed
to sell any bread that has not been baked for 12
hours. ¢ We urge” says Dis. Gudwood and
Rottot * upon the Corporation the necessity of
taking some step in this inatter.”

These gentlemen -also call attention to the
foolish, or rather mischievous practice of poison-
1ng dogs 1 the summer time. The animals he
in the streets, and rot, and stink ; breeding swarms
-oF carrion flies, wiich feeding on the rotten flesh
become themselves means for the propagation of
-disease, and have ;n more than ooe instance
-caused a horrid death-to those upon whom they
bhave alighted, and stung. This poisoning of ani-
‘mals by the Police should, as the Hepart poiats
odt, be puz a stop to, as a most dangerous prac-
tice : and. dogs straying .about without an owner
should be shut up, and if not claimed within a
reasonable time, destroyed in such a manger as
not to generate a nuisance. Many other most
excellent recemmendations are made ny our effi-
cient Health Officers, who we trust wil be
heartily supported not only by the members of
the Corporation, but by the citizens generally.

Feouivae Taees oy Fips.—The idea of burning
down a tree six or cight reet in diameter, and aolid
and green, would have seemed to mo a3 simply ab-.
surd and ridiculous. But the thing is done in Oregon
every day at a vast seving of time aad labour. The
operation is done in this wise : ~A hole is bored intor
the tree horizontally, the nearer the centre the better.
Then, directly under this hole anotheris bored, s
an angle of wlevation such that the holes meet to-
gether near the centre of the tree. A coal ot fire,
with a little kindling, isintrodnced into the orifice,
a draft, and the upper one performs the fuactions of
& chimney. The heart of the tree is dry and coa-
taios & considerable quantity of pitch. and, when
manipulated a3 { have nlready described, burns
briskly. It is generally necessary to feed this Sre
with some fresh fuel from time tojtime, But one
man can keep a large pumber of {rees thus burniog,
and will get twenty or n bundred dowu thus muech
quicker aad much ensier than he could otherwise do.
Ing similiar muoner, when the tree i3 down, it is
cut into picces by being burned in two. A hole is
bored into the log from Lbe top, and wnother from its

appropriate and excelleat song, styled @ Wel-
come, Welcome.” At the conclusion a duo
was well executed on the piano by Miss M. J.

Nove Scoria Mivas.—The Chief Qommissioner of
Mines hag precented his report for Lthe financial yesr
ending the 30tk of September, 1865, Royalty was
paid in the year wupon 24,867 oz of gold,
an increase of 6 1230z. over the previous year.
About 700 miners were at work throughout
the year upon an average, and calculating the
gold at only $i850s. per ounce, which is
below itg market value, the average yicld per mun
wag about $2 10¢. per working day, The result of
the corl mining of the year was nlso very satis-
factory. The tots! quantity of round and slack coal
sald fram the mines amounted to 632,834 tons,
an iicrense of 30 per cent. over the previous year.
59,56 tnns were exported to neighbouring enlonfes,
and 540 757 tons to other countries, principaliy the
United States, There ara now 30 collieries &t work
in Nova Scotia, The iron mines ate comparatively
unimportant ag yet, but about 1,500 tons of bac iror
were shipped to England.

distingu’shing himself. On Priday last he met one
Mr. Boniface in a ssloon, and accused him of apply -
ing certala uncomplimentary epithets to him in
connection with the last Municipal electipn.

While in pri-
son I was treated with the utmost regard [ wanted
for nothing, aad io this respect I eannot too highly
praise the Koglish Goverament. But it was abso-
lutely necessary to depart. I had expressed my
deeire to do so to & person of whom i was sure, with
whom an unexpected circumetance put me in com-
munication, and the prison doors, 80 to speak, #tood
open before me. I dun't know whether any oce
meant to atop me, but around me I eaw only accom-
plices.! ¢ But onoe out of prison,’ observed & jistener,
‘how did you manage to leave Ireland ? ¢ Oncecut
of prison I fled to the country, Money snd a revol.
ver were given me. [ then heard that a rewsrd of
£40,000 was offered for me, and thet any on3 who
discovered me wdg to bring me to Dublin, dead or
alive. I remained up to the time of my getling on
hoard ship in the cauntry, living during the day in
a8 hut, and going out at night to reach another, In
every place where I took refnge I was well known.
Indeed I was expected there. Notwithstanding the
large sum offered by the Irish Goverament for my.
apprehension, cobody ventured to inform against me;
and this single fact proves that Ireland was at my
disposal” *And now whatare your plans?

At the Annnal meeting of the Societe de 'Hiatoire
du Protestantisme Francais, the object of which is
the publication of original documents relating to the
rize and progresa of Protestantism in Frapce, M.

ITALY.

PigpMonT. — Fronence, April 4.—However great
may be the satisfaction felt by a large portien of the
Itslian nation at the prospect of a war with Austria,
you may rest assured that the [talian Goveroment is
in the bighest degree cmbarragsed by the present
state of affairs.

