The amount ecarrled of individual
risks is heavier than many of the ad-
justers approve. Those risks are, in
many éases, larger than they
carry were local facilities for re-insur-

would

ance greater,

There arc ways of securing this ae-
commodation, which practically
throws o large amount of Canadian
business into foreign hands, and its
profits into the pockets of outside
capitalists. It is desirable for all con-
cerned for those mutunlly contracting
for re-insurance to be on the ground
togetber. The business can ‘then he
done more promptly, and economically,
while adjustments of losses can be more
readily effectecd when the re-insuring is
done.on the spot where risks are taken.

A staff of local officers, familiar with
the loeal conditions, could not fail to
carry on &uch a business more -cont
venlently to the companies and more
efficiently than it is possible to be done
by strangers at a distant point, Wher-
ever there Is uncertainty, or deficiency

of information, or lack of direct over-:

sight, in regard to risks, there must be
in those defects a spéeial additional
risk, whieh necessarily involves extra
payments to be provided for.

A local re-insuring company would
iherefore be in a betier position for do-
ing this class of business to the satis-
faction of the companies that would
re-insure with it, than a foréign one.
There would also be extra protection

to both from the Inspecting staff of -

sueh
ground. This avould be of maiked ad-
vahtage also to the driginal insurcrs,
who also would be able to extend their

lines in some cases were re-insuramce

more readlly obtainable,

Although money is not abundant for
trade purposes, therg is o very large
amount of capital owned by Canadians

Thy
old time prejudice against native en-
terprises of the Insurance élass s fast
warning, thanks ‘o the marvellous sue-
cess which has been achieved by several
of our prosperous life insuraficc com-
panies.

There has been a rumor of the forp
mation of & Canadian fire Insurance
company on o large scale, backed by
ample capital, which would, we believe,
at an early date, secure a good paying
business, and at once meét o demand,
were It to engage "In that line, for re-
insurance.

The recovery for a home enterprise
of the enormous business now doune by
companies which are not éven repre-
gented here, woild be & great boon to
the country, ak well as an act of jus-
tice {0 all who operate in the Dominion.

suddenly paralyzed in cvery ‘sectlon;
the weak spots in trade, In financing
und in banking have bedn Toughly
probed, and o large amount of failures
have been preecipitated. It is sale to
sy, however, of these suspensions that,
in-o large majority of the cases, they
have not arisen from  real insolvency
but from a sudden and more or less in-
diseriminate withdrawal of the usual
eredit facilities,

--Considering the severity and the uni-
versality of this contraction of eredit,
the ‘wonder is that its effectd in the
way of suspensions have ndt been much
more numerous., This evidence of the
soundness of the genéral commercial
situation should pass for  something
with those whose incontinent timidity
in lending has donc so miieh towards
things.
There is evidence enough to show that
{those fears have ¢xceeded any vedl oe-
easion; and the true course, at the
present stage, for the New York banks
to their solvent merchant customers, is
to make thelr present large surplus
The only pos-
sible result of a different policy must

more {reely available.

DLe to further aggravate a situation al- ~
ready made needlessly severe,  The
present diserimination agalnst the mer-
cantile community at our large eentres
may, unless speédily moderated, need-
lessly bring many more to the verge
of suspension. g

The situation is one that calls for &
broad and intelligent comprehension of
‘the real eondition of business and for
@ judgment that understands how 'to
protect the lender Ly protecting tho
‘borrosver. A little more of that policy
svould sobn produce o "grea’ chango in
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the tone amd condition of business
throughout the country at laxge.”
It is one of the ‘unfortunate condi-

tions of modern trade that it is so

liable to be damaged by operations
entirely outsidc its ‘own sphere. Hence
it is the Interest of all who are doing
a legitimate buslness, a “business cre-
ated by the interchange of the neces-
sities and conveniences and comfortg
of life, of which credit is a leadlng item,
to eheck and control as far as in their
power those speculative operations
that are so liable to create disturb-
ance by shaking confidence.

HOSPITALS ON A BUSINESS BASIS.

The {development of benevolent enter-
prises in recent years is one of the signs
of the times. There is hardly a form of
human infirmity which iy now withont a

- special organisation for its relief.

Poverty and’ ‘sickuess are speeialized.
Those conditions which are not readily
classed as ceming under some existing
head, are pravided for by institutions
whick might be called by +he Customs’
term, “ not elsewhere spocified.”  Thatb
much good is done by these varied chari-
ties is clear, but there is u serious social
danger in the extraordinary passion for
specializing public charity.

