To insurt ItfibUity in such
easts, tht lofograms art distinguishtd by btiny writun
abovt, on, or through tht line, or in tht first, stcood. or
third position. This principit, which s» convtnitntly pro-
vidts for rtprtstnting a largt numbtr of words with com-
paratively ftw signs, also furnishts a mtthod for making
thtst signs tasily rtad.

A logogram in tht first position indicatts that tht
uctnttd vowti or diphthong in tht word rtprcstnttd is a
first plact ont, if in Iht stcond position it indicatts a stcond-
plaet vowti, and in tht third position a third-plaot vowtl.

Horisonuls, halMtngths, and vowtl logograms can bt
writttn only in tht first and stcond positions. Whtn writttn
In tht stcond position, tithtr stcond or third-plact vowti is
indicated.
