The New York Central train left

‘Neither engineer nor fireman will ever
tell the story of that terrible moment,

The State Express.

The wrecked train was known as the
State express. It left Buffalo at 7 o’clock
last night, and was due in New York
at 7 o'cleck this morninz. The tram
was hauled by engine 872. and cons:sted
of one American express car, one com-
posite baggage and smoking car, one
day coach and six sleepers. 'Chis wis
the make-up of the train when it left
Poughkeepsie,  the last stopping place
before the disaster, at H5.10 p.n.

in the Fatal Cars.

At this timé there were in the smoker,
in addition to the baggageman, Herman
Acker of Peekskill, who was in his com-
partment, eight Chinamen en route frcm
the Canadian horder to New York, and
a4 middle-aged man, supposed to be Tho-
mas Reilly of St. Lows. All of these
excepting the baggagemaster perished.

The day coach contained 18 to 20 pas-

sengers, many of whom are women and
children. ;

How many of these escaped is not
known, but at least twelve were drowned
or killed in this dar,

Behind the coach were the six sleep-
ers: the Glenalpine, with 15 passengers;
the Hermes, with 12 passengers; the
Niobe, with 11; the Diana. with about
15; the Anita, nearly full, and the car
Sacket River, with no pa.sser;xgem. The
total cargo of human freight consisted

of something over a hundred people.

Most of the Irassengers Asleep.

At Fishkill the train lesséncd its
speed, as it is its custom to run from
that point to Tarrytown at the rate of
about 25 miles an hour.” Most of the
passengers were asieep, those in the
steepers being in their berths, while the
occupants of the coach and smoker  vere
for the most part doubled up in their
seats.

Conductor Parish, who was in chirge
of the train, and who wer< making up
his report in one of the cars when tne
crash came, was rendered unconscioas
by a blow on the head. When he re-
covered he was three seacs ahead of
the one in which he had been sitting.

Mr. Degan’s Statement.

One of the few occupants of the coach
who escaped with his life was Frank J.
Degan, a wood-finisher, of New Yurk.
His left eye was cut by bhroken glass
and his body was slightly bruised.- Mr.
Degun made this statemcnt:

“With my friend, W. H. (i Myers of
Passaie, N.J., who was Xkill>d in the car
escaped, I had been to
Poughkeepsie. e bearded ‘the tram at
that place and took d 'seat in the coach.
Three other people got on at Yough-
keepsie: one was a woman and the two
others were men, one of whom looked
like a railroad employe. As near as i
can judge, there were 18 people in the
coach, most of them being women and
children, and nearly all were - asleep.
Myers and I sat in the middle of the
car.
a great lurch and rolled over on its side.
The water rushed in, and Almost in-

| stantly the lights went out. 1 kuew we
| were in the river, and the car seemed

to plow through the water for some
time after it was submerged.

“I'he car was tilted over on one side,
and I managed to reach the fanlight
overhead and cling to it until help came.

Drowned Like Rats.

“I heard people in the back part of
the car groaning, as if they were pin-
ned fast. It was so dark that 1 could
see no one, and I think the passengers
must have been drowned like 1ats, After
a while—it seemed an age—I heard peo-
ple on top of the car and an ux crash
through the roof.. Scon they had a hole
cut in the roof and pulled me out
through it. A man and a boy—{father
and son—were also rescued in the same
way, but I know of no other occupants
of the coach escaping. The car at this
time was floating, hLut fast filling with
water. We were put ashore in a row
boat. I am sure that my friend Myers
was drowned.”

«F.:s: Victim Found.

The first victim of the disaster found
was lying on shore, dying. He was bad-
ly bruised about the head and body, and
his right arm was cut off near the
shoulder. The man was placed on 2
train and taken to Peekskill, but died
on the way. The body was that of a
middle-aged man, about six feet tull;
weight about 180 pounds. He waus finely
developed, physically. His hair was dark
and his mustache was red and stubby.
The man wore a 16 collar and a 10 1-2
cuff. The one cuff-button was in the
shape of a horseshoe, set with small
white stones. There was nothing on
the body by which to identify the man.
and he was plucod in a box and shipped
to Cold Springs.

Rescuing the Injured: :

Five men were rescued from the top
of a floating car a few minutes after
the accident. 'They were put on a train
and taken to Peekskill, about ten miles
down the road. They were admitted to
the Helping-Hand Hospital, where tueir
wounds were dressed. Of the five, three
were Chinamen, and they were fright-
fully injured. The Americans were:
John E. Ryan of Jersey City and Clar-
ence Morgan of Aurora, N.Y. The
Chinamen were suffering from bad scalp
wounds,

At 8 o'clock ‘an express train left the
scene with the. man who had died on
the track and about twenty-five injured
persons. The dead man and five injured
were left at Peekskill, while the train
proceeded to New York with the rest of
the injured.

