Althougn a
iwrge amount of money gas been spent by
the Dominion Government in improv'ng
Owen Sound Harbor, it must not be sup-
posed that all or nearly all of this has
veen for dredging, as our rivals would
wek to convey. A very large portion of
the grants voted by Parllament has  been
used in pliework, in extendieg the harbor,

town have never shirked their uuty in any
uraertaking conpected with tbeir harbor,
but up to this date have expeunded $182,780
of thedr own cash to proviae proper fachi-

This communicatuon cannot be better clos-
ed than by giving some juteresting and iu-
structive tigures as to the distances from
westérn pounts of trans-snipment to Moni-
real via Owen Bound and Toronto, From
Chicago to Owen Bound is 551 miles saul;
from ouiuth 649 miles, and from Port Ar-
thur 527. Irom the same poits to Colling-
wood the distances are respectuvely ood
miles, 667 miles and 545 miles, or 18 mides
further in each case. The run from Col-
taigwood to ‘T'oronto by the proposed air
line is computed at 70 miles. 'l'he run frow
Owen Sound to Toronto can be reduced to
107 miles, From Toronto to Kingston it
is 160 miles, and from Kingston to Mout-
real 168 mites, I'rom these dgures It will
be seten that the total run from the most
westerly port on the lakes, namely, Du-
wuth, to Montreal, via Collingwood and To-
ronto, can be reduced to 1065, and via Owen
Sound and Toronto to 1084 miles. Can any-
one serwusly argue that a difference of 19
miles in a total of nearly 1100 gives Colilng-
wood such a pre-enunent advantage over
Owen Sound tbat it is worth while to ex-
pend a vast sum of money at the former

town in providing a _harbor,  elevators,
wharves, freigat sheds, etc.,, when these
are already to be had here? The siight

advantage that Collingwood has over Owen
sound in distance is an advantage in rail
baul. Owen Sound has the advuntage us
far as water haul is eoncerned, and the 19
miles’ saving in distance via Collingwood
would be more than made up in the saving
in time via Owen Sound, because travel vy
rafl -is so mach fasier than travel by
witer.
