WITH ELECTION IMMINENT

_ State of Health Causes Friends

It may be remembered that The
Sup some time ago announced the
fact that Joseph Cnamberlain had a
slight stroke in ‘Egypt, which neces-
sitated long periods of abstention
from work, much against the form-
er colonial secretary’'s will

He has apparently recently trans-
gressed the limits of his swrength,
tor after his speech at Birmingham
jast night he was in a state of pros-
tration, and to-day is obliged to can-
cel all his engagements.

It was noticeable during his speech
last night that there was no fire
or energy in his delivery and he
constantly lost the thread of his
argument. He commenced sentences
which he finished tamely or left un-
finisned. Many times he had to be
prompted by his wife, who, as has
often been  noticeg, seemed to be
thoroly cognizant of the contents of
his notes and frequently gave him
the word which he could not hit
upon. Mr, Chamberlain’s appear-
ance last night caused deep concern
to his personal friends.

The Associated Press on Saturday fur-
nished the following from Birmingham:

Joseph Chamberlain is suffering
from a severe chill and was too in-
disposed to attend the re-ogenlug
ceremony at Queen’'s Coilege here
this afternoon. Ebenezer Parkes
(member of parliament for the Cen-
tral Division of Birmingham) an-
nounced, however, that Mr, Cham-
berlain’s illness was only tempor-
ary and that he will soon be about
again in. his usual health.

Ga.def’adana, Manchuria, May 7, —
Since April 29 the Japanese have been
advancing slowly and intermittently,
pushing forward their columns succes-
sively: from right to left under cover
of a screen of cavalry and Chinese
bandits. The advance has resulted in
straightening the alignment of the op-

posing armies, Russian detachments
which were far advanced ocn the flanks
being forced to retire. Erdagou, to the
vastward, was occupied May 5 but
under pressure by the Russians the
Japanese later evacuated the place. On
the left the Russian cavalry retired he-

hind the Liao River, the Japanese oc- |
cupying Palaotun, Sanlingan and Bate |

zya.
The Village of Shahedzi, on the rail-

road north of Changtufu, has been oc-

cupied and burned by the Japanese,

There was a sharp brush with Chinese |
bandits on the extreme Russian right

to-day.

It is reported that the Japanese arm-
ies in the centre have recently been re-
inforced. The force at Field Marshal
Oyama’s disposal, according to informa-
tion recently received in 348 battalions,
or 390,000 men,

The Japan<se are said to have armed
25,000 or 30,000 Chinese bandits with
captured Russian rifles. The Chinese
population has been drafted by the
Japanese for road-making and entrench-
ing, and roads are being constructed to
Sinminpu, Banchsensee and Nanga
Pass,

{it is ascertained that there is a new
plan on foot for the final disposition of
the Detroit United Railway, which, even
if it is not carried out, is decidedly
unique, and therefore interesting. A
New York banker more or less intes-
«sted' in - electric railway matters as
| represented in a large sized community
| of interests, who has unlimited capital

fat his command, is alleged to have
fsecured an option on sufficient stock
| of the Detroit United to insure control

| of the company. This is given as one

| explanation of its recent activity.
The scheme i a novel one, and hence
the precaution to secure only an option
on the controlling interest pending the
demonstration of its success. It is the
| idea of the men interested in the mat-
| ter to turn over to the city for muni-
| cipal ownership the city lines of the
Detroit United at a reasonable figure,
retaining the interurban lines. The de-
tails of the plan have not been fully
| worked out, but the scheme is to make
an’agreement with the eity at the time
of the transfer of the property, to the
| effect that the interurban lines shall at

{all times have running rights over the

| city tracks, paying a stipulated rental,
| or service charge therefor, or the inter-
jurban lines to bear their proportion of
the cost of the maintenance of the
tracks, the tax on the freight cars be-
ing removed. Suitable and equitable
| arrangements would be made for the
! furnishing of a certain proportion of
the power needed from the present pow-
er houses of the Detroit United.
Mean Municipal Ownership.

This plani would cut the Gordian knot
of street car transportation in Detroit,
and sever it at a time when an amicable
adjustment of the gituation would mean
much to the people of the city. It
would place municipal ownership with-
in the reach of Detroit on terms much
more advantageous than could other-
wise be obtained. All opposition to a
municipal ownership bill could then be
Temoved, as the vested rights of the
owners of the line would not be en-
dangered. In this manner probable liti-
gation would be avoided, and the acqui-
sition of the city street railway system
by the municipality accomplished with-
out friction.

It can be stated that the move is not
a philanthropic one on the part of the
New York banker; on the contrary, it ix
purely a business proposition. It is rea-

soned that by turning over the city sys-

sible. Municipa] ownerghip accomplish-
ed, it is proposed to form a company
and operate under one management,
possibly, all of the Interurban lines en-
tering Detroit, erect a handsome intes-
urban station at which all the lines
