NEW' YORK, Aug. 22—The Times 
•ays:—The commercial National Bank of 
Chicago, in its summary of financial and 
commercial conditions, compiled with, 
special reference to the crop outlook, to 
be issued today, drew the conclusion from 
the 3,000 replies received from its cor­
respondents that the overwhelming pre­
ponderance of evidence is that the busi­
ness situation is sound and satisfactory.

The bank comments on the fact that in 
the thousands of replies there is scarcely 
a reference to the present position of the 
speculative markets. That there has been 
a let-up "in business compared with the 
feverish activity of last spring and winter, 
is generally admitted, but this the bank 
says, is acknowledged by its 
pondent» with entire satisfaction. On the 
crcp outlook the bank reaches the con­
clusion from the data gathered by it, that 
this year’s wheat crop will amount to 
610,000,000 bushels. The com crop 2,500,- 
000,000 to 2,600,000,000 bushels, while the 
oat crop will be deficient by perhaps as 
much as 150,000,000 bushels.

Regarding' the financing of the crops, 
the bank says that though the yield may 
be deficient in quantity as well as in 
quality, there will be required practically 
as large a volume of funds for financing the 
crops as was needed last year.

LONDON, Aug. 22—Contrary to expec­
tations, the Bank of England’s rate of dis­
count was not changed at today’s meeting 
of the directors of that institution. L*st 
week’s increase of the rate from 4 to 4 

per cant, brought foreigii exchanges 
to a level at which exportations of gold 
tô London were profitable, thus materi­
ally improving, the situation Jierç $nd do 

x jng away With the necessity for an imme­
diate increase in the rate. However, 
should there be any signs of attempts to 
take geld from here, the present rate, 4 
1-2 per cant., will be immediately raised.

West Indian Trade
Mr. Schofield presented the following 

resolution which was adopted :
“Resolved that the interchange of natur­

al products between Canada and the Brit­
ish West Indies with British Guiana 
should be encouraged in every possible 
way by preferential tariff in both coun­
tries. by the establishment at a seaboard 
of jobbing houses to handle export and 
import traffic, and by a more frequent 
steamship connection as soon as possible.”

Mr. Schofield also submitted the fol­
lowing resolution which was seconded by 
A. M. Bell, of Halifax, and carried:

"Resolvèd that the Maritime Board of 
Trade approves of the exchange of visits 
between boards of trade in Canada and 
Chambers of Commerce and Agricultural 
societies in the West Indies said British 
Guiana and extends a. hearty invitation to 
these bodies in the various communities 
of the West India Istends and British 
Guiana to visit Canada at the earliest op­
portunity.”

On motion of Rev. Fr. Burke a vote of 
thanks was tendered to the West India 
delegates.

P. E. I. Wants Cheaper Freight
Hon. Geo. E. Hughes, of Charlottetown, 

submitted a resolution asking that he gov­
ernment be requested to equalize the 
three short hauls system ef transportation 
of P. E. Island with the continuous haul 
of the other provinces, with which it is 
in competition ; and further resolved that 
Prince Edward Island be placed on the 
same basis as to import and export rates 
to and from ports outside of Canada as 
are accorded to the other provinces of the 
dominion ; and whereas steamboat pas­
senger rates to and from the province of 
Prince Edward Island are excessive.

“Therefore Resolved that this Maritime 
Board of Trade respectfhlly urge upon the 
government the necessity of adjusting such 
steamship rates, whether on government 
boats or those subsidized by the govern­
ment, so as to permit the island province 
the minimum rates, mile perjmile, charg­
ed by the dominion of railways.”

This was seconded by J. E. Birch of Al- 
berton and carried.

I. C. R. Improvements
H. J. Logan, M. P., moved that:
“Whereas the lack of sufficient rolling 

stock on the I. C. R. is the cause of great 
inconvenience and loss, to patrons of that 
road and seriously impairs its earning 
power.

