WOMEN AS
OFFICIALS.

In Germany Many of
Them Hold Governs

ment Jobs.

Women have hecome an indispen-

sable factor in the German postal
telegraph. and telephone service, it
seems, in spite of the conservatism
which prevented the utilization of
feminine activities in public work in
@Germany until nearly half a century
later than in France and England.

IIJmted States Consul Monaghan of

in his recent communica~
tion to the TUnited States Confnis-
igsioner of Commerce and Labor, re-
views briefly the conditions and re-
quirements which'are of interest as
showing the progress of women in
the fatherland.

It is not every women who can ob-
tain a position in the German postal
gervice,Se Strict are the government
regulations respecting age, character,
education and health. A government
pronounces upon
the health, which® must be perfect;
the age must not exceed 30 or be
under 18, and a good common school
education is a primary requisite.

Possessiog all these qualifications,
the woman candidate is eligible only
to a position as astistant in the
post office, and the highest salary
she can hope for is $119 a year. In
the telegraph and telephona Hervice,
however; all grades of positions are
open to women, though the rules of
admission are equally strict and mno
women with ehildren are employed.

Four thousand women are now en-
gaged in the telephone service of the
German Empire, it is stated = 1,000
ot them being in Berlin. The hours
are light, ranging from six to eight
bhours a day.

The highest pay which a woman
can draw in German telephone offices
is $357, which is said to afford a
comfortable living in Germany, but
it is a low wage compared to that
to be obtained in England, where ex-
perienced telephone clerks get $600
and the chief supervisors are paid as
high as $2,550.

In Germany, however, it must be
noted that women, on their with-
drawal from active labor after the
prescribed number: of years of faith-
ful work are awarded a government
pension on the same plane with men.

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THE WHITE PLAGUE,

The statement in the board of
health report that during the past
year 108 persons died in this city of
tuberculosis omce more directs at-
tention in the most striking manner
to the terrible ravages of the ‘‘White
Plague.”’

On an average, less than every
three and a half days saw the death
of a victim of the disease. .

Surely such a statement warrants
@& more thorough system of dealing
with this disease. In its early stages
tuberculosis is not incurable, and
with proper treatment many patients
would recover. But the disease is
also contagious, and to permit it to
run its course, under the unsanitary
conditions that exist in some houses,
is to endanger other lives.'’

Sanitarium treatment is of ourse
the best, and in¥ many cpuntries and
some provinces in Canada such in-
stitutions exist. But to make them
available for patients among the
poor, where the larger number are
doubtless found, governmental action
is necessary on a larger scale tham
hitherto. The question is one of
great and terrible importance. Medi-
cal men recognize the fact, and have
not failed to declare their view. On
many occasions the venerable Dr.
Bayard of this city has sounded a
warning, and urged the people to a
better obscrvance of the laws of
jealth, and if possible the segrega-
tion of consumptive patients. But
this province is behind others in that
respect, and this city is provided
with a board of health which does
not enforce to the full extent such
regulations as already exist.

The grimi record of the last year’s
deaths may well arouse the people to
a scnse of their. duty, and to such
action as will improve the existing
conditions. Possibly if the medical
society inaugurated a movement a
this time it might bear more fruit
than former educative efforts in the
same direction.

SR I R
MR. R. L. BORDEN.

It will be a source of satisfaction
to the defeated leader of the opposi-
tion and to his friends that in all the
comments made by liberal press and
speakers only the most kindly words
are spoken with regard to him. Here,
far example, is the Montreal Herald,
a particularly fierce opponent of his
policy, paying him this notable tri-
bute;—

Mr. Borden should be in parlia-
ment, and it is to be hoped that his

.party will see to it that he secures a

seat. He has fallen a victim to the
fortunes of war, but there is no per-
sonal exultation among liberals that
such should have been his fate. He
has done much hard and necessary
work for his party, and it is his
desire to remain in public life, he has
the strongest of claims upon the con-
sideration of his late followers. He
has been a courteous opponent, and
has done his full share to raise the
debates in the house to a higher lev-
el. His absence from parliament
would be a loss to his party and to
the ocountry.

The following is from the Montre-
al Witness, another liberal paper, re-
ferring to the feeling of business
men;—

A notable feature of the feeling on
'Change is a general expression of re-
gret by liberals as well as conserva-
tives over the personal defeat of Mr.
R. L. Borden in Halifax. As one
member put it this morning:—*“There
are only too few men of the stamp
end character of Mr. Borden in par-
liament, and his defeat is certainly
to be regretted. It is to be hoped
that the conservatives will find a
soat for their leader, as his presence
in the house of commons is 'an abso-
Jute mecessity in the interests of his
party, if not the country.”’

