Geneva, via Paris, March 3,—An Austrian fleet consisting of six Austro-

Fetrograd, March S—A formidable 
bombardment of the Polish city of Os- 
sowiec has been commenced by Field 
Marshal Von Htodenburg’s army lying 
on the Bobr river, according to semi­
official advices. “The Germans are ex­
pending a vast amount of shells to re­
venge for their defeat by the Russians 
at Phzasnyss.”

Latest reports from the front state 
that the German sheila have done little 
damage beyond digging enormous holes 
in the ground. That the heaviest Ger­
man mortars are being used to the bom- • 
bardment is reported from Warsaw.

In the Carpathians the attempt of the 
Austrian forces to pierce the Russian 
front near Lupkow, and thus relieve 
Prxemysl, has ended to failure. The 
Austrians have suffered severe losses 
and part of the army has been com­
pelled to retire.

The German forces defeated at Przas- 
nysz are still retreating, hotly pussued 
by the Russian Cossacks.

liance and Valentine firms’ boots had 
been made according to a sample boot 
prepared themselves and approved by 
the inspectors to save time.

Mr. Brown was asked what urgency 
there was in regard to these orders and 
said that all he knew was a very short 
date of delivery had been given him. 
In these later orders storm calf had 
been asked for in every case, and, he 
understood, had been furnished. Out 
of 175,608 pairs of boots ordered alto­
gether 5,000 pairs had been ordered in 
Winnipeg by the acting minister, Hon.

THE POTATO INDUSTRY
The potato growers of the state of 

Maine have been in conference this week 
In Bangor, and proper grading and co­
operative marketing were two of the 
strong points urged by the various 
speakers. Mr. J. E. Merriam, who is 
distributor for the Farmers’ Union of 

• Maine in New York City, said that in 
years gone by many potatoes had been 
shipped from Maine which had gone 
through six or eight hands before reach­
ing the consumer, and the aggregate pro­
fits werç far more than the farmers re­
ceived for four years labor in producing 
the potatoes-

“But,” said Mr. Merriam, “yesterday 
in Boston I was in your potato house, 
the Farmers’ Union Distributing Com­
pany, and saw your potatoes being sold 
direct to the retailer, meaning that in­
stead of six or seven profits being made 
out of you there was only one, and that 
the retailer’s. This is the system you 
must strive for in all the large cities. Y ou 
have to a large extent eliminated the 
profit of tile speculator at this end, but 
unless you go a little farther you are 
up against the same proposition that con­
fronts tlie buyer, and that is the diffi­
culty in -getting a satisfactory deal at 
the city end.”

Summing up the substance of a very 
interesting address Mr. Merriam said:—

“Now what we must strive to do is; 
First, raise the best possible potatoes; 
then use all due care in digging and 
storing, then all stand together in mar­
keting. Keep posted as to marltet condi­
tions and plan never to offer More po­
tatoes than the market warrants. Every­
one support the Boston Distributing 
house. For the time being sell to dealets 
in other cities who are sure to live up 
to their contracts, (always being sure 
to live up to durs.) Plan just as fast as 
possible to do away with bulk shipments 
*nd get a trade-marked package for all 
your first class stock and work with the 
end in view of establishing at the eari-

The American note expresses the ^ope that Great Britain and Germany 
may, by means of reciprocal concessions, discover a basis of understanding, the 
result of which would tend to free ships engaged in neutral and peaceful com­
merce from the serious dangers to which they are exposed in passing through 
die coastal waters of the belligerent countries.

and Great Britain should agree, first 
that isolated drifting mines should be 
laid by neither party, that anchored 
mines should be laid exclusively for 
defensive purposes, within gun range of 
harbors, and that all mines should bear 
the mark of the government of origin, 
and be so constructed as to become 
harmless after breaking loose from their 
anchorages.

It is suggested, second, that the sub­
marines of neither of the two govern­
ments should be employed to attack 
merchant vessels of any nationality, ex­
cept for the purpose of carrying out the 
right of holding them up and searching 
them; and third, that mercantile ships 
of neither of the parties should employ 
neutral flags ae a war ruse, or for the 
purpose of concealing their identity.
Opposes Food Contraband.

Great Britain, it is suggested, should 
agree that foodstuffs shall not be placed

disturb nor hold up cargoes of such 
goods when addressed to agencies in 
Germany, the names of which are com­
municated by the United States govern­
ment for the purpose of receiving such 
goods and handing them over to licensed 
German retailers for further distribution, 
exclusively to the civil population.

Germany, it is contended, should de­
clare her agreement that foodstuffs from 
the United States or any other neutral 
country, shall be addressed to such 
agencies.

Finally, the American government 
says it wishes to safeguard itself against 
the idea that It either acknowledges or 
repudiates .any right on the part of bel­
ligerents or neutrals established on the 
principles of international law. The 
American government would rather re­
gard such an agreement as a modus 
vivendi, which is based more on suitable­
ness than on legal right.
