Anatole France two weeks ago was
placed by Pope Pius XI. in the Index
Expurgatorius, which is the most splep-
did of all forms of proscription. In that
direction there is only one other ad-
vancement, namely, admission to the In-
dex Librorum Prohilitorum, the ulti-
mate in ecclesiastic consorship. In the
first event, as in Francels case, an ex-
purgated edition submitted to Rome
might find Papal sanction. It is pro-
hibited “donec corrigatur”—until it be
corrected. In the second event the pro-
hibition is complete end final. No
obedient Catholic would read the works,
expurgated or unexpurgated, of a
writer listed in the Index Librorum
Prohibitorum. The effect, though, of be-
ing consigned to either of these classes
is not wholly derogatory. The impli-
cation of power to be found “in such
august notice could not but be peculiar-
ly gratifying to a writer. To have
drawn the attention of the Mother
Church itself, to have been singled out,
even unfavorably, for attention, may
well be regarded as an achievement,
writes Nunnally Johnson, in the Brook-
lyn Eagle.

THREE RATTLESNAKES
~ ATTACK GIRL IN SWAMP

With Two Dogs Aiding Her She Holds
Them Off Till Rescuer Shoots Them.

Brown’s Mills, N. J., Aug. 8. —Trapped
on a point of land in a swamp near here
by three huge rattlesnakes, Miss Carrie
Pittman saved her life by her coolness
and the aid of her two dogs until a res-
cuer came in response to her calls and
shot two of the reptiles, the third and
largest escaping. Miss Pittman had
wandered into the swamp in search of
huckleberries to a section where the
largets rattler ever found in New Jersey
recently was capturted.

“T was picking berries when I heard a
snake rattle,” said Miss Pittman in tell-
ing of her experience. “I looked around
and saw a large rattler coiling to spring.
I started to back away, when I heard
another reptile and I saw a snake.on the
other side and a third under a log back
of me.

“I began to throw huckleberr¥es at the
snakes to attract their attention away
from me. My two dogs, Ted and Mutt,
began barking at the snakes. The dogs
knew how to take care of themselves, but
the snakes kept getting more excited.
Twice two of the snakes were- coiled
ready to spring, but the berries and the
dogs stopped them, but I thought they
would get me before help came.”

James Gibberson, Jr., heard Miss Pitt-
man’s calls and ran te her aid. The
smaller snake had thirteen rattles.

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AFTER TEN YEARS

The Times prints today & report on
vocational training presented by Dr-.
Bridges to the St. John Board of School
Trustees ten years ago, in which he de-
seribes such a school as he declared this
city needed then, and for which there is
very much greater need now, when the
city hopes to enter upon & period of in-
dustrial expansion. It is worth while
to read this report today, in the light of
the recent educational survey, which
revealed conditions that are a disgrace
to St. John. Until as good provision is

made for the education of the vast ma-

jority of children who go out into in-
dustry as for the few who go into the
professions, we are robbing that major-
ity of their rights. Their needs cannot
be served by the present curriculum
and the present school buildings. When
Dr. Bridges was in England he visited
voeational schools and was told by per-
haps the greatest authority on the sub-
ject in London that geparate buildings
were essential to the success of voca-
tional classes. The citizens of St John
should no longer disregard the rights of
the many hundreds of children of school
age who are oui of -school, or of those
in school who are retarded one to four
years, largely because the curriculum
does not serve their needs and ability-
We need both pre-vocational and voca~
tional classes, as well as a thoroughly
equipped plant for evening classes of
working boys and girls and adults whose
school training was deficient. There is
pow an opportunity to get a school
building that would be one hundred per
cent efficient and of which the govern~
ment would pay 25 per cent. of the cost,
50 per cent of the cost of equip-
ment and 60 per cent of the salaries. It
would be wasteful folly not to seize the
opportunity, the more 80 because we
must soon have more school accommo-
dation. :

TWO VIEWS. ON PROHIBITION

The Times heard yesterday the views
of two gentlemen living in Ontario in
relation to prohibition in that provinee.
One was rather bitter. He said the
eonditions were disgraceful, and the gov-
ernment employed thugs, crooks and
bad men generally to enforce the law,

~ bringing it into such disrepute that many
people had changed their views regard-
ing it. Incidentally this gentleman re-
ferred to those who resent interference
with their personal liberty, and appear-
ed to have some sympathy with their
point of view.

