Sussex, N. B., June 26—The first dis­
cordant note in the harmony which has 
characterized the big militia camp since 
opening was sounded last night when a 
lively melee occurred on the plateau be­
tween men from the 71st and 72rd in­
fantry regiments and it was found neces­
sary to blow the alarm call to quell the 
disturbance.

The fracas occurred at the early hour 
of 2 a. m., while the hundreds of other 
men were peacefully in their second 
slumber after a strenuous day’s work. 
The trouble is supposed to have arisen 
over the question of superiority and 
there was a general harangue among 200 
men or so. When Aie alarm blew offic­
ers and men turned out in haste for it is 
not at every camp that such occurs.

The trouble was soon smoothed over, 
but the offenders will be strictly discip­
line for their share.

It has been proposed for the first time 
in about five years to hold a march past 
and general review of the troops this 
year on Dominion Day. Several years 

’ago this was a feature of the camp sur­
passing in grandeur the annual Sunday 

I service, and it is planned to have it 
revived this year. On the afternoon of 
the holiday it is proposed to conduct 
the march past and if present plans ma­
terialize it will be the bigegst event of 
this nature ever seen here, because by 
that time the camp forée will number 
at least 3,400 men.

The advance party of the 62nd regi­
ment, under Captain Ronald McAvity, 
assisted by Q. M. S. James McCarthy, 
arrived in camp this morning and aid­
ed by ideal weather, labored industrious­
ly throughout the day for the arrival of 
the main body tomorrow, an event 
which is anticipated with keen interest.

At the expiration of the present con­
tracts, nearly a year hence, the Rothe­
say subscribers of the New Brunswick 
Telephone Company will have to pay a 
toll charge of ten cents each time they 
call the city and same charge will be 
made for calls from St. John to Rothe­
say.

K PLUM TRIFLE
Cut large ripe plums in halves and 

let them simmer until tender in a lit­
tle sugar sirup; drain, and rub the pulp 
through a coarse sieve. To a cupful of 
the chilled pulp add the stiffly whipped 
whites of four eggs, mixed with two 
tablespoons of powdered sugar. Make 
a rich boiled custard with the yolks of 
the eggs, a pint of milk, a pinch of salt 
and half cup of sugar. Flavor it with 
half teaspoon of vanilla, and when it is 
quite cold half fill glass custard cups 
with it. Over the custard heap the 
plum trifle, and serve all very cold.

PRUNE BREAD
One heaping cupful of prunes, 1 qt. 

whole wheat flour, 1 pt. graham flour, 
1 teaspoon salt, 1 tablespoonful sugar, 
1 compressed yeaât cake, lukewarm 
milk and lukewarm water.

Wash the prunes and soak over night 
in water to cook, in the morning stone 
and chop fine. Mix the prunes, flours, 
salt and sugar together in a basin. Add 
the yeast cake dissolved in a little luke­
warm water, then add enough lnkewarm 
milk to make a soft dough. Allow to 
rise and when light stir briskly and pour 
into a buttered bread pan. Allow to 
rise again and bake in a moderate oven. 
This bread is both delicious and whole­
some.

French Technical College, M. A. Mag- 
nan, has announced before the Acad­
emy of Science the discovery of a for­
mula by means of which he expects to 
solve many of the remaining puzzling 
problems of aeronautics.

Up to the present, says M. Magnan, 
aeroplanes have beerf constructed prac­
tically without reference to nature’s 
own principles as exemplified in the 
flight of birds. It has been thought 
thaÇ the great relative difference in 
weight between a bird and an aeroplane 
made the fundamental principles of bird 
flight inapplicable to the man-made ma­
chine.

M. Magnan declares his formula solves 
this difficulty. By means of it he is 
now able, for the first time, to give the 
dimensions, curves and other figures of 
a man-lifting machine constructed on 
the principles of bird flight. It is sim­
ply a question, he declares, of magnify­
ing the bird measurements according to 
a formula which will scientifically ad­
just the various parts as the human 
machine increases in size.

The train left here at 1.80 and con­
sisted of baggage and mail cars, three 
colonist, one first class, two tourists, a 
diner and a Pullman car.

The engine, baggage and- mail cars, 
with one of the colonist cars remained 
on the rails. The next two cars were 
colonists and both toppled into the river, 
one turning over twice while the second 
simply shot off its trucks and fell on its 
side.

On a recent evening in the president’s 
room at the House of Commons, Lon­
don, Basil E. Peto, M.P., chairman of 
the parliamentary committee of the Im­
perial "Merchant Service Guild, present­
ed to the president an appeal against 
both the present and proposed Board of 
Trade sight tests. This appeal, which 
has been organised by the Imperial 
Merchant Service Guild, has been read­
ily signed by more than 10,000 captains 
and officers of the merchant service, and 
it may be said that the signatures of 
practically every member of the profes­
sion could have been secured had there 
been sufficient time to get them.

It has been signed by captains and of­
ficers in all grades and types of vessels 
in the mercantile marine, comprising 
liners, coasters, cargo vessels, passenger 
vessels and sailing ships.

