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INSANITY PLEAS
BECOMING FARCE |

Justice Lennox Tells of Filmsy
Excuses Upon Which Accus-
ed Persons Are Freed. |

LONDON, Ont, March 28.—“This
thing of insanity pleas in murder trials
is becoming a farce,” declared Justice
Lennox in his address to the grand
jury at the opening of the Spring As-
sizes of the Supreme Court.

A year ago, in the Topping case, the
judge recalled, he had expressed his
mind to the doctors who gave evidence
for the prisoner, who was subsequently
convicted and hanged.

“These flimsy excuses of - insanity
deposed to by members of the prison-
er’s family are a means of dWefrauding
Jjustice,” he declared. “Well disposed
citizens should be careful in this mat-
fter, The jurors of our country miist

nd the guilty guilty and the innocent
nnocent.” Toppng, he said, had held
Dibsdale, another Londoner, up as a
hero in Strathroy because Dibsdale had
killed a girl in a supposed love affair
;m(l had escaped on the plea of insan-
ty.

UYING ABROAD.

An investigatien set on foot by the
Christian Science Monitor develops the

fact that many leading American

bankers agree with Sir George Paish n
believing that the United States, having
become a great creditor nation as a
result of the war, will have to change
its attitude and purchase foreign pro-
ducts more liberally than in the past.
President Coolidge and most Republi-
cans stand for continued high protec-
tion, but financial authorities whose
views were obtained by the Monitbr
are inclined to foreshadow what has
been called a “liberalization” of Ameri-
can tariff policy, “as a necessary adjust-
ment to permit the country to make
the larger importations of foreign
goods required by her new position as
a creditor nation.”

Among those who views along this
line are recorded is George E. Roberts,
former Comptroller of the Currency
and now Vice-President of the National
City Bank. Hée says that American
business men will have to adjust them-
selves to the necessity of competing
more with foreign products and get into
lines in which they can do so more
advantageously. This, he believes, will
be brought about by the pressure
of circumstances. Professor Eugene
Agger of Columbia’ University put the
case in this way: “A liberalization of
the tariff is certain to come about as
a result of the increase of foreign in-
vestments. The change might come
through the rise of foreign tariffs until
they more or less neutralize ours, but
1 think it is more likely to come through
a change of feeling here. The situa-
tion is, of course, that the consumers
of goods are not organized and so can-
not readily make themselves felt when
the tariff provisions are being made;
but I think that the producers them-
selves, who can make themselves felt
readily, will more and more sgek to
lower the rate on manufactured goods
so that foreign countries can Ppay for
,them by selling their*products here.” .,

Dr. Benjamin M. Anderson, Jr., of
the Chase National Bank, said the
United States could only injure itself
by lessining Europe’s purchasing power
in the American markets, and that
“changed economic conditiong make a
moderate tariff policy vitally important
today.” He explains this by the
familiar statement that exports must
be paid for by imports, and that a
country which wishes to sell abroad
must also be willing to buy in foreign
countries if foreign ‘trade is not to
result in credit congestion and reaction.

The high tariff forces in the United
States will be shocked by these views
‘from American financial authorities,
but they are substantially the same as
have been so recently expressed by Sir
George Paish both here and in the
United States. Washington, that is
official Waghington, is'disposed to stand
pat. When the Monitor made in-
quiries there in political circles its rep-
resentative found the administrative
Republicans strong for high protection,
while leading Democrats agreed with
the bankers quoted by the Monitor and
with Sir George Paish in thinking that
the American tariff must be revised
downward at no distant day. As the
Republicans will be in the saddle until
1928 the chance for a more liberal
tariff looks decidedly slim.

Those who can’remember the days
when cricket flourished in Saint John,
and who have often hoped for its
revival here, will be interested in read-
ing that the good old”game is coming
into its own again in London, Ont.,
and throughout the western part of that
province. In making the announcement
of the revival of cricket in that section
the London Free Press says:

“Time was when most of the smaﬁer
towns and even villages in Western
Ontario had thejr cricket {eams, while
London produced some of the finest
cricketers in Canada. Old-tipers still
tell of the day when Hon. Charles S.
Hyman, that premier sportsman, by a
sensational one-handed catch retired
the great Grace when he played here
with a touring English team.

“Then cricket died out to make way
for the faster and more exciting game
of baseball. London for years was
without a cricket tearn, while only in
an odd centre was the game kept alive
by a few enthusiasts. Now the English
pastime is being revived and this year
there will be no less than three local
teams in the Southwestern Ontario
Cricket-League, while cricket in Wood-
stock, for instance, has almost displaced
baseball as a summer sport.”

