BRITISH AND FOREIGN BIBLE SOCIETY

[.—The designation of this Society shall be the BriTisu Anp
Foreieny BisLe Sociery, of which the sole object shall be to
encourage a wider circulation of the Holy Scriptures, without note
or comment: the only copies in the Languages of the United
Kingdom, to be circulated by the Societ‘f shall be the Authorized
Version.

IL.—This Society shall add its endeavours to those employed by
other Societies for circulating the Scriptures through the British
Dominions; and shall also, according to its ability, extend its
influence to other countries, whether Christian, Mahometan, or
Pagan.

IIL—Each Subscriber of one Guinea annually shall be a Member.

IV.—Each Subscriber of ten Guineas at one time shall be a
Member for life. :

V.—Each Subscriber of five Guineas annually shall be a
Governor. .

VI.—Each Subscriber of fifty Pounds at oné time, or who shali
by one additional payment, increase his original Subscription to
fity Pounds, shal! be a Governor for life.

VII.—Governors shall be entitled to attend and vote at all Meet-
ings of the Committee.

VIIL.—An Executor, paying a bequest of Fifty Pounds, shall be
a Member for Life; or of One Hundred Pounds, a Governor
for Life.

IX.<~A Committee shall be appointed to conduct the business of
the Society, consisting of ”T'hirty-six Laymen, Six of whom shall be
Foreigners, resident in London or its vicinity ; half the remainder
shall be members of the Church of England, and the other half
members of other denominations of Christians. Twenty-seven of
the above mumber, who shall have most frequently attended, shall
be eligible for re-election for the ensuing year,

The Committee shall appoint all officers, except the Treasurer,
und call Special General Meetin , and shall be charged with
ly:‘rocqring for the Society suitable patronage, both British and
oreign,

X.—Each Member of the Society shall be entitled, under the
direction of the Comsmittee, to purchase Bibles and Testaments at
the Society’s prices, which shall be as low as possible.
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XI.—The Annual Meeting of the Society shall be held on tic
first Wednesday in May, wijen the Treasurer and Committee shall
be chosen, the Aecounts fresented, and the Proceedings of the
foregoing year reported.

XIL.—The President, Vice-Presidents, and Treasurer, shall be
considered, ex officio, Members of the Committee.

XIII.—Every Clergyman or Dissenting Minister, who is a Member
of the Society, shall be pntitled to attend and vote at all Meetings
of the Committee.

XIV.—The Secretaridg for the time being shall be considered as
Members of the Committee ; but mo other person deriving any
emolument from the Society, shall have that privilege.

XV.—At the General Mégtings, and Meetings of the Committee,
the President, or in his aksénce, the Vice-President, first upon the
list then present; and in thelabsence of all the Vice-Presidents the
Treasurer ; and in’ his absenpe, such Member as shall be voted for
that purpose,—shall presidefat the Meeting.

XVI.—The Committee ghall meet on the first Monday in every
month, or oftener, if' necegsary.

XVII.—The Committge shall have the power of nominating such
persons as have rendgfed essential services to the Society, either
MemgERs For LiFE/0R GOVERNORS FOR LiIFE.

XVIIL.—The Coimittee shall also have the power of nominating
HonoraRy MemgERs from among Foreigners who have promoted
the objects of tljfe Society.

XIX.—The fvhole of the Minutes of every General Meeting
shall be signed by the Chairman.

REGULATIONS &
Adopted at the ANM General Meelings of the Society in 1826 and 182

[.—That the fun\&a{’rﬁntal law of the Society, which limits its
operations to the circhlation of the Holy Scriptures, be fully and
distinctly recognised as exgluding the circulation of the Apocryphe.

II.—That, in conformity te the preceding resolution, no pecuniary
aid can be granted to any Sogiety circulating the Apocrypha; nor,
except for the purpose of beikg applied in conformity to the said
resolution, to any individual whytever.

III.—That, in all cases in fvhich grants, whether gratuitous or
otherwise, of the Holy Scriptyres, either in whole or in part, shal
be made to any Society, the ooks be issued bound, and on the
express condition, that they shall be distributed without alteration or
addition.

