To the mile square the settlers
first rushed, but as the military head-
quarters were stationed there, and as no
orders had been received from headquar-
ters to allow the settlers to cross-the riv-
er, trouble immediately ensued. About
1000 boomers were met by the soldiers
and finally persuaded to go back. The
situation down the river was more seri-
ous. About a mile east of the city was
located another boomer camp. They got
into the reserve before they were noticed,
and had already commenced to settle
before the military saw tnem. The reg-
ulars were soon in hot pursuit and suc-
ceeded in capturing all but a few of the
boomers. Many were put in the guard
house at Fort Pierre. Up to the present
time no orders have been received by
the officer in command to allow any one
to encroach upon the reserve.

It is understood
that the proposed bill will be an exten-
sion of the Ashbourne Act which was
passed three or four years ago and under
which a good deal of land has already
passed only two landlords to the tenants,
By it the government are authorized to
advance money to tenants who desire to
purchase their holdings, the government

_thus becoming the creditor of the ten-
ants. It is ramored that the amount to
be appropriated for this purpose nnder
the new bill is $100,000,000, so that the
chances of this money ever being paid
back oy the ténants will form an impor-
tant factor in considering the question.

THE TROUBLE WITH PORTUGAL-

In the Queen’s speech, at the opening
of Parliament yesterday, that royal lady
waus made to say that the relations of
Great Britain with other powers con-

An armed force under a_Portuguese
officer was despatched during the
autumn from Mozambique into territory
where British settlements had been
formed and where there are native tribes
who have been taken under my protec-
tion, A collision attended by bloodshed
took place and acts were committed
which are inconsistent with the respect
due to the British flag. The Portuguese
government now at my request has
promised to withdraw its military forces
from the territory in guestion.

Yet in the face of these assuring words
we find the little kingdom of Portugal
profoundly agitated with the most violent
hostility towards Great Britain. While
the Queen’s speech was being delivered
a mob in Lisbon was being harangued
by Republican orators, who were inciting
the people against the government under
the pretence that the latter had yielded
to British demands. The same day
the government were engaged in
signing  decrees  autnorizing  the

letion of the defe of Lisbon and
the arming of the forts with guns. The
government have also auth rized the
purchase of torpedoes, the reorganization
of the Army and the buying of eight war
ships. The enemy against whom these
extensive and costly preparations are
heing made by the Portuguese, are the
British whose fleet is even now at the
mouth of the Tagus.

A great many interests have this year
been at Ottawa demanding changes in
the tariff favorable to themselves and
this fact has no doubt moved the govern-
ment to deal in a single measure with
the whole matter of tariff amendment.
Among the most clamorcus have Leen
the millers who demand a higher duty
on flour or a change in the duty on
wheat. It is idle to specnlate at the pres-
ent time as to the nature of the changes
in the tariff which the government
will propose, but now that they have
been announced it is probable we will
not have long to wait for them. It isto
be hoped that they will be of such a
character as not to increase the cost of
living or to injuriously affect any Mari-
time Province industry.

THE PARTICK ELECTION.

The result of the election yesterday in
the Partick division of Lanarkshire,
Scotland, will probably not be entirely
satisfactory to either the government or
the opposition. The Liberal Unionists
have won the seat, but by a greatly re-
duced majority, while the Gladstonians,
although unsuccessful, have added about
cne thousand to their voting strength
since the summer of 1886. The following

The vote cast for the anti-Gladstonian
candidate in 1885 was the Conservative
vote, for the Liberals had not then split
into two sections over the question of
Irish home rule. The anti-Gladstonian
vote ol 1886 was the Conservative and
Unionist vote combined. The result
shows that the Gladstone Liberals are
stronger by just 200 votes than they were
in 1885, before the quarrel over home
rule, and that they are stronger by 982
votes than they were in 1886, while the
Conservatives and Unionists were able
to pcll 403 more votes than they were in
the latter year. The remarkable feature
of the election was the very large vote
cast.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

