BLOWN INTO FRAGMENTS.

SIX MEN KILLED BY AN EXPLOSION
OF DYNAMITE.

Many More Badly Injured—Car Filled
With the Explosive Entirely Dee
molished— People at a. Distance
Thrown to the Ground by the Comn-
cussion—Crowds at the Scene,

Tarryrows, N. Y., May 19.— At 11.25
o’clock this morning a car containing a
large quantity of dynamite was blown
up a shori distance from the station.
The explosion blew the car into pieces,
and the report could be heard a mile a-
Way.

A gang of Italians were working here
preparing the tracks and making some
improvements on the road. A freight
car containing a large quantity of dyna-
mite stood upon ' a side track not far
from the depot. Suddenly an explosion
was heard that shook the ground like an

earthquake. The air was filled with fly-
ing debris and the fragments of human
bodies, which soon came down like a
patter of hailstones. People a block off
were thrown to the ground by the con-
cussion. When the smoke cleared away
there was a sickening spectacle. Thirty-
one men, principally Italians, lay upon
the ground. The car was nowhere to be
seen. Portions of the truck were thrown
100 feet away. Not even the heavy iron
wheels remained upon the [track.  Por-
tions of the track and the road bed were
blown away, and a great hole was dug in
the ground.

As soon as it was known that the dan-
ger was over fully a thousand people
including several doctors, rushed - to the
scene. It was found that only six had
been killed outright, while 20 were
wounded. Nearly all the dead and
wounded are Italians. It is said that
the boss of the gang, who was an Irish-
man, was also among the killed.

No named could be ascertained in the
excitement that existed.

The crowd devoted itself to moving
the dead and wounded to the depot.

The six who were killed were horribly
mutilated. They were -literally blown
into pieces. The wounded men were
shockingly injured. Some were minus
their arms, others had their legs blown
away, and still others were dismember-
ed in an equally horrible manner. A
number of the wounded will probably
die. Most of them could speak little or
no English.

The Italian laborers, who worked on
the road were generally known by num-
bers. They are hired by contractors who
rarely know their names when they hire
them.

THE GOVERNMENT’S MAJORITY.

The Gazerre’s estimate, which was
made the day after the election, that the
majority of the government in the House
of Commons would be 30, was substanti-
ally verified by the vote of last evening.
On the first division on the repeal of the
Dominion franchise bill the government
had a majority of 27 and on the second
division & majority of 20. In the latter
division one of the Liberal mem-
bers was too late, or the
majority would have been 28. Two un-
paired members Messrs. Savard and
Langelier were absent. The former is
an independent and the latter a Grit.
The Conservative member for Algoma
was also absent, and one of the Conser-
vative seats to which Sir Hector Langev-
in was elected was P ted. Ifall
the members had been present and Sav-
ard had voted with the government, as it
is believed he will do, the majority would
Bave been 29, which with the speaker
just gives the government the majority

Such a compact majority is for all prac-
tical purposes better than a larger one,
and is equal to a majortty of 100 in the
British House of Commons. The grits,
as was to be expected, are greatly disap-
pointedgat the result.

AMERICAN LUMBERMEN INVESTING N
REW BEU_ISWIEK.

Just at the time when our Grit papers
are moaning and wailing about the un-
fortunate state of our province,and while.

_the St. John Globe is recommending
annexation as better. than our present
state, we find tbat the lumbermen of
Maine, are acquiring all the timber prop-
erties in New Brunswick, that they can
secure;they at least have more confidence
in our country than these disloyal jour-
nals which are doing all they can to cry
it down. Among other purchases
made by these enterprising lumber-
men was that on the Keswick.
The part of tract purchased by them on
this river is well covered by a growth of
spruce titber out of which the larger
or deals logs, have been chiefly cut and
hauled. Other portions embrace hem-
lock forests while there are many ridges
covered by a large growth of maple. The
purchasers of this will commence opera=
tions by utilizing this latter wood in the
mannufacture of last blocks. Mr. Ora Gil-
patrick of Danforth, who has lately leased
a house in Fredericton, goes in-
to this business during the present sum-
mer; he will probably manufacture as
many as 200 car loads of last blocks
which will probably be transported to
the market in the U. B. over
the line of the C. P. R. Outside
of the money paid for the
Keswick lands, $34,000 were paid at one
time into the People’s Bank of Frederic-
ton on account of purchases made by
Maine lumbermen of New Brunswick
timber lands.

These lumbermen are ready to enter
upon the manufacture of lumber in New
Brunswick and many otheg persons when
they can secure such leases of crown
land as will give them a guarantee of a
sufficient stock of logs to supply for
many years, the mills which
they may erect. We are informed
that allthat is required to bring a large
amount of capital into New Brun-
swick from Main:z is such a
change in our lumber leases as
will secure sach a permanency of tenure
in them as will give the holders a guar-
antee that so long as they comply with
their conditions and pay the stumpage
due under ttem, they shall not be dis-
turbed.

The government has very wisely de-
termined not to gell our provincial tim-
ber lands but as we stated in a former ar-
ticle in this paper we are fully of the
opinion that if we can secure an addition
of foreign capital and foreign gkill by do-
ing 8o, the sqoner we make a change in
our system of leases, in conformity with
those issued by the province of Quebec
the better it will be.

It is very natural that strangers
coming to our country and
investing large sums of money
in wood working manufactories
should require the guarantee alluded to,
by the giving of which no wrong could
possibly happen to the country as the
Jeases would contain a clause that the
government when it saw fit would have
full right to impose a higher rate of
stumpage than that named in the lease.

So long as these leases are offered at
frequent competition, be it at the expira-
tion of one year or of ten years from
their date, foreign capital will avoid all
