Simply Those of a Mistress.
Sax Francisco, Cal., July 17.—The no­

torious Sharon divorce case was probably 
ended today by the state supreme Court 
decision reversing Judge Sullivan’s ruling 
granting Sarah Althea the right of prop­
erty of wife and ordering a new trial of 
the case.

This is the second decision of the 
supreme court. The first affirmed Sulli­
van’s decision in the case. Then the 
Sharon heirs appealed on the ground 
that the findings were not warranted by 
the evidence, and on this ground the 
supreme court to day upheld their appeal. 
The court holds that there is no evidence 
that the parties lived together as usual 
with married people. On the contrary, 
their marriage was secret, and the rela­
tions sustained by Sarah toward Sharon 

those of a mistress. Consent to 
marry isn’t sufficient under the code, 
but must be followed by the mutual 
assumption of marriage rights and 
duties.

This is the gist decision, which deals a 
deathblow to secret marriages notsolem- 
ized by church or state, 
yers here believe that this ends Sarah 
Althea’s case, as sue would have to prove 
on a new trial that the marriage with 
Sharon was known to the public, which 
would be impossible. Nearly all her 
witnesses have deserted her. Sharon’s 
estate was worth SI5,000,000 and she 
would have received half that amount 
if she had won the case.

muWe publish elsewhere the Montreal 
Gazette’s account ol a discussion which- 
took place in the City Council of that 
very French City in regard to the arrest 
of Miss Tibbitts. The matter was 
brought up by George Washington 
Stephens, a well known Liberal, who 
lias too much Anglo-Saxon blood in him 
to approve of the methods of the Montreal 
Police establishment. Some of the 
French members attempted to justify 
the arrest of Miss Tibbitts on the ground 
that it was quite regular and accord­
ing to the custom of the Montreal 
police. This was the ground taken also by 
Judge Dugas who issued the warrant. 
On the same ground they also justify 
the refusal to permit Miss Tibbitts to 
speak to her friends after her arrest, 
or to communicate with her counsel. 
According to the mayor of Montreal and 
Aid. Jeannotte everything was right and 
regular, the latter declaring that it had 

always been the rule that no one had a 
right to. speak to a peison who is under 
arrest. It is a notable fact that 
in. the Montreal City Council 
no person with the exception
of Alderman Stephens express­
ed the slightest regret that Miss Tibbitts 
had been arrested. As the victim of the 
outrage was a native of one of the Eng­
lish speaking provinces of Canada, they 
Seemed to think it was all right that she 
should be arrested and put to cost and 
trouble; to say nothing of her exposure to 
insult at the hands of the ignorant and 
" Wie "ftontreal*papere, However,
seem to he alive to the disgrace which 
their city has suffered in consequence of 
this exposure of Montreal police methods.

The New Air Ship Appears to S'and a 
Satisfactory Test.

New Yobk, July 17. A successful as­
cension of the celebrated Campbell air 
ship was made in Williamsburg yester­
day morning. The air ship was inflated 
with coal gas from the Nassau gas works, 
near the Roosevelt street ferry.

a'diamond of a like description ; but the 
rare occurrence of large specimens of that 
dark carmine tint^which is looked upon 
as the fine f/iut non of a good rub" 
the value of these gems to incre 
far greater proportion than in 
the ease of diamonds. Rubies 
weighing more than four carats are so 
exceptional that when a perfect one of 
five carats is brought to the market it 
will command ten times as high a sum 
as a diamond of the same weight; while 
a ruby of six carats without a crack or 
Haw, and of the proper color, would, in 
all probability, bring as high a price as 
£1 000 per carat, or 15 times as much as a 
diamond of like size and faultlessness. 
All over the East rubies are regarded 
with the greatest possible favor, and so 
it has been from the earliest ti 
which we have any record.

The largest ruby known was from 
China and forms part of the imperial 
crown jewels of Russia. It is the size of 
a pigeon’s egg, and was presented by 
Gustavus III of Sweden to the Empress 
of Ilussia*on his visit to St Petersburg. 
The finest* ruby that has ever been 
brought to this country was one which 
reached onr shores in 1875. It was a blunt 
stone, drop shape, and weighed slight­
ly more than 47 carats. No one in Eng­
land could be induced to give the price 
that its owner placed upon it, and it 
was, we believe, finally disposed of on 
the continent for a sum between £20,000 
and £30,000. The ruby is the hardest of 
all minerals except the diamond, and by 
its hardness a ruby may be told from a 
spinel, which is considerably softer. If, as 
is often the case, it is not advisable to 
scratch or otherwise abrade the surface 
of a stone which it is wished to test, the 
greater specific gravity of the ruby will 
show whether it is entitled to rank as 
one of those gems or not Curiously 
enough, the ruby and the sapphire are 
absolutely identical in every respect 
except that of color. They are 
varieties of crystallized alumina, which 
is usually known under the name of 
corundum. As a general rule,the crystals 
of this substance are dull in hue and lack

Yesterday afternoon the executive 
committee of the New Brunswick society 
for the prevention of cruelty to animals 
held their regular meeting in the Secre­
tary’s office, Ferry Building.

In the absence of the president the 
meeting was presided over by vice 
president T. W. Daniel Esq.

A communient inn from George Taylor 
Esq., general freight agent at Moncton, 
for the J. C. R, stated in reference to the 
watering of stock at the cattle pen at 
Point du Chcne, that he had recieved in­
struction from Mr. Schrieber to have the 
water pipes laid in both pens ns request­
ed by the society, so as to give 
better facilities for watering the 
the stock waiting for

The treasurer reports that very little 
money had been paid to him, not enough 
to meet current expenses. On motion it 
was resolved that a committee be 
pointed to consider the best means 
raising funds for the society and also to 
consider the matter of collecting subscrip­
tions and soliciting new subsenbers with 
power to act.

The report of the secretary,
Wetmore, showed that in the 51 days, 
from May 28th to July 17th, 90 cases of 
cruelty had been investigated as follows:

Horses—Lame, and removed from 
street, 11 ; destroyed, 2 ; old, and unfit for 
work, 4; lame, and having sores under 
the harness, 3 ; having tumor, and order­
ed to be destroyed, 1 ; neglecting to feed, 
2; overdriving, 2 ; overloading, 2* ill- 
treatment and bad handling, 5 ; driving 
with broken bridle that hurt the horse, 
2—34 cases.

Cattle and sheep. Looking after 
shipment 25, tying down small stock 6; 
rough handling at steamer 1; illtreatment 
of cows in the country 4; cows overstock­
ed at the fair 2; calves and sheep neg 
ed at cattle yard 1; over crowding ofsmall 
small stock 1; also the case of person- 
soning of Mr. John Hosfords cattle at 
U pperton, Kings connty, by spreading 
-aris green amongst the grass in the 
eld. The secretary is still working this 

up and will no doubt bring the gnil- 
rties to justice.
