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THE QUEEN’S BIRTHDAY.

On last Wednesday, the 24th instant,
Queen Victoria, under whose benign and
wholesome rule we liye, attained the very
advanced age of 74 years, having
reigned e fover the largest empire
the world has ever seen, for upwards of
fifty-five years, during no period of which

has she displayed any of that thoughtless
regal pride or despotic selflshness to

which so many of her predecessors and
conlemporaries were prone, but has ever
brought to the counsel of the empire a
wise moderation which has gone far to
preserve the peace of Europe and the
world, espacially during the latter por-
tion of her reign. It must be gratifying
to the people of England and of the whole
empire to know that Her Majesty, who
has so long been a pattern wife and
mother for the*women of the world, is
still apparently in the enjoyment of the
best of health, and bids fair toreceive the
annual honors of her birthday for many
years to come. Througheut the Dominion
of Canada the feeling of loyalty towards
the Queen and of love and respect fo-
wards the foremost woman of the world
is strong, deep rooted and abiding, and
in no place is it more apparent than in
our own beautiful city of Fredericton. In
every portion of the Dominion, a public
holiday was proclaimed, and the people,
one and all, protestant as well as catholic,
liberal as well as Tory, united to give ex-
pression to the national joy and happiness
over the prolongation for another year of
their beluved sovereign’s life, and suc-
cessfully proved that, however they differ
among themselves on minor questions,
such as Home Rule, the Manitoba school
question, or tariff reform and political
regeneration, they were one in loyalty
and devoted attachment towards Queen
Victoria. It is to be hoped, and, we
think, reasonably predicted, that the
closing years of her Majesty’s reign will
be calm, progressive, prosperous and un-
distarbed by internal or international
dissensions, and that she may be aliowed
to round out a remarkably long eventfu!
and a useful life by the contemplaticn o'
a continued period of national colonia!
welfare.

THE CONVENTION,

Last Saturday the Conyention of the
Liberals of York County was held in the
Temperance hall here, and was very well
attended indeed, when we take into con-
sideration the season of the year, the day
of the week and the comparatively tame
and ordinary purpose for which the meet-
ing was called. Had there been a pre-
vious announcement of a general election
to be held in the near future, and an
understanding that a candidate would be
nominated, we would have seen a very
much larger attendance, and an enthus-
iastic zeal displayed which would have
made our Tory contemporaries and be-
amuse th lves in a very dif-
ferent manner. But when it was known
that there was nothing more to do than
nominate and elect delegates to a great
Liberal convention at Ottawa, where they
could at best do nothing further than
shaping the policy of the party and lay-
ing the best plans for organization, the
majority of the farmers of the county,
busy at cropping or at preparations for
the season’s farming, very naturally and
wisely stayed athome.

A FATAL FIRE.

Three Children Burned to Death in a Tenc-
ment House—The Father’s Brave At-
tempt at Rescue.

The Montreal Star of the 23rd says:—A
terribly fatal fire cut off three younglives in a
twinkling this morning. A family has been
rutklessly shattered and a home made desolate.
The melancholy affair is one of the saddest
Montreal has known for some months and has
cast a shadow over that portion of the city at
least where the tragedy took place. Garreau
lane is composed of less than halfa dozen
houses of unpretentious appearance. The
lane runs from Barrie street (which runs par-
allel withNotre Dame from St. Eleanor east be-
tween Notre Dame and St, James) half way
to Craig street. It was in this lane in a two
story brick house, No. 21, where the-fire took
place. The alarm wassent in at 8.20. Reels
from Nos. 4, 12; 10 and 3 stations respéudez].
No. 4 got to the fire first. Foreman Me-
Allister of the Salvage, says that when he ar-
rived he saw the upper portion of the house
in flames. He also heard someone shout that
there. were people in the burning building.
The flames were then issuing from all the
windows and doors in the house, back and
front. In company with other firemen, he
attempted to struggle through first one win-
dow and then another, but was driven back
On every attempt. An effort was also tfade
to reach the interior of the burning pile
throngh an adjoining house, but this also was
of no avail. Water was by this time being
copiously poured into the flames, and within
a space of a few minutesjthey were subdued.
THE FIREMEN RUSHED UPSTAIRS
as soon as they could enter. Captain Prevost
returned in a minute carrying in his arms
the dead body of a child. Firemen Blain
and Gagnon followed, each carrying a dead
child The three little bodies, scorched, but
not badly burned, were laid gently side by
side against the wall. Their names were:

Ellen, aged nine years.

