Now with a hand 
separator this great loss of butter in the skim 
milk can be saved. A cow that produces a 
pound of butter a day is a good coxv, but this 
machine, that will cost about as much as three 
good cows, will save as much butter as the

The late Col. F. D. Curtis among his last 
utterances said: Decay is one of nature’s first 
laws. It is imperative as it is necessary, to 
make room for more, and for futher improve­
ment. Neither animal nor vegetable life 
could continue were it not for this law of 
decay, which begins its work in milk as 
soon as it comes in contact with the air. We 
should strive, therefore, to get the most and 
best we can before the work of this law be­
gins. How necessary, then, that milk should 
be made from healthy cows fed on pure foods 
of a proper nature, and that the cows be given 
a plentiful supply of pure, sweet water; that 
the milk be given proper and constant care 
during all the changes it experiences from the 
time it is drawn till we have the product we 
desire, either cream, butter or cheese. Where- 
ever we look we see the effect of this law of 
death and decay. It is everywhere present, 
supplementing life as it were. We behold 
it in every flower, in every plant, in every 
leaf, in every animal, in every being—in 
everything in nature except the mineral 
kingdom. It is stern and.iimmutable, but a 
great and righteous law, and we should all 
conform to and obey it cheerfully but not in­
vite or give harbor to it. Cleanliness is said 
to be next to godliness, and if we are to delay 
the working of this law of decay in the dairy, 
we must observe and enforce the law of clean­
liness. Tons of as pure, rich milk as was 
ever drawn from an udder when it first came 
into contact with the air has been spoiled and 
lost because it was not properly cared for. 
Allowed to stand in filthy, malodorous stables, 
or strained into cans standing on platforms 
close to cow and horse stables, pigpens, 
sink-holes and cesspools, it absorbed the 
odors from them and at once the 
work o( death and decay began. If 
the milk went into the cheese hoop or bntter 
package, it made no difference. Transforma­
tion had not elimated the seeds of disease 
sown in it while standing in the can at home, 
and speedily the effect was seen. Results— 
gassy curds, inferior cheese and rancid butter, 
to be sold at skim-cheese and grease-butter 
prices. Make every nook of the dairy house 
sweet and clean and place the milk can re­
mote from every unclean spot. Then liave 
every utensil used in connection with the 
dairy perfectly clean and free from rust. To 
sum up : First to obtain is knowledge; se­
cond, good, healthy cows; third, proper and 
sufficient food; fourth; pure water; fifth, care. 
Combine these 
them and you will succeed.

Milk »ol«l by Ibe Fake.

The following is a “floater." In Siberia the 
milk freezes naturally during the severe frost 
experienced in that çonutry, but in France the 
fieezing is done artificially. The Siberian 
winter lasts so long and the cold is so intense 
that milk is there bought in solid form, the 
people buying it in chunks instead of quarts. 
For convenience it is sometimes allowed to 
freeze round-a stick which is then used as a 
handle to carry it by, and the milkman leaves 
a chunk or two chunks, as the case may be, 
at the homes of his customers. An important 
industry in France has arisen for selling milk 
in a solid form it having been ascertained 
that milk can be kept perfectly fresh in a 
frozen cendition for more than a month. The 
milk is frozen in cans by means of an ordi­
nary ice-making machine and dispatched by 
road, rail or steamer to its destination. The 
customer who purchases the solid milk has 
simply to thaw it a minute or two when it is

Three Children Burned to Death lu a Tene­
ment House—The Father’s Brave At­

tempt at Rescue.

as soon as they could enter. Captain Prévost 
returned in a minute carrying in his arms 
the dead body of a child. Firemen Blain 
and Gagnon followed, each carrying a dead 
child The three little bodies, scorched, but 
not badly burned, were laid gently side by 
side against the wall. Their names were:

