Ever since the Bay Pilot was established 

at St. Andrews (one of the places where 
two members of the present Ministry have 
country residences), up to within a few 
weeks ago, we took the trouble to scan і ta 
columns, but as we seldom found anything 
to reward us for our trouble, we, at last, 
passed it regularly into the waste basket 
without removing the wrappei. Having 
had somewhat of a friendly feeling for the 
little sheet and believing it reciprocated 
onr regard, we did not expect to find it 
joining with such a vulgar paper as the 
Advocate in berating us, and on seeing an 
unfriendly extract in that journal copied 
from the Pilot we naturally exclaimed, 
“ Et tu Brute ! ”

The Editor of the Pilot, who declared 
in the prospectus that his paper was to be 
“independent,” had always, in our eyes, a 
decided leaning towards the “Grit” 
Premier, and it is with no little enjoy­
ment of the fix he is now in that we re- 
merhber the difficulty with which, when 
he was our Ottawa Correspondent, we 
used to succeed in prevailing upon him to 
refrain from bis customary elaborate and 
gashing style when he had occasion to 
mention either Mr. Mackenzie or any 
member of his Cabinet, personally. We 
were, therefore, surprised to find this

/The Election Petition Business.
Referring to Mr. Snowball’s defence 

against the Mitchell Petition in which 
Messrs. Sadler, Crocker, Whitney and Call 
have been put forward to do the prosecut­
ing, the Telegraph says:—

So it seems the law courts must decide 
the question, and then there may, or may 
not be another election contest. Onr idea 
is that it would be better for all parties in 
this and in other similar cases to accept 
the situation andto endeavor, if possible, to 
do better next time. The times are not 
favorable to costly litigation nor to any new 
election contests that can well be avoided.

The St. John News, referring to the sub­
ject of Election Petitions generally, says:

“ The contested election cases connect­
ed with the choice of the new Parliament 
are not likely to prove as numerous as we 
expected. We read of a few only turning 
up in Ontario, still fewer in Quebec, one in 
Manitoba, and rumors of one or two in in 
Nova Scotia. In this Province there is to 
be a two-handed contest in Northumber­
land. Mr. Mitchell’s friends will try-to 
get Mr. Snowball upset and disqualified. 
A counter attack is to be made by Mr. 
Snowball against Mr. Mitchell and his 
agents. Some talk has been floating round 
of other cases. We are sorry that even 
one case has arisen in New Brunswick. 
Our people do not take kindly to these pro­
tracted and costly election squabbles. 
When they fight their way through a gen­
eral election, however it may result, tney 
like to have done with the business till ne­
cessity requires them to take the field 
again. In Ontario public taste rune in an­
other direction. The Ontarians, gener­
ally speaking, are a fine high-spirited peo- 

But they have a keen relish for elec-pie.
tion excitement They get it up early ; 
work it up to the boiling point ; go into 
the,work like beavers; keep at it lik 
one ; and like zealous and enduring convi- 
vialists, who, though they have well eaten 
through the heavier courses, make much 
of the dessert and tarry long over the wal­
nuts and the wine, they lengthen out their 
election enjoyment by renewing the strug­
gle in the Courts. Why, there is a case 

Ontario Ejection Court that 
has lasted for years. The New Brunswick 
people geiyrally do not relish this sort of 
thing. Small blame to them for that same, 
for these contests are rarely necessary, 
and still more rarely beneficial in result to 
public interest. They unduly lengthen 
out unwholesome excitement. They pre­
vent the speedy effacement of unpleasent 
impressions made in election struggles on 
the minds of men who ^ught,as far as pos­
sible, to dwell together in unity, and join 
hands in a hundred ways for the common 
good.

“ Of course, there are cases which de­
mand judical intervention in the interests 
of purity of election, і and there ure times 
when it may seem best to use every lawful 
means for the voidance, if possible of some 
particular electron. But such cases are now 
now few, and nothing of consequence in the 
present situation depends on making 
ant by the decree of a judge any seat 
whatever in the new Parliament. Under 
ordinary circumstances, too, the contest­
ing business is likely to prove unprofitable 
for the contesting party. Candidates’ 
agents are commonly as fallible and pec­
cable on one side as the other. They 
stand alike in an election contest in slip­
pery places, every little possible slip on 
one side, is pretty sure to be brought to 
book with due diligence on the other. ”

The News ought to understand that the 
petitioners in the Northumberland matter 
do not admit that they are fallible. They 
claim to be whole-souled, high -minded hon­
orable, pure, just, righteous, law-abiding 
and geneally unimpeachable. How “ Old

North Shore Sketches.
Richibucto, the shire town of Kent 

County, occupies a favorable position 
for commerce and shipbuilding near 
the mouth of the Richibucto river. It 
haa about 800 inhabitants, 3 churches 
and 1 Grammar School, and is engaged 
in the exportation of fish and lumber. 
The river is navigable for about 20 miles 
and has been a great highway for lum­
ber-vessels, although now the supply of 
the forests is well nigh exhausted. The 
rubbish of the saw mills has destroyed 
the once valuable fisheries in this river.

