8. L. Peters has had charge pf Agri-
cultural Hall for many exhibitions,
and no .one knows more about that de-
partment than he. -Questioned in re-:
gard to the merit of the present ex-
hibit yesterday he said:

The Messrs., Harrison have been
steadily improving both in quality and

In this
hot house he has sixty-two vines in
bearing. There are six different vari-
eties.. He finds Hamburgs the best
sellers.

In fruit the showiag of Nova Scptia
is not as full as usual. The crop in
the Annapolis valley, according to 'W.
S. Blair of the Nappan experimental.
farm, as being about fifty per cent. in
winter fruit, although the éarly vari-
eties are yielding hetter.

- A large number of per-
nicious weeds have of late years been
imported in this way, and it is the pb-
ject of the dominion commissioners,
by means of this object lesson, to ac-
quaint the farmers with the nature
and appearance of the seed of these
weeds, and by 50 doing guard against
their being sowed.

The highest
score was 99, and this was followed by
881-2, 981-4 and 98. This shows how
close the prize winners were to each
other. Marks are awarded on the fol-
lowing basis: Forty-five per cent, for
flavor, thirty for body texture, fifteen
for color and ten for finish. Mr. Brice
gaid the cheese was splendid and com-
pared most favorably with the best
Ontario product. .

BY WAY OF EXPERIMENT:

Prof. Robertson of the Maritime Ex-
perimental Farm at Nappan, arrived
yesterday, and W. 8. Blair, who has
had charge of. the exhibit, left
for home at noon. In speaking of the
display made here, he said that it re-
presents experiments in variety tests
entirely. The farm consists of three
hundred and twenty acres, pf which
about one hundred acres .is Dbroken
woodland. On this farm, situated at

Nappan, these different tests are made:

for the benefit of the agriculturists.
The experiments in grain have been
carried on for a mumber of years and
from these conclusions of considerable
value have been drawn. They show
the necessity of securing varieties
knpwn to do well in preference to hold-
ing on to seed grown for years and in
the natural course of events run out.
A variety such as black mesdag is one
of the earliest oats with a stiff straw
and is especially good for late ground.

The Early Blossom is a white oat
and a splendid yielder. but if proper
attention is given to the American Ban-
ner variety it is npt likely that any-
thing better can be found. Experi-
ments have proved that it is better
for people to stick to one  standard
varjety rather than take up with ev-
ery -new thing that comes on the mar-
ket .,

Forty varieties of straawbedries  are
shown in jars, ‘On the farm these va-
‘rieties are grown in . separate plpts,
and ti¥e experiments with them have
been. especially favorable to the Wils
liams, Warfield, Cgescent, Haverland,
‘Dunlap and Grenville berries. At the
farm they have found that it is impos-
sible to .control the mildew which af-
fects the English gooseberries, but not
the American.

The gov-
ernment agrees to guarantee an issue
of the company’s bonds at'5 per cent.,
payable in thirty years, and to exempt
the com’pa‘.ny from taxation for thirty
years. - The agreement is subject to
the approval of the legislature, but it
is ‘doubtful whether this can be ob-
tained. "Many view the scheme as little
mare than an éxtension of the -Chicago
meat trust, which has flooded the stock
raisers and meat: consumers alike in
the Umited States.

The mover for the postponement
was Daniel Mullia, K. C., whose chief
reason for so desiring was that he
might be able to procure from Boston®
expert medical testimony which he
considered absolutely necessary for the
defence of his client. He declined to
state what might be the mnature of
the testimony, but it is generally un-
derstood that the physician who has
been -sent for is & noted authority on
criminal insanity and that Mr. Mullin
will submit in  defense of his client
that he was mentally irresponsible for
the terrible deed with which he stands
accused.

The court opened at 11 p’clock yes-
terday morning, Judge Landry . K pre-
siding. The interest in the murder case
attracted a large crowd even to these
preliminary proceedings, but few of
them remained throughout the opening
session. Judge Landry took the chair
promptly on time, when the cpurt was
called to order and '‘the roll of the
grand jury called. The jurors were
sworn as follows :

affair had kept the public excited, and
until  that feeling had died’ down he
considered his client’s case would be
prejudiced.. Mr. Mullin' further claimed
that postponement would not affect the
case of the crown, and was necessary
for a proper conduction of the defence.

' He thought one month would be about

right, but if any engagement of the
judge would prevent ‘this, it could be
adjourned to some further time, say
until the next circuit.

Hon, H. A. McKeown, counsel for
the orowm, did not agree with Mr.
Mullin regarding the effect public feel-
ing would have upon the.case. Twelve
men could certainly be procured in any
contingency who would give a fair and
impartial trial. Regarding the other
contensions, he had mo desire to crowd
the defence, and if necessary would
consent to a delay for a week or so to
allow needed witnesses to be obtained.
But the crown could not consent to the
request for a month’s adjournment.

Mr. Mullin ln reply said he had seen
the attorney general, who was willing
for the proposed adjourmment. If this
were granted it would only make two
months intervene between the date of
the murder and the irial. %

His Honpr Judge Landry considered
that as the crown was unwilling, he
could not consent to the wrequested
postponement on the grounds submil-
ted. He-appreciated the efforts made
by the counsel for the defence in the
interests of his client, but he did hot
see why medical men pf sufficient abil-
ity could not be found nearer home:

The judge then asked Mr. McKeown
when the crown would be ready to go
on with the case, Counsel for the
crown said he would. be ready . that
afternopn -if necssary, but in view of
the seriousness of the case he would
consent to two weeks’ delay since Mr.
Mullin considered it so mecessary.

Since counsel on both sides were
agreed, Judge Landry gave his con-
sent and announced later that he
would try the case pn September 16.

The pistol which figured in the tra-
gedy belonged to her youngest boy
John. He tells that he midsed it the
evening before the tragedy. She also
states that she missed it, but thought
the young fellow had it. $She told’
either at the inquest or subsequently
that she found three loaded revplver
cartridges in the dead man’s vest
pocket, No oné else ever saw anything
of these cartridges.

All stories of Thomas Wooddens
suicidal intentions have been related
by his wife since his death and none
previously or so far as can be learned
at the inquest. It is known that Mrs.
Woodden poisoned an old dog yhich 4
neighbor left in her care. This showed
that she knew how to use poison.

You say that Frank Wooden swore
that he heard sounds from his fath-
ers’ room the might previous, which is
false, for he has no son Frank, as 1
have already stated, but he has a son
John, and he swore positively he never
neard any neise, nor did he ever know
of his father and mother having any
trouble, nor did his father act stramge’
the day or night before, and when he
left the house the meorning he was
shot he appeared as well as usual, 'and
I must say that there cannot be got
s3ven more intelligent men in this
county that made the jury, and it was
not held in a hurry, for the  inquest
dasted three hoirs, and Thomas Wood-
en’s brother was at the inquest, and
he said that his brother Thomas had
got tired living and had-put an end’'to
himself, and his' sister was at the in-
quest, - and she did not say that she
had any suspicions that her- brother
came to his death by foul play, and I
think it strange that Harry Wooden
would live in the house with his step-
mother for four months after hisg'father
was shot before he had any suspicion
that his step-mother shot him, and
perhaps if he had got as much of his
father’s property as he wanted he
would have had no suspicion yet.
