Juarez, Mexico, May 11.—Mexico's
provisional government, composed of
insurrectionists, became an establish-
ed fact today, with the naming of &
cabinet by Francisco 1. Madero, Jr,
provisional president, and with the es-
tablishment of & capital in the gap-
tured city of Juarez, where General
Navario and his Federal troops are
held prisoners.

Secretary of war Carranza will have
charge of rallwaye and telegraphs. His
first act was to grant permission for
the repair of the Mexican Northwest-
ern Railroad. Men immediately be-
gan repairing the road bed south of
Juarez,

Gongales Garza will have charge of
the mail service, and secretary of the
tregsury Madero will direct the af-
fairs of the custom house.

Thaty the insurrecto army is more
than an armed mob, was shown today
by the absence of general looting and
intoxication and the quickness with
which the shattered city was cleared
of its dead and wounded. The embar-
go against visitors was removed dur-
ing the day and sightseers in thou-
sands poured across the bridges from
El Paso.

Only occasiongl cases of looting
were reported, and these mot by the
insurrectos themselves, but by insatia-
ble curio hunters, one of whom tri-
umphbantly displayed in El Paso two
silver candlesticks, taken from the big
church in which-the Federals made 2
desperate stand,

The insurrectos are not overlooking
the possibility of attack from Col, Ra-
bago, reported approaching from Chi-
huahua with a relief force. The rebel
jeaders will.not divulge their plans in

this direction, but it is known that
surprise from the south Is carefully
guarded against.

Juarez tonight contains the largest
part of Madero's original force af 1,
940 men, augmented by several forces
of voluunteers, who, during the day en-
listed under the banner of the victor-
ious rebel army and were armed with
captured rifles.

Victory Easier Than Expected.

Now that the battle of Juarez has
been fought and won, even the insur-
recto leaders are wondering someé-
what at the easiness of the capture
of the city that appeared almost im-
pregnable.

With a well drilled force of regu-
lars, thoroughly armed with field and
machine guns posted at strategical
points, the garrison was out-fought and
out-manoeuvred, and sarrendered to a
force of insurrectos that at the most
did not number more than 600 or 700
fighting men.

An explanation may be found in the
expressions of federal prisomers. A
number of the wounded expressed sym-
pathy with the losurrecto cause, while
others, unwounded but disarmed, open-
ly fraternized with the rebels.

“The federals simply would
fight,” -epitomized. the belief
surrecto ranks.

That the Mexican federal forces
were almost entirely without provis-
ion for surgical and medical care, was
shown today when red cross surgeons
and nurses from El Paso went to the
captured city and took charge of the
barracks and other temporary field
hospital, where scores of wounded
awaited their care

PROF. CHESTER MARTIN
TALKS OF THE WEST

Winnipeg not ' Growing as
Rapidly as Cities Further
West, but the Outlook is Ex-
cellent.

Prof. Chestér Martin, of the Uni-
versity of Manitoba is in 8t. John
on a visit to his parents. He will leave
for Oxford, England, about the first
of June,

In conversation with & reporter Mr.
Martin sald the tide of immigration
pouring through the western metro-
polis was greater than ever, and that
the @pirit of optimism was stronger
than ever. “One thing you notice,” he
added, “is that the immigrants comq
ing In now are superior in every re-
spect to those coming in some years
ago. They have a more prosperous ap-
pearance, and look better physically.
Most of the new settlers are men with
some money, prepared to take up land
at once,

“Winnipeg,” he added, “is not grow-
ing as rapidly now as the cities far
ther west, In spite of the booming of
land values, land in Winnipeg I8 not
as dear as in some cities of a similar
size across the American border, But
the ecity is growing; manufacturing
industries are coming in, and with the
ccmpletion of the blg hydro-electric
plant which is being built by the city,
it will be able to offer excellent in.
ducements to manufacturers in the
way of cheap power,

“Manitoba, I think, will do better
than the provinces further west, be-
cause its soil is much deeper. In the
far west they are getting good crops
from o shallow soll, but they can’t go
on doing that nnleu they put some-
thing back in the soll. Nearly every-
body now is raising grain, but they
are beginning to realize the necessity
of going in for mixed farming.”

Speaking of the single tax move-
ment in the west he sald that there
were numerous societies advocating
the taxation of land values, though
nearly everybody was interested in
land and ready to pocket the unearn-
ed increment. Some of the western
cities were adopting modifications of
the single tax, and apparently with
satisfactory results, The soclalists
were active, too, in the west, holding
meetings neariy every Sunday in some
of the theatres,
