pointing. The ex-Postmaster-General
made little attempt to analyze either
the treaty or the league, but what he
lacked in argument he more than
made up in over-heated rhetoric and
declamation. Although declaring that
he approved of the principles under-
lying the treaties, the structure of hia
approval was so obscured by a scal-
folding of criticism and fanlé-finding
that it was difficuit-at times to under-
stand his trye position. Canada was
not & nation.

Evening Session.

A technical and splendidly written
paper on KElectricity with a demon-
stration of high temsion, high fre-
quency, electric currents was given
at, the evening wsession by F. P.
Vaughan, of St. John.
The lecturer has prepared a num-
ber of diagrams illustrating a high
potential, high frequency experiment-
al cabinet and other apparatus used
in the experiments. He described
lightning in a most interesting manner
and told of the effect of electricity
on plant life, and of its use in thera-
peutics, stating that Dr. Strong of
Tufts College, reported cures of 80
per cent. of those affected with pul-
monary diseases,
How a high frequency current can
pasg through the body while a low
current is fatal wag explained.
The engineers present enjoyed the
learned part of the address, while
the experiments which: followed were
most spectacular and interesting to
all in the large auadience. Sparks
twenty-two inches long were made to
pass between terminals. Bottles and
glasg tubes were made luminious or
filled with purple light; incandescent
lamps were lighted on a rod touch-
ing the spark. Two incandescent
lamps were placed on two terminals
and the spark reached from one to
the other. To show that glasg is not
a good insulator the light burned right
through the glass. A pane of glass
was interposed between the two
sparks from the terminals and a hole
was burned through the pane. The
Corona brush disdharge made firge
fireworks, of forked lightning. To
demonstrate that the discharge was
actnally hot a plece of paper and a
bit of cloth were burned. A striking
experiment showed a wire being heat-
ed red hot with electricity passing
through the body of the demonstra.
tor. Mr. Vaughan said that all the
apparatus used was made in St. John.
At the close of the lecture the chair-
man of the evening, Lieut-Col. R, W,
Leonard, thanked Mr. Vaughan for his
marvellous and fascinating discourse
and asked for a discussion of the pa-
per.

LETTER FROM COL. T. CANTLEY.

To the Bditor Bt. John Htandard:

Bir~In your fssuo of August ©6th
last there I8 & leading article entitled
“Where Halitax Fails” This I have
read with some considerable surprise.

I have been more or less in touch
with the work of the Canadian Natlon:
al Rallways, as far ag transporting
troops from Halifax ig concerned. On
two occasions I have crossed the At
lantic on troop ships— my last home-
ward voyage beimg on a trooper ear
rying 8,000 returmed soldlers, The
sotrvioe rendered by the rallway and
disembarking conditions generally at
Halifax were on these occasions,
simply beyoud criticism
I was not aware that any complaints
of a serlous character as to lack of
acoommodation at Halitax for return-
ed soldlers or dependents had been
made at Ottawa, It 1 quite true that
in the case of two or three steamers,
as to the arrival of which the rallway
were not notified, some confusion did
result-—this, of course, was only ha«
tural
I rathier think your information is at
fault as to some of the statements
made. I faney that the boat referred
to by you as the “Ceitic,” was really
the “Bailtie,” which docked at Halifax
at 1.20 pm. August 2ist last. With
the troops and dependents on this boat
were some 3,000 pieces of baggage
which had to be unloaded from the
steamer, sorted, passed and loaded on
the train. The last plece of this was
unloaded from the steamer by 9.50
pan: The ticketing of passengers was
finished at 1145 p.m.

Four apecial trains were handled in
coninection with this steamer as fol-

Special 1636 was gpotted at 2 pm,,
on that day and left Pler 2 at 12.20
da.in, the following morning. The de
lay in thig case was due to Immigra.
tion and military reglations at Pler
2, and also delay in having baggage
brought from the steamer to floor of
the pler so that it eould be checked.

ple in regard to other matters. So it
is desirable that where & blatherskite
can be pinned down about his char-

ges, he should be brought into court.
This should have been done with W.
T. R. Preston when he proclaimed his

{nfamous slander about Canadian sol-
diers in France being penalized be-
cause they would not vote unionist.
But there should be no government
promise without actionm, and so it is
to be hoped that Mr. MeMillan’s case
will not be dropped, now that the Min.
{ster of Militia has stated that he will
be called to account.

Paris, Aug. 29.—(Correspondence of
The Associated Press.)—France’s de-
clining birthrate has lately been a
source of much concern but a distinct
improvement has been noticed during
the present month.

Evidence of a great decline in births
in 1918 was shown in officlal figures
tor the district of the Seine, which in-
cludes the city of Paris, which showed
that there are only 43,480 births regist-
ered in thatdistrict in 1918 as compar-
ed to the 73,599 in 1911,

The infantile death rate given by
statisicians is 40 per cent as compar
ed to ten per cent. before the war.
This has been attributed to the scarec-
ity of wet nurses and poor quality and
shortage of milk for bottle-fed babies.
This shortage is said to be due to the
tremendous Increase in cheese making,
especially in Normandy.

However, all the maternity hospitals
in Paris reported increased birth thus
far in the present month. In one
hospital the number has doubled those
of last year and it is declared that ba-
bies are remarkable for size, weight

One teacher, with a tax bill for $20
went to the assessors and was told
that the amount should have been
about $10, but she showed that she
should be taxed for $14, and this was
thé amount fixed.

Although the teachers protested in
cases against the amount charged
'they did mot have the privilege of
paying for like all those employed
by ‘the city, the amount of taxes was
deducted from their pay and a receipt
for the amount substituted.
