FLIES AS DISEASE
BEARERS.

‘The Common House Variety Are a
Menace to Health.

The United States Department
of Agriculture has started a erusade
against the common house fly and
iscarrying onextensive experiment-
ing as to the best way of banish-
ing it from the abodes of man_
The fly has been found to be not
only a nuisance but a menace to
man’s health. Its hairy body earries
both disease and death. Many
epidemics which sweep over com~
munites in the hot season have
been traced to the fly. Having
its origin in filth, it brings with
it the bacteria which breeds in
filth. And as it moves about, now
crawling over the food on the
table, flying from the lips of -the
sick to the lips of the healthy— it
is said to be more dangerous to mo-
dern socicty than were the ' beastg
to primitive man.

The high mortality among the
children in the congested districtsof
a city where families are clostly
crowded together, where refuse fc-
cumulates fast, where food is often
kept in living room, isdue to a
large degree, so scientists now say,
to the fly. Infant diseases chiefly
prevail in the hot season, when(the
flies abound. Dr.J. T.C. Nash,
in The Journal of the Royal Sanit-
ary Institute, giving his experience
as an English health officer , says
that the fly is responsible for the
death of many children because of
polluting the milk which they
drink

It is a matter that has been en-
tirely overlooked, said Dr. C. O.
Probst, recntly, but we now know
that the common house fly is an a-
gent of importance in carrying the
germs of typheid fever. It was for
merly believed that the germs were
only carried in water milk or oth-
er liquid food. Flies breed and feed
in places where the germsare to be
found and then flying into our
houses, no doubt often carry the
germs and deposit them on oux

food.
