THE BRITISH VICTORIOUS.
A Great Battle on the Shores of 

the Red Sea.

The Arabs Utterly Routed 
Suakln.

4<M> Rebels Killed—Chased With- 
lu 4 Mlle.sofHaurioub.

Londox, De-c. 20. A deepatnh from 
Suakin eaye : The Britiah nnd Egyptian» 
made an attack yesterday upon the re­
bel position. They stormed the redoubtn 
and trenches, and after a brilliant en- 
gagem-nt, lasting half an h nr, drove the 
enemy into the bush. The rebels are re­
ported to have lost 1.000 men killed 
The British loss was alight. The Briti-h 
are encamped in ihe rebel position. The 
victory was complete.

A later deepamh «aye the British lost 
four men killed and two wounded dur­
ing a gallant cavalry charge. The Egyp­
tians and black regiments charged the 
trenches and carried them brilliantly, 
losing two men and 30 wounded. Tin- 
only officers wounded in the attacking 
force were two Egyptians. The rebel 
lo-ip is now stated to have b°en 400.

SrAKiif, Dec 20. Before dawn this 
morning the British man-of-war Starling 
and an Egyptian steamer moved tip the 
oast with orders to cover the rebel* a< 
Handoub. At daybreak the torts opened 
tire upon the retiel tranches and the 
troops sdvanned to the attack, the black 
brigade on the right fl*nk and the cavalry 
ami mounted infantry c .v»-iing. Tin- 
Scottish B'-rderers, the Welsh regiment 
and the Egyptian brigade occupied an 
-uibxitkuieiit between the forts, ’he 
British infantry being held in reserve.
I be Ions -belled the trenches, keeping 
up a terrific fire. The enemy held their 
ground with intense courage until th** 
black brigade charged the trenches, 
which fell after half an hour's hsrd fight­
ing. l’be reliefs fought with ftna'icat 
nravery. Two of the enemy's guns w«-rc 
captured. The naval brigade did spier • 
did work. The bcottisb B irderera a-<- 
now at work entrenching the rebel 
podtinn. Therenemy are retrea ing to­
wards Hasheen and Tamar. The British 
force number» 4,000 men.

London, Deo. 20. The Standard’s cor- 
re.-pondeut at .-uakin sends the follow 
ing funiculars ot the battle: At 4 30 
this morn n± the man of-war Rice opened 
the battle by ahelimg the enemy’s 
trenchea. The ships up the coaet follow­
ed suit and landed partie» who lighted 
tires and placed dummies in position. 
This had the tff-ct of deceiving the 
enemy coming Irorn Handdub. The 
whole lorce moved towards the enemy’s 
leti flank, with the naval detachment 
with machine guns and cavalry and 
mounted infantry scouting and protect­
ing the flanks and rear. Two lines com 
priring battalions in double companies, 
rushed towards the left corner of the 
enemy’s trenches, the British inlantry 
and Egyptian reserve lining the em­
bankment between the water torts. 
From five o'clock heavy aalvoe of gone 
and mortara from every fort bore ou the 
trenches.

London, Dec. 20. An official despatch 
from Ueu. UrenteiJ, dated Suakin, 11 25 
a. m, says: “Toe enemy's loss was 4UU 
The iiusstua are still pursuing the Arabs.
1 have sent the man-of-war Starling ami 
all available steamers to anchor off 
Handoub, in order to prevent a force 
from Handoub coming upon us."

Suakin, Dec. 3U.—Afternoon. The 
hussuis who tollowed the fleeing Arabs 
have returned. They chased the enemy 
to a point within tour mues of Handoub.

I The enemy are still flying.
Osman Djgna’s nephew and 12 der- 

visnes have been captured, all wounded. 
Serious complaints a re made concerning 
the quality of sabres and revolvers fur­
nished the troops. Several cavalrymen 
returned with broken sabres. In many 
instances revolvers had became clogged 
and rmdered useless.

London, Deo 20. Lord Salisbury, in his 
apt ecu at jicarboro, said the minis ry has 
no intention of entangling the country in 
a new Soudan expedition, but could not 
abandon Suakin. The English, Egyptian 
anti Turkish ministries w«re unanimous­
ly of the opinion that Suakin must not 
be abandoned.

