late Warren G. Harding was determ­
ined in his plans regarding the Tusk­
egee Hospital may be gleaned by the 
following letter to Governor Brandon 
of this State, which has just been re­
leased for publication.

"The White House, Washington, 
May 1, 1923. My Dear Governor 
Brandon: — I have your telegram of 
April 28th. It is quite correct that 
we are working upon a plan of or­
ganizing the Tuskegee Hospital upon 
a colored officers and staff. It is an 
institution for Negro service men. It 
is located adjacent to the great Ne­
gro University. These people have 
a right to prove their ability to be of 
service among themselves. The de­
cision is not final, but certainly such 
a program will be followed out if we 
find available tire abundance of ex­
perienced professional people to in­
augurate such a program. I would 
not, for anything in the world, do 
that which would suggest the making 
of any racial trouble. I am at a very 
great loss to understand what your| 
telegram means to convey to me re-< 
lating to that phase of the situation. 
Meanwhile, the survey is going on: 
with very great care and no small 
degree of hopefulness of being a fine. 
and helpful thing. If there are urg­
ent and specific reasons why it should 
not be done, I should be more than 
glad to consider them.

Education In Africa
(By The Associated Negro Press)
New York, N.Y., Aug.—America’s 

unofficial participation in internation­
al affairs is strikingly illustrated by 
a recent development in British ed­
ucational policy in Africa, according 
to Dr. Thomas Jesse Jones, Director 
of Education for the Phelps-Stokes 
Fund of New York, who returned to­
day after three months in England 
and on the Continent. He reports 
the formation of a British Advisory 
Committee on African Education 
which will develop training for the 
natives along the lines worked out at 
Hampton and Tuskegee.

Dr. Jones will address the Institute 
of Politics at Williamstown, Mass., on 
Thursday, on “Race and Politics.”

Dr. Jones spent ten months during 
1920 and 1921 in West, South and Cen­
tral Africa as chairman of the Afric­
an Education Commission, and later 
wrote the official report which has 
stimulated interest in England to 
break away from the purely formal 
education of tradition and adapt the 
training to the practical needs of com­
munal African life. Speaking in Par­
liament on July 25th in regard to the 
organization of the Imperial Advisory 
Committee, Major Ormsby-Gore, un­
der Secretary for the Colonies, said:

"We were led to this largely as a 
result of a most extraordinarily in­
teresting report prepared by Dr. 
Jesse Jones. He has made a most 
helpful contribution to the subject of 
African Education from the point of 
view of the native.”

The successful applicants are 
chosen througli competitive examine 
ation and all college expenses are 
paid, save clothing and railroad fare 
Judge Harry L. Chapman has been 
connected with this Board of Trüsh 
ees for over twenty years, in which 
time many young Colored people have 
finished college at the expense of the 
fund. Only residents of Illinois 
eligible to the examination.
