PUNISHMENT
IS T00 MILD

Foreign Envaoys Will Not Ac-
cept the Imperial Edict.

Sentencing Prince Tuan and His
Bloodthirsty Colleagues.

The Emperor Has No Strong Advisers
—~Russian Bombast.

London, Nov. 20, — Official advices
received at Paris from the commander
of the French troops in China, an-
nounce that international columns are
occupying the tombs east and south-
west of Pekin. He reports small en-
gagements with Boxers, in which they
lost three hundred killed, the foreign
troops sustaining no casualties.

EDICT TOO EASY.

The Morning Post's Pekin
&pondent, wiring Sunday, says: ‘‘The
edict jinflicting punishment is milder
than the first report suggested. Prince
Tuan and Prince Chiwang are only
banished, and not imprisoned. Duke
Lan is mevely dismissed. The foreign
€nvoys cannot accept the edict, owing
o the inadequacy of the bunishings.
‘Li Hung Chang submits it as the
1_‘ma.-1 punishment the court is aible to
inflict, and repeats the stereotyped
plea of all Chinese plenipotentiaries,
nfa.mely, that the emperor threatens
himself and Prince Ching with severe
bunishment ¥ they fail wo induce the
representatives of the powers to ac-
cept the compromise. The mildness of
the sentence excites ridicule and
Strengthens the ministers in their de-
termination to demand the death pen-
alty. The punishments are illusory.
I’_riuce Tuan is merely banished from
his own home, and others undergo
nominal lowering of rank. Perpetual
imprisonment means a life of honored
retirement,

AHEAD YET.
20.—“It is rumored,”
says the Pekin correspondent of the
dlorning Post, *“‘that a spring expedi-
tion ito Sian Fu is already being dis-
cussed, as khe outcome of the peace
negotiations. Emperor Kwang Su is
helpless, as he lacks the aid of a strong
and progressive adviser, all such offi-
clals having been beheaded,

“Gen. Tung Iu Hwsiang, master of
the military forces, is dreaded even by
the empress dowager. The new cabin-
et minister, Lu Chuan Lin, is reported
€0 be another Kang Yi. There is dan-
&er, Unerelore, that terms accepited by
the Chinese commissioners in Pekin
will be rejected at Sian Fu.

“‘Shouid the court prepare for fur-
ther resistance, it would be necessary
for the allies to declare war, but to
discriminate between the court and
China. The United States and Russia
wWill probably refuse to take part in
Buch measures.

“Since the occupation of Pekin the
German commander has shot more
than a hundred guilty Boxers. Gen.
(“*huffee's orders do not provide for
dealing with cases of crimes commit-
ted before the relief of the legations.
The American plan is to leave such
mairters to the Chinese, which means
nothing.”

RUSSIAN BOMBAST.

The St. Petersburg correspondent of
the London Times gives the text of
Gen. Gribsky’s Pproclamation, threat-
ening to wipe out whole towns of
Manchus if any resistance is made to
the Russian annexation of the prov-
fnce. Here is a portion of it:

“A month ago you committed the in-
solent absurdity of attacking Blago-
vestchensk and the Russian inhapi-
tants, forgetting how terribly strong is
the great Russian czar in land, people
and guns.

“For that you thave been severely
Punished.

‘“The town of Aigun and the villages
along the banks of the Amur, the in-
habitants of which dared to fall upon
the Russians, have been burned.

“Your troops are destroyed, and the
water of the Amur is polluted by
masses of dead bodies of Manchus.

“The Russians will soon enter all
Your towns and villages, and this is
my solemn word.

“Do not fire upon us or cause harm
to our troops or to peaceful workmen
engaged cn the railway, but woe be-
tide anyone nvho dares to shoot at or
otherwise injure a Russian.

“His village or town shall be burned
to the grounds, and not one of its in- |
habitants left alive. (

“Turn a deaf ear to evil counselors
who urge you to fight with us. They
are your enemies, and will bring you
to ruin and death.

