Scotland to obtain the removal of the em­
bargo on Canadian cattle has been quickly 
noted by the Scotch farmers and breeders, 
whose organs in the press urge the need of 
prompt counter demonstration. It is 
practically certain that the Scotch farming 
and breeding interest will join with 
English breeders in appealing to the Board 
of Agriculture to continue the exclusion. 
No decision is probable for some weeks as 
Mr. Gardner is now in the south of France 
owing to illness.

ROME, Jan. 15.—Chauncey M. Depew’s 

extraordinary expressions of opinions on 
his visit to Rome in the form of an inter­
view in a New York paper have just 
reached here, lie having flooded the town 
with marked copies of the journal. It may 
interest Mr. Depew to know that his utter­
ances, which he seems so proud of and so 
anxious to disseminate, have not made him 
popular.

SAN RAFAEL, Cal., Jan. 15.—News has 
just reached here of a frightful railroad 
accident at Austin Creek bridge, on the 
line of the North Pacific Coast Railroad, 
between the station of Duncan’s Mills and 
Cazadero. As an engine of the North 
Pacific Coast Railroad was crossing Austin 
Creek last evening, the bridge gave way 
and the engine rolled into the creek below, 
a distance of 40 feet, drowning seven men. 
The men were on their way to a washout 
along the road, and were going at a high 
rate of speed when the accident occurred. 
The only man saved was Conductor Brown, 
who escaped by jumping.

Seventy-S ven People on Trial for In­

Storm-Tessed Bark. NEW YORK, Jan. 15.—One of the most 
disastrous railroad accidents that was ever 
experienced in the neighborhood of this 
city occurred on the Delaware, Lacka­
wanna and Western Railroad about 8:30 
o’clock this morning during a thick fog on 
the meadows just east of Hackensack, N. 
J. The South Orange accommodation ran 
into the Dover express, telescoping and 
smashing to splinters the two rear cars of 
tiie latter train, instantly killing 9 per­
sons and injuring about 50 others.

STOPPED BY TORPEDOES.
The Dover express, which brings to the 

city men employed here in business, and 
who live at Summit, Millburn, Short Hills 
and Newark, made its last stop at Newark, 
and then rushed on through the thick fog 
towards the city. About 200 yards west 
of the drawbridge over the Hackensack, 
the train was stopped by torpedoes. The 
flagman of the train, it is claimed, ran back 
immediately to flag any train that might be 
approaching from the west. He had gone 
but a few yards, he said, when 
suddenly he saw rushing upon him through 
the fog the South Orange accommodation. 
This train was scheduled to leave South 
Orange at 7:55, but was about three minutes 
behind time. Aboard it were residents of 
the Oranges and of Newark, who are in 
business in New York. The train was 
running about 30 miles an hour. Before 
Engineer David Hoffman could discern the 
express train through the fog or.'before be 
had received the warning from the flagman 
who had been sent back

IT WAS TOO LATE
to stop his train. He turned on the air 
brakes, and jumping from the cab rolled 
over and over down a steep embankment. 
He was taken up afterwards unconscious 
and badly bruised and cut about the head 
and body. Fireman Metz climbed back 
over the tender, and was found after the 
collision but slightly injured. The engine 
struck the express train with terrific force. 
It plowed its way into a rear car, a com- 
bination baggage and smoking car, and 
caused it to telescope the passenger car 
next in front. Every seat in the smoking 
compartment was occupied. The train- 
men said that there were about 40 passen- 
gers in the car.

NOT ONE OF THEM ESCAPED INJURY. 
They were all men in the smoker, which 
accounts no doubt for the fact that no 
women were reported to be among the 
seriously injured. The force of the col­
lision completely wrecked the engine of the 
South Orange train. None of the pas- 
sengers, however, on this train were in­
jured, but all suffered from the effects of 
the terrific shock. On the Dover express 
the last two cars were twisted and turned 
into a mass of broken iron, wood and glass, 
over which rolled the clouds of smoke and 
steam from the engine. From this mass 
came the screams and cries of the injured.

THE WORK OF RESCUE.
As soon as the passengers who were un­

injured recovered from the shock they piled 
out of the cars and rushed to the assistance 
of the injured. Literally strewn along the 
tracks were the bodies of the dead and 
dying. The bodies of three or four passen­
gers were pulled out of the telescoped car 
and then the trainmen and the uninjured 
set to work with axes and saws to 
reach those who were buried beneath 
the wreckage. Messages for medi­
cal aid and ambulances were sent 
to Jersey City and Newark. The run­
ning of regular trains from the depot in 
Hoboken was immediately stopped, and all 
the passengers in the depot hurried to the 
scene of the accident. A number of the 
dead and injured were taken to Hoboken, 
and others were sent back over the road to 
their homes. Ambulances from St. Mary’s 
Hospital, Hoboken, and Christ Hospital, 
Jersey City, were at the station awaiting 
the arrivai of the relief trains. Twenty of 
the injured were taken to St. Mary's Hos­
pital and five to Christ Hospital.

