BOMB CAUSED EXPLOSION.
New York, Sept. 17.—Fire Commis- 

signer Drennan reported today to 
Mayor Hylan that the explosion in 
Wall street yesterday, which killed 
33 and injured 200, evidently was 
caused by a bomb.

More than 150 pounds of broken 
sash-weights and other metal frag- 
monts have been collected by the 
fire department at the scene of the 
disaster, ar) turned over to the 
police. Commissioner Drennan said.

At the police headquarters it was 
said the first task of detectives 
would oe to assemble the fragments 
in an effort to reconstruct the bomb 
and determine whether it was made 
by skilled hands, or by a novice.

The explosion, according to the 
official investigators, “apparently oc­
curred in a horse-drawn covered 
wagon at a point almost opposite an 
entrance to the United States assay

DEATH LIST GROWS.
New York, Sept. 17.—Partially- 

revised lists at 11 o’clock today 
showed that 33 persons had lost 
their Ilves in the explosion in Wall 
street yesterday. Approximately 
200 persons were injured, besides

from flying glass.

Three names were shifted this 
morning from the list of those in­
jured to the death column. They 
were: John Donohue, a Brooklyn 
accountant; John W. Weir and 
Miss Margaret Fisher, Brooklyn.

That successor, it appeared today, 
would be Alexander Millerand, the 
present premier, unless the pre­
mier's powers of resistance to a 
call to the office prove greater than 
the rapidly-accumulating force of 
public sentiment favoring him for 
the chief magistracy.

OF DOMINIONNew York. N. Y.. Sept. 17The mys- 
terious explosion in New York’s finan­
cial district yesterday, causing deaths 
of 29 persons and injuring 200 others, 
was probably caused by an infernal ma- 
chine, possibly a time bomb, according 
to the almost unanimous opinion of ex­
pert investigators of the department of 
justice and the police today.

Search of the wreckage near the scene 
revealed, according to a high official, 
who requested that his name be with­
held fragments of clockwork, such as is 
commonly used tn making bombs. Three 
pieces of curved metal were also found 
beneath the surface of the pavement in 
the hole caused by the explosion. An­
other piece of similar metal was taken 
from the body of Robert Westday, a 16- 
year-old messenger, who was killed, ac­
cording to Dr. Chas. H. Norris, chief 
medical examiner.

$29.50Both general and detailed instructions 
regarding public school classes for the 
present term are contained in a bulletin 
sent to the principal of each school by 
Inspector C. B. Edwards.

"The progress of pupils in the public 
schools is materially assisted when par­
ents, pupils and teachers cordially co- 
operate in all that pertains to health, to 
morals and to physical and mental de- : 
velopment," Mr. Edwards states. "Home 
and school work together in perfect 
harmony. The schools should be a cen­
tre from which radiates good will, kind­
ness, helpfulness and inspiration. Such 
schools will do much to create a high 
grade of citizenship.

i “The play spirit, instinctive in all 
healthy children, is a powerful impulse 
toward physical and mental growth, and 
should be used by the school more free­
ly than it has been in the past. Don’t 
be afraid of taking your classes out 
of doors, when the weather is suitable, 
for play and exercise, for trips to the 
woods and fields. Nature study is the 
study of nature, not the study of books.

"The inspectors desire to take this op­
portunity to express their hearty ap- 
proval of the fact that so many mem­
bers of the staff attended summer 
courses during the holidays. The desire 
for professional improvement which 
prompted these teachers deserves high 
praise and material recognition."

Descending to more prosaic matters, 
the bulletin states that manual training 
and household science classes will meet 
as usual and asks teachers recently ap­
pointed to bring their certificates to the 
inspector’s office as soon as possible. The 
principals are asked to give the names 
of teachers on their staffs who attended 
summer courses.

Pupils above grade four are advised.

Advices received from the department 
of entomology at Ottawa by Agricultu­
ral Representative R. A. Finn here re­
ports that the European corn borer has 
invaded Welland, Elgin, Haldimand, 
Oxford and Middlesex counties. Six 
Dominion investigators have visited 
Elgin County recently, where the pest 
is most prevalent, and as a result re­
ported that the township of Malahide 
has 70 per cent of its corn affected.

The post manifests itself by holes in 
the stalks of the corn, with sawdust- 
like material issuing from them. 
Broken tassels also indicate the pres­
ence of the caterpillar, which can only 
be identified by specialists, several 
native species resembling it. If the in­
fested stems are split open, the cater­
pillars will be found at work, usually 
just above the roots. The insect spends 
the winter as a caterpillar in old stalks 
of corn or other food plants, and 
changes to a reddish brown pupa in 
the spring, which soon turns into a 
moth. In addition to corn, potatoes, 
oats, fodder and garden crops are af­
fected.

Suspicious-looking larvae are desired 
to be sent in tin boxes, as they bore 
through cardboard. No airholes are re­
quired, and small stalks of corn should 
be inclosed for food. Packages contain­
ing same up to twelve ounces sent to 
Dominion Entomologist. Ottawa, re- 
quire no postage.*

Elected by Acclamation..

