Paris. Nov. 8.—Dispatches to the 

Petit Parisiene said the high com­
missioners had handed an ultimatum 
to Ismet Pasha, Kemalist comman­
der, demanding observance of the 
Mudanla pact.

The sultan, the Petit Parisiene's 
advices said, has fled Constantinople 
and has taken refuge aboard a Brit­
ish warship. The Near Eastern crisis 
was made still more acute when the 
Kemalists who seized civil authority, 
began applying their administration 
measures in Constantinople, raising 
custom rates prohibitively and vir­
tually abolishing capitulations.

Allied high commissioners will pro­
claim a state of siege in Constanti­
nople unless Turkish Nationalists 
cease disturbances and violations of 
the Mudania agreement immediately, 
It was semi-officially declared here 
today.

CURZON ON NEAR EAST.
London. Nov. 8.—Foreign Secretary 

Curzon, in an address today, declared 
that the position in the Near East 
at this moment “constitutes the most 
definite menace to the peace of the 
world." He asserted that the Turk­
ish pretentions were without just­
ification, and could not be tolerated.

“There is only one way whereby 
you can make peace,” declared Lord 
Curzon, "and that is by absolutely 
harmonious action between the prin­
cipal powers.

“In the last 24 hours, however, 
events have dealt a rather rude shock 
to the expectations of the allies from 
the Mudania conference and the 
forthcoming conference at Lausanne.

"The policy of the Turks is one 
of nationalism gone wild, and is al­
most suicidal in its character."

“The pretentions of the Turks can­
not be tolerated. They have no con­
ceivable justification. They are an

lenge to Europe.

"There is absolute accord between 
the allied generals and high commis­
sioners on the spot.

A dispatch from Calgary recently 

gives the impression that the Farmer 
party in Ontario are in favor of 
establishing the indemnity at the 
same figure in Ontario, and of cut­
ting the amount paid to a Dominion 
member from $4,000 to $2,500. It is 
possible there are men who can do 
well on the $4,000 allowance, but 
there are not many of them. Take, 
for instance, a member from West­
ern Canada. He has to give up his 
business there for the time being, 
the trip back and forth taking up too 
much time to permit of keeping up 
close touch, such as is possible for 
some of the members from Ontario, 
who go home almost every week-end.

It Is undoubtedly not the inten­
tion of the country that men should 
be sent to the various legislative 
centers, and paid a price that repre­
sents a loss to them. By doing such 
a thing the country would be en­
couraging these men to look around 
to see what they could pick up in 
the form of "considerations" in or" 
der to break even.

It is not likely that there will be 
any reduction In the indemnity al­
lowance; in fact, Ontario may have 
to consider making a slight in­
crease, and doing so with the provi­
sion attached that the Increased 
sum includes all payments for the 
year. This would do away with the 
objectionable feature of members 
Voting themselves bonuses for long 
sessions.

The electorate does not like this 
method of doing business, and many 
of the members are also averse to 
it, even though they may vote for it. 
Our salary list is not high, provided 
we get the right sort of man.

Gods, Priests and Kings—(Continued).
1X

TODAY S INSTALLMENT—51.

THE earliest civilized governments 
I were essentially priestly govern­

ments. It was not kings and captains 
who first set men to the plow and a 
settled life. It was the ideas of the 
gods and plenty, working with the 
acquiescence of common men.

The early rulers of Sumer we know 
were all priests, kings only because 
they were chief priests. And priestly 
government had its own weaknesses as 
well as its peculiar deep-rooted strength. 
The power of priesthood is a power 
over their own people alone. It is a 
subjugation through mysterious fears 
and hopes. The priesthood can gather 
its people together for war, but its 
traditionalism and all its methods unfit 
it for military control. Against the 
enemy without, a priest-led people is 
feeble.

Moreover, a priest 1s a man vowed, 
trained and consecrated, a man be­
longing to a special corps, and neces­
sarily with an intense esprit de corps. 
He has given up his life to his temple 
and his god.

