Ministers, who are responsible to Parliament, and
the choice of those M inisters is the only prerogative
which can be constitutionally exercised without

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PrnTioNs.-There are several regulations which.
govern the presentation of Petitions toTarliament,

which should be attended to by those who are in-
terested. Petitions to the Rouse of Commons
should be . addressed to " The Honorable the
Commons of Canada, in Parliameid amembkd."

The petition must be respectfül, the statement of,

grievance or cause of complaint must there be set
forth,"and the whole must conclude with a specifio

prayer. Without a prayer to the petition, it would
not be listened to, as the mere complaining for the
sake of complaining will never be countena'nced by
Parliament, and the correct foirm is, after having

alleRed your complaint, to finish by connecting it
with the prayer, beginning, "' Whereore your hum-

ble pelitioner, -c., pray8, &c., setting forth the re-
dress and relief that is sought. Signatures to peti-
tions must be onginal ; no agent should sign a
petition to Parliament for any purpose. No chair-
man can sign for a publie meeting, but the common
seal of a corporation is received as the petition of
the whole body. AU petitions mliât be in respect-
ful and temperate language ; they should not
animadvert upon the conduct of the Parliament,

the Courts of Justice, or constituted authorities, It
is not proper to make refèrence to any motion or
subject under debate, or to a motion in the course
of preparation.

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the subject of proceedings in a Court of Law-the
power of directing the Law OfficerB of the'Crown
to prosecute persons accused of offences againzt the
laws, or affecting the privileges of Parhament-and

finally, of doing anything not directly contravening
an existmýg Act of Parliament, which may be
necessary for the vindication and protection of its

own rights, in the exercise of its constitutional
functions. Questions of privilege take pre ' cedence

of all other proceedings, and are always in order.
The privileges claimed by individual members are
-freedom of speech and person, includikg ffeedom

from legal arrest and seizure under process from

the Courts of Law and Equity. Týiîs does not ex-
tend to indictable offences, or to aétual contempts
of the Courts of Justice. Members of Parliament
are exempt from all duties, the, performancè'-6t

which might interfere with their prompt attend-
ance to their Parliamentary caUs.
