" RETURN OF HIS LORDSHIP

The Most Rev, J, V. Cleary,
S.T.D., Bishop of Kingston.

HIS ARRIVAL IN HIS EPISCOPAL
CITY.

$ plendid Public Reception.

His Lordship the Most Rev. Dr, Cleary
returned from Rome to his See on Wed-
nesday, the 27th June, and was warmly
welcomed by the faithful clergy and
people of hisdiocese. Under the direction
of the Right Rev, Mgr. Farrelly, who ad.
ministered the diocese during the six
months’ absence of the Blshop, prepara:
tions had been made to give the Bishop on
his return a reception worthy of him and
demonstrative of the bond of sffection eo
firmly uniting bishop, priest: aud laity in
Ontario’ Mother Dlocese, Asesoon as the
congregation of St. Mary’s cathedral had
been notified that His Lordship would re.
turn during the month of June, a public
meeting was held In the Brotbers’ echool,
at which it was unanimously decided to
tender a public welcome to the bishop, for
which a large ard representative commit.
tee was appointed. City Clerk Flanigan,
the well beloved of all Kingstonlaue, was
elected chairman, and Alderman J, F,
Swift, eecretary.treasurer, This com-
mittee went energetically to work, and in
a few weeks arrangements were com
pleted In Kiogston. The magnifizent
stesmer St. Lawrence was chartered by
the committee to go down the river as
far as Ganancque, there to meet the bishop,
lccomemled by the clergy and visitors
from the east, aud bilog all back to Klog
ston.

Not Kipgston alone, but the whole
diocese determined to take partin a de-
monpetration destined to prove historic,
Every parish in the dlocese selected one
or more delegates to proceed to the Epis
copal City to take part in the public
reception. Oan the appointed day, W.d.
nesday, June 27th, these gentlemen
arrived in Kivgston and were mer hy the
reception committees of the Ciikohe
Mutual Benefit and Yourg Lilshnien’s
Catholic Benevolent A sociatiovs. Each
delegate wore a badge ioncicating the
parish he represented.

SINGULAR CONVERSION,

In the long and interesting narrative of
of his I'nllamore prison experiences lately
given to the public by Aldermen Hooper,
M, P., occurs the following curious story
of how a gang of coiners came to be
received into the Church, as related by
Bishop Nulty in & sermon which he
preached in tbat now famous prison, dur-
ing the worthy Alderman’s retention
there,

“Every precaution was taken by the
prison officials to keep myself and the
other political prisoners who were im-
prisoned in my time from approaching
each other inthe chapel. However, I was
abletosee Mr, (’Brien every Sunday while
he was there. I could also see the Lord
Mayor of Dublin. I was kept separate
from the criminals, I generally sat he.
tween two warders at the back of the
chapel, Mr. Lane, M, P., sat within the
altar inclosure of the chapel, which was
‘contrived a double debt to pay,’ for it
was Catholic in the morning and Protest-
ant later in theday, Mr, Lane was seated
with his back to me, and was in conse-
quence never able to see me. But on the
day on which the prisoners were congre-
gated In the chapel to meet the Bishop of
Meath, in entering the compartment set
aside for hospital iumates he had a glance
at me, The sermon dellvered by His
Lordship on the cccasion was one of the
most appropriate that could have been
given in the presence of criminals, He
had been ceventeen years a prison chap-
lain, and his mind was well stored with
Incidents calculated to make a deep im-
pression on his hearers, ard some conver-
eions of men who lived most Indifferent
lives until they came into prison, were
remarkably striking. The address which
might be considered to be delivered in a
secular building, was also replete with
some very laughable storles, One is ver
well worth reproduction. During his
career as prison chaplain, there was
brought into the prison to which he was
attached a gang of coiners, the majority
being Englishmen, and the remainder con.
sisting of an Irishmen and a Scotchman.
The Irlshman, as he afterwards told the
chaplain, on their entering said ; ‘Well,
boys, we must bave some religion here,
and I think as we all got into the misfor-
tune together, weshould also go to heaven
or hell together! ‘What are you 7' sald
he to Sandy, ‘I go to Kirk on Sunday,’
sall Sandy. ‘There is no Kirk for you
here¢ my man. We must be  of
either of two religlons—all Protestants or
all Holy Romans” ‘How will we declde
it? sald the others. ‘We will leave it to
a toss,’sald Jimmy (for His Lordship could
not remember this zealous Catholic's sur-
name). ‘Oh, you villian, you,’ sald the
chaplain, ‘to leave your religion to the
chance of a toss !'.- ‘Ah, your reverence,’
replied Jimmy, ‘4t was all right; I had a
balf-crown with two heads to it, I made
them toss up and I called out head.’
They were sl regletered Holy Romans,
and His Lordshlp declared in all serlous.
ness that when he had instructed the Eug.
lishmen in the principles of the Catholic
religion and recelved them into the
Church, he never met more sincere or
more exemplary Catholics; and after a
few years they were released on account
of thelr exceptlonally good conduct.

CATHOLICS OF SCOTLAND.

In the time of Bisbop Nickolson there
occurred an event which was the occaslon
of serious annoyance to the Catholici of
Scotland, A dlscontented nobleman of
the court of London, the Earl of Mar,
came In 1715 to Scotland, bis native
country, and raised an Insurrection against
the reigning family in favour of the helr
male of the House of Stewart, the Chev-
alier St. George, or, as he was styled by
his adherents, James the third and eighth,
The adventurous Earl succeeded in col.
iecting & emall army consistiog of High-
lauders and some enthusiastic Jacobites of
the Lowlands, There were some ineffect
ual ekirmichers in Scotland. A battle was
lost in the north of England ; and fivally,

/8t Sheriffmulr in Scotland, the Earl of

Mar, at the head of bis force, met the
army of the existing government com.
manded by the Duke of Argyle. Neither
party esucceeded in defeativg the other;
but, the result was practically a victory
for Argyle, the Jacobites under the leader-
ehip of Mar retiring to the city of Perth,
They were joined there by the exiled
Prince, a clrcumstance which, far from
adding to thelrstrength, tended to destroy
any little prestige they may have pos-
sessed. The unmilitary appearance of James
the third and eighth was but little cal-
culated to raise the courage of the soldfery.
He kept aloof from them, never review.
ing them or eeelng them on par.
ade. He seemed to think that
mere ceremony could make s king,
He had himself crowned, with all the
grandeur imaginable, at Scone, where the
ancient monarchs of Scotland were in-
augurated ; and as if this had made him
kipg he surrounded himeelf with all the
pomp and clrcumstance of royalty.
Assuming command in place of hls Lieu-
tenant, the Earl of Mar, he gave orders
that the country between Perth and Sheriff-
muir should be lald waste in order to pre-
vent the advance of the enemy. This was
a cruel measure which he only belleved to
be justified by the nece:sity of the case.
To bis credit, let it be said, that he after-
wards sent a eum of money to the Duke
of Argyle to be distributed as compensa
tlon to the people whoee property he had
caused to be destroyed. His hard precau-
tion was of no avail. The enemy bravely
wmade their way over the snow and
through the desolated villagee. Another
battie was not risked. The Jacobite army,
that had fought so gallantly at Sheriffmuir,
had no heart to renew the fray, and the
whole force, on the approach of Argyle’s
men, melted away like snow beneath the
summer sun, The Prince himself was
among the first to seck eafety in flight.
He eccaped in dlsguise, and, in due couree,
reach the coast of France.

