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Wesleyan Missionary Society.

We continue our extracts from the Watch-
many in reference to the Wesleyan Missionary
Society ; the Annual Meetin§ of which we no-
ticed in our last :—

The GuxerAL RePoRrT, exhibiting the past
state and present circumstances of the various
fields of operation, was read by the Rev. Geo.
Osporx.

In Ireland, the various Missions had been suc-
cessfally prosecuted, and there were hopeful in-
dications for the future. The Schools had yield-
ed a larger result of spiritual good than in any
preceding year.

The Coutinent of Earope was then adverted
to. At Winnenden, there was an increased num-
ber of members, and some additional pr

vovinelitl. BeslBoan,

the Chapel Debts had been paid off. A large

Building bad been erected and opened for the

reception of Wesleyan emigrints and their

families.

The Gold Fields in the Province of Vietoria

had received a measure of attention, aud occupy

a place in the District Schedales :—

Two Missionaries are employed, who alter-

nately supply the Forest Creek and Bendigo
Diggings every Sabbath, and with the assistance
of some faithful and zealous Local Preachers,
conduct a large number of religious services
weekly. A rough slab Chapel was opened at
Forest Creek in July, when two large-and atten-
tive con2regations assembled morning and even-
ing, and a very interesting Love-feast and
Sacramental Service was held in the afternoon.
About seventy members were present, and all
felt it good to be there. The collections amount-
ed to £17, which, with the previous subscriptions
fully met the cost of the humble erection. The
organization of Societies among so migratory a
people has been found to be a work of great
difficulty. But it bas been attempted, and a
total of 150 members, with five on trial, is re-
ported, together with one Sabbath-schaol, con-

taining sixty-five children. The expense of this
Mission has necessarily been heavy, but nearly
the whole has been defrayed from local resources.
From Meibowrne, the latest intelligence was
bigly gratifying. After much anxious thought

and consaltation with friends, it has been deter-

mined to provide additional Chapel accommoda-

tion for about 5,000 persons, and as there was
no possibility of erecting stone or brick build-

ings, it had been resolved to order from this

country several Iron Chapels of different di:?en-

sions. Upwards of £4,000 had been subscribed

to meet the emergency. It was also in contem-

plation to employ an additional Missionary at

the Ballarat Diggings without bringing any
charge upon the Funds of the Society.

The state of South Australia during the early

part of the last year was highly eritical : —

:‘;l.i.bod. All slaves are hereby set at liberty,
and no man is to keep a slave or other pefson in
bondage. All persons are to dress modestly and
becomingly. All crime will be punished, and
the laws already printed are to be enforced
throughout the land. All Chiefs and notables
are to be respected. All children are to be
sent to school for on this depends the future
welfare of the nation.”
In the Tonga Cireuit a considerable increase
of members bas taken place; in the other Cir-
cuits it is not s0:—
At the Normal Training Institution, nineteen
persons have completed their course of study, and
been appointed to take charge of Schools in vari-
ous parts of the group, with the exception of one,
who has been recommended for the work of the
ministry. A new supply of Students has been
obtained, and the Institation is in full operation :
a course of Theology compiled from Dr. Hannah’s
Lectures and Watson’s Institutes has been added
to the-other courses of Lectures. The Press has
been continuously employed; and not only upon
School Lessons, Catechisms, Hymn-books, but
also with Almanacks, Geographies, and a Code
of Laws for the Islands, and Regulations for the
ports. The translation of the Scriptures, of the
Old Testament, continues to engage attention,
and two thousand copies of the portion from Job

depreciation of all kinds of property, threatened
all the interests of the Society with immediate
destruction. But a kind Providence averted the
evil where it appeared most imminent; and
there is every reason to expect that the province
will in future be more prosperous than before.
It is matter of great thankfuiness, that during
the season of trial, the Societies were not wholly
broken up, and that indications of good are now
found in connection with almost every Station.
Towards the payment of debts upon the Cha-
pels in South Australia £1000 had been contrib-
uted, including £100 from the Victoria Diggings.
In Western Australia a marked improvement
in the state of the Mission has taken place since
the Jast report : —
It was then stated as a subject of just regret,
that the powerfal appeals of the Missionary for
an additional labourer eould not be responded
to. Baut the liberal offer of the Colonial Gov-
ernment, to provide the stipend of a second Mis-
tionary; having now removed the only obstacle
to this appointment, Mr. Lowe has proceeded to
the help of Mr. Smithies, and the statistics of the
station already exhibit a gratifying result. The
native Institution has been removed to a maye
bealthy site, and one better adapted for the ag-
cultural operations which constitute so important
an auxiliary in the work of reclaiming that de-
graded race.
The General Returns from the Van Dieman's
Land District show that the evil influence of the
discovery of gold in Australia has been felt very
extensively :—
The extensive emigration to which it has given
rise, has aflected every Circuit more or less
Congregations have been reduced, progress has
been arrested, and in a few places service has
been discontinued. The efficiency of the Sab-
bath-schools has also been impaired in most
places. Yet, under all these disadvantages, the
District has sustained itself by the help of its own
Contingent Fund; the Missionaries in general
report very favourably of the spiritual state of the
members who have remained at home, and en-
courage themselves with the hope of future im-
provement.
As to New Zealand, from the northern section
no reports had arrived,and from the southern the
tenor of the accounts was various. The work
among the natives was impeded by a growing
spirit of worldliness, fostered by their intercourse
with Europeans, the increase in the value of land,
and the marketable facilities for their produce.
In the larger settlements there was more encour-
agement. At Canterbury, a site for a Chapel
and Minister’s house had been secured and an
additional Minister was wanted. The Chatham
Islanders, who had been baptized by Wesleyans,
were urgent for a Missionary, and had been for
years

