A Good Friday Meditation.
Ooe of the first things doce by tb# Roman 

soldiers to whom the eiecn'.ion of the eeotence 
was committed, was to atrip our Saviour and to 
nail him to the cress. We do not know whe­
ther that cruel o|—ration of trenafising the bande 
and feet was performed while the cross yet ley 
upon the greued, or ett.r It was created. They 
elated him,—in k.nJneee let ue believe retber 
thaa io scorn, wine eised with myrrh, an ano­
dyne or io)thieg draugh’, fitted to dull or deed- 
•n the sense of pain, hut be wsivid it away ; he 
would do nothing that might lull the eeoere, 
but might at the same Urn# impair the lull, clear, 
mental c mecioeanes». Tr.e clothing of tbeeri- 
mital was in nil such instance» a legal perqaieiue 
cf th» executioners, and tbs soldier» proceeded 
to divide it among them. Toe other par,» of 
hie eater re n.«nt they foutd it comparatively 
easy to divide ; but when they cause to hie inner 
ooel, fiocieg it of sca-twhet uaueuei tentera, 
wevvn from the to? throughout—it may neve 
been his mother's workmanship, or lb# gift ef 
some of those bind women who bad ministered 
to hie weote ood1 oomforte—they fewed no way 
of diepoeing ef it is easy ea to —at lota amoog

Wh o they looked,at that 
lag at declaration of hi* crime planed above 
Cartel's bead, end thought of ell tbit it implied, 
the Cr.ief Privet» hurried beck to Pilete, aed 
a.ked him io mike a moiifiietion of it, which 
should lews i: open that there might be another 
hi"g of the Jews beside Cm ter. “Write act,'' 
they said to Pilais, "Toe King of lbs Jewel 
but tbet be laid, 1 »m Kiog of tbs Jews." Lit it 
be mads patent, that it wsa as eo illegitimate 
claimant tbat he was put to death, la ill humor 
with bimaeif, in worse burner with them, Pile!# 
ie in no atoo 1 to lieien to their prepoeeh He 
will bold them t ghily to their own denial and 
disavowal of any king but Lieimr ; and eo, with 
» somewhat sharp and surly sluiusivei.ee*, be 
dismisses th,os by eeying, “ What 1 have writ­
ten, I have written.’'

Meenekle the lildiere have completed tbeir 
creel worlg It wee whan in tbeir hands, or soon 
after, tbat Jesus said, “ Father f„rgite them, for 
they know tot what they do." S.ch tough 
hand iog as that to which our Lord had been 
subjected, each acute bedily suffering »• it bed 
inffieted, have a strong trndecoy to itritats, end 
to render tbs auff.rar iodiffeieot to every hing 
beyond his own injuries and paioe. But bow 
far above tbiedoee Jeeue rise I No murmuring 
no ihreâteoing, ne accusation ; co lament ; no 
ory for help ; no invoking of vengeance ; no ears 
for, or thought of self ; no obtrudiog of hie own 
forgiveoeee. It ia not, l forgive you ; ** bat Fl­
itter forgive them." Noeideioog glane» even at 
tie own wroege and euffsrings, io stating for 
what the forgiven*»! ie eolioited. “ They know 
eot what they do io this simple aud sublime 
petition, not the alight»»!, most shadowy trace of 
eeif-eonsideratien. h ie from a beert t coupled 
with thought* for other», ead not with it» own 

I it ie out of the depths ol an infinite love end 
pity, which no water» can qutneb, that there 

forth the purest end highest petition for 
mercy that ever ascended to the Pelher of mer­
cies in beaseo. It ie from the lip» of a Bro­
ther Mae tbat this petition earn»», yet from ou» 
that ean speak to Ood ae to bia own Pether. It 
ie from Jeeue on the croevit jOmee ; from him 
who submit* to all the eheme and agony of cru- 
oifixioo, that as the Lamb that was slain for ue, 
that he might earn, as it were, the right the» to 
pray, and furnish himeell with » plea ia preying 
eueh ae none but he poeseseath and can employ. 
Ae a Prophet he bed spoken to th. daughter» of 
Jerusalem Ufr the way ; as the great High Priest, 
he iotercedee for bia crueller» from the oroee.

