BRITISH AMERICA ASSURANCE.

In common with nearly every one of the
fire offices, the losses of the British America
in the fire depirtment last year were un-
usually heavy, smounting to 78} per cent.,

This difference against [1869-70 would be
further swelled by taking into account the
increase in *‘losses under adjustment.” In
the marine branch the résult was different;
the losses being only 54} per cent. of the
premiums as against 63‘ the previous year,
and 90 in the next preceding year.

In the face of this recond, the marine busi-
ness cannot be regarded #s other than satis-
factory—both ocean and inland. The
British America is a member of the “‘Canada
Insurance Union”—a connection which we
are glad to see has been profitable, since it is
a matter in which the thade of Ontario is
specially interested.

called leeches. This class embraces, lawyers,
trustees, bank agents, and a variety of per-

. sons, who have or are supposed to have the

power of saying, what company shall get
particular risks. At present we would con-

, fine ourselves to that profession which prides

itself so much on its etiquette, its honour
and its disdain of huckstering. Without
doubt there are many in that body, whose
honowrable dealing justifies all the praise
that can be bestowed wupon them, and who
practise their profession legitimately. But
there are Jawyers in name, who know just
sufficient of the law to make them knavish,
and just suflicient of its practice to wake
them sly and tricky. There are those who by
their improper acts being discredit upon their
brethren and beget and justify the popular
prejudice which is directed agaipst the pro-
fession. They drag religion though the
mire for the sake of private gain, and fleece

. and rob these’ whom an apparent piety

saduces into their net. So it is not to be
wondered at, therefore, that' insurance com-
panies are not allowed to escape, when even
the morst sacred things are made tributary
to their needs. There are lawyers, who pos-
sess considerable influence among the re-
ligious denomination to which they belong,
and profit largely though' the zeal which
secures to them the opportunity of control-
ling insurances upon church property; they
use the professionnl confidence reposed in
them by their clients to secure to themselves
from the insurance companies, a commission
on business which, in all probability, yields
an additional sum by way of charges against
their clients, so that they are paid by both
sides. The reason we refer to this particular
phase of leeching is, that it has become a cry-
ing evil, and should be stopped.

IMPORTS AND EXPORTS-1870.

The statement recently given to the press,
of the Tmports and Exports of the Domin-
iomn, for the eléven months of the fiseal year
1869-"70, onding on the 30th May last, was
sent from Ottawa, and represents the im-
ports forj the period stated, to have heen
564,727,478, and the exports 860,073,172.
Nothing is said whether this is the gross or
