Y HEREAS .in Grants or Patents of Land made in this Province, His Majesty has thought proper io re-
' serve to Himself, His Heirs and Successors, all Coals, and other Mines and Minerals ; and His Majesty,
in compliance with the wishes of very many of his Subjects, has been pleased to allow, that his Coal Mines in
this Pyovince, under certein regulations, may be opened and worked ; and as the opening and working Coal
Mines will add much to the increasing prosperity of the Country, it is expedient that such rules and regulati-
ons may be established, as will secure-the Grantees of Land against any unnecessary wasle or trespass thal may

be committed'by those who may be authorized by the Crown, under such general reservation, 40.open and work
Mines of Coal : ’

L. BE it therefore enatled by the Licutenant Governer, Council, and Afembly, That whenever'it
has been, or may hereafter be, deemed expedient by His Majefty’s Government to open
and work, or caufe to be opened and worked, any Mine or Mines of Coal within any lands
.of any perfon or perions, for the purpofe of raifing and taking away Coal which has been or
may be found and difcovered within the fame, it fhall and may be lawful for the Juftices in

W HEREAS, it i:v expedient to encourage persons concerned in the Timber and Lumber Trade of this Pro—
vince, by nfaking such enactments op regulations as will ¢ffectually remove and prevent the difficulties now
experienced by them in bringing those articles down the Rivers in this Province 1o mayket :
L Beit therefore enacted by the Licutenant-Governor, Council and A ffembly, “That.it fhall be law.
ful for any pcnfon or perfous to bring down, on any of the Fieth Water Rivers in this Pro-
vincey Logs, Timber, and Lumber of any kind, at fuch times and feafor.s of the year, as the

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Juflices in their Seflions may appomt, taking care to do as little damage to the owner -or own-
ers of the foil adjoining fuch rivers as poflible.

11, And be it further enalled, That it {hall and may be lawful for fuch perfon or perfons fo
concemed in the Timber and Lumber Trade, to remove, or caufe tc be removed, all obltrac-
tions of trees, ﬁones, logs or rubbith, in fuch river or rivers, at fuch timesand featons as may
be moft convenient, under fuch rules and regulations as fhall be eftablithed by the Court of
General Seflions of rhe Peace, or by any Court of Special Scflion to be held for that purpofe,
in fuch County or Diftri@ where fuch rivers are fituate.  Provided always, That nothing
herein contained fhall authorife the removal of any mill-dam or dams which may have been
put or placed upon or acrofs - fuch rivers.

Inl. And be it further enafed, Vhat it {hall be lawful for the faid Cou*rt of General or Spe.-
cial Seflion in and for each County and Diftiic in this Province, to make fuch rules and re- -
gulations refpeing the bringing-down-the feveral riversin {uch Gounty -or Difkei&@, Timber,
Lumber, and other articles, as may be neceflary for that purpofe, and to impofe a penalty or
penalties for the breach of fuch regulations, not lefs than five fhillings, nof more than two