To suit them It should have oc-
curred three ar four years ago, before the finances
had got into their present depressed conditicn, or
two qr three years hence, when there ars hopes they
will have improved- For Italy this is the worst time
at which she Prnsso-Austrian quarrel could have
happened—just as the nation,.convinced of the ne-
cesaity of sacrifices to maintain its-credit, is disposed
to aupport to the utmost the Ministey and the
Obamber in seeking & means of escape from the
slongh of Jeficit aud the danger of bankruptey. Just
ag the Co7sorzio Nationale has furnished and indica-
tion of the healthy apirit abroad, and when g meeting
of the great capitailata of the country has resolved
to supply the Government with a 5 per ceut, loen of
ten millions sterling at par, Italy finds her funds
thrown down, and all the caleulations of her finan-
ciers thrown out, by the sudden probability of a great
cooflict. As the termination of such a struggle,
sanguine 8pirits, very unumerous here, may see

Esargg Ar Rour.—Rome, April 3.—Easter Sun-
day-passed, and ths ecclesiastical ceremonies, which
have drawa together unusual mauliidues, are now
matters of higtory, No novelty marked them : bat
theiaterest which was felt in them was intense, &g
well by the curioua as by tkose whoss hopes or apr
prehensions overleap ‘probabilities, and imsgine
that 1867 will not ses the same gorgeous page-
antry. As early a8 6 o'clock carriages full of ladies,
with black veila over tbeir beada, were driving down
to St. Peter's, and the stream flowed incessantly all
the morning. For myself, who have panted and
struggled like all others in my time, I started about
11 o’clack, anxious only to hear the silver trumpets
and Beo the imparting of the beoediction. .The whole
line of routs was impeded by French chasseurs, ar-
villery, and irfantry, themseelves marching down to
ghare the blezsing and guard the-city. Hvery here
and thers as we passed along bodies of infentry filed
off and filled up the equares, 8o that no weak point
wagd left behind. On St. Angelo floated the French
sod Pontifical fags in amiable duality, and s fresh
acceasion of the protectora there swelled the ranks of
the advancing army, 80 that on arriving in the Piazza
of St. Peter all the disposable French force was ou
the ground, which they oceupied conjointly with the
Poatifical troopa. An immense crowd fringed the
military, windows were already filled, the topa of the
corridora which opem and stretch out on either side
of the church had tbeir oceapants as well, and no
easy matter was it to penstrate into the tody of the
building, whers was assembled the largest concourse
of pergoos I have witnessed on & similar oceasion for
20 years. Qireat numbers, like myeelf, clugtered
round one of the sntraaces, to he ready for the russ,
when the pilver trumpsts bad sounded. Then the
illusion was deatroyed by the rude struggle to get
out. Oa tiptoe hundreds stood ready for the start,
and almost before those sweet notes had died away,
thers was a run and & rush to secare good places for
seeing the ben:dictlon. Full an hour passed away,
bowever, befors thia grand spec'acle was exhibited,
during which interval the crowd coatinually increased
As soun as High Mass was finished, thousands thron-
ged out of the chorch, aad then .the Papal procession
sach individual clothed in the guy and splend’d ha-
bilimenta of Easter, emerged and ascended the ‘Scala
Regia,’ pausing every now and then, however,— can
pons and bishops and cardinala—to tura ronod and
gaze downward and through the long corridor on
the maes of haman besings which extended fa: as the
eyse could aee to the Poate St. Angelo. Meanwaile
the greav bell of St. Peter's announced the approach
of the Vicar of Chria%; there was the most proforund
gilence, and then & few moments afller, the buzz of a
multitude of voices, the shouts of officers to their
troops, and the 8onnd of the trumpets told thut Pins
IX. had taken bis place in the balcony from which
ke and his predecesscra bad 8o ofien blessed the Oity
and the World. A scene of marvellous grandeor it
was, and yet one marked by conmtradiciions. Tull
80,000 faces gazed upwarda on one venerable old man
who, though physically weak, controls the minds of
miilions, and hold empires 1n continual agitation.
Below were swords and bayonets and canuons—above
were tha Crosier and the Cross ; balow were brilliant
nniforms and men of war on foot and on horseback
—ahuve were priests of Ohrist and the representative
of the Prince of Peace bimself. Raiged aloft in his
chair of state the Pope recited a prayer, and inso
clear a voice that nota tons was lost; then, stretching
forth his arms as if to embrace the maltitude, be
graduelly withdrew them, clasped them in the attitude
of silent prayer, and finally bestowed his benediction
on the City and the World. The cannon of St. Angelo
announced the fact; cannon from otber points re-
peated it; one afier another they tbundered away,
while all the bella in Rams chimed in and swelled
the geoeral chorns. The day terminated with that
magic spectacle the brilliacey and fairy beauty of
which no political or religious feeling can mar.
Standing on Monte Pincio, for instance, there is soon
after Ave Maria a sudden burst of light, and by some
in7i1a1ble architect a temple rises in the heavens, the
cupola of such exquisite proporiions that the mere
beauty of its form attracts and fizes the oye; but
then also it is radiant with and formed of light.
Once, twice it changes, snd then at the sound of the
great bell the silver is changed for the gold. Itis
elmost too besutiful;: as an italian would eay, and
-often a8 I 'have seen it I joived in the involuntary ex
clamations of wonder which burst from the crowds
abont me. And so terminated the Easter of 1866 in
Rome.—~ Times Cor. .

FRUSSIA.

Beruy, April 16,—A crowded mesting was held
here yesterday, at which the following recolautions

The statements as to the
number of people made away with in London whose
deaths never come light are proved to be eilher
grossly exaggerated or wholly ustrue. It is rarely
indeed, that unknown corpses are found bearing
mysterious marks of violence, and the whole tenor of
our system seems to be g:ving toevery case a3 ml_xch
publicity a8 ia poasible, without, as in Paris, making
a raves show of the ¢ Fyund Dead.' — London Ez-