The old pride of independence is being
supped.  Classes who a few years ugo,
would rather hove suffered any privations

pud iisery -ab home, being consoled by,

the domesticities and dignity of its sacred
precinets, have lost this pride, and are
as ready to receive clecmosynury aid us
the veriest tramp.

Society is becoming infected with com-
munism, o - poison thab is disintegrating,
that weakens the bonds of [nmily life,thav
tends to group mankind into herds like
cattle, or bind them only as these arc
Lound twho live in community, as prison-
ers in o goul, or poupers in & poor-hioise.

There are tens of thousands in the bene-
volent institutions in Canada, who ought
to be in o private home, and who would
be, but for morbid craze for multiplying

This applies as well to lospitals.
There are no doubt a sad uumber of suf~
ferers who need hospital care, there are,
however, numbers who do not require such
claborate ..provisions,' who, if healthier
senbiments provailed would not be there.

To  meet this modern demand
thero is & company Deing orgen-
ized in  Toronte to provide &
hospital to Dbe yun on & business

basig. It appears that the medical men
aro losing putients by so many being taken
into the General Hospital, where the
“ family doctor’ is not allowed, whero
tho patient must submit to trentmept by
the staff, and by students. “Lhis suves
the femily from care, no doubt, just as
a 'stato imstitubion for all babies would
save mothers the trouble of nursing.
Thet ‘will come'in time, and socialisny
with-all its anti-social, and barbarous in-
flucnces will be'the natural outéome of the

rage for institutions.We showed last week
how ‘enormously the growth of benevo-
tent Dbuildings had increased here over the
ratio of imcreasing population in late
years, and how grossly they were abused
to the injury of traders. - Wo are satis-
tied fthat business is injured by driving
everybody-needing some kind of care into
a ‘public institution, as individual emer-
gies are thereby lowered, and prudential
babits are meglected, which are vital to

Jbusiness lifa. ! '

The pride and the strength of a com-
munity aro not, as’is being freely alleged,
its benevolent imstitution, but its homes,
and the independent spirit of its people.

The mew movemenub in Toronto demon-
strates the truth of our contention. The
medical ‘men state thet “ public hospitaly
arc tuking away their private pa-
tients.’” Manifestly suéh patients must
be, mot paupers, or the profession would
be izlad to be relieved of them, but they
are persons able to provide all necessary
care and comforts of sickness in their
homes, as, if they were not, the doctors
would be inhuvwman *to keep them away
from such mecessities. The plain fact is
that, modern beuovolence is running into
communism, and the hard, sellishress of
too many ig lending them to shunt their
sick and disabled into public institutions.

LOANS TO BANK DIRECTORS AND OTF-
FICERS.

Comptroller TEckels, of the TU. 8.
Treasury Department, is reported ta
be preparing & mensure to be recom-
mended to Congress by whieh banks will
be under special laws reluting to loans to
bank dircctgrs and officers. The numer-
ous failures of U. S. banks-are mainly at-
tributable to these loans. The Maverick
Bank, the Columbia National Baunk of In-
dianapolis, and others, were failures of
tthie class. Wo have & special column in
our official bank returns giving the total
amount loaned to directors by euch bank.
We cannot suy thot it is a very edifying
or useful item, as it reveals nothing upon
which any outsider can form a judgment.
The amount runs whout seven millions for
&all our bazks, bu' to how many persons
or firms ithat money hag been lount:(_l', and
how ifor it is secured or not, we are not
told. “Ihe %otal is not large, considerd
ing 'the personnel of the boards of our
banks, and probably represents as largey
as suic, and as desirable o class of busix
ness as is done by -tho banks, Like sev-
cral other items it is more gratifying to
the curious than serviceable to students
of our finaneial affairs. The U .S. direc-
tor regards * tho practice of loaning to
oificers and dircetors, as it  has been- car-
ried on in rovent years by many national
bauks as o reprehensible one, and-thafi
any measure cdlculated to cliectually re-
strain it within reasonablo and legitim-
ate limits should receive tho unqualified
cndorsement of-all commercial and finan-
cial interests. In the meantime it is gra-
_tifying to mote that examiners will be
ingtrueted to scan banks closely for cases
of loans toofficers and that attention
will be directed to those which the comp-
‘troller- does’ not approve of.”

It shows & striking difference between
our system of bauking and that of the
States,’ for jt ia 1o bo proposed that’ &
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U 8. State officer shall “sean the banks
closely ” 'to sce %o whom they -are lend-
ing money. This is “ paternalism ”* with
a vengeance. .The next step will be to
overhaul butehers’ and bakers' books to
see if ‘they are giving credit unwisely in
the opinion of a  State officinl. Our
bankers need to be “thankful for their free-
dom from such grand motherly oversight.