Working at the Wreck.

The terrible evidences of the frightful
wreck were visible at & point two
miles below here, to-night, under intense-
ly—spectacular circumstances. The great
wrecking car torch threw 'a red glare
over the men busily enguged tearing
apart the wreckage to get at any bodies
that might be under it. 'The men work-
od with as much energy as if there were
living creaturecs to be saved, and ever
and anon would bring to the surface a
body cramped into abnormal position,
and ‘then renew their efforts.

Blogdy Werk Close at Mand.

Simla, Oct. 24.—According to de-
spatches received to-night the tribesmen
are collecting . in great force on both
sides of the Sempagha Pass, where the
next serious fighting is expected to take
place. They are removing their women
to safe points. ;

Despatches from Khan Ki Valley re-
port that the tribesmen poured a heavy
fire igto the camp last night, wounding
a native officer and two men.

The party drifted without food for six
days, and finally, on Sept. 6, they were
cast on a coral island and their boat
was smashed by a big wave. The island
on which they were thrown proved to
be Sophia Island, inbabited by ten peo-
ple, and belong'ng toan American sub-
ject living in Samoa. They lived there
for ten months on turtles, birds and
bananas. The carpenter died on the
island soon after they landed. A few
steamers passed the i-land, and they
tried to attract th ir attention by the
waving of signals, but: failed. Finaly,
they put off in a small boat and hailed
a steamer, which took them to Suva,
and from that place they traveled - to
Sydney.

The total annual exports of the Do-
minion of Canada to the West India
Tslands and British Guiana amount to
$3,000,000, of which the Province of
Nova Scotia contributes §3,400,000. The
United States sells annually to the same
countries about thirty millions worth ot
their natural productions, and two or
three millions of the natural produc-
tions of Canada, which we supply them
cheaper than they can produve. The big-
gor part of the exports from the United
States consists of products which Canada
is able to supply in abundance. For in-
stance, in the line of breadstuffs, the
United States’West Indian trade amounts
to over $15,000,000. And so it is wilh
regard to a score of other leading Cana-
dian productions. Canada ought to do
a much larger trade with the West India
Islands than - & paltry four millions.
Our great and only compatitor in this
market is the United States. We are
glad to note that an effort is being madc
by various parties interested to increase
the Canadian trade with the Isiands.
The Government, the Canadian Pacific
Railway and the producers and manu:
facturers are just now turning their at-
tention to this promising territory.
There are several reasons why Canada
should be able to make a hig cut in
the thirty million dollar trade that is
done by the United States. In the first
place Canada produces much of the
stuff that is sent to the West Indies
cheaper than the United States can pro-
duce it. If we can beat the United
States in the English market why can-
not we beat them in the West lndia
Islands? DBusiness men who are con-
versant with these markets state that
the exports from Quebec apd Ontario
may be increased by one million dollars
within two years if the trade is only
cultivated and raised to four or five
millions within the next five years. "The
prodicts that would find a ready markel
in the West Indies comsist of bread-
stuffs and mill feeds, hard bread and
biscuits, beans, peas, oats, canned vege-
tables, onions, butter, cheese, lard, pick-
led pork, Xboef, bacon, hams, mutton,
carriages, boots and shoes, oil-cake,
woodenware and other articles too num-
erous to mention.

arranged between the British West In-
dies and Canada. There is no 1eason
why the Secretary of State for the Co-
lonies should not devise a tariff arrange-
ment that would be satisfactory to Can-
ada and the Islands. The Government
ought to bestir itself and assume the
initiative in suggesting a preferential
trade arrangemeént with all the British
possessions in and adjacent to America.

Another agency at work in favor of
Canada in the development of the West
Indian trade is the enlargement of the
St. Lawrence Canal system. By 1900
we will have a fourteen-foot channel
from Port Arthur to the sea, and it will
then be possible for the vessels engaged
in the West Indian trade to come irland
to the head of Lake Superior.” These
vessels can then load at 'Coronto or
Port Arthur, with breadstuffs, dairy
products and other provisions, and carry
them through, without transhipment, to
their destination in the West Indies.
No such possibility is in sight for the
United States, while Canada is on the
eve of enjoying this super.ative advan-
tage. While a steamer of 15,000 bar-
rels capacity would be too small to carry
on a profitable trade between London
and Port Arthur it would be amply large
enough for the conduct of a West India
trade. We hope within the course of a
few years to see Toronto become the
centre of a large and profitable trade
with the West Indies.