*'Therefore resolved that this board 
strongly urges the railway department to 
purchase as soon as possible sufficient ad­
ditional rolling stock to meet the rapidly 
increasing traffic along the line.

E. B. Elderkin seconded this resolution 
which was carried. Mr. Logan also sub­
mitted the following resolution which was 
seconded by A. M. Bell of Halifax and 
adopted:

“Whereas the portions of the I. C. R. 
between Moncton and Halifax and be­
tween Moncton and St. John are under 
the N. T. Ry. contract to form part of a 
transcontinental railway system.

“And whereas the curves and grades on 
these portions of the line owing to the 
location of the road in many cases are 
severe and excessive.

“And whereas the increasing business 
will cause a congestion of traffic on a 
single track.

“Therefore resolved that in the opinion 
of this board steps should be taken at 
once by changing route where necessary, by 
reducing curves and grades and by dou­
ble tracking to put these portions of the 
I. C. R. in a proper condition to become 
part of a great transcontinental railway 
system.

made in the transfer of the English mails 
to and from Canada at Sydney Harbor.

“And whereas these experiments have 
demonstrated beyond doubt that by the 
Sydney route the English and European 
mails can be delivered to all points in 
Canada earlier than by- any- other route.

“And whereas it is the general belief 
that the Canadian Pacific Railway Com­
pany as well as the Allan Company are 
opposed to the landing and embarking of 
mails and passengers at Sydney and prefer 
during the navigation of the St. Lawrence 
landing mails and passengers at Quebec.

“And whereas it is inconsistent with 
reason that Canada should continue to 
subsidise a mail and passenger service to 
run parallel with the government system 
of railway over a distance of some 800 
miles and thereby delay for many hours 
the delivery of mails.

“And whereas the maritime provinces 
are deeply interested in the landing of 
mails and passengers at Sydney ruring the 
season of St. Lawrence navigation and 
until such time as a more permanent and 
and definite service is established.

“And whereas the C. P. R. system is 
more closely interested and connected with 
this traffic than any other in Canada the 
Sydney board of trade after due consid­
eration express the opinion that the priv­
ilege of running rights over the Intercol­
onial from St. John to Sydney to the C. 
P. R. would grèatlv facilitate the adop­
tion of the Sydney route.

IE *v/,.iZ't,Yt '■ iui F-I The Board of Health now demands that 
all milk dealers must sterilize and cleanse 
their cans before returning them to he 
refilled, as required by section 9 of the 
regulations which the board will now put 
'in force. This was decided at a special 
meeting held yesterday afternoon, when 
it was also reported that the committee 
to secure a site at the I. C. R. depot for 
the proposed plant to sterilize milk cans, 
had not succeeded.

A. E. Macaulay, secretary of the Milk 
Dealers’ Association, says, that should 
the regulation be put in force, the price 
of milk will probably advance one cent 
per quart.

When the new milk regulations were 
framed the vendors objected to section 17 
which reads as follows:

"Every licensed vendor In milk, before re­
turning or delivering any can or other ves­
sel for holding milk to any railway or other 
transporting agency for the purpose of hav­
ing the same refilled, shall sterilize such 
can or vessel with boiling water or steam, 
and shall otherwise thoroughly cleanse the 
same.”

Notices will immediately be served on 
the vendors that they must comply with 
the section or be procee^ted against. The 
officials of the board say they regret the 
fact that the I. C. R. authorities could not 
see their way clear to grant a site for the 
purpose, especially as the plant would not 

Up much room and that the depot 
is the best place to have it.

Mr. Macaulay adds that since the board 
of health will not erect a sterilizing plfint, 
the milk dealers will have to do it them­
selves, but in all probability the public 
will have to pay for it.

Mr. Macaulay also called in question the 
section which required deale ns to have 
their cows inspected by a veterinary sur­
geon before a license could be issued.