Far more to be valued than all the
plaudits which follow success are
such tributes as these. It may be that
Mr. Borden will not at present seek
under any circumstances to return to
public life, but he is a young, as well
as an able man, and time brings
many changes, and it will be strange
indeed if at a later period he does
not take a leading place in the couns
sels of his country. »

Since the above was written the
jollowing statement hu appeared in
the press:— Mr, Baker, M. P., has
returned to Hamilton, from Toronto,
where he has been in conference with
leading comservatives. He states
that Mr. Borden will be retained as
conservative leader and that a safe
seat would be found for him in On-

tario.”

MUST HAUVE WHEAT.
The statement that the Pillsbury

_ aills of Minneapolis will import from

a million to perhaps ten million
bushels of Canadian wheat to be
manufactured in bond is an interest-
ing sign of the times. Of course the
American milling interests seek to
have the duty on wheat removed, °d
this the farmers may be expectcu o

oppose.
It is explained by the millers that

.the requirements of milling \grade

wheat for the next nine months will
be 127,000,000 bushels, while more
ghem 40 per cent of the receipts at
Minneapolis sipcg 'August has been

:below milling grade. It is estimated, |

|says a despatch, that Minneapolis
mlills will need 53,000,000 bushels in
{the coming nine months; Duluth and
Superior mills, 6,000,000 bushels; 'all
other mills, 50,000,000, and the
farmers for seed, 18,000,000, a total
Jofi 127,000,000 bushels. This does
[not take into account the quantity
which is being shipped into the win-
ier wheat sections. The millers say
| they cannot possibly secure this a-
mount of wheat of milling grade, and
must look to Canada. It is added:—
| Against our tremendous shortage,
almost unprecedented in the United
States, stands the bumper wheat
crop of northwest Canada—some 60,~
000,000 hushels strong! A portent-
ous result of this condition may  be
seen if one turns his eyes in the di-
rection of any one of the mamy bord-
‘er towns. The fall of 1904 is wit-
nessing the greatest rush in history
of American farmers to secure wheat
lands across the boundary line, under
(the Union Jack.

! Even if it be admitted that the pre-
sent agitation is promoted to ad-
vance the cause of the great milling
industry, it is mope the less clear
that Canada stands to  derive- profit
| from the relative position of the;two
countries. - Whether they buy -our
wheat to manufacture in bond, -or re-
duce the duty and give the western
{farmer a larger market, the demand
‘created will add to the Canadian
farmer’s profits.

IN ONTARIO.

Premier Ross, of Ontario, has de-
cided to appeal to the pcople. He
doubtless fecls, as does Premier Par-
lent of Quebec, that the great liberal
victory in the federal campaign would
have an effect on the provincial con-
_test. But Premier Ross has a'hard-
jer road to travel than the premier
of Quebec. In the presenytﬂjhouse he
has held on by a bare majority that
sometimes almost va.nished, and. ‘the
memory of several scandals affécting
members of his cabinet is still firesh
in the public mind. The province
gave a majority against the Laurier
government last week, and in the
provincial campaign the fight will be
waged by the conservatives with in-
tense bitterness. Projected changes
in the cabinet may alter the condi-

tions somewhat, but the contest will

be none the less eager and exciting,
with some degree of uncertainty re-
garding the result.

REMOUAL OF GARBAGE.

In Torento the civic authorities

are considering the question of the
more effective destruction of garblage,
and a report recommends the erection
_of three more ‘“destructors.’’
{ The St. John city -council, last
year, secured certain powers from the
fegislature to deal with the problem
of removing garbage, but beyond an
attempt to close up certain offensive
dumps, without providing any other
means of disposal of refuse, nothing
has been done. Next spring the old
stench from dumps and yards will
offend the nostrils and threaten the
health of the people. During the
winter, the city council should thor-
oughly investigate the subject, and
decide upon an effective method of
icollecting and destroying garbage.
Conditions are annually growing
worse, and the civic authorities are
the ones to provide a remedy.

The St. James Gazette, London,
on the day of the Canadian elections,
made this caustic observation relative
to British feeling:—‘‘What is wrong
with this country is its indifference
to the interests and opinion’ of Brit-
ons overseas. To day the Canadian
elections are going forward, but it is
a regrettable fact that the average
citizen of England is less interested
in the result than he will bg in the
result of the Presidential elections
in the United States.”’:

Tho Montreal Gazette takes this
sensible and philosophical view of the
result ' of the elections:—‘‘There is
'nothing to do but to accept the re-
sult. The people had the choice. If
they allowed either persomal or pub-
lic considerations to sway their judg-
ment against the policy that the
Conservatives believed to be best for
the country, and mischief fgllows,
they will at a future election have
the opportunity of revising their
judgment.’*

City Au}—l-zorities
Wrestling With
Question of its Dis-

posal.