The 'other gentleman told a very dif-
ferent story. He said the benefits of
prohibition generally to the people of
Ontario are so -obvious, and growing
more s0 all the time, that he is a far
‘more pronounced prohibitionist than
when the law was adopted. He said the
government was making sn honest ef-
fort to enforce the law, and the condi-
tions were improving.

The first gentleman agreed that the
bar would never come back, but he evi-
dently favored an amended law that
would enable those who wished to get
a supply of liquor. The other gentleman
referred to British Columbia as an fllus-
t1ation of what that would result in, and
said he had information from that pro-
vince which would make him resolutely
oppose any such law for Ontarlo. The
weight of the evidence is in support of
this gentleman’s views. The way is
forward and not backward. Ontario
will go on to better observance of the
law, and British Columbia will grow
weary of a system which is not in the
best interests of its people. In New
Brunswick, also, we shall presently wake
up and discover that law enforcement is
a duty, and failure to enforce is a dere-
liction unworthy of those who class
‘themselves as leaders or as good citizens
in a democratic counfry. :

“It will generally be admitted that
prohibition of the liquor trafic has
brought great benefits to the people of
Ontario,” says the annual report of the
Board of License Commissioners of On-
tario for 1921, which has just been is-
sued. “Intoxicated men are rarely seen
upon the streets of our cities, towns and
villages, and countless families, whose
bread-winners formerly wasted their
earnings on drink, are now able to live
in comfort. The province collected from
fines during the year the sum of $811,-

' 087.56; the expenses of enforcing the
act amounted to $258,357.24, leaving an
excess of receipts over expenses of $557,-
980.32. Fines paid to municipalities at
the same time amounted to $167,697.50.”

When the Citizens’ Committee went to
Fredericton some years ago to protest
against legisiation which would recog-
pize the watered stock of the New
Brunswick Power Company, they were
amazed to be met on the floors of the
legislature by representatives of labor in
§t. John, who urged the legislators to
give the power company what it wanted.
It would be surprising in view of all
that has transpired since, if any repre-
sentative of labor should be found urg-
ing that the city give a value of $8,909,-
000 to the run down plant of the con-
pany at a time when it is facing cow~
petition, especially when the value was
never thiere at any time.

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THE HOTEL PROBLEM

The Ontario legislative committee
which has been touring the province
making an’® investigation of hotel condi-
tions, visited Ottawa this week, and the
Journal report says:

_money expended upon good roads and
publicity tending towards attracling
' tourists to the province is to be justified,
was voiced unanimously by the speakers
at the luncheon in the Chateau Laurier
.yesterduy. The impression which pre-
vailed towards the close of the round-
table discussion appeared to be that the
hotel business would eventuslly respond
to the law of supply and demand, pro-
‘viding the province exercised more
'strict supervision in granting licenses
and set a standard to be lived up to.”
It was said by one speaker that the
abolition of the bar had eliminated the
most profitable department of the hotel
business, and one or two favored per-
mitting the sale of five per cent. beer,
but the suggestion did not meet with
general favor. It was said that the num-
ber of hotels in Ontario had declined
from 1,800 in 1916 to 1,100 in 1922. The
universal sentiment was that there must
be an improvement in hotel aecommoda~
tion. Chairman Watson, of the legislat-
ive committee is thus reported:
“Canada, he said, was the playground

Ontario had done little towards develop-
ing its resources in this line. The in-
come from tourist trafic was rapidly
climbing to & position as one of the big
incomes of the province, He felt that
the tourist traffic should be given even
greater attention than in times past. The
income from this source in 1920 was
$57,000,000 in Canada.”