It is understood that the president 
promised to give full consideration to 
this appeal, which at any rate is con­
vincing evidence of the intense feeling 
regarding these sight tests which pre­
vails amongst the commanders and of­
ficers of merchant ships.

FREE SUGAR Ai WOOL
Washington, June 25—Free sugar in 

1916 and free raw wool are now estab­
lished in the tariff revision bill, having 
been approved late today by the Demo­
cratic caucus of the senate after a two 
days’ fight. The sugar schedule as re­
ported by the majority members of the 
finance committee and practically as it 
passed the house, was approved by a 
vote of 40 to 6. Free raw wool, as sub­
mitted by the majority, and just as it 
paaed the house, swept the senate caucus 
by a vote of 41 to 6.

When sugar and wool had been dis­
posed of the caucus ratified the commit­
tee amendment placing hair of the An­
gora goat on the free list. Consideration 
of the agriculture schedule was then re­
sumed and a dispute at once arose over 
the committee’s amendment putting a 
countervailing duty on wheat and flour.

As the discussion developed the. oppo­
sition grew and the decision of the ques­
tion went over until tomorrow. Senate 
Democrats asserted following the ad­
journment, that the countervailing duty 
would be stricken off, leaving wheat and 
flour on the unrestricted free list on 
a-parity with cattle and meats.

Connaughton was second baseman on 
the New Bedford team last year, figur­
ing in 113 games. He had a fielding 
average of .947, and a batting average 
of .248.

He knows the game of baseball 
from start to finish and the directors 
believe that when he takes charge the 
men who are on the team now, good 
individual players, will steady down and 
develop some team work that will land 
a few victories this way.

His coming to Bangor is significant. 
He says that there is every reason to 
believe that Bangor will have a chance 
to get a franchise in the New England 
league next season. This ought to make 
the baseball fans sit right np and take 
notice.

He is going to try to develop the 
interest in the game here as well as 
the team, and this is with particular 
reference to next year’s plans, when, if 
Bangor gets into the fast New England 
company, the fans will have some sport 
that this city has not seen since the old 
baseball days.

Need Mord Money

There is an opportunity at the pres-' 
ent time for the loyals of the city to 
show whether they want baseball to 
continue in this city during the season. 
More money is needed to keep things 
running and now is the time .for the 
fans to come across with a little of the 
long green if they want to see things 
run along as they have been.

Bangor has been up against it. The 
cost of constantly shifting players, for 
the sake of getting the team in shape 
was expensive. It must be taken into 
consideration that of the first eight 
games scheduled for the Bangor team, 
five were postponed on account of rain, 
including Memorial day, which ought 
to have been a big day for the team 
from a financial standpoint.

There are several men who are as­
sociated with the game here who are 
putting time, and not a small sum of 
money, into baseball, simply for the 
love of the sport, and not for any hope 
of remuneration. They want to see a 
team here, and believe if Bangor de­
velops a good team this year it will not 
be difficult to break into the New Eng­
land league next year, and that’s the 
company Bangor ought to be trotting 
in.

Steps are being taken to raise more 
money and it is believed that good 
weather and a few more games will do 
a lot to put the team on a paying basis.

James Douglas, fourth and last Duke 
of Queensberry, was not exactly a saint.

Indeed, under his universally known 
nickname of “Old Q,” he figured in pos­
sibly more scandalous stories than any 
other man of his day and generation, 
which is saying a good deal, for his 
Grace lived in an age when men drank 
deeply, loved lightly, fought fiercely and 
gambled recklessly.

But whatever might be said against 
his fair fame in other directions, no one 
ever whispered a word against his honor 
as an owner of racehorses. For years 
he made it a practice to ride his own 
mounts, and he rode then* straight.

This may not seem much of a distinc­
tion nowadays. But the standard of 
honor was lower then than it is at pres­
ent. Even the holders of old and hon­
ored names were not always free from 
suspicion of “jockeying” the public.

James Douglas, however, was known 
to be averse from even the appearance 
of trickery, and he was in consequence 
the idol of the racing public whenever 
he appeared on the course. In the many 
strange wagers, too, in which he figured 
as one of the principals, he always found 
plenty of followers, for people knew that 
he betted to win, if winning were hum­
anly possible. ,
An 'Amazing Wager

Thus, when at the age of twenty-five 
he laid a wager of one thousand guineas 
that he would produce a carriage that 
could be driven nineteen miles in one 
hour, the public showed its faith in him 
by backing him to the tune of £50,000, 
at odds on that averaged something like 
three to one.

By the terms of the bet he was to 
*hgve the carriage ready on Newmarket 

Heath on August 29th, 1750, and such 
was the public interest in the event that 
n crowd estimated to number over 100,- 
000 persons assembled there on that day, 
people coming from all parts of England 
on foot, on horseback, and in vehicles 
of every description.

The carriage, when uncovered, proved 
to be an extraordinary contrivance. It 
was, indeed not so much a carriage 
the framework of a carriage, made prin­
cipally of whalebone, steel springs, and 
leather straps.