The habit of some sport writers in
Canada in poking fun at cricket as an
outworn pastime is deprecated by the
Free Press, which rightly says that
there is no better game and none which
so well promotes the very best spirit
of sportsmanship.

A SPRING WARNING,

Now that the roads will soon be
open for motor .traffic those who own
motor cars are receiving some - oft-
repeated but ever-necessary counsel
concerning care in the operation of
their cars, in order that accidents may
be avoided end also that the roads
may be protected from unnecessarily
destructive traffic. -

The President of the Ontario Motor
League has just issued an appeal in-
tended for both motorists and pedes-
trians, urging greater care on the part
of drivers and greater caution on the
part of those on foot. He says:

“Let the driver remember that he is

in charge of a vehicle which, in the
absence of comstant care, is very likely
to cause serious, or even fatal, injury
to some one. I appeal, therefore, to
every driver of a motor vehicle to make
safe\and sane driving a personal duty.
Children should be a subject of special
care. We know they do not have the
forethought for their own safety that
their elders should have,
! «Let the pedestrian remember that
even the most careful driver cannot
always avoid injury to those who step,
heedless of their own safety, into the
line of vehicular traffic. It is only by
concerted action on the part of both
driver and pedestrian that accidents can
be reduced to a minimum.

“] would appeal also to every dealer
in motor cars to make it a personal
duty to see that no beginner drives a
motor car on the highway until he is
thoroughly instructed and competent to
drive without endangering the safety of
others.” :

He reminds the owners of motor cars
that they have a’great deal of money
invested in the highways, and that
therefore they have a special interest
in their conservation. He advises them
that self-interest as well as a decent
regard for the public welfare should
make them careful and give the roads a
chance.” “Two of the surest ways to
destroy your investment,” he says, “are
to overload your trucks and to drive
your cars too fast. The cost of main-
tenance and reconstruction will fall
targely upon you.”

While the Montreal police system has
been under severe fire of late, as it
periodically -is, there is at ‘least mno
doubt that the courts there are handing
out sentences well calculated to dis-
courage serious crime.

TheTaj Mahal, India
(Copyright.)

This stately mausoleum, on the bank
of the River Jumna, near the city of
Agra, represents the material peak of
the Mogul empire. Seen under the full
glare of noon-day its charm and won-
der are well displayed; but it is under
the glow of a full moon that its ex-
quisite characteristics and poetic form
reveal themselves to the utmost. It has
been said that it is the monument to a
man who loved his wife, rather than a
memorial by him to that lady.

. The building stands in the midst of
a spacious garden, the high wall of
which hides from general view the
artistic arrangement of trees and
shrubs as well as the pools and foun-
tains. These may be seen to best ad-
vantage, from the gateway. This view
is perhaps the most frequently pho-
tographed spot in all India.

The Taj Mahal was commenced
about the year 1629 and was not com-
plete until 1650. It is constructed
entirely of white marble and the great
dome, rising from the centre, which is
of the same material, is the admira-
tion of engineers and architects to this
day. Years were lavished upon the
carving and inlaying of the interior,
and thousands of precious and semi-
precious stones. were worked into the
decoration. Dummy caskets are locat-
ed in the spacious interior, but the real
tombs are below, as a precaution
against marauders.

The government of India keeps a
staff of guards and guides there at all
times. No adequate estimate of the
cost of this buyilding has ever been
made. It was part of a programme
that drew the riches of India towgrd
Agra and Delhi during the splendor
of the Mogul reign, to satisfy the de-
sires of Shah Jehan and his extrava-
gant household. Some idea of his
reckless expenditure may be gathered
from one of his thrones, whieh has
been valued at thirty million dollars.

General Rawlinson was raised to the
peerage as Baron Rawlinson, In the
latter part of 1919 he was sent to North
Russia to conduct the withdrawal. of
Allied troops from Archangel and Mur-
mask and on his return was commander
at Aldershot for a year.

Of supreme importance to the Mari-
time Provinces was the readjustment
of duties on bituminous coal announced
in : the budget.

E. S. Carter, clerk of the board,
informed the chief that Mr. Beck was
not' licensed either as a broker or
agent to sell securities of any kind
iu the Province of New Brunswick,
and pointed out that under section
22 of the Act any person selling
securities without a license was
liable to a penalty of not more than
$500 or to imprisonment of not more
than six months.

It is said there is an organized
effort being made by United States
foreign brokers to sell a tremendeus
amount of German, so-called, securi-
ties in. Canada and huge sums have
been spgnt in glaring advertisements
to entice the public to buy.

FUMIGATION PLANTS
AT PORTS PLANNED

Refusal of Ship Owners to Assist

stalons would Be heavy, but in the
face of the determined opposition of the
shipping companies it would scem to
the officials here that there is no other
alternative.