IV.—That all grants of the Seriptures to Societies which eircy
late the Apocrypha, be made unter the express condition that they
be sold or distributed without alteration or addition ; and that the
proceeds of the sales of any such copies of the Scriptures be held ¢!
the disposal of the British and Foreign Bible Society.

VL—The whole of the subscriptions and donations, after
leducting incidental expenses, shall be remitted annually in aid
f the funds of the British and Foreign Bible Society.

In Proceeding to a detail of the occurrences of the year they

fumence with France, The work of the Society in this
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L
eountry, during the period mengoncd, though not unaccompanicd
with annoyances and hindrances, has been, on the whole, highly
encouraging and satisfactory. The issues from the Dépot at
Paris under the charge of the Society’s agent, M. de Pressensé,
have amounted to 90,4562 copies, making a total of more than
3.000,000 copies of the Scriptures, introduced into that country,
through the blessing of God on the direct agency of theSociety.

Of these 90,452 copies there have been devoted to the work of

colportage 81,242 copies. It is in this direction then, says the
agent, that our labours have been prosecuted with the greatest
vigour, and this circumstance should be a matter for rejoicing,
for it is from this portion of our operations that we are
warranted in looking for the most encoum%}ng and gratifying
vesults. When it is said that a Bible or a New Testamenge has
been disposed of by a colporteur, we conclude that such an act
was made the occasibn for a serious address, and for the offering
up of fervent prayer.

The proceeds realized from the sales of the colporteurs during
the past year, continues the agent, could not be more satisfac-
tory, ambuntimg to the sum of £2,005, and he calls attention to
the fact, that this sum has proeeeded from the scanty purses of
the poor, and from purses in which frequently there was scareely

sufficient to buy bread, which owing to the badness of the

harvest had so greatly risen in price. . Next to the distribution
by colportage the most important is that which is included under
the head of sales, which comprises a large number of the
Bibles sold in the towns. Ameng the customers have been
several pious and wealthy individuals, who have anonymously
procured a number of copies of the Scriptures, for the purpos
of distributing them gratis among the poor in their neighbour-
hood. Thisis a fresh fact of great interest, as it shows that the
work of Bible circulation in France is gaining helpers in al
directions. ¥

Among the most interesting tokens of the Society's success iy
France, is a memorial consisting of a vase of artificial flowers
prepared with small coloured beads, and presented to the
Society. This gift came from a number of pious soldier
quartered in a certain town, who had felt the blessed effeets of
the Society’s operations. It appears that a christian female—
the wife of a former soldier—had commenced an evening service
intended exclusively for soldiers, who, on the invitation of her
husband, chose to attend. So interesting and edifying did thr
service or Bible class become to many of the soldiers that they
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requested it might be prolonged during the winter evenings,
And it was during these winter evenings that the more skillful
asmong them prepared the bouquet in question, and this while they
were listening to the reading of some tract or other religious
book which enlightened or strengthened them in the knowled
and experience of Bible truths, But it was not the work of one
but of several winters, nor of the soldiers of one but of n any
regiments. When one regiment had completed its te
wervice in the garrison, it was replaced by another ; anfi mea-
aures were immediately taken to induce the soldiers fo ning it
 attend the evening services. No sooner were the héarts of
the new comers gained for the Bible, than the work of preparing
the Bouquet of gratitude, as it was called, was continued ; and
it was by this means that, little by little, it was brought to a
uccessful termination. No wonder then that it is highly prized
© a token of sincere and lively gratitude to the Society for
having placed within the geach of these poor soldiers, at a price
vhich their trifling pay uﬁittcd of their expending, the word
of God, to which they have had grace given to them to surrender
their hearts, ' ‘

The work in Belgium, Holland, and the North of Germany,
continues to advance. In the former country, however, the
gent of the Society has had to contend with strong opposition.
The circulation, for the year, of the Seriptures in this portion
of the field has been 103,065, and the total - issues to that time
409,568 volumes,