Every
one who has unlawful relations with a
girl nnder 13 shall be guilty of a” felony
and be liable to imprisonment for life
or for any term not less than five
years, and to be whipped; and
unyone who attempts such crime
shall be liable to two_ years’ impris-
onment and to be whipped. Any inde-
cent assault upon a female will render
the offender liable to two years’ imprison-
ment and a whipping. Itis alsoprovided
that it shall be no defence tosay that the
child bas cons-nted. Another clause
will, if carried, put a full stop to any at-
tempt to carry out Mormon ideas, for it
provides that any male person who sim-
ultaneously, or on the same day marries
more than one woman shall be guilty
of a misdemeanor. Another clause pro-
vides that any person who has relations
with more than one woman shall be
guilty of a misdemeanor and be liable to
fine and imprisonment. People who
have been compelled to act as jurors in
a lengthy case will be glad to learn that
a clause in the bill provides that a judge
may in his discretion permit the jurors
the use of fire when out of conrt at any
time before a verdict is reached, and to
have reasonable refreshments, provided,
however, that they pay for the latter
themselves.

The Work of Parliament Yesterday.

Orrawa, Feb. 11.—In the commouns, to-
day, Mr. Davies introduced a bill to ex-
tend the charter of the Summerside

Sir Richard Cartwright asked if the
attention of the government had been
called to the letters recently published,
signed by Mr. Rykert, M. P.. which
reflected seriously upon several ministers
and are calculated to cause a public
scandal,

Sir John Macdouald said his attention
had been called to the letters, and some
of them surprised him very much.
Members of the government were will-
ing there should be an investigation.

. Mr. Rykert was willing to havean
inquiry.

8ir Richard Cartwright urged that
acfion be taken in the matter now.

Sir John said to-day was government
day, and he desired to advance public
business. Why not to-morow?

Hon. Mr. Laurier—An important
debate is to begin to-morrow.

Sir John promised that the matter
would be taken up later on.

The debate was then resumed on Mr.
Laurier’s motion that the rebate allowed
to distillers on imported corn be
abolished.

Sir John Macdonald said the govern-
ment considered this as one of a series of
motions affecting the fiscal policy and
they, therefore, resisted this attempt at
premature action on the subject. They
must decline to agree to any such action
now as proposed. It was intended to
bring down shortly a tariff measure of
considerable importance and affecting
considerable interests, and when this
was submitted would be the proper time
for tariff discussion.

Sir Richard Cartwrightsaid the prem-
ier's announcement was equivalent to a
declaration that the government intend-
ed to continue their policy of discrimina-
tion against farmers. They refused even
to allow to farmers the privileges allow-
ed todistillers. The farmers were now
obliged to import corn for stock feedir g,
and if there was any honesty in the tem-
perance supporters of the government
they would not favor the distiilers at the
expense of farmers.

Mr. O'Brien (Conservative) said he
could consistently oppose the resolution
because the rebate allowed distillers was
inconsistent with the protective policy.

Hon. Mr. Bowell said the rebate was a
small matter.

Mr. O'Brien said that, large or small,
the principle was the same.

Hon. Mr. Mills (Bothwell) predicted
that the government would yet act like
Captain Scott’s coon and “come down.”
The first minister should not compel his
followers to a choice between conviction
and party fealty.

Mr. Paterson said that if tariff changes
were to be made the budget should
be brought down at once, otherwise the
premier’s announcement would paralyze
business.

Hon. Mr. Foster said the changes
would not be of a very radical character.
The house divided on the motion,
which was defeated by 104 to 69. Messrs.
O’Brien, Wright, Kirkpatrick, Jamieson
and Peter White voted with the opposi-
tion.