Oscar, aged seven.

Albert, aged two.

The family’s name, which has suffered so
terrible a blow, is Brouillet. The husband,
badly burned, got downstairs with a child in
his arms, which was also badly burned in the
escape. The mother-in-law escaped untouched
with a baby in arms, as did the mother alone.
The Notre Dame Hospital ambulance con-
veyed the three dead bodies to hospital and
then returned for the father, mother and two
children. Tne mother-in-law was left in the
house. Little groups of crying women were
scattered around the lane, while policemen
guarded the door of the house. To the left of
the top of the stairs was a scene of destruc-
tiou; to the right the rooms were intact, and
the family resident there was going about its
household duties. The flames strange tosay,
had not reached that part of the house,
although separated from the other by enly a
wooden door. The place where the fire oc-
cured is one of the worst fire traps that could
be imagined. The house consisted of four
apartments—a kitchen, a front room and two
bedrooms. The walls and ceilings were black-
ened_ and burned to the brick in some places.
The remains of the furniture were strewn on
the floors in heaps. ‘The

SCENE WAS ONE OF CHAOS.

The mother-in-law was there amid it all.
She would not leave; she failed to realize the
exteut of the blow. She shed no tears, but
the strain on her mental forces was begiuning
to tell.  She told the story of the fire in a
clear, concise manner. Pierre Brouillet, the
father of the children, had been, until eight
days, with his family in Tilsonburg, Norfolk
County, Ontario. He obtained work in
Montreal and moved down to St. Anne de
Bellevue, where his wife’s mother resided,
intending to stay there with his family untii
hecould find a house in the city. The house
was found on Garreau Lane, the furniture ar-
rived yesterday, and the whole family came 1
from St. Anne’s with the early train this
morning to take possession of what was to be
their future abode. Husband and wife were
in the kitchen filling bed-ticks with straw,
the mother-in-law was in the room overlook-
ing the street with the baby in her arms,
while four children were in a little bedroom
off the front room. Several bundles of straw
were piled between the kitchen and front
room, blocking the doorway between the two.
Without a moment’s warning the straw
blazed up, and in the twinkling
ofan eye the four rooms  were
enveloped in flames. The mother-in-law, as
above stated, rushed downstairs with the baby
the mother followed, but the husband, know-
ing that four of his offspring were in the back
room surrounded by fire, made a brave at-
tempt to rescne them. Dashing through the
flames he reached the room and, crouching in
acorner, found his two-year-old boy. The
heat was intense, and Pierre Brouillet knew
that to remain longer meant death of himsell
and all the four children. Catching the
child in his arms he fought his way a second
time through the flames, being forced
to leave the other three to an awful
death. When the firemen found the
bod'es, two of them were against the wall
in a sitting posture, while the third had
crawled under the bed, which was in course o
being put up. Oue of them in his agony had
pressed his face so hard against the wall tha
a perfect outline of his little features show:
plainly on the wall paper, while around 1t
everything is as black as night. The mother-
in-law stated that althongh she did not see
the voys set fire to the straw she Lelieves the
did so all the same, and then when they
found themselves unable to get out retreated
to the bazk room where they perished.

A scheme is now under way among
Canadian capitalists to organize a railway
company that will compete with the
Canadian Pacific for trans-continental
business. The new company will act un-
der a charter obtained at the last session
of Canadian parliament. The route of the
new road will be from Sault St. Marie to
Ottawa, thence to Montreal, crossing the
St. Lawrence by a magnificent "new
bridge, which it is proposed to huild at a
cost of $5,000,000. The road will then
continue along the south shore of the St.
Lawrence to Levis over the Intercolonial
and Baie de Chaleur roads, to Gaspe Basin
from which it is proposed to run a line of
fast ocean steamships to Liverpool. At
Duluth connection will be made with the
Northern Pacific, and a complete trans—
continental route in competition with the
Canadian Pacific will thus be obtained.
The capital for the new enterprise will
be raised in England, and itis also ex-
pected that a number of wealthy Ameri-
cans will enter into the scheme. The new
railway will be known as the Atlantic &
Lake Superior.