Ellen, aged nine years.
Oscar, aged seven.
Albert, aged two.
The family’s name, which has suffered so 

terrible a blow, is Brouillet. The husband, 
badly burned, got downstairs with a child in 
his arms, which was also badly burned in the 
escape. The mother-in-law escaped untouched 
w ith a baby in arms, as did the mother alone. 
The Notre Dame Hospital ambulance con­
veyed the three dead bodies to hospital and 
then returned for the father, mother and two 
children. The mother-in-law was left in the 
house. Little groups of crying women were 
scattered around the lane, while policemen 
guarded the door of the house. To the left of 
the top of the stairs was a scene of destruc­
tion; to the right the rooms were intact, and 
the family resident there was going about its 
household duties. The flames strange to say, 
had not reached that part of the house, 
although separated from the other by only a 
wooden door. The place where the fire oc- 
cured is one of the worst fire traps that could 
be imagined. The house consisted of four 
apartments—a kitchen, a front room and two 
bedrooms. The walls and ceilings were black­
ened and burned to the brick in some places. 
The remains of the furniture were strewn on 
the floors in heaps. The

He says that he is convinced that mon 
arch y for the present is the only stable 
and progressive form of government pos­
sible in Spain.

The miners’ conference of Brussels, 
Wednesday adopted a resolution in favor 
of en eight-hours working day in the 
mines. Supporters of the resolution re­
presented 994,000 and its opponents 100, 
000 miners. The conference then pro­
ceeded to discuss the question of a uni­
versal strike to enforce the eight-hour 
system.

At the seine assizes this week a Paris 
despatch says:—M. Arton, Panama lobby­
ist, was sentenced to 20 years’ penal ser­
vitude for frauds in connexion with the 
dynamite society and to five years civil 
degradation and the payment of 400,000 
francs fine for^ unlawful and dishonest 
practices in bi^ relations to the Panama 
Canal company.

Dublin, May 22. While a train on the 
Tralee and Dingle railway was going 
down a steep grade, today, the engineer 
lost control of the engine, as the brake 
would not work. The train ran at a high 
rate of speed half way across the viaduct 
on the curve; jumped the track and fell 
50 feet. Five passengers were killed in­
stantly; 12 were wounded severe.y, and 
the carriages and engine completely 
wrecked.

Tiffin, Ohio, May 2 2—The immense 
plant of the Beatty glass works factçry 
and the United States Glass Company are 
partly in ruins. The loss aggregates 
$200,000 and 600 persons are thrown out 
of employment. The fire had its origin 
in the oil compressing room, the oil being 
used as fuel in connexion with natural 
gas. It was probably caused by spon­
taneous combustion. Two employes were 
seriously burned. The loss was fully 
covered by insurance;

A scheme is now under way among 
Canadian capitalists to organize a railway 
company that will compete with the 
Canadian Pacific for trans-continental 
business. The new company will act un­
der a charter obtained at the last session 
of Canadian parliament. The route of the 
new road will be from Sault St. Marie to 
Ottawa, thence to Montreal, crossing the 
St Lawrence by a magnificent "new 
bridge, which it is proposed to build at a 
cost of $5,000,000. The road will then 
continue along the south shore of the St. 
Lawrence to Levis over the Intercolonial 
and Baie de Chaleur roads, to Gaspe Basin 
from which it is proposed to run a line of 
fast ocean steamships to Liverpool. At 
Dnluth connection will be made « ith the 
Northern Pacific, and a complete trans­
continental route in competition with the 
Canadian Pacific will thus be obtained. 
The capital for the new enterprise will 
be raised in England, and it is also ex­
pected that a number of wealthy Ameri­
cans will enter into the scheme. The new 
railway will be known as the Atlantic & 
Lake Superior.

Principal Events In Victoria's Reign.
On June 8, 1838, Victoria Alexandrma, 

aged nineteen years and one month, was 
crowned with imposing solemnities ia.West­
minster Abbey. She had succeeded to the 
throne in June of the year before on the death 
of ter uncle William IV., the sailor king. 
This is consequently the beginning of her 
fifty-sixth year, and if she can weather three 
more years she will have the distinction of 
having the longest reign in English his­
tory. That she is destined to at least that 
number of years seems to be fairly evident, 
for, though she has just passed her 74th year, 
she is healthy and well preserved. The queen 
of Great Britain and Ireland and empress of 
India was born in Kensington palace, May 
24th, 1819. She was the only child of the 
Duke of Kent, the fourth son of George III. 
Her father died when she was nine months 
old and her education was intrusted to the 
Duchess of Northumberland. On the death 
of William IV., in 1837, the throne of Han­
over which had been a dependency of Eng­
land’s since the accession of George I., was 
separated from that of England in 
quence of the provisions of the salie law in 
force in Hanover, which prohibited females 
from holding the Hanoverian crown.