The name “ Richibucto ” signifies,
“ The River of Fire”, and the shores of 
the river and bay were formerly inhabit­
ed by a ferocious and blood-thirsty tribe 
of Indians. It is said, however, that 
many years before the removal of the 
Acadians from Nova Scotia, in 1755, 
there was a French village, containing 
upwards of forty houses,situated a short 
distance above, or in the immediate 
vicinity of the present Court House of 
Richibucto. It is also maintained that 
another, but smaller village, was about 
the same time located near the old 
burial ground, at the mouth of the Al- 
donane—a river discharging into the 
Richibucto. At the taking of the 
French Fort, Beausejour, (Cumberland) 

the 16th June 1755, by Colonel 
Moncton, and also at the time of the 
deportation of the unfortunate Acadians 
in the fall of the same year, many 
Acadians who were settled in Beaubas- 
sin, Beausejour and Memramcook, left 
these places and came to Shediac, 
Buctouche, Richibucto village and 
Miramichi. After the taking of Quebec 
in 1769, and Montreal in 1760, the few 
Acadians remaining at Miramichi, along 
with those at Richibucto, Buctouche, 
Shediac, Petitcodiac and Memramcook, 
made their submission to Colonel Frye 
of Fort Cumberland. Whatever settle­
ments had been formed at Miramichi, 
Richibucto, Buctouche, and Shediac 
were abandoned for many years. So 
late as 1787 when the American Loyalist, 
Powell, settled at Richibucto, there 
were but four Christian families (and 
they were Acadians) in all this region 
(the present County of Kent). The 
power of the Richibucto Indians was 
broken in 1724,. when all their warriors, 
under command of Argimoosh '(“ The 
Great Wizard”), attacked Canso and 
captured 17 Massachusetts vessels. 
Two well manned vessels of Boston and 
Cape Ann were sent after them, and 
overtook the Indian fleet on the cost. 
A desperate naval battle ensued between 
the Massachusetts sloops and the In­
dian prize-ships. The Richibuctos 
fought with great valor, but were final­
ly disconcerted by showers of hand- 
grenades from the Americans,and near­
ly every warrior was either killed or 
drowned.

In Northern New Brunswick we have 
had a lovely autumn; in fact the proverbial 
oldest inhabitant has never seen the like.
I was talking, the other day, with an old 
resident, of over 80 years, and he told me 
that it was the dryest and the warmest 
autumn be remembered since the fall of 
the Miramichi Fire, 53 years ago. The 
swamps are dry. Rivers aie uncommonly 
low. And, in this section, wells that have 
never before gone dry had given no water for 
two months, until recently. Bears have 
been uncommonly scarce with us, and the 
forests have been clothed with leaves until 
very lately. Indeed green leaves were 
blown about from the trees upon our first 
snow. A gentleman who has spent a 
great part of his time in the forests this 
autumn, told me that he never saw the 
leaves on the trees so late. . I saw, after 
the 1st of November a birch tree with the 
leaves as green as in mid-summer. The 
prevailing winds have been southwest, 
and when they did come around to the 
north and northwest it would only blow 
for a few hours, and be around to the 
south again.

These are facts that cannot be disputed. 
We cannot take tip a N. B. paper without 
reading of bunches of ripe strawberries be- 
ng found this Autumn,, and apple trees in 
blossom, all of which attest to the mild­
ness of the season. It is a sure sign with 
our Indians of a mild winter to find the 
second growth of strawberries. If we go 
by Mr. Vennor’s signs we 
have a mild winter as the Autumn has 
been very mild, dry and summer-like.

A Hardwick prophet predicts that the 
cold we have now will last until about the 
14th, and then we will have a warm spell, 
with a great deal of rain, the prevailing 
winds, east; then about the 6th of Decem­
ber it will turn cold and navigation will 
be stopped and the swamps frozen hard. 
This will last about 2 weeks, when we will 
have the Indian Summer, one week before 
Christmas—a lovely spell of weather— 
with good sleighing lasting after New 
Years. The Hardwick prophet predicts a 
fine winter with not a great deal of snow 
or of thawing weather.

repeatability, it is to be hoped he will cease 
to prostitute his pen. We feel like ex 
cusing him for there are, unfortunately, 
some country editors whose small appre­
ciation of the dignity of their profession is 
more than balanced by their desire for 
gain, and who are, therefore, made easy 
and cheap tools by politicians.