Siinbuiy continued : “ Aa long aa the 
kuedive desires it shall maintain the Rod 
»es ports. We are bound under a 
promise made by Gladatoue'agovernment 
to do so. A British statesman's first duty 
u to prevent foreigners from thinking 
that evrry change of government must 
uecetsaruy mean changing of our foreign 
po.iuy. It would be madness to sur­
render Suakin when we are on the eve 
of suppressing slavery, because a final 
strugg.e wilh the slave dealers must be 
fought upon the K-d Sea. By the treaty 
oi Fans we are bound to uphold the in 
legmy ol the tulum’a empire.”

London, Dec. 21. A despatch to the 
Times from Suakin bays : Prisoners say 
they believe ail the mounted gunners 
were kuird. All tell the same siory of 
privation and cruelty at the hands ol the 
Alahdi and Osman Digna. The natives 
anse» that Handoub would tail at the 
first approach of our troops. The gov­
ernment ought not to lose a chance. 
Trie task is an eary one, as there is not 
the slightest sign ot any gathering of 
local tribes.

Pabis, Dec. 19. In the senate, to-day, 
during a debate on the budget, M. Cnsl 
leui-d Lacour said the present was not 
the moment to consider French finances, 
but tue future of France. He condemn­
ed the p-ilicy pursued in the schools 
which situck the root of traditional prin­
ciple—parental control. The main cau-e 
of the existing evi s was radicalism which 
relentlessly pursued the old founders ol 
the republic,and gave promises that were 
impossible lofulfil. France bad abandon­
ed the moat glorious of monarchies and 
wr| about to fall at the feet of the least 
of men. The cabinet's duly was to check 
the movement towards the abyss, bui 
instead ot doing tbia the cabinet were 
hastening the movement. It was time 
to return to a policy of good sense. He 
appealed to the right to unite with the 
party of the lwlt v.bicb was the upholder 
of order a d liberty, and together save 
the country. The speech created a sen­
sation, and at its conclusion the senators 
arose en masse and enthusiastically 
cher red the orator.

M Leon Say moved that the speech be 
primed and posted in public places 
imoughout the country. It was ultim­
ately decided ihut M. Say’s motion 
should not be voted on until the next

THE FALL OF THE BAST I LE.

Wti*t an Anarchist Says About the Annl- 
vrrsary of That Event. July 14.

An Anarchist of this city,.. who 
shaves his beard so na to leave only a 
mustache on his face, was interviewed 
bv n ,Jun reporter in regard td tW pre­
diction of CapL Bonfield, of Chicago, 
that there will be a widespread An- 
ut-chist uprising 6ri'the’l4tn of next 
July, and that in Paris, where their 
operations are to begin, the centenary 
of the fall of the Bastile is then to lie 
celebrated "It is triié," the New York 
Anarchist said, "that - there wül be a 
big time in Paris on July 14 next at 
the Bastile celebration, and it Iti also 
true that they hud u big time there on 
the same date in last July, and like­
wise on that date of everÿ year since 
the establishment of the l' rench repub­
lic. The 14th of July in Prance is 
like the 4th of July in the United 
States. It is the national uunuai holi­
day, when all France, including the 
French government and army, unites 
in celebrating the most memorable 
eveut in French history. The day is 
also celebrated in this country, 
mainly by Frenchmen, and it will be 
celebrated here next year, as Inspector 
Bonfield, of Chicago, suya. But there 
is no need of being alarmed about the 1 
celebration of next year, any more 
than there was about that of lust year, 
or of the year before. The celebration 
is not unurchistic, but republican, and . 
signalizes tho downfall of monarchy. 
As the Americans in Fmnceund other 
countries celebrate the Fourtli of July, 
so the Frenchmen in America and 
other countries celebrate the 14th of ‘ 
July; and the sympathizers with , 
l«Yench liberty who live in France 
join hands with the people there, juat 
us tho foreign sympathizers with 
American liberty who live here join 
hands with the natives on Independ­
ence day. That is all the grouud there 
is lor Uio apprehensions of Inspector 
Bonllcld, of Chicago, who probably 
never was in Franca There is not 
the slightest danger in this country, 
any mure limn there is in France, of the 
Anarchists raising any rompus on the 
coming French centenary. They ore 
a huuured limes slrougcr in Pniuce 
than they aie hero, but the French 
government takes uo heed of them.
It is too bad that Capt. Bouiield should 
scare people about the 14th of next 
July.’’—New York Sun.