“Woe be unto you if you do other-
wise than as we command you!”

TIME WASTED

Justice Meredith Scores Dilatory
Witnesses and Lawyers.

The Long-Pending and Somewhat
Famous Taylor-Davis Will Case
Under Way.

At the sitting this morning of the
non-jury assizes, the attention of the
court was occupied by the hearing of
the Taylor-Davis will case, which for
over a year has been pending trial. It
was nearly 11:45 before the case was
opened, as Mr. Justice Meredith had
to nise twice in order to allow Mr. A.
B. Aylesworth, Q. C., counsel for the
plaintiffs, to arrive from Toronto. The
judge expressed himself strongly as to
the way in. which the court's time is
wasted by dilatory witnesses or law-
yers, and threatened to dismiss the
case should not the parties be ready
to go on by a certain time.

The parties in the will case mention-
ed are Helen Taylor and Isabella
Smith, vs. 'Rev. Ewvans Davis, ‘Ropert
Grant Fisher, Lilewellyn Davis, Evans
G. Dawis, Gwendoline Davis, Llanarth
William Davis, Isabella Trinier and
Hannah Dickey, by original writ; and
Sarah A. Keffer, Rev. Evans Davls,
personally, the Diocese of Algoma, and
the bishop thereof, representing the
mission fund of the diocese, and the
Incorporated Synod of the Diocese of
Huron, representing the mission fund
thereof, added party defendants, by or-
der.

The plaintiff, Mrs. Helen Taylor, of
Pickering, Omngtario county, and the
plaintiff, Mrs. Isabella Smith, of Ama-
dore, Sanilac county, Michigan, are su-
ing to set aside a will claimed by de-
fendants to have been made by the
plaintiff’s sister, the late Margaret A.
Burkholder, who died in this city on
Aug. 30, 1899, leaving an estate of $5,-
500, consisting for the most part of a
cash bank deposit.

This will named the defendants, Rew.
Evans Davis and . G. Fisher, bar-
rigter, as executors, and left the bulk
of deceased’s property to the four in-
fant children of the first-named de-
fendant. The plaintiffs allege that the
will was not executed by Margaret
Burkholder, or, if it was executed by
her, she was of am md.'v;‘med age and
in a state of extreme mental and phy-
sical weakness, and was not possessed
of sufficient understanding to lezallly
execute the will The plaintiffs aiso
allege that for months previous to the
execuwlion of this 'will, the defenda..
Rev. Evans Davis, was in congtant
communication with ithe deceased as
her spiritual advise r, and in that ca-
pacity acquired such am influence over
her that she was not capable of exer-
cising her own free will and opinion,
and for these reasons they ask that the
will be set aside. 2

The defendant, Mrs. Isabella Trin-
ier, of Orillia, Ont., and the defendant,
Hannah Dickey, of Stayner, Ont., are
nieces of the plaintiffs and the deceas-
ed, and they are added as defendants
in onder that in event of an intes-
tacy being declared, their rights might
be determined by the court.

In the statement of defense, filed at
the time of the first entering of the
case, Mrs. Dickey claimed a share in
the estate, and asked to have her share
apportioned by the court; while Mrs.
Trinier disclaims and share in the
estate, and asked to have the case as
against her dismissed with costs, Both
the defendants Mrs. Trinier and Mrs.
Dickey now ask to have their share
apportioned by the court in the event
of the will being set aside, as they
would then be next of kin.

The parties are represented by the
following legal gentlemern: A, B. Ayles-
worth, Q.C., Toronto, and R. M. C.
Toothe for plaintiffs Helen Taylor and

fendant Archdeacon Davis; J. C. Judd
for defendant R. G. Fisher; Hume
C;-onyn for John Hoskin, official guar-
dian; J. M., McEvoy for Hannah
Dickey, one of the next of kin in the
event of the setting aside of the will;
:V. ‘Cook, Toronto, for Sarah A. Kef-
er.