The Prince of Wales 
intends to be at Cannes during March, and 
his Royal Highness lias ordered the cutter 
Britannia, which has been laid up at 
Cowes during the last three months, to fit 
out at once for the Mediterranean in 
order that she may take part in the vari­
ous regattas which are held during the 
early spring off the Riviera. The Bri­
tannia will leave early in February for 
Marseilles, where the regatta begins ou 
March 4.

THE QUEEN’S PRESENT TO HER SON.
The Queen has made a formal grant of 

Clarence House to the Duke and Dachess 
of Connaught, certain rooms being shut up 
which are reserved for the exclusive use of 
the Duke and Duchess of Saxe-Cobourg, 
who retain the right of living there when­
ever they may happen to visit London. 
The Duke and Duchess of Connaught 
always occupied apartments in Bucking­
ham Palace when they were in town, but 
this was a very inconvenient arrangement, 
and the Queen has long been anxious to 
give them a permanent residence in Lon­
don.

The Parish Council’s Bill.

day. The court imposed a fine of 600 
marks.

Insulted the Emperor.
PRAGUE, Jan. 15.—The Omladina Secret 

Society trial commenced to-day. There 
are 77 prisoners, including newspaper 
men, printers, clerks and artisans, charged 
with belonging to a dangerous secret 
society, with high treason, with insulting 
the Emperor and with rioting.

The Pope’s Health.
ROME, Jan. 15.—The Pope is gaining 

strength daily. To-day he walked in the 
gardens of the Vatican. His Holiness has 
sent in confidence separate instructions to 
each of the Sicilian bishops calling upon 
them to preach peace to the people of the 
island and to morally intervene to bring the 
troubles there to an end without taking 
any open official stand in favor of the Gov- 
ernment.

Appeal for Vaillant’s Life.
PARIS, Jan. 15.—The appeal of the 80 

deputies for commutation of the death sen- 
tenee of Vaillant has been sent unopened 
from the Palais de l’Elysee to the pardon 
committee.

An Anarchist meeting was held last even­
ing (Sunday) at Lyons. A thousand per­
sons were present. Vaillant was pro­
claimed honorary chairman.

Off the Skelligs.
QUEENSTOWN, Jan. 15.—Incoming vessels 

have experienced terrific weather on the 
Atlantic and many are seeking refuge here 
in a crippled condition. The bark Berna, 
from Jamaica, for Havre, has been lowed 
here as a derelict. She had been beating 
oft the Skelligs for seventeen days, until 
her riging was carried away and her spars 
swept overboard. She then became un­
manageable and was abandoned by her 
crew.

A Caravan Attacked.
LONDON, Jan. 15.—A dispatch from 

Cape Town says that on Jan. 5 natives in 
Nyassaiand attacked a caravan of the 
African Lakes Company near Matope, 
killing one and capturing three persons. 
The country generally is in a restless state. 
The mission station at Mlangi was burned, 
and the Europeans barely escaped with 
their lives.

Paris Stirred—Triple Suicide.
PARIS, Jan. 15.—This city was stirred 

to-night by news of the suicides of M. 
Caubet, brother of the late chief of police, 
and his wife and daughter. Caubet was 36 
years old, his wife was about the same age. 
His daughter had tried to support the 
family by giving music lessons, but could 
not earn enough for them. As matters 
grew worse all three resolved to die. 
They sold some of their furniture and 
used the money to buy a sumptuous 
dinner. After eating they paid and dis­
missed their one servant. They signed a 
paper explaining their troubles and their 
motives in taking their lives, then pasted 
papers over the cracks in the doors and 
windows and lighted two charcoal fires. 
Each swallowed a vial of laudanum. All 
three were found dead on the floor. The 
parents apparently had died painlessly. 
The daughter, however, had in her 
paroxysm torn her face with her hands.

Anarchistic Activity.
LONDON, Jan. 15.—A dispatch received 

late this evening from Rome says there was 
much rioting in Leghorn this evening. 
Mobs stopped the tram cars and other 
traffic. The police were drawn up in the 
streets at several points to prevent the dif­
ferent groups of rioters from coalescing, but 
they were compelled to retreat and troops 
were ordered out. Hard fighting followed 
and many were wounded. Shots from the 
windows of the dwellings occupied by An­
archists wounded several soldiers. The 
military are patrolling the streets, as a 
renewal of the rioting is feared.