Midway, was severely injured by a 
stray bullet from a shooting gallery 
operated to the south of the Midway 
on the avenue facing the Transporta­
tion building. Mrs. Akorn was at work 
in the kitchen department of the show 
commissary, when a bullet whizzed by. 
cutting into her jaw, and narrowly 
missing an artery. She suffered an­
other wound in her arm, but whether 
this was caused by the bullet or by a 
splinter of wood from the target or side 
of the shooting gallery, is not known. 
The physician, who was called to attend 
her was unable to say. Mrs. Akorn was 
taken to St. John Ambulance emer­
gency hospital on the grounds, where 
she remained for some time, but later 
returned to her tent.

Protests made by the Midway people 
were effective in inducing the fair 
cirectors to force the proprietor of the 
shooting gallery to better cover the end 
of the gallery surrounding the target 
with a view to preventing any more 
accidents of the kind. It is claimed 
by the Midway people that ineffectual 
protests against the danger existing 
had been made previous to the accident.

This is the second accident of the 
kind that has occurred at the fair dur­
ing the past few years, a young girl 
having been similarly injured four 
years ago.

Letter Giving Warning.
A letter giving warning of today's ex.

written by a man formerly in the em-I 

I ploy of the commission, was torn into 
small pieces soon after it was read and| 
dropped into a waste basket.

Today, after the explosion, these bits 
of paper wore taken from the basket 
pasted together, and turned over to the 
police. The letter, which was addressed 
to Lieut. Arnaud, who is attached to i 
the commission, began with the word: 
"Greetings.".

The writer said he thought he was ■ 
rendering a service to the French com­
mission by advising Maurice Casenave 
minister plenipotentiary, and his assis-| 
tants. of the fact that a catastrophe 
would occur in Well Street about 2:30 ! 
o’clock. No date was mentioned.

Advise Minister.
The writer suggested that Lieut. Ar- 

naud advise Minister Casenave to have : 
the offices of the commission closed 
and unoccupied at 2 o'clock, so that 
the lives of the office staff might be 
spared The letter also mentioned "be- : 
tween 2 and 4 o'clock, daylight saving, 
time." as the probable hour for the! 
catastrophe.

It was intimated in the letter that 
"some people had grievances, and " 
wanted to take revenge."

Lieut. Arnaud read the letter several j 
times. Feeling assured that it had 1 
been written by an alarmist, and should' 
1 not he taken seriously, he tore it up I 
and threw it into a waste-paper basket.: 

iHe gave no further thought to the letter! 
■until after the explosion today, when he 
Irushed into the office, emptied the con- 
I tents of the waste basket in a heap 
en his desk, sorted the bits of the letter, 
pieced them together, and turned them 
over to the police

Efforts to learn whether the letter 
bore a signature proved futile.

WHO ARE THE PRIVILEGED CLASS?
A Balmoral. Man., correspondent of the Winnipeg 

Free Press, a member of the Grain Growers’ Asso­
ciation. discusses the present position of the farmers 
as compared with the days of low prices. He finds 
them buying more motor cars than all the rest of 
Canada, and many of them the high-priced ones: 
they are financially in a strong position, and he 
cannot understand why they of all men should 
complain so bitterly of the high cost of labor?

Before the war a binder cost 200 bushels of 
wheat: today one can be had for 150 bushels. A 
Ford car cost 600 bushels of wheat before the war: 
today less than 350 bushels will buy it. A fat steer 
would buy a suit of clothes; today it will buy a suit, 
a pair of shoes and a hat. A tew years ago it took 
four bushels of wheat to pay a harvest helper; 
today two and a half bushels will pay for one. And 
on top of this favorable balance for the farmer, land 
values have gone sky-high, and his other assets 
have greatly increased in value. Generally speaking 
he receives more for what he sells and pays less 
for what he buys. He has benefited more by high 
prices than any other class. The city workman is 
better paid than before the war, but he gets less 
for two dollars than he did for one dollar in those 
days.

DEATH TOLL OF SPEED.
[Halifax Chronicle.]

Some really startling figures have been presented 
to the National Safety Council of the United States, 
which is holding its annual session at Atlantic City. 
They deal with the rapidly-increasing toll of human 
life which, according to General Secretary S. J. 
Williams, is the price of the modern speed craze. 
The "motor menace," as he calls IL has become a 
problem demanding grave study by national and 
state lawyers, and by all organizations having to 
do with public welfare.

Official statistics for the current year, according 
to the report of the executive of the Safety Council, 
show that "three times as many people are killed 
by automobiles as are killed in all the factories, I 
mines, railroads and other industries in America." 
During the last four months one person was killed 
by an automobile in the United States every thirty- 
five minutes. In that time the deaths from this 
cause were over 25 per cent greater in number than 
the deaths during the similar period of the previous 
year.

The report adds, for the purpose of comparison, 
a British official statement dealing with the com- 
mercial development of the aeroplane. It shows 
that over 75.000 persons were carried upon aerial 
journeys- in Great Britain last year with but one. 
fatality.