Priestly Jealousy.
This is a very excellent thing for the 

internal vigor of his own priesthood, 
his own temple. He lives or dies for 
the honor of his particular god. But in 
the next town or village is another 
temple with another god. It is his con­
stant preoccupation to keep his people 
from that god. Religious cults and 
priesthoods are sectarian by nature; 
they will convert, they will overcome, 
but they will never coalesce.

Our first perception of events in 
Sumer, in the dim, uncertain light be­
fore history began, is of priests and 
gods in conflict; until the Sumerians 
were conquered by the Semites they 
were never united; and the same in­
curable conflict of priesthoods scars all 
the temple ruins of Egypt. It was Im­
possible that it could have been other­
wise. having regard to the elements out 
of which religion arose.

It was out of those two main weak­
nesses of all priesthoods, namely, the 
incapacity for efficient military leader­
ship and their inevitable jealousy of 
all other religious cults, that the power 
of secular kingship arose. The foreign 
enemy either prevailed and set up a 
king over the people, or the priesthoods 
who would not give way to each other 
set up a common fighting captain, who 
retained more or less power in peace 
times.

This secular king developed a group 
of officials about him and began, in 
relation to military organization, to 
take a share in the pristly administra­
tion of the people’s affairs. So. grow­
ing out of priestcraft and beside the 
priest, the king, the protagonist of the 
priest, appears upon the stage of human 
history, and a very large amount of the 
subsequent experiences of mankind is 
only to be understood as an elaboration, 
complication and distortion of the 
struggle, unconscious or deliberate, be­
tween these two systems of human con­
trol, the temple and the palace.

And it was in the original centres of 
civilization that this antagonism was 
most completely developed. The bar­
baric Aryan peoples, who became ulti­
mately the masters of all the ancient 
civilizations of the Orient and of the 
western world, never passed through a

years as a neophyte: the path of learn­
ing the clumsy letters of primitive 
times is slow and toilsome; he becomes 
erudite and prejudiced rather than a 
man of the world. Some of the more 
active-minded young priests may even 
cast envious eyes at the king's service.

There are many complications and 
variations in this ages-long drama of 
the struggle going on beneath the out­
ward conflicts of priest and king, be­
tween the made man and the born 
man, between learning and originality, 
between established knowledge and 
settled usage on the one hand, and

Once the 
dairymen translates his cheese and 
bacon more accurately into profit 
and loss, once he grasps the tre­
mendous power of co-operative mer- 
chandizing now lying dormant in 
most of Ontario, he will become an 
enthusiast of the movement whom 
there will be no gainsaying."

This is the opinion of Aaron 
Sapiro, the well-known authority on 
co-operation, when seen this morn­
ing after his address to the Women's 
Institute in the Masonic Hall.

Ontario, he pointed out, is by lo­
cation and climate, one of the most 
favored districts on the American 
continent for the production of bacon 
and cheese.

"Why," he asked, "should the man

Winnipeg. Man., Nov. 8.—The sus­

pension of the coast-wise laws now 
would be too late to be of much bene­
fit to the exporters and shippers, 
seems to be the general view of the 
grain trade. A canvass among these 
interests indicate that the action of 
the government had been a great 
disappointment to the trade, and the 
department of trade and commerce 
is in some quarters severely cen­
sured for supineness and indecision.

Many of the big exporters already 
have contracted for their winter 
storage requirements at the prevail­
ing high rates. They had given up 
hopes of action on the part of the 
government. To them it is now a 
matter of indifference whether the 
coastwise laws are suspended or 
not.

Others who have not yet obtained 
all the vessel space they need for 
winter storage, hope the suspension 
will enable them to get space they 
require at more reasonable figures.

"The coastwise laws should have 
been suspended six weeks or two 
months ago,” said the head of a 
leading export house. “That would 
have had a real benefit. I do not 
say that the suspension at this time 
is of no benefit, but in most cases 
redress comes too late."