Now came the juetice of a strong and
stern government. Several noblemen who
bad been leaders in the rebelllon were
condemned to death. The rank and file
were more mercifully dealt with, In
some cases the headsman was disappointed
of his prey. The Earl of Nithsdale escaped
through the clevernees and daring of his
wife. The Countess of Nithedale had eo
far gained by liberal presents the good
will of the guards of her husband’s prison
in the tower of London, that they allowed
her access to him whenever she pleaced.
It became a lady of such high rank to be
attended by a maid or a relative, This
also was permitted. On the day before
that on which Lord Nithedale was to be
executed, the countess, sccompanied by
a tall lady the same height as her husband,
visited the prison. The tall lady gave
her dress to the prisoner and he was care
fully arranged in it, the countess altering
eomewhat the color of his face and con.
cealing his beard, He then assumed the
attitude of the lady who had come in,
bending down, oppressed with sorrow
shedding tears and holding a handkerchief
to her face. In all this the prisoner’s
imitation was perfect and he pacsed the
guards in safety, To give him time to
reach some place of refuge, the countess
held a pretended conversatloa with him
in his pricon, speaking to him and then
imitating his volce In reply. Loxd
Nithsdale ezcaped to France, where he was
soon jolned by the countees, and where
they spent the remainder of their days in
peace and happiness. A record of this
wonderful escape was written by the
Countess of Nithedale hereelf, and is care-
fully preserved by the family to this day,
The manuscript of the countess has been

wrought into s beautiful and Interesting
narrative by Lady Dacre,

Asmost of the parties engegedin the
{1 fated insurrection were either Catho-
lice or nom juring Eplscopalians, the
former who bad, for some time, been
galping in ‘poguln favor, incurred a new
measure of odlum, It does not appear
that any extreme persecution was carried
on sgainst them.  But there was a perse-
cution of popular feellng which rendered
it more difficalt for the clergy to exercise
the dutles of thelr office, There were
those, neverthelees, who considered that
the penal laws ought to be mitigated aad
Catholics placed more on an equality
with their fellow-citizens, This bappy
idea, indicative of s more enlightened
time, found its wsy Into the cabinet of
King George and the British parliament,
Sccretary of State Stanhope, i proposing
a measure of toleration to the House of
Commons, “desired to repeal not only
the act against occasional conformity, the
schirm act and the test act, but also to
mitigate the penal laws against Roman
Catholics.” (Kuight, hist, of Eng.)
This was too much for the time; but it says
something for the {improving epirit
of the age, that, although this
clause was rejected, it was not
without powerful mfport in Parlia-
ment, The very {dea of placing Catholics
on a juster footing of equality with the
rest of the people, would not, for a mo-
ment, have gean entertained by the Par-
liament of King Willlam which enacted
the cruel penal fuu in opposition to the
strongly expressed will of thelr soverelgn.

To return to Bishop Nicholson. It had
been regulsted in the time of the second
and last Prefect that each priest, for the,
more effectual diecharge of his duties,
should limit himself to a certaln district.
This regulation was imperfectly complied
with, there not being sufficient authority to
enforce it. It was now renewed, and
baviog the sanction of the bishop, came
into full operation, It gave a new char
acter to the miassion Investing it with the
form of a liviog church, each priest having
what might be called his parich, and he
bimself being a quasi parish priest. None
could act in his dietrict without his per-
missfon, and none but such as were ap-
proved by the bishop could obtain that
permiscion,

The blshop also prepared a body of
regulations for the dpiuclplin:ry guidance
of the clergy, which were called statuta mis-
sionis They were unanimously adopted
at a general meeting of the clergy, held in
1700, and conttnued in force till they were
extended by Bishop Hay, The same
meeting resolved on another beneficial
measure which greatly facilitated the
management of the misslon. Seven of
the moet experienced priests were ap-
polnted Adnunistrators in order to attend
to the interects of the clergy generally, to
represent them and act for them, whilst
they should aleo give the bishop the bene-
fit of their advice, and, subject to his
supervision, mansge the temporal sffsirs
of the mision. Thelr pumber
was afterwards, in the time of Rishap
Nicholson’s succeesor, 1719, increased to
nine,

A very full and interesting report of
the state of the mission, presented to the
congregation of Propaganda in 1703, shews
that, at that time, there were seventeen
secular priests,two of whom were Irishmen,
in Scotland. There were also seven Jesuits,
four Benedictines and five Irish Francis-
cans, in all thirty three missionary Priests.
It may appear extraordinary, but, it is,
nevertheless, related as a fact, that the
seven Jesuits were notsubject to the juris-
diction of the Bishop Vicar Apostolic.
The Benedictines and Franciscaus were so
subject.

The Bishop’s residence was at Preshome
in the Enzle, county of Banff, He could
not, however, very often be there, as he
was almost always engaged in epi:copal
visitations, It was also the home of the
Procurator of the mission and the prin
clpal missionary station. There, the clergy,
for the most part, held thelr meetinge,
There was no place where they could be
more free from molestation, the influence
of the Gordons being predominant in that
part of the country, This influence also
moderated the rulers of the land, who,
besides, were beginning to act on mgre
liberal principles. There still remained
rome twelve Cathollc barons who sfforded
powerful protection to their brethren in
religion, especially on their own estates,

Ia 1706, theabsence from the countey of
the Earl of Mar, who had a great antipathy
to the Oatholic religion, gave the bishop
an opportunity of visiting Bromar, It
would have been dangerous, if at ali
possible at apy other time, He found
there as many as five hundred Catholics,
When so many fell away all around them,
bow bappened it, we may inquire, that
they remained steadfast in the faith?
They themselves ascribzd this blessing to
the fact that the Church posseesed mo
lands among them, and hence none were
tempted to apostatizs for the sake of
galn. No doubt this was one of the chief
causes. But, they owed much to their
parish priest of the time, who wasa very
plous man, coursgeous as well as
plous, and much loved by his flock. In
stead of retiring in the evil days, ylelding
to the storm of persecution that raged so
violently, he remained with his people,
encouraging them by his presence and ex.
ample, and exhorting them to persevere
in thelr religlon. It was not to be
supposed that so zeaious a priest should
always escape the attentions of the ever-
persistent enemy, Nor was it so., He
wae dragged from the altar one day by
a band of fanatics, But even thia sacri-
legious outrage did not shake hls forti-
tude, The moment of danger over, he
fearlessly returned to the exerciee of his
sacred calling.

Bishop Nicholson died on the 23rd of
October, N, 8., 1718, at Preshome, where
he usually reelded when not engaged in
visiting the miesions. He was burled on
the site of the anclent altar, in the chapel
of St. Ninian’s there, of which there now
remains enly one corner stone, Bishop
Gordon, his successor, composed an
epitaph which is still to be seen on the
flat slab which covers the grave of the de.
ceased bishop, It is in Latin and is of
coneiderable length, It ends with these
words, having passed a high eulogium on
the departed Prelate,
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A SCOTCH PILGRIMAGE.