The Mission to the Friendly Isles never pre-
sented circumstances of greater interest than it
has done during the last year :—

The war which has occasioned so much, and so

places had been opened. France having been
placed in a new ecclesiastical position by
the Conference, could no longer be regarded as
a field of Missionary labours of the Society ; the
prospects, however, were bright, and steps had
been taken by the French brethren to com-
mence a Mission in Italy. In Spain, the English
and Spanish Departments at Gibraltar had been
consolidated, with a view to economize the funds,
The Schools contained 250 children, of whom
224 were Spanish.

The South Ceylon Mission has presented a de-
gree of prosperity. There was an inerease of
8 members, with 40 on trial ; the total number
in the District was 1,416 with 41 on trial, in all
1,847 :—188 Europeans and 1,664 Singhalese.
Four new chapels have been erected. The Com-
mittee, with deep and solemn regret, noticed the
recent death of Mr. Clough.

In North Ceylon, it had been a year of many
afflictions to the Missionaries : two of them had
had to return home, and the labours of those
who remained had been pursued amidst many
interraptions.

just , has been brought to a happy ter-
| mination ; and the King by his forbearance and
| generosity in the hour of triumph, and by the
practical wisdom of other parts of his conduet,
has eminently adorned his Christian profession.
The chiefs of the fort called Houma, having first
notified their intention to submit, a day was ap-
pointed to receive their submission ; and as the
custom of the nation is to destroy the vanquished,
the Missionaries thought it right te be present at
the ceremony, that they might intercede” for the
captives if needful. But their good offices were
not required, for the King caused it to be pro-
claimed, that he did not intend to take from these
chiefs either their lives, their dignity, or their
lands, but that he freely forgave them for the sake
of lotw alone. The pardoned chiefs returned
from the assembly to the King’s house, and that
same night they renounced heathenism, and at
the family prayer of King George, for the first
time in their lives, they bowed the knee to the
Lord Jesus. More than a hundred persons fol-
lowed their example, when Mr. West visited the
fort a few days afterwards. Five weeks after-
wards, on the 16th of August, the remaining fort-

In Continental India one of the most faithful
Missionaries, Mr. Cryer, Lad been removed by
death. Among the English Society in Madras
the work bad not declined. The native church
at Royapettah had received 34 in church-fellow-
sbip, with 4 on trial ; and at Negapatam there
bad been several converts, one of whom had be-
fun to preach. At Bangalore, the Educational
Establishwent contained 300 boys,—an increase

of 130.  Major-Gen. Cubbon, Commissioner of

the Rajah of Mysore, bad testified his approval
by a wonthly gift of 300 rupees. ‘The printing
establishment was very efficient. Mysore bad
been deprived of most of its Missionary labour,
but the effects of former exertions were very
manifest. The Committee urged the appalling
fact, that in these territories there was only on:
Missionary to every million of the popalation.
The Missions in Australia and Polynesia next
came under review. The state of the work in
New South Wales aflorded ground of miugled
encouragement and regret. The removals to the
gold mines had operated detrimentally 1o reli-
gion. In some Circuits there had been an ex-
tension of the work. At the 7wron gold, mines
open-air services had been productive of good.
The Bathurst Cirenit had paid its own expenses,
and contributed £200 to the Society. In el
bourne, the congregations bad increased, and all

ress was surrendered, and mercy triumphed once
| more in saving the lives of the vanquished. This
| fortress, however, was at once destroyed, and the
| chiefs degraded from their rank, apparently as a
| punishment for their greater obstinacy. The

Romish priests who had persisted in remaning
in it to the last, notwithstanding the remonstran-
ces addressed to them both by the King and Sir
Everard Home, escaped without injury, and their
property was preserved from destruction by the
personal exertions of the King and the baronet,
who went through the midst of burning houses
and falling trees to help them to secure their
goods. Since the visit of Sir E. Home in H. M.
8. Calliope, as detailed in the Missionary notices
for March and April, the islands bave been visit-
ed by a French ship-of-war La Moselle, Captain
Belland, commissioned by the Governor of Takiti,
to enquire into certain laints | g
King George by the Captain of a French whaler
(the Gusiave of Havre-de-Grace) and by the
Romish priests residing in ZTonga. On the 16th
of November, the King went on board La Moselle,
and entered into conference with Captain Bel-
land on the alleged grievances. He took with
him copies of all his letters to the priests, and
other documents carefully prepared, and at the
close of the conference, which lasted five bours,
the Captain said, “ Tell the King I have seen
and conversed with many chiefsin the South Ses

to Sol 's Song, inclusive, have lately been
printed.