Nor are we to confite that intercession to 
those for wnom in the first instance it wee ex­
erted. Wide over the whole range of eiofui hu­
manity does that prayer of our Redeemer ex­
tend. Pur every etnoer Of our race if it be true 
of him that he knew not what be did, that prayer 
ofJeeeegoe# up to the throne of mercy. It 
wee in comparative igotranee that those sol­
diers and the Jaws crucified Jeeue. Hed they 
kaowa what they did, we have ae apostle’e tes­
timony for believing they wowld not have crad­
led the Lord ol glory. Bot thie ignorance did 
not take away their gatit. Hed it done eo, there 
hed been oeed of at intercessor in tbeir be- 
halt It wee witb wicked hands they did the 
deed. Nor did their ignores— in any way enti­
tle them to forgiveoeee ; then might it have tern 
left to the Father to deal with them without any 
iniarce—ion ef the Bon. But tbeir ignoranw 
brought them red their doing, within tie pel. 
of tbat Divine mircy for which the prayer of 
the greet Mediator wee presented. How tor ere 
we entitled to oarry this idea, I shall not pre­
sume tv eay. Wee it because of tbet element— 
the element of an imperfect knowledge ef what 
was done—tbat for the transgreeetoo of mao a 
Saviour red a eacr.fi* was provided,—not pro­
vided for th# ein of fallen regale, of whom it 
cohid net, ie the seme ecoee, be said that they 
koew aot what they did ? Ie it to that degree in 
which a partiel ignorance of what we do, prevail* 
that ignorance not being of itself entirely oar 
owe fault that our irreegreeetona come, within 
th# scope and power of the intercession of the 
Redeemer t To qnestiooe sue a as the* we ven­
tera ao reply Only let us remember tbat lins 
rise in magnitude as they are committed against

THE PIMtTEXT THIEF.
Strange, cer.eioly, that emieg tb'»» who vail 

at Jasa» at e ieh a time,one of ibo* crucified aloog 
with him shtuld bs numbered. Those brought 
out to share together the shame at.d agony of » 
public execution, have {enerally looked oe each 
other with a kindly aod indulgent eye. Out­
rait. from tb. world’# sympathy .they have drawn 
largely upon the eympeihy of ooe mother. 
Many re old deep grudge has hern buried at 
the gallon feet. But here, where there ie noth- 
iag to be forgotten, nothing to be forgiven, 
nothing whatever to cheek the operation of 
the common law by which oommniiy in snff-rirg 
begets sympathy ; here instead of sympathy, 
there ie eeurn , ini lead of pity, reproach. What 
called forth each feelioge, at eueh a lime, and 
from such a quarter t In part it may have been 
due to the eueumetan* that It wee upon Jeeue 
tb. maio burden of the public reproeeh wee 
flung. , Bad men like to join with other» io 
burning these who either are, or are euppoesd 
to be, worse msn then themselves. And so it 
msy have brought somrthirg Ike relief, may 
even have ministered «omett.ing like gretifl;i'iuo 
to this men to fini that when brought cut far 
execution, the tide of public indignation directed 
itself eo exclusiiely egainet Jeeue—l y making eo 
much more of whose criminality, be thioke to 
make to much leee of hi* own. Or ie it the spirit 
of the religicue eccffer tbet vente here its expiring 
breath F Ail he sees atd ail he hears—those 
pouting lip#, those wagging heeds, those up­
braiding speeches—tell him whet it was in Jreis 
that had kiadled eueh cmnity against him, and 
too thoroughly done be go m with tbat spirit 
which ie rile around the criei, not to join in the 
expression of it ; and so while; other» are railing 
at Jesus, he too will rail. It ie d fficult to give 
any more setisfectory cxpUostion of hie con­
duct, difficult in cny case like ibis to fathom the 
depths even of • ting e humsn spirit ; bat explain 
it »» yon mey, it wee one diop euded to the cup 
of bitterness which our Lird that day took into 
hie bends, red drenk to the very drege, tbet not 
only were hie enemies permitted to do witb 
him ae they would, but the very criminal who ie 
crucified by hie side, deem# himeell eetitled to 
east such reproachful sayings in hie teeth.