Strong evidence was given as to the
intimacy between Arthur Chartrand
and Mrs. Villeneuve, one of the wit-
messes swearing that Chartrand had
been heard to say that it was time
Villeneuve was got out of the way.

THE. CONVENTION SERTON

SER -

Was Preached by Miss Elizabeﬁh W. Greenwood in
‘Massey Hall Before an Immense Audience, Under
the Auspices of the World’s W.C.T.U.

It was a great women's trlumpi at Mas-
sey Hall yesterday .afternoon. Women
flocked to the hall to hear a woman preach.
Of course men were noticed In the crowd-
ed hall, too, but they they were only used
to take up the collection. The sermon, for
such it was, of the World’s W.C.T.U, con-
vention was preached by Miss Elizabeth
W. Greenwood, Brooklyn, N.X., Superin-
torndent World’s and National Evangelistic
Work. Miss Greenwood looks enough like
Miss Willard to be her sister, and a sister
she is in all but name. A feature of the
preliminary service was the reading of the
crusade Bible, the book uséd at the famous
H'lllsboro crusade against saloons. The
World's Secretary, Miss Slack of London,
intlmated that the huge polyglot petition,
seven miles long, and with 7,500,000 names
subscribed to it, had been presented to the
British and United States Governments,
and was soon to be presented to the Do-
minion Government, praying for the total
prohibition of the liquor traffic.

Miss Greenwoeod’s Sermon.

Then came 'the sermon by Miss Green-
wood, who took two texts:
Esther 1., 13: Wise men which knew the

me,

11 Chronicles xxxil., 8: And the people
rested themselves upon the *words of Heze-
kiah, king of Judah.

The two texts, selected as a foundation
for our thought to-day, are chosen, that
fronmi them I may bring to you two themes:
Iirst, the characteristics of the age In
which we live; second, the qualifications
needed for leadership in these times, that
the hearts of the people may rest in us, as
in Hezekiah, king ot Judah. Let us look
first at the age. Our age is pre-eminently
}!w age of the people, or the Socialistic age.
To realize this, contrast the Augustan age,
in which the literary forces were started,
with our own. Gibbon tells us that the
slave population of the Roman Empire was
equal to the free, or 60,000,000. In Athens
were only 84,000 citizens and 400,000 slaves.
Many of these slaves were of the same
blood as their masters; often famous cap-
tives. Plato was sold by Dionysius into
slavery, and Aesop, Terence and Epictetus
were slaves. The Roman Colosseum was
built by 12,000 captive Jews, taken to
Rome. Their lives hung solely upon the
will of their !nasters. On one occasion, Km+
peror- Augustus, dining at the house of Ve-
dius Pollio, a slave carrying a crystal gob-
let, slipped and broke it. Vedius, in a rage,
ordered him seized at once and cast into a
fish pond as food for fishes. To-day the
people are the rulers, and kings and emper-
ors are their servants. The fact of our time,
which overshadows all others, is the arrival
of democracy, based on a great ethical
movement.

The Transitien Stage.

We are now in the transition stage. The
fact of popular discontent is too evident to
Leed proof. The average weorkingman is
unable to m{)port his family. With in-
creasing intelligence his needs increase. We
still read, with horror, of women who
make twelve shirts for seventy-five cents
and furnish their own thread; of women
who finish an elegant cloak for four cents;
of children who work twelve hours a day
for a dollar a week. The dynamite of the
anarchist, the torch of the incendiary, the
constant conflict between capital and la-
bor, are but the surface agitation of an in-
fluence which rushes ou. toward the desired
goal—the emancipation of the people and
their rise to supreme power. On, until
“‘equality of opportunity,” honest work for
all who desire work and a living wage for
every wage-earner, are the heritage of every
creature of God!

An Age of Practical Work.