“Although your rate of exchange on 
London is at present high, a sharp fall 
is expected in the autumn, for the rea­
son that your genuine trade bills have 
not been so fully discounted by finance 
paper as is usual at the time. Our 
bank rate is not likely to go higher than 
the present figure, unless indications 
point to your taking gold from here. We 
are preparing for South American and 
Egyptian requirements of gold on the 
same scale as last year.

"It is remembrance of your heavy with­
drawals of gold from us last autumn 
which more than anything else has dam­
aged your borrowing power in Europe.

“The German situation, though still 
bad enough, is being gradually improved 
by the process of liquidation. New York 
Is really the storm centre of the moment, 
and if all markets were assured you would 
take no gold from here, the worst of the 
monetary crisis would be over.

“The Standard and the Economist agree 
that, whatever occurs in the immediate 
future, matters are ehaping themselves to­
wards easier money, as a result of the 
check to trade expansion imparted by the 
-vjntraction in credit. The expansion 
,-hich has been going on here for fifteen 

years has been unprecedented in magni­
tude; consequently, it is difficult to gauge 
the exact ^effects of the present contrac­
tion.

"Concerning stocks, it may be said un­
hesitatingly that it is altogether prudent 
for the ordinary public to commence buy­
ing. Unfortunately, the public's power to 
absorb securities is limited, while finan­
ciers dare not lock up resources, even in 
the best investments, pending the further 
test of the general money situation.”

The appropriation of £40,000, to form 
the nucleus of a pension fund for employee 
is the feature of the half-yearly report of 
the Grand Trunk Railway that has at­
tracted much unfavorable criticism every­
where. The accounts for the half-year to 
June 30, show gross receipts, £3,381,200; 
working expenses, £2,446,500; net re­
ceipts, £934,700; and net revenue charges 
for the half-year, less credits, £480,600, 
leaving a balance of £454,100. Deducting 
Canada Atlantic deficiency for the half- 
year, £87,800; and Detroit, Grand Haven 
& Milwaukee deficiency, £11,000, making 
£98,800, there is a surplus of £355,300, 
The above surplus of £355,300, added to 
the balance of £13,200 from December, 
1906, makes a total of £368,500, out of 
which it is proposed to set Aside £40,000 
to form the nucleus of the pension fund 
referred to by the president at the last 
general meeting. The balance of £328,500 
will admit of the payment of the dividends 
for the half-year on the 4 per cent, guar­
anteed stock, and first and second prefer­
ence stocks, leaving about £14,600 to be 
carried forward. It is estimated that the 
future contributions to the pension fund 
will amount to £15,000 per annum. The 
accounts of the Grand Trunk Western 
Company for the year ended June 30, show 
a surplus sufficient to provide for the 
interest of the first mortgage bonds and 
leave a balance of about £18,200.

THE MARITIME BOARD
The Maritime Board of Trade has adopt­

ed e number of important resolutions, 
which wiH, no doubt, influence opinion 
generally and perhaps hasten legislation 
touching the subjects with which they 
deal. The board has declared itself in 
favor of the All-Red-Line, prohibition of 
the export of pulpwood, the establishment 
of fisheries boards or commissions, joint 
action by the maritime provinces in be­
half of technical, education, action to pro­
mote immigration and the development 
of provincial resources, the taking over 
of branch railways, running rights for 
C. P. R. mail and passenger trains 
the I. C. R. between St. John and Sydney, 
abrogation of the modus vivendi relative 
to the Atlantic fisheries, a better express 
service, better cold storage facilities in 
certain directions, and other measures 
deemed of importance to these provinces. 
The Board has covered a great deal of 
ground in a short time, but the discus­
sions were animated and interesting, and 
covered fairly well the points of contro­
versy in relation to each subject. Sec­
tional feeling does not appear to have 
influenced the members, and on the whole 
their deliberations have been harmonious 
and useful.

the effrontery?—if he has been correctly 
reported—to tell us that the case of 
these provinces is practically hopeless.
“What have you here?” he said, “you 
are at the east end of everything. There 
is nothing on the north, and on the west 
you have a part of the United States.
If I were a young man I would go west 
at once.”