Street Comnyissioner Jones, of Tor-
onto, has forwarded to the works
committee of that city e full report
on the proposal that city garbage
should be removed by trolley. The
document is summarized as follows:

‘“The cost of establishipng the neces-
sary plant would be, epproximately,
$65,000.

‘“‘Garbage proper cannot advant-
‘ ageously be moved by trolley system,
because it is mot possible to concen-
trate it at loading points without
creating a nuisance.

*Ashes and street sweepings can be
advantageously moved by trgo’h'Gy sys-
tem, the paving per load being ap-
proximately, 62 cents.

““As a comprehensive scheme for the
disposal of the city’s refuse the fol-
lowing recompiendations are submit-

ted:
* (a) The erection of three addi-

.{ tional destructors~one in the north-

west, one in the northeast and one at
Ashbridge’'s Bay, at a cost for the
three, approximately, of $40,000.

“ (b) The establishment of a trol-
ley loading point at or near Tannery
Hollow, and another on the water-
front., The approximate cost would
be §48,000.

& (c) Estimpted saving by erection

of destructors would Le sufficient in
between two and three years to pay
fqr all three, exclusive of cost of
sites. If something is not done by
next spring, when the annual cleaning
is undertaken, it will be necessary to
increase the scavenging appropriation
by at least one-third. ;

“ (d) The establishment of the
proposed trolley loading points, two,
if pgssible, would yield a saving of

i8everal thousands dollars per annum,

‘“The city, for scavenging and kin-
dred services, will ke reorganized in-
to three divisions inytead of two.

“It is recommended that authority
be given the department to oquip the
street sweeping machines with gaso-
line motors in lieu o% horse power,’

SENSATION.

Keepers gf_ Disreput-
able Houses Make

Grave Charges.

Montreal, Nov. 7:—(8pecial)—Fol-
lowing the revelations made in the
recorder’s court, Chief of Police Leg-
ault has resigned at the request of
:he chairman of the police commit-

ee.

Two policemen and a captain have
been suspended in connection with
the charges by women conducting
disorderly houses wha swore they
had been paying for protection and
when they failed to meet the de-
mands for money their places were
raided. -

Chief Legault still denies the char-
ges and says has resigned be-
cause his position is untenable.

(Montreal Witness, Friday.)
. Some grave accusations were made
in _the Recorder’s (ourt to-day
against Chief Legault; of the Police
Department.

Some three weeks ago Aurore Des-
champs was arrested for conducting
a disorderly hoyse on Palace street.
T_he case was - postpgned several
times until to-day.

Captain Millette and Constables
Deschamps and DeKonnick were the
first witnesses. Deschamps told
how, in order to make a case against
the place, he had sent a girl there to
rent a room, which she did. Through
her he afterwards established the
charactér of the house.

The two witnesses for defence,Mary
Desjardins and Emmea Bougle, fur-
nished a great sensation by the ev-
idence they gave aflecting the char-
acter and administration of Chief
Legault.

Emma Bougle deposed; and her de-
position was backed up by a written
declaration, that, during October,
1901, she came to Chief Legault’s of-
fice and told him she intended to
conduct a disorderly house, and ask-
ed him how she might avojd arrest.
He told her to pay him $25.In Nov-
ember she came to his office accord-
ingly, and laid $25 on his desk. On
Dec. 25 she came again to the chief’s
office and laid an envelope containing
$25 on his desk. He put the envel-
ope in his pocket. In January she
was unable to pay the stipulated
sum, hence, on Jan, 26 she was ar-
rested and has not cia.red to keep her
house open since. She sajd that ev-
ery time she gave the chief money he
cautioned her to say nothing about
it;

Mary Desjarding, being sworn, said
that in 1902 she was keeping a
house on St. Elizabeth street. She
escaped arrest by paying money
which went to the chief. In May,
1902, a man named Joseph Juneau
came to her place and told her he
had seep Chief Legault. and had ar-
ranged that she wounld not be molest~
ed if she gave up money regularly.
So on May 15 of that year, she paid
“$10. to* Juneau,, Who said the monoy
would go to the chief. During the
following® week Juneau paid her an-
othet visit and she gave him $20 for
the chief. She was not quite sure
whether the money reached the chief
or not, so one day she lollowed Jun-
eau to the City Hall without him ob-
serving her. He went into the
chief’s office, and then she felt sure
that the money reached the destina-
tion she wished. She comtinued to
pay $20 a week until July 1, 1902,
when financial reverses crippled her
resources, and she tailed to remit the
$20. On the tenth of that wvery
month her house was raided and she
was sent to jail. = On her reléase on
Aug. 11, she sent six bottles of
champagne to Chief Legault by two
men, Thomas Foisy, jr., and Albert
Poitras. ! .

The court adjourned at this point.