A’ measure of provincial control was
suggested by several speakers. The re-
port of the eommittee, at the close of its
tour, wili be awaited with great interest,
sinde other provinces ave confronted with
the same problem of insufficient and in-
adequate hotel accommodation. If tour-
ists cannot be well housed and fed the
good roads will not bring them a second
time, unless as camping motorists, who
form but a small percentage of the
whole influx, for there are winter as
well as summer visitors.

THE SINGLE CIRCUIT RECEIVER,

The tremendouis interest in radio reception among the laymen due to the
entrance of the radiophone broadcasting stations brought forth a demand fer
simple recelving sets.. Perhaps the most popular and simplest circuit for all-
round reception of radiophone broadcasts is the circuit shown in the diagraim.

Single Civcuer Receiver

Tke single circuit received consists essentially of an inductance coil in-
gerted in the antenna circuit across the terminals of which dre conné the
detector and telephone circuits. The value of the inductance in circuit, hence
the wave length of the system may be varied in a number of .ways. A num-
ber of popular sets employ a variometer as indicated in the diagratn, while
others make use of a taped coil with two or possibly only one switch. If a
variometer is employed the condenser markel “FC” in the diagram may be a
fixed condenser or may be omitted entirely if the antenna is not over 150 feet
long. However, if the inductance coil {5 mot fitted with switches and taps, or
if a fine adjustment is desired, the conderser «FC” should be of the variable
air type with a maximum capacity of about .001 microfarads.

A crystal detector may be employed in place of the vatuum tube detector
shown in the diagram by connecting a pair of telephone receivers in series
with a crystal detector aeross the terminals marked “1” and “2” instead of the
vacuum tube. A small fixed condenser shunted across the telephone recelvers

HIGH BUILDING COSTS
DETER GERMAN LOVERS

} .

Berlin,” July 19.—(A. P., by mail.)—
“Feathering one’s nest” is a formidable
proposition for the young German of to-
day who contemplates matrimony. Fur-
gitére and building costs have risen -to
such heights and wages relatively have
sunk to such depths that the strains of
wedding marches fail to have much ap-
peal for either “Hans” or “Gretchen.”

Tradition has long decreed that the
young man in Germany' is expected to
provide a house for his bride-to-be be-
fore marriage. The latter, for her part,
should approach the altar with a dowry
sufficient to furnish her new home with
everything from broom to bedstead: Sil-
verware and special comforts for the
household ordinarily are contributed by
relatives or by guests attending the

» wedding ceremony.

However, there is little prospect of a
German girl in the mrddle or lower
classes living up to this custom today.
Depending on earnings of a few. hun-
dred marks a week, she finds little to
have up for her dowry. On the other
band, the man of her choice—despairing
in his search for a place to, rent — is
forced to consider breach of promise
when confronted with present building
expenses. After deciding to erect a

‘" brand new home for his bride, he finds
ihe prices of building materials are more
than eighty-one times™ what they were
before the war.

It cost 1,684.50 marks on July 1, 1914,
to build a ome-story cottage covering
seventy square meters. On June 1, this
vear, building circles say, erection of
such a dwelling entailed an expenditure
of 129,290 marks. The costs rose 13.8
per cent. in May alone. :

The stone required for a house of this
sort in the summer of 1914 cost 700
marks, while now it demands an outlay
of 60,784 marks. Cement and lime for
it now cost 8,306.25 and 5,418.10, respec-
tively, as against sixty and seventy-three
marks before. Its roofing-tile costs have
risen from 243.50 to 17,919.90, and those
for beams from 264 to 24,850, while its
flooring today would come to 4169.75 as
compared with 55.50 marks in 1915.

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SPEED IN CRIME TRIALS
1S DOUBLED IN A YEAR.
Attorney Reports 4,370 Cases Disposed
of in Seven Months—53 Homicide Con-
victions, -~ .

New York, Aug. 8—Criminals have
been tried nearly twice as fast so far
this year as they were during the first
seven months of the preceeding year, ac-
cording to figures made public yesterday
by District Attorney Banton. Much of
the speed was added during the extra-
ordinary burst of activity at the Crimi-
nal Courts. Building, which has been

_crime wave last winter and 'spring, but

the incresse In the number and rapidi-
ty of trials has been steady.