Keep Saint John Busy

‘Many Local Commvodities
Sold Throughout Dominion—
Some Nationally Known

It was ¢6nly during the last year that
citizens of Saint John woke up to the

fact that their home city was quite a
manufacturing centre.

This awakening was brought about
by the’activities of the “Made in Saint
John” committee of the Exhibition As-
sociation, tnder Dayid Magee's able
chairmanship.

This committee, composed of the
chairman, and W. C. Allison, H. B.
Schofield, W. E. Anderson, G. E. Blake,
F. Z. Fowler and a secretary, were re-
sponsible for the bringing to light of
well over 200 local industries.

It was discovered that negarly every
| requirement under the sun was manu-
factured in®Saint John, although in
several instances, only on a very small
scale. )

It was also discovered that many of
the small industries were practically
unknown, owing to lack of publicity,
but industries advegtising extensively
were well known, both at home and
throughout Canada, from coast to coast,

Although the national products are
not numerous, they are of vital im-

portance to the city’s standing as a
manufacturing centre.

Valves and brass castings made and
founded in Saint John, were always
known to have a wide market, but citi-
zens generally did not know that they
were shipped to all parts of the world,
nor did-they know that locomotives in
nearly all countries carried some fit-
tings made by Saint John labor.

The same applies to brushes and
brooms. Saint John made brushes and
brooms find their way to all quarters
of the globe. In many instances, where
raw material comes here from a foreign
country, it again enters its native coun-
try, from Saint John, in the form of a
finished product. As &n example, some
brush bristles come from China and
other cotntries, and go back in the fin-
ished article. B

Another nationally known Saint John
product is biscuits. This is an old
time industry dating back 100 years.
As a matter of fact the Saint John

| biscuit factory was the first to be es-

tablished in Canada, according to the
statement of the present management.
It has been operated by four genera-
tons of the same family.

Old traveling men who have covered
Canada from coast to coast, state that
as far back as they can remember,
Saint John made bitscuits were to be
found on all tables of western restuars
ants and in all leading hotels.

Although the market in the Mari-
time Provinces for Saing John made
hats has been somewhat Nmited, (it is
said to be increasing now, however,)
they have long been known n Van-
couver and other western towns and
citles. They also enjoy at the present
time a good market in Montreal and
other Quebec cities. ’

One would think it almost impos-
sible to hide an industry employing
about 150 hands, but there is a cloth-
ing factory located in the heart of Saint
John where this number is employed,
and ‘the owners state that it will not
be long before they will be employing
at least 200. This factory will very
soon be the largest in Eastern Canada,
and it is safe to assume that not one-
half of Saint John’s citizens could say
offhand where it is located, although it
isdshipping goods to all parts of Can-
ada. e

Saint John’s chocolate industry is one
of the backbones of the city, and fur-
nishes a nationally known product, giv-
ing employment to a goodly numbersof
citizens.

New Industries

K—New industries mfwyp hrdlu-
During the last year two very im-
portant industries have been .utabo
lished, namely the manufacturing of
tungsten lamps and marmalades, These
two industries have made a most suc-
cessful start and their products prom-
ise to reflect credit upon Saint John as
a manufacturing centre. Already wide
markets have been secured, in addition
to a strong local support. It is safe to,
assume that before long Saint John-
made tungsten lamps and Saint John
maramlades will be known all over
Canada. -

Radio sets and parts, street cars, arti-
ficlal limbs and invalid chairs all are
products new to Saint John, and it is
understood that soon the manufacture
of wire-bound boxes will be under-
taken.

Other well-established industries in-
clude harness making (Saint John can
boast the largest leather goods house
in Eastern Canada), spices, baking
powders, ple fillings, extracts, drugs
and patent medicines. !

Pork packing is an important Saint
John industry, and the products of local
packers find a ready market throughout
the Maritime Provinces. The local
packers also are large buyers of Mari-
time fed stock. -

Another comparatively new industry
in Saint John is the packing of sardines
Fand clams. So far as this industry is
concerned, Saint John is supplying a
world market. From thé local plant,
one of the finest in Canada, sardines
and clams are shipped to practically
every country in the world.

Although Saint John has no large
furniture factory, still there is a good
deal of furniture made here. It is
mostly made to order for citizens who
fancy perivd furniture and desire the
reproductions of the old masters, such

Hepplewhite, Sheraton, etc. Some
very good work of this nature is turned
out every year by cabinet makers of
the city.

The local cotton mills and the sugar
refinery are other plants supplying a
world market. The same also applies
to the local mail manufacturing plants.
Saint John-madc paper boxes also find

list of Saint John producers as compiled
by the local Board of Trade. In an-
other issue of this paper it is hoped ‘o
deal with otk r industries in the near
future.