The proceedings in that
igency of Dr. Pinkerton, have been very satisfactory,> His
ssues from the Dépét at Frankfort have been between nineteen
ud twenty thousand copies more than the previous year, and
the demand for the Seriptures is still on the increase,

From the Report of Lieutenant Graydon, the Society’s agent
n Switzerland and Northern Italy, there is the pleasing state-
uent that the issues for these countries during the year have
wmounted to no fewer than 15,936 copies. Of these 8,073
wpies have been cireulated in Lombardy and Piedmont, making
the total number which have passed through his hands for the
benefit of these parts of Italy since 1848 now to amount to
pwards of 85,000 copies. The issues in Switzerland during
the year have been 7,863, hringing up the total number dispersed
by him since the commencement of his work in that country to
07,863 copies. '

The work in Italy has been earried on as heretofore in the

part of Germany confided to the

L
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fuce of many difficulties ; some of these have had to be encoun-
tered in introducing the Scriptures through the regular autfor.
ized channels into the country; others have been found to
attend on every attempt to bring them into circulation. The
result is, however, on the whole very gratifying, and affords
much cause for praise to God. Mr. Graydon has succeeded in
establishing six principal Dépots, which he has been enabled to
keep pretty well supplied; he represents them as being respected,
free, and accessible.

The sales in the Dépot at Turin, he says, have very nearly
doubled in the course of thie last year. Many copies also have
been colported throughout almost the whole land ; the persons
who colported them have everywhere been well received, and
but for the marvellous state of ignorance of reading in which a
large portion of the people have been brought up, the Society
would have found itdifficult to meet the demand.

The far-famed parishes of the Wul?:nsinn Churech, fifteen in
number, are well supplied with Biblef, and every possible care

is being constantly taken that they should be abundantly
furnished, according to both their wants and their means to
procure copies.

In Russia it is stated that the Scripture operations in 1853

have proceeded much as usual. The distributions, were 7,08)
on account of the Society, 5,952 copies on account of the
American Bible Society, and the total distributions to the close
of 1853 were 849,986 copies, These distributions have been
offected among the Germans residing in the large cities, and the
various colonies throughout the empire, among other foreigners in
Russia, and latterly, and to a small extent, but in the old Sclavonic
Janguage alone, among the Russians themselves. Many
thousands of copies have been distributed among the criminals
and exiles in Siberia, and some hundreds among the wandering
tribes of Lapland. Thus the seed of the Divine word has been
sown beside many wategs; and the last great day will, we
trust, gladden us with (l::gdisclosurc that it has produced much
fruit unto life eternal, and that our labours in this empire have
not been in vain in the Lord. '

At present, however, the labours of the friends at St. Peters
burgh are in a great measure suspended. The dark cloud which
has been permitted to come over the political relationship
between Great Britain and Russia, renders it doubtful whi!
shall be the extent or the limit of the operations of the Soeiet)
for that empire for some timé to come. We must wait, say the
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Committee, looking up to the Great Disposer of events as the
Guardian of his own word as well as the Ruler of the nations,
that He would arise and plead his own cause !

Mr. Melville of Odessa, has communicated much interosting:
information in the course of the year respecting his labours for
the Society in Georgia and Circassia, as well as in the southern
parts of Russia, Early in the Year, he also had the pleasure to
report that he had received permission from the Emperor to
mtroduce 20,000 copies of the Seriptures duty free into Odessa,
and much was expected from their judicious distribution, and
from an edition of the Georgian New Testament; which he had
liberty to print at the expense of the Society ; but this work and
the operations of Mr, Melville generally, it is to be feared, will
be for the present, at least, suspended by the breaking out of
the war. May the interruption‘to labours so peaceful and at
the same time so encouraging and hopeful, be but shopt !