2, Every trader, manufacturer and owner of
weights, measures. and weighing machines when
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect-
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees,
is entitled to, and i» specially requested to de-
mand from the officer who makes the inspection,
an official certificate (“Form 0, 6” with the words
“QOriginal for the Trader"” prmxed at_the head
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also
at the same time to cnrel‘ully ascertain whether
or not the stamps attached to such certificate
represent exactly the value the amount of cash
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that
certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever \;’nlendstps covering the full amount of
fees charged are attac

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
cates are specially requested to keep them care-
fully for two years, and in order to secure their
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard
them in their places of business in the manner
in which ordmnry license certificates are done,
for it must be digginctly understood that all trad-
ers who are unablé to produce their properly
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an
ingpector or assistant inspeotor, may, in all prob-
ability, have to pay over again their verification

sents that title, and for which two of the
most impottant battles in prize ring his-
tory have been fought. Slavin adds
that he is sveking not only wealth but
fame, and should he succeed in defeat-
ing John L. Sullivan he would gain a
pot of money and any amount of glory.
On his arrival in America he will try his
utmost to win the Police Gazette cham-
pion belt in a business way, and after he
puts np a forfeit and issues a challenge

THE SEARCH CONTINUES.

An Unsuccessful Search for Andrew
Cowie’s Body—One of the Searching
Party narrowly Escapes Drowning.

Mr. Wm. R. Avery, who has been as-

sisting in the search for the body of

Andrew Cowie at Sussex, returned to

this city last evening, In conversation

with a Gazerre reporter he said that
every effort is being made for the recov-
ery of the body. Early Sunday morning
the search was begun and - the
work has never lagged since. Last
night arrangements were made with Mr.

Tribe, one of the searching party, and a

man who has had some experience in

that line, to superintend the work, while

a gang of men were also engaged to con-

tinue cutting the ice and dragging the

stream. Besides these, all along the
road volunteers are at work, with poles
and grappling irons.

The stream in which Mr. Cowie was
drowned, known as Trout Creek, is at
ordinary times only a small one, but
Saturday’s storm raised the water some
four or five jfeet. Half an hour before
tbe unfortunate man went over the
bank the heavy ice had run out,
and it is now thought that he was car-
ried under the ice in one of
the numerous coves along the course.
The bank in question is several steps
from the road and is almost perpendicu-
lar. On Monday an experiment was
tried in order to test the direction and
force of the currents. A figure properly
loaded was sent over the bank. It shot
down; struck on the rocks and was whirl-
ed about by the waters, going rapidly
down stream for some little distance,
when it was caught by another current
and carried into a cove. It was caught
again jand carried into several of the
pools. Each one of these was dragged,
but without success. 5

The theory, however, is a good one, and
the searching party will continue to act
upon it.

The first dam in the stream has been
thoroughly dragged, ice of considerable
thickness being cut out. The men are
now at the second. -

Those who are at work are satisfied
that the body could not have drifted
below Sussex, which is about eight miles
fram the spot where poor Cowie dis-
appeared.

But another difficulty has arisen.

The storm in that sertion of the coun-
try on Saturday was almost unprecedent-
ed in its fary, and the force of the waters
brought great quantities of soil—gravel
and sand,—down the stream, which has
in many places filled up the pools hith-
erto existing. At the same time new hol-
lows have been delved out, and the fear
is that the body may have been in this
way covered with the soil. Notwith-
standing the difficulties, however, the
searchers are working steadily and
practically.

Mr. R. H.Simonds is now at Sussex,
where he is watching the work. This
morning Mr. M. B. Edwards left for that
place where he will remain for some
time and render whatever assistance is
in his power. A number of young men of
thiscity, friends of the deceased, have
volunteered to go to Sussex, for a few
days at a time.

Yesterday one of the searching party
narrowly escaped drowning in the mill
pond where they were cutting ice. He
stipped into the water, and so great was
the current that he was almost sucked
under. His companions seized him in
time to avert the calamity.

Mr. McKay heard some noise,
and he ot once jumped outof bed to as-
certain the cause, when, to his horror he
found the house cne mass of flames, His
first act was to break out a window and
carry the inmates to the barn half naked,
In less than ten minutes after the fire
was discovered the house had fallen in
and was a heap of burning ruins. The
origin of the fire is unknown.