Prineipal Events in Victoria’s Reign.

On June 8, 1838, Victoria Alexandrina,
aged nineteen years and one month, was
crowned with imposing solemnities in West-
minster Abbey. She had succeeded to the
throne in June of the year before on the death
of er uncle William IV., the sailor king.
This is quently the begi g of her
fifty-sixth year, and if she can weather three
more years she will have the distinction of
having the longest reign in English his-
tory. That she is destined to at least that
number of years seems to be fairly evident,
for, though she has just passed her 74th year,
she is healthy and well preserved. The queen
of Great Britzin and Ireland and empress of
India was born in Kensington palace, May
24th, 1819. She was the only child of the
Duke of Kent, the fourth son of George III.
Her father died when she was nine montks
old and her education was intrusted to the
Duchess of Northumberland. On the death
of William IV., in 1837, the throne of Han-
over which had been a dependency of Eng-
land’s since the accession of George I., was
separated from that of England in conse-
quence of the provisions of the salic law in
force in Hanover, which prohibited females
from holding the Hanoverian crown.

The two months drought in France is
estimated to have destroyed 32,000,000
francs worth of crops.

Wilfam Sullivan, who murdered his
employer, Laytor Leetch, at Deward,
Mich., and assaulted Mrs. Leetch, was
taken from jail Tuesday night by a mob
and lynched.

Ephraim Muchler, wlio murdered J. J.
Brown, a prominent business man of
Nichols Ga., and another negro who was
quarreling with Brown when he was
killed, were taken from the officers by a
mob and lynched.

Dr. Sophia C. Thomson of Boston, con-
victed of having performed a criminal
operation upon Caroline S. Hopkins in
June 1892 which caused the Hopkins
woman’s death, was sentenced Wednes-
day to five years in the woman'’s reform-
atory. The prisoner is 75 year old.

The French public are chagrined and
incensed by the meagreness of official
news regarding the troubles Letween the
French and Siamese in Mekong Valley.
The newspapers accuse Great Britain of
backing the Siamese in their hostile at-
titude toward the French.

The New York Times says that sen-
sational charges were presented last
Tuesday night at the meeting of officers
and members of the Tabernacle Baptist
church against the pastor, Rev. D. C.
Potter. He is accused of falsehood, em-
bezzlement, intoxication and flagrant im-
morality.

Emilio Castelar, sometime director of,
Spain and for nearly 50 vears conspicu-
ons among Spaniskh republicans, an-
nounces he has retired from public life.
He says that he is convinced that mon
archy for the present is the only stable
and progressive form of government pos-
sible in Spain.

The miners' conference of Brussels,
Wednesday adopted a resolution in favor
of an eight-hours working day in the
mines. Supporters of the resolution re-
presented 994,000 and its opponents 100,
000 miners. The conference then pro-
ceeded to discuss the question of a uni-
versal strike to enforce the eight-hour
system.

At the seine assizes this week a Paris
despatch says:—M. Arton, Panama lobby-
ist, was sentenced to 20 years’ penal ser-
vitude for frauds in connexion with the
dynamite society and to five years civil
degradation and the payment of 400,000
francs fine forsunlawful and dishonest
practices in bis relations to the Panama
Canal company.

DusLiN, May 22, While a train on the
Tralee and Dingle railway was going
down a steep grade, today, the engineer
lost control of the engine, as the brake
would not work. The trainran at a high
rate of speed half way across the viaduct
on the curve; jumped the track and fell
50 feet. Five passengers were killed in-
stantly; 12 were wounded severe.y, and
the carrizges and engine completely
wrecked.

TigF1N, Ohio, May 22--The immense
plant of the Beatty glass works factory
and the United States Glass Company are
partly in ruins. The loss aggregates
$200,000 and 600 persons are thrown out
of employment. The fire had its origin
in the oil compressing room, the oil being
used as fuel in connexion with natural
gas. It was probably caused by spon-
taneous combustion. Two employes were
seriously burned. The loss was fully
covered by insurance.