They went to a powder magazine 
and helped themselves to some powder, 
and prAeeded to a bridge not far from the 
school, where they expected to have a good 
deal of fun setting it off. There were no 
older persons around to warn thetfi, and 
the good guardian angels only take care of 
boys when they are behaving nicely. 
Smith, however, stood afar off. Brown’s 
father came in sight and took hie boy away 
home by the ear, but Jones and Robinson, 
being desirous of braving it out, lighted 
the powder and, it being stronger than 
they thought, Robinson was very serious­
ly burned. He was, however, not so liadly 
burned but that he could prevaricate, so 
he blamed other boys for giving him the 
powder. Hie father was not careful about 
the conduct of his boys, like Brown’s fa­
ther, so, though he knew where his boy 
got the powder, he tried to make it appear 
that some young men gave it to him. 
This was very wrong. But Robinson’s 
father did still worse than that, for when 
a good man in the town warned him 
against allowing his children (one of whom 
had thrown stones at the good man’s door 
a few nights before the powder accident) 
to be engaged in all kinds of mischief, he 
got angry and, instead of thanking the 
good man, said he was diabolical, and 
cowardly, and a malicious liar and slan­
derer, less than a man, a heartless stabber 
of reputations, and other naughty things.

horse’s leg. This admission he made to 
the plaintiff’s wife and also to her brother, 
Wm. Chamberlain,

Mr. Thomson replied. The Judge re­
commended that a verdict should be 
taken for the plaintiff, subject to being 
changed to a non-suit, if, after argument, 
it should appear that the contention of the 
defendant’s Counsel should lie found ten­
able, and intimated that the doctrine of 
the learned Counsel had undergone a 
material charge.

Charles Boss, vs T. Wilson Bell.—Mr.
Lawlor moved for trial. This was an ac­
tion of assumpsit for a Freezer sold and de­
livered by the plaintiff to the defendant, 
value as agreed upon, $30; plea general 
issue. The plaintiff was examined and 
proved that he sold to the defendant, on 13,
May, 1877, the freezer in question for $30, 
and that he, the plaintiff forwarded the 
same by the railway tv the defendant, at 
Shediac, and had not received the pay­
ment according to arrangement. The 
plaintiff was rigidly cross examined by 
Mr. DesBrisay, who endeavoured to shew 
that the freezer had not been sold, but 
was sent by plaintiff to the defendant as 
his agent, to sell for him on commission, 
which plaintiff positively denied. The 
defendant was sworn. He stated that his 
bargain with plaintiff, waa that he was to 
send him the freezer to sell for him, as his 
agent, for $30 ; that when sold he was to 
send to plaintiff $25, and have $5 for his 
trouble as a commission. The freezer ar­
rived, by railway. He received no in­
voice, and left the freezer at the freight 
house, where it is still, that the arrange­
ment about the freezer took place on the 
railway, while they were travelling, but 
he was desirous of having the bargain in 
writing, and wrote to plaintiff, and ге- r 
ceived a letter in reply as above stated, 
which letter the defendant after great re­
search could not find.

Mr. DesBrisay contended that as the 
freezer was received by defendant, as the 
plaintiff’s agent, the action could not be 
sustained, until demand on him to ac­
count.

Mr. DesBrisay addieased the jury for 
defendant, M r. Lawlor for plaintiff. The 
latter contended that as the property 
sold and obtained as a bona fide sale, it 
was not required that a demand should be 
made before action was brought.

The Judge told the Jury that their 
verdict must depend upon the fact, 
whether they believed the plaintiff’s or de­
fendant’s version of the transaction. The 
action being for goods sold «and delivered, 
if the freezer was forwarded to the defend­
ant to sell for the plaintiff, as his agent, 
and to be sold on commission, then, be­
fore the plaintiff could sustain an action, 
he must demand an account, and, 
fusai, his action should have been for not 
accounting, and the present action for 
goods sold and delivered could not be 
tained and their verdict should be for the

The defendant denied 
this as a bargain for the season and stated 
that he would be down and see the fisher­
man ; that he did go down but did not 
see plaintiff and on the 6th June, 1878, he 
wrote plaintiff tiiat he had made a bargain 
for all his saltcrfn at 5 cents ; that it was 
impossible to give 6 cents, but he would 
pay him that price up to the time he 
wrote, and from that time 5 cents. That 
defendant appointed collectors to receive 
salmon from his customers, and when the 
plaintiff got through his fishing and called 
one day for a settlement he and the de­
fendant differed as to the price. Defen­
dant received up to the date of the letter, 
378 lbs., and subsequently 4637lbs.; there

“ After having passed the north 
pole,” replied Michel. “ We have 
made the circuit of our satellite, then ? ”

“ Yes, my good Michel.”
“ Then, no more hyperbolas, no more 

parabolas, no more open curves to 
fear?”

“ No, but closed curve*”
“ Which is called----- ? ”

Asiatic Caucasus. Michel Ardan, with 
his accustomed ardor, maintained “the 
evidences ” of his fortress. Beneath 
it he discerned the dismantled ramparts 
of a town ; here the still intact arch of 
a portico, there two or three columns 
lying under their base ; farther on, a 
succession of arches which must have 
supported the conduit of an aqueduct ;

The layers of ice melt­
ed as if by enchantment ; and im­
mediately, for economy's sake, the gas 
was put out, the air apparatus alone 
consuming its usual quantity.

“ Ah !” said Nicholl, “ These rays of 
heat are good. With what impatience 
must the Selenites wait the reappear­
ance of the orb of day.”

“ Yes,” replied Michel Ardan, “ im­
bibing as it were the brilliant ether, 
light and heat, all life is contained in 
them.”