A Lifetime Crowded Into a Moment
The Question of the duration of 

dreams bus recently been discussed in 
Germany, among others by Dr. F. 
Scholz, who has given some striking 
examples from his own experience ana 
bbservation. It is not possible to give 
a definite answer, and probably 
enough dreams vary much in point oi 
duration, just as they vary in force 
and vividness. At one time tho figures 
of a dream, whether they emerge from 
the horn or tho ivory gate, arc as real 
as in life; Ihe sorrow is even more in­
tense, the happiness more realistic. At 
another time they seem to live only in 
a pale moonlight, and we watch the 
scenes rather than participate in 
them. It is very certain, however, 
that the majority of dreams are only 
of momentary duration, though ex­
tended occasionally to the length of » 
minute.

In proof of this Dr. Scholz tells the 
following story from his experience: 
“After excessive bodily fetigue and a 
day of mental strain, of a net disagree­
able kind, I betook myself to bed after 
I had wound my watch and p.'uced it 
on the night table. Then I lay down 
beside a burning lamp. Soon 1 found 
myself on the high sea on board a well 
known ship. I was again young and 
stood on the lookout 1 heard tho rear 
of the water and golden clouds floated 
around mo. How long I stood so I 
did not know, but it seemed a very 
long time. Then the scene chunged.
I was in the country and my long dead 
parents came to greet me; they took 
me to church, where the loud organ 
sounded. I was delighted, but at the 
same time wondered to see my wife 
and children there. Tho priest 
mounted the pulpit and preached, but 
l could not understand what he said for 
thé üùUuu cfM.be organ, wli'/'h con­
tinued to play. I took my son by the 
hand, and with him ascended the 
church tower, but again the scene was . 
changed. Instead of being near my 
son I stood near an early known but 
long dead olHcer— I ought to explain 
that I was an army surgeon during the 
maneuvers. I was wondering why 
the major should look so young, when 
quite close in my ears a cannon 
sounded. Terriflcxf, I was hurrying 
off, when I woke up and noticed that 
tho supposed cannon shot hud its 
cause in tho opening of tho bedroom 
door through some one entering. It . 
was us if Iliad lived through an eter­
nity in my dream, but when I looked 
at my wuUli 1 saw that since I had 
fallen asleep not more than ono min­
ute hud elapsed—a much shorter time 
than it takes to relate the occurrence."

Dr. Scholz has collected many other 
examples of a similar kind.—London 
Globe.

The Death Watch Beetle.
As most people know, the death 

watch is a small beetle which fre­
quents decayed rotten wood and is of 
lonely and retiring habits. It is one 
of the smallest of the vagipennia, of a 
dark brown, with irregular bright 
brown spots, the helmet turned, up 
and tho upper lip hard and shining.
It produces tho ticking sound by 
pecking at the wood with a small, 
hard proboscis, when in the act of se­
curing food.

The writer once chased down a 
death watch through a pile of old pa­
pers in a cigar box aud was fortunate 
enough ut last to see it at work. The 
ticking was ouite as kiud as that of an 
old fashioned watch while the insect 
was not much larger than tho head of 
a black pin.—San Francisco Chronicle.

It lessens the amount of 
blood sent to tho organs of the body, 
distends tho veins and contracts tno 
capillaries, thus preventing waste vt 
tissue. It is a mental stimulus of a 
high order, and one that is liable to 
great abuse. Carried to excess, it 
produces abnormal wakefulness, indi­
gestion, acidity, heartburn, tremors, 
debility, irritability of temper, 
trembling, irregular pulse, a kind 
of intoxication ending in deli­
rium and great injury to the 
spinal functions. Unfortunately, there 
arc many coffee tipplers who depend 
upon it us u drunkard upon his dram. 
On tho other hand, coffee is of sover­
eign efiicucy in tidingover the nervous 
system .in emergencies. Coffee isalso, 
in its place, an excellent medicine. Iu 
typhoid fever its action is frequently 
prompt and decisive. It is indicated 
m the early stages before local compli­
cations arise. Coffee dispels stupor 
and lethargy, is un antidote for many 
kinds of jioison, and is valuable iu 
spasmodic asthma, whooping cough, 
cholera infantum and Asiatic cholera. 
It is also excellent as u preventive 
against infectious and cpiuemio dis­
eases. In districts rife with.malaria 
and fever, tho drinkiug of hot coffee 
before passing into the open air h#» 
enabled posons living- in such places 
to escape contagion.—Journal of Com- 
Wim Utoeum).