This case was first entered for trial
at the spring assizes in March last,
and was postponed till the non-jury
sittings in April. At that court the
trial judge postponed the case till the
Ppresent court, in order that the bene-
ficiaries under a previous wi]l might
be made parties to the suit. These
beneficiaries were the mission funds of
the Dioceses of Algoma and Huron,
Sarah A. Keffer, a nlece of the de-
ceased, and Rev. Evans Davis.

He would not say she was insane., but
she was very pecullar. Her memory
failed greatly before her death, and
she could not remember old acquaint-
ances, but she remembered her rela-
tives. Mrs. Burkholder had told wit-
ness that Rev. Mr. Davis had wanted
her to leave her money to missions,
and had told ther he wanted $2,000 to
educate his two sons, telling her that
this was mission work. Mrs. Burk- |
holder told witness that she didn't |
think it was mission work; that she !
bad worked hard for her money, and |

Notable Spee;:h Delivered by Him

in London, England,

At a Banquet Given by the Bench and
Bar Association—Lord Alver-
stone’s Tribute to Canada’s
Distinguished Son.

On the occasion of the banquet given
in London, England, in July last, by
members of the Bench and Bar of
England, to representatives of the
Bench and Bar of the United States,
Hon. Edward Blake delivered a valu-

able speech in seply to tie toast of
“Qur Other Guests.” In proposing the

toast. Lord Alverstone said:

I have the privilege of coupling with
this toast the name of one whose ca-
reer is certainly unigue and who em-
bodies in more ways than one many
of those distinguished®
which have formed
much of the speeches we have
tonight. I refer to the Hon.
Blake. of Canada, now a member
parliament for Longford. You
United States know Mr, Blake's ¢areer
as well as I. but I should like, as I
am vermitted to couple his name with
the toast. to make two or three ob-
servations about him. You know that
he was in Canada not only a great
lawver but also a very distinguished
member of the legislature. There are
many sitting around these tables who
have had the privilege of being op-
posed to him and of being led by him
at the bar of the Privy Council. I
can speak from personal experience
of the admiration with which we
have listened to Mr. Blake's arguments
in many important appeals. And in
the House of Commons, tnhough prob-
ebly Mr. Blake and I differed upon al-
most every political question which
was there discussed—I doubt whether
we hlave ever voted in the same iobby

Lydenburg, South Africa, l

My Dear Brother,—Well, Tom, we |
are back at Liydenpurg again, after
chasing the Boers around Spitz Kop |

were all played out and our horses

Then I went back to off-saddle my
horse. I was back about twenty min-
ntes, I should judge, when they started
I had no horse. They movel
camp towards Lydenburg unknown to
me. After dark, when the shelling
stopped, I started to walk for Lyden-
burg. I walked till about 10 o’clock,
when I fell down in the grass for the
night. I started out at 6 a.m. the next
morning for the town. I walked_till
about half-past 10, taking little rests
when I came across a
little ravine. My curiosity rose to
such a pitech that T had to make an
ingpection. I reached the bottom. To
my surprise I met one of our own lads,
by the name of Inkster, and quite a
stream of water. It was then the
thought struck me that I had nothing
to eat for breakfast. We built a little
camp fire and made some tea and friad
a little bacon, and had a conifortable
meal and a good wash. We started
>ut together for the town. We reach-
ed here about 3:30 in the afternoon,
and joined the regiment again. I re-
ceived all kinds of wongratulations
from officers and men, so you see I
am having a good time after all. There
ie a little news for gou. I suppose it
would be better if I hadn’t told you,
bre¢ I have had s0 many narrow es-
capes that I couldn’t help but tell you
a little. I thanked the Mord that
night that I weas all in one piece,
without a blemish.

Well, Tom, I think we are on our
way home for sure this time. The
latest gazette is that we mgrch to
Belfast, and take the train there for
Pretoria, as our horses are all played
out—that is, what 'we have left of
them. The weather here is very wet,
and we are without tents, but it has