ROME, Jan. 15.—Minor disturbances are 
reported from several places. The arrest 
ef Anarchists at Carrara has led to the 
discovery of an Anarchist plot in which 
three independent groups were to take part. 
The first group was to cut the telegraph 
wires and derail incoming and outgoing 
trains. The second was to barricade the 
streets and fight against the advance of 
troops. The third was to attack the 
barracks and seize arms enough for all 
three groups. The Anarchists of the 
whole district were then to be called out 
armed, and allowed to pillage and burn. 
The premature encounter of a band of 
Anarchists with the patrols between Massa 
and Carrara on Saturday evening defeated 
tne plot.

000.

YARMOUTH, N. S., Dec. 15.—Last night 
Webber Bros.’ drygoods store in the 
American House building was badly dam­
aged and the stock mostly destroyed by 
fire. The building was owned by J. R. 
Wyman, who had furniture stored in the 
upper rooms which was considerably dam­
aged.

Petrolea, Jan. 15.—Saturday night the 
residence of Mr. Alex. Smith, Oil Springs, 
was burned. Everything in the lower part 
of the building was saved. Loss probably 
$800; covered by insurance.

CASTLETON, Ont., Dec. 15.—Yesterday 
the Wait school house, three miles west, 
was destroyed by fire.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 15.—Secretary 

of the Treasury Carlisle, in a letter to 
Seuator West, chairman of the Senate com­
mittee on finance, slates that his estimate 
of the deficiency for the fiscal year ending 
June 30 next was, as experience proved, 
too low; that instead of the expenditures 
being $28,000,000 more than the receipts, 
they will, at the present rate, be $78,167,- 
532 more than the receipts.

Crown 
Princess Louise, at the time of her mar­
riage in 1869, was the richest heiress in 
Europe.

A REDUCTION ON THE M. C. R.
Detroit Journal: That the Michigan 

Central Railroad is to cut the wages of all 
its employes on all its lines 10 per cent, is 
the startling rumor that has been flying 
around. Many of the best posted railroad 
men agree that it is probable. Such a far- 
reaching cut as this would occasion a con­
siderable stoppage of the loss of revenue at 
which the road must be running. Careful 
inquiry among the employes of the Michigan 
Central yesterday failed to find any who had 
yet been cut in wages, but at the same time 
there was in some quarters a very general 
feeling that the reduction was extremely 
probable, and most of those who looked at 
it in this way also affirm that there could 
not be any cause to grumble, as everything 
had been cut. Still the majority have not 
heard of any such a thing, but many of them 
expect it at any time. President Ledyard 
of the Michigan Central, was in New York 
and could not be seen and his secretary 
Sydney B. Wright, could not tell anything 
about it. He said he had heard nothing 
and knew nothing whatever of it. Around 
the various other departments no one 
could be found who had officially heard of 
the cut.

3.000 EMPLOYES RESUME.
The Sanford carpet mills at Amesterdam, 

N. Y., resumed work with a full force and 
on full time. Three thousand operators 
are thus given employment after six months 
of enforced idleness.

DETROIT PRINTERS.
At the meeting ofTypographical Union 

No. 18 at Detroit on Sunday, a proposal to 
reduce the piece scale from 35 to 30 cents 
was voted down. The subject of un­
employed printers was placed in the hands 
of a committee to learn how many un­
employed printers there are in Detroit, 
and what will be the best plan for their 
relief.

At a meeting of the Central Labor Union, 
held in Arbeiter Hall, Detroit, on Sunday, 
a resolution was adopted advocating less 
hours of work and higher wages as a means 
of immediate relief, and for a permanent 
remedy the establishment of an industrial 
system based on the principles of a co- 
operative commonwealth.

KNIGHTS AND FEDS MAY UNITE.
A New York dispatch says: It looks 

now quite certain that the two largest and 
most powerful labor organizations, the 
American Federation of Labor and the 
Knights of Labor, will join forces, substan­
tially at least, if indeed not formally. The 
scheme of amalgamating is not new. It 
has been prevented heretofore, however, by 
the difference in belief of the two bodies. 
President Gompers has written to Mr. 
Sovereign announcing that Peter J. Mc­
Guire, Frank K. Foster and he himself had 
been elected representatives of the federa­
tion to the conference proposed by the K. 
of L. at their last general assembly, that 
the first week in February would be about 
the most convenient time, and Philadel- 
phia the most central place.