According to the estimates prepared for the 
council, the terrible death toll from automobiles is 
due almost entirely to reckless driving and the craze 
for speed. Ninety-seven per cent of the fatalities 
are ascribed to these two causes. But because the 
killings have increased in an even greater proportion 
than the number of automobiles in use has, the 
council believes the situation should be given 
immediate consideration by the automobile makers 
of the country, "unless they expect soon to be con­
fronted by a great volume of hostile publie opinion.”

It must be clear that such a staggering death 
rate cannot continue without causing unusual action. 
Safety legislation can be tightened and strength- 
ened, but legislation cannot do everything. The 
great need is for the development of a strong and 
effective sentiment among owners of automobiles 
themselves against the reckless driver and the speed

The miners of Great Britain had 

been the target of a great deal of 
criticism, but he pointed out that pre­
vious to the war they were the poorest 
paid workers in Britain. They forced 
the situation during the war, not be­
cause they were not loyal, but because 
the profit of their industry was going 
into the pockets of private individuals 
instead of to assist the empire in time 
of stress. No man put the minerals 
into the bowels of the earth, and no 
man had the right to control them. It 
was essential that increased profits 
should go towards national develop­
ment and not to swell private bank 
accounts.

Defends British Miners.
Mr. Davidson defended the action of 

the British mine workers, declaring 
that previous to the war they were the 
poorest paid workers in the British 
Isles. They had forced the situation 
during the period of the war not be­
cause they were disloyal, but because 
they objected to the profits from their 
extended energies to produce wealth 
for private individuals instead of to­
wards assisting the empire in its hour 
of danger.

Two other Important speeches from 
fraternal delegates from United States 
labor organizations also stirred the 
convention to a pitch of enthusiasm, 
D. J. Shea, representing the American 
Federation of Labor, and Eugene J. 
Brock, representing the Detroit, Mich., 
Federation of Labor. Both emphasize 
the danger to union labor in the United 
States through the introduction of the 
Americanization plan of an open shop. 
Mr. Shea declaring that the present 
United States Congress had been 
elected by the monied Interests and 
represented their views, while Mr. 
Brock declared the state of Michigan 
the centre of the open shop movement 
and classified the manufacturers of that 
city as Bolsheviks.

Flood Labor Market.
He stated that the automobile indus­

try had thrown 60,000 workers,out of 
employment in Detroit alone and 
charged that their scheme was to 
create a crowded condition on the labor 
market and reduce wages. The manu­
facturers, he said, had declared a strike 
on their employees. Mr. Shea declared

- hill, whom he alluded to as "the gamb­
ler of Gallipoli: the raider of Russia: 
fomenter of industrial strife; first a 
Tory, then a Liberal, and finally a 
coalitionist; the Jack Cade of polities; 
the hero of the Dardanelles."

D. J .Shea and E. J. Brock declared 
that union labor in the United States 
was menaced by the Americanization 
plan of the open shop, and declared that 
employers were laying off hundreds of 
thousands of workers with the inten­
tion of glutting the labor market and 
reducing wages. Mr. Shea also told the 
convention that the United States Con­
gress was elected by the moneyed in­
terests and represented views unfriendly 
to labor. He said that was why the 
United States was still outside of the 
League of Nations, but he predicted the 
election of Governor James Cox, whom 
he characterized as a friend of labor, 
and said that the United States would 
then take its place in the league.

A resolution favoring proportional 
representation was laid over until the 
next convention, and one asking for a 
change in the election of officers was 
not concurred in. The election will take 
place tomorrow morning.

Women Delegate*.
Miss Kathryn Derry, Hamilton, fra­

ternal delegate of the International 
Congress of Working Women, and Miss 
Mabel Gillespie, Chicago, fraternal 
delegate of the National Women s 
Trade Union, also spoke briefly, ex- 
pressing fraternal greetings.

In opening his address John E. Dav- 
idson, M. P.. fraternal delegate of the 
British labor unions, told the conven­
tion that he conveyed greetings from 
6.000,000 organized workers in the Brit­
ish Isles, and he hoped to be able to 
inspire them to emulate the great 
things that bad been done by the or­
ganized workers of Great Britain. Brit-

the resolution, notwithstanding the 
recommendation of the committee that
it be concurred in, and the constitution 
as regards membership. It was decided 
to suspend the regular order of business 
of the convention at 10 o’clock tomor­
row morning to elect officers. Chairman 
E. W. Kennedy. Niagara Falls, Ont., 
then presented the report of the com­
mittee on audits, showing assets of 
$35.107.82, with no liabilities.

American Delegate Speak*.
The regular order of business was 

then suspended to hear fraternal dele­
gates, and the first speaker was D. J. 
Shea of Kentucky, representing the 
American Federation of Labor. He said 
they were confronted in the United 
States with the Americanization plan or 
open shop. and it was a most vital ques­
tion. After the signing of the armistice, 
the moneyed interests decided to con­
trol congress. While the workers were 
busy celebrating the armistice, the 
moneyed interests started on their aims 
and the workers found they could not 
get through any legislation they sought 
as the moneyed interests had secured 
the election of representatives of their 
views. The only things that the pres­
ent United States Congress had done 
was to pass the Cummings bills, legis­
lation not in harmony with the tenete 
of organized labor.