The general situation may be sum­
med up as follows: the trade already 
has chartered tonnage sufficient for 
practically all grain that can be got 
through and exported up to the close 
of navigation. Many concerns al­
ready have contracted for much ves­
sel space for winter storage. Others 
have yet to arrange for all or part 
of the winter storage they require.

Heaton made the following statement 
at the close of the fire probe session 
yesterday before adjourning, and at 
the close of the taking of evidence 
at the extreme northwest portion of 
the fire area. I would like to take 
the opportunity of urging on the 
press correspondents the sending out 
of a clarion call to the people of the 
Dominion in general, and the Prov­
ince of Ontario in particular, to 
place the Northern Ontario Fire Re­
lief Commission In possession of suf­
ficient cash funds to enable it to 
provide for the gigantic task that is 
before it. During our tour of the 
devastated area we have occasion to 
see and hear of cases of almost un­
paralleled suffering even now exist­
ing.

It is only right that people of this 
province should be brought to a full 
realization that the acute period of 
suffering and distress has not yet 
arrived. Stories of wonderful hero­
ism have come to us, and undoubted 
optimism is manifest throughout this 
whole territory, and with feelings 
impressed on me by the evidence.

that while there were only seven or 
eight millions of people in this coun­
try, there were over 100 millions in 
the country to the south, and that a 
great many of Canada's industries 
were owned, or partially owned in the 
United States. Canada, he said, was 
really an appendage of the United 
States, in so far as her people ab­
sorbed the thought of the industrial 
leaders in that country. The policies 
of the American Federation of Labor 
have always been opposed to political 
action. Lately, however the Typo­
graphical Union, a part of that large 
body, had declared itself in favor of 
politics. That, he asserted, was a 
change worth noticing.

"We are scattered in this country 
over a vast range of territory. We 
are just one long line of settlements, 
and in every section, in every prov­
ince, we seem to have different 
troubles, and different proposed ways 
of mending them. We are not united." 

Points Out Weakness.
The speaker said that in Ontario 

the labor party's one weakness was 
that it thought that its stand ought 
to prevail over the whole of Canada.

"There are some of the older type 
who say ‘Why should there be any 
labor party? It is class government, 
and we don't want any form of class 
government.'

"It always strikes me as funny 
when I hear this plaintive wail from 
one of the older parties in resent­
ment for what they call class gov­
ernment. Why there's been class 
government all along. The old Con­
servative party was nothing else than 
the party representing the landed 
people. And the Liberal party, with 
whom I used to vote, was the political 
expression of the trading classes of 
the cities.

“And then, we forget how short a 
time ago we really got the vote. It 
was only 100 years ago, when the 
Bishop of St. Asaph, England, was 
taken to court for uttering the state­
ment that ’if the people of England 
were permitted to vote it would mean 
the overturning of Great Britain.' 
and it took all the powerful influence 
and energetic pleading of Lord Ers­
kine to save the bishop from possible 
life imprisonment.

“For a long time labor's interests 
were not the same as the interests of 
the employer. The laboring man was 
not even considered a gentleman. He 
had no funds to carry an election, 
or to keep him during the long ses­
sion of parliament, it he had been 
permitted to sit there. At that time 
there was no indemnity given to the 
member of parliament. Labor had 
no chance. Today it has, and it has 
become especially strong in the Old 
Country, and is gradually taking a 
firmer hold in Canada.

Starve Laboring Man.
“One of the big shadows labor had 

to smash down," he said, "was the 
false impression, set abroad by the 
big interests, that unemployment was 
a natural corrective of the high wage 
evil. High wages were not an evil. 
They were," he said, “at their highest, 
hardly enough to keep af man with 
an average family. This false doc­
trine simply meant that the few 
who controlled the financial and the 
industrial situation of the country 
meant to starve the laboring man in­
to lower wages and pocket the dif­
ference," he said.

"If the Farmers can send 60 mem­
bers to the Federal House," Mr. 
Woodsworth asked, “Why can't Labor 
send more than two? We want rein­
forcements to the Labor representa­
tion In the House, and we can't do