A NATIONAL VIBIT BY THE CATHOLICS OF
BCOTLAND TO THE SHRINE OF AN IRISH
BAINT,

From the Tablet.

Our readers will be interested to hear
that the Catholics of Scotland are pre.
aring to make a national pilgrimage to
ona on June 13th, An event of this
nature in any country is at all times both
interesting and instructive, but in the
present circumstances it becomes almost
phenomenel, A pilgrimage in Scotland
to the ancient shrine of a Catholic saint,
in the middle of the present year of
modern progress and enlightement, and
while the strains of Glasgow Exhibition
Ode recalling the glories of the Coven
ant are echoing through the glens and
valleys on the banks of the Clyde, is
surely an event of uncommon signifi
cance, It ie a striking illustration of the
progress and vitality of the true reiigion
in the land of Knox, another liok in the
chain of receut events which so clearly
indicate that the past is being rolled
back and Scotland is again assuming the
garb of Catholicity. But not for Scot
land only is the forthcoming event a gub-
ject of interest, and congratulation, for
Catholics in England, and still more in
Ireland, will devoutly rejoice to hear
thai the ancient shrine of'8t. Columbia is
again to receive the tribute of Catholic
veneration, The names of St, Columbia
and Hy Columb Kille were as sweet
music to the ears of the Anglo S8axon
Christians, For was it not at the bid.
ding of the Irish community of Iona that
St. Aidan, himself aleo from Ireland,
went forth from the monastesy of St,
Columba to convert the Northumbrians
and erect those religious houses which
established Christianity and civilization
from the Firth of Forth to the Humber ?
For mauny a day the monastery cf Lind.
isfarne, fed by a continuous stream of
monks from the Holy Island of the West,
did but reflect the light that burned so
briliantly in Hy,

The history of Iona dates from the
year 563, when on Whitsun Eve St,
Jolumba and his twelve compsnions
arrived in Ireland. From that day this
remote little island became invested
with a eacred character, for its far-famed
monastery founded by the saintly dove
of the churches, was destined to be the
luminary of the Scottish, the Pictish,and
the Northumbrian kingdoms, and the
pious memories of the Irish Apostle of
of Caledonis, like a bright cloud, still
hang over the now lonely and desolate
spot. As Cardinal Moran in his “Irish
Saints” observes, even religious bigotry
and national prejudice are constrained
to be silent in the presence of Ions, and
writers who have little sympathy with
St. Columba or his “creed have
readily acknowledged the mani-
fold blessings which Scotland derived
from the work of an Irish
saint, The immense labors and heroic
virtues of the saint may be learned from
tho pages of historians of every age who
have sought to pay just tribute to the
memory of one whom they did not
heritate to regard as the grandest tigure
of the monastic life in theso islands, but
some idea of the fruit of his work, even
during his own lifotime, may be gathered
from the appearance of the saint at the
Synod of Drumceatt in 577, where we
are told tkat he came accompanied by
“forty priests and twenty bishops, noble,
worthy; for singing psalms, a practice
without blame, fifty deacons, thirty
students.”  Perhaps, however, the
noblest monument to his ssintly life and
labors is found in the undying venera-
tion of the entire Celtic race for his
memory, Not to speak of Ireland, his
own “beloved and reproachless Erin,”
where his name has ever ranked with
those of St  Patrick and St.
Bridget, the whole country of
the Scots and Picts would appear to
have been dedicated as some kind of
memorial to their Apoctle, not less than
fiity-three churches or monasteries hav-
ing borne his name. He died on the
morning of June 9th, 597, at the age of
seventy-six years, forty-two of which were
spent in Ireland, and the remaining
thirty-four in the land of his adoption,
“He died,” says Chalmers, “leaving his
monasteries firmly settled, a people con-
verted from Paganism to Christianity,
and a name for the celebration of every
age.” That he was buried in Iona is
unquestionable, and that his body lay
in the island for at least two centuries
seem undoubted on the authority of
Ven. Bede, The learned Irish his-
torian, Colgan, however says that his
relics were carried to Ireland in
875, but we learn that St, Margaret,
in the eleventh century, out of respect
for the relics of the saint, caused the
church and monastery to be repaired,
and Matthew Paris, in the thirteenth,
says : ‘‘the body of Saint Columba still
rests, and is honored at Hy.Columb
Kille,” while there has been & constant
tradition and belief in the Highlands
that his relics yet lie in the island, hav
ing been hidden by pious hands at the
time of the Reformation, and a learned
Scotch priest, writing in the middle of
last century, says that he ‘'believes that
the story of Saint Columba’s relics
being taken to Ireland is fabulous, and
that they still remain at Iona hidden in
some unknown place till it pleases
the Almighty God, 1n His own good time,
to manifest them, in order to renew the
faith and fervor of the good people of
these parts, and of all Scots who retain
8 due respect for the memory ot this
great saint.” But whether or not the
sacred relics rest now in Iona, there is
yet enough to attract the pilgrim and
inflame the Christiau’s devotion in this
ancient abode of learning, truth and
piety, for the memory of the most iliue-
trious emigrant that ever left the green
shores of Erin clings to the lonely isiand,
and his spirit seems still to hover near
the spot as if lingering to bless anew
both Erin and Alba.

PRACTICE OF THE DEVOTION SHOWS GOD'S
WAY OF LOVE.
From ‘'‘Glories of the 8, H," by Cardinal
Manning.

“No man hath seen God at any time.”
Therefore the fool said in his heart,
“There is no God;” for that which can-
not be seen, to the fool does not exist,
But if there be a truth certain to the |
reason, it is the existence of God, Iam |
certain of my own existence, because I
am conscious of it, I need not reason
about it; I make no syllogism; my ex-
istence is not a conclusion from premises,
I know the existence of the natural
world because my senses assure me of it,
and I need no further evidence,

My intellect tells me of the existence
of God because it is a necessity of my
reason to believe that, as the Apostle
writes, “Every house 18 built by some
man, lie that created all things is
God.” And I could as soon believe
that this Cathedral in which we are
gathered together was reared by
fortuitous action, or piled itself up by a
spontaneous volition of its own, as that
the world that we see had no Maker, * *

I affirm this evident truth that, by the
Incarnation, God has placed Himself
within the range of human intelligence,
snd thereby has enabled man to know
Him with a fullness and a precision
which was not possible before, * * *
By the Incarnation God placed Himselt
in like manner within the range of our
hearts, There is nothing in the whole
history of the world more fearful than
the corruption of the heart of man under
false conceptions of God. * * * God,
for the purification and sanctification of
the human heart, placed Himself within
the sphere of our aftections, He has
made it easy to know Him, and there-
fore easy to love Him,

That He might make mankind more
intimate with the heart of God, He took
for Himself a nature like our own; He
came as & man into the midst of men;
He came to gaze upon men with a human
countenauce; to speak to men with a
human voice; to love men with a humble
heart; that men might see, united in His

erson, the Creator and the creature, the

ufinite and the finite, the Divine and the
buman; that is in the hypostatic union
of mankind with God,

In Him was 1evealed the fountain of
all the gifts of grace; the fountain of
life which In eternity was in the bosom
of God, on the eternal Hills, The River
of Life came down through the Sacred
Heart ot Jesus, and from Him has spread
to all nations, “The Word was made
flesh, and dwelt amongst ue; and we saw
His glory, the glory of the Oaly- begotten
of the Father, full of grace and truth,”
He revealed thereby the divine charac-
teristics ot love, pity, compassion, mercy,
tenderness,long suftering and generosity.
The Word made flesh bore upon Him
the whole impress and delineation of
God, The eternal character of God
shone through the transparent perfec.
tions of His human character, It was
the human interpretation of the divine
nature,

And what was the character o re.
vealed! In one word, it was “God is
charity,” The essence of God is charity,
and the essence of God is Himseit,
God is charity; and that Charity was in.
carnate, and that Charity came and was
passible among men. He came to weep
over the sine of men, to weep at the
grave of the dead, to weep over the sins
of Jerusalem, to sufler, to hunger, to
thirst, to be in agony, and to be cruci-
fied.