The Feejee Islands present a small increase
in the number of members, and a large increase
in the number of scholars :—

During the lagt year, Mr. Polglase arrived
from England in the Jokn Wesley with two
trained Teachers from the Glasgow Normal
Seminary. These have been stationed at
Lakemba, and Ovalau respectively. Mr. Hazle-
wood has returned from New South Wales in
improved health, and greatly delighted and
encouraged by the progress of the work in that
Colony since he left it in 1844. His interval of
abseuce from his station has been'filled up with
important literary avocations. A Feejeesa and
English Dictionary has been completed and pab-
lished, and an English and Feejeean Dictionary
is near completion. The press continues in
activity ; it is proposed to print three thousand
copies of the New Testament, and as many
extra copies of certain books in a separate form.
Education proceeds, and its beneficial results are
apparent. Mr. Watsford has eighty-four cpil-
dren in an Infant School at Vewa who have
attracted the attention of rhe neighbouring Chief
of Bua, the metropolis of Feejee. . He has been
to visit the School, expressed much pleasure at
the sight, and said that Mr. Watsford might go
and teach the children at Bua. In Mr. Binner's
School, at Livuka, there are about ninety chil-
dren who are able to pronounce the English
language with ease and correctness. At Lakemba,
most of the girls, and a few of the boys, in the
School, are members of Society. Five girls, who
bave been preserved in youth'from the vices of
their heathen state, have been married to Chris-
tian men, and promise to become pious and usetul
women.

The Lakemba Circuit prospers under the assi-
duous care of Mr. Lyth, whose special attention
is directed to increase the efficiency of his Native
assistants. Popery is almost extinet, and the few
respectable Feejeeans who gave it couatenance
in Lakemba have withdrawn themselves, and
come over to the Missionaries. lu Yandrana,
many have been savingly converted to God.

Some matters, not merely of local and Metho-
distical, but in some sense also of national inter-
est, have transpired during the year, in connex-
ion with the Feejee Mission. The first is the
sailing of an expedition, commissioned for the
nautical survey of that group of Islands, which
will greatly facilitate future intercourse with
them on the part of Europeans, and tend to the
preservation of Missionary property and life.
The next is the very important service which
has been rendered to the Missions in those scas,
by the opportune visits of H. M. 8. Calliope,
under the command of Sir James Everard Home,
Bart., who has in varions ways supported and
co-operated with the Society’s agents both in the
Friendly and Fecjee Islands. The Committee
cannot but rejoice, that in the providence of
God it bas been so ordered that the Crown of
Great Britain should have been so worthily re-
presented in these far-oft isles of the sea. The
Missionaries have been greatly and most Justly
encouraged by the advice and commendation of
the gallant officer. Another subject for general
congratulation is the success which has attended
the endeavours of Mr. Calvert to discountenance
the practice of slave-holding by British subjects
in these Islands. Three years ago he took steps
to bring this painful subject under the notice of
the authorities, and his exertions have been re-
warded by the issue of a Proclamation by His
Excellency Sir Charles Fitzroy, the Governor-
General of Her Majesty’s Australasian posses-
sions, declaring the purchasing and holding of
slaves by British svbjects to be illegal and scan-
dalous, and warning these offenders against their
country’s law, if they presist it will be at their
peril.

The stations in Southern Africa then occu-
pied attention. At Cape Town the gold exgite-
ment and the disturbed state of the colony ?-d
exercised an adverse influence, yet encourage-
ment was not wholly wanting. The settlements
generally had been harassed, and the people
scattered, but there were pleasing features in the
returns. Of British Kaffraria, it was said, that
by the gooduess of God—

The Station at Mount Coke has been preserv-
ed in safety through the year. More than once
has it been attacked by rebel Hottentots and Kaf-
firs, and eleven Natives and one European have
fallen victims to the violence of these misguided
men ; many have been ded, and exp
and want bave aflected the health of many
more ; 50 that the year has been one of great
sorrow and perplexify; yet the usual services
bave been continued with increasingly large and
attentive congregations, and the Sabbath-school
has been well attended. The Watson Institution,
now revived, and placed under the care of M.
Impey, contains eight youths, and as the printing-
press is about to be removed from King William’s
Town to this place, some new buildings which
will be required for carrying out this arrange-
ment will be erected without expense to the Soci-
ety. Onthe whole, the brethren indulge the
bope that this place, having weathered the storm
which bas wrecked so many kindred Institutions,

The operations of the press at King William's
Town have been much interfered with by the
war, and the publication of the English and
Kaffir periodicals bas consequently been suspend-
ed ; but the Scriptures, Hymn Books, and Sun-
day services have been steadily proceeded with,
and an edition of two thousand copies of thé
Kaffir New Testament is to be commenced im-
mediately.