But he ie not euff.red to rail at Jaeue unre­
buked, and the rebuke comes most appropriate­
ly from his brother malefactor, who turning 
upon him, ecye, “ Dost thou not fear God, 
seeing thou art in th# seas condemnation F"
“ Doet not thou fear Ood F''—he does not eay 
doet tboo not feat men F for man has already 
done all tbet men ean do. But dort thou not 
fear Ooj F He know» that there ia a God to 
fear, a Ood before who* bar be end his bro­
ther sufferer ere soon to appear ; a God to whom 
they eball bave.togive account not only for every 
evil action that io their peet live» they have done, 
but for every idle word tbet ia dying they «ball 
speck. He knows it now, he feels it now,—had 
he known and felt it sooner, it might have raved 
him from banging en that cress,—tbat over red 
above the wndemeetma of man which h# had 
eo lightly thought of, and fearlessly bad braved,

Little *» te may bale seen or known before of 
Jesus, whet he h.d witneeeed bad entirely con­
vinced him teat kis csev we* a cess of unmeiitee 
and unprovoked persecution ; tbet he wee ao 
innocent man whom these Jews, to gratify tbeir 
owo spleen, to avenge themralv,» in their own 
ignob.e quarrel with him, were hounding to the 
deeth.

But be goei much farther then to give ex­
pression to h e conviction cf Cbriet’s innocence, 
end it is here we touch upon the ipirituei mar­
vel» of this extraordinary incident.

Are we wroeg io eeying that, 
et the paniceiar moment ah«n that testimony 
to Cori t’s divinity was burn#, there wee not re- 
other full believer in that divinity but tint dying 
thief ? If eo, wee it act a fining thing that be 
who ws# Barer te be left without a witneee, 
aow when there eas butene witaeei lelt, should 
have hed this solitary testimony given to hie 
divinity at the very time when it wee praeiog 
into ai wool total eolipes ; eo nearly shrouded 
from mortal viaiea F There were many to call 
him Lord when he rtes triumphant from the 
toab ; there ie bet ooe to eali him Lord ai he 
heege dying on the créa».

But let os look upon tbs prayer of lbs dying 
■thief not only ea a public testimony to the hing’y 
character and prerogative of Jesus, but as tbs 
prayer of individu»1, appropriating faith ; the 
earnest, hopeful, treatful eppl celion of a dying 
eiecer to a dying Saviour. Hie ideal cf Christ's 
character and office mey have been obscure ; 
ibe nature of that kingdom into possession of 
which be wee about to enter, bs msy hsvs but 
im|erfsctly understood. He knew it, however, 
to be a spiritual kingdom ; he felt that indivi­
dually he bad forfeited hie right of admission to 
it* privileges and its joye ; be believed that it 
lay with Jesus to admit him into that kingdom. 
Not with a spirit void of apptebreeion, may be 
have made hie last sppral. I*, may have seemed 
to him a very doubtful thing, whether Jesue, 
when relieved from the sharp pain of crucifixion, 
tb# suffering over, and the throne of the hiog- 
dom leeched, weald tbinh of him amid the 
splendour» and the joye of hie new kingly stele. 
Double of a similar character have often haunt­
ed the hssrl* of the penitent, tbs beetle of the 
beet aod tb# holiest ; bot there were two thing» 
of which he bed no doubt, that Jeeus could 
save hie, and that if ha did net b# would perish. 
Aod it ia oat of these two simple elements that 
genuine foith ia always formed, a deep, pervad­
ing, subduing eoneeieueneee of our ue worth mesa, 
» simple and entire trust in Chriet.

It has bran often and well eaid, tbat whilst 
thie one instance of faith ia Jeeue formed at the 
eleventh hoar is recorded in the New Teetnment, 
m order tbat none, even to the lait moment of 
their being, should deepeir,—there ie but thie 
one instenw, that none may presume upon a 
deathbed repentance. And even tbit instance 
teaches most impressively that the faith which 
Brings forgiven»»» end open» the gets of Paradise 
to the dying eianer carries with it a renovating 
power ; that th# faith which ooaveye the till*, 
works at the same time the meelnete for the 
heavenly inheritance. Let a man dit that hour 
m which he truly end cordinliy believes,that hour 
h e passage into the henvenly kingdom ie made 
secure ; but 1st a window be opened tbat hour 
into hie soul, let us see into all the secrete there­
of, sod we shell discover that morally and epiri- 
tnal'y there has been a change in inward charac­
ter corresponding to the change in lygal standing 
or relationship with Ood. It wee eo with this 
dying thief. Trur, ws have but a short period 
of his life tafore us, and io that period only two 
short sayings to go upon ; happily, however, 
say irgs of such A kind, Aad spoken in such cir­
cumstances, as to preclude ell doubt of their 
entire hones y end truthfulness ; end whet do 
:bey reveei ef the condition ef tbet men’s miad 
»nd soul ? What underuse* of conssisa* is 
r.sre ; what daep reverence 1er Gud ; wtat de­
vout submission to tbs divine will ; whst entire 
rslitqjiahmsot of all personal ground# ol con­
fidence before God; whet a vivid realixicg of 
the world of spirits ; whst a tumble trust in 
Jesui ; whst «sal for the Saviour's honor ; whet 
»o iadigoatioo at the unworthy treotment be 
waa receiving ! May we xoi take St. Paul's cata- 
.ogua ef th* fruit* of genuine repantreea,— 
Behold whst earvfulneaa it wroeght in him ;