But, again, ours is/an age of work—prac-
tical work. Beho.a Prefessor Goaham Tay:
lor and his social settlewent in Chicago,
with two hundred or more theological stu-
dents learning “theology -in the poorhouse,
the jail and rescue mission, as well as in
the class room: Dehold Professor Seth Low
of Columbia University, New York, and
his practical investigations in the tenement
districts! Bishop Potter of the' Episcopal
church, taking up his abode in the slums
and uttering words like these: “The
growth of wealth and of Iluxury, wicked,
wasteful and wanton—as before God I de-
clare that luxury to be—has been matched,
step by step, by a deepening aud deadening
poverty which has left whole ne'ghborhoods
of people practically without hope and
without aspiration. At such a time for the
Church of God to sit still and be conteut
with theories of its duty, outlawed by time
and long ago demonstrated te be grotesque-
ly inadequate to the demands of a living
situation, this is to deserve the scorn of men
and the curses of God! Take my word for
it, men and brethren, unless you and I and
all those who have any gift or stewardship
of talents, or means, of whatever sort, are
willing to get up out of our sloth and ease
and selfish dilettanteism of service and get
down among the people who are battling
amid their poverty and ignorance—young
girls for their chastity, young men for their
better ideal of righteousness, old and young
alike for one ciear ray of the immortal
courage and the immortal hope—then verily
the Church, in its stately splendor, its
apcstolic orders, its venerable ritual, its de-
corous and. dignified conventions, is re-
vealed as simply a monstrous and insolent
impertinence.”

The age of the Salvation Army, the Wo-
man’s Christian Temperance Union, thd
King's Daughters, the Society of Christian
Endeavor.

An Age of Intelligence.

But again, ours is an age of widely dif-
fused intelligence. The printing press,. fa-
cilities for travel and numerous inventions
have wrought marvels. The masses in our
age talk familiarly of evolution, higher
criticism and the rights of man. Woe to
the leaders in pulpit, on platform, or with
pen, who fail to keep abreast with the ad-
vanced thought of the age!

An Age of Catholicity.

But again, ours is an age of broad Catho-
licity; of liberty, not license. The denom-
inational battle axes have been buried. A
marked feature of the age is the outreaching
of Christian hands to grasp other hands,
while the lips ask, not *Is your creed as
my creed?’ but “Is your heart as my
heart? if so, give me your hand!”’  Thiy
catholic spirit is evidenced in the Parlia-
ment of Religions, the utterances of Car-
dinal Satolli and Bishop Ireland, the Na-
tional Council of Women and the Knights
of Labor.

Age of Women. i

But, again, ours is an age of woman; yes,
the new woman. ‘“The new woman,”’ says
a friend of woman's progress and of the
workingman, “is but the old woman devel-
oped by the necessities of the times. She
has come into her kingd)m, and has come
to stay. A weapon of offence and defente
more powerful than dynamite will soon be
given to woman at large. She should have
it, for it was her birthright from time im-
memorial, If she can not make better use
of it than men do sometimes she must be
idiotic, indeed.”” Two hundred vocations
previously closed to her are now open. Few
universities bar their deors against her, as
did Oxford and Cambridge. Nothing, per-
haps, more strikingly proves woman's ad-
vance than her actual participation in gov-
ernment.

I have read in the papers, so of course it
must be true, that “In Decatur and Mar-
cellus, Mich., women seem to be supreme.
In the former town, which has a popula-
tion of 1500, all the town offices, except
that of dog catcher, are filled by women.

“Every municipal office in the city of
Gaylord, Smith county, was turned over to
women."’

“Mrs. Mary L. Foote, who was recently
elected the police justice of Gaylord, Kan-
sas, ran against her husband and defeated
him by a large majority.”

Peace and Arbitration. ;

Lastly, ours is an age of peace and arbi-
tration. The peoples of the world are
largely for peace because they hate de-
struetion, because they have a growing
sense of the responsibility of race for race.
The vigit of Lord Russell, Chief Justice ot
Erigland, and his address before the Ameri-
can Bar Association upon ‘‘Arbitration,”
gave impulse to this movement,

The Leadership for Sueh an Age.

to ask, Who has come to the kingdom for
such a time as this? Where shall we find
our leaders, and what shall be their charac-
teristies?

Occasionally we may have a Canon Wil-
berforce, or a Lady Henry Somerset, but
generally the leaders for the times, in who'
the people rest themselves, will be from
the people. Says Browning: b

“The man most man, with tenderest human
hands,
Works best for men, as God In Nazareth.”

This was true in the past: ‘“The father
of Demosthenes was a blacksmith; of Ku-
ripides, a dealer in vegetables; of Socrates,
a medlocre' sculptor; of Epicurus, a shep-
herd; of Virgil, an innkeeper; Columbus
was the son of a wool carder; Shakespeare,
of a butcher; Luthér, of a miner; Crom-
well, of a brewer; Sixtus V., of a swine-
herd; Linnaeus, of a poor country minis-
ter; Rousseau, of a watchmaker; Murat, of
an innkeeper; Franklin was a printer; Lin-
coln, a rail splitter; Christ a carpenter.”

This is true to-day. I‘rances E. Willard,
Catharine Booth, Amie Hicks, John Burns,
Clara Barton, Susan B. Anthony and others
our hearts recall, are of the people and for
the people.