We commend to Mr. Ewart the address 
pf President, W. S. Fisher to the Maritime 
Board of Trade, delivered yesterday, and 
would also suggest—with due humility— 
that he gather while in the maritime 
provinces some general information con­
cerning their resources, their position with 
regard to the rest of Canada, and the 
mother country, and the opportunities 
they offer to the capitalist and the im­
migrant.

Mr. Ewart is especially hard upon the 
unfortunate province of Prince Edward 
Island. We quote again:—

“The construction of a tunnel between 
Prince Edward Island and the mainland 
is being advocated, and what good would 
it be? I heard a man remark the other 
day to a Prince Edward Islander: ‘If :
you have a tunnel under that strait all 
your people will get away. How can the 
island expect to progress? One man can­
not do business or make money by him­
self."

It is announced that Mr. Ewart is pre­
paring a political history of Canada. Per­
haps in the course of his researches he will 
discover that these despised provinces con­
tributed something to that history, and 
if he reads diligently the record he may 
learn that a country owes something to its 
people as well as to its geographical posi­
tion; and that in both these respects the 
maritime provinces may have some claims 
to the consideration even of a legal gen­
tleman who is now seeing them for the

"1 Straw Hats? tional opportunities for the obtaining of a 
comfortable livelihood, and the making of 
pleasant homes with all the surrounding 
essentials to the highest degree of happi- 
ness.That there are here great opportuni­
ties for development and progress, and 
that all reasonable efforts should be put 
forth by the various provincial govern­
ments and municipalities as well 
as by the federal administration, to in­
duce our young men to remain at home, 
and also to divert to the Maritime Prov­
inces a portion of the ever increasing 
stream of immigration which is now flow­
ing from the motherland and other Euro­
pean countries to the Canadian west.”

Prof. Andrews, of Sackville, introduced 
a resolution on technical education, the 
public support of schools—common, con­
solidated and technical colleges, the rela­
tion of industries of N. S. and N..B. to 
this question, and the value of such edu­
cation for provincial revenue. Among 
other remarks he spoke of the probability 
of a chair of forestry being established in 
the U. N. B. Some arrangement, he 
thought, should be made whereby the 
three provinces could work together in 
the matter of technical education.

Frank Black, of Sackville, seconded the 
resolution, endorsing the remarks of Prof. 
Andrews.

A. H. Wetmore, of the St. John board, 
spoke in favor of the resolution and 
thought that New Brunswick should do 
its part in forming a technical college for 
the three provinces. He was in favor of 
making the matter national in its char­
acter. He referred to the system of tech­
nical education in Norway and of the col­
leges in the United States.

G. S. Campbell said he thought the reso­
lution placed Nova Scotia in an awkward 
light. Their position in N. S. was now 
this, that they were about to get what 
they wanted in a' technological college. 
This resolution would have the effect of 
asking the legislature of N. S. to discon­
tinue their work on the institution now to 
be built in Halifax.

He suggested that N. B. and P. E. • I. 
should erect schools or that the scholars 
from these provinces should attend the 
school at Halifax.

Prof. Andrews said it was not the in­
tention of the resolution to stop the work 
in N. S., but to get the three provinces 
interested in having a central college some­
where. He did not want to touch at all 
on the location.

E. B. Elderkin, of Amherst, spoke in 
favor of the resolution and thought the 
matter of location should be left to the 
authorities of the three provinces.

E. H. Armstrong of Yarmouth, said he 
would have to take the same objections 
to the resolution as had Mr. Campbell of 
Halifax. Nova Scotia had already pro­
vided for the building of a college for a 
higher technical education. New Bruns­
wick and P. E. I. should also establish 
colleges of a similar type.