In the first seven months of 1922, 4,-
170 cases were disposed of, as against
2,603 for the same period last year. Du-
ring July of this year, 843 cases were
disposed of, against 248 in the same
month last year, when there were just
as many parts of the court at work.
The number of cases on the trial cal-
ender was reduced to 1,549, as against
2,577 cases on the calender a year ago.

In the namber of convictions in’ homi-
cide cases, the “proportion of gain was
greater. Four persons were convicted of.
first degree murder this year, as ‘against
two in the same period last year. Ten
were convicted of second degree murder,
as against three last year, and thirty-
four were convicted of manslaughter in
the first degree, as against thirteen last
year. The number convicted of man-
slaughter in the second degree is-the
same this year as last. !

The total homicide convictions this
yvear are fifty-three, as against twenty-
three for the corresponding period last
year.

Tenders for 500 tons of slack coal were
received and the tender of George Dick
was accepted. Mr. Diek’s tender of
$5.50 a ton for Acadia Pictou slack coal
was the lowest of the five received. John
Connor, besides tendering for the 500
tons specified, wrote to recommend that
the commissioners install a special ac-
celerating agitator and use a mixture

“ a ton. This mixture Mr. Connor said

would effect a saving of about $10,000

in the coal bill of the hospital during
one year and the comiissioners gave
his suggestion serious consideration.

further inquiries as to re-adjustments
possible with a view to greater economy
in fuel. During the last year the ex-
penditures for coal at the hospital were
in the vicinity of $22,000. In the com-
ing year the hospital will have to heat

a system which has 24,000 feet of radia-

tion. ~

M. E. Agar presided and others pre-
sent were Commissioners Mrs. J. V. Mc-
Lellan, J. L. O’Brien, W. E. Emerson,
Dr. J- G. R. Crawford, A. MacMillan,
J. King Kelley and Hon. Dr. W F. Rob-
erts, and R. H. Gale, superintendent.

The order of business was suspended
in order that the tenders for coal might
be opened and dealt with. The tenders
were as follows: Colwell Fuel Com-
pany Limited, $6 per ton; D. W. Land,
86 per ton; Emerson Fuel Company, $6
per ton; George Dick, $5.50 per ton;

Mr. Connors in his letter recommend-

Mr. Gale also reported on an ex-
periment made with burning a mixture
of anthracite and bituminous coal with
the natural draft. It had been found that
five tons of the mixture costing $22.16
had burnt for thirty-nine and a half
hours. The previous testing of the soft
coal which it was customary to burn
bad shown that it cost $18.59 for the
coal burnt in twenty-four hours. These
figures showed that an appreciable sav-
ing might be effected by using the com-
bined coals.

On Mr. Kelley’s motion it was decid-
ed to accept the tender of George Dick
for the 500 tons of slack coal.

Mr. Kelley was very favorably im-
pressed with the proposition of Mr. Con-
nor but he recommended that a com-
mittee be appointed to go into the whole
matter thoroughly and consider whether
more grate space, an additional boiler or
a special agitator grate would solve
fuel problem most effectively. He
thought the committee should be given
power to experiment.

Dr. Roberts said that if it was possi-
ble to effect a saving of $10,000 in the
fuel bill of the hospital the commission-
ers must take advantage of the opportu-
nity. He considered it most opportune
that the local foundry had been unable

to make the special grate and thought’
Mr. Connor offer to install a patent:

grate for burning the coal he recom-
mended, should be given favorable con-
sideration. h

Dr. Roberts seconded Mr. Kelley’s mo-
tion regarding the awarding of the con-
tract for the 500 tons of coal, which
amount Mr. Gale said would last about
four months. ‘

The further consideration of the fuel
supply having been left with the com-
mittee having the matter in hand pre-

viously, it was suggested that Mr. Em-

erson be made a member of that com-
mittee. '

Mrs. McLellan objected to Mr. Emer-
son’s becoming a member of the com-
mittee and asked if he was not finan-
cially interested in the Colwell Fuel
Company.

Mr. Emerson gave an emphatic denial,

MEMORIES OF
VISIT TO HOME OF
MAN OF GENIUS

(Frank Yeigh in Halifax Chronicle)

And so the Master of Beinn Bhreagh is
dead. Little did I think when visiting
the home of Alexander Graham Bell at
Baddeck scarcely more than a week ago,
on the invitation of the Master, that the
great scientist and inventor would so
soon Cross the Bar, aged and weak as
he was, and although he had exceeded
the allotted span of three-score years
and ten.

I had found my way to Baddeck more
as a pilgrim to a shrine than a holiday
traveler seeking out one of the most
beautiful corners of Canada.
the treasured memories of youthful days
is that of attending with my father the
first experiments with the telephone in
Brantford, when the inventor had the
satisfaction of hearing for the first time
human speech conveyed over the three
miles of wire from his picturesque home
on Tutels Heights to a hall in the city.
For part of the distance a telegraph line
was used, and for the other half ordinary
stovepipe wire was strung from tree to
tree. Branford has ever since been
known as the telephone city.

We have grown blase with wonders
since then, and even the marvel of the
transmission of sound without wires
finds us accepting it in a most matter>

of-fact way, but the little company who |

were privileged to listen to the first
miracle of transmitted speech and to
experience the thrill of the first song
sung over the wires. That was away
back in the early seventies, and the fame
of Alexafider Graham Bell has largely
and rightfully rested ever since on that
great and revolutionary achievement.

A
great man judged by many standards.

|He has left behind many monuments,
for every telephone is one—778,000 in
Canada alone—and many another inven-
tion of his contributing to mankind. But
the most tangible reminder of this man
of genius is Beinn Bhreagh, the Gaelic
translation, for beautiful mountain it
is, as one sees it from the 80 foot
tetratadral tower built by the inventor.
. There the beholder glories in a panorama
unparalleled in this land of scenic love-
liness. The silvery waters of the Bras
@’Or Lakes clasp the woodland estate as
{if in affection. So close at hand the
forest roofs and the green fields, the
lawns and hedges, fill in the details of
an incomparable picture. Closer at hand
a ramble in the garden with its wealth
of flowers, its ancient sun dial, is a de-
light, followed by a walk along the
wood paths and down the winding steps
to the water’s edge.

Beinn Bhreagh as a residence iz a
storehouse of interest, with its wealth of
treasures, its little conservatory of water
lillies, its giant telescope and its trophies
of the chase ;and wheni the visitor ex-
periences the warm reception at the
hands of Mrs. Bell, is guided through the
lovely estate by the hospitable daughters
and grandchildren, the memories of such
a visit will long remain. i

But today the flag is at half mast over
the towers of Beinn Bhreagh. The
familiar figure, dignified, urbane, un-
spoiled by the world’s acknowledge-
ments of his genius will not longer
brighten the little village with his
presence. It -will mourn his loss as all
the world will.

Events at Genoa Showed Con-
. flict With Old Standards.

s

Londen, Aug. 8—In a preface which
| he has written to J. Saxon Mill’s book
on the Genoa conference, Lloyd George
says: 1

“Like the great dramas of old Genoa
showed the conflict between two great
forces, two currents of feeling, two states
of mind; I may almost say two worlds,
the old and the new. The old world is
that of national blindness, national
jealously, national fear, " national sus-
picion and national prejudice. The Allies
went into the Great War for great com-
mon ideals, but the fierce suffering of
ordeal and the passionate triumph of
victory, the old Adam has gradually re-
assurted himself—a sheil shocked, shak-
ing, nerve ridden Adam, almost as much
afra.d of his friends as of his foes.

“All the world now knows his state
of mind and his belief that his own saie-
ty depends upon the suppression of
others; his conviction that he can build
up his own welfare without regard for,
and even by antagonism to the welfape
of his neighbors.

“His instinctive recourse in all prob-
lems is to tbe code of force” Bome
think him right, some think him wrong,
but a multitude amongst the makers of
opinion in Europe, whether in the chan-
cellories or in the popular assemblies, or
in literature and in press, whether they
wish him otherwise or not, regard him
as incurable. :

“That is the old world—a world which
has tortured - itself, exhausted itself,
shatered itself, almost to final ruin and
collapse, The new world has a different
faith and a different point of view. It
believes in, nationalism no less firmly
than the old, for nationalism is the in-
dividual force, the genius, the salt in
every varied impulse which makes up
western civilization as a whole, but it
also believes with its whole heart that,
in the welter of passion and in the|
economic choas to which the world has
been reduced by war, the welfare of
'every nation depends upon peace cO-
operation, a helping hand from the strong
to the weak, a regard for the welfare of
all.

“The British Empire delegation stood
for that faith at Geroa, and had behind
it, as I believe, the good will and deep
desire of the majority of all thorough.
democracies throughout the world.”

WRITE HIS MEMOIRS

Of Greater Importance Than
Average Battle, Says Daily

London, Aug. 4—The Star's political
correspondent writes:

“Mr. Lloyd George has agreed to un-
dertake the writing of ‘his memoirs.

HUNTINGTON VERIFIES !
: PURCHASE OF PAINTING

‘Cottage Door, Famous Landscape, to
Join ‘Blue Boy’' in lifornia
lection.

New York, Aug. 8—Henry E. Hunt-
ington has verified a statement made in
London that he had purchased the “Cot-
tage Door,” one of Gainsborough's most
beautiful landscapes, to add to his col-
lection of Gainsborough portraits, the
latest and most famous of which is
“Blue Boy.” Mr. Huntington would add
no further detaiils concerning the pic-
ture except to say that it would go to
California, where it will be hung in his
home with the other Gainsboroughs.
The “Cottage Door,” from the Duke
of Westiinster's collection,; from which
“Blue Boy” was purchased, was painted
about 1772, when Gainsborough was liv—'

ing in Bath before going to London. He

painted at that time in rich low brown
tones, with great sympathy, while later
in London his methods were hastier and
more conventional.

Mr. Huntington’s new painting is a
large landscape, tall oaks with rich
foliage, while ‘over a tiny thatched cot-
tage in the centre of the picture a leaf-

less skeleton of a tree is falling. Little

but the door of the cottage can be seen
below the thatched roof, and before it
is standing a mother with a baby in:
her arms while four other children are
near,

A similar Gainsborough landscape,'
«The Market Wagon,” painted by the
artist at the same period, is in this
country. It was purchased by Judge E.
H. Gary in the spring of 1913 and
brought'to his home in New York. The
price of the Huntington picture has not
been given.

CANDI IS SPENT -
FORCE IN INDIA

Non-Cooperative Movement
Fizzled Out, Says Rustom
Rustomjee, Indian Editor—
New System Works Well.

(Montreal Gazette.)

A much better state of affairs Is seen
in India by Rustom Rustomjee, Indian -
editor and publicist, who reached Mon-
treal yesterday from Quebec, where he
landed from the Empress of France. Mr.
Rustomjee has spent a number of years
in Canada and the United States, and

renently went home for a six months’
visit to get into personal touch with
conditions.

“From the reports of the progress of
the non-co-operative miovement I had

‘read in the American and Canadian

newspapers,” said Mr. Rustomjee, “I
was under the impression before 1 went

i to India that British rule was in jeop-

ardy there, that Ghandi was so success-
ful in boycotting British courts, British
schools and colleges and British services
that the administration of the country
by the British had become impossible.
When I arrived in the city of Bombay,
the first thing 1 did was to visit the
courts, and they were full of Indian
lawyers. The colleges were full to over-
flowing, and the services were crammed
by Indians. Of course, Ghandi had
made some headway among the masses,
and the situation was not without anx-
iety. Before my departure to India I
was in Canada for a couple of months,
and surprise was expressed to me as to
why Ghandi was not incarcerated by
the government, but was allowed to
perpetrate untold mischief. I think the
government was right in allowing him
the longest rope possible to hang himself
with. Had the government of India in-
carcerated Ghandi en he was at the
zenith of his power and influence among
the ediicated and illiterate people of
India, he would have been considered as
a great martyr, and there might have
been some attempt at revolution. The
government waited. patiently till Ghandi
had lost all influence with the educated
people because of his vacillating and in-
consistent policies, and ameong the
masses of the people because of his fail-
ure to achieve self-government within a
specified period. So, when he was ar-
rested, tried and imprisoned there was
not a ripple of disturbance in the politic-
al arena of India. ;s

Ghandt A Spent Force, by

“I interviewed Ghandi personally be-
fore he was arrested,” continued Mr.
Rustomjee, “and I must confess frankly
that I was not impressed either with his
sincerity or with his #pirituality. In
the course of my conversation with him,
I found that he attempted to twist plain
historical facts, to prevaricate, and to
suppress inconvenient subjects. His be-
lief in non-violence, I discovered, was a
mere lip service. He really believed in
violence, and I have reason to believe
secretly encouraged violence in different
parts of India. Ghandl is a spent force.
Very few people in India think of him
as a great political leader now; we must
leave him alone.

“The non-co-operative movement has
fizzled odt. The most important thing
that struck me was the loyalty of the
British civilians to help the Indians to
make the newly-formed constitution,
a success, Under great provocation, and
against many difficulties, they are en-
deavoring to do their duty. My admira-
tion for the Indian civil service has been
deepened. Acting, not talking, work-
ing, not boasting, they pursue their sil-
ent and unknown career, adding honor
and glory to the British race®

Mr. Rustomjee, referring fto - the
diarchic form of government, said it had
been a success, and he could not with-
hold his admiration for the manner in
which Indian legislators had borne their
responsibility, and shown great tact and
good statesmanship.

Dr. Bridges Recommended
Such School for St. John
Ten Years Ago.

No Action Yet—The Super-
intendent of Schools Made
an Unanswerable Argu-
ment—Must Have Separate
Building to Get Results.

(Extract from Supt. Bridges report  to
St. John School Board in 1912.)

The Board of School Trustees in
“March, 1912, passed a resolution favoring
- the opening of evening technical schools,
and decided to make provision for in-
struction in ipdustrial work from No-
vember 1st until the last of April in each
school year, provided no less than twen-
ty pupils made application for instruc-
tion of this kind. The board’s action re-
ceived the approval of the Board of Edii-
cation for the Province of N. B., and
seems to have met with the approbation
of those citizens of St. John who have
given any thought at all to the import-
ant matter of industrial education. The
resolution of the board to open evening
technical schools is good as far as it

goes, but it does not go far enough, as
what is really needed at the present timne
to make our system of gducation more
effective is the establishment here of a
good trades school.

There are many pupils, who leaving
our present schools before they are well
equipped for any kind of industrial

work, drift about from one unskilled|ing the first two years one-third of the mechanics, but offers instruction calcul-

occupation to another without gaining
much efficiency in anything. If there
existed in St. John a school to which
pupils of the age of fourteen or fiftecn
coild be sent for instruction, a school
in which the larger part of the work
would be industrial, it seems to me that
a fresh interest in school would be
awakened in the minds of such pupils,
an interest, which would help to keep
them, at school for a longer time, and

thus contribute powerfully to their de-
velopment at a critical period of their

lives.  Such schools have been opencd
in nearly all the larger ’cities of the
| United States, and wherever established
!huve produced most gratifying results.
One of the best known schools of this
{sort in the United States is the Phila-
| delphia Trades’ School, which was es-
| tablished in 1906, and which I had the
pleasure of visiting in March, 1911. In
this school the work is for the most
! part of a practical kind, but there are
| also academic subjects, which are relatcd
i as far as possible to the former. For this
i school a four years’ course of studies is
| provided, to which pupils may be admit-
| ted who have completed the cotirse in the
| city Grammar Schools (Grade VIII);
or if they are fifteen years of age and are
able To follow the instruction of the
school gwith profit.

The course in drawing is quite elab-
orate, extending over the four years
and includes freehand, mechanical or
construction drawing, and architectural
drawing. The drawing is closely related
to the work in the shops, the students
being required first to draw their ob-
jects, after which they go to the shops
and ccnstruct them from their own
drawings. By far the larger portion of
| time in this school is given up to the
i shop work and trade instruction. Dur-

time is devoted to shop work in wood
and metal, the work being similar to
that now given in the Manual Training
High_Schools. In the last two years of
the course the stidents specialize in

any one of the following occupations: !

Carpentry and woodwork, painting and

decorating, bricklaying and plastering, .

i It is interesting to know that nothing
produced in the workshops of this school
| is offered for sale, and that all pupils
are required to furnish their own in-
' struments for drawing, aprons or over-
! alls, and in the trade of electrical con-
| struction, a tack hammer, screw-driver,

paper, tools and all other materials are
furnished by the school board, but
pupils are required to make good all
losses and damages which are the result

Although the cost of establishing,
equipping, and maintaining such a school
would be large, yet there can be no
doubt that the establishment of such
a school in St. John at the present time
is a thing greatly to be desired, and will
become an absolute necessity in the near
future, as the city increases in popu-
lation, and becomes to a greater extent
than formerly a mantdfacturing and in-
dustrial centre. The establishment of a
Trades’ School would also enable the
board to provide evening technical
classes both for men and women, in
which they could receive adequate in:
struction in those subjects which bear
directly upon their respective employ-
ments. As our present buildings are
not at all adapted for the instruction of
; industrial subjects, it is greatly to be
desired that the board should earnestly
consider ways and means for providing
a trades’ school here somewhat similar
to the one outlined above.

ENFORCE LORD'S DAY ACT.

Imprisonment for Those Who Work on

This is the substance of a resolution
calling for a strict eutorcement of the
Lord’s Day Act, which will be submitted
by the London delegatesito the Dominion
Trade Congress at Montreal two weeks
hence.

The labor men admit that there is
such a thing as the Lord’s Day Act, but
maintain that the same excites but little
attention. Now and again an employer
is brought into the police court and sub-
jected to a small fine, and that is the end
of it.

If there was a law compglling a fine
and imprisonment as well for the one
who would accept employment, it would
certainly tend toward a stricted adher-
ence to the law, they claim.

Paris Observatory to Move to New
Home in the Suburbs.

Palaeotithic Religion,

FREDERICTON EXPORTS
TO THE UNITED STATES

(Fredericton Gleaner.)
Exports from the Fredericton district
to the United States for the last quarter
ended June 30th last amounted to $751,-
248.50, according to figures made public
by Frederick C. Johnson, American vice
consul in this city.

The figures for the previous quarter
were $528,925.23 and the total exports
for the whole previous year to the Unit-
ed States from this district were declar-
ed at $1,500,000, which means the exports
for the past quarter amounted to more
than half of the value for the whole of
last year,

THE COST OF STRIKES.
(New York Tribune.)

Figures compiled by the National
Industrial Conference Board estimate
that the 1,250,000 Ameriean wage work-
ers now on strike lose the income of
10,000,000 or more hours a day.

Counting wages as low as thirty cents
an hour, here is a loss to wage workers
of $3,000,000 a day. The wage worker’s
produet is most perishable. It passes
with the ticking of the clock. A snow-
flake on a river has a less evanescent
life.

Then there are the indirect losses.
There is a diminished supply of some
commodity or service .which brings a
rise in prices, This rise affects the whole
supply of the commodity or service. The
country’s normal consumption of hitumi-
nous coal approximates 10,000,000 tons a
week, and $2 more a ton means a weekly
addition of $20,000,000 to the cost of
things. Even greater additions to prices
come from disorgunized industry, as one
falling brick pushes down its neighbor.

In an economic way war is about as
hard on the victor as oen the vanguished.
Neither side wins or ean win. Fven
more strikingly is there this dual loss iin
industrial war., Any settlement within
reason Is better than conflict, and wage
workers, constituting the majority of cur
population, are hit the hardest by dis-
turbance, If there is one mundane thing
which labor should make i zod of and
worship it is arbitration. !.abor union-
ists will yet see that even faulty resorts
to it are better than nothing, «ad instead
of criticlzing will passionately defend
such agencies as the Railroad Labor
Board.