Spain and Portugal continue to present no features of interest.
For the former country a grant has been made du ing the year,
on the recommendation of the late' Dr. James Th son, of 95(
Bibles and Testaments, or portions. 'These have been placed at
the disposal of a gentleman in the South of Spain, who has
indertaken the distribution of them,

On mentioning the name of Dr. James Thomson the Com.
wittee proceed to pay a well merited eulogy on one of their
most devoted servants, whose memory is still cherished by those

Greece, and other countries bordering upon the
interesting intelligence has been conveyed by

Vediterranean,
the report of Mr. Lowndes, the Society’s agent in that quarter,

Speaking of his visit to Greece, he says he was happy to find
n the various educational establishments which he visited in

ittended by more than fifty thousand pupils.

In referring to Palestine, he mentions that few men are so
vell caleulated as Bishop Gobat to fill the post he holds there.
He is quite alive to the value, and anxious for the dissemination
of divine truth. To him the agent had forwarded Seriptures ;
wd a fow weeks sinoe there was an urgent appeal from the
dergyman attached to the Church Missionary Society, and
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resident at Jerusalem, who stated that his stock was quite out,
and to whom 580 copies of various kinds have been sent.

Besides the supplies thus forwarded to Jerusalem by Mr.
Lowndes, a direct grant has been made to Bishop Gobat, on the
application of his chaplain, who, on acknowledging the grant,
hears an important testimony to the Biblical character of the
remarkable work of reformation now going on in Palestine, as
well as other parts of Syria. The work in Palestine, he
states. is a most interesting one, and a special tribute of honor
from God to His own word. It is the Bible, simply by itself,
which has brought many who had been educated in the grievous
errors of the Oriental Churches, to comprehend in some degree
God’s revealed plan for saving sinners. The peculiarity of the
Bishop's position rendered it inexpedient that he should ‘adopt
any direct aggressive Missionary work/beyond the dissemination
of the Scriptures by the hands of men, who he knew valued
them, who were directed to read them to all who wished i,
and to converse with them on Seriptural subjeots whenever they
were disposed for such intercourse. In the schools which he
aided the people to establish, there was no class book but the
Bible ; in fact, so far as the reformation has gone, it is truly »
Biblical one.

Mr. Barker, the agent for Turkey, gives the usual, and mor
than the usual, interesting intelligence relative to the dissemination
of the word of God among the mixed population of this empire.

He had been very successfully engaged at Bucharest in
distributing the Seriptures among the Wallachian people, and
passing through Constantinople he obtained and transmitted the
following gratifying information relative to the work :

« T have been visited,” he says, * by several of the American
brethren, and learnt from them that the good cause among the
Armenians, and sorfie of the Greeks of Asia Minor, was going
on well. The five places for Protestant worship for the natives
in Constantinople were attended by average congregations of
about 800 individuals, male and female. New Protestant
churches are springing up in different parts of the empire, and
demands for teachers are more than can be attended to:
in short, all looks fair and bright, and the word of God is fas
accomplishing that for which it was sent.

“There have been circulated in every direction of the Turkish
empire 5,038 copies of the Scriptures ; that is, they have found
their way, on one side, to the principal towns of Asia Minor »
far as Omsarea, and beyond this town to Ergeroum, Diarbekir
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Aintab, Aleppo, and Moussul ; and on the other they have been
lisseminated in Roumelia, Bulgaria, Wallachia, and Moldavia.

“The work among the Nestorians has been equally if not
more astonishing than that among the Armenians. An entire
reformation is taking place, the churches have been divested of
their pictures, crosses, &ec., and an edition of 1
the whole Bible in modern Nestorian, with the Syriac in parallel
«lumns, has been printed among them. The people were never
quiet until they had printing presses amongst them, and they cast
type on the spot that it might be done according to their taste.

“To the above may be added the stir that is going
the Gireeks of Asia Minor. Reformation has commenced with
them, and Protestant communities are forming near Broussa
and elsewhere, and are calling out for teachers, Gospel truth
s gaining ground apace, and the sword of the spirit has not
been unsheathed in vain, nor have the labours of the Society,
which sends it forth, been without their fruit :

listinguished ambassador, Lord Stratford deMRedcliffe, took the
chair, and also the formation of an Auxiliary Bible Society for
that city and neighbourhood.”

Many interesting particulars are furnished with reference to
the progress of the work in India, but we have only space to
refér to two incidents which will serve to shew the reality of
that progress. .

Mr. Wylie thus writes,—« You have probably seen already
wme accounts o the baptism, last cold season, of the you
Maharajah Dhulup Sing, the son of the celebrated Runjeet
Sing. This young son had never forgotten thre awful scenes of
his youth.  As a child, after his father’s death, he had witnessed
the murder of one after another, in that long period of bloody
aarchy that preceded the Sikh invasion of .our territories.
When at last he was dethroned, Lord Dalhousie placed him
under the care of an able and excellent man, Dr. Login, In
1851, when Dr. Login had occasion to come to Calcutta,

hulup Sing was left at Futtyghur; and, as his companion, an
ehucated youth from the American Mission School there, was
thosen, and very soon Dhulup wrote down to his guardian, to say
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that he wished to become a christian, and to break his caste at
once. Dr. Login urged him to pause, and to do nothing that he
would not deliberately adhere to. But months passed, and
the desire grew; and at length, with the cordial consent of Dr.
Login, and I believe of the Governor General and of Archdea.
con Pratt, who happened to be up there, and to have had oppor-
tunities of secing him, this young chieftain of the Sikhs - was

'

haptized.’

The otfler instance refers to a fine and “intelligent young
Mussulman who was baptized by Mr. Kay, Principal of the
Bishop’s College, and whose history is remarkable. He was
born in Persia. Being of a restless disposition he found his
way to Afghanistan. There at Candahar, he obtained a Bible
or Testament which had found its way there during the ill-fated
Afghan war, through the instrumentality of pious British
officers who desired and attempted to introduce the Secriptures
into that country. He was struck with its contents, and came
to the American Missionaries at Lodianah, but did not giv
them satisfaction. Still he came on from place to place, as &
inquirer, till he met with Mr. Kay, who appears to have dealt
with him very wisely. He appeared so truly humble, ani
manifested so much that was hopeful to the Missionaries a

Lodianah, thathe was baptized. Since then he has given far
promise of being® burning and a shining light to his country-
men and the Mussulmans of this land.

We now direct attention to that country—for which. so Frw
an effort has been made during the Jubilee year, namely, to
China. Of this’ vast empird the Committee state that they
have long felt on behalf of China an interest which has increased

manifold during the past year. The extraordinary revolution-
ary movement there taking place, from which, if successful, the
most favorable results to the cause of revealed truth may be
hoped for ; and the very remarkable effort which has originated
in this country to take advantage of the anticipated opening
have éngaged much of the attention of the Committee. Active
measures are now being taken to carry out the million Test
ment scheme. In a spirit of friendly co-operation, the Missior
aries of different societies in Ghina and others have commenced
the great undertaking, and are exerting all their power t
produce the copies required. It is already agreed that the
first quarter of a million shall be provided as follows:—115,00
at Shanghae, under the superintendence of Dr. Madhurst;
50,000 at Hong Kong, under the care of Dr. Legge; while the

EXTRACTS FROM CORRESPONDENCE.

From Mr. Smith, the Travelling Agent.

The return of the Anniversary of the Nova Secotia Bible
Society demands some notice of its operations in every depart-
ment, and among the rest, of such as have come under my own
more immediate observation, as Travelling Agent, during the
past year.

One special object to which I was directed, it will be remem-
bered, was to assist, as far as I might be able, in giving facility
and effect to the movements of the Rev. Mr. Kent in his
visitations to the various Branch Societies he might be able to
reach in this Province. Allusion has already been made to a
part of these visitations, in the last Annual Report, but a more
extended account of the whole will be expected by the friends
of the Society.

Mr. Kent arrived from England on the 14th of April, and o
the 19th took a prominent part in the Annual Meeting of the
Auxiliary held in St. Matthew’s Church, in this city. On the
following day I accompanied him to Windsor. We arrived in
time to attend a public meeting specially appointed to take
place there on that evening, by a Telegraphic message sent on
to the Secretary. The notice being short and im erfect])
circulated, and the weather stormy, but few attended; the
exeroises, however, were deeply interesting. After the opening