THE SHORT LINE 
Our friend, the St. John Globe, dwells

the Intercolonial to Halifax, seems toit 
a short enough route to Halifax, consider­
ing the expense of building the shorter 
direct line. While we agree with the 
eitisens of Fredericton generally, that it 
is important that the through direct 
line should be built, yet in our opinion, 
for the interests of the City of Frederic­
ton, the most important point of the 
enterprise is that portion of the line 
from Fredericton to the Grand Lake, 
opening up as it would, that section of 
country to Fredericton trade. Served 
indifferently as Fredericton is in the 
matter of railway facilities, and trans­
mission of mails, we do think it very im­
portant to have a great through line 
pesaing our doors, but still, as already 
said, the other seems to us the greater 
advantage of the two

A CHILDISH IDEA.*
▲ few eitisens seem to think that the 

re-election of Mr. Hasen as Mayor will in 
some way promote the building of the 
Short Line. We cannot look upon the 
king in any other light than as a very 

childish idea for an intelligent commun­
ity to commit itself to. Neither do we 
see very well how Mr. Hasen could pro­
perly take .the oath of offi -e, even if 
elected, which implies that he will for 
the term for which he is elected faith­
fully discharge the duller of his office; 
and it is rather hard to see how Mr. 
Hasen. having made arrangements to 
remove to St. John on the 1st of March, 
eould either discharge the duties for the 
year, or take the oath that he would do 
so. It would not be very reasonable to 
expect much seal from Mr. Hasen in 
antagonism to St John where all hie in­
terests now lie; and this matter seems to 
be assuming the form of a contention be­
tween SL John of the one part, and 
Fredericton and other interested points 
of the other. Mr. Hss;n has developed 
• fair regard for his personal interests 
and advancement, and we cannot think 
that he would do very much that would 
be likely to have the effect of prejudicing 
him in his new sphere. That, however, 
a his own business. Still we are not 

disposed to throw any obstacle in the 
way of any number of citisene who may 
conscientiously think this the best way 
to promote the Short Line.

Mr. Hasen'e acceptance of the 
nomination would imply a great deal 
of confidence in his own ability to secure 
the road, and of course would be taken 
ns a guarantee on hie part that the road 
would be built. Possibly the whole agi 
talion has more political or other sit is 
ter meaning than the agitators would 
care to avow. Our own opinion is that 
any intoll g» nt man ol fair ability in th« 
office of mayor could as well promote 
the building of the Short Line as Mr. 
Hasen; and that the general civic inte­
rests are really the important considéra­
tion intfbe election of a chief magistrate, 
sml in this respect Mr. Hasen has not 
been a success. However, while we 
oan’t approve of the manœuvre we will 
take no active interest in opposing it, 
bat will await the result with some inte­

The Growth of Children.
The rule of growth is that a child 

should increase two pounds in weight 
for every inch in height between three 
and four feet, and two and a half 
pounds for every inch between four 
and five feet. A remarkable fact is 
that the boys at the public schools and 
young men at the universities, and 
entering the public service, here called 
the upper classes, average about three 
inches taller, and from six pounds to 
twenty |>ounds heavier, than boys in 
the board schools and young appren­
tices and workmen. Two causes may 
be assigned (or this: first, heredity; 
and secondly, favorable surroundings. 
Deficient and improper food, town air, 
laborious work at early ages, all stunt 
the growth. Every one knows how a 
change from close town to free coun­
try life, with plenty of exercise, stimu­
lates growth. A good rule for pre­
dicting future height is that if five feet 
is passed between 10 and 11 years of 
age, the child will be tall; if between 
18 and 14 years, of medium stature; if 
not till 15 years of age, he will be 
short—London Reader.

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PUBLIC EDUCATIONAL MEETING.

A large Audience Listen to 
Some Interesting Addresses.

The Chief Superintendent Ole- 
» Industrial Education.

4,i THE GLEANER, FREDERICTON. N. B„ SATURDAY, DECEMBER 22.

Addresses by Mayor Haz«m, Dr. 
Bailey and Principal Muilin.

There tu » large attendance at the pub­
lic educational meeting held in the hall of 
the Normal School building In nonaecti-w 
with the York County Teachers' I letitnte 
on Thursday evening. Mr. Qeo. R. Parkin, 
president of the initltute, occupied the 
chair, and on the platform were e- a ed Hi- 
Worship Mayor H*s*n, Chief Superinten­
dent Crocket Dr. Bailey, Principal Muilin 
and Ex-Warden Howe.

The president expressed pleasure at aeeine 
■nch a l»rge gathering present, and traded 
that what the speakers of the evening bed 
to ssy would prp*/y -pi Interest not only to 
the teachers present but to the general pub­
lie.

His Worship Mayor H»s«m was then intro­
duced. He said a few weeks ago the seefC- 
tfsry of the iosfitute called upon him and 
asked him to attend the meeting and say a 
few words to the teachers. He wav glad of 
the opportunity tbne afforded him to extend 
a welcome to the teacbe-a of Yo-fc 
County on tobaNA the ci«ls»ni of 
irederlctoo, andTWepted the Invitation 
with plealtire, but was rather surprised t» 
see by the postent, announcing the meeting, 
that his was among the names of tbow who 
were to deliver addresses on educational 
matters. He had no intention of saying 
anything that could be digoftod by th* name 
address, but simply to extend a cordial 
welcome to the students on behalf of th- 
citiseni. He spoke of the Importance of the 
teaching p* ofesslon, end said that there was 
no Institution that deferred more, lor the 
results of the greed work being doue by the 
teachers were being felt everywhere by all 
classes of people. Fredericton waa an lo- 
fluentlsl educational centre, and this fact bad 
helped very mnch In the prog'eu of the dtv 
The day bad gone by for anyb >dy to think 
that the teaching profession was second to 
any other. The teacher occupied e mo- 
important position, and should not only be 
well qualified to Impart instruction In the 
several branches of education, bm 
should be of such a character 
to properly teach those principles 
and elements which go to make ot the chil­
dren good eltlseni. So far as the letcheiv 
of York County were concerned, he felctbat 
they were men and women of the right sump 
The teachers in the schools of Fredericton 
were doing as good s work as is done by 
teachers anywhere. He only regreued that 
the funds of the city were not sufflcient fci 
allow the trustees to give larger remunera­
tion to the teecheis. They were entitled to 
more than they were getting The people 
of the province were to be congratulated 
upon their admirable school system, which 
was giving the best possible results. Th- 
common ichoole of the proving were open 
to every one, of whatever class, creed or 
nationality. All our educational incita­
tions, from the common reboot up to the 
university, were open to the poo est man a- 
well as to the richest It was a perfect free 
system of education. Itwasdally becoming 
more apparent that the same opportunist* 
were open to the rich as re the poor. With 
such excellent opportunities ai are open to 
everyone here, a man's chances of sno es- 
depended upon bis ewn industry, intelli­
gence and integnty He once more extend­
ed a lesrty welcome to the teachers, and 
trusted their deliberations would be blesse i 
with good résulté, and that tie teacher* 
and public gene ally would be bentfitled

diet geperluteadent Crocket.

Chief Superintendent Crocket was nen 
called. Be eaid he was much plerAVd with 
the remarks of Mayor H.zen, and tbankel 
him for bis cordial welcome to the teao* er-, 
and also for bis kind words with regard to 
the school system. His Worship waa him­
self a splendid specimen ot the free setool 
eyetim, looked ojon physically or mentally. 
L’e conveyed the greetings ot the attorney 
general, who regretted h'e unavoidable ab­
sence from the meeting. It was gratifying 
to hrar the best expressions with regard to 
education. Education was a word of wide 
significance. It unbraced all IlAu-dcs 
that go to make up character, and included 
home, school, ohurcb, press, farm, workshop 
street, saloon, and In fact all the j >ys and 
sorrowsof life. The school « as notonly on* 
of the agents employed in education, but it 
wes one of the most importer: tend complet- 
factors in the traioing if ihe young. There 
were two considerations to be remembeiel. 
First, the aim of the common school; second­
ly, how that aim should te can led out so 
as to effect in the highest and best degree 
our practical life. Varions aims had teen 
proposed. Ooe was a training for a prac­
tical Hie. If this simply meant the exclu­
sive attention of pupils to material wants 
the aim was entirely inadequate. It neg­
lected the distinction between mind and 
matter. It ignores the bigmr things of the 
spirit and forgets that the child has wants 
and aspirations wh ch oaon it b- 
satUfied by mere maternal action. Auoth-r 
aim proposed was that of trui ting for citl- 
aensbip. This implied preparation for all 
the duties of ciiisenehip, dutiea to one's sell 
and others, an Internet in the institutions of 
one's country, and in all the stations that 
pertain to its welfare. But even this did 
not m« et all the needs of the common school. 

j Humanity was more than qkizeuehip, and 
- man mote than a citizen, ana cons- quently 

required a training for all the dûtes of man­
hood. The school then should seek to de­
velop power and goodness, not so ouch 
what it should leach As how it should teach, 
not so much to store up knowledge as how 
to use it, not am much what the pupil should 

, know ss what he should be able to do. It 
was DOt-.-rrvi-isiog that such a high aim 
was not alwaj s reached. But it should be 
remembered that those who lave high aims 
do not sttain them, but labor on in the faith 
that success would be proportioned totb*ir 
sum. It was bette^^XsIl short of à high 
aim then to attsiiti^Sw one. The speaker 
went on to de'sl with the chargee of 
failures against the school, showing 
hew the aim of tl e school could not,in many 
instances, bq carried out. This was owing 
to limited and irregular attendance. Alter 
pointing out the results of such attendance, 
and showing tint the mind requi ed a long 
and regular course of tisinmg to eiol e its 
powe s and to bring th* j.npit np to a ceitain 
standard of intellectual and moral excellente, 
he stated very empbathplly that since the 
state bed lmpos*-<^jpn the school obliga­
tions which r« quired for their elf olive dis­
charge better conditions, it was binding 
upon her to provide by statute lor the regu­
lar attendance of alt her children. Not- 
wlthstand ng these limitations ttore was a 
wide field for the teacher's operations The 
ven^ieanlzition of the public school was 
conmeive to the formation of habits valu­
able to practical life, habits of puucmelity, 
of regular and at«afy work, of respect tor 
law and obedlen- emit. He shewed how the 
school trained the pupil to these acquisitions 
Iothe public school,too,the pupil mixed with 
all classes and creeds, was trained to resp-ct 
the right*, opinions and feelings of his fel­
lows, a training fined to liberalise his views, 
broaden his sympathies,and develop the man­
ly and inner parts of his nature. But in­
struction was the means upon which It 
cbiifiy nltd to accomplish its purposes. 
The speaker then showed how the subj-ots 
of instruction ahonld be dealt with to be 
edocand in their character. The pupil's in­
telligence must be constantly apieakd 10 
This process secured accuracy and 
distinctneas of. ideas, which enab ed 
the pupil to apply his knowledge, 
and upon this ability depended its practical 
valse. TbS alto of Ihe school wad general, 
set spécial. Maaaàisaâ iadutrtel traUtaf

had been demanded. This training was al­
ready to be acquired in the schools to a cer 
tain extent, by ex-rci e« In Industrial draw­
ing, and this br-tnch of Instruction was 
more helpful io this re«pect if it had iocor- 
oo-aud into it the recent improv* meats id 
the teaching of the subject. With regard to 
industrial training he mast acknowledge 
that he did not see his way to clear to join 
In its advocacy. There was no possible way 
by which all ^’requirements could tomei 
Sewing and knitting w-ie justified for the 
g-rls on the ground of its general utility, 
but there was no such claim for lodutirial 
t-aioing for the boys. Carpentry had been 
■uggteted The ol-j-ction to this wa 
it would give an inevitable bent to that 
t ade.to the exclusion of all other branche» 
The teachers should not allow themselves 
t * be carried about by every wind ot educa- 
tional doctrine. They should reject that 
which was noionnd, and bold fast to that 
which was good. It the function of the 
nubile school were to ’rain pupils to earn 
living by special modes, It was no longer 
common school, and would have n 
claim for support from the publt. 
fonds. There was a human educa­
tion which was needed be'ore in­
dustrial or professional skill—an education 
which wool! ral«e the individual above the 
u.r-owing Influences ot soy trade or calling, 
help him bring to his sp-cial work a trained 
head which would secure the ski-led haid, 
strong will and manly sylrlt that would en 
able him to battle with the difficulties of 
life. The abandonment of the apprentice­
ship aysvm for the improvements In mi 
chinery had revolntiooia-d trade and com 
cheated th* problem of practical life, but it 
did not devolve upon the school to solve 
this problem. The speaker pointed out that 
there was a defect in cur system, which had 
given rise to the unreasonable demands 
made upon the school. Too much attention 

-as gl en to b.»oks and too little to the 
connection between what the child is tanght 
and the world io which be lives, moves, and 
h-s his beiig. This lever he considered 
was tire practical want. Let this be supplied 
and the pupil would be trained not only for 
entering upon Industrial pure nits, but for 
citlienship and manhood. He attributed to 
the common school the material advance 
ment which had chareeteriaed onr ege, and 
this had been reached, not by eonflnlng 
pupils’ attention to practical work in the 
school, hot by an endeavor to carry out that 
highest aim, the development of power 
and goodies*. In dosing the speaker said 
that if there was any truth In bis 
utterances, it was sorely Incombe nt upon 
every man who loves his home, and rejoices 
i i the pro'perity of his country, to maintain 
with a liberal bend, and guard with a seal- 
ouscaia. those institutions which contribute 
a » much to the wealth, strength, and 
progress of the country

In -ntrodociog Dr. Bailey to the aodience, 
Mr. Parkin stated that he knew of no ta­
il -eoce which bsd benefited him so much as 
the lasting Impulse he had received through 
the t-aching of th* professor, who was next 
to address them. The doctor read a most 
ioterestiog and instructive paper on the 
leeching of natural history io the schools, 
aud engaged the undivided attention of the 
large aodience during its delivery. The paper 
is of inch inter» st to the public generally, 
and vaine to tiechers everywhere, that we 
feel we cannot do it justice in this issue, 
aud hope to procure it tor publication in cue 
of next week’s.

Prlaelpal «alita.
Principal Muilin said that, on account of 

the lateness of thr hoar, his remarks would 
be as brief as possible. He was gratified to 
see such a large alt ndance present, and to 
find on the platform representatives of the 
whole educational machinery of the pro- 
vu ce. He spoke of the wonderful progress 
made in educational matters daring the past 
fifteen years, and cited figure» to shew the 
immense advancement that had been mad» 
daring this period. Io 1871 the number of 
c ildren enrolled in the public schools of 
the province was 44 872 In 18->7 the num­
ber was 68 918, or an increase in sixteen 
years ot over60 per cent, wtfile the increase 
in p -pulatiou was only 21 per cent. Io 1871 
the number 6t schools in the proviuce wi 
6-9. Io 1888 there were 1,622. The public 
expenditure f.ff education in ls72 was $108,- 
664; in 1-87, $'.65 368 These were most 
Hiqu-nt facts, that which nothing could 
beutr tell tf the progr-ts made. There had 
also been a great addition to the permanent 
organization of the school. The school houses 
had been Improved all over the eoau'ry. 
There had been a great development of profes­
sional spiritamoog the teachers. Every county 
had now iu instituai where teachers 
each je«r to dlscms matters relating to the 
pn.freslon. In this connection Mr. Muilin 
spoke of the grand educational gathering 

in St. John last summer. It was an- 
doub'edly the grandest educational gather­
ing ever held in the Dominion of Canada, 
«red iIB-good results would be felt all over 
be maritime provinces. The teachers lere 

assembled tii-ght feel that they were only a 
band of 60 or 70 but they should remember 
hat they belonged to a great army of over 

1600. Mr. Muilin also spoke of ti e develop­
ment ot the Normal School during the past 
16 years. Fine -n years ago It was only In 
iU germ, but during the past four or five 
years five or six hundred Vachers had been 
e nested to a sai Isfaototy point. There was 
no longer that Ignorance in educations 
matters which prevailed fifuea or aixteen 
years ago. But more interest was wanted 
stdl, aud he felt sure that in future even a 
better and higher appreciation of education- 
a work would manifest itself Teachers of 
h'gh r haracterandii fluence would uplift the 
school. Our system of primary schools was on 
an admirable baris, and the common schools

New Brunswick angn-ed well to anrpass 
those of the old country. The common 
school was the aeency upon which the state 
depends for cltismsblp. Belter provision 
was needed f>r secondary éducation In order 
to give effect to work done in common 
schools. More widespread means were need­
ed for the prevention of Illiteracy.

Mr. Parkin said that be was too much se­
cret* m**d to speaking at public meetings 
not to be able to gauge pretty well when an 
audience has had enough. Those who had 
addressed them had all spoken from the 
sobi ol point of view. It wan hln Intention 
to speak of the it. fluence of the home, but he 
would reserve bis remarks for some future 
occasion, as the su' ject could not be des t 
with properly in a moment Hi thanked 
all for their attendance and the interest 
they had manltested in the meeting.

The meeting closed with the singing of 
the national anthem. The student» of 
Normal School, led by Prof. Cadwallder, 
rendered a few excellent choruses during 
the evening.

YORK CO. TEACHERS’ INSTITUTE.

Au Interesting Discussion on 
the Temperance Question,

Other Subjects Taken Up and 
Discussed.

The Closing Session Yesterday 
Afternoon.

On Thursday afternoon Mrs. Phillips was 
to have read a paper on the importance ot 
teaching temperance in the schools, hut we a 
not present. Mr. Kelly, of the Naebwaak- 
eis school, was called anon and read bi- 
paper. "How to Teach Temperance." Then 
were many good points In Mr. K-lly'e ad- 
dre«s, and an Interesting discussion followed 
Us delivery.

Miss Ella Thome said that it was a matter 
of congratulation that the anKj*ct was taken 
np In school life, and had now its piece iu 
the course. She beli-ved in systematicteach- 
ing of the suhj ct. but thought that, in in­
direct ways, the teacher might do a great 
d aid work. The teacher’s character w*« 
a great point In this matter. Often In schrel 
work, espeeMly In reading, chanc*a occur­
red for a few words on the auhj ct, which 
have a direct bearing on the minds ot the

Mr Muilin said the school system of New 
Brun» wick had been on the side of temper­
ance for many years. It waa now a matter 
of duty, end incumbent upon "Il teachers to 
i t that it was carried out In the school». 
The mental, physical, and moral eid»s of 
the question might he discussed. There 
was no limit to the lofltenoe of the teaohe- 

the minds ot the chill. He 
was glad to see the suhj -ct taken up and 
discussed io a practical way. It mu»t be 
dree now. Can we do it In the best way ?

Rev. Mr. Adams spoke about bogus wines, 
how they might be an ,Ds*d and explained 
to the children. He was pleased to learn 
that temperance principles were to be taught 
In schools. The W. O. T Ü. was one of the 
strongest and hardest working organisations 
io the world unlay.

Mr. W. T. Day, of Marysville, said one 
way to do a go id work was to see that the 
child and families were supplied with tem­
perance literature. No papers containing 
liquor advertisements should be allowed to 
go loto the children’s homes. He spoke 
highly of the Doogall papers as moral help» 
The children should be tanght to shun 
plec-• where temperance drinks wtre sold, 
as they sometimes got their first Impulse in 
drinking l:quor from their contact with 
these places

Mrs. Steadman, president of the W. 0. T. 
Ü . rpuke on the point made by Rev. Mr. 
Adams, and aaid that the ladles of the nni >n 
'ere complimented too highly. The anion 
'ere dolog th" bqet hey could and awaiting 

the ha-vest. Sue icferred to the time when 
vhe first lady speaker oa this subject had 
taken the platform.

Mr. Brandscombe, of St. Mary’s, salt he 
waa glad the suhjret bad been placed in tbs 

>nree and made compuls-ry.
Mr. Creed, of the Normal School, said be 

came to hear, and was sorry be did not hear, 
hire. Phillips’ paper on the sntjret. H- 
tbought the reactors should discuss the sub- 
j-ct thoroughly, so that they would be bet­
ter able to teach it when it b-earae a part of 
their work. Toe teachers had reason to con­
gratulate themselves upon the tact that the 
community in which they worked was a 
temperance and educational community. 
The llemeoant gove nor, board of educ-t- 
tioo, and nine-tenths of the tesebers, wen 
sound on this matter. People were wrong if 
they thought there was no need for a farther 
temperance agitation, tor there were views 
in the country highly antagonistic to th* 
right. He had heard ideas advanc'd such 

this, that io place of alcohol, other ar­
ticles, which were w-ree, would be need. 
Onr gréaieit hope was temperance work in 
the schools. If children could be convince 1 
that these ideas were right and consistent, 
we would reap a grand harvest by and bye.

Mr. Everett said the teachers should in­
stil the ideas so thoroughly into the minds 
of the children that they would be alive to 
the matter, and when the power comes into 
their hands the Scott Act and other laws 
would be enforced.

Mr. Parkin «poke brifflv, and threw a 
good deal of light on tbesubject, concluding 
with a strong condemnation ot the us* of 
tobacco.

Institute adjourned until ten o’clock Fri­
day morning.