It is the Basking Shark, and It Grows 
Thirty-five Feet Long.

There was great commotion in the 
zoological department of the Stanford Uni- 
versity on Monday afternoon when Presi- 
dent Jordon received a telegram from an 
Italian fisherman at Monterey saying that 
he had caught a monster of a basking shark 
and inquiring if they wanted it.

Did they want it? Well, President 
Jordan rushed from his office across the 
quadrangle to the zoological laboratory, 
where Prof. Gilbert and some other fish 
sharps were busy with pickled fish, and 
with dignified excitement flourished the 
telegram. He jerked out his watch and 
said there was thirty minutes before the 
Monterey train would get to Palo Alto, 
over a mile away, and Prof. Gilbert 
grabbed his hat. He called an expert 
assistant who could hustle, and the two 
scientists made that trian. The fisherman 
soon got his answer. President Jordan 
would have missed two dinners to go along 
but he couldn’t. - 61

All this haste and interest show how 
much value a basking shark is to a scien- 
tist. He is not of much value to anybody 
else. His value arises like that of many 
other things mainly from his rarity, for 
basking sharks are not seen every day, and 
ichthyologists find few opportunities to 
study them. The basking shark is an 
object of popular as well as scientific in­
terest. It is the largest fish that swims 
the sea. It isn’t as big as a bow-head 
whale, but the whale is not a fish but a 
mammal. The specimen captured some­
how by the Italian fisherman, who has a 
standing order from the Stanford Univer- 
sity for anything new or queer in his line, 
is thirty-five feet long, and measures nearly 
fifteen feet perpendicularly through the 
back. These proportions make it as large 
as many a whale, and it is a homely lub­
berly thing to look at. It is called selache 
maxima in the books.

The report of the size of the specimen at 
Monterey, which was all of the details re­
ceived at the university yesterday, show it 
to be one of the largest of its kind, though 
they sometimes grow several feet longer. 
A reported sea serpent, fifty feet long, 
stranded at Stronsa in 1808, is supposed to 
have been a basking shark. This greatest 
of fishes is also the least ferocious of sharks. 
It sticks pretty well to the bottom of the 
ocean, is sluggish in movement, and feeds 
on crustacea, seaweed, etc., instead of other 
fishes. It belongs to the northern seas 
but in summer descends to middle lati- 
tudes.

"I do not know what Prof. Gilbert will 
try to do with the specimen,” said President 
Jordan, “but it is worth going after even 
to photograph, if nothing else. They are 
rarely caught, and I have been able to see 
but one on this const. That was in 1880 at 
Monterey. We chopped out a piece of one 
of its gills, and it was all one man wanted 
to carry. Pictures of the basking shark 
are not reliable representations, for there 
have been few chances to draw them. 
There are probably but a few hundred in 
the ocean. The British Museum has a 
standing offer of $1,000 for the skin of one, 
but a man would earn his money getting it 
for it would take two months to skin the 
fish and care properly for the hide. Prof. 
Gilbert may try to take the skin and he 
may only take the head. At any rate it 
is a valuable opportunity for study.”

There are about three hogsheads of oil 
in the liver of the unfortunate shark at 
Monterey, but that will interest the 
Italian fisherman more than it will Dr. 
Gilbert.—[San Francisco Examiner.

Secondly, as to the early recognition of 
the disease: Your correspondent would 
have the public believe that it is an easy 
matter to discriminate between diphtheria 
and other morbid conditions having similar 
symptoms. It may appear so on paper, 
but in actual practice not a few cases re­
main undetermined throughout the entire 
illness, and it is only when other members 

- of the household become possessed of a 
more typical attack that the physician can 
speak as one having authority.

Thirdly, as to the treatment. Evidently 
your correspondent believes in treating the 
disease, not the patient; you cannot treat 
the disease and neglect the patient. Every 
one that knows anything about the disease 
believes that it depends on microbes which 
produce local and constitutional effects; and 
to treat successfully, it is necessary to 
begin early and adapt the treatment to the 
conditions of the case. The age of 
the patient, the habit of body, the
position of the membrane, the type 
and stage of the disease, the
character of the patient and attend­
ants are determining factors in the rational 
treatment followed by any sensible phy- 
sician. The use of chloral aconite and 
arsenite of copper may do no harm in the 
hands of a careful physician, but
EHEY ARE DEADLY AGENTS TO ADVISE THE

PUBLIC TO USE.
I would not use these agents in this 

disease—not because they are new (the 
first two are old and discarded remedies), 
but because chloral favors the spread of the 
membrane by dessicating sound epithelial 
tissues and all three are powerful heart 
depressants—a tendency of the dis­
ease itself. The worst feature in 
advising, the public any form 
of treatment, is that parents a will 
delay sending for a physician till they 
have tried their own and your correspond­
ent's remedies(?). By reason of this delay 
the patient’s chances of recovery are often 
just beyond hope. From extensive reading 
and considerable observation I am con­
vinced that the mortality is greatly in­
creased by the empirical treatment that is 
practiced by the laity in the early stages. 
Nasal and laryngeai diphtheria, especially 
in young, weak and debilitated subjects 
will often resist any plan of treatment.

In conclusion, my advice to the public is 
to send at once for their physician when 
they suspect diphtheria, and never trust 
to their own skill and remedies recom­
mended by your correspondents.

Nevertheless there comes from the United 
States various reports that give hopes of 
better times at an early date. Henry 
Clews, the well-known financier, in 
his last weekly review points out 
the circumstances that favor this view. 
"Such a paralysis of production as has 
existed for the last six months,” says Mr. 
Clews, “is entirely incompatible with sup- 
plying the current wants of consumption. 
Carefully compiled information gathered 
by one of the commercial agencies i 
from thousands of firms and corpora-| 
tions show that for the last six months 
the contraction of sales by manufacturers 
has been more than double that of mer- 
chants, and that, in some important 
branches of trade, the curtailment of retail 
sales has been comparatively nominal. The 
amount of imported merchandise going into 
consumption at New York during the last 
half of 1893 was $84,000,000 less than for 
the same time or 1892, which amounts to a 
decrease of 30 per cent.; while, for the last 
two months, the reduction averaged 36 per 
cent. These facts show that, though the 
reduction in the supply of goods coming 
through importation has not quite equaled 
that which has occurred in domestic sources

LET NO FALSE STEP BE TAKEN
In view of the grave question regarding 

the legal rights of the Governments to deal 
with prohibitory enactments, either in 
whole or in part, the Western Ontario 
Prohibition Union takes a very proper step 
when it makes the demand that there shall 
be concurrent legislation, as far as their 
powers go, by both Governments.

Those amateur lawyers and legislative 
tyros who have so readily expressed their 
belief that both the Governments have pro­
hibitory powers should study up the opin­
ions of the Supreme Court and of the 
British Privy Council with regard to the 
points in dispute, and they will see the 
necessity of avoiding expensive and pro­
longed legal struggles by the agency so 
readily adopted by Sir Oliver Mowat 
when he sent for settlement in the highest 
court in the land every question regarding 
the jurisdiction of the respective Parlia­
ments. That decision will not be long 
delayed, and then the course will be clear. 
Just now, let it be remembered, that Chief 
Justice Ritchie, of the Dominion Supreme 
Court, has already put himself on record 
with regard to this question in these clear 
and emphatic terms:

“1 think it equally clear that the Local 
Legislatures have not the power to pro­
hibit, the Dominion Parliament having not 
only the general powers of legislation, but 
also the sole power of regulating as well 
internal as external trade and com­
merce, and of imposing duties of 
customs and excise; and having by 
law authorized the importation and 
manufacture of alcoholic liquors, and 
exacted such duties thereon, and so far 
legalized the trade and traffic therein, to 
allow the Local Legislatures—under pre-| 
tense of police regulation, on grounds of 
general public policy and utility—by pro. 
hibitory laws to annihilate such trade and 
traffic, and practically deprive the Domin­
ion Government of a branch of trade and 
commerce from which so large a part of the 
public revenue was at the time of Confed­
eration raised in all the Provinces—and 
has since been raised in the Dominion_  
never could have been contemplated by the 
framers of the British North America 
Act.”
The Lords of the British Privy Councils 
when dealing with the Canada Temperance 
Act, said:

The act is not a fiscal law—a law for 
raising revenue; on the contrary, the effect 
of it may bo to destroy or diminish revenue 
and consequently could not have been 
passed by the Provincial Legislature by 
virtue of any authority conferred upon it 
by sub section 9.”

The section here referred to affirms that 
in each Province the Legislature may ex­
clusively make laws in relation to “shop, 
saloon, tavern, auctioneer and other 
licenses in order to the raising of a revenue

of supply, yet the curtailment even in this 
department is nearly double the ratio of 
the decline that is shown by Dun's 
statistics to have occurred in the sales 
direct to consumers. This process of con­
traction at the sources of supply, to an 
extent so entirely disproportioned to the 
actual consumption, and extending over 
more than six months, cannot fail to have 
produced a depletion of stocks and merbhan- 
dise virtually unprecedented. Merchants 
whose opinion is entitled to respect, tell us 
that, in the leading branches of trade, the 
stocks of to-day do not exceed a three 
weeks’ consumption at the present curtailed 
rate. These facts have certainly this much 
significance—whatever else they may 
imply-that there must be an immediate 
considerable resumption of production; and 
that such a resumption, if conservatively 
adjusted to the demand, can be undertaken 
with a reasonable prospect of profit—for 
the relation of supply and demand is en­
tirely in favor of the manufacturer. This 
conclusion is borne out by the process of. 
resumption of work in iron works, in 
textile factories and in other industries, ■ 
which is becoming more marked every day.| 
This resumption is also evidence that man­
ufacturers have at last reached a point at 
which they can approximately estimate the 
conditions in which they will be placed 
under the new duties, and that conse- 
quently they feel it safe to undertake pro­
duction to an extent compatible with their 
being able to control prices, leaving the 
ultimate rate of output to be determined 
by the new duties finally established by 
Congress. This puts a more hopeful aspect| 
upon the prospects of labor, which is now| 
suffering from idleness and has lost much 
of its purchasing ability. In this matter 
also there has been an exaggerated misap­
prehension. Estimates have been pub­
lished of an extent of unemployed labor 
which even largely exceeds the entire 
number of operatives employed in the 
trades referred to. The more exact in­
quiry has been instituted the more it has 
become evident that the estimates of unem­
ployed throughout the country have been 
exaggerated in many cases two-fold or even 
three-fold. These are discoveries of fact 
which are calculated to produce a juster 
conception of the real condition of business

—It is announced that the volcano of 
Popocatepetl is again in a state of eruption. 
Dr. Ryerson is expected to follow suit in 
the course of a few days. Another self- 
advertisement is due before the end of the 
month. *

—City Clerk Kingston has issued the 
volume known as the “Proceedings of the 
Municipal Council for 1893.” The volume 
is a useful aid to the proper understanding 
of civic business. It has been carefully in­
dexed by tiie city clerk, and the seeker for 
information can without trouble turn to 
any matter handled by the council during 
the year.

—The clerk of the Ontario Legislative 
Assembly, in anticipation of a return of the 
vote taken in the prohibition plebiscite be­
ing called for early in the session, and be­
fore the official returns from the county 
clerks are in, has sent to all municipal 
clerks for a duplicate statement of the re­
sult in every municipality.

—Nothing was said about the street rail­
way war at the inaugural meeting of the 
London City Council for 1894. It is to be 
hoped that an armistice will soon be 
arranged and steps taken to have the cars 
propelled by electricity before the summer 
is far advanced. That London should lead 
we believe to be the desire of the large pro­
portion of the taxpayers.

Further 
explanations on this subject show where 
the British Privy Council stands. The 
same decision says:

“And suppose the effect of the act to be 
prejudicial to the revenue derived by the 
municipality from licences, it does not fol­
low that the Dominion Parliament might 
not pass it by virtue of its general 
authority‘to make laws for the peace, order 
and good government of Canada.’ The act 
does not properly belong to the class of 
subjects, ‘property and civil rights.’ It 
has in its legal aspect an obvious and close 
similarity to laws which place restrictions 
on the sale or custody of poisonous drugs 
or of dangerously explosive substances’ 
1 he primary matter dealt with is the public 
order and safety. Upon the same consid­
eration the act cannot be regarded as legis- 
lation in relation to civil rights. • * * 
Laws designed for the promotion of public 
order, safety or morals, and which subject 
those who contravene them to criminal pro­
cedure and punishment, belong to the sub- 
jectof public wrongs rather than to that of 
civil rights. They arc of a nature which 
fall within the general authority of Parlia­
ment to make laws for the order and good 
government of Canada, and have direct re­
lation to criminal law, which is one of the 
enumerated classes of subjects assigned 
exclusively to the Parliament of Canada."

THE DEADLY CIGARETTE.

Destroys SOO Women and Children in a 
Ningpo Theater.

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 15. —The Pacific 
Mail steamship City of Pekin brought de­
tails from Ningpo of one of the most ter­
rible fires on record, which occurred in 
the big temple in that city Dec. 8, and 
caused the death of nearly 300 women and 
children.

The annual theatrical performance in 
honor of the gods was being given in the 
temple. A boy threw a lighted cigarette 
into a heap of straw, which blazed up, and 
the burning staircase prevented the people 
getting out. There was a general rush to 
escape. Some were trampled to death, 
others jumped out of the windows and 
were either killed or so badly injured that 
they were unable to escape the flames and 
so perished, while others passively awaited 
their fate, which was not long in overtaking 
them, and they were roasted alive or suffo- 
cated by the smoke.

The Bodies Recovered.
HALIFAX, N. S., Jan. 15.—The bodies of 

Engineer Pudsey and Fireman Smith, who 
were killed in the accident on the Windsor 
and Annapolis Railway yesterday, were re­
covered to-day. A verdict ot accidental 
death was returned by the coroner's jury.

The Hooper Murder Trial.
JOLIETIF, Que., Jan. 15.—The evidence 

for the crown in the Hooper case closed 
about 2:30 this afternoon, and as the de­
fense were not ready to begin their evi­
dence the court adjourned for an hour. At 
the end of that time Mr. Renaud, counsel 
for the defense, stated they were not pre­
pared to begin, and the court adjourned till 
to-morrow morning.

University Finances.
TORONTO, Jan. 15. —The regular monthly 

meeting of the senate of the University of 
Toronto was held in the senate chamber on 
Friday evening, when the following report 
of the finance committee on the estimates, 
for receipts and expenditure of the medical' 
faculty tor the year 1893-4 was adopted 
unanimously: Estimated income from fees, 
including both tuition and registration fees, 
$20,311, of which 40 per cent., equal to 
$8,124 40, would be available for working 
expenses, etc., and 60 per cent., equal to 
$12,186 60, for salaries. The estimated ex­
penses amounted to $22,002 27, the amount 
over and above the estimated income, 
namely $1,691 27, being payable out of 
surplus.

A Blow to Trusts.
WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 15.—In the 

Senate this morning, Mr. Morgan intro, 
duced a bill that is intended as a blow to 
trusts, monopolies, etc. The present anti­
trust law, approved July 2, 1890, consists 
of eight sections, to the sixth of which 
Morgan makes the following addition:

"No injunction shall hereafter be granted 
in any suit in equity brought to restrain 
the infringement of any patent for in­
vention when it shall appear that the 
patent sued upon is owned or controlled by 
or used in aid of any combination in the 
form of a trust or otherwise, or of any con­
spiracy in restraint of trade or commerce 
among the several states or with foreign 
nations, or when it shall appear that such 
suit is brought by, or in aid of, or at the 
expense of such combination.

Plans for the new Wesley Methodist Col­
lege at Winnipeg have been accepted, and 
operations will shortly be commenced on 
the building, which will be an imposing 
pile, costing about $80,000.

Mr. and Mrs. Lynn, very old residents 
of Norwood, Peterboro county, were both 
buried at one time last week. She died 
first, aged 86 years, and while preparations 
were being made for her funeral he died, 
aged 96 years. They had been married 63 
years.

Owing to the absence of Mr. Mercier 
from the city, the inquiry in the case of 
Pellard, de Martigny and Mercier, jun., ac­
cused of plotting to blow up the Nelson 
monument at Montreal, was again post­
poned.

It is said to be probable that at the next 
session of Parliament the Government will 
ask the House to increase the subvention 
for the proposed line of fast Atlantic 
steamers to $750.000. The statute at 
present provides for an annual subsidy of 
$500,000.

A report was current on Monday in 
Montreal that Premier Taillon had re­
signed from the Quebec Government, but 
the report is denied. The Premier was too 
unwell to attend the Conservative demon­
stration at Berthier.

At Belleville, Ont., on Saturday night 
James Whelan seized Francis Taylor on 
Front street and took $145 from his 
pocket. Part of the money was thrown on 
the ground by the robber, who ran away, 
but was caught some hours later.

The inaugural meeting of the Hamilton 
City Council was held on Monday. Mayor 
Stewart was received with much applause. 
The total debt of the city on June I, 1893, 
as stated in the mayor's address, amounted 
to $2,879,305; assets, $3,495,107; net sur­
plus, $474,956.

The death is announced of Alex Mc- 
Inness, manager of the mines at Springhill, 
N. S., of the Cumberland Railway and 
Coal Company, of pneumonia after a short 
illness. Mr. McInness had raised himself 
from the position of miner to that of man­
ager of the largest colleries in Nova Scotia.

Charles Wise, at a threshing at Mr. Jas. 
Lever’s, Flesherton, threw his pitchfork 
out of the mow and slid down after it. The 
fork had remained in an upright position, 
and Mr. Wise dropped upon the handle, 
which penetrated his hip, and for a dis­
tance of eleven inches upward along the 
spine. He will scarcely recover.

The first week in January was a banner 
week for the cantilever bridge at Niagara 
Falls. The average number of cars passing 
on this bridge for the first seven days of 
the month was 1,195, or a total of 8,365 cars 
for the week. The increase over the 
previous record, which was the heaviest 
ever known before, is 290 cars per day. 
This record was 6,335 cars for the full 
week.

Abraham Latimer, a shoemaker at Hin- 
tonburg, charges S. S. Waggoner, an em­
ploye of the customs department, with 
putting in his pocket on election day, one 
of the ballots cast for a candidate for 
councilor, and that the complainant Lati­
mer saw the occurrence. Mr. Waggoner 
was scrutineer.

Depositors Will Get Nothing From the 
Wrecked Milwaukee Bank.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Jan. 16.—Falsified 
books, inflated assets, worthless securities, 
bad loans and nothing or next to nothing 
for the depositors is the history of the 
financiering which caused the wreck of the 
South Side Saving Bank, according to the 
testimony of expert August R. Conrad, 
who testified in the case of Banker John 
B. Koetting to-day. He swore that on the 
morning of July 21, 1893, when the bank 
closed there were in the bank $224,000 of 
assets to meet liabilities of $1,620,038 31, or 
an actual deficiency of $1,230.000. Mr. Con­
rad swore that ho found that according to 
the official published statements of the 
bank there should have been a capital of 
$100,000, but he found no mention of it in 
the books and did not put in his statement 
of liability. He searched the books as far 
back as they go and found a statement in 
the books in 1872 where the capital was 
mentioned as $25,000, and this was the only 
reference. This statement caused a sensa­
tion in the crowded court room, and the 
penniless depositors had heard what they 
expected—that every hope was gone.

TELEGRAPHIC BREVITIESTwo Former Londoners the Principals- 
Charges en Both Sider.

The Toronto Empire says: George E. 
Driffill, a Canadian, who with his wife re­
sided in this city until two years ago, has 
been sued by Mrs. Driffill for “a decree of 
divorce, the restoration of her maiden 
name and a monthly allowance of $100."

The Driffills came here from London 
Ont. Mr. Driffil was a stereotyper, and the 
inventor of a paste valuable in bis own 
business. Upon making the invention Mr. 
Driffi:1 removed from Toronto to Detroit, 
and subsequently decided that Cleveland, 
Ohio, afforded a better market for his in­
vention. He accordingly established a 
business in that city, where he has lived 
since. The action is to be tried in Cleve­
land.

Mrs. Driffill, in her petition, alleges 
cruelty and non support and claims that 
her husband induced lier to sign over to him 
a property in Detroit. She also claims 
that after they had separated Driffil and 
liis sister wrote a letter reflecting on her 
character to a Cleveland firm by whom sho 
was employed, th reby causing her dis­
missal. She also claims that he hired dis­
reputable persons to follow her about the 
streets of Cleveland, causing her to be 
disgraced in the eyes of the public.

Mr. Driffill denies the several charges, 
and makes a plea of infidelity. He has 
engaged a Cleveland detective agency to 
discover the writer of the letter referred to 
in Mrs. Drifill’s petition and to hunt up 
his wife's record. A Cleveland detective 
has been in Toronto for the past few days 
tor this purpose.

He claims that there is a deep con­
spiracy at the bottom of the letter incident, 
by which certain people hope to deprive 
his client of his business in Cleveland. The 
alleged interested parlies are a couple of 
Cleveland lawyers. The detective’s theory 
is that these lawyers wrote the letter and 
then induced Mrs. Driffill to take action.

Mr. Driffill and his sister were arrested 
charged with criminal libel. The case has 
not yet been disposed of. The detective 
hopes that at the trial he will be 
able to show who wrote the letter. 
Should he do so the writers will be 
indicted for conspiracy. Besides the two 
lawyers already mentioned ho claims that 
a Cleveland detective agency will also he 
involved. One of their operatives, he 
claims, took the letter to Chicagoand posted 
it. The detective states that the writing 
of this letter is only part of the plot. The 
remainder is yet to come. He also 
claims to have obtained sufficient evidence 
in Cleveland to defeat Mrs. Driffill's peti­
tion for divorce. She has, he states, been 
traced to beer gardens and to a couple of 
notorious public buildings in the company 
of gentlemen friends.

The case will be of deep interest to the 
many friends of the D: ffl Ila of this city. 
Their home in the west end will be pleas­
antly remembered by scores of young 
people who formed the acquaintance of the 
plaintiff and defendant in this action while 
they resided in Toronto.