What, then, is our conception of
Divine Nature through the Incarnation?

{z: enother column will be found an
swsount of the grand reception accorded
to the Right Reverend James Vincent
Cleary, Bishop ot Kingston, on his return
from Rome to the diocese which he has
30 ably governed during the last seven
years, The Catholics of Kingston bave
lone honor to themselves by their spon.
“ancous manifestation of the respect and
wxlection which they entertain for their
beloved Bishop, and for the (atholic
spirit displayed by them in the enthusias-
tic manner in which they have welcomed
Jiim back to their midst,
Daring the seven years of his occu.
pancy of the See of Kingston, the Rt,
Reverend Bishop Cleary has earned the
respect of the people of that city both by
the ability with which he has discharged
the duties of his high cflice, and by his
raminent scholarship, but he has besides
«ondeared himself to his flock by his
offability, and by the aftection in which
he holds the people committed to his
peastoral care. However, It ia not so much

on account of his personal qualities, his
<minent schalarship and amiability, that

the people of Kingeton bave given to bim
the magnificent;reception, the account of-
which will be tcanned by our readers with
great interest, but it is rather becaunse of
his sacred oifice as their pastor and spirit-

ual father, that the good Catholic people
of Kingston bave desired to manifest thelr
reverence and sffection for their Bishop,

The Catholics of Kiogston feel justly
proud of the bigh qualifications which the
Rigit Reverend Bishop Cleary brings to
the Eplscopal office, but they do not for.
get that it is thelr duty to respect the
office itself, and to testify thelr devotion
to the cause of religion, and thelr loyalty

to the Apostolic See, which can be donme
only by acknowledging the authority
which, through the appointment of the
Sapreme Pontiff, Almighty God hasgiven
to thelr Bishop, to be responsible to Him
for the flock which be has committed to
the Bishop’s care. We have great pleas.
ure in joiniog in the welcome which the
Catholics of Kiogston have accorded to
their respected Bishop, and we hope that
he may for many years continue to govern
his diocese with that success and ability
which have hitherto characterized his
paternal administration.

THE JESUIT ESTATES.

It bas been settled by agreement
between the (Quebec Government and
Father Turgeon, S. J.,, Rector of St.
Mary’s College, on behalf of the Jecuits,
and actiog under the authority of the
Holy See, that the value of Jesuit pro
perty which was seized by the Crown in
1580, shall be restored in part, It is
arranged that $400,000 shall be paid to
the Church in Quebec to cancel the debt
to the Jesuits, which amounts to millions
instead of hundreds of thousands of dol.
lars: but if the Head of the Church is
satisfied with a comparatively small sum,
to be applied to the use of the Church,
certainly the favored party, gaining the
advantage, has no right to complain,

However, several Oanadian journals
have been laboring very hard to prove
that neither the Jesuits or the Church
has any right to claim remuneration for
the loss of the “Estates,” and to sustain
this view all manner of arguments has
been used. The Mail, on the 1Sth ult,
states that the Jesuits, even under the
French law, “had no legal title to the
estates, forasmuch as the property was
vested in the Generals of the order, who
were aliens aud could not therefore hold
it in law,”

As a matterof fact it wae under French
law, and by patent from the French king,
that the Estates were held, and under
French law the title was undisputed. It
is true that in the beginning of the ex-
istence of the Jeswit order, France
refused to recognize it, but they were
fully recognized as a religious order in
France long before the British conquest,
and befrre the patent was granted to
them,

The Muail further states that they were
declared to be a mendicant order in the
first Bull from Rome which established
them, viz, a Bullof Pius V, in 1571, and
that therefore they were incapable of
possessing property.

In 1571 the Jeeuits were already a
widely extended order, under the full
approbation ot the Holy See, In 1556
they had one bundred houses and
1,000 members, It was then only sixteen
yeare in approved existence, and it is a
low estimate if we say that they had, in
1571, 200 houses with 2 000 members,
The first Bull establishing them was not
issued in 1571, but in 1540, four years
after its inception as a religious order,
Pius V, approved of it as it existed when
he issued his Bull in 1571, It was not a
mendicant order, but a missionary and
teaching order. It had already colleges
in Germany, France, Portugal, Spain,
[taly, and missions in India, Mozsmbique,
Socatra, Malacca, Ethiopis, Brazil and
other places, But even ifit were a men-
dicant order, it would still require to
possess property, else how could it exist?
The Mail's reasoning is simply an absur-
dity,

The truth of the matter is this: The
estates were given to the Jesuits for the
purpose of providing for the religious
education of the youth of Canada. Their
part of the compact was strictly fulfilled,
and it was the Government that failed
in its duty by seizing the estates. But
the estates were not escheated or for.
feited, The Government took them in
trust for the original purpose of the grant,
and this trust was never fulfilled, In
restoring part ot the value of the estates,
the Quebec Government is merely re.
pairing, in part, the injury inflicted on
the youth of Canada by the seizure or
confiscation,

But the Mail has another argument
against the Jesuits' right, Pope Clement
XIV,, by & Bull in 1773, dissolved the
Jesuits as & religious order, and, there.
fore, “the British Crown acted within its
obvious rights in confiscating the estates
in 1500,”

The Toronto Glole argues against the
restoration of the estates to the Jesuits
as earnestly as the Mail, yet it is remark.
able that it gives a complete refutation
of this argument of the Mail, The Globe
tells us that any action of the Pope

cannot have any weight on one side or
the other, Be it so,

Then in spite of the suppression of the
order by the Pope, the rights of the
Jesuits should remain in all their vigor.

But if the Pope's jurisdiction is to be
acknowledged in the premises, then we
must look to the Pope’s Bull for the
naming of the legitimate successors to
the Jesuits’ title to the property. The
Bull names the Bishop of the locality; so
that the Jesuit order did not die in its
proprietary rights by virtue of the
Pope’s decree; and the learned argument
of the Mail goes for nothing,

A rather amusing mode of reasoning
bas been adopted by one journal to
prove that Mr, Mercier should not make
this compensation to the Jesuits, If
they are entitled to anything, they are
entitled to the full value of their estates,
and if they are not entitled to the full
value, they are entitled to nothing. The
inference is that they should get no
compensation. It is very true they are
entitled to the full value, but as cred.
itors frequently yield part of their ¢laim
in order to get a settlement, the Jesuits
are quite at liberty to do the same, It
is 8 maxim in ethics that & person may
yield his own right, and the Jesuits or
the legal successors to their rights, are
perfectly free to do so too. The truth
of the matter is that the Goverament of
Quebec is doing an act of justice which
ought to have been done long ago,

THE IRISH PRESBYTERIAN
CLERGY.

The insanely intolerant declaration of
the Presbyterian clergy of Ireland,
wherein they have deliberately declared
sgainst Home Rule on the plea that it
would give too much power into the
hands of the Romaniste, makes manifest
the intense bigotry and hate which
animate these opponents of Home
Rule, If the Irish were Protestants, the
Presbyterian clergy virtually acknow-
ledge that they would desire self govern .
ment for the country. It cannot be
denied, in fact, and they do not deny,
that a nation must prosper more when
self governed than it possibly can when
ruled by strangers who do not know
either the needs or aspirations of the
people, The bloody struggles of the
Greeks, Bulgarians, Servians, Montene.
grins, etc, to throw off the tyranny
of an oppressive foreign yoke, gained for
each of these countries the sympathies
of the civilized world, Itwas for Home
Rule that the Hungarians, the Vene.
tians, the Lombards, the Swiss strug.
gled and fought so persistently, 1t wse
the consciousness that without Home
Rule the American colonjes would only
be a medium for the enriching of already
wealthy British merchants and manu.
factures, that made the United
States proclaim themselves indepen-
dent, and it was not until they
found themselyes actually subjected
to most arbitary measures that
they took up arms to gain their
liberty, Canada, too, gained Home
Rule only through the sacrifices
made by her sons and citizens,
her €artiers her Papineaus,
her Mackenzies, on whose heads
a price was placed because of their
patriotism, If the acquisition of this
blessing did not cost to Canada the loss
of s0 much blood and treasure as other
countries endured, there is no doubt that
this must be attributed to her proximity
to the United States. The cause of
Home Rule was in all the cases the cause
of home and country, and it is the same
in persecuted Ireland, The manifesto
of the Irish Presbyterian min-
isters stamps them as enemies
of their country, and their only
reagon for being 0 is because the major-
ity of their countrymen are Catholics.
Their opposition will not prevent Home
Rule from being attained, and though
they conceal their motive of hate under
the mask of fear least they would be
oppressed by a Catholic majority, they
cannot save themselves from the brand
of the traitor, The Nationalist
cause is not merely the cause of
Irish Catholics: it is thatof the people
of Ireland, and in the past Presbyterians
have been as forward as and even more
80 tham the Catholics, We published
already in our coiumns the sympathy
expressed by the Presbyterian clergy of
Scotland for their suffering country-
men, the Crofters, but it seems the
Irish Presbyterian clergy are alone in
sympathizing  with their country’s
tyrants and oppreseors,

The pretext which they put forward
for their course is but a miserable fraud.
They have no reason for supposing that
under Home Rule the Protestants of
Ireland will be persecuted. The rioters
and murderers of Belfast were not the
Catholic population, and the peaceful-
ness of Catholic provinces, where white
gloves have been so frequently presented
to the judges, proves that the Catholics
of Ireland are not animated by hate for
their Protestant fellow.countrymen,
The triumphant election of a Protestant
gentleman, an Ulster Presbyterian too,
for the thoroughly Catholic constitnency
of Stephen’s Green, to succeed another

Protestant gentleman, points to the
same moral; and there are several other
constituencies in precisely similar situs-
tion,

However, even if the minoriiy would
suffer, would their sufferings be worse
than the majority are now enduring
under the present system of oppres-
sion? QOertainly not, and unless the
object of good government is to enable
the minority to be happy at the expense
of the majority, the present system must
give way, It is evident that these
clergymen.do not want justice for Ire.
land, but Orange ascendancy,

COERCION STILL.

The debate on Mr, Morley’s motion
condemning the course of the Govern-
ment in its administration of the Crimes
Act was concluded on the 26th ult.
The Government were sustained, as was
expected, by 366 to 273 The majority
bave thus endorsed all the brutality of
Balfour and his policemen in conduct
which would not be tolerated in Eng-
land, The Mitchellstown massacre, the
Eonis outrages, the suppression of free
speech and of the press, the barbarous
treatment of political prisoners, are all
endorsed by a chivalrous Eoglish major.
ity, against the expressed conviction of
Ireland, Scotland, and Wales. Yet the
Irish are expected to give up their agi-
tation against Home Rule, to continue
to be governed by the majority which
can pass such a vote, If the Irish peo-
ple remain peaceable under such cir-
cumstances, it will be because they
cling to the conviction that the House
misrepresents present English public
opinion, and that the day of redress is
near at hand,

Mr. O'Brien (Nationalist) held that the
Plan of Campaign never really troubled
the people and that they approved it.
Nothing that had happened to individuals
under the plan could compare with the
eufferings of temants without the plan.
What had happened to tensnts that could
compare with the action of Irish landlords
in flinging tens of thousands of Nora
Fitzmaurices out of their homes to meet
the worst fate? The disgueting claptrap
about crimes in Ireland was what Ameri-
can politiclane called the policy of the
bloody shirt., 1t wae a policy of war and
hatred between people who desired to live
in peace. The Plan of Campsign, so far
from being a fallure, was accepted now
even by landlords like Lord Masserene.
Aflier two years of operaiion of the Plan
of Campaign there were 250 evicted ten-
ants out -of more than 60,000 who had
fought and won under the Plan of Cam-
paign, (Cheers.) He could further state
tbat every one of these 250 tenants was in
a comfortable home today, and every
man would yet come back to his own
home in trlumph, (Cheers.)

Henry Chaplin (Copservative) sald he
did not wonder that Mr, O'Brien hated
to hear about the disgusting incidents that
had attended the League’s oppression of
the people, Who were now more respon.
sible for the sufferinge of the people
urder the League than certain Eoglish
politicians, who only a few years ago were
the worst foes of the League? It might
suit some to forget; bat everybody knew
that 1f there was one man in England who
was more recponsible than another for the
atrocities of the League it was the leader
of the Opposition, who seemed to forget
how he had encoursged them. (Cries of
“Shame!” “Withdeaw!””) Mr, Giadstone
might have forgoiten what words he ueed
about the Parnellite chief, but that would
not be attributed to loss of memory
through Infirmities of age.

MR, GLADSTONE,

who, upon rising, was received with cheers,
sald that however much he was afilicted
with loss of memory through the infirm.
ities of age, he hoped, for atime at Jeast—
renewed cheers—that he would remain
able to cope with antagonists of the calibre
of Mr, Chaplin, What was more signi

ficant about the etate of Ireland than the
fact that nineteen out of the eighty.six
Natlonalist members had been sent to
prison? He ventured to say that if they
went to thelr constituents all of these
nineteen Would be returned by larger
majorities than before, if only because
they were sufferers through the wrong-
doivg of the Government. The Govern-
ment’s vote might be agalnet them, but
their ultimate appeal was to public opinion.
Continuing, Mr, Gladstone said that those
who denounced the Plan of Cimpaign
had to meet the contention that the Plan
was framed when Parliament refused to
meet the neceselties of the tenants. Recent
Land Court decisions had shown that
the demands of the Plan of Cam.
paign were mnot unjust.  The curse
of Cromwell lived trom generation to
generation in Ireland. Could it be sup

posed that the people who were aware
that horrors and atrocities almost incred.
ible bad been done in the name of the
law could consider the Jaw in the same
spirit as the judge? It was a strange
irony of fate that Mr, Dillon should be
lectured upon legality by Major Sander.
son, who bad threatened that if Parlia-
ment passed a certain law he would
counsel violent resistance to it, Mr,
Dilion had much to learn before he
arrived at Major Sanderson’s eminence,
(Laughter.) Mr. Dillon’s influence in
preventing further bloodshed at Mit.
chellstown might have been remembered
by the judge when he inflicted upon Mr.
Dillon the maximun penalty, Mr.Glad-
stone then entered into Jong detailed
account of Kelliagh’s case, which he
characterizad as scandalous, and as bad
as anything that had happened in the
days of Judge Jeflries,

Kixg Kalakaua of the Sandwich Islands
fs among the monarchs who bave con-
gratulated the Holy Father on his jubilee.

The result of the Ary election has given
great hope to the Gladstoriaus that they
may galn the Isle of Thanet seat, Kent,
vacant by the death of Col, King-Har.
man. This divislon is thoroughly Tory
in & gost Tory County. Col. Kirg Har-
man was elected by a majority of 2,088;
and though it seeme a hopeless task to
wreat it from the Minietry, a determined
effort will be made, At all events the
msjority may be very much reduced.

The tax collectors at Mitchellstown,
who attempted to collect the blood.tax
with which to reward the policeman who
committed one of the Mitehellstown mur-
ders, state that at every house they were
told to “call again.”

A grand gsthaﬁ:)g of American citizens
was held in Philadelphia to declare the
sympathy of the people of the United
States with Ireland in her struggle for
Home Rule, and to give substantial ald in
a crises whereln it is s0 much needed.
Mr. Chamberlain’s assertion that the
Americars;sympathize with the Coerclon.
ists was Indignantly repudiated, and ae a
mark of the sincerity with which the
peofle of the Quaker City regard suffer-
iog Ireland, $5,500 were subseribed on the
spot to aid Ireland in her efforts for self-
government.

FIRST COMMUNION AND CONFIRM A«
TION IN ST. PETER'S CATHE.
DRAL.

ADDRESS AND PRESENTATION TO TEE
BISHOP,

On Sunday last, the solemnisation of
the Feast of Sts, Peters and Paul, the
patronal feast of this parish, there was a
specially imposing and devolional cele.
bration in St, Peter’s Cathedral, For
about six weeks the priests of the
cathedral have been eugaged in pre.
paring a number of children and adults
for the reception of the sacraments of
Confirmation and First Communion, and
225 were admitted to fulfil this important
auty, The Rev, Fatbers M. J, Tiernan,
rector of the cathedral, Rev, James

Walsh and Rev. Joseph Kennedy were

indefatigable in instructing them in
Christian doctrine during the period of
reparation, and they were well rewarded
or their labors by finding this large
number of children, chiefly from ten to
fourteen years of sge, admirably in.
structed in their religion, We have
often been witnesses of the care with
which Catholic children are habitually
prepared for this important duty, but we
have never witnessed more z2al than was
shown by the rev. clergy on this oocasion,
nor have we ever known a body of chil.
dren more thoroughly instructed in
their duties, and in Christian doctrine,
than those who were admitted to First
Communion and Confirmation on last
Sunday,

The boys were tastefully dressed in
black, with rosettes and beautifal
bouquets of natural flowers, and the
girls were dresesd in white and wore
veils and wreaths, They also carried
bouquets, as a token of the innocence
which should characterize the soul when
approaching the sacred table of our
Lord, and of the gladness with which
these graces are received from His hands.

The First Communion was given at
Mass at 5 50 o'clock &, m. At the pro-
per time the children walked in proces-
sion from the echool house to the Cathe-
dral, singing appropriate bhymns, and
when they reached the church, Mass was
celebrated by Rev. M, J. Tiernan, who
also addressed the children on the dis.
positions with which we must receive the
great gift our Blessed Lord grants in this
most holy and precious of His mys-
teries, The address was fervent and
impressive and was listened to with great
attention by the vast congregation which
filled the cathedral.

The piety and self recollection of the
children manifested their appreciation
of the importance of the duty in the per-
formance of which they were engaged,

Hymns were sung by the children and
by the choir during the celebration of
Maes.

The Confirmation took place at High
Mass at 10 30 o’clock, by His Lordship
the Rt, Rev. J. Walsb, Bishop of the dio-
cese.

United Ireland, June 16,

in Ireland, Anyone coming to Ireland
can see that it is ec. There {s a universai
depresslon—a universal poverty, Waot
can be seen in the people’s countenances,
in their raged clothing, He bad travelled
through all the countries of Euarope, and
he bad not seen anything 8o sad as the
evidence of poverty in their own little
Ireland, It was & condition of things
brought about art!ficlally by men—seifish
men—using Ireland as & draw-farm, ex-
tracting from the blood and slnew of our
people wherewith 10 eatisfy thelr own

reed. It is dreadful, this poverty of
reland, It is not to be seen anywhere
elee on earth amonget civilized nations.
It arose from the most wicked code of
laws, for after reducing all our industries
in Ireland to the agricultural indus.
try alone, it now reduced the
sgricultural industry to a system of mere
rent-making, exiracting euch unreason:
able, and often impossible, rents, that the
husbandman who tolls upon the land s
deprived of the very food of life, of decent
raiment, of the means of rearing his
children by the fruits of his industry, the
interest of his capital, and is reduced to a
degree of absolute want. This condition
was brought about in Ireland by a foreign
Legislature—a Legislature composed of
men having no sympathy with Ireland,
not caring in their hearte for it, looking
upon it as a conquered country, to be
used solely for the benefit of the conquer-
ora, The address stated the people were
flying from the shores, and wEile they are
there is no hope for lreland, If this
continuous tide of emigration goes on for
A few years at the same rate as for the
first half of the present year, who will be
here to tll the land, to support the trades.

Who will be able to pay
taxes I Who will be able to support the
poor? They knew the cause. ‘The rulere
of the land will have to answer to God
for the misrule that brought ruin open a
race and deetroyed a whole people in a
few years The farmer was entitled to
food as well as bis horse.

put their wize men in the front to see how
their good counsel might prevail, and they
ought in justice and honesty give Ireland
the right to d) so, Until that s done
there s no hope for you. It Is worse
things wili become, forthe tide §s ebbing,
and poverty will be on the Increase. By
the law of God he who tills the soil is
entitled to its firet firuits for the support
of himself and his family in comfort and
decency, and the rearing and education of
his children in accordance with his state,
and moreover he has a right to have an
Interest in his work and the means of
accumulating sometbing for the future
over and above the needes of his daily ex-
lstence. If the experlence of a century
bas proved that they who assumed the
office of legislators for Ireland have falled
to enact such laws as will place the land
tenure on a solid and just basis for the
permanent good of soclety in Ireland,
then it s time they should renounce the
power which they are elther unable or
unwilling to use equitably, and restore to
Ireland her own legtslature, under which
she formerly thrived, and by which alone
can the social and agricultural condition
of the country be harmon!zed with the
right of natural equity and the interests
of the people, It was harrowlug to them
who lived abroad to read the daily tale of
the miseries of Ireland, It was a scandal-
ous state of things, which would not bs
tulorated In any other part of the world.
Aiready there were hopes that public
opinion was dolng good, and the honest
public opinion of many good men of Eng:
land was calling on their rulers to sur-
render the course now being pursued,
which only led to the destruction of this
unfortunate country, May God hasten
the day that would bring peace to
the people of Ireland, aund that the
ship of their National independence
would be floated into the harbour of
eafety. May God hasten the day that the
overpowering influence of the mind of
England in their favour would cause a
surrender of the grasp by which they were
hold. Selfishness and greed was the cause
of the misery of themselves and their
children, They were in a captivity worse
than the Egyptain bondage—a captivity
which ground them down to the dust and
made them appear to the world as the
poorest of all nations. It was most pain
ful to see the people running from the
shores who cannot live in the land In
which they were born—where they have
spilled the sweat of their labour and the
tears of their eyes. Puople going from
Ireland to these forelgn countries should
be very careful before they move, Those
that succeeded would tell of thelr success,
but those that falled were generally cast
to oblivion, became desolate in the streets,
or were lald in their graves, They heard
nothing about those, It was of those that
succeeded they beard, but there were
numberless failures, They had seen odu

cated men, men who had received a good
classlcal education—men able to write a
leading article in a journal with great
factlity—obliged to go shovel out coal at
less than a dollar & day, In a spiritual
sende, there was a great deal of misery
resulted from the indiscriminate emigra

tlon, People emigrate without consider-
ing whether there will be a means of rear-
ing thelr children as they ought to bs, and
the consequence was a great deal of mis.
fortune, They are thrown in the clties
already overcrowded with people looking

for work, and cannot get it. They go

into the distant parts, invited by news-
paper advertisements, or by some person
sent out purpossly to decoy them, but
after a short time there is no work for
them, and what could they do then? His
lordebip then detalled some experiences of
his, where many people, fine Catbolic
families, were lost to the Catholic Church,
on account of want of epiritual instruc.

DILLON A'l' AYR.

HIS SPEECH TO THE VOTERS WHO SUB-

that the people of Ayr had suuk so low

as to invite an Irish criminal to address
them, and the Scotsman took upon fteelf
to say he was not a political criminal, bat
an ordivary and common criminal, He
wondered whether the gentlemen who
wrote those articles, and made similar
peeches, had ever paused to ider how
utterly hopeless and desperste would be
the conditlon of Ireland if the statements
which they made bad one fots of truth in
them, Was it not & terrible thing that
many constituencies of Irishmen would
deliberately select crimidals as thelr
members ? He was a representative of a
large constituency in Ireland, and he
would ask those men to send any single
individual whom they might eelect—they
might take the best and most {nfluential
smong the Unionists—into the constitu-
ency which they represented, and he
would undertake, if they would accept the
challenge, to pledge himself that he would
not cross the channel, nor put bis foot into
the constituency while the contest was
going on, and he challerged anv of them
to poll 300 votes out of the 8000 In the
conetituency. Was it not plain that by
calling & man who represented 8,000 voters

a criminal, it was equal to calling the

Irlsh nation a race of criminals? Wasit

not then

ABSURD AND IDIOTIC
to talk like that, Now, if it were true,
they should put the whole Irish nation
intv jil, and deprive them of the power
to send representetives to Parliameut,
whereas those very men who talked of
them as common criminals, the men who
declared that they might endure every-
thing and make every sacrifice in Irish
politics rather than allow Irish politicians
and Irish criminals to leave Westmiuster,
were the men who were eager to make
every effort to get Into Weetminster, in
order to sit beside and assuciate in Wess-
minster with the men they called crimi-
pals, He noticed that a certain gentleman
bailing from Ireland had been going about
the constituency addressing them, Arthur
Patton. He thought he was the gentle.
man who in 1886 contested a divicion in
Cork agsinet Dr. Tanner. D: Tanner
reeeived 3 500 votes, and Mz, Patton 156
That was the man who had the audactty
to come over here to speak to the people
of Scotland and say he was entitled to
epeak on behalf of the Irlsh people. When
he came before the con:tituency again, let
them ack Mr, Patton to go back and try
another division of Cork, and to see
whether he could make some improve-
ment on his own countrymen before he
came over here to blacken their character.
As to the present state of affairs in Ireland,
he bad been sentenced for the crime of
dellvering & speech in Ireland which he
could deliver here without breaking the
law, Having described the working of
the coercion act, and the new crimes it
made, the speaker sa'd law and order to
be respected must have the moral support
of the peoples Law and order that
depended on fear was a curse to a com
munity, If law and order in Ireland were
to be maintalned by the bayonets of the
constabulary and the bullets of the soldiers,
then, he sald,

IT WOULD BE A CURSE
and not & blessing to Ireland, The coer-
cion act was not paseed to put down crime,
but in the interests of Irish landlords,
The whole system of the government's
coercion act was based on a rotten and
detestable system, viz, that the true way
to make the people obedient to and respect
the law was to mmake the law hateful to
them and appear unjust to them, and
until the executive got rid of that idea,
though they had twenty years of coerclon,
which he did not think they would get,
they might find the condition of Ireland
was {nfinitely worse than it was at the be-
gloning, Their rulers bhad now tried
elghty.seven years of coercion and had
fatled to satisfy the Irish people. Let
them now try the policy of conciliation,
Just now there was talk of settling Ireland
by grants of public money. The Irish
people repudiated such grants,they wanted
no Eoglish money to besunk in the Shan.
don, etc, under the pretence of develop.
ing their resources, but in reality keeping
up dancy. The {st relled on
corruption and coercion, and those were
the policy of all tyrants. Napoleon’s cure
for dissatisfaction was to keep workmen
employed with public money and so keep
down the expression of public opinion.
He hoped the day was not far distant
when the people of Scotland and Eagland
would adopt a far different policy and
would throw themselves heart and soul
into the pathway which was nobiy opened
to them by a great aud mighty leader,
and would devote themselves to the great
task of conmnecting the two peoples to-
gether, not upon force, but upon lines
infinitely more lasting and more reliable
than by means of geld and bayonets—
upon the willing consent and loving sym-
pathy of a people who would not be found
ungrateful for it,

PENANCE,

DeaRr PeoriE: In the last instruction
we spoke of Penance as a virtus, We
are uow going to epeak of it as a sscra.
ment. Referring to the example of King
David, we pointed out that this virtue
conslsted in three things, namely, an
avowal of one's elne, sorrow for having
committed them, and a purpose of satis
fylng the divine justice, Satlefaction is
made to the divine justice by accepting
the tribulat{sns which God sends, and by
impoelng upon oneself other penitential
worke, with a view of making reparation
to the outraged msjesty of God.

Now represent to yourself these three
things, Contrition, C.nfesslon and Satis-
faction, sanctified by the merlts of Jesus
Christ, enriched by the Precious Blood,
rendered more easy and efficaclous by the
merlts of the Redeemer, and you will
bave the virtue of Penance elevated to
the dignity of a sacrament.

Penance, says the Catechism, s a sacra-
ment in which the sins esmmitted after
Baptism are forgiven. We cannot better
explain this eacrament than by treating
separately its three essential parts, Con.
feselon, Contrition and Satiefaction. At
the beginning of Christianity we find the
faithful crowding to the feet of the
Apostles, confeselng thelr sins, Many of
thos: that believed came confessing their sins,
Later on, when plety began to decline,
buman pastion, seeking its own gratifies-
tion, and impatient of the humlliation
imposed by confesslon, tried to etifle re.
aorse of consclence by denying the divin-
ity of confeesion, .

“Confession is an inventlon of man; it {e
sflicient to confess to God alone.” This s
the language of human pacsion, which,
in one form or another, is echoed by
proud and sinful spirits to.day, who hate
to confess their sins pecause {* humbles
them, In this, and the following instruc.
tions, we ehall endeavor to establish the
divinity of confessson from four sources:
1st, From the belief of natlons, 21
From Sacred Scripture. 3d, From the
General Councils of the Church, 1th,
From the monuments of tradition 5th,
From reason itself, From the very
beginning of the world God demanded
confeseion as a conditlon of forgiveness,
Under the law of nature, confession was
made to God alone.  Tertulllan remarke
that this sppears from the fact thai God
sald to Adam after his fall “Adam,where art
thou ?”  He 1s obliged to come torth from
his place of conceslment and confess his
sin, Then God imposed & penance upon
him, Inlike manner He demanded of
Cain to tell where his brother, whom he
bad murdered, wae, and on his refusal to
confees He cursed him,

Under the written law, confeselon was
made not only to God, but also to the
priests, The prlests offered sacrifices
proportionate to the gravity of the sins
of the different persons who came to them,
How could they tell the gravity of the
sipe committed without a confession of
tﬁ‘:ml In the book of Numbers it is
writen that when a man or woman shall
have tranegressed a Commandment of the
Lord, let him confess his fanlt, In Pgo.
verbs, it leeaid that he who conceals his
ains will not be directed; but he who
confesses and gives them up ehall find
wercy.

Every year, on the day for making
solemn_expiation, the high.priest, raising
his bands above the victime, confessed his
own eins and those of the people. When
St. John began to preach Penance in the
desert & great multitude came to him and
were baptised after confeswing their sips.
They werc baptized by him, confessing their
sins,

Confeeslon has been practiced by the
most celebrated pagan nations. At
Athens, durlng times of public calamity,
the people sought & human victim for
immolation, confessed their slns and
placed them upon the victim to be im-
molated, Confestlon preceded initiation
Into the mysterles of Ceres, Orpheus, and
Isie. In Greece, those whose coneclences
were troubled confessed to a particular
priest, deelgnated the auditor, The
emperor, Marchs Aurelius, confessed to
the high-priest. In the Persian religious
bocks we find a great many formulas of
confession. When Europeans first came
to this continent they found aurlcular
confession In vogue among the Mexican
Indians, Seneca, Plutarch, and Plato,
inculcate the neceselty of confession.

Among the most barbarous peoples to-
day in qulbet, Chins, and Siam, we find
confeesion practiced. It has always been
a constant and universal tradition amongst
the different families of the human race,
scattered throughout the world, that
every eln offcnds God, and that after man
bas committed it, there is no other way
of obtaining pardon except by confession
and satisfactory works,

All this goes to show that confession,
commnnde§ by God to man after his fall,
notwithstanding the wanderings of the
race and the darkness of idolatry, was
precerved as a tradition, from the days of
Adam and the Patrlarchs, amongst all
peoples, g0 that when Oar Saviour ralsed
the virtue of penance to the dignity of
the eacrament of Penance, with confession
as an essential part, nobody objected, for
no new practice was introduced.

AN ENGLISH PAPER’S EFFONTERY.

PRETENDING TO LAY DOWN “AN AUTHORI-
TATIVE  INTERPRETATION” oF THE
PAPAL RESCRIPT,

In last week’s Tablet there is an articie
on “The Binding Force of the Papal
Decree.” That article contains a number
of assertions to which strong exception
might be taken ; but its strangest and
most extraordinary feature is the
assumption of the right to give an
‘“‘authoritative interpretation of the dis-
puted Decree,” We should like to
know how the Tallet has acquired this
right to teach the Bishops of Ireland by
means of an “asuthoritative interpreta-
tion,” the meaning they must attach to
instructions intended solely for their
use. What would be thought of the
conduct of a responsible Catholic organ
in France that presumed to give an
“authoritative interpretation” of a
decree addressed merely to the Prussian
bishops, or vice versa ? Would it not be
deemed something in the nature of
eftrontery? For our part, we cannot see
how the Tablet is to be acquitted of a
gross breach of the usages governed by
ecclesiastical etiquette,

A Good Catholic,

The matter of Catholicity in good
standing, says an exchenge, is deter.
mined by the test questions :

Does he pay for a seat in the church ?

Does he send his children to the Cath-
olic school ?

The cases are numerous where these
tests are inapplicable, but for general
use they will do. We might further
add—not as essential questions—but
as standards which go far to determining
the quality of a man’s Catholicity

Does he belong to a Church society ?

Does he take a Catholic paper? Does
he pay forit? Or, does he allow his sub-
scription to run on for years, and in the
end refuses to take it any longer, as he
thinks he has supported it long enough }

Certainly, if an affirmative answer ia
returned to all six questions, there can
belittle doubt of the sterling Catholicity
of the man. He is a supporter of the
Church, That is well, but we know that
many merely nominal Catholics rent a
pew for their families, These “Catho
lics” also may send their children to the
varochial school, But the further tests
rule them out, They do not belong to
a Catholic society.

Mrs. Owen Murphy.

One of the greatest tributes of respect,
which the living can pay to the memory
of the dead, was paid this forenoon by the
citizens of Quebec and the members of
the Quebec Legislature and City Council
to the memory of the late Mrs. Owen
Murphy. As a mark of sympathy with
the bereaved husband, in his overwhelm-
ing sorrow, it was also touching as it
was emphatic and showed the esteem in
which he is held not only by his fellow-
townsmen, but by his old colleagnes of
the civic body and his present confreres
of both Houses of our Provincial Parlia-
ment. In fact, it would be hard to say
what class, race orcreed of the community
was not represented in the immense
funeral cortage, numbering over 3,000
persons, which accompanied the remains
of the departed lady from the beautiful
residence she so long graced in 8t. Ursula
street to St. Patrick’s Church and thence
to the last resting place among her kin-
dred at Woodfield, where lLer dust was
finally committed to the dust with all the
reverence and sorrow befitting the mourn-
ful occasion. In the funeral cortege we
noticed among others the Premier of the
Province, Hon, H. Mercier and his col-
leagues, Hon, Messrs, Shehyn, Duhamel,
Gaynon, Garneau, D. A Ross and Hon, A,
Turcotte. Hon. J. McShane, Hon, Mr.
Taillon, leader of the Opposition, Hon.
Messrs. Flynn, Lynch undl almost every
member of both Houses of the Legislature.
As an ex-Mayor of the city, Mr. Owen
Murphy was also the recipient of the
sympathy of the members of the City
Council, almost all of whom were also
present conspicuously among the mourn-
ers. The Senate and House of Commons,
the judiciaiy, the learned professions, the
mercantile body, the civil service, were
in addition strongly represented and the
Lieut. Governor was represented by his
private secretary. Altogother a more