The accounts from Kaffraria Proper showed
that the Missionary, formerly at Butterworth,
(now destroyed,) had divided his labours between
the natives and (he Eoglish in King William's
Towa.

A painful letter from Mr. Giddy, in the Bech-
uana Country, showed the mecessity for prayer
and effort on behalf of the Missionaries and their
flocks. It appeared, however, that, in the Port
Natal and Amazulu District,—

The work of God in the D'Urban Circuit is,
upon the whole, gratifying, though the rate of
progress is not so much as the Missionary could
desire. A depressed state of trade and other un-
favorable circumstanges bave severely tried many
friends among the Europeans, and led to the re-
moval of many of the natives. But the congre-
gations are generally good, and there is a spirit
of hearing among the people, wiile some few are
inquiring what they must do to be saved. The
Sabbath-school at D'Urban is in a healthy condi-
tion and contains about eighty scholars. A Day-
school is urgently negded ; and a “ teacher train-
ed in our Normal Institution would be of incalcu-
lable benefit.” At Ricter-Maritz-Berg, the Eag-
lish congregation is larger than it has ever been,
and devout attention is paid to the Word preach-
ed. The chapel has undergone considerable
alterations, including the erection of a gallery,
the cost of which will be provided for. The
Sunday-school has advanced in number and
efficiency, and an Infant-school has been com-
nienced towards which the Local Government
contributes fifty pounds per annum. The
coloured congregation has improved, and the
piety of the members assummes a more healthy
tone. The native work greatly needs additional
help both in the Society and School department.

The following notices occurred in relation to
the West African Missions :—

The interesting colony of Sierra Leone con-
tinues to advance. Not only are its material
interests in a state of progressive improvement,
but the work of God also. In every Circuit
there has been an increase of members ; and the
Wesleyan Methodists now constitute the largest
of the religious denominations which find a place
in the annual return of the population. It has
been very properly determined by the late Dis-
trict Meeting to divide the Freetown Circuit,
and fix the resid of a Minister at Wilber-
force, which with Aberdeen and the other places
allotted will form a Circuit, with nearly eight
hundred members in Society, five Day-schools,
and as many Sunday-schools,—a sufficient charge
for any ordinary pastor, even in a healthy and
favourable climate. Concerning the spiritual
state of the Freetown Circuit, the Superinten-
dent reports fnoun\)ly, with the exception of
oneor two places ; and could Buxton Chapel be

pleted and firished, and one or two other
places put into good repair, he would (it seems)
bave little left to desire. Sincg the rebuilding
of the Chapel at Murray Town, the Spirit of
the Lord has been poured out, many backsliders
bave been reclaimadyand thirty-seven idolators
have volantarily given up their idols and idol
‘worship, and commenced meeting in Class, twen-
ty-eight of these haye found peace with God
through our Lord Jesus Christ. The native In-
stitution at King Torri’s Point contains at pre-
sent nine Stadents, who are all of the first year,
but their progress so far has been satisfactory.
The Sunday Schools present a cheering Re-
port, there being an increase of one hundred and
fifty-seven Scholars, many of whom are adulte,
Four Catechumen Classes have also been form-
ed, which contain one bundred and twenty Pu-
pils. The Day Schools have encountered some
difficulties during the year, but, on the whole,
are doing well, and show an increase of upwards
of eighty Scholars.

From Cape Coast,the Reports speak of the
continued prosperity of the work in hight grati-
fying terms. A recent letter states “ Never bas
the work of God in this District been known to
assume #0 cheering an aspect. The influence of
Christianity is rapidly extending itself into the
interior.  All the out Stations, except, perhaps,
Kumasi, are in a healthy, vigorous, and flourish-
ing condition. Our pastoral visits to the Stati-
ons in the interior delight us wuch ;"they are
scasons of special grace to ourselves.”

The Missions in the West Indies and North
America were then noticed. The Committee,
after adverting to the great work which had been
achieved, conclude nearly as follows : —

Deep, solemn, heartfelt as is their joy, such
likewise are their solicitudes and regrets. The
grounds of their rejoicing have been stated, and
the occasion of their grief must not be passed

additioual expense inevitable ; dnd if the in-
come should unhappily not be angmented, not
only can there be No extension, but there must
he a reduction of their establishments and cur-
tailment of their operations.

To remove the existing debt—the interest of
which alone would suppost another Missionary
to bring up the annual income at least to the
point of expenditure, and then so far beyond it
as may warrant new undertakings and efforts—
these are the objects of the Committee’s immedi-
ate and most urgent idesire. And why should

in despair, for they appeal to those who, often as
they have been tried, were never found wanting.
They venturé thus once to ask for a more fre-
quent partizipatioa in the fervent, solemn, believ-
ing prayers of their Christian friends, in the
social and family circle, and in the great congre-
gation, as .well as in their private devotions.
They ask for larger, more systematic, and better
proportioned liberality ; for offerings such as
those which superstition has ofien placed at the
disposal of Romish priests, or consecrated to the
honour of abominable idols. They ask that mo-
thers would exercise their sacred and inalienable
prerogative, and as they teach their infants to
pray for the coming ¢f God's kingdom, and the
doing of His will, would train them to regard
this as the paramount object of Christian ambi-
tion and effort. They appeal to the teachers of
our youth in all grades to enlist the sympathies
of their charge on behalf of an unconverted

Of
the various collectors and other officers of the
Auxiljary and Branch Societies, the Committee
earnestly beg that they would apply themselves
afresh to their respective duties, and particularly
that they would spare no pains in circulating in-
telligence, and making all the subscribers, as far
as possible, cognizant of the case of the Society,
and of ity varied and extending operations.. They
entreat the Ministers of the Connexion to conti-
nue, and wherever practicable, to augment, those
valuable services in the way of advocacy and
oversight which, from the very formation of the
Society, they have so kindly rendered. And
along with all, and above all, they will not cease
to implore Him whom they recognize as the
Great Author and Patron of Christian Misgions :
“ Let Thy work appear unts Thy servants, and
Thy glory unto their children. And let the beau-
ty of the Lord our God be upon us: and establish
Thou the work of our hands upon us; vea, the
work of our hands establish Thou it.”

The following are Extracts of a Letter h?m
the Rev. William G. Campbell, dated April 8th,
1858 :—

I was gratified to have it in my power to visit
the Boyle Circuit in the month of November,
especially the town and neighbourhood of Drum-
shambo, where so much liberality to the cause
of Missions has been manifested for many years.
A delightful revival of God’s work broke out at
the love-feast ; and it is pleasing to know, that
nearly ‘all the members of the families most
liberal have experienced the converting grace
of God. The communications I have had since
are most encouraging; and the good work con-
tinues, thank God. After this I set out for Gal-
way, passing through Boyle, Castlerea, and
Team. In Boyle I was glad to find the Society
standing its ground; and, comparing it with
what it was near twenty years ago, I “ thanked
God, and took courage.” I fourd the reforma-
tion movements evoking a fearful crusade on the
part of Rome. Here the venerated Ousecly and
Graham frequently took the streets.

I visited Galway next, and found great excite-
ment by reason of these “ redemptionist fath-
ers, or Missiona-y Priests,” who had visited the
town to check the reform ation movement. They
toiled hard, hut caught nothing except one aban-
doned drunkard, who since fled from the town.
He was a professed Protestant. 1 must here re-
cord my fear that, in the rage for Romish con-
verts, the poor Protestants are looked over, as if
all were right with them. We united in earnest
prayer to God for the outpouring of the Holy
Spirit on our little Zion in Galway ; and it was
not in vain, thank God. We had very hallowed
and refreshing showers from the presence of the
Lord. Some very interesting cases of conversa-
tion, both among soldiers and civilians, and one
Romanist, rejoiced us greatly in the Lord.

I gave you some t of C a;and
it is unnecessary to enlarge, except to say that
others are entering on the ground on which we
bave long laboured ; and the circle of our influ-

over. In addition to the anxieties which the
workings of a complicated, and costly
machinery like that of this Society must always
involve, they have subjects of solicitnde arising
out &f present circumstances. The scale upon
which their operations are at present conducted
is much— very much too small. More Sechool-
masters, more Catechists, more Missionaries
should be forthwith employed. Many are re-
quired to supply vacancies; to give a full com-
plement of labourers to existing stations, or to |
afford a temporary relief to brethren sinking |
under the weight of labour. Many are asked |
for—either to strengthen the hands of solitary
Missionaries, or to occupy new and inviting
fields of labour. Invitations, such as at an earlier
period of this work would have been held to in-
dicate a providential call to a place, and would
have been at once acceded to, are now urged
from year to year in vain. And let it never be
forgotten, that those who ask for nothing, want
everything—that the contented ignorance, the
unconscious, nay the self-satisfied and com-
placent destitation of millions, marks them out
as even more needy and more wretched than
their fellows who have, at least, « grace to de-
sire grace,” and who are feeling «after God, if
haply they may find bim.” What is called in
the technical language of religious Societies, « an
opening” among a people does not create the
duty of carrying the Gospel to them, though it,
may assist in determining when we should gt

Our prospeet in Recess is brightening rapidly,
the result of a little additional attention. I re-
turned by Ballinasloe and Athlone; and here
also ajgracious rain descanded ; and on returning
through the latter place a few days ago, I found
those who had obtainad peace with God general-
ly “ walking in the fear of the Lord.” In the
town of Moate, also, a few were made happy in
God. Here I conducted an out-door service last
week. Many, heard; and the Clergyman of the
parish paid marked attention. In the months
of January and February I visited, or rather
re-visited, the Kilkenny Mission, passing through
parts of the Carlow Circuit, where the work of
God appears in a healthful condition. Messrs.
Reilly and Lough are faithfully pursuing their
arduous toil. I met afriend in Athy “ devising”
very “ liberal things” in reference to the enlarg-
ment of our Irish Mission-work. May the Lord
long spare his useful life! I passed through
Kilkenny to the Bonlew Hills. Here we have
a nice chapel and good congregation. We held
special revival services, and several testified that
the ¢ Man-&f Calvary” receiveth sinners still.
I understand the good work goes on there de-
lightfully. Since then, one respectable Roman
Catholic female found peace with God. Others
on the Mission bave given every evidence of a
sincere conviction of the errors of Romanism ;

New York Correspondence.

Ocean Steamers - New Line to Genoa.—Sardinia,—her
kindness to the Refugees.—ier trade in cotton snd
fruits,—Genoa,—her former commercial glory,~Emi-
gration may be turned into this new channel,~The
new plan should be encouraged.

One of the distinguishing traits of our astonish-
ing age, is that of ocean stcamers. Our city, by
this means, is becoming well acquainted with the
whole civilized world; and we are, as it were,
nearer neighbours than ever before. London,
Paris, and Bremen are nearer in fact to New
York, than we were formerly to Halifax or Mon-
treal. A new tide in commerce is about to flow
this way. A line of steamers, long talked of, be-
tween Genoa and New York, has been secured
by contract with the Sardinian Government and
the Trans Atlantic Company.

The capital of thisnew Company is $2,000,000,
and its charter extends twenty years. Two lines
of monthly steamers will run, one from Genoa to
N. York, and the other belwegn Montevideo and
this City. The steamers are to be of, at least,
1,500 tons, and 250 horse power. $6,000 per
voyage, are guaranteed by the Genoese to each
line for carrying the mails. So favourable was
this arrangement considered, that several houses
at Genoa took stock to the amount of $600,000,

I take great interest in the little kingdom of
Sardinia. She bas firmly befriended the cause
of Constitutional Liberty, and has become free
without running into anarchy. The Sardinians
bave a Parliament on a liberal basis, with a press,
the freest in FEurope excepting the English.—
Their king bas steadily granted new privileges
to his people, in Church and State. Her cities
are not crowded with guns, bayonets, and armed
troops to keep down the people, as is the case in
Paris and many other European capitals. Louis
Napoleon might learn something useful here.

I admire the Sardinians too, because they are
the only Continental nation which has dared, in
our time, to give a shelter to political refugees.
Even boasted Switzerland, expelled these unfor-
tunate people from her barren mountains. But,
honoured be their generosity in Sardinia and
Piedmont, no less than 20 or 30,000 men have
found a safe asylum there. Nor has any threat,
or diplomatic skill thus far succeeded in expell-
ing them. You know they are not very far from
Austria, and Old England and Brother Jonathan,
blood relations, should teel very friendly to such
excellent acquaintances. The former has an in-
timate treaty of commercial alliance with Sardin-
ia, and this new steam line, will make us better
neighbours. With such the United States should
especially cultivate friendly relations.

The new line of steamers must succeed. Genoa
alone, now imports some 15,000,000 francs per
annum of our cotton, and we obtain her fruits
from the Mediterranean to the amount of 60 mil-
lions of dollars every year. This trade is now
carried on by slow sailing vessels, performing the
voyage in three months, and generally losing
about three quarters of the cargo from decay.
By steam the passage can be made in 16 days,
and full half a cargo might be saved any trip.

Genoa was once famous for her commercial
glory. Our blessed land owes its discovery to
one of her sons. Who knows bLut new life and
prosperity are about to spring up within her
ancient port and walls? The railroad cutting
the mountains between Genoa and Turin will
soon be finished, and thus connect Switzerland
with the Mediterranean. And then the whole
stream of emigration from Southern Germany to
America, may find its outlet through Genoa. At
great expense they now sail from Hamburg,
Bremen, or Liverpool. By Genoa the trip will
be cheaper, and some 20 days quicker. Why,
the immense cotton trade, I mean the raw mate-
rial, for Switzerland and South Germany, now
takes the expensive and circuitous route of
Liverpool or Havre, whilst the natural direction
seems to be Genoa.

There is life, and a love of liberty, still on the
plains of Piedmont. I would encourage the
liberal spirit of the Sardinians, and if our miail
steamers can help them, let American commerce
and our ‘ stars and stripes’ freely and generously
meet this spirit.

them. In 1829, the first of our* Public Schoaly”
was opened: At present they number 41, and
contain over 9000 pupils,
with there is the Central Public High Selyel
for males, and the Eastern and Western Publie
High Schools for girls. These are designed o
afford facilities for a very fiberal education of 3
bigh order to those pupils of the lower publie
schools, who afler a rigid examination at the end
of every year, are found qualified for advanee-
ment. These schools both low and high, are
under the control of a Board of School Comuiis
sioners, consisting of one person for each of the
twenty Wards of the city. These Commission-
ers are nominated to their offices by the Mayor
of the city, and appointed by the Council. The
Board is made up of members from all the leading
denominations of Christians in the city, and
the Schools supported by a regular Tax laid upon
every Property holder. The Romanists, not
satisfied with more than a fair proportion of
members both in the Board, and the corps of
teachers, have been making a determined effort
to break up the system, and thereby secure o
division of the School fund, among the different
sects for the purpose of being appropriated to
Education under open Sectarian bias. A mem-
ber of their Communion who was el by the
ruling political party, to the Legislature, bas been
zealously engaged in endeavoring to secure the
passage of a Bill giving to the Romanists this obs
Ject of their ardent pursuit. This effort pressed
pertinaciously at the last two sessions of the

This
School was chartered by the State, and subse-
quently its powers were increased by an addi-
tional act of the Legislature, empowering them
to receive females. Their charter gives them
the authority to receive boys and girls ; educate
them, and in cases of great destitution (where

the children have no parents or guardians) 19

In connection there »
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bind them out to suitable masters and trades.—
1t is entirely under the supervision of twenty
Trustees, all members of the Methodist Episco-
pal Church. It is supported by contribations
taken up in our churches ; and from individuals
by personal application. In the last. fifty-one
years, it has been instrumental in the accom-
plishment of an amount of good, that eternity
can alone develope. At the last Annual Re-
port made to the pablic a year ago, there were
in the School 144 boys,a.d 180 givls. The Re.
port of the present year states, there have been
admitted during the year 83 boys, and 70 girls,
making a total of 227 boys, and 200 girls.—
Bound out and returned to parents 87 boys,
and 70 girls—leaving at present in the School,
140 boys, and 130 girls. These children are
of the poorest class of society, and of every sect.
Of this large number, but 30 boys and 27 girls
are of parents or friends who are in the habit
of attending our ministry. 1 send you with this
a copy of the last Report. This excellent cha-
rity is truly one of the brightest monuments of
our « Monumental City,” More anon.

British and Foreign Bible Society.

The 49th annual meeting of this Society was
held on the 4th of May in Exeter Hall, the
Earl of $haftesbury, President of the Society,
in the chair.

After a few congratulatory observations from
the Chairman, the Rev, Mr. Phillips read the
annual report, which enumerated the various
grants of copies of the Scriptures made to Mis-
sionary and other Societies, and detailed the
progress of the work of biblical translation into
numerous lauguages and dialects.

The financial statement showed that, excln-

sive of the Jubilee Fund, the receipts of the
year ending March 31 amounted to £109,160
10s. 8d., being an increase of £711 9s. 10d.
over those of last year, The receipts applicable
to the general purposes of the society amounted
to £54,587 11s. 6d., including £36,523 15s.
11d. fee contributions from auxiliary Societies,
being a clear increase of £2,422 16s. 11s. on
that item. ;
_ The amount received for Bibles and Testa-
meuts amounted-to £54,572 19s. 2d., being an
increase of £2807 6s. Hd. The issues from
the Society’s depots were—home, 840,552;
abroad, 328,242 ; making a total of 1,168,794 ;
being an increase of 14,152 over those of last
year.

The total issues of the society from its com-
mencement amounted to 26,571,103 copies.—
The expenditure of the past year was £95,930
9s. 10d., and its present engagements were £55,-
239 3s. 10d. The jubilee fund exceeded £17,
000.

The meeting was addressed by the Marquis
of Cholmondeley, the Hon. and Rev. Baptist
Noel, the Rev. Hugh M Neile, Bishop M¢livaine,
the Rev. T. Binney, and other gentlemen, and
resolutions were passed expressive of gratitude
for the Divine blessing on the labors of the soci-
ety, especially in reference to its late jubilee
proceedings.

A vote of thanks to the chairman having been
passed by the meeting, and briefly acknowledged
by his lordship, the proceedings terminated.—
Times.

The first phase of the dispute, notwithstanding the
hostile attitude assumed by Prince Menschikoff,
seems to have been settled amicably, but the se-
cond and more serious demand, relative to the
powers claimed by the Czar on behalf ot the
Greek Church, has led to the withdrawal from
Constantinople of Prince Menschikoff, and the
consequent total suspension of all diplomatic in-
tercourse. Of the withdrawal of the Raussian
plenipotentiary not the least doubt can be enter-
tained. The most gratifying featare in Lord
John Russel’s statement is the fact of the perfect
cordiality which exists between this couatry and
France relative to the independence of Turkey.

The protracted disputes which have taken
place between Austria and Switzerland have led
at last to the rupture of diplomatic relations be-
tween the two countries, and their respective
agents have left their posts.

The King of Prussia has left Vienna, and re-
turned to his capital.

It is rumoured that her Majesty will visit the
Dublin Exhibition en route to Scotland.

The direct intelligence from Australia is not
of so late a date as that brought by way of India,
but the details are more ample. The rise in the
price of gold is confirmed, and the yield from the
diggings appears to be as large as ever, although
there is a slight apparent decrease in the reports
of the quantities brought down by the escorts.

We have received a telegraphic despatch an-
nouncing the arrival of the Indian Mail. The
news from Burmah is to the 13th April, and is
once more of a very unsatisfactory nature. The
latest news from China 1s to the 11th of April,
at which date the American, Frenchand English
vessels of wars on the Coast of China, bave, at
the urgent request of the Chinese authorities,
consented to guard Nankin, Shanghai, and the
mouths of the Great Canal against the rebels.

There were burnt twenty-three stores
eight dwelling houses, including the only hotel
in the place, three law offices,and other build~
ings.

The Boston Discussions,

In Massachusetts they have a way of doing
busines which has a wonderful tendency to
bring troth to light, and bring the whole
community to understand their real interest.
‘When any important subject comes up be-
fore the Legislature, it is refered to a'com-
mittee, who give the parties, pro and com, a
public hearing. On such occasions, when the
topic is a very exciting one, the Hall of the
house is crowded with anxious listeners, and
a fine opportunity is given for displays of
eloquence from men not counected with the
body. The great Maine Law question has
been up for several evenings, and amid great

smuggler in an illicit trade.

a position which but few question, and fewer
still have the hardibood to deny ? <

No truth can be more firmly established
that this : the legal criminality ?f the offence.
No code, of even semi-barbarian law, ever
contemplated the punishment of the subject
who acted in accordance with the laws of
the land in which he lived. So long as law
itself draws a distinction between cause and
effect, and steps in, with its broad shield of*
legality, to ward off the blow that would at
once prostrate the principal and accessory,
and turns its foll force from the former upon
the victim of the vender’s cupidity, the
dealer (in intoxicating drinks) with impunity
may continue his work of degradation and
death, without fear of molestation, while the
unconscious inebriate is held responsible for
every offence against the peace, good order
and quiet of society. Thus the law upbolds
and strengthens the hands of the guilty
author of nearly all the mischief and erime
in the land. The rum-seller complacently
quiets his conscience with the lawfulness
of his business ; elaims to be a lover of good
order and quiet, and a good citizen, who
never violates the peace himself, and is so
considerate as to turn out of doors those
whom he has put in prime condition to
disturb the quiet and endanger the lives of

others.

The thrifiless farmer, then, provides no
shelter for his cattle duting the inclemency
of winter; but permits them to stand,
shivering by the side of a fence, or to lie in
the snow, as best suits them,

He throws their fodder on the ground, or
in the mud, and not unfrequenily in the

aud ali'the manure are wasted.

He grazes his meadows in the fall and
spring, by which they are gradually exhaust-
ed, and finally ruined.

His fences are old and poor—just such
as to let his'neighbour’s catilé break into
his fields, and teach his own to be unruly.

He neglects to keep the manure from
around the sills of his barn—if he has one
—by which they:are prematurely rotted,
and bis barn destroyed.

He 1ills, or skims over the surface of his
land, till it is exhausied ; but never thinks

excitement. The chief opponent of the law |
has been the Rev. Mr. Lo¥ejoy, of Cam- |
bridge, once a sound temperance lecturer as
well as a talented and popular preacher.—
He bas somehow, to the surprise of all his
friends, thrown himself into the deadly breach
for the defence of the liquor men. On the
15th of March hs made his first speech be-
fore the committee, taking the ground advo-
cated so much in former years, that wine is
accounted in the Bible a blessing, and that a
condemnation of the manufacture and sale is
a condemnation of the blessed Saviour, who
turned water into wine. Mr. Lovejoy also
opposed the law as a law of false pretences,
claiming to regulate the manufacture and
sale, while, in fact, it was a law which no |
man or men had a right to make, to enforce |
total abstinence by putting the supply be- |
yond reach. He considered the law, also,
an approximation of religion and politics,
and placed the responsibility of drunkenness
upon the seller, Whereas it should be placed
upon the drinker. He dwelt mach upon the
law as a wanton violation of property ; as un-
constitutional ; a law which could not be en-
forced, and if enacted, would soon be repeal-
;:,u and viewed by posterity as a pyramid of

They
should be covered over with a thick cloth
during the night ; if exposed 10 the night
air they will become damp and mildew. —

feathers separately, while it answers quite |
as well. Care must be taken 1o dry the bed
perfectly, before sleeping ou 1t. Hair mat-
trasses that have become hard and dinty,
can be made nearly as good as new by rip-
ping them, washing the ticking, and picking
the hair free from bunches, and keeping it
in a dry airy place several days, When the
ticking is dry, il it lightly with the hair,
and tack it together.