Discoveries at St Louis.
Itie generally known in this country, aed la 

ecieotifie eire'es la Burope, that th# gigantic un­
dertaking of bridging th# Miwiralppi Rivar at 
this point hie been already begun, aad thet 
for more than a year, when the state of Ihe ri­
ver would permit, the sound of ih# ponderous 
machinery bra raised act day or night, bat the 
work of excavation baa been going on until the 
solid rock hae hern reached for the fouadetlon 
of the pier, upon the western «hors. One of 
the pitre i» «ready above low water mark—a 
triumph of mecheeieal skill. Tbs blocks cf stoos 
of which It i# built are ai huge as those cf 
the Pyramids, aad yet by the application of or. 
Iginal principles ef mechanical end engineer­
ing shill, thaw gigantic blocks are moved aa 
easily ra the cannot foundation atone* of our 
dwellings The outer pier ie not yet bagua, the 
excavations therefor* not being quit# completed' 
At thia point the woedcre begin, the end of 
which i« not yet, Wb.t effect tha discovery of 
this tuerai under lb. river may have upon Ik. 
location of the bridge the board of sngiowra will 
coon dvtermioo. About tf p. m. yestarday, the 
workmen cegegad In bleating tha rocha in tb. 
bottom of tbo exeavstien for the foundation of 
this pin discharged aa extraordinary large blast 
of po.dsr, when immediately after th# report 
o strange phenomenon presented itself. In- 
stssd of beviag the asusi time for Its smoke 
to «leer sw.y, they asw it eswnd rapidly in a 
column, aa though issuing from tb. amok, alack 
of one ef our ateanwre. Thia aoon cleared, and 
it waa found that a steady current of air with a 
strange damp odor was issuing from the esver- 
noos excavation, aboning tbat an opening had 
been made in some subterranean passage. Up­
on desModing to the bottom tfcé usual mod aod 
weter had diaaeppvered tbrcagb a dark deep 
opening in tbs rock about ten fret in diameter, 
mad# by the last discharge of powdsr. Bips», 
ladders and torches were Immsdiatsly procur­
ed and careful explorations begun. We cannot 
tow eater Into detailed descriptions, but having 
been invited to accompany th# board of engineers 
with a delegation from tb# Aesdemy V Scion* 
end Historical Sneisty, we mast rerarve a full 
exposition of Ihe wooderfo! due ivory until we 
shall h-ve made a more evreful survey. Buf­
fles it for tbs pressât to ray it is sert tin tbat 
tha teeasl pieaee entirely under the river lo 
th# Illinois shore, and wbetbvr it ie only the 
work of rame aa Sleet re* who on* inhabited 
thie land, who* laurre iag remains are street 
ae thiehly ep and down Una greet valley, o’ 
whether it ia pertly aataral aod partly artifi­
cial, romaine te be ease.

death el Jesus upon tbe cross—lor death by 
crucifixion seldom occnrnd in less than three 
days—ae well also as in His exclamation, “ My 
tied, my G<d, wl y but tbou forsaken me ? * 
which receive no explanation except on the 
ground of tbe overwhelming sonow where His 
soul was made an offering for sin, by which tbe 
spirit ol the Redeemer was bowed down under 
tbe iced of human gui t. This spiritual sorrow 
wu the soul of that agony of which the bodily 
suffering wee but lbs shadow and tbe aign. A 
devout and scholarly physician, as tbe result of 
a quarter of a century’s reading and reflection, 
has ventured with all reverence to suggest, tbit 
tbs immediate physical cause of the death of 
Christ wu the rupture of His heart, induced by 
tbe inner agony of His spirit.

Tbe plooghehare of the gospel 
has broken up the toil, the good iced, which ie 
the word of God, ha* been deposited, gemma­
tion ha* begun, tbe teoder plant ba* appeared 
ie many young convert*, but unices tbe aeuon 
of refreshing from tbe preeence of the Lord 
come—the Peotecos'al shower of rrvirals, with 
their convictions and convenions, ihsir tear* 
aod groan* of penitence and songs and abouts 
of faith—we may be sure that many a young and 
prom’eing plant will droop and die. They need 
tbe refreshing water of graee-tbe reviviag «bow­
ers of the Spirit.

There is no better cur* for the present ten­
dency to formality and ritualism, than a real- 
genuine baptism of the Holy Ghost, ia what w* 
may call an old-lashiontd reeival, where con- 
verts, in Heir first glow of Christian love, and 
old member., with ihrir cop full and running 
over with heavenly joy, are fused together into 
e common brotherhood, withiut restraint ore 
barrissaient. Tbe preaching, tbe ringing, tbe 
praying, all attest that44 where tbe Spirit of the 
Lord it there ia liberty."

Let us arek to keep up these precious feasts 
in the Church, or elie ours will be tbe biitory 
of all other Churches in which revivals seldom, 
if ever, occur. Barrenness, coldneev, formal! 
worldlinem, and pride, that great bane of vital 
godlinem, will be tbe miserable and bitter fruit 
that will abound through all our borders.

We believe that Methodism, undo/ God, bas 
done more for tbe evangelisation ol l he people, 
and ibe building up of a sound Christiao senti­
ment, than all tbe Churches put together that 
ignore revivals, and adhere to the wereoiyped 
plan of 44 regular means." That the Church 
ought to be ablaze with revival fire all the time 
ws grant ; bat that tbe Church is not so, is the 
very reason why we ought to seek to get bar up 
to this high state tomdimtt. We once heard a 
preacher who, perbapi, never had a revival 
bis charge, say, in spvakiog of a Methodist pro­
tracted meeting, “ I dislike periodicity.” And 
yet that same preacher never hesitated to re­
ceive into hi* Cbnrch communion, tbe convene 
made by these pmodtoal efforts.

The Hugenots
BT SAMVEL SMILES.

The following extracts from this instructifs, 
and engaging work, by one of tbe most popular 
of firing authors, will be resd with interest. 
They will also assist in fifing » good idea of the 
notice rolutne. “Tbe origin of the term Uu- 
genot is extremly obscure. It wet et first ap­
plied to tbe French Protestants as • nick name 
snd like th* Ouster of Flsodsrs, they assumed 
and bore it with pride. Some suppose tbe term 
to he derived from Huguon a word used in Tou­
te!* e to signify persons who walk at night 
It the streets—the ssrly protestent* like the ear- 
ly Christians, haring chosen tbet time for their 
religious assemblies. O bars srs of opinion 
that it was del iced from a French and faulty 
pronunciation of tbe German word Kidgenout* 
or confederates, tbs name gicen to those citisene 
of Genera who entered into an alliance with tbe 
Swje cantons to resist the attempts of Charles 
111, daks of Ssroy against their liberties. Tbs 
confederates were called EignoU, end hence 
probably tbe dericetien of the ward Hugenots. 
A third surmise is, that tbe word wee dericed 
from on» Hu guet, tbe name of e Centres# Cal­
vinist." The Vaodoia peasantry knew the Bible 
almost by heart. Raids were from time to lime 
made into their district by agents of tbe Romish 
Church for tbe purpoee of securing and burning 
all such copies of the Bible as they could lay 
their bends on. Knowing this, the peccants 
formed societies of young persons, eocb of whom 
wu appointed to preserve in bis memory a cer­
tain number of chapters ; end thus, though their 
Biblu were seised and burnt, the Vandois were 
still enabled to refer to their Bibles through tbe 
memories uf tbe young minds in which the chap­
ters were preserved."

egeiset oppression sod tyranny.

Th* visitor to the Cathedral, ia pawing 
through the Usdar Croft has usually pointed out 
to him tbe apartment still used as 44 the French 
Cbureb." It is plainly fitted up with pews, » 
pulpit, sod precentor's desk, like a diewetiog 
place of worship j and ildeed, it is n diawntiag 

of worship, though forming part of tbe 
High Cathedral of Canterbury.

44 Toward tbe end of 1684, s painful incident 
occurred at Marennea, ie Haintonga, where the 
Reformed religion extensively prevailed, not 
withstanding th* ferocity of tha persecution.— 
The church there compris» d from 13 000 to 
14 000 persons ; but on th* pretence tbet some 
children of tbe new converts to R.msnism hsd 
been permitted to enter the boilding (s crime in 
tha eye of the Uw) the congregation wee or­
dered, late one Saturday evening to be sup­
pressed. On the Sunday morning » large cum 
ber ol worshippers appeared at tbe church 
doors, some of whom bad come from a great 
distance—their own churches being already 
closed or pulled dowt—sod among them were 
twenty-three infants brought for baptism. If 
was winter i the cold a as intecw ; snd no sbel 
tar being permitted within the closed ehuieh, the 
poor infants were mostly frosen to death on 
their mothers’ bosoms! Load sobbing and wail

44 Tbe Huguenots were pntsied to death'» 
door, and into the grave itwif. Tbey were ,e 
quired to confess and receive unction from the 
priests, on penalty of having their bodies when 
dead removed from their dwelling by the earn 
mon hangman, and flung into the public wwer. 
Tbe body of tbe dis'.ioguUbed M. de Chevenix 
was subjected to this brutal indignity. He was 
s gentUmsn illustrious for bis learning aod piety 
and had been councillor to the hi-g. At bis 
death orders ear* g veo that hi* body should be 
removed by the executioner -, aod bis eorpw wss 
accordingly taken, dragged away on a hurdle, 
and east spon a dung bill About four hundred 
ef nia friands, of whom the greater number were 
wnawn, proceeded thitner by night to fetch the 
body away. Tbey wrappt d it in linen ; four men 
bore it aloft on their ibo.lders, and tbey buried 
it in » garden. While the c rpse was being let 
down into tbe grave, the mourning assembly 
sang tbe 79 b psalm, beginning, 4 Save I 
God for the waters tie corns into my soul.’ Tot 
brother of M. de Chevenix, wss n Protestant 
pastor, who was forced to fly, end lock r-fugs 
in England.

•insère ;’ and they will at ones bs c ndemued, 
by some, as thorn influe need with daogerone re 
ligiees emotions, or exc'tsmsol, if not recruited 
enthusiasts, or wild fanatics- if they aim at the 
religion of the heart, which coocicis in 44 righ - 
eousossv, and pace* and joy in the Holy Ghost 
then they will be placed with thorn who arc be 
,ida themselves, or who are stnv.ng to attain to 
that stele of religions influence which ia impos­
sible and unseripinreL.

Excitement io religion may resume either a 
fait* or tree port'ion. It may bs merely lu­
men, or rvange iesl excitement. Tbs former is 
only human natnrs, principally moved upon 
through the améliora or pass,on ; but tba latter 
ia produced in tbe mind by lbs operation» of the 
Spirit of Grd. Tbey are perfectly dialinct, har­
ing tbsir origin in very diff-rant sources, and ex­
cited by vastly diff rent objects. It sometimes 
requires great skill, or cissr scriptural arqusig- 
tance aitb spiritual operations, to rightly distin­
guish bet wren them. They should not bs con­
founded, or ct ndemoed together t but every good 
msn should distinguish th* one from the other, 
lut be cast sway the wheat with the chaff.

False excitement is that which is produced by 
mere sympathy. It is possible that wilnmsieg 
others under religious influence may, from sym 
psthy alone, excite tbe tender emotions of the 
human nature. Them emotii nr msy.for the time 
be drep ; still they do not result from religious 
convint ions. Tbe as)-tide heaters appear to 
be of this character. They wet a excited with 
emotions, but having 44 no depth of esrih,4* 
n i religious influence « on tbsir mind* suffi­
cient to induce them te give their hearts to 
Ood, their essorions soon patted awsy. Such 
ioelsicee ere too frequently witnessed, at the 
present p»iiod, ie connection with revival* of re 
ligten. Many appear to bs moved upon, end 
even greatly excited, who. it it to be feared, bed 
never the root of tbe miller id them, or were 
neither property convinced of sin, nor savingly 
converted to God. Notwithstanding this w* ate 
not to wholly reject excitements, ig emotions in 
religion. Il we do so ws must reject religion 
it*e f. Nor are we lo consider revivals ss mere 
exci e ment, because many, who profess to be the 
•ul j-cts of religious influence, euun turn back 
to forty. Toil may arise from two ceuie- : first 
tbs work bas not been genuine ; or secondly 
through unfaithfulness, they speedily lose ite in­
fluence. But neither of these should be allow­
ed to prejudice the mind eg- net tine religion» 
emotions.

Religious Excitement
Man it must be admitted, ii not only an iotcl 

lvctusl being, possessed of vrlitioo and power . 
but be ie an emotions! bring, capable of f eling 
and exilement. Them s» essentiel to human 
nature, nor could he be perfect msn without 
them. Divest him ef either understanding or 
will, feeling or emotion, end yon destroy his 
nature. Hs would no longer be that bring 
whom God origioelly crested in bis image. 
Them then must be united in tt at being desig­
nated man.

Religion» excitement is, at th* present period 
ss it has been for many years past, the subject 
of dieeossion end criticism. Many view it, in 
connection with religi-ns movements, with al­
most a pious horror. This ie sometimes the 
case with sincere and devoted ministers, aod 
steady and uncompromising members of tbe 
church. Tnay conscientiously dresd everything 
emotional, or exciting in religion. They move 
on io a certain way in t»r.t*.a tbvy have been 
educated, end every departure from it stints to 
them errronous snd unscriptural. Giest allow­
ance, therefore, should be made for them, in 
consequence of their religions training or in­
struction.

Very erroneous conclusions srs frequently de­
duced from revivals of religion. Tbey are, too 
alien, termed dangerous excitements ; sad tba 
publie are warned against tbe danger of exeite- 

»t in religion. This may arise, however in­

tends to tha external mean», neglecting tbe spir­
itual power of religion t when efforts are only 
made to mevs upon tba feeling» or passions, 
without enlightening tbs understand ng, alarm­
ing the conscience, or awakening tbe soul to a 
reel sense of its dsn gar ; end when persons are 
persuaded to think they are the subjects of re 
iigioo, who have tot been Italy converted to 
Ood.

Aootber route* of fol** emotion» ie nalino- 
mieniem. This error produces in tbe mind, false 
belief, false facilement, end false practice. An 
antinomies hold* doctrines that clearly super­
sede the neeeaei'y of good works sad a virtuous 
lifa. Fsi.h ia to do all for him. This belief ex 
cites in him false influences, foie* enjoyments 
snd false practices, which may be accompanied 
with great emotion». The whole, however, ie » 
delusion !

Admit these to be important truths, or facts, 
which have taken p'aee, end which do occur ; 
yet we are not to exclude all excite mini, ell feel, 
inge, or ell emo'.wee, from religioe. if we pre­
sume to dr this, we shell destroy it altogether 
We shall hue* nothing left but the external 
character of religion,—tbe spirit, the life, the 
power, tha unction, will be utterly extinct And 
after all, wbat ie tbe body without eoal,—the 
form without the power of Christianity,

To excite, we know, means to stir up, rouse, 
animate, awaken. In thie eenee excitement ia 
both an innocent nod useful word. In rela­
tion to religion it is frequently need in two ways, 
which ere directly opposite. It is employed in 
either a good, or en evil, een e. When it relate» 
to religious movement», feeling», and emotions, 
which are warranted by the Bible, sad which 
must be r xpensr ead by every eoovioeed and 
converted sinner, it bee nothing objectionable in 
it i but when it refers to rent, fanaticism, sod 
Wildness in religion, it justly conveys an idea of 
a delusion, which should be carefully aod serip- 
turally avoided. To use tbe word, in its worst 
sense, egaioet religion, it require» no little care 
to know tbet it is really applicable ; or other 
wise we may be found false witnesses egeinst the 
work of lb* Holy Spirit on the human mind; 
and thus, ioteationably, place ourselves among 
the oppeiers of tins religion.

The experience of all true Chrietiane, from 
beginning to and, is fiiied with emorinee, or re­
ligious excitement. In proof of thie position we 
eha'I refer to eeveral importent parttcalare re­
corded to the word of Gal Can sinners be pro 
parly convinced of aia without ewoven, or ex­
citement P This we corcrive impossible. Tbe 
spirit et Ood, enlightening and awakening them, 
to n tree discovery of their ri posera to tbe 
wrath of God, often produces in their minds 
powerful feeling, emorion, or excitement. Thie 
wnsthe case with the Publican, tbe dying thief, 
tba jsi'or at Philippi, Saul on hie way to D ims# 
cue, and others.

Can sinners truly repsnt of their sios and not 
teal Scriptural emotion and excitement ? To be 
wholly destitute of these is contrary to Scripture,
• xperience, cud common eenae. Such a process 
cannot possibly take plice in the human soul, 
aod not move, or excite it. Si. Peal says,44 Be 
bold this self same thing, that you sorrowed 
after a godly tort, what carefulness it wrought 
io you, wbat indignation, yea, what fear, yea 
wbat vehement detire, yea, what revenge.' Here 
certainly is religious excitement of no ordinary 
character.

Can persons obtain justification, ad option, re­
generation,"snd have no feeling, no excitement, 
or no emotion t V * think that thie is utterly 
impossible, and in direct opposition to the leech­
ing of the Naw Testament. Buck a mighty, each

mens to day, tbs Bill for tbs dle-eeteblishmeot of 
tbs Irish Church earns up for ils second feeding. 
Mr. Ds'sei addressed the House ( be eom- 
me.nce't by declaring in tb* words ol the Right 
Hod Gvntlcmcn who in'rodueed the Bill, that 
the que»tie i was one of th* moot gigantic which 
lad ever been brought up before tb* Houm of 
Common», nod tie w aciderstioo demanded mock 
self contra’ i d mutual forbearance. He pro­
ceeded to argue that the connection between the 
Church and Stem wm a necessary one. Th# for­
mer rendered th* State religious, investing its au­
thority with lbs higher ssoctioe. This scheme 
wm likely to destroy litigious freedom sod tol­
eration. It wee a comblais violation of tbs 
rights of priests property, corporate and private 
property b-irg immediately connected, as all 
acts of spoliation were dangerous. Hitherto 
they bad bee i followed by civil war or some­
thing worse, for confiscation bad only enriched 
th* land owners. The e'resgth of Ireland was in 
her connection with England.. Th* ms jority of 
the people of Ireland wore discontented. To* 
settlement of the Church question would be in- 
sufficient to quiet discontent ; the Lend question 
required seulement.

Tbs details of the sc hems were complicated 
end determined the present engagements of the 
Gorernmeot with tb* holders of vMted interest, 
who ought to b- paid os r-gulsrly eed promptly 
M dividends. If these vugegemonte were com­
promised ttiers could bs no Mcurity against fur­
ther spoliation. The proposed giant to tb* 
Maynonth College wae directly opposed to th* 
preamble of the Bill. Mr. Dioreeli deprecoted 
the c luree of the present Gorernmeot m in on- 
tagnnism to the polity of the Whig party,whoM 
aim, wae civil end religious freedom. In conclu­
sion he eipreiMd tbs belief tbst it wss most 
dsugeroua to the country, but he felt h# could 
depend upon the prudent* and patriotism of 
Follement. He then moved that the bill be 
lead a second time that day six months.

Mr. H. Gregory followed in reply. Hs tend­
ed tb- lest speaker with inconsistency in com­
paring the epesi h he had just made with bis 
former diclsretions ihst tb* Irish Church wee a 
monstrous grievance to 1rs food. Mr. U. Gre­
gory, however did cot unr.Mreodly support tbs 
Bill Hs thought an equitable diviaioe of tb* 
Church property among tbs three religious bod­
ies preferable to the present scheme of distribu­
tion.

This cruelty ia too common. Animal» some­
time» suffer for hours in this way while their 
rider» ere eejoylng tbemeelvie by a fi-e within 
doors, forgetful of tbe poor creature» who can­
not complain. Chills thus produced are the 
oaue* tf fever end ioflemeelion, the meet feint 
diseases of horses.

Third—To oeerlosd or to ride oo no over­
loaded vehicle.

Fourth—To neglect ta l.uve exlee preperlyjoll- 
ed or greened.

Fifth—To let your horeee hold the weight of 
e loaded cart, when you eeo save kirn by petting 
• raat upon tbe shaft*.

Sixth—To nee animals unnecessarily on the 
Sabbath, which wis made as much for them as 
yon.

Seventh—To Older wrrieges long before they 
are wanted, thus compelling bulb htr« » aid 
driver» to remain unoeeeseariljr exposed to the 
weather.

Egblh—To mutilate doge by cutting their 
ears and tails, or horses by cutting eff their tails, 
or shaving eff tbs hair which nature ho provid­
ed for their covering, to lessen the labor cf bott­
lers in gtotming than*—Oar Dumb Animal*.