The Leaders.

I speak to-day to our leaders in the great-
est of reforms. What are the characteris-
tics needed in such times“as I have just
pictured, that the hearts of the people may
safely rest in us, as in Hezekiah, the king?

1. Unselfishiiess—self-sacrifice. The self-
seeking spirit brings its own destruction.

“Wh(:hglvos himself, with his alms feeds
ree:
Himself, his suffering neighbor and Me.”

*Haman hangs upon his own gallows; the
Bishop of Verdun advises King Louis ¢
construct a eage for his prisoners in wiilels
they can neither stand upright nor lie
down and he Is the first to |occupy it;
Robespierre sends many to the guillotine,
and loses his head by the same instrument;
Lord Jeffreys condemns innocent mewto the
Tower, and, imprisoned in the same place,
is haunted by the shades of hig victims.

On the contrary, the self-sacrificing spirit
brings its own unconscious victory. ‘‘He
that would save his life shall lose it; and
he that would lose his life for my sake, and
the Gospels, shall find it.”” -Or, as Sir Ed-
win Arnold expresses it:

“Bestower, grant us grace to see
Our gain is what we lose for Thee.”

Luther's sacrifice makes the Reformation
possible. The fire kindled about Savonarola
filled all Europe with light.

The latest and most profound message of
evolution is this: ‘“From the very begin-
nings of life we have not only the struggile

.for existence—the survival of the fittest—

}-ut also the struggle for others, or altru-
s, "’

The Dignity of Man.

2. A second characteristic for leadership
in our age must be a profound sense of the
dignity of man—intense loyalty to the com-
mon people. Such an enthusiasm as thé
Earl of Shaftesbury manifested, when talk-
ing to Frances Power Cobbe of the wrong:*
of young girls, tears came to his eyes, his
voice trembled, and he said: “When I fee?
how old I am, and knaw I must soon die.
I hope it is not wrong, but I feel I cannol
bear to go and leave the world with all the
misery in it.”

3. A third ess2ntidl for leadership in our
age Is spiritual vision—a vision of God—
the life “hid with Christ in God,” daily
communion. . . .

In a chapel of the Church of Santa Croce
in Florence, is a wonderful picture by Gi-
otto of the death of St. Francis. Eleven
bLrothers of his order kneel beside the bed.
Four kiss the wounds in the hands and feet
of St. Francis. One thrusts his hand in &
wound in his side. The artist would ex-
press the idea that Francis has so medi-
tated upon the sacrifice of his’Lord, that
the very wounds of Christ were stamped
upon feet and hands and side. Modern
hypnotism records scenes not unlike this.

This vision of God implies surrender to
the Holy Spirit, the indwelling Christ as
comforter, guide—not merely to be born
of the spirit, but filled and anointed for
special service.

Eceentricities and Failures.

‘How this anointing would remove the
flies from the ointment—the eccentricities
and inconsistencles—which hinder our use-
fulness! Many of the most saintly charac-
ters manifest such weaknesses, because not
surrendéred to the inward illumination!

The Rev. Newman Hall s
known in England as the .author of the
riner, *Come to Jesus.” Some time ago, it Is
relafed, he wrote a reply to some of his
critics, and having a good deal of ‘the old
man Adam’ in his natural make-up, used
some pretty stinging language therein., Be-
fore publishing it he read it to his friend,
the late Dr. Binney, and then said: ‘Now,
doctor, I'm going to print it in tract form,
and I want you to suggest a name for it.’
‘Well,” said the other,while you were read-
ing some of those hard hits at your enemies,
it occurred to me that you ought. to call it
‘Go_to the Devil,” by the author of ‘Come
to Jesus.” Mr. Hall saw the point and did
not publish the tract at all.”

A noted skeptic boasted that he wonld
find a weak spot in the character of the
saintly Dr. Watts. He flattered him, prais-
ed his sermons and hymns—but Dr. Watts
shut his ears and waved him off. One day
the tempter said, ‘“Dr. Watts, you are the
homeliest man I ever saw.” The doctor
flushed crimson and retorted angrily. The
flaw had been found. Jealousy. envy, self-
geeking hypersensitiveness, vanity, love of
applause, a critical spirit, (irritability,
qhickness of temper, self-love—how these
obscuze the vision of God and hinder in-
fluence! Anointed for the homes, in which
we tarry, as a savor of life or death.

The Christ.

One leader alone has perfectly embodied
these characteristics of true leadership—the
Carpenter of Nazareth, the: Son of Man.
Would you be like Him—pure, sincere, self-
sacrificing?

An emperor seems about to throw off his
royal robe as he hears this royal invitation.
A dying mother raises her babe toward
Him who said: “Suffer the little children
to come unto me.” Nearer still are the
lame and halt and blind and demoniac—
the common people who heard Him so glad--
ly. A leper climbs the wall and makes his
way toward that face and that voice. At
Indian, a negro, expresses the universality
of that love. At the very front of that pic-
ture, a serpent, scared by the light, ha®
tens away as if -hearing the words, ‘“The
sced of the woman shall bruise the ser-
pent's head.”

HOLY TRINITY. JUBiLL'E

An Event of Unusual Interest in’Chureh of
Eugland Circles Was Begun Yester-
day—HMistory of the Edifice,

An event of more than usual interest in
Church of England circles Is the celebra-
tion of the Jubilee year of the Church orf
the Holy Trinity, which commenced yes-
terday morning. Fifty years bhave elapsed
since the consecration of the church, and
among the mementos of that occasion pre-
sented was the silver trowel used at the
laying of the foundation stone by Bishop
Strachan, who performed the cerewouy.
The money for the erection of the churcn
was given by Mrs. Swale, the wife of Rev.
Hogarth John Swale of Settle, Yorkshire,
who died in 1844, Her nusbund lived till
1803. ‘The foundation stone was Iald on
Oct. 27, 1837, and to celebrate that event
the present jubilee services, which last un-
til sunday, Uct, 31, are being celebrated.
The church has been beautifully decoratea
with bfnners, mottoes and emblems. On
the church screen are.two banners bearing
dedicatory inscriptions, and in eitber trans-
ept are others with mottoés appropriate
to the harvest season. - On the north side
of the nave, between the windows, are tne
arms of the Diocese of Toronto, the arms
of the Swale family, those of Col. Macaauy
(donor of the site), those of the liiocene
of Ripon, through whose bishop Mrs. Bwaie
made the gift. Under the windows are the
crosses of St. George, St. Andrew, of TozAa,
the Irish cross and the banner or ine
Young Peaple’s Guild. On the north slde
of the nave, between the windows, are
banners bearing the emblem of the Holy
Trinity, that of St. Simon and St. Jude,
and that of All Saints. Beneath the wiu-
dows are the banners of the organizations
connected with the church. In front of the
west gallery, are the empiem of the Holy

Ghost and the monogram of our Lora.

Victorian Reform.

San IFrancisco, St. Lonis,
cago and New York. Public drunkenncs=s
and idle loafing are practically unknown.
Although the city has as many saloons as
churches, they are carefully watched and
obliged to close every night at 11 o'clock
and all day Sunday, also on that Sunday
of the patriot, election day. Intoxicating
liquors are banished from all the publie
tunctions of the City Council in entertain-
ing guests at exhibitions, ete. 1t is the law
of the Province of Ontario that no liquor
seller is eligible for election to a municipal
council. Sellfng to youths under 21 years
of age Is illegal. The city has no Sunday
papers, and until recently not a street car
moved a wheel on Sabbath Day.

“When the plebiscite was taken, which
resulted in 81,469 majority for prohibition
in the Province of Ontario, Toronto’s ma-
jority was 2463. 'The exact figures are as
follows : n favor—Men's votes, 180,087;
women's s, 12,402. Against—Men’s
votes, 108,494, women's votes, 2226. In To
ronto. in favor : Men's votes, 10,915; wo-
men’s votes, 1003, Against—Men’'s voles,
P171; women's votes, 284. So that the ma-
jority in favor of a prohibitory Jaw in the
rovinee was S1,469, and the majority in
Toronto was 2463. I hardly need point. out
the large proportion of women’s votes that
were sound on the question—6 to 1. In the
Dominion the total vote was 132,918, count-
ing all the Provinces except New Bruns-

Preseut Ditiicnities Not New.

The present difficultics and persecu-
bions are not new.
scended from Japhet, son of
derived their name from Aaron. The
country is a lovely one, besides its his-
torical associations, The speaker gave
an account of the early history of Ar-
menia from the days of idolatry. Kven
n those days Armenians were abstemious
and true to home and famly. She next
read extracts from the writings of vari-
ous travelers, tending to show the phy-
sical, mental and moral superiorty of
the Armenians over the
sccute them.

Beeause They Became Christians,

The -persecution is a weligious ques-
tion, and the Armenians have been per-
gecuted for the cause of religion since
they first became Chiistians, They were
oppressed by the Arabs at the time O
the mise of Mahommedanism. when they
refused to give up their 1eiigion. 'T'he
Turks became converts to the doctrines
of Mohomet, as it suited their nature.
He turned their attention to the con-

Noah, and

version or extermination of the Chris-|

tians, as enjoined by the Koran. Miss
Krikorian read a Turkish prayer, ask-

ing God for aid to wipe out the enemics |

of the Prophet, and quoted , command-
ments from the Koran, enjoining the
elimination of Christianify.

What the Tarks are Dolng,

To-day the Turks are carrying out
these commandments iin Armenia, as
they have been doing for five centuries.
They tried to destroy religious and civil
rights, and the interference of 1the Eu-
ropean Governments had done no good—
rather harm. The Turks were madden-
ed, Armenians were deceived,” by the
interference. . England was bribed by
furkey with Cyprus to shut her eyes,
and the massacre of Armenians contin-
ued. Men were killed, women outraged,
children murdered, and the general des-
titution became such that it drove them
to eat the flesh of their children. She
exhibited a picce of bread made from
human blood and oats, and stated that
her brother, who was educated at Yale
and went back to his home, gave it to
her.

The Sultan's Devillsh Work,

The Sultan, seeing that Europe dd
not interfere, ordered fresh massacres.
As the result of these there are to-day
100,000 orphans,. 300,000 widows, 90,(
houses and shops empty in Armenia.
Young women were carried off to the
harems of the Turks and Kurds, where
they now live in disgraceful bondage.

Miss Krikorian then gave an account
of her own family history. Her father was
converted to Protestantism, and although

he was persecuted:- he remaincd firm in|

his new faith, in which he brought up
his children. Miss Krikorian devoted
herself to temperance work, and came
here two years ago to raise money for
rescue and mission work in Armenia.
Since the massacres she has been send-
ing money to provide nceessaries for
her people. During that time she was
without news from home . for ~“four
months, In her own town hundfeds of
men were killed and thousands of Wwo-
men were left utterly dest'tute. dying
in the churches and streets.
People Alive.

A murmur of horror ran through the
church as the speaker related how the
Turks buried people alive. She
related several instances of people being
killed because they refused to denounc:
Christianity and accept Mahommedan-
ism. Parents were murdered
their children; children Kkilled in front
of -their parents; people cut in pieces.
According to the speaker the Turks used
to hold regular battues, §n which the
Armenians figured as the game. In
this were 75,000 people; either fathers
or mothers were killed, or, in the case
of the latter, carried off to Turkish
harems. . .

The Children Starving.

The children of these pcople are now
wandering about without food. clothing
or shelter, in danger of starvation. In
many cases the Qurks take the little
girls home and bring them up for their
own vile purposes. To save these chil-
dren Miss Krikorian is here to raise
mouey which will be used to give them
an education and shelter. The sum of
$100 will keep 18 children for one yc¢ar
in shelters and schools which are being
established in Armenia, The speaker
concluded with 2 warm appeal for help
to enable her {o earry out the purposc
whici had brought her {o this country.

New York, Oct. 2£—Dr. Tridtit
Nansen, the Arctic explirer, who arviv-
th: Lucania, was
tondered a tecepyicn by the American
Geograph'cal Sodlety at Chickering Hall
last night. Spaking of hi#trip to the
Arctic regions, Dr. Nansen said:

“We went out on a theory, and it tura-
ed out alr exactly as it it had been
planned beforchand. I may say that the
rolar prob'em is, to some extent, at
ast really solved. There is a deep
sea at the north. That is established
and there is nst an immovable cover
of ice at that part of the earth, as was
formerly supposed. Instead, there is
only a thin layer of ive. while the depth
of the sea is abaut 2000 fathoms. —

“Probably the pole is in the same sea.
I don’t thnk there is any uadiscovered
'l:l'nd to any great extent mnorth of the
S_n(;)crinn coast, but there may be on this
side.

In my opinion, there will be no great
d'fliculty in renching the North Pole.
There are various ways of doing it. One
way is to get in the ice and drift, as
the Fram did. I think it can easily be
| done, too, by the use of sledges and
dogs. That is, 1 belicve, the method to
be tried by th: next explorer.”

The Conviction Against Villemeuve, a Ren-
frew County Meotelkoeper, Quashed
~To-Bay’s Lists.

The Q.B. Divisional has given judgment
in Howden v. Leslie, on the appeal of the
plaintiff from the judgment of the County
‘Court of Lanark. The plaintif claimed
that the defendant was liable upon certain

promissory notes he ' had endorsed. The
uppeal is dismissed with costs.

i ‘T'he same court, in Keg, v. Villeneuve,
igave judgment guashing the conviction of
the defendant for permitting liquor to be
sold on his premises contrary to sec. 78,
R.S8.0., ch. 194, the Liquor License Act.
The court holds that the conviction as it
‘reads does not show any offence under the
statute; that is, that any liquor was drunx
upon the defendant’s premises in Henfrew
with his *‘privity or consent.”” They also
hold that the evidence given does not dis-
close that in fact any liquor was drunk on
the defendant’s premises with his “‘privity
or consent,” so that the convietion could
not be amended.

The Chaneery Divisional Court gave judg-
ment in McKessoch v. Lawson, a motion
by plaintiff to set aside verdict, and judg-
ment of Justice Falconbridge thereon, in
action for assault. The motion was dis-
n:llssed with costs and the judgment affirm-
ed.

BRADSTREET'S REVIEW OF TRADE.

What the Mercauntiile Agemcy Says About
Trade in the Different Provinces of
Canada for the Past Week.
Bradstreet's weekly summary of trade in
the different provinces of the Domialon, to

be published to-day, is as follows:
British Columbia.
Vancouver, Oct. 23.—Our representative Is
just completing a trip through Kootenay
country, and reports the volume of trade

done by retailers somewhat better than it
has been during the past three months,
though cellectiopgs are slow, In all places
visited it is to noted that the boom ele-
vient of six months ago has to a very great
extent disappeared. Hspecially Is this no-
ticeable at Kossland, where a iarge number
of very small traders have dropped out,
making it better for those remaining, and
giving a greater appearance of solidity to
this and other places. Retallers appear to
be more conservative in granting credits.
An increasing number of mining properties
iu the Rossland camp and around othev
points in the Slocan district are being de-
veloped, and the Kootenay generally ap-
pears to be feeling the effects of the in-
creased activity in mining matters ung of
new interests being taken up by investors

Victoria, Oct. 23.—Retail merchants in
some lines, chiefly those catering for the
sealing trade, report a slight Increase in
volume of business over that of preceding
week. Wholesale houses are ordering
heavily for delivery early in '08, in order
to be in a position to supply the inevitable
influx of people expected to pass through
here on their way to the northern goid
tields in the spring.

Maritime Provinces.

Halifax, Oct. 23.—Seasonable weather
has prevailed during the week and has been
very favorable to farmers and others, en-
abling them to handle produce to good ad-
vantage. The volume of tra has been
about up to expectations, and remittances
from the country are satisfactory. The al-
most total destruction by fire of the town
of Windsor, Nova Scotia, will, it ig feared,
cause much destitution during th& winter
months. At St. John, New Brunswick, the
general outlook foz jumber is not bright
and it is not expecied that the winter's
cut will exceed one-third of last year's.
There is nothing doing _in 'freights, and
quotations are nominal. Prince Edward Is-
land reports considerable shipments of pro-
duce to the United States market at remu-
ncrative rates. .

Ontario.

Toronto, Oct. 23.—Bank note circnlation
forms a good indication as to the condition
of trade. When trade is inactive note cir-
culation contracts, and when it becomes
active an expansion follows. Bank note
circulation increased eclose . on $4,000,000
during the month ending Sept. 30 and Is
about 17 per cent. larger than at this time
last year. The grain trade is active, wheat
being the line most largely. dealt in. Prices
have advanced again, and high prices with
free marketing have a stimulating effect on
trade. The cheese producing season is
about over. It has been perhaps the most
prosperous season ever experienced in Can-
ada. Production has been large and prices
have ruled good. Favorable conditions in
the dairy, live stock “and wheat growing
branches of farming have-helped the farm-
er largely. General trade lg feeling the
benefit, increased sales being reported in
dry goods, groceries, hardware, boots ana
shoes and other lines. Renewed interest
is taken in Ontarie mines owing to profit-
able crushings. Money is steady and in
fair supply here.

Quebec.

Montreal, Oct. 23.—The recent warm wea-
ther has checked the demand for season-
able lines of dry goods, with the result
that the past week’s business, on the whole,
has been a light one with both the whole-
sale and retail trades. The dry weather
has also had a depressing effect on the
farming community, making full plowing
an impossibility. A good demand is re-
ported for groceries and sugars at steady
prices, while teas and coffees are quiet.
Cheese trade is very active at lower prices.
The advance in heavy hardware supplies
continues, while the demand for sheil
and winter sporting goods is active. Shoe
jobbers report orders of the sorting up
kind: the demand for rubbers is slow.
Jraint and oil trade is very satisfactory,
with a tendency te higher prices in some
lines. Ocean freights scarce with rates
steadily advaneing. Money market steady;
call loans nominally 4 per cent. Mercan-
tile discount 6 to 7 per cent.