A, M. Bell of Halifax, said the Halifax 
board had agitated for the establishment 
of the technical college because they had 
been hounded to it by the Mining Asso­
ciation. He thought it would be incon­
sistent for the board to vote to ha*e con­
solidated colleges, after they had asked 
last year that the governments seperately 
should establish the institutions.

Geo. E. Corbett of Annapolis, said he 
would strongly support the resolution of 
Prof. Andrews, and would give $300 to 
help carry it out. They wanted to bind 
the three provinces closer together. “Bury 
your dirty old politics,” he said, “and 
vote for the resolution.”

Mr. Bell of Halifax, again argued that 
the Nova Scotia members could not con­
sistently support the resolution, nor did 
he think the maritime board should do 
so.

J. L. Stewart of Charlottetown, said he 
could see no objection to the resolution 
going through as read. It would not inter-

Mr. Ward of Kentville, in seconding the 
resolution gave some interesting informa­
tion on the scarcity of spruce in Nova 
Scotia, which is used for pulp. He thought 
no rossed pulpwood should be exported, 
as the forests would soon be depleted.

Mr. Andrews, of Sackville, showed to 
the members a piece of black silk made 
from pulpwood. He thought there 
possibility of Canada some time manufac­
turing goods of that kind.

James Beveridge, of the pulp mill at 
Chatham, also spoke on the subject of pulp 
wood and the manufacture of pulp. He 
thought this board should support the 
resolution so ably put forth by Mr. Snow­
ball. , .

Geo. Robertson, M. P. P., spoke inter­
estingly of the uses to which the product 
of pulp could be put, and he thought it 
would be only a matter of time when 
Canada would be manufacturing clothing, 
shoes and other products from pulp.

H. B. Schofield, of the St. John board, 
said he hoped the time would come when 
the exporting of pulp would be prohibited 
altogether and all the paper and other 
materials made from the pulp be manu­
factured in Canada.

J. C. Anderson, of Kentville, also spoke 
on the subject, and Mr. Dawson, of 
Bridgewater, urged that the resolution 
should deal with all pulp wood not only 
with the “rossed,”—that from which the 
bark has been removed.

F. C. Whitman of Annapolis, and Mr. 
Pineo , of Kentville, also discussed the 
subject, and it was pointed out that the 
resolution would prevent individuals from 
selling their woeds as they might wish.

Mr. Snowball said he had no objection 
to striking out the word “rossed.” He did 
not know that any but rossed pulp wood 

exported. Regarding the contention 
that private owners would be prevented 
from selling their wood as they wished, 
he said it was a matter of national interest 
and they should deal with it in a broad

George Robertson, M. P. P., in intro­
ducing a resolution embracing a number of 
the subjects from various boards of trade, 
spoke of the natural resources of the Mar­
itime Provinces and reviewed conditions 
of many years ago up to the present time. 
He deplored the fact that so many of our 
young men were leaving the country and 
going to the west. We had many indus­
tries but not enough of them apparently 
to keep the young men here.

“We must,” he said, “take a grip on 
this enormous depletion of our Maritime 
Provinces.” The tide of immigration, he 
said, was setting altogether to the west 
and the Maritime Provinces were being 
given the go-by. What the Maritime Prov­
inces wanted was a good class of immi­
grants from the British Isles. He rose to 
heights of eloquence in referring to the 
Maritime Provinces as a home for set­
tlers, and his remarks elicited frequent 
applause.

F. L. Potts, of St. John, spoke of the 
flowery eloquence of previous speakers and 
referred to the fact that the expense of 
living here had increased fifty per cent 
of late years. He was going on to tell 
that what was needed in this province 
was more manufacturing industries when 
he was reminded by the president that 
the resolution submitted by Mr. Robert­
son had not been seconded and was there­
fore not yet debatable, and also that only 
delegatee were supposed to speak on the 
subjects before them.

Mr. Potts apologized for his action and 
took his Beat. The motion was then sec­
onded by Prof. Andrews, of Sackville, and 
carried.

The resolution was as follows:
